Son Jelfrey Izzard could not 
attend but wrote a letter to the 
Judge telling of his dreams and 
visions of his lather's last momenls 
at the hand of a man he had never 
niel. 

Nancy Izzard said government 
e.vists to jlrotect citizens fronl peo-
l)le like the man who killed her 
l i i isband. Her husband was the 
type lo help people, she said, that's 
what got him killed - his concerns 
for workers in the plant. 

After a three-week trial, jurors 
rejected an insanity |)lca offered by 
the defense and (bund Atkins guilty 
of first degree murder April 20. 
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p a r o l e ,

Atkins was also conWcted on 24 
other counts. 

Dressed in camouflage, Atkins 
ran through the plant shooting at 
management personllel and police 
officers. He ranie face to face with 
Izzard who was ilelping shoo peo­
ple out of the plant. Because he 
was management, he had to die, 
Atkins said. 

Hourly employees scattered and 
rai l for their lives. The lone gun­
man evaded police in a drainage 
culvert for nearly five hours while 
traffic on the 1-96 freeway was 
brought to a halt. After he surren­
dered, Atkii is lold police he was 
angered by political literatui'e at 
the plant and wante(I to save the 
woman he loved from what he 
called a prison.

A new rabies epidemic transmit­
ted by wild raccoons is virtually 

f certain to move across northern 
• Ohio into Michigan, according to 

University of Michigan scientist 
Mark L. Wilson. The only question 

' is when will the first Michigan rac-
• coon be exposed to Ihe virus? 

The raccoon strain of the rabies 
' ' virus Is no more deadly than other 
• types of rabies already found in 

Michigan's skunks and bats. 
'^Public health experts are con-
' cerned, however, because this viral 
strain's primary host is the com­
mon raccoon. Attracted by a ready 
food supply of pet food and 
garbage, dense populations of rac-

I coons live in close proximity to 
I humans in many areas throughout 
j the state. 

1 "Much of Michigan Is prinle rac-
1 coon habitat," said Wilson, a U-M 
associate professor of biology and 
of epidemiology, "Raccoons prefer 
sub urban wooded residential 
areas over areas of intensive agri­
culture. So the epidemic, now 
expanding into northeast Ohio, is 
likely to spread west and north into 
Michigan." 

Wilson began studying raccoon 
rabjes .In the early l^QOs while he 
was at Yale University. Working 
Willi other scientists at Yale and 
officials fronl the state's public 
health department, Wilson tracked 

t t l le raccoon rabies epidemic as it 
i spread aci-oss Connecticut from 
i March 1991 to December 1996. 

Raccoon rabies first appeared In 
Florida in the 19,50s and has been 
nloving north through the mid-
Atlantic states and New England 
ever since. 

"Before 1991, no rabid animals 
had been identified In Connecticut 
for more than a decade," Wilson 
said. "Over the next four years, 
Connecticut officials reported 
2,612 rabies-positive animals -
most of which were raccoons. More 
than 80 percent of these animals 
were found In property owner's 
yards. During this same period, 
939 people were exposed lo the 
virus usually by handling a pet 
which had Just fought wi th a 
rabies-positive animal." 

The first documented case of |-ac-
coon rabies in northeast Ohio 
occurred in April 1997, according 
lo the Ohio Department of Health. 
Since then. 75 addiUonal cases 
have been recorded. To try to pre­
vent the epidemic from spreading, 
the Ohio Department of Health 
began distributing bait containing 
an oral rabies vaccine around the 
perimeter of three northeast Ohio 
counties. 

"Ohio is attempting to create a 
.f irewall of inimyoQ.raccpons to stop 
the spread o f ihe epirierhlc," 'Wiis()n • 
said. "Unfortunately, bait ing pro­
grams are expensive and they must 
be continued indefinitely, since 
new animals are continually being 
born or moving into the area. 
Baiting may slow the spread of the 

epidemic, but it is unlikely to stop 
it forever," 

One of the biggest dangers to the 
success of any baiting program is 
people's tendency to trap nuisance 
raccoons and release tilenl many 
miles away in another area. "All it 
will take is one infected raccoon 
transported past the baited 
perimeter to blow everything," 
Wilson said, "We saw this happen 
in Connecticut when the leading 
edge of the epidemic suddenly 
Julllped 60 miles from the last 
known point of infection. The most 
likely explanation was that infected 
raccoons were unintentional stow­
aways on garbage trucks making 
deliveries to a large landllll in the 
area." 

The best way to prepare for the 
spread of raccoon rabies into 
Michigan, according to Wilson, is to 
use common sense: make sure 
your pets have current rabies vac­
cinations. Don't leave pet food or 
open garbage cans outside. Avoid 
any contact with wild raccoons. 
Above all, don't adopt raccoons as 
pets and don't trap and release ani­
mals lo another area. 

Wilson is a member of the 
jWichigan Rabies Working Group 
composed of representatives ofgov-
erninent and private organizations. 
The group was established to 
determine what measures the stale 
can take lo prepare for and 
respond lo the raccoon rabies epi­
demic before It reaches Michigan.

