She will be paid lor the cost of her 
lambs and loss of her school pro­
gram but the (logs will be allowed 
lo stay with their owners, she 
explained. 

Schmidt said she awoke aboul 3 
a.m. to the sounds of harking near 
her Wi.\om Road farm hut imagined 
it was a lost puppy looking for 
home, l l wa.sn't unt i l the morning' 
when slic went to check on her ani­
mals that she found the lambs 
(lead. 

"11 was terrible what they did," 
.she said. "1 couldn't stoj) ctying all 
day." 

Schmidt and her husband wait­
ed lip the next night to see if the 
attackers would return, and sure 

enough they did. A long-legged 
it i isky-type dog with a gray ellar 
coal body and a beagle showed up 
on her property, but escaped befori; 
the Schmidts were able to catch ̂  
t l ienl. 

"I jus t really felt these dogs 
belonged lo somebody," she 
explained, "1 thought I heard tags," 

Down the road to Ihe south. 
Fanner John Beemcr of Maybur)' 
State Park al Eight and Beck roads 
had the same problem. Last 
Wednesday, tilree pregnant sheep 
were killed during the early morn­
ing hours, he said. He stopped by 
the Schmidt's this w(,'ek to cilseuss 
the similarities in the incidents. 

Ltlst sumtnen several farm ani­
mals along Beck Road we re ' 
attacked by what owners believed 
were wild dogs or coyotes, but 
Schmidt said she's sure it wasn't a .

No other animals have been 
injured since the allack, but she ̂  
continues to worry about the safc: . 
ty of her Alpaca and sheep. She \ 
keeps thetil locked in the barn a t ' 
night for now.

"You can't have a quiet, ' 
peaceful farnl around here any- i 
nlore." ! 

'There's nothing we can do," she ; 
added. "We open the windows to ; 
hear if something happens, but 
what can you do?"

• Require the Secretary of State 
to give an applicant for a driver's 
license information on making an 
anatomical gift and forming a cen­
tral reglstiy. House Bill 4620 is

• Require the same when a per­
son applies for a state identifica­
tion card. House Bill 4031 Is spon­
sored by Rep. Llngg Brewer, D-
Okemos. 

All three bills go to the House, 
the first for passage, the other two 
for concurrence in Senate amend­
ments.

The suspect who was shot and wounded 
III the April 19 robbery atleiiipt of Shower-
man's IGA in South Lyoil waived fils pre-
l l ininaiy examination In Oakland County 
52-1 District Court April 6 and was bound 
over to Circuit Court for trial. 

Kevin Alexander, 34, of Farmington faces 
10 felony counts stcniming fronl the rob-
beiy attempt which earned l i lm three gun-
st lol wounds courtesy of llie South i.yon 
Police Department, He tried to flee out the 

back of the store after allegedly robbing 
three store employees at gun-point, 
Alexander allegedly pointed a handgun at 
South Lyon oflicers Audra Martin and 
Brandon Balls as he attempted to make his 
getaway, and the officers opened lire after 
he refused to put the weapon down. 

Police recovered $26,000 In cash at the 
scene of the shooting, and Alexander faces 
three counts of arliled robbely, two counts 
of felonious assault and five counts of eoni-
mi l l ing a felony with a firearm, tie remains 
In the Oakland County Jail In lieu of a $1 

mill ion cash bond. 
Alexander Is suspected in a sitIcs r)l nine 

other similar armed robberies aroimrl the 
.slate. A task force was fornu'd shortly 
before Alexander's arrest to Investigate the 
crimes, and the task force will remain in 
effect while the case is siil l under imesti-
finlion. 

"We don' l have enough evidence lo 
charge hinl on the other robberies yet, bul 
we are vei^ close on one," said South l.yon 
LI. Steven Sharpe, relerring lo jiossible 
charges stemming from an April 6 robber\' 

of the K mart department store in Novi. 
Police have questioned Alexander's wife 

as a possible accomplice in the robberies, 
imd the prosecutor is stil l reviewing the 
case to sec if she will be charged. Ifowever, 
|M)lice said she has retained a lawyer, and 
Is cooperating in the investigation. 

