She looked in and verj' instinc­
tively jumped in after him. She pulled the guy oul and he was ciy-
ing."

No one fronl the public had any 
eoillment as Oakland Coillnlunity 
College administrators proposed a 
sub-lnllatlonary tuition Increase in 
the 1998-9 budget, 

"One reason we are recommend­
ing a tuit ion Increase," said vice 
chancellor Clarence Brantley, "is 
that we are the fifth elleapest place 
to take four basic courses -
English, math, science and psy­
chology - in spending per student." 

The property tax rate will remain 
at 1.65 mills, or .$1.65 per $1,000 
of assessed valuation. 

Brantley told the board of 
trustees recently that he was rec-
olnnlending OCC's first tuition hike 
since 1994. I f appl-oved,the 
illcrease per credit hour would be 
$1 or 2.2 percent, to $47 for in-dls-
trlct students; $1.50 per credit 
hotir or 1.9 percent for out-of-dls-
trict students; and $2.50 per cred­
it hour or 2.3 percent for out-of-
state students. 

'The proposed tuition rate does 
not exceed the 2.3 percent inllation 
rate as determined by the State Tax 
Commission," Brantley said, That 
would make families of OCC stu­
dents eligible for income tax breaks 
on their tuit ion payments. 

The increase would add less than 
$500,000 to OCC's revenue stream 

of $22 million from that source. 
Trustees didn't indicate how they 
would vote, but two praised Brant­
ley's work. 

"We'll have to show the taxpayers 
we've done a super Job with their 
money," said board chair Jud i th 
Wiser of West Bloomfield. She 
referred to the college's handling of 
a 0.8 mill property tax increase vot­
ers approved in mid-1995. It 
brings In $28 mill ion, almost one-
fourth of the $106 million in rev­
enue. 

One revenue element st i l l is 
uncertain - slate appropriation. 
Gov. John Engler has recommend­
ed no increase, keepillg OCC at 
$19.8 million. 

"If the state aid is higher than a 
zero Increase," £3rantley said, "we'll 
flow funds into the fund balance" -
that Is, Increase the estimated sur­
plus from $560,000. "We want to 
maintain that surplus at $1.7 mil­
lion." 

Total spending is estimated to be 
more than $105 mil l ion. 

Changes in the spending pattern 
for next yea include: 

• $1.5 million for staff training. 
• Less spendillg on facilities, 

more on technology. Facilities will 
drop to $7 million from the current 
$9.9 million; technology will rise 
from the current $5.8 million to 
$8.7 million.

- also know iis Jet Skis - was 
waliTcd down before being passed 
35-1 by the Michigan Senate. 

It i;i)c.s back lo the House this 
week lor concuiTeiice in aiiiend-
ineiils. If Ihe House doe.sn'l agree, 
then the bill will go In a conference 
coniinillee lor conl])roniise. 

The .Senate lowered Ihe age for 
opcnUing personal watercrafl from 
Ifi lo 14, extended the starting 
lime lor operating from 9 a.iii. to 8 
,1.111., and cased up on penalties. 

"Violalifliis will be started the 
next boating season," said Sen. Jon 
Ciskey, R-Saginaw, who guided 

Senate debate. 
"That will give personal water-

eraft users and sheriffs' marine 
patrols time to get acquainted with 
the new niles and training rec|uii-e-
iiients. 

According lo DNR, 80,000 i)cr-
sonal watercraft are registered in 
Michigan, though the number of 
operators is unknown. 

.'\s passed by the House, the bill 
allowed use of personal watercrafl 
from 9 a.m. lo one hour before sun­
set, 

The Senate moved up the start­
ing time to 8 a.m. 

The biggest hatlle was over an 
amendment by Macomb County's 
delegation to e.xlend operating time 

lo sunset. 
" I I would give working peoille a 

grealer chance to enjoy pei'sonal 
watercrafl al'ler work," said Ihe 
sponsor. Ken UeBeaussaerl, D-
Macomb County. 

But his amcntlmenl failed in a 
13-19 vote, Voting ves were Marl, 
Alma Wheeler Snii th, f)-Salein, 
Mike Rogers, R-Briglitoii, and Gaiy 
Peters, D-Bloomfield Township. 

