Novi school
board goes
live on cable

Novi residents can calch the Novi
Board of Education meetings on
Thursday nights now hat the dis-
rict bas gone live with Time Wary-
er Cable on Channel 19,

The district began the live broag-
rast In May, months after the
hoard's communications commi(-
tee recammended changes to the
meetlng productions, The meetings
used to be taped, then aired on
Monday nights.

But now the mectings will he
seen as they happen, beginning at
7:30 pm. The next two meetings
will be held at the Educational Ser-
vices Building on June 4 and 18.

Nowvl schools swapped Monday
and Thursday nighl air-lime with
Farminglon Public Schools this
year. allowing the live broadeast,
according to Truslee Carol Elfring,
who chalred the communications
conmittee, The district also pur-
chased several thousand dollars of
video equipment.

A teant of Novi High School stu-
dents produce and direct the live
cablecasts using a portable televi-
sfont studio. The district can now
run the broadeasts rom the Edu-
rational Services Building and may
be able to do off-site broadeasts in
the future, said Elfring.

"These sludents are getting real-
life experience hehind the camera,"
said hoard President Ray Byers.
“This effort truly links our technol-
offy with the curriculum,”

The committee, which conslsts of
Elfring and several members of the
communily, last year reporied a
need fo improve the broadeasts
which are often difflcult to walch -
because of sound and lighting
problems,

The firm of Communications
Systems Group from Oak Park was
called In by the committee to study
the broadcast problems and for-
mulate a solution. However, in
September the board nixed a plan
lo fnvest more than $100,000 in
new lighting, sound equipment,
camieras and production technolo-

Instead, they wanled a solution
that could be huill into the high
school curriculum and requested
ihe administration come up with a
plan.

Dave Potler, viee president of the
cily's engineers, JCK & Associates,
sald that for the purposes of rout-
ing traffic, the goal is lo coerdinale
the conslruciion of the voler-
approved extension with the slate’s
plans to tear down and rebuild the
Grand River bridge and the Oak-
land Counly Road Commission's
fmprovement plans for Novi Road
between Eight Mile and Ten Mile
Toads.

Commission
endorses
reenacting
state formula

Faced with the potential of losing
20 percent of state road funds, the
Road  Commissien for Qakiand
County has joined with the County
Road Association of Michigan, the
Michigan Munleipal League, the
Michigan Association of Counties
and the Michigan Public Transit
Association in endorsing a legisla-
live propesal to reenact the state
road funding distribution formula,

If the formula. as spelled out in
state Act 51, is not reenacled into
law by September, the act calls for
slate and local governments to lose
20 percent of thelr current state
road funds. In addition, the loss of
these funds this could jeopardize
local matching funds for federal
grants, poltenlially costing Michi-
gan kundreds of millions of dollars
in federal funding.

“The current state road funding
formula is sel to explre on Sept. 30
- just four months from now,"
explained Brenl Balr, road commis-
sfon managing director. “If the
state legislalure doesnt enact a
formula, not only will federal trans-
periation funding be at risk, but
the ahility of local and stale road
agencies to do maintenance and
repairs will be severely hindered.”

The proposal was introduced in
Lansing on Tuesday, May 19. “The
County Road Association of Michi-
gan proposal gives the local road
commisslons more money, allowing
us to repair the worst road com-
miss$iori‘roids,” Balr said. -

Key elements of the proposal
include:

* Enacting a distribution formu-
la that simplifies the funding pro-
cess and provides a more equitable
distribution: of funds.

* Providing a guaranteed minl-
muin 25 percent of federal funds
for local agencles.

* Requiring Lhe state legislature
to appoint an independent needs
study committee. This committee
will determine the priorities for a
new road funding formula.

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Bill would close files
fo the public's view

It's lale in the Michigan Legislnfure's
session. People are thinking summer.
Lawmakers are voting on acruneh of
hudget hills,

But il vou have a suspicious mind,
voul would guess there is evil aloot in
Lansing - and you would be right.

The House Local Govermnent Com-
mittee is working on a bilt to end the
public’s right to learn what kinds of
teachers the tocal schaool employs and
what kinds of administrators are run-
ning iL.

IUs called House Bill 5615, sponsored
by lame-duck Rep. Bob Brackenridge,
R-St. Joseph. With four shorl words -
"persormel files™ and “medical tiles” - it
would allow schools to hide such docu-
ments from parents under the Freedom
of Information Act.

Parenls fought a long, hard batile
before the Michigan Supreme Court in
mid- 1997 said they have the right (o
see school employces' personnel files,
Twe unions - the Michigan Education
Association in Saranac and the Lansing
Association of School Adminisirators -
filed suil to block release of the recors,

The Supreme Court said no: "We con-
clude that the Freedom of Informaltion
Act compels the disclosure of the appel-
lants' personnel records ... Because the
requested information consisted ol
information relaled 1o the appellants’
public employment. we hold that the
appellants’ personnel records are not
within the privacy subseclion.”

