landscape consultants to develop a
plan. the first drall of whieh has a
price tag of $40 million.

The plan. devised [rom a meeting
with the public in 1997 and sever-
al hrainslorming sessions, calls lor
a witlening of the road to three, five
or six lanes with a boulevard,

While most of the altendees
scemed in Javer of increasing the
capacity, others have doulis,

Assistant City Manager Craig
Klaver said lhe money's not there
for u road widening,

*It's not like we're going Lo huild
a houlevard or a five-lane road. 1
don't know anyone who thinks il's
going o happen,” he said,

Instead, Klaver said the study
looked at Grand River in terms of
creating atlractive amenities such
as:

s Increased and uniform land-
scaping that screens parking.

¢ New and uniform traflic and
lighting systems.

+ Changes (o business entrances
to eliminale too many curh cuts.

e And the burying of dectrical
lines.

“From a markeling standpoint ...
the corridor really needs a unified
single identity,” sald consultant
John Beckett. ]

The consullants said traffic low
is a big problemn,

“Traffic volumnes are at capactly
and “In-"some  caseshiller than
capacity,” said consultant Kamran
Qadeer, of Finkbeiner, Peltis and
Strout, Inc.

Aceording to Qadeer, the 5.4 mile
roadway is al a failing rate of ser-
vice with an adjusted volume of
1,789 cars per hour for the
Meadowbrook intersection. The
maximum capacily is 2,585 cars
per hour.

But before the plan is to proceed,
a ten-member committec of plan-
ning commissioners, council mem-
bers, elty staff, consultants and
business owners wiit meet to dis-
cuss Lhe width issue, funding and
the direclion of the plan.

“You can see this is quite a chal-
lenge for our community,” said Jim
Wahl, planning director for the city.
*S0 we've spent a lot of lime looking
for funding sources.”

Some of the options mentioned
including special taxing districts.
grant funding and bonding,

The group also agreed lo pul
pressure on the state and county
road offices.

“This road is in the deplorable
condillon it is because they never
slepped up to their respansibility
for this road,” McLallen said.

Altendees, including business
owners, pointed out Grand River is
the slate’s allernative route when
accidents on the [-96 [reeway slow
or shul down traffic,

*The thing [ worry about is if we
make these improvements were
still geing to have problem with the
[reeway,” said Paul Bauman, owner
of Reid Lighting. "What we need to
do, although this is a county prab-
lem. Is lower the speed limil on
Grand River... {t's dangerous.”

Annamaria  Kazapis, of Lhe
Economic Development
Corporation, said limiting the
speed and creating a pedestrian
frlendiy area at the shapping dis-
tric( near Novi Road is a must.

For Panning Chair Eda
Weddinglon, the improvements
cat’t happen too fast.

“Whalever improvements we ¢an
make 1o i1 would enhance the ity
overall ... the more attractive the
better," she safd.

But she pointed out the city
needs a vision,

"With Grand River as out main
street we need to define what it
should be and it may be that dif-
ferent sections need a different
character,” Weddinglon explained.

Nowlcki said the study did not
include exploring how the possible
widening of Grand River would
impact the cily's plans to widen
Tent Mile Road, a plan some resi-
dents have protested.

"l think they serve two different
corridors,” he explained. “The peo-
ple who use Grand River have a
specific need using it either as a
through-road or to access busi-
nesses. Ten Mile Road serves
another purpose.”

Pubiic Services. "A ot of times cleeted
officials cone and go and folks need to
he reminded that joint activilies are
one of the wany mechanisms for pro-
viding serviees.”

The city and school <listriet were
credited with taking part i a Jand deal
resulling in fwo new siles lor schoals
and an adjacent city park area.

House reconsiders
state ‘650 lifer’ law

Ablpartisan Leam of stale repre-
sentatives is hopeful it can modify
Michigan's *650 drug lifer™ law, the
nation’s harshest.