Scvdily-clglit years In one place 
and yon get to know It jiretty well, 

Bruce Turnbii l l , a iVorlhville res­
ident all Ills life, has stored up a 
treasure trove of stories about the 
area's history, and for the last 
do/en years, he's been coinniitted 
to sh.irii ig iheiii Willi aiiyone who'll 
listen, 

'1 Just can't say no. I know 
Northville and If people are inter­
ested In the history of Northville I'm 
real happy io come and talk wi th 
them," •|'iirnbull said. 

He spends his rellrement as a 
vriliintecr, leading walking tours 
l l irough the clly and Mill Race 
Village. Through his hard work and 
studies, lie has become one of 
Ncrlhville's |)reiiiier liisloriaiis. 

"i ie's one of the stalwarts here of 
the doceiit coiiiiiiunlty," Historical 
.Society colleague Fiai i Gaxlcy said. 

For his efforts io edueale hun­
dreds of jieople i;aeh yciir, 
Turnbull 's won numerous awards, 
including Norllivllle's Citizen of the 
Year in 1989. the Claude Ely com-
i i iuni ly service award In 1988, and 
the Northville Youth Forum award 
In 1996 for contributions to area 
kkls. 

On any given day, Turnbull can 
he found sporting a blazer and 
plaid tain, leading groups of adults 
and .schoolchildren through the 
buildings at Mill Race. He points 
out the location of Northville's stop 
on the underground rai lroad, 
walks through preserved homes of 
the Victorian wealthy and poor, 
and takes visitors through the one 
room school house. 

At the end of each tour, he pulls 
a (ard fronl his pocket lo test ll le 
groups on Northville historical triv­
ia. 

1t helps them remember it hel­

ler," he said. 
In ihe past decades, aiiienilies In 

Northville were sparse. No running 
water, no central heating. 

Hut while Turnbull now helps to 
preseiTc the city's past, his family 
was twice instrumental in ushering 
in the future. 

"My lather took a streetcar to 
Norlliville from I'ontiac in 1916. 
His boss sent him because a thing 
called electricity eaiiie to Northville 
in 191G and there were a lot of 
houses that needed wiring," 
Turnbul l .said. "He liked Northville 
so well, he said lo his boss, 'I'liis Is 
It.' He met my mom at the Baptist 
Church." 

His father Clifford opened an 
electrical shop that sold small 
apiiliances near the northeast cor­
ner of Main and Wing Streets, 
which is now a niunicipal parking 
lot. 

In an apartment above the store, 
Bruce Turi ihi i l l was born Oct. 7, 
1919, 

He spent his early years assisting 
his fatlier in the business. 

Turnbul l graduated as senior 
class president In 1937 and went 
on to serve as an air corps electri­
cian in the marines during World 
War II. 

When he returned to Northville 
from stints around the world, 
namely in San Diego and 
Jacksonville, Fla., he helped out 
wi th appliance sales and service at 
ihe store's new location down Main 
Street, The store remained a fixture 
at the site eurrciitiv occupied by 
Baby Baby until 1963. 

Dur ing (hat time, Turnbul l 
brought a second wave of lechnolo-
gj' to Northville, installing televi­
sion antennas on llle roofs of 
almost every home in Ihe city. 

A I'cw of Ihe antennae thai 
Turnbul l creeled still rise froiii the 

rooftops of downtown homes. 
Detroit Edison's dislrict liead-

(l i iar l i ' rs, which handled power 
from Northville to Howell, was 
located in the nIOce on the corner 
of I)ui i l ; ip and Center. During 
Turnbi i i rs visits, he courted the 
seirelaiA', Rita, whom he niarricd 
In 19-12. 

The couple has shared a charm­
ing blue Victorian home in the his­
torical districl on Eton St. for the 
last 2.') years. Helore thai, they 
lived ad'oss the street for 20. 

Recently, he sold the lot next 
door to his son. who's coiistnicting 
a house where Turnbull ii.sed to 
grow la\'ish ilower and vegetable 
gardens that was once featured as 
the garden of the month by the 
Nortliville garden club. 

Aside from gardening, Turnbull 
golfs each week with two friends. 

He has led an active lifestyle 
since his school days, and tlirougli 
watching four sons and one daugh­
ter navigate the Norlhville Public 
.Schools he's also become a store­
house ot inl'oriiiaiion on (he hisiory 
of local sports. 

'Tve always been interested in 
early tilslorj'. I l l i ink my grandfa­
ther instilled lhai in me. II started 
wllf i a box of Indian arrowheads 
thi l l my grandfather found. 1 think 
pcoiile are either interested in his-
ioiy or they're nol." he said. 

One of his goals, he said, is to 
give people a better appreciation of 
what a wonderhil town Northville 
is, 

"It really is one of the nicest 
towns in Michigan.

Kepublieans said five .senators 
and five representatives have intro­
duced Engler's proposed tax cuts.

Road north of l>e lve Mile, 
$600,000 of preliminary engineer­
ing costs for improvenienis to Ten 
and l\velve Mile Road were covered 
in 1993 and a state grant con­
tributed $1 million for Crescent 
Boulevard In 1994, 

Despite the advancements in 
ganlering funds Novi City Manager 
Ed Kriewall didn't sound overly 
optimistic a t . a. recent Economic 
Summit held at the Novi Civic 
Center Wliile many of the business 

and properly owners who allendcd 
coiiifjlained of traffic hassles, 
Kriewall Indicated the process was 
slow and Ihe county has little 
money for Improvements.