She helped memljers of the task force 
recover a stolen 9inm U/.i machine gun 
from Alexander's Farmington home. 
Sharpe said the woman, through her attor­
ney, told police where the weapon was hid­
den, and the task force, in conjunction 

wilh the Farmington Cily Police, recovered 
Ihe assault weapon Monday evening, 

"The weapon was stolen In a Farniinglon 
burglaiy along with Ihe handgun he used 
al Showerman's," Sharpe said. 

Sharpe said he wasn't sure what charges 
would result from finding the machine 
gun, but the task force will now extend the 
scope of Us invesligalion lo Include bur­
glaries in the an.'a.

Roarty said he believed the baby 
iilijilit he termed lcf;ally blind wi l l i -
in one eye at some iloint in the 
hiture, thoufih he also said some 
degree of vision in thai eye would 
remain. 

The baby was discovered by 
township medical authorities who 
responded to an eiiierf^ency tele­
phone call.

SB 9C3 - to lower the age for 
obtaining a deer hunting license 
from 14 to 12 - is awaiting Senate 
action.

• SB 493 - Allow a registere(l 
beagle club to live trap and release 
up to five rabbits per year on club 
property - passed 27-8 and sellt to 
the House, Sponsor Don Kolvisto, 
D-lronwood, complained that the 
Dcpartmenl of Natural resources 

conducted a "sting" operation in 
his area, arresting and embarrass­
ing its itietnbei's. 

Opposing the biil were Mike

Wheeler Smith, D-Salem. 

• SB 968 - Allow a person with a 
pistol license 30 days (instead of 10 
days) to purchase a pistol before 
the license beeoillcs void - passed 
35-0 and sent to House.

• SB 965 - Allow the Natural 
Resources Commission to establish 
an extended Canada goose season 
from the first Saturday of January 
to the first Siin(lay of February -
passed 32-3 and sent lo House. 
Among the opponents was Bob 
Geake, R-Northvlllc. 

"Canada geese are a nuisance." 
said sponsor Walter North, R-St. 
Ignaee. 

• Senate ResoluUon 154 - Asks 
the U.S. Departmenl of the Interior 
to expand the boundaries for the 
late season Canada goose hunt -
passed. 

• SB 974 - Allow firearm hunting 

from raised platibrms - passed 30-
5 and sent to the House. Schwarz 
of Battle Creek and Smilh of Salcili 
voted no. Smith ma(lc a formal 
protest, accusing lawmakers of 
bypassing Proposal G of 1996, 
which gave game marlagemenl 
rules to the Natural Resources 
Commission. 

• SB 975 -- Allow transportation 
of lirearnis without a license dur­
ing big game season - passed 35-0 
and sent to the House. Currently, 
an unliceilsed person may eariy an 
unloaded riOe, shotgun, bow or 
crossbow only to a shooting I'ange. 
Sponsor is Diane Byrum, D-
Onondaga. 

• SB 966 - Allow a firearm lo be 
loaded lo capacity on stale shoot­
ing ranges- - passed ancl sent lo 
the House. Sponsor is Mike Rogers, 
R-Brighlon. 

• SB 978 - Allow the taking of 
noimligratoiy gaille birds wi th a 
single-shot handgun loaded only 
with shot shell - passed 30-5 and 
sent to the House. Among the no 
votes were Geake of Northville, 
Schwarz of Battle Creek and Smith 

of Salem. Sponsor is Mat 
Dunaskiss, IM^ikc Orion. 