Voting no were Sens. Bill 
Bullard. R-Millbrd and Bob Geake. 
R-Northville. 

Sen. Joe Conroy. I)-Flinl. sup­
ported DeBeaussaert. saying, "It's 
difficult to lell when one hour 
belbre sunset Is." 

But Sen, Leon Stille, R-Sprlng 

Lake, thoughl operating hours 
should have been even more 
restricled. 

"Sunset on Uike MIehlgan is at 
10 or 10:15 p.m. in summer. I 
would lend to choose 6 or 5 p.m. 
las c|uilling lime)," said .Slille. refer­
ring lo ilersonal walerer-aft as 
"these buzzers, these mosquitoes." 

DeBeaussaert won voice vote 
approval of his aniendilient to out­
law playing "chicken" on jjcrsonal 
walereraft. 

An amendment to make viola-
lions of the law the equivalent of a 
simple ticket rather than a misde­
meanor was also passed. This was 
so youngsters filling out a job 
application In the future would not 

have to check 'yes' when asked if 
llley had ever been convicted of ;i 
misdemeanor.

That's the principle behind the 
"Respect Grows Here" project at 
Novi Meadows. Spurred on by an 
enthusiastic student iTsponse to 
last year's Positive Awareness 
Week, the schools FfO and staff 
worked together to provltle a year­
long program to teach respect. 

"We're trying to make a differ­
ence," explained scliool counselor 
Gall Jlskra. "If we do it here it's 
going to catch on somewhei-e else." 

The staff hopes to get the 900 
students at Meadows to respect 
themselves and oltlei\s thi'ough 
several steps. Dur ing the past 
school year students have pro­
duced short videos which are 
shown over the closed circuit tele­
vision system to other classes. The 
videos show how studeilts can use 
respect or communication In dally 
situations. Classrooms take turns 
changing bulletin boards In the 
halls and a life-sized cartoon skit 
on the lunchroom wall. 

Addllionally, adults In the school 
have yellow cards tliey can give to 
students they see performing an 
act of kindness or goodwill. Stu­
dents turn in the cards for a paper

tree with their name on it that Is 
placed on the lunchroom wall. 

Classrooms where students are 
90 percent prepared for school post 
a large blue ribbon outside the 
door to show their spirit and to 
show community spirit the stu­
dents donated loose change to the 
Coins for Caring fund which helped 
purchase video camei-a accessoiies 
and dog toys for the Hunlane Soci­
ety. Money also went to adopting a 
bald eagle at the Detroit Zoo. 

In June, teachers will select stu­
dents who showed elements of 
respect throtlghout the year for a 
special certincate. 

The students say the concept it 

working. 
"Everybody uses it so tllere's no 

nghllng and eveiybody's nice and 
tllere's no put-downs," said J.W. 
Woods, a sixth grader at Novi 
Meadows, 

So does Jlskra. She said two stu­
dents recently callie to her to tell 
her about other students picking 
on someone. 

T l iey were reaching out," she 
said. "They were not golilg to let It 
continue on. They were asking for 
an adult to help with It." 

Jiskra worked closely wit l i mem­
bers of the Parenting Comtililtee of 
the p r o to put together the pro­
gram. The reasoil, said member 
Denise Brocknlan, is not so much 
reactive as proactive. Teachiilg kids 
to feel good ailout themselves ailtl 
others can lead to good behavioi'. 

"1 think when they don't feel good 
about themselves they aren't able 
to respect others," Brocknlan 
explained. 

"At this age level they arc search­
ing for who they are and what they 
are all about," added Jiskra. "At 
this age, It's cool to put other peo­
ple down." 

T'he other reason for the program 
Is lhat times have changed, the 
pair said. T\vo working parents can 
mean less consistency for children. 
No longer is mom home all Ihe time 
to monitor a child's behavior, they 
said. 

"Hie school unit conies into play 
more becau.sc two iticomc family 
unit is not as constant," Jiskrt i 
explained. 

Television, music and video 
games also contribute. 

"What 1 see is a lot of mixed mes-
stiges. We're really Irj'ing lo tcacli 
kids lo lie responsible for their 
arllous," Jiskra said 

Respect, therefore, needs lo rcitl-
foixed. 