The Freedom of Information Act for
20 years has allowed public bodies to
withhold “information of a personal
naiure where the public disclosure ...
would constitute a clearly nnwarranled
invasion of an individual's privacy”
under sec. 136).

Bui that exemption applies only lo
“intimate or embarrassing details of an
inclividual's private life,” said the court.
Bradley's file contained documents
"pertaining (o corrective or disciplinary
aclions, complaints filed, and perfor-
.mance evaluations. As for the adminis-
trators, their requested records con-
{ained administrative performance
reviews.

“Signiflcantly, none of the documents
conlain information of an embarrass-
ding, intimale, private, or conlidential
nature. such as medical records or
information relating to the plaintiffs
privale lives,” said (he court.

The court naled the employees didn't
even allege there was personal informia-
tion - they sought to hide their perfor-

oenent

mance records in public jobs,

The courl told the Saramie district i
wenl toe far in redacting (hlocking eny
a mema from the principal to Bradiey.
The copy Saranie proposed o release
said:

“You must [blank), There are (blank)
and (blank} all (hlank) en (Blank) and
{hlank). You were given several (blank]
by other leachers plus the (blank] you
already have, You have lent of (blank]
Lo (blank) (hese (hlank) in. Take care of
{the sltualion,”

That kind of censorship is ridiculous
and insulting to the public.

Meanwhile, we Tearn front the Auditor
General's scathing review thal pubtic
scheol academies chartered hy Central
Michigan  University  sometimes
negleeted to complele police checks on
people hefore hiring them. HI3 5615
would allow that information to he hid-
den not only front parents but Jrom the
Auditor General, too, we fear.

B 5615's elfort to hide "medical
records” is a irifle troubling. Does il
mean a teacher's visil to a psyehiatrist?
Or would it also cover the Wayne me-
ty medical examiner's aulopsy of

" juidge who committed suicide? Is il an

invasion ol privacy lor the public (o ask
whether a late, elected offivial was lak-
ing illegal drugs?

Inan earlier ease, the Supreme Courl
ruled it wasi't an invasion ol privacy.
Wayne County had 1o cough up (he
records and pay a newspaper's legal
hills.

Those cases were argued over a peri-
od of years. Now the Legislature, acting
stealthily during the budget eroneh,
seeks 1o undo the Supreme Conrt’s
work and rip up a stainte that has
slood for 22 years.

No. Dont let them sncak another
secrecy measure through, the way (hey
did in the December midnight hours of
1996, Tell your slate representative to
oppose House Bill 5615

And tell the 1998 candidates: Don'l
even think about amending the Free-
dom of Information Act 1o hide more
public records,

Compromise would let
egrets live with humans

While the Cily of Novi - and the poli-
cies adopled by its officials - can't be
called indifferent to the environment, in
a trendy boom town, the reality is
developers develop and builders build.
And the small creatures that also
inhabit this land [ind fewer and fewer
places 1o live.

Since the 1980s, plans for The
Maples of Novi, the community's first
planned unit development. have called
for a corunercial component as parl of
the blend of golf course, condominiums
and apartments,

Now, residents and golf course staff
are concerned about the future of a
small wetlands thal serves as a nesting
ground for a large colony of egrets.
While egrets are not endangered, not
many of them thrive in southcastern
Michigan any more.

For the homeowners and golfers, like
the swallows returning to Capistrano,
the egrets winging back to The Maples
is an anticipated annual cvent. School
kids take trips to see the birds.

But the wetlands is included in
drainage plans for Maple Place, the
Novi Road shopping center, two-story
office building, restaurant and bank for
which developer John Damico is seek-
ing site plan approval.

Novi's consullant Linda Lemke has
pointed oul that egrets need to roost in
an environment of trees that are nol
exactly thriving, bul arc not (otally
dead. too. If the water drains into the
wetlands. the trees will likely die and
the birds will lose their habital.

This is not just a bird or two, but a
well-developed colony thal has been
returning to the 30 or more nests just
east of Novi Road since at least the
1980s.

On June 8. the Novi City Council will
have a variance request. Belore push-
ing this project through, council mem-
bers and planning commissioners need
to have a look at these hirds. Whal
they'd see is truly an amazing sighl.
one most people don't expect to find
this close to Twelve Oaks Mall.

Maples residents and Mapiles Country
Club General Manager Todd Gerhart
are on the right track in asking that a
compromise be reached and that storm
water run-off not be diverled into the
egrels” home.

If necessary, the city should slow
down the sile plan approval process to
allow a compromise to be reached thal
would both permit the strip mall and
the egrets to peaceably coexist.

The success of Gutenberg’s press was felt
throughout Europe, and by 1539 a printing
press was set up in what is now Mexico.
Printing enabled newspapers lo spread
news of current events, books (o ieach
young children and "Bibles" to pass along
the word of religion all over the world.

It was such an important lool, in fact,
that when missionaries were senl Lo Hawaii
for the first time in 1820, one of the valued
possessions they carried with them was a
printing press, which helped them {o create
a written language for the Hawaiians and
to print a "Bible” in their own language,

Over the years, improvements in printing
continued, with a hand press developed in
Pennsylvania in 1816, a rotary printing

press invented in 1846, and the web press

paper - came out in the late 1800s.