Tlieir effort wilt reach a head in
the next week or lwo, said Rep.
Barbara Dobb, R-Unien Lake, who
Is drumming up vete in the
Republican caucus,

“There's good support from my
caucus - clase to 50 percent,” Dobh
said last week.

Michigan’s law makes a life sen-
tence with no hope of parole
mandalory for a person caught
dealing in 650 grams {2.2 pounds)
of heroin or cocaine.

Former Gov. William G. Milliken,
who signed it in 1978, now says il's
the worst decision he ever made.
Former Rep. Paul Rosenbaum, D-
Battle Creek, its sponsor. says it
hasnt worked, catching only
small-time “mules” rather than big-

fime “kingpins.”

The vehicle for change, said
Dobb, will be cilher a senlencing
guldelines bill or a parole bill.

“This won't alier the mandatory
lfe senlence,” said Dobb. “H will
iread the offense Lhe same as sec-
ond-degree murder, paroleable al
16 years. We are not decriminaliz-
ing drugs. Bul the law hasn't
affected the drug trade at all. This
would flunk any cost-effective lest
vou put cut there.”

About 160 persons are serving
life senlences without hope of
parole under the 1978 law.

Lobbylng fer the change is
FAMM. for Families Against
Mandatory Minimums. 1L argues
that the Dobb amendment would
allow prosccutors to appeal parole
hoard decisions.

We like Novi trustee candidate and
incumbent  George  Kortlandt  and
appreciate (he variety ol thought he
can bring to the board table, especially
when it comes (o finances or shudenl
programming, His comments typically
sland oul hecause in general the
frustees tend (o think along the same
lines and rarely get into healed dis-
apreements ahout issucs.

Kortlandt is part of & distriet that is
funetioning rather well, thanks to the
elforts of Lthe staff, administration, par-
ents, students and the school board.
During {imes when a school district is
relling along on smooth water, contest-
ed races for scals on the board are a lof
less likely.

It's much like national elections when
the econony is good.

In many ways, the uncontested race
means life is good at Novi schools. But
the drawback is the Jack of debate over
important issues. Although Kortlandt
was more than happy te lalk about
issues facing the dislrict, the debate
parl falls Nat when there’s only one
opinion.

Other first-time special {eatures of the
1917 event included "a company of Negro
jubilee singers. under the leadership of
W.A, Hann, giving souiful tunes of the old
plantatiens and the wonderfully soothing
melodies of the southland.”

"Band Day” was another "thrilling” event.
“Our band this year is the besl we have
ever had on the Chautaugua,” boasted The
Record, "led by Francesco Pallaria, who is
dynamic, dramatic and decidedly spectac-
ular” It was surely an occasion na one

Dr. Ortiz says, “Inlernal theft accounts
for aboul 75 percent of all business losses.
The sad part of any internal theft problem
is that when the guilty party is finally
apprehended or discovered, it's too late to
recover the loss, More oflen than not, the
person who has stolen the money, goods,
merchandise or information, has already
used il and it's not recoverable. That's why
it's so important for the business owner to
try and prevent thesc losses before they
even hegin."

Not only does internal theft affect the
company's prefilability, but a loss of confi-
dence from its clienis or consumers can
happen foo. Would you be anxious to
invest vour dollars in a company that lost
millions of dollars to internal theft? I know

“This season's evenl,” The Record
claimed, "has left Northville people more
firmly convinced than ever thal our town
cannot afford te do without (he
Chautauqua as an annual evenl.”

Alas, as with other customs, the
Chautauqua has heen replaced - by motion
pictures, television and videos - consigned
lo remain a Lhing of the past.

Have a “discussion” with
ihe person about the application, allowing
the individual o talk about themselves.
During the discussion process, Ortiz gives
the business owner hints on techniques
like rapid eye technology, which is used to
verify the truthfulness of the person.

“Don’t forget 1o conduct a thorough back-
ground check gaing bevond references,”
says Ortiz. “Only a fool or idiot will list a
bad reference.”