Those hated labels on statewide 
studenl tests are due to j<et new 
names. 

The State Board of Education is 
studying Superintendent Art Ellis' 
sufifiestions lo droj) the "proh-
eienl," "novice" and "not yet novice" 
ratings given students on the 
Michigan Ediicalional Proliciency 
high school tests. 

The ratings cau.sed many par­
ents to let their l l l h graders "opt 
out" of taking the exams, making it 
difl icull for state olTlcials to evalu­
ate a school's perforniance. 

"Two options are provided for Ihe 
board's consideration. \ i o \ \ \ have 
advantages and disadvantages," 
said Ellis in remarks prepared for 
delivery today. 

Option A provides four levels of 
ratings; ^ . , 

1. Distinguished.' 
2. Exceeds Michigan standards.

Ellis called it "straighlfonvard" 

hut said it will be difl'ieult to estab­
lish "cut" scores belween cate­
gories. That is, "theie may be only 
a one or two raw scoit poini differ­
ence between each level, ilartlcu-
larly In writing where there are only 
12 points in total." 

Option B also provides four lev­
els: 

1. Docs not meet Michigan 
expectations. 

2. Meets Michigan expectations. 
3. Exceeds Michigan expccla-

llons. 
4. Indicates tlislinguished perfor­

mance. 
Variations on Option B call for 

reversing the order of numbers and 
slightly different descriptions.

"Establishing two reporting cate­
gories that meet or exceed Ihe 
Michigan standards will be an eas­
ier task with the elimination of an 
additional reporting categoiy that 
describes distinguished perfor­
mance." 

Ellis said he found either option 
acceptable, leaving the decision 
solely to the eight-member board. 

The Legislature mandated 
changing the scoring labels after 
public hearings last year showed 
much student and parental dissat­
isfaction. 

But Ihe concept of statewide 

testing is here to slay, lawmakers 
said, because of local variations in 
standards in granting high school 
diplomas. 

Eleventh gradei's in public 
schools will find Iheir standard 
state tests have a new name this 
year - "MEAP High School Tests in 
Malh, Science, Reading, Writing 
and Social Studies." 

Testing time will he two hours 
less. 

'"I'llal will place all assessment 
tests under the name of Michigan 
Educational Assessment Program," 
.said Dr. Clliistinc Sehi-am of the 
Dei)artment of Education. 

Previously. "MEAP" was Ihe term 
u.sed for tests given lo grades ,3-8. 

The 11th grade tests had been 
called "I ISPIV for High School 
Proficiency Tests. 

Although tests wil l consume less 
class time, as the public and 
LegLslatin-c demanded, die stale 
can't I'orce students lo take them. 

"Our expectation was that evely-
one would be eager to take the high 
school tests," said Dorothy 
Beardnlore, vice-president of the 
State Board of Education. 

"An endorsement (proficiency 
grade in a subject) would he a 
badge of honor. But if the parents 
don't want their childi'en lo take 
that test, 1 don't know how yon can 
Ibree them to do it." 

1.3eardniore said that the idea of 
allowing exemptions was to allow 

the disabled and those with limited 
English language proficiency to 
skip them. Instead, many .upper 
middle class parents - notably in 
Birmingham, Troy and Monroe -
exempted their ofl^spring. 

In today's special meeting, the 
State Board was scheduled li) 
spend most of the day discussing 
special education with an advisory 
committee. , 

The state is wrestling with spe­
cial ed enrollments that are rising 
faster than the school-age popula­
tion, wrenching costs skyward. 
Local districts are threalenirlg 
another lawsuit if the state doesn't 
compensate them fully for their 
special ed costs.

It's 
the end of the road. Terlrl l imits, 
approved by voters In 1992, pro­
hibit them froili runnlllj^ aj^aln this 
year. 

What did six or more years In 
Lansing lllean to them? What 
advice would they f^lve their 
rcplacciiients? What would they 
tell 21-year-olds considering a 
career In poliilcs? 

BARBARA DOE3I3. 48, R-Unlon 
Like, has served four two-year 
terms and heads her own CPA I'Irill 
In West Hloomfield, 

"We're seriously considering tak­
ing a run for the Senate seat," she 
said. Dobb lost the Republican pri­
mary to Willis Bullard Jr, of Milford 
when the vacancy opened up two 
years ago and wotikl have to face 
the Incumbent 111 this year's prima-
ly-

"I (lid, 1 am and will continue to 
be a certified public accountant. 
We do both corporate and Individu­
als, 

The whole political landscape is 
goliiK to change under term limits. 
'Hiis will be our first election under 
term limits. The public will get a 
real wake-up call as to how far-
reaching It Is. It doesn't affect Just 
those legislators who are term-lim­
ited, like myself. 

"It's going to affect a lot of local 
races, a lot of staff here in binslng. 
You're going to see changes In the 
type of legislation that comes out of 
tlie House and what types of coali­
tions are built." 