• S B 981 - I'rohibil a state agen­
cy from allowing a burn of more 
than 40 acres unless notice were 
provided in a newsi)aper at least 
two weeks befoi'c the first permissi­
ble date of the burn (SB 981) -
passed 35-0 and sent to the House, 
Sponsor is George McManus, R-
Traverse City, 

• SB 1052 - Require police agen­
cies who have seized a firearm for 
Ibrfeiture to check the Law 
Enforcement Information Network 
to determine i f the gun had been 
stolen, and then to inforii l the 
rightful owner - passed 32-2 and 
sent lo the House, Schwarz voted 
no. 

Police would have lo exercise 
reasonable care lo protect the 
lirearm fronl loss or damage while 
i l had custody of the weapon, Jaye 
is the sponsor.

Wooly Bully's owner Mark 
Itonian said both his locations |a 
second Wooly Bully's Is located In 
Cl l i i lon Township) take a pro-
aelive a|)proaeli io slopplii)^ under­
age dririklnii. 

"We have no real e.vplanation for 
this," Roman said. "The person In

ence behind her and she should 
have k n o w l belier.

For Instance. Roman said the 
restaurants require anyone 24

Governor John Engler applauded 
the results of this wave of testing. 
Scores in both grades In both sub­
jects reached new heights, 

"Students, as well as their par-
ents and teachers, should be vely 
proud of their accomplishment," 
Engler said. 

State Superintendent Arthur 
Ellis also praised the scores, 

"If you hold high expectations for 
students, they wi l l rise to meet 
them," he said.

Visitors step In 
at the level of the lop, club floor, 
while the two National Hockey 
Assoclatlon-size, 17,000 square 
foot Ice rinks and locker-rooins are 
below. 

The great rooill area will be In 
shades of burgundy and green, A 
castle-shaped Wdeo room wi l l be 
available to entertain kids while 

their siblings are oil the ice. 'l\vo 
large screen TVs have been 
Installed. 

"So dad can watch the Michigan 
game and the rllother can watch 
her soap operas," Seyler said, 

'There's no other facility In the 
state that has gone to this level. 

A hockey dad and coach, he is 
also chief executive of Center lee 
l nc , the firm that will manage Ihe 
business for Community Clubs of 
Novl, a non-profit group set up tjy 
the city oversee the arena's opera­
tions. The building is actually 
owned by the Novi Building 
Authority, which was set up by the 
Novi City Council. 

"Wlien I designed it, I wanted to 
make sure il worked well, because 
I have lo be here," Seyler said. 

He hopes lo find a local business 
that wil l donate a fireplace to the 
arena, lo make that living room 
cnvironmenl even cozier.

A 
smaller cotlcessions stand down­
stairs by the r ink wil l enable 
skaters to dash off the ice for a 
snack. 

Conference rooms and meeling 
rooms are also upstairs, where 
teams and skatei-s can watch 
\ideos with their coaches. 

All that equipment wil l be avail­
able for sale al The Skatei-'s Attic, 
bu l the shop will also sell used 
goods on consignment. 

"Everybody in hockey has a 
whole attic of stuff at home. You 
take it out to some places to sell It 
and you get one-quarter of what it's 
worth." .Seyler said. 

But dowrlstairs Is where the real 
action is. For the new Novi Ice 
Cats, the local youth hockey asso­
ciation. It's home turf. 

Unlike the practice of 20 years 
ago, the lee will be buil t over sand, 
not concrete, ll's cheaper and more 
en\'ironmentally elTiclent, Hoillblrg 
.said. But there's another benefit, 

"It makes a neat sound when 
they skate on it," she added. 

Before coming here in March, 
Homblrg managed the Westland 
Sports Arena for over 13 years. She 
plans on bringing the skaters she 
coaches to the Novl facility. 

"I've been a skater all my life. I 
was a figure skater, nly brother 
played hockey. My parents did 
both," said Homblrg, who grew up 
in Grand Rapids. 

The blue arena seats 600, while 
the red arena seats 220. Each has 
infrared seating and was designed 
to give everybody a good view of the 
action on the Ice. The folks at clly 
hall wanled wood, not aluminum 
bleachers, and that's whal they 
got. 