"It should be jus i a given bul it's 
not a given because that's not what 
they see," Jlskra said.

Until Kea.st, 7-1. paitl a recent 
vi.sil to Northville, Iheir relation­
ship was coiil'liied to leltei's, as the 
lifelong ])eti jials sent news ol ' l l ieir 
eveiyday lives across Ihe Alltit it ic 
Ocean. 

"I floii'l remember who wrote the 
first letter, doyoii?" Earl. 7,5, asked 
Keast ()\'er tea at MaiywoocI Niirs-
iii|.; ('are Center in Livonia, where 
Earl tii)\v ll\'i's. 

"iVo biK there have been l i i tn-
drerls since," Keast siild. "We didn't 
think about It lastiiifi so loni^. We 
Jiisl f̂ ot a letter and responded." 

The two became pen pals ;ifter 
Earl's leacher look a l i l p abroad 
and broiij^bl back names and 
adtlresses ft)r her students to con­
tact. Neither know it any of the 
other stiidetit pen jial |)airiiii^.s were 
as successful as theirs. 

"I only know that 1 f̂ nt Mary, 
which wtis good," Keast sakl . 
"MatV used lo write and tell me all 
about what was l<olni< on over here. 
She told about farm life and when 
we Rot married 1 had loads to tell 
about my children.." 

The letters l̂ ave each a f^liinpse 
into the customs of another covm-
l iy, and thoufjh they both wrote in 
ICnulish. the women said they were 
always entertained by lanj^nalje dif­
ferences lhat cro|)ped up In their 
correspondence. 

"I think il's been eduealional 

about how Ihe rest of the world 
lives," Earl said. "Enid used differ-
eiil terms, different words." 

Keast calls television "the telly," 
cookies "biscuits," sweaters 
"Jtiiii|)ers" and triieks "lorries." 

.Soniellnies the letters dwindled 
lo one a year. Hut they still eatiie. 

Keast f^radnated from siTiool In 
1939. jus t a month before World 
War II bef.5aii. 

For nine years she worked In the 
olTlces of an Eiii<lisli railway eoiii-
pany that was evacuated to an 
estate outside of l,ondoii to avoid 
bombinfis. 

During the war, Keast's letters 
arrived from Etif^land cut up and 
censored, barely lei'ible. When 
floods were rationed there, Earl 
sent chocolates anrl make-up to 
her friend. 

Keast once sent Earl a pair of 
(̂ |0V(!S. 

"1 must have worn them for 1,5 
yetirs. they were siieli lovely iiuile-
i'ial." Earl said. 

Married in HI-lD. Keast had three 
children wi lh her husband Leslie, 
who is now deceased. She 
beloiifjed to charitable organiza­
tions anrl has sanj; itl a choir for 
decades. 

Earl ffv.w up In Detroit and 
earned a math dcfiree from Mary-
fjrove College in 19-15. 

She worked as a miitheniatical 
analyst unt i l she got married in 
1964. Then, she moved with her 
husband Herb to his parents' farm 
in Durand. Michlfjan. until it was 
sold. 

When Heri) retired after more 
ttian 29 years at the Fisher Body 
plant, the couple finally had a 
cbaiii:c to travel, and Keast still 
has slacks of postcards from exten­

sive trips the Earls took in their 
trailer, or "caravan." 

The pen pals often wrote of visil-
iiif^ each other during; relireineiit, 
but their plans were waylaid tiitie 
and again. 

In 1980. Earl's luLsband died. On 
the same day, she was diaiitiosed 
wilh Parkinson's disease, a degeti-
erative condit ion that causes 
tremors and muscle rifiidily. 

Earl moved into iiursiiif; homes 
that offered Increasiniily more rare.

In addit ion, Wendl said he 
opposed the construction on the 
grounds that there was a lack of 
decent sidewalks lo connect the 
stalion lo olher locales nearby. 

A call to Matthews was fonvard-
ed to Mobil media representative 
Betsy Eaton of Jollel, 111. Eaton 
said she believed discussions 
between Mobil representatives and 
residents of the area had helped lo 
quell concerns held by those who 
lived or did business In the area. 

In those discussions, Eaton said 
Mobil made assurances that ade­
quate trash containers would be 
provided and that the pickup of ihe 
trash would be done at a proper 
hour of the day. 