The printing press was essential for early
American settlements, along the east coast
and later in the Northwest Territories, of
which Michigan was once a part. Keeping
in touch with ather settlers, as well as pro-
viding necessary contact with the outside
world, was vital to these ploneers,

Freedom of the press was integral to
these early newspapers, and an importani
part of the founding of our country.

Erastus Ingersoll, Novi's first settler, was
one of those who believed strongly in the
[reedom of the press, as well as the inlegri-
ty of the writers. He kept in contact with
other early settlers, such as John Allen.
Allen was one of the ficst to settle in what
became Ann Arbor, named in part after
Allen’s wife.

Allen had been able to obtain a printing
press carly in the life of the communily and
began a newspaper in Washtenaw County
that reached across the boundaries to
ingersoll in Qakland County. In a letter
writlen (o Allen on Christrzas Even, 1829,
Ingersoll congratulated his friend on
acquiring the press, He wrote fervently of
his heliefs:

"Il the press is under any restraint save a
firm regard to truth and honesty, 1 do con-
sider it, instead of a blessing, a scourge
and a judgment upon the law, for since pur

government is in the hands of the people,
and all the officers amenable to them, and
the press the mediwm through which we
mostly obtain information ... the responsi-
bilily of the press must be great.”

Many area newspapers began in the 19th
century. The Northville Record, which
began in 1869 as The Wayne Counly
Record, is the oldest continuing weekly
newspaper in Wayne County,

Cther early area papers include The
Farmington Enterprise. It began in 1887,
with E.R. Bloomer as the publisher,
Around the same lime, Walter Richards
starled The Farminglon Herald. The two
papers became one a few years later,
known as The Enterprise-Herald,

The South Lyon Herald, which today is
part of the Hometown Newspaper chain,
began in 1880 as The Excelsior. Begun by
Charles H. Rorabacher, the paper flour-
ished under his leadership for over two
decades. In 1903, the paper was sold to
L.B. Samsen and the same was changed to
The Herald.

Freedom and honesty of the press is as
important today as when Erastus Ingersoll -
wrote: "Our peace and prosperity rest on
the virtue and integrity of the press.”

Cool has two degrees in science and
started as a conservation officer, a law
enforcer.

scientist and up the administrative ladder.
Michigan is the fourth siate DNR he has
headed.

Our talk turned to the overabundance of
deer in southern Michigan, as evidenced by
roadkill. And il turns out young peopte
have a role in controlling the deer popula-
tion.

"We are initiating this year, in partner-
ship with Michigan United Conservation
Clubs as well as archery hunters, is an
opportunity for youth, during archery sea-
son, to harvesl surplus animals (deer) in
Maybury State Park {in Noerthville Town-
ship)." Cool said,

“They will go through an intensive train-
ing and be mentored by individuals who
are foundationally very, very good
bowhunters, If it's successful and works
well, we may have opportunity and public
suppart to move those types of control
activiies, which logically can be done only
with harvest mechanism or the removal of
the animal into a socially acceptable way of
managing the populations af deer.”

“Were trying to make our areas and
aclivities competitive with those other
areas which you just described.”

And that's what state government is
doing to woo kids away from machines that
rip up the ecosystem.

NO TO PREDATORS

The state Senate moved toward
curbing use of the Inlernet by sex-
ual predators to soliclt ehildren
when Il unanimously passed bills
by Sens. George Z. Harl, D-Dear-
born, and Mike Roger, R-Brighton.

The action became urgent when
a 13-year-old Michigan gir] was
ailegedly sexuaily assaulted by a
father and son whom she met over
Internet. The men have been
ordered to stand trial.

“The Internet is an lmportant
edlucational tool," sald Harl. who
recently tack part n a link between
seven schools on ene district. “We
cannot let predators use It for thelr
own ends.

*Unlortunately parents must
continue to be vigllant in menitor-
ing thelr children’s activity, But
now, faw enforcement officers have
the loals they need to prosecute
Internet predators.”

The bills go to the House for
actlon. I passed in the spring ses-
sion, they could become law about
Sept. 1. They are tle-barred, mean-
fng both must pass for either to
become law,

Rogers” SB 1091 defines the
crime. It would prohibil use of
Internet to even attempt to commit
the solicitation of a minor for sexu-
al abuse, kidnapping, stalking or
assault with {ntent lo commit & sex
crime. 1t also would prohibit use of
Internet to kidnap a child under
14,

“Internet” is defined as the
worldwide {nterconpection of indi-
vidual computers and networks, A
“minor” is deflned as someone
under age 18.

Hart's SB 785 sets out the pun-
ishments: two years and $2,000 for
a [lrst offense; five years and
$5,000 for & second. The prison
terms weuld be served preceding
any term for the underlying offense
(the actual rape or kidnapping).

The Senate Fiscal Agency esti-
mated costs of the bills at $2.3 mil-
Hon a year.