Only after the background check has
been conducted and you feel the informa-
tion provided is truthful, valid and verifi-
able, hire the individual,

Joan Henson has seen many
chantges in the two decades she
has been a volunieer for Lhe
American Cancer Soclely.

Henson is a Reach to Recovery
volunteer. which consisl of
women who have had breast
surgery and are at least one year
post surgery,

“It's almost always cennected
with cancer,” she saidl.

Henson began making Reach (o
Reecovery calls 20 years agoe and
as she moved from New York, o
Ohio, and in 1988 1t Northville,
she has continued her work with
the organization.

Reach to Recovery was founded
in 1952 by Terese Lasser in New
York Cily because she [elt that
she could have used moie psy-
chological support Jfollowing her
breast surgery. In 1969 the group
was accepled by the American
Cancer Society.

When Henson first joined the
group, calls were made to women
during their four 1o cight day stay

in the hospital following breas!
surgery.

“That had ils advantages In
thal we saw the woman right after
surgery,” she said. “We had a cer-
taiu amount of privacy in the hos-
pital room,”

in the carly lo mid 1980s, a
woman's slay in the hospital was
drastically reduced to 24 hours
from three days, which made it
more difficult to schedule a hos-
pital call.

*It was an adjustment at {irst le
swilch to home calls,” she said.
*Now women are out in less than
24 hours with either a maslecto-
my or a lumpectomy.”

Henson was a little leery of the
decrease in the length of hospital
stay at first.

“For mos! women it works out
all right because they go home to
a good supporl group bul single
womer: or older women who may
live alone, I question whether
another day or iwo in the hospital
with at least people around -
{wauld help) more psychologically
peehaps than medically.”

Twenly years ago women had 1o
go looking for reconstructive
surgery. In the Jast year Henson
has not called on one woman who
has had (he need for reconstruc-
Loy,

Henson tailors the materials
she brings to the woman's needs
but includes general information
on everytling [rom communica-
tion with family, to clething, lo
arm care.

“T'm here {o talk Lo them ahout
what is happening to (hem,” said
Henson who doesn't bring up her
own medical history.

She will also demonstrate exer-
cises if necessary. Each woman is
different, according te Henson.
Seme women come out of surgery
with great {lexibility while others
expericniee soreness when ralsing
their arm too far.

“It's important 1o exercise Lo get
the shoulder movement back and
to flex the incision area,” she
said.

Henson atso brings malerials
on support groups and for women
who have had a maslectomy, she

guide.

‘I also give a woman a chance
lo talk about what's happened to
her,” she said. "1 think thal is a
very imporlant part of my call, if
they wish lo do se.”

Literatwre s also available from
the American Cancer Society. All
malerials volunteers use are sup-
plied by the society and there is
not charge for visits.

Hensen sought oul the Amerl-
can Cancer Society following her
surgery and received a packel of
information including a list of
support groups.

"It pleases me to see so0 many
suppert groups around,” said
Henson.

Making about 12 calls a year,
Henson altends a mandatory
yearly recerlification class to stay
up o date with the most eurrent
{nformation.

Hensen and her husband Jim
returned 1o Michigan ten years
ago and have two sons and two
grandsens.

“Just to be in the locker room or
Ihe driving range with some of the
guys down there is a thrill. Just 1o
play that course Is a great golfing
experience.”

Gerhart will be paired up with
Skip Kendall, 19th on the PGA
money list with $623,130 in win-
nings this year, and David Eger, a
top amateur in the Uniled Stales
for over 20 years. Eger (s Lhe
chairman of the rules commiliee
for the PGA.

Bay Hill is ane of 12 sectional
qualifying sites across the U.S.
Because of a deep field, which will
include John Huslan, Michael
Bradley and Kendall, Gerhart
belleves there may be as many as
eight or nine players who will
advance from the field of 100. The
U.5. Open has a lield of 156 play-
ers, and 55 of lhose spots have
been taken by players exempt of
qualifying for the tournament.