Biggest accomplishment: 
"Absolutely, without a doubt, no 
question, Proposal A," the 1994 
amendments lo the Michigan 
Constitution and school finance 
jaws that replaced much of the 
school property tax with a higher 
sales tax. "I was one of the Team of 
14 here in the House that put the 
framework for Proposal A together. 

"It saved constituents in my dis­
trict millions of dollars. It allowed 
senior citizens to stay in their 
holnes. It gave young couples the 
opportunity to purchase homes. It 
also provided equity for school 
funding," 

Another achievement: ' the 
rewrite of the accountancy code. 
We brought that into the 'GOs. 

Biggest disappointment: "The 
fnjstratlng part is that not every-
btidy agrees with you. I've done a 
lot of worlt wltl-l'DNRbh Take access 
Issues, but we haven't gone as far 
as I'd like." 

Advice to her successor: "Know 

Ihe Issues that are critically Impor­
tant to the district. We have a verj'. 
very active constituency, They're 
very sophisticated, very knowledge­
able. You'll ha\'e to know how to 
build coalitions with colleagues 
ver)' quickly." 

A suggested reading list? 
"Absolutely not. You have so much 
to read around here. Vou caniint 
possibly read cveiything that Is put 
on your desk. You have lo be sclec-
live." 

Advice to young people consider-
ing a political career: 'Be able to 
relate to real life experience - poo-
pie who have families, who have 
property, senior citizens. There is a 
tremendous amount of ('omniunlty 
activities available - Optimists, 
Rotarles, scnice organizations, 
local chambers of commerce, ITA. 

"Chnrncler mailers. What people 
are looking for Is honesty and 
integrity." 

DEBOfMH WHY.MAN, 39, R-
Canton, Is completing three terms 
and has announced for the state 
Senate seat being vacated by Bob 
Geake, Before her election in 1992, 
she wa.s In data processing - eight 
years for General .Motors. 14 
months in long-distance tele-
phones, then as a contractor. 

T\'e had some wonderful oppor­
tunities in the Mouse. In the 
Senate, I'll have a larger district 
but work in a smaller body - ,38 
members versus 110. I'd like to 
seive on tax policy as well as pub­
lic utilities," she said. 

Her proudest achievement: "My 
successful effort lo abolish (Detroit! 
Recorder's Court and restoring the 
voting rights of my constituents." 
Whyman look a lot of racial heal 
for objecting lo Detroit Judges' 
being handed all the criminal 
cases, even suburban ones, in 
Wayne County. 

"I was (|uite pleased to have such 
strong support for banning recog­
nition of same-sex marriages. It 
was a bil l In response to the Hawaii 
case where same-sex marriages 
could have been inflicted on 
Michigan." 

Biggest disappointment: "Seeing 
adults acl like kindergartners. We 
work on bills and all get very tired, 
and (some) return lo the behavior 
they had when they were Ave years 
old - petty bickering; Just generally 
childish." 

Advice to her successor: "Pay 
attention to your district, be visible 
In your district, do your homework 
when you're here." 

A reading list for her successor: 
'The Federalist Papers (the same 

work topped Speaker Newt 
Gingrich's reading list for new con­
gressmen In 1995) and 'The 
Fountalnhead' (novel by by Ayn 
Rand) so you understand the prop­
er role of government." She believes 
government's role should be ven' 
limited. 

Advice to a 21-year-oId consider­
ing ser\'lcc in government: "1 didn't 
follow the role of local government. 
1 got involved as a grass-roots 
activist. When an opportunity 
came to run, I took it. 1 don't think 
party politics is necessarily the 
best w.ly to go, 

'The advice I would give a young 
adult is to read histoiy, under­
stand where we came from, follow a 
consistent philosophy based on 
what has hapiicncd historically, 
don't drink and drive, don't smoke 
marijuana even if you don't Inhale 
becnu.se ever)' bad thing vdii do, all 
your friends are going to learn 
about It in a campaign." 

DAN GL'STAFSON, 39, R-
Willlainston, was a legislative aide 
to Sen. Mat Dunaskiss and an 
Ingham County commissioner 
before his 1992 election to the 
Mouse from an lnghain-l,ivint;ston 
district. He was asslstani GOP llnor 
leader in his final term. 

What's next'.-' "For sure, 1 want to 
coach some more kids' soccer 
learns. My kids start at fifth grade. 
My expertise seems to be in the leg­
islative process; I'd like to do some­
thing In that capacity, but I haven't 
narr-owed it beyond that," Me has 
an M.A. in business, economics 
and public policy from George 
Washington University. 

"1 started in manufacturing at 
Cadillac Motor Car Division in 
Detroit. When I came out of Ihc 
auto industry, I worked on Mouse 
and .Senate staffs as a tax expert 
and facilitated the process as a 
staff person. I won't being going 
back to that. I could gel back Inlo 
the private scclor." 

I'roudesI achievemcnls? "Three 
stand out: 

• "The graduated driver's license 
law, which has already shown a 
dramatic increase in the quality of 
young drivers on the road, and I've 
been invited to speak across the 
country on it. 