"With aluminum, the little kids 
stomp their feet and It reverberates 
through the whole place," Seyler 
explained. 

Eight locker rooms, four per 
rink, are set up for hockey games, 
Novl High School will have its own 
team locker room. Northville High 
School wi l l play at Novi, but won't 
have its own locker room. 

The hockey locker rooms are 
color-coded with Ihe rinks. 

"We color coded them so that the 
litt le guys don't have to figure out 
where they skate," Hombirg 
explained. 

Two locker rooms are dedicated 
to figure skaters. The women's is 
bigger than the rlien's, based on 
the level of participation in figure 
skating. 

Hombirg already is planning a 
December figure skating exhibi­
t ion. 

Interest in figure skating is soar­
ing and the Novi lee Arena expects 
to reap the benefits, 

"Figure skating is the number 
one sport on television. It was 
number two last year. This year. It 
surpassed football," Seyler said.

Attorney Matt Quinn applauded 
the city's efforts, especially for 
rezoiling a parcel of land near 
TVelve Mile ftoad and the CSX rail­
road line, 

'The city has an opportunity to 
sec a world class facility be con­
structed 111 this area," he said. "A 
number of Fortune 100 and 500 
companies are watching what Novl 

Is dolrlg, and this is what these 
entitles are looklrlg for." 

Sorlic residents from neighboring 
Farrningloil Hills, who live along 
Haggerty Road, attended the meet­
ing to protest the potential traffic 
Increases and the large buildings 
likely to result from the rezonlng. 
Some bought their homes because 
the area was zoned for residential 
use. 

Steve Reed, who lives along 
Meadowbrook Road, was adamant­
ly opposed to the clly rezonlng his 
land against his wishes. 

"1 don't wish to be rezoned," he 
told the commission. Td like nly 
home to be left alone." 

City officials .said Reed is con­
cerned that llic rezonings will force 
him out of his hoiire. But according 
to Commissioner Brent Canup. the 
city may have done him a favor. 

"His property now is worth more 
than it was a half hour ago." Canup 
said, suggesting city officials con­
tact Reed to quell some of his fears. 

Other residents who own proper­
ly being rezoned came in lo sup­
port the rezonings, 

"I'm for progress." said resident 
Manley Cox. "I think it's time for a 
change on the whole thing." 

City consultant Brandon Rogers 
said large buffers, creative land­
scaping and stringent leciuire-
ments will limit Ihe adverse impact 
on residents and preser\'e the resi­
dential character of Ihe area. 

Corlirtrission Chair Eda Wedding-
ton said rhanging the area to O.ST 
could mean less traffic and more 
environmental protection, 

A parcel of property aboul lo 
come before the commission this 
month Ibr a projrosed hotel was 
rezoned nol to OST bul to a busi­
ness classification. 

Counlty Cousins mobile home 
cotnrnunlty. along the stretch of 
Haggerty Road In (|uestlon. was 
separated out from the ])arcels due

not rezoned.

Al Monday's city council meel­
ing. Reed said developers are 
always knocking on his door. 

"I've had them give me low 
pi'lees and lell me lo move lo Gar­
den City or Westland. I had one 
tell me iie'd build ar-ound me. and 
I wouldn't be able lo sell niy 
house," he said. 

Reed s.ays he's also been 
olTered twice the worth of his ."JO-
vcar-old home, but still won't 
sell. 

"I can't replace it for what 
they've offered me." he e.xplained. 

What Reed and many other 
large-parcel homeowners in that 
area point out is Ihey are the last 
of their kind. It's diHieull lo buy a 
large piece of propei'ly and build 
a home on il in Novl. 

"When,' can you find a place of 
the kind I have now with the pri­
vacy and woods behind me'.''" he 
asked. 

Even thoitgh proponents of the 
rezonlng say they're doing him a 
favor because 11 will increase the 
value of Ills properly and he will 
reap the monetar}- benefits. Reed 
isn't buying. 