"Mobil wants lo be a good neigh­
bor," Eaton said. 

Wllh regards to concerns over 
competition issues, Eaton said 
trepidation is a common feeling 
among residents when new busi­
ness conles to town.

Bul Slale Board spokesperson Deb Smal l

lake Il le l e s t . . . We have a j lol lcy o f encol l r -
agl i lg all s tudents lo take I l le lest becau.se 
wc believe i l is Ihc tlesi way lo ineasure 
what s lu( len ls k n o w according lo state 
standards. But the Stale Board l las l lo 
author i ty to make laws: that 's why i l 's a 
l lol icy." 

Schools were put squarely in the middle, 
required to give the tcsl 'but denied the 
l lan in lcr to requil 'c ki( ls lo lake it.

To the Edi lor: 
Wc are wr i t ing lo clarify Ihc 

fads s i i r round ing ihc conslruc-
lion of fire slal ioi is and a fli'e 
Iral i i i i lg facility. 

I l l 1979. a" Maslcr Plan was 
adopted Ibr the fire department 's 
future devclopnicnl. TTiis plan, 
(levclojied wi th the assistance of 
a Citizen's Review CommiUcc. 
specified five distr icts and five 
stations. Based on th is plan the 
city purchased properly a l Beck 
and Nine Mile for l l ie evei l lual 
construction of Station No. 5. 

in 1995, a Citizen's Conlmit lee 
'wfis formed to study the needs of 
the police and fire departments. 
T'he fire chief made a reconlnlen-
dalion to this committee that the 
fire stat ion distr icts be reconfig­
ured to four distr icts. This would 
require the replacement of Il le 
exisUlig S la l ion No. 4, w i l h a new 
Station No. 4 in Ule area of Ten 
Mile and Beck. This projiosal also 
Included a t ra in ing faci l i ty. The 
cost savings gained by e l iminal -
ing a f i f th stat ion, inc lud ing the 
equ ipment and personnel it 
would reqll i l 'e. Is signif icant. This 
recoinmendal ion was endorsed 
by Ihe conlmit lee and adopted by 
city counci l . 

Counc i l p laced t h i s Issue 
befol'e the voters in the form of a 
$2,225,000 bond issue. This bal­
lot issue, approved by volcrs In 
the November 1996 elecl ion, 
specified that the bonds were for 
'the purpose of fundi l lg "a new 
fire t ra in ing faeil l ly as wel l as a 
new fire s la l ion ..." 'I'hc bonds 
authorized by this election were 

L e t t e r s 

sold on Jan . 27. 1997. 
Following Ihe bond .sale Ihe city 

began a sile .seleciion and evalu-
alion process. The first decision 
reached in this process was that 
Ihc training faeillly should be a 
separate project, and the best 
site was the norlhcasl corner of 
Eleven Mile and Delwal Drive. 
This is already eily-owned prop­
erty. 

At Ihc same l in le. thal we wel'C 
developing this bui lding program 
l l was becoming clear Ihal the 
present localion of Fire Stat ion 
No. 1 was a problem due to devel­
opment of the Town Center The 
diff iculty employees and emer­
gency vehicles experience enter­
ing and exi l ing this site is signif­
icant. A I'cdesign of Il'alTlc pat­
terns was determined to be 
impraelieal. As development con­
tinued. Ihe land values Increased 
lo the |)olnt where relocation of 
this slal ion became economically 
feasible. To confirm Ibis opinion 
Ihe c i l y commissioned an 
appraisal of the properly and a 
construct ion estimate of the cost 
of replacing SlaUon No. 1. These 
studies confirmed the feasibil ity 
of replaeemenl. and bkls for Ibis 
property were solicited through a 
sealed bid process in Decenlber 
1997. The bid package specified 
m i n i m u m bid of $1 ,000 ,000 . 
ba.sed on construct ion cost esti-

iiiales, and required a Id le r of 
credit lo proleel Ille cily's f inan­
cial inlcresis. 