Many flactors can contribute ¢ the develop-
menl of an averuse (njury. Usually a combina-
lion of impraoper technique, progressing aclivity
{no quickly, Impreperly fitting equipment. poor
conditioning, irregular or improper surfaces or

underlving abnormalities within the affecled
area increase Lhe risk of overuse Injury.

Symptoms usuatly begin gradually with mild
discomfert shorly after or at the end of a par-
ticular activily. There may be assoclated loral
swelling, redness, or warmth, These syiploms
will typically resolve within hours. If [efl
unchecked, however, the pain may become
more prominent, starting sconer in e exerclse
and lasting longer, eventually present all the
tme. If the spimptoms are ignored and exercise
of the affected area continues, lissue damage
can oceur which may require long-term treal-
nient.

The (first tine of treatment is o modify or
cammplelely rest [ram the activity, To remaln
active while resting the body part, iry cross-
training or chousing an alternative activity (hat
is less stressful on thal area. Additional treat-
ments incluede ieing the affected area, using

splints or braces as indfcated, taklng anti-
inflammatory medication and in some cases,
participating In a rehabill{atlon program.

Onee an injury oceurs, your return lo Lhe
parltcular activily should Ge gulded by the
presence of symptoms, Generally, starting al
25 percent of your previous level of activity Is a
good rule of thumb, although this depends on
the individual.

Aside Trom the mloor wuscle aches thal
accompany starting an exerclse program or fol-
lowing a more vigorous session, pain Is usually
an early warning sign that you have done too
much. So the best advice Is Lo know your limit
and remember, i it hurts, don't do it.

Why
should your child he immunized
agalnsi chickenpox, which is
such a mild llness?

Here 1s some information (o
help you decide.

Chickenpox Is caused hy a
virus. Most often. 1L is a mild
dlscase. Symploms include
[ever, runny nose, sore throat,
and a very itchy rash with Dlis-
ters. Chlckenpox s easily
spread by coughing and sneez-
ing or by contact with the skin
rash. Most people  with
chickenpox are sick for about a
week and then recover,

Unflortunately, about 1 to 2
percent of those with the virus
develop serfous problems such
as skin Infections, pneumon[a
or brain damage. As a result,

up to 100 dle. from complica-
tions of the chickenpox. Most of
these patlents are otherwise
healthy children. Another draw-
back is (hat even a mild case of
chlckenpox typlcally causes
children to miss a week of
school and adull caretakers (o
miss time at work.

There now [s a vaceine avail-
able Lo prevent the chickenpox.
It has heenn approved for use in
the United States for fust three
years, but the vaccine has been
admintstered In Japan for more
than 20 years. [t is given to chil-
dren starling al 12 months of
age and or to older children and
adults who have never had the
chickenpox. The chickenpox
vaccine prolects about 80 per-
rent of those who receive [t
When vaceinated children get
the chickenpox, it is usually a

What are the slde effects and
risks of the vaccine? The most
common side ¢ffects are redness
and pain at the injection sile,
hut fever and rash may also
occur.

The vaccine has not been
shown to cause any serious
problems, but there Is a very
small risk of such problenis. The
risks [rom the vacelne, however,
are smaller than the risks from
the disease iself. Finally, the
vacclne should not be given (o
anyone who s pregnant or
whose immune system does not
work well.

Some people are concerned
that the fmmunity that the vac-
cine provides will not last. We
de know from studies that
healthy children in Japan still
have antibodies that protect
against the chickenpox up to 20

boosler shot may be needed at a
later time, as we found with the
measles vaccine,

With any new medicine or vac-

cine there iIs concern about -

safely and effectiveness - espe-
cially when our children are
involved,

As more doctors are becoming

aware of the facts about {he
chickenpox vaccine, however,
mosl are recommending it for
their patients. If you have a
child who is ¥ year of age or
older and has nol yet contracled
the chickenpox. please talk with
your doctor aboul getting the
vaccine,