• "Although 1 didn't have a bill. 1 
drafted language that we |)ut in the 
school aid buclget on inter-district 
schools of choice, and 20,000 stu­
dents in Michigan are participating 
in that every year 

• "The third would be my role In 
Proposal A. I drafted language that 
would allow agricultural property 

to be taxed at the same .rate as 
homesteads, which is six mil ls 
instead of 24 mills (for business 
propert\i. It's gone a long way to 
save the family farm in Michigan." 

Biggest disappointment: "I did a 
lot of work on campaign finance 
reform, and 1 introduced the bil l to 
outliuv officeholder expense funds. 
Hut I would have liked to .see more 
done on disclosing contributions to 
campaigns, the notorious 'soft-
money' contributions. 1 don't think 
that's going to happen this session. 

"1 also h;ive a series of bills on 
day care reform and immunization: 
bcrause they're insurance man­
dates, they've been blocked by the 
insurance indusin'. I don't see that 
happening this session." 

Advice to his successor: 
"Anything's possible, though there 
will .ilways be nay-sayers who say 
it lar i ' l be done. If you're a leader, 
lieople will follow. Don't take no for 
an answer 

"Strive quickly to learn the rules 
of the House and know the system. 
It's not those who make Ihe most 
noi.se .and issue the most press 
releases who ;ire the most success­
ful around here. 

"Read the Constitution and the 
Bill of Rights. Rely on our founding 
fathers' wisdom, and you can't go 
WTong. And read Ihe House rules. If 
you understand them, you can get 
llilngs done. And read Tom Malik's 
'Road to Serfdom.'" 

Advice to 21-year-olds consider­
ing sen'ice in the Ix-gislature: "Gel 
invoh'cd in your commurlity, your 
schools, civic groups; understand 
how your community works and 
how the state can help. You only 
get six years in Ihe legislature, so 
you want lo make them Ihe best six 
years possible." 

TOM MIDDLF/rON, 52, R-
Ortonville, is closing eight years in 
Ille House, He's challenging incum­
bent Sen. Mat Dunaskiss in the 
GOP i)rimarj' Ibis year He has 
been an owner and operator of 
daily and crop farms and was piTS-
Idenl of the Oxford school board. 

"It'll be a real hard race. It wi l l 
give people the choice they haven't 
had in some years. I plan to be 
talking to people in the district and 
have office hours." 

Proudest accomplishment: 
"Proposal A (the school finance 
reform of 1994). Our property taxes 
were forcing farmers out. And also 
being from a school board, proper­
ty taxes and school reform were 
tied together." Mlddleton was close 
lo Team of 14 that agitated for a 
shift from the property tax in 1993. 

"Their whole philosophy was to 
handle property tax feform and 
school reform together The gover­
nor wanted to handle them sepa­
rately. It was a fluke, the way it 
happened, but we were ready." 

Biggest disappointment: 
"Probably when we looked at the 
Subdivision Control Act. It's not 
designed to be user friendly. It 
caused urban sprawl. It said you 
had to develop 10.1 acres in order 
to avoid subdividing. 

"The subdivi.sion law is so time-
eonsuniing that it caused people to 
buy 10.1 acres. That took farmland 
out of production. It caused the 
road network to go farther out into 
rural areas. Sewer and water will 
have to be out there. It draws retail 
business lo move out farther We 
weren't able to make Ihc 
Subdivision Control Act more user-
friendly." 

Advice to successor: "Meet the 
people. There are 110 of us in the 
House. You can't be an expert on 
c\'cn'thiilg. You have to learn who 
has expertise in some areas. In 
sonle areas, you're going to have lo 
depend on lol)byists. You're also 
going to have to learn whom you 
can tnist. Some people will say 
anything to you, then not come 
Inie on their word." 

Reading list: 'There are materials 
being developed because of term 
limits. They're going to have to be 
on a fast track. Go to every semi­
nar" 

Advice to 21-year-olds consider­
ing a career in the Ixgislature: "We 
care about people. If you have a 
natural willingness to want to help 
people, that helps a future legisla­
tor. With term limits, if you're going 
to be here Just six years, it might 
attract a different kind of person. 
In my district, a township super\'i-
sor will have an advantage in name 
recognition, but there will always 
be some young person who can 
out-door-door them." 

KIRK PROFIT. 45, D-Ypsllantl, 
was an assistant to Hose Speaker 
Gary Owen for five years before his 
own election in 1988, He has con­
sidered runs for higher office, bul 
al this point those posts are held 
by fellow Democrats. Eariier In his 
career, he was legal counsel to the 
Washtenaw County Sheriffs 
Department and undersherlff. 

Profit is a prolific sponsor of bills, 
with more than 100 in the hopper. 

covering taxes, economic develop­
ment, human cloning, criminal 
procedure and the etlvlroilment. "1 
have a ven,' active constituency, 
and 1 need to use every moment I'm 
here. That's one of the reasons I'm 
not seeking other cinploymcnl. 

"1 don't really know (what he'll do 
next). Work hard wherever you're 
at. and life tends to take care of 
itself. When time gets short, you've 
gotta play htird." 

Proudest accomplishment: "It's 
jjrob.abl}' _\'et to haijpen. I'm work­
ing with Rep. Joe Palamara (D-
Wyandolle) lo keep the rc\'cnue 
sharing promise of the '70s, 

"We have legislation out of the 
House and in the Senate Judiciary 
Committee that would restore pro-
lection lor our First Amendment 
right to free exercise of religion. It's 
called the Michigan Religious 
Freedom Restoration Act. 11 
restores the compelling state Inter­
est standard in protecting the free 
exercise of religion." 