"1 lokl one agent. 'I'm nol Inter-

place. Can you replace what I've 
got?"' he said. 

Reed cx|)lained that the house 
he bought in 1982 and Its loca­
tion is perfect for his family. It's 
convenient for work and shop­
ping. 

Reed swears he's going to stay 
])ut for as long as he can because 
lie wants lo slay In Novi. The rest 
of his neighbors, minus one, 
appear to be selling, he said. 

"1 guess I'm going to have a big 
berin all around me," he said. 

"They don't wailt people like us 
around here," Reed said. 'They 
want us to live in a subdhision." 

Reed feels the rezonlng limits 
Ills ability to irse his property, an 
mifair result of a proposal he did­
n't sirp])ort. 

Assislani City Attorney Dennis 
Watsoil explained at the city 
council meeting that if a fire or 
tornado destroyed more than 60 
percent of Reed's home, he'd need 
a variance from the Zoning Board 
of Appeals lo rebuiki, but only if 
he sought lo expand the dwelling 
beyond Its existing footiilgs. 

At the council's request, the 
city attorney will jirovide Reed 
with a statement of Ills rights In 
the new zoning.

",\'ovl needs the tax base. Please 
do what Is right for the City of 
.\'ovi." 

In December, the city council 
and planning commission rrlet to 
discuss these proposed rezonings. 
for several years, city officials and 
the Novl Chanlher of Coiilmerce 
have fretted as high-tech Indus­
tries bypassed Novl for communi­
ties sueli as Wixom. 

0,ST dcvelopnleilts, for example, 
pay school t;lxes but don't send 

kids to school. Unlike retail cen­
ters, the complexes make few 
demands on police, 

Novl Planning Consultant Bran­
don Rogers said the OST zoning 
perallts high-tech research and 
development, prototype nlanufac-
lur ing, product quali ty testing, 
sales and engineering offices, ware­
houses for R & D operations and 
general office use. This Is sllllllar lo 
the Country Club Corporate Park 
on Tivelve Mile Road, east of Hag­
gerty Road, In Farmington Hills, 
developed by Northern Equities. 
Country Club Includes Flat, Nissan 
and Bosch. 

"It's a major, major policy 
change. We'll be adding a lot of blue 
areas (OST) to the master plan 
map," Rogers said. 

OST zoning permits an easier 
application process for a business 
and Is seen as more of a draw for 

these type of businesses than the 
city's older light Industrial cate­
gories. 

The taxes from this type of busi­
ness comes nol only from the real 
estate property taxes, but the taxes 
assessed on a company's personal 
property, 

'Tax l)ase - hold on to your hats," 
Rogers said. 

However, the council was not of 
one mind on the rezonings. 

Council Member Bob Schmid 
contended that sonle of the rezon­
ings are "not in the best Interest of 
the city." While he backed most of 
the changes, he opposed reversing 
the city's long-time plan for 
upscale residential development 
along M - 5 . similar lo neighbor­
hoods seen along Woodward 
Avenue In Bloomllekl Hills, 

'There are those that arc anxious 
to get this done with. 1 am not as 

anxious...I would hale to sec us 
rush to victory lor those who are 
not looking for victory." Schmid 
said. 

The rezonings do not include 
Country Cousins Mobile Home 
Community, a prospect that had 
residents there concerned late last 
year.

• 70 acres, on the east side of 
Meadowbrook Road between 1-96 
and TVclve Mile Road, west of M-5 
from residential-acreage. Sites 
included are the upcoming St, 
Joseph Mercy medical complex, 
several homes and land held by the 
Michigan Department of Trans­
portation. 

• 120 acres, on the south side of 
TVelve Mile Road between Hagger-' 
ty [toad and M-5, from 1-96 
expressway to Twelve Mile Road,' 
From residential acreage and office 
service district. Two acres were set 
aside for business, to accommo­
date a hotel proposal. Land Is 
mostly vacant, but includes an 
Amoco gas station and Cooker's. 