The possibi l i ly of eonlbing Ihe 
Iraiil ing facility wi lb a new Sla­
lion No. 1, a l the Eleven Mile sile, 
was investigated. Due to many 
eonlmon features, and shar ing of 
sile costs, this was delernllne(l to 
be a very economical project. 
While the proceeds froIn the sale 
of Station No. 1 would eventually 
fund the cost of a new stat ion, 
inter im fund ing wouk i be 
required as the proceeds would 
nol be received unt i l after a 
replacement station was bu i l t . 
The eslinlaled cost of Ulis flnane-
Ing was $100,000. Due to the' 
amount of tbis expense al lerna-
tlves were Investigated. 

Use of Ihe bond proceeds lo 
fund Ihe conslruction of a com­
bined training fadl i ty and new 
Station No. 1 was ddermined to 
be the best opUon. This would 
allow the city lo immediately pro­
ceed wi th construction of the 
Iraining facility and the replace­
ment of Slal ion No. 1. These pl'o-
jecis are the nlost ul'gent needs 
of the department. 

Followilig the construction of 
this project, we would use Ihe 
proceeds fronl the sale of the cur­
rent Slal ion No. 1 lo fund a new 
Slalion No. 4. In the Interim, the 
west side of the city wil l continue 

to he scived by our present Sta­
tion No. 4 a l Eleven Mile and 
Beck. 

When the enl irc building pro­
gram is coii iplelc. Ihc lecommen-
dations of Ihe Cllizcns Comnil t-
lee will have been mel, precisely, 
as originally designed. We wi l l 
also have an elTiclenI combined 
Iraining fad l i l y /F i re Slalion No. 
1, and the laxilayers wil l be 
spared the burden of pay ing 
$100,000 In financing charges 
from general fund tax dollars. 

This ent i re revised bu i ld ing 
progi'am was presented to and 
endorsed Ijy J o h n eliambers w h o 
was chair of the Citizens Com-
nii l lce and a former member of 
the lire depar imenl . Addit ionally, 
al l of this information was pre­
sented lo the public and dis­
cussed In great detail at the city 
council meeting on Apri l 20. 

While some of these decisions 
have required some extra t ime we 
believe i l has been time wel l 
spent. Tbe Novl Fire Depai'tment 
has been, and continues to be, a 
illodel of efficiency both In len l ls 
of selvlce delively and cost, I I Is 
the future needs of the depart­
ment that wi l l be addressed by 
Ibis building program. 

We believe the program as 
described above wil l further our 
goal of del ivering the highest 
quality of sendee al Ihe lowest 
possible cost.

When a scu lp to r beg ins lo 
work, he starts witli a shapeless 
l ump of c lay; he co l lec ls the 
many tools that he needs to begin 
sculpting, and he starts to shape 
the clay with his hands and tools.

II was Godzil la's monumental 
status — iudced. he stood 400 feet 
high in the f i rs t f i lm — I h a l 
Intrigued Emmerich and Devlin, 
'i'he filmmaker-s wanled to deliver a 
worl l iy fol low up lo Iheir movie 
"Indcilendence Day." which estab­
lished new worldwide box office 
records. 

" l iecausc of the ])henonlenal 
reaction to "Independence Day," 
Roland and I were fo r tuna te 
enough to travel around the world 
to promote i l . II seemed that in 
every countiy. we were asked the 
same question: how do ymi follow 
up a movie l ike ' Independence 
Day?' It was a really tough ques­
tion lo au.swer The only tiling that 
seemed remolely in llie ballpark 
was "Godzilla." l l afforded ns the 
opportunity lo do somelhing big­
ger', wilder and more amazing than 
we'd ever attempted befoi-e," Devlin 
says. 

"The challenge of "Godzilla" is 
that when people think of l l . Ihey 
immediately th ink of somelhing 
that has a great deal of nostalgic 
lul l hut Is nol lo be taken serious­
ly. For us, that posed an ii l lr iguing 
ques t ion : how do we re inven t 
Godzilla?" Dev l in adds! "We fee! 
tha i only w i t h the advances in 
special ef fects technology that 
exist loday we can do that." 

Emmerich added "Godzilla" is 
"the ul l imale monster movie." He 
said, "We hope lo push Ihe limits 
of all the visual effects available. 
The technology is changing everj' 
year, and in every movie we use 
new tools. In many ways, this film 
was actua l ly more complicated 
lhan "Independence Day." It was a 
huge undertaking." 