"I've worked verj' closely with this 
governor to make sure we have a 
fairer tax stnic lure. 1 was right in 
Ihe middle (of Ihe Proposal A legis­
lation). Big supporter" 

Biggest fnistrat ion: "Some things 
take longer than the time we have 
in this I.egislalure. We've elevated 
debate and developed dialogue. The 
only person who can beat yourself 
is yourself." 

Advice to his successor: "They're 
an advocate for 85.000 people In 
Washtenaw County. Their collec­
tive interest is the prime thiilg to 
woriy about." 

fteading list: "1 spend 'way too 
much t ime in bookstores. 
Everything from the Bible to 
Emerson to Thoreau lo classic 
American philosophers. Then you 
get the technical stuff to under­
stand legislation." 

Advice to 21-year-olds consider­
ing a career in the Legislature: 
"Live life to the fullest every day. 
Undcrstaild people and what they 
want. We don't come here with the 
answers. We come as conduits, 
advocates and facilitators. 

"1 was a philosophy major at 
Eastern (Michigan University) and 
(a University of Detroit) law school 
graduate. That was a particularly 
good training ground to under­
stand fundamental Anlerican prin­
ciples."

To (he EdKor: 
Oil (he rising racl(e( and stench 

rfoill city hall. Sounds like the infa­
mous Novi City Council is receiving 
financial advice from the slick 
shyster Willie and his band of 
degenerates in Washington D,C. 
The Novi taxpayers are again 
receiving the proverbial shaft froill 
(he cronies on city council. 

It all started out plain and sim­
ple. The Novi taxpayers and voters 
agreed to pay for another fire sta­
tion on the west side. Fire Stadon 
No, 4, and a training center for (he 
flrenghters. As Councilor Schmid 
Poinlcd out, tlle caillpaign litera­
ture (and council discussions _ 1 
have video tapes) stressed the 
money woe to be used for con­
struction of Fire Station No. 4. Not 
Fire Station No. 9. Not fire Station 
No. 69. And not Fire Station No. 1. 

Let us step back a moment and 
rcNdew the Fire Station No. 4 sales 
pitch. Tile primary selling factors 
were: a) the health and safety of 
the people moving into new homes 
and buildings on the west side of 
town, b) the possible inability of 
the existing siations on the eastern 
side of the city getting to the west­
ern side in time because of traffic, 
construction, distance, etc, and c) 
the rising price and availability of 
land. All sound, understandable 
reasons which tile Novi taxpayers 
and voters accepted and voted for. 

Now we are into May 1998, sonle 
18 months after the voters said 
okay to the bond issue and we still 
do not have the land nor Fire 
Station No, 4 under construction. 
(Perhaps if they spent less time and 
money on the semi-private munici­
pal golf course/watering hole, the 
Fire Station No. 4 issue would have

received a higher priority.) (Also, 
Pork Barrel Avenue No. 6 seem to 
be more important than Fire 
Station No, 4 and the health and 
safety of our residents on the west­
ern side of the city. That public 
road Ihrough private property was 
designed and built within a year.) 

This summer we wil l have Grand 
River closed for construction of the 
railroad overpass (cutting off the 
present Fire Staiion No, 1 from the 
northwestern part of the city). 
Possible construclion on Nine Mile 
Road and Novi Road which impacts 
the use of vehicles from Fire 
Siation No. 3. Now maybe Fire 
Station No. 2 _ up in the Walled 
Lake area, can zip across South 
Lake Drive, dowil the new Taft 
Road extension, through the Beck 
Road/Tivelve Mile Road intersec­
tion (under construction?), and 
then service all of the calls fronl the 
wesl side of the city. 

But let us return to some basic 
trustworthy and ethical Issues, the 
voters were promised that fire 
StaUon No, 4, to be located on the 
west side, would be buil t if the 
bond issue was passed. Not after 
the old Fire Station No. 1 was 
designed and constructed. Not 
after the old Fire Station No, 1 site 
was sold. 

Now the Novi taxpayers and vot­
er witnessing a highly suspect

If and when money is real­
ized from the sale of the existing 
Fire Station No. 1, that money 
should be used for the construc­
tion of a new Fire Station No, 1. No 
wonder the taxpayers and voting 
public considers politicians and 
their political actions as a rotten 
and stench-laden affair, Wait till 
they try to sell us on another bond 
issue.

Conside Clean Michigan plan

Recently, the Michigan Senate 

passed two important bills, SB 902 
and SB 904, which together form a 
cornerstone of the Clean Michigan 
Initiative bonding proposal. This 
package, coupled wi th pending 
House activity on HB 5620, HB 
5622 and HB 5917, is one of the 
most significant environmental 
and economic accomplishments of 
the last decade. These measures 
provide the state with the needed 
financial resources to take ful l 
advantage of earlier environmental 
improvements. 