• 280 acres, between Twelve Mile 
and Thirteen Mile froil l Haggerty 
Road to M-5, from residential-
acreage and office service. Land is 
mostly vacant, except for scattered 
residences. 

• 280 acres, between Thirteen 
Mile and Fourteen Mile, from Hag­
gerty Road lo M-5, from residen­
tial-acreage and office service dis­
trict. Mostly vacant, except for a 
service station and bank.

Religious inspiration 
came lo the early set­
tlers of Novi and other 
southeastern Michi­
gan eonimunilies by 
way of circuit riders -
ministers who 
preached in a elreuil 
on periodic Sundays 
from one area to the 
next. It was the influ­
ence of these traveling 
preachers that 
encouraged the set­
tlers to form their own 
houses of worship. 

The first of these missionaries to add NoW to 
his circuit was the Rev. Erie Prince. He eanle lo 
the area shortly after Novi was first settled in 
themid-1820s. 

By 1832, he was dividing his time between 
Plymouth and "... a new place called Novi," as 
quoted by hislorian Maurice Cole In his book 

"aboul the organization. 
Price wrote to his sponsors a l the American 

Honle Missionaiy Society lhal, 'There I have 
lormed a Sabbatil School and three weeks from 
last Sabbath, is Ihe day appointed for forming a 
church. T'llere is in this place considerable seri­
ousness ... If this church should be formed as 
anticipated it will make three that your mis­

sionary has picked up within a year." 
The church that was organized al that lime 

eventually became the Novi Methodist Church. 
However, i l was over 40 years before the wor­
shippers actually had a pernlanent structure lo 
pray in. 

The Novi church was served by traveling min­
isters unt i l 1869, when regular preaching began 
and a permanent church was created. Previous­
ly, ehureh services which beg^ln at the home of 
Novi's first postmaster, John Gould, had taken 
place in the schoolhouse, 

Novi's oldest church, however, was the Novi 
Baptist Church, founded in 1846, and built 
Ihree years later on Novi Road near Grand 
River 

Among llle founding members of the Novi 
Baptist church was Deacon t.oren Flint and 
family. He came to Novi early in its history, set-
fling near what is today. Twelve Mile west of 
Novi Road. 

Flint and the other members of the church -
which numbered less than a dozen in those 
early years - raised over $1,000 and were able 
to erect what historian Samuel Duranl called "a 
suitable edifice" in less than a year after making 
the decision to build l l . The church, 34 by 40 
feel in size, stood alone on nearly an acre of 
land supposedly donated by Daniel l.ce. 

Durant explained that the lot was at least 
"intended" lo be donated by Lee, bul al his 

death, complications arose, 
"The unrecordetl deed of gift had been lost," 

reported Durant in his "History of Oakland 
County," "and, as Mr l.ee had died in the mean-
time, a purchase of the ground from his heirs 
became unavoidable. This was al'I'ecled a l a cost 
to the society of $100 ..." 

An additional $100 was paid to C.C. Gage, the 
owller of adjacent property to the rear of the 
ehureh, which "seemed lo be absolutely neces­
sary" for purchase al the lime. The old church 
was eventually (lestroyed and on this additional 
land was buil t a new church, 34 by 60 feet in 
size, at a cost of 83,800. 11 was dedicated in 
1876. 

One more, whoever, the Baptist church was 
demolished - this time by fire in 1912, the same 
fire that destroyed the Novi Town Hall next door 
Both buildings were rebuilt two years later but 
by the late 1950s, the congregation had grown 
enough to warrant an even larger, more modern 
church. It was completed in 1961. 

Renamed the First Baptist Church of Novi, it 
is located at the corner of Taft and Eleven Mile 
roads. 

Novi's religious eomniunity continues to grow 
and, with the inllux of new elhnir and religious 
groups, to diversify as well.