As in "Independence Day," the 
filmmakers used a variely of Shot-
specific effects lo create the mam­
moth creature, including minia­
tures, an ima l ron ie models and 
computer-generated images. 

While advances in effects, par­
ticularly in CGI, allowed the film­
makers to recons t ruc t and , to 
some extent, reinterpret and rein-
vigorale the creature, Devlin has­
tens lo add that they did so with

Iiljurics hurt the athlete In more ways than 
one. VVllether you are a coilipelitlve athlete oi; 
like nlany of us, enjoy staying In shape "Just for 
the health of It." iiljurles are no fun. Not only Is 
there the physical pain to contend with but 
also the physical decondltioning (getting out of 
shape) that takes place in the days, weeks or 
even illollths following tlille off fronl training. 

There are alternative training techniques 
which can help dlililnlsh the down time of an 
injury by keeping the cardiovascular system 
conditioned while lTiininlizing stress and strain 
of the affected body-part injured, 

Aerobic exercise can be delliled as continu­
ous activity which utilizes o.xygen for energy at 
the cellular level of an exercising muscle. A sea­
sonal hobby for nlany, examples of aerobic 
activity include running or biking outdoors 
when the weather is nice, and ill cooler weather 
either taking It Indoors on exercise machines, 
or switching to other appropriate outdoor activ­
ities like cross-country skiing or ice skating. 

• Sometimes, however, despite taking precau-
'• Uons, the athlete is faced with an injury. Aero-
, bic exercise iiljuries generally affect the lower 
' extremities Including the muscles and Joints of 
the legs and feet. These injuries can range from 

; broken bones to pulled muscles, 
• Muscle, tendon, and ligament strains (over-

'. stretch) and sprains (partial or complete tear) 
; are relatively coiiimon types of injuries as well. 
I Overuse injuries are due to the repetitive 
'nature of aerobic activity and result from 

chronic tnlcrotraimia (small amount of Injuly) 
which surmount over the course of several days 
to months. The at-risk athlete is one who 
attempts to do too much loo soon which may 
result in shin splints, stress fractures, sprains, 
etc. 

Once an Injury has occurred it is important 
to seek proper cai-e from a qualified health care 
provider. "Depending on the severity of the 
injury an alternalive exercise regimen should 
be initiated promptly, when appropriate," says 
Matthew Sclotti M.D., who treats people with 
athletics-related injuries at the Botsford Athlet­
ic Medicine Clinic In Novi. 

Early i-econditloning (getting the body back In 
shape) Is encouraged in most cases. This Is 
largely due to the fact that our muscles. Includ­
ing the heart muscle, get out of shape at a rela­
tively rapid rate. As the injury is healing, il isn't 
a bad idea to initiate an alternative exercise 
program. 

Depending on type and severity of illjury, 
consider non-impact, then low-impact, then 
gradually graduate back to a regular aerobic 
routine. 

Non-impact exercises include biking - prefer­
ably statlonaly - which eliminates the irregular 
terrain, traffic and bad weather associated with 
road or off-road biking. Exercise machines 
such as an Airdyne bike, stair stepper, rowing 
machine, cross-country skiing simulator, and 
the upper body (arm) bike can also provide aer­
obic fitness opportunities. Swimming is highly 

recomirlended as an alternative to most other 
aerobic activities as it works the major muscle 
groups of the body aeroblcally alld anaerobical-
ly by providing sonle resistance from the water 
for the muscles to push against. 

Low-impact exercises include running in 
water, walking (indoor, outdoor or treadmill) 
and exercise aerobic classes. 

A sb̂ ong consideration should also be made 
to cross-train with weights. If you are not a reg­
ular lifter, weight machines are probably your 
best choice. This is because the range of 
motion and ancillary movements are controlled 
by the machine, leaving the emphasis of sb-ess 
isolated on the irlusele group being worked. 

Sometimes iiljurles occur regardless of the 
kind of physical shape you are in - even if the 
appropriate measures are taken In terms of 
warm-ups and cool-downs, proper form, rest, 
and a sound nutrition plan. These are the 
times to utilize medical/rehabilitative resources 
and perhaps consider some of the alternatives 
discussed in this article.