The Clean Michigan InitiaUve 
creates a new $550 million bond to 
finance further brownfield redevel­

opment. Improve state and local 
parks, renovate contaminated 
rivers, protect our valuable lakes, 
rivers and streams fronl further 
pollution, and enhance our state's 
waterfront development acUvities. 
The proposal, if passed by the leg­
islature and signed by the gover­
nor, would place the question of 
approving this bond on the 
November 1998 ballot. Citizens are 
being asked to make a long-term 
investment of dollars in Michigan's 
environmental and economic 
future. 

Some have unfairly criticized this 
package as being more about pro­
viding economic incentives tllan 
environmental benefits. I am of the 
belief that good economic incen­
tives and environmental benefits 
can work hand in hand. Success 
stories continue to repeat them­
selves all over this state with 
brownfields being redeveloped, 
greenspaces preserved, abandoned 
sites cleaned up, air, water, and 
soil quality enhanced, and a record 
number of new Jobs being created. 

I invite Michigan residents to 
give careful consideration lo this 
bipartisan, bicameral Clean 
Michigan Initiative. When 
Michigan's credit rating is so high, 
interest rates extremely low, and

Novi settlers moved first to Plymouth 
Back in the spr ing 
of 1825, a number 
of adven tu rous 
souls pushed their 
way t h r o u g h the 
forests o u l of 
DetroK lo settle in 
what would later be 
cal led P l ymou th , 
Many of those eariy 
settlers would later 
move fu r ther nor th 
to become famil iar 
names in Northvi l le 
and Novi, 

Among those first P lymouth pioneers 
were J o h n Mil ler, who began Northvil le's 
first i ndus t l y , and Rufus Thayer, for whom 
a Northvi l le street is named. 

Wi l l iam Starkweather , one of Plymouth's 
nlosl p rominen t names, purchased 240 
acres o f land when he arrived i n 1825 on 
what would later become nearly most of the 
downtown area. 

Nearby I n d i a n s , accord ing to Henry 
Holbrook, an early settler, were "fr iendly, 
kindly, neighbor ly and helpfu l , " They were 
also reputed to be "most ly of the seedy 
vagabond var iety who never dreamed of 
taking a scalp and cared for no th ing bu t 
enough lo eat and p lenty of fire water," as 
described by Henry Utiey, son of P lymouth 

I pioneers, 
I After enough sett lers had gathered in the 
i town, a schoolhouse was bui l t . 

School was taught only in the w in ter 
months , usua l ly by a young m a n who 
worked on a f a rm in the summer bu t who 
had attended enough school h imsel f to be 
able to teach reading, w r i t i ng and a r i t h ­
metic to wha t Utley called "the u rch ins of 
the neighborhood," 

By 1832, the t i ny sett lement was growing 
in populat ion and the first town meet ing 
was held i n J o h n T ibb i t s ' barn . Accord ing 
to Ul ley, t h i s was w h e n the name 
"P lymou th " was decided u p o n , despi te 
some st rong opposi t ion, 

" I t was a l one t ime proposed to cal l the 
town Pekin, as two of the adjo in ing towns 
were , „ called Canton and Nank in . But be l ­
ter counsels prevai led, and th is Chinese 
nomenclature was discarded for the more 
histor ical a n d patr io t ic name wh ich was 
finally selected." (Nank in , by the way, was 
later changed to Westland.) 

It was also at th is meet ing that "a resolu­
t ion was adopted that hogs be al lowed to 
r u n in the h ighway i n said township." Ear ly 
resident Dav id C larkson, the reporter o f 
th is bit of i n fo rmat ion , d id not editorial ize 
on the topic. 

The i l rs t businesses to be establ ished i n 
the town were mi l ls . Lu ther L incoln bu i l t 
the first, a sawmi l l , i n 1825, Th is was fol­
lowed by a gr ist m i l l constructed the next 
year by A b r a h a m M a r k h a m , used for g r i nd ­
ing corn w h i c h was a p lent i fu l crop i n the 
P lymouth area. 

I n 1827, L inco ln opened his own gr ist 

mi l l i n addi t ion to the one for lumber. By 
1845, several other m i l l s were part of the 
P lymouth landscape. 

D u r i n g pre-Civi l War years, Plymouth 
was a n i m p o r t a n t s ta r ion on w h a t 
P lymouth h is tor ian Sam Hudson called the 
" 'Central Michigan' l ine of the Underground 
Rai l road „ , Eras lus Hussey, one of the first 
settlers i n P lymouth, was the chief conduc­
tor of the l ine." 

P lymouth was p roud to count a U.S. 
Congressman among i ts nat ive sons, 
Ebenezer Jenckes Penniman, for whom a 
major downtown street in named, served a 
te rm i n Congress in 1851-53, Coming to 
P l y m o u t h in 1840 as a merchan t , 
Penn iman soon became active in civic 
affairs, act ing as supervisor of the town­
sh ip i n the 1840s, Af ter serv ing in 
Congress he became pres ident of the F i rs t 
Nat ional Bank of P lymouth , 

P lymouth , l ike its neighbors, has flour­
ished f rom a smal l f a r m commun i ty to a 
t h r i v i ng subu rban center. When David 
C larkson remarked over a century ago, " „ . 
the pioneers had the ab i l i t y lo t ransact the 
publ ic business w i t h as m u c h wisdom and 
d ign i ty as their successors of the present 
day," h is comments s t i l l ho ld t rue .