The fiairiboyant Oak­
land County medical 
malpractice lawyer 

was on the May 3 Channel 7 "Spotlight" where 
' three of my journalistic brethren asked him 

about the sales and income taxes 

"Way too high," Fieger said. How would he cut 
them? "Whaddaya mean, how? You just cut 'em. 
I don't th ink we need that 6 percent sales tax." 
And of the 4.4 percent personal income tax, he 

. said, "I'm not sure it's necessary for this state." 
A reporter asked how his tax-cut attitude 

would go over wi lh the Michigan Education 
Association, the teachers' union that is a big 
player in the Democratic Party. 

' "I'm gonna make sure the lottery dollars real­
ly go to education," said Fieger 'They do," said 
a;reporter Fieger scoffed. 

• Fieger was wrong, and the reporter was right.

The state school aid fund is about $10 billion 
(rounded off]. 

' The state lottei}' raises about $600 million -

just 6 percent of the school aid fund. 
The sales tax raises about $3.67 billion, of 

which $2.69 billion goes to schools. 
The Income tax grosses $5,8 billion, with 

$800 million going to school aid. 
The lottely is a very minor part of the school 

finance pot. 
Now if any mortal human were to tly to 

finance $10 billion in school aid with a lottely 
that produces 6 percent, it would take a mira­
cle. 

Jesus performed such a miracle (Matthew 6) 
when he took five bariey loaves and two fishes 
and fed 5,000 men and an uncounted number 
of women and children. These fish weren't giant 
mariin or tuna. The Sea of Galilee produces St.

I get far better help at the government 
libraries of Novi, Livonia, Farminglon and Birm­
ingham than I got at Sears when 1 used to shop 

there. 
Slate Treasurer Doug Roberts, Engler's eco­

nomic guru, is far better at his job lhan the 
CFOs of Heilemail Brewing and Ames depart­
menl stores. Both private entities incurred so 
much expansion debt lhal they couldn't make 
interesi paymenis and had to seek federal court 
bankruptcy protection. Ames was liquidated. 

Fieger predicted Engler next year will be sell­
ing hot dogs at the Lansing Lugnuts stadium. 
"It'll be his first job. He's never had a job outside 
politics," Fieger said. 

Engler grew up on a beef farm. I've never 
heard him talk about i l , bu l 1 can understand 
why he might choose government sen'lce, 
though it doesn'i pay as well as suing doctors 
and hospitals. 

But i l is a job - listening to PTAs and parents, 
building prisons, trying lo keep a world-class 
university on track, keeping slate parks func­
tioning. I might disagree with Engler's and my 
legislators' decisions, but 1 never would be so 
crass as to suggest they don'l have real jobs and 
don't work hard. 

Just as hard as my neighbors at Ford, 
Hagopian and law offices. 

Fieger has yet lo spend an hour studying the 
state budget. .And it will lake more lhan an hour 
to become as proficient in it as Engler Roberts, 
and Sens. Bob Geake and Alma Wheeler Smith 
on the Appropriations Committee.

Al 7:30 p,m, Wasllburne will be 
signing copies of "Snorkeling Guide 
lo Michigan Inland Lakes" which 
she compiled after v is i t ing 878 
public access lakes in six years. 

Born and raised in Northvil le 
unt i l she was in the third grade, 
Washburne w i l l also show an 
undenvaler video she took during 
the same time. 

Most people Washburne talks to 
who are unaware that they can 
sno rke l in M i ch i gan , become 
bel ievers once they watch her 
underwater video, 

'That Is the educational process 
I go through, thai right out their 
back door they have all this stuff," 
she said. 

When her 12-year-old son want­
ed to go camping In 1991, Wash-
burne's hope was to settle Into a 
site near a clear lake so she could 
lise her snorkel and mask. 

To i}repare for the camping trip, 
she called the DNR for information 
on snorkel ing Michigan's inland 
lakes, and was to ld there was 
none. 