Samaritan law to proxnde immunity 
from liability for volunteers who 
treat emergency cases with an 
automated external defibri l lator 
(AED). 

Sponsored by Sen. Robert 
Geake, R-Northvllle, SB 1050 does­
n't cover professionals called on a 
9-1-1 service. If passed by the 
House, Geake's bil l would take 
effect July 1, 

Current law provides Good 
SajTiaritan protection for persons 
who render CPR (cardiopulmonary 
resuscitation) to another. 

An AED Is emergency equipment 
for heart cases. It provides an elec­
trical shock to restore a normal 
heartbeat. 

Geake argued down an amend­
ment from Sen. Diane Byrunl, D-
Onondaga, who wanted to require 
owners of AEDs to make instruc­
tion available to such users as 
security guards, airline attendants 
and movie theater managers. 

"This flies In the face of the pur­
pose of the bil l ," Geake said of 
Byrum's amendment. "It imposes a 
duty of instruction. Once we open 
the door to imposing a duty, we 
open the door to lawsuits - which 
is opposed to the purpose of the 
bil l." The Byrum amendment lost 
in an unrecorded voice vote. 

A companion bil l , SB 1051 spon­
sored by Dale Shugars, R-Portage, 
would provide liability protection 
for emergency and medical person­
nel using an AED unless gross neg­
ligence or misconduct were 
involved. 

Both go to the House for action.

It is 
called "cserci.se' and "diet." 

If tllis is undeniably true (and it 
is) and can (and has been) scientif­
ically proven and docunlented time 
and aga in , then why do ou r 
i ia l lonal stat ist ics reflect r is ing 
obesity and eating disorders and 
steady levels of inactive adults and 
children? 

So many articles and publiea-
lioiis deal with the how-to plans 

but what about th is "why not" 
phenomena. There is a growing 
body of health professionals that 
are beginning to suspect that our 
traditional approaches to diet and 
exercise ami cul tural preoccupa­
tion with weight loss may actually 
be driving health statistics in the 
opposi te d i r e c t i o n and these 
health professionals are beginning 
to make chail.ges. 

As pointed out in Karen Carri­
er's article, "Breaking Out of the 
Dieting Prison," our culture fosters 
the feeling that eveiyone should do 
whatever it takes lo be think and 
look like the super models on TV, 
So we Americans try everything. 
From the latest super p i l l that 
melts fat away to the latest super 
butt and thigh machine promoted 
by some celebrity on an infoiner-
cial. There is, however, i l luch more 
involved or the 95 'percent of Indi­
viduals would 'not gain their lost 
weight and more back within three 
years of i n i t i a l i ng a weight loss 
program. 

This Is the "soft side" of estab­
lishing a healthy relationship with 
your body, food and exercise. IVlost 
exercise and health programs are 
psychologically a very negative, 
shame based exper ience. The 
client reminds him or herself that 
they have been bad; gotten out of 
control and cannot get the love, 
attention, prosperity. Job success 
and happiness they seek in their 

current body, almost a form of self 
punishment. 

The fol lowing are some basic 
guidelines to help you begin to find 
and keep inner peace and raise 
your odtJs for sticcess w i th your 
quest for better health and appear­
ance. 

• Learn to accept the present 
you - do not use the tanned, air-
brushed photo of the super model 
as the standard for happiness and 
success. 

• Start again. Many people have 
given up totally on aily health pro­
gram due to a bad experience, or 
the pain of not reaching whatever 
goal they had, or feeling intimidat­
ed or out of place at health facili­
ties. The fitness industiy is chang­
ing and there are places where 
professionals and progranls are 
geared for the non-stereotyped 
health club person. 

• Find the correct plan for you. 
Stop looking for the quick fix. The 
c u r r e n t data suppor t s the fact 
there is no long t e r m , heal thy 
quick fix; no pil l , cream, drink, or 
super machine. There are current­
ly about 35,000 diet plans regis­
tered with the FDA. If one worked 
for us all, there would be no need 
for the other 34,999 and we would 
all be in great shape. It takes a sci-
entiflc based. Individual approach 
to develop the correct program for 
you. 

• Do not set the goals too high. 

Oilce you start a program do not 
be too anxious and set unrealistic 
goals both for t inle coninl i lmcnt 
and results, Set goals based on a 
long term l i fes ty le change 
approach rather than a short term 
quick results approach. 

• Ix'arn to understand emotional 
hunger and learn non restrained 
coping techniques. There are many 
books available, i.e. (Hirschmami. 
J.R. and C.H. Munter. 1995. When 
Women Stop Hating Their Bodies: 
Freeing Yourself from Food and 
Weight Obsession. Same authors, 
1989. Living Free in a World of 
Food), as well as classes and pro­
fessional assistance from organiza­
tions such as Hugs International 
(with their theilie "you count, calo­

• Begin to explore movement 
and physical activity for pleasui-e 
rather than weight loss only. Find 
something you enjoy. 

Doing something you hate wi l l 
make it tough to stick wi th long 
enough to see any lasting change 
to your body as well as maintain­
ing the results.