Both her and her husband, Mar­
t i n , are experienced divers and 
have had the thri l l of discovering 
the unde rwa te r wor lds In the 
Caribbean, the Great Barrier Reef, 
the Red Sea, Mexico, and the Pacif­
ic. 

"Div ing in the Red Sea is like 
diving in an aquarium," she said. 

She figured since there was no 
i n f o r m a t i o n , maybe there was 
nothing lo discover in the 11,000 
i n l a n d lakes in M ich igan , She 
began a quest lo see if tha i was 
real ly accurate. She found it to 
hold t rue after snorkeling In the 
first 8 or 10 lakes, but then things

turned around and she began a 
diary of each lake she visited. 

"It Is a Irenlendous lime commit­
ment," she said, "Sometimes yoli're 
put t ing your face in some really 
yucky stuff before you find a nice 
one," 

Cri ter ia for making the book, 
which 480 lakes did, include visi­
bility, fish variety, access, etc. Her 
previous diving experience gave 
her a great basis for comparison, 

"1 only ran into one snorkeler In 
a l l those lakes," she sa id , "1 
thought 'you know it 's amazing 
people don ' t know a b o u t th i s 
incredible treasure we have here'," 

Washburne has tried to el imi­
nate the l i t t le annoyances that 
detract from the snorkeling experi­
ence wh ich she ran in to in the 

beginning such as lll-llttlng e(iuip-
ment by including a section which 
covers this topic, Snorkeling equip­
ment is readily available at dive 
shops and a complete outfit comes 
to about $100 according to Wash­
burne who also suggests watching 
for sales. 

There is also a section on aquat­
ic plants, photography, and a sport 
l lstl Identification key. 

"Th is is an absolute pioneer 
effort," she said, 'The Great Lakes 
has been covered." 

Mike Graczyk, manager of Divers 
Inc, wh ich relocated to the Novi 
Town Center three months ago 
f rom P l y m o u t h , has classes in 
snorkeling, books, and equipment. 

He sees an increase in the sport

The Northville Town Hall Series began the 
last lecture in its 37-y(far bistoiy on April 20 
just like the premier that was held in ()clober 
1961 with a prominent member of eomillunlty 
introducing the guest speakers to the 4 5 0 peo­
ple in attendance. 

Rev. Thomas Bcagan of Ihe Norlhvllle United 
Methodist Church had the honor of introducing 
the last speakers of the Northville Town Hall 
Lecture Series -- Rahbl Mare Gdlman and Mon­
signor Thomas Hartman. 

The God Squad, as they are also known, 
in terspersed anecdotes, humor , and good 
nalured ribbing with the message they hoijed to 
get across to their audience. 

"We know In 1998 too much about how we 

are different," Martman said. "We don't know 
enough aboul how we are the same." 

"We are not sayiilg we are the same," Gellinan 
said. "We are saying we know enough about 
how we are diffei'ent, we don't know enough 
about how we are the same." 

The old differences that used to matter, such 
as whether one was a Prolcstant or a Catholic 
or a Jew, doestl't matter any more, according to 
Gelliilan, 

"The inliMrtant difference in our world now is 
nol between Jews and Christians it is between 
people who believe something and people who 
believe nothing," said Gellnian, 

Unless the rel igious communi t ies al l get 
together and say to the world of paganism that 
there is a difference between right and wl'ong, 

that God loves us forever, that aflei- death souls 
go to a place where they will be protected forev­
er by God, and that there will be accountability 
for the way in which a person has lived their 
life, America is doomed, according to Gellman 
and Hartman. 

Thirty years ago It would not have been jlos-
slble for the Catholic monsignor and the rabbi 
lo have had the friendship they have today let 
alone bring such a powerful message to their 
audiences. 

The legacy of prejudice left to us by our 
ancestors needs to be sorted oul, according lo 
Gellman. 

"We must love thenl, revere them and respect 
them, bu l we must love them honestly,"" Gell­
man -said.
