Should schools have to
teach students respect

Respeel yoursell: respeet athers,

Simple respeet Is something that we
all expeet from each other. And we
sheuld be able to. Nonetheless, it's an
expeettion lao often disappointed.
Respeel is a simple lesson, butb il is sur-
prisingly difficull lo teach.

There would certainly scem 1o be a
need in our society (o do such teaching.
Sa it is a bright idea thal {he Novi
Meadows stall and PTO have launched
a year-long cfforl to teach siudents
respect. An outgrowth of Jast year's
Posliive Awarcness Week, the program
has run hroughout the year reinfore-
ing the need lo treat others with what
many of us would describe as “just
plain common courtesy.”

The 900 students of the school have
participated in the program throughout
the year. Youngsters have produced
respecl-promoting videos, which have
heen hroadeast to classes throughout
the scheol building. The students have
taken turns updating bulletin hoards
in the halls and a cartoon skil in the
lunchroom. In addition, adults in the
school have rewarded students “caught
in the act” of giving a kindness ar
showing goodwill loward others, The
reward is a simple card, which could
later be lurned in to get a paper tree
recognizing {heir action 1o be posled on
the funchroom wall.

Students reporl the program has
worked. Al a time when kids seem (o
think it's cool to put others down, these
sixth graders reporl there's less of that
going on in the school. The students
say thelr classmales are using what
they've learned.

That's the good news, that il scems to
be working,

Keep in mind that respect much be
more than the subject of a onc lime
program. Now that children have been
given the hasics of showing respect,
that they show it needs to be the expec-
tation, enforced by every teacher they
have in the regular course of the day.

SUll, it is troubling that there is a
need for such a program in the schools
in the first place. Teaching respect
should be the responsihility of mom
and dad, frankly. Respeet should be
learned in the home. Students should
come to the district with at lecast that
much from their parents in order lo
begin their task of learning,

For the pasl several years, we've

heard aboul the need for American
schonls fo inerease their time and
emphasis on academics. Students in
other countries, we've been lold, have
longer school years, longer school days,
and (here is more emphasis on aca-
demics while they are in the classroom.
‘There are fewer distractions with non-
academic programs, ke health eduea-
tion and even physical cducation.

Now, apparently, we can add respect
to the list of additional instructional
topics American schools have to teach
before we can get down to academics,

Gail Jiskra, a Novi Meadows coun-
selor, wauld probahly agree with that
point. Shie contended that while there
shouldn't be a need to teach respect,
{here is.

‘It should be just a given,” she said.
{hat students come to school with an
understanding ol respeet. “But il's nol
a given hecanse that's not whal they
sce.”

Of course, some da learn respect af
home, and for them, Jiskra said the
program acts as reinforcement. But for
olhers, times have changed, and Jiskra
believes that the (rend toward dual
income (amilies, with lwo working par-
ents, can mean less consistency lor
children at home. No longer can par-
ents monitor a child’s behavior all the
lime.

We wonder if that's {rue. There were
always youngsiers who came lo school
without the fundamental social graces.
School yards have always had (heir
bullies. So is the lack of respect among
youngslers truly worse today? Or is it
Just getling more notice? Is it just that
the increasing {rend of schoolhouse
violence - the ultimale show of disre-
spect loward others - increases the
need lo deal with the issue now?

Overall, we like the program. WeTe
glad lo see il in operation in Novi
scheols, We offer congralulations (o
{hose who have been involved and are
making il happen.

But we sure would like to see some
bright researcher look info the question
of respect and whether our. and our
youngsters', trealment of others is real-
ty on the wane, delermining - or dis-
couniing - the need for such programs.
Or is it just that natural tendency we
all seem (o have lo view the world as
gelting much worse as we get older?

An early success for Novi

Shortly after installing its office-ser-
vice-lechnology zoning ordinance, the
City of Novi has seen its first major suc-
€ess.

Husky Injection Molding Systems, of
Ontario, is dickering over 25 acres of
land an Twelve Mile Road hetween Beck
and Novl roads. If Husky finalizes the
deal, il is expecled Lo build a 60,Q00- o
70,000-square-fool regional headguar-
ters there, If all goes as planned, Husky
would submit slite plans to the city for
review in the next couple months.

Husky is a multi-national supplier of
injectlon molding systems, producing
plastic parls for soft drink bottles, food
cottainers, medical products and car
bumpers. It is a suppler io the
Chrysler Corporation. Husky has cus-
tomers in 70 different countries. It
employs 1,800 at present and lists
overall annual sales over $626 million.

To bring in such a company wouid be
a major feather in the cap.of a cily like
Novi.

Of course, nothing's definite quite
yet. Who knows but what the land
negotiations could fall through. Com-
pany plans might change. In the global
marketplace, change seems to be the
only constant.

Nonetheless, we still count this a
major success for Novi.

Clty Council just put the OST zoning
in place and already a major company
is looking to put a regional headquar-
ters here. What a coup.

Even If it doesn't all work out. that's
still impressive. 14 would be unrealistic
to think that each and every approach
by a business toward the city will pro-

duce results. Bul as fong as Novi s
generating interest, it will win some
additional  high lech development
firms, if not this time then eventually,
and probably sooner rather than later.

Oh, by the way, Novi Economic
Development Coordinator Greg Capote
says a Japanese firm is expecled to
look al Novi for possible development,
although be did not give details, this
month.

Far so long, the city's efforls Lo
altract high tech firms have produced
frustratingly Httle results. Folks have
long been talking aboutl a decline in
growth of the light indusirial sector,
even while residential and retail devel-
opment was growing by leaps and
bounds. Finally, the Novi Chamber of
Commerce documented the problem in
a report known as “Novi at the Cross-

roads of Development,” which showed

fairly convincingly that light industrial
was bypassing Novl for more receptive
comimunities nearby.

Novi has been working ont bringing in
high tech firms for some time. Appoint-
ing Capote as economic development
coordinator was a part of it. Still, the
city has disappointingly little to show
for its efforts.

The city-initiated zonings to OST ear-
lier this year, however, appear to have
done the trick. The ink on the ordi-
nance is barely dry and already Novi is
getting attention from the very types of
firms it was hoping to attract.

That tells us the city has pul itself in
the right positien. And the challenge
now is to capitalize on it.
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Take it just one step further

Sometimes a really greal idea
comes wlong i the City of
Novi, but then felks slop jus
one step short ol perfertion in
their implementation.

Take for instanee the infortal
adoption of a new unilorm for
cily  hall  workers. City
cmployers e reeeived the
so-ahwead lor a new, inforal
stvle of dress, ineluding chi-
nos with speetally designed
and made polo shirts which
bewr the city's logo. Epley-
ees are ordering thenr up
thirongh the city Public Informatien Office and so far
150 have reporiedly submitted their choives and
sizes lor shirts.

The idea is to give cily emplovees a0 maore casual
stvle of dress, tike what is oflen seen in the rest of the
working world. and still nake them recogiiziable as
eily emplovees te folks who drop by (o do business.

[¢'s really aovery eool idea, but Tean't help thinking
they shouid have carried it one step turther.

As il works oow, emplovees have o wide range of
colors (o seleet fronn, evervthing lrom prinury colors
lo stazzier shades like deep purple, buller. roval
blue, turqueise, jade or watermelon.

Okay, that's ntee, Bl wouldn't it have been o bil
better 1o assign cerlain colors {o cerlain depart-
ments. Remewher that on the Starship Enterprise,

Questioning the
wisdom of vaccine

To the Editor:

As a concerned mother 1 am
trouhled by Dr. Seylried's article,
“Chickenpox can be a serious
problem” {Novi News June 4). She
is suggesting that children [rom
one year of age reeeive the chicken-
pox vaccination.

Chickenpox was viewed as a
femporary nuisanee from which all
children recovered with no prob-
lems. After the chickenpox vaccine
was marketed the medical commu-
nity has magically transformed the
disease inlo a deadly malady to be
avoided at all costs.

In its offictal policy staternent for

use of chickenpox vaccine, the
COC Center Tor Disease Conlrol)
acknowledges the epidemiologic
features of the diseases are expect-
ecl to change. This weans thal the
governmenlt's and medical conum-
nity's endorsement of chickenpox
vaccine is cxpected to shift the
incidence of the disease from
young children, where it is usually
harmless, 1o adults, where Lhe dis-
case can be more serious.

‘The chickenpox vaceine lias been
demonstrated to work for only six
lo len years, Therelore, when vie-
cine immunity wears off in a few
vears teens and adulls hecome
susceptible to chickenpox. If they
had caught the disease as a young
child ail would have lifetime inunu-
nity. Insiead, with the chickenpox
vaccine those who did not calch
chickenpox will be recommencded
to receive perindic doses of this
vaceine throughout life,

With fewer children exposed 1o
chickenpox, more adults will be
susceptible o the disease where it
is associated with higher complica-
lions and death rates as compared
lo younger ages.

Dr. Seyfrled suggests that the
vaccine be given 1o save a week of
school time and also save a woek of
the caregiver's missed time at
work-what price might society pay
for Lhis convenience?

Oakland men joined Civil War effort

The Civil War was
known by many
names, il has been
called  the  War
between the Slates,
the War of the Rebel-
lion, the "Second Rev-
olulion,” and more,

Most men living in
Oakland Counly
joined  the 22nd
[nfantry Regiment of
the Michigan Volun-
teers. This regiment
became the largest
from the state, with
nearly 1.000 men in
numernus companies. i1 was led by Col, Moses

" Wisner, former Michigan governor, and it was a

proud organizalion.

Mustered inle service in Avgusl 1862, the
22nd Michigan Volunicer Infantry was orga-
nized at Camp Richardson in Pontiac. A train
took them from Pontiac to Detroit, where Lhey
caught a ship headed for Cleveland, Ohio. From
there they ook another train and, two days
after leaving Pontiac, arrived in Cincinnati,

Traveling was exceedingly difficull, especially

The story came to mind as some of us were
fighting House Bill 5615, a new effort lo put

. clouds over the Freedom of [nformation Act, one

of Michigar’s "sunshine laws.” HB 5615 seeks
to undo the siate Supreme Court’s work in
making available school employees’ job perfor-

in the southern war-lorn efties and country-
side. One account of the conditlon of the rail-
roads by a Civil War soldier reported:

“The roads were so indescribably bad al this
ime that the army could make but dilile
progress. | remember it required 36 hours for
one lrain to accomplish the distance of five
miles.”

In Oclober 1862, the soldiers were sent lo
winter quarlers at Camp Ella Bishop in Lexing-
ton, Ky.

While at Camp Ella Bishop. Pl. Daniel Herri-
man, a member of the 22nd Infantry, wrote to
his wife Sarah about his oplimism regarding the
conflict (spelling has been correcled for clarity}:

" don't think that the war will last longer
than spring ... The rebels ook like begdars. We
was on the rebels and chased them five days
but didn’l get sel of them ...

“In the South flour is 50 dollars 'a barrel. !
think that they can't stand it long.”

The war was nol destined to end any time
soen. The winter of 1862-63 was a hard ene and
conditions al Camp Ella Bishop were severc.
Col. Wisner died in January, a vietim of the
typhold fever epldemic raging throughout the
camp.

On April 1, 1863, the regiment was sent to

Nashville. Tenn., and the 22nd Michigan was
now under the command of L. Caol. William
Sanborn. On April 10, Herriman wrole of Lheir
ordeal:

“We have had a very hard March of it. Bul we
drove the rebels out of the state and we look
200 men prisoners and took about 400 head of
caltic from them ... We can'l teil how heavy their
loss was but some of our men went over the
ground the next day and they said that the
rebels was there in piles. They sald Lhat they
{sic) was much as 4 or § hundred men lost on
the ground dead. We did not lose but one man.”

The regiment fought at the infamous battle of
Chickamauga and in November 1863, al Lhe
Batlle of Chaitanooga al Lookout Mountain and
Missionary Ridge. where the Union forees look
Tennessee.

It {ook a long time for that final, vicloricus
fight, but the Union did prevail. The last action
of the 22nd Infantry took place al Atlanta, Ga.,
indJuly 1864. Sixteen officers of the 22nd Michi-
gan Valunteer Infantry were from OQaXland
Counly.

Besides refusing 1o hear me, the House Local
Government Committee also shut out Mark
Grehner, an attorney and Ingham County com-
missionrter. In 20 years, Grebner has filed some
5,000 FOIA requests, had 10 end up in courl
and five resolved by decisions of the appellale
courts. So he can boast “as much as experience
as anybody” with FOIA.

If the House panel had heen willing to listen,
Grebner could have tald them other dirty tricks
local officials use to hide public records:

« They often “rename” their records, jusi as
the dishonest police department renamed the
wounded girl.

v If FOIA is amended to exempl personnel
records, 'l am certain that some local units of
government will claim that it exempts anylhing
they can call a ‘personnel file,” including such
things as salary levels, personnel policies and
hiring statislics.”

* "It {the new exemption] could be - and would
be, | believe - stretched to exempl lists of
names, titles, job duties and salaries from dis-
closure.”

“A few months ago.” Grebner wrote, “former
Sen. Phil Arthurhultz's leng-distance phene
usage became an issue. The Judge ruled that
the information was public, bul what would
have happened if (the department of} Consumer
and Industry Services had said the information
involved a financial relationship with an
employee - e, the requirement for reimburse-

ment of non-business calls - and was confained
within ils ‘personnel files™”

HB 5615 seeks ip exempt "medical records”
without defining them. Grebner recalled a
Wayne County “judge died under questionable
circumstances, The Wayne Counly medical
examiner refused Lo release the aulopsy find-
ings until ordered to do so by he courls. Sure-
ly an autopsy is a ‘medical file.’ which would be
flatly exempl from disclosure” under HB 5615,
Grebner said.

The case is known as Swickard (the Free
Press reporter) v. Wayne County Medical Exam-
iner. The Supreme Court said there is no “physi-
cian-patient privilege” for the counly coroner,
and the right of privacy ceased when the judge
ended his own life.

To repeai: Grebner never got to testily. The
tricky knaves seching to piace clouds on the
“sunshine law” had packed the committee room
the first week. Those who weren't wired inlo the
local government lobhyists and teachers’ union
lobbyists didn't know about the FOIA heaying.
At the next meeting, the committee chair would-
n't allow more testimony.

The moral of these stories: Any dirly trick that
dishonest local offictals can play. they will play.
And even when the law is pecfectly clear. theyll
still try to hide public records and play CYA,

Hopeftlly not xlsmm, the energency roam
with a nasty case of food poisoning or first-
or second- (iq.,rCL burns. What can vou do ln
make sure that this summer is safe and
healthy? Think nhead,

Take for example the backyard barbecue.
The higgest danger when g ;,ullln;, tither heef
or poultry is bacteria contamination, EHAE

Gale Cox, wellness progrants coordinalor at
Botsford's Health Development Nelwork
{(HDN). Here's a few ol her rules of thumb lor
your cook-out:

s Always wash your hands alter handting
raw meal o reduce the risk ol contamina-
tlon,

* Never use the same uiensiis and plate for
uncooked as well as cooked food,

* Always make sure that the grill is hol
enough to cook meat, Just remember that
three-fourths of the coals should be ash
white says Cox.

¢ AMlways make surc meat is cooked prop-
erly, and that meal juices run clear before

Y SUm

you serve it. Ideally, you should partiaily
tnicrowave the meat and then immedlately
transfer it to a grill with coals at cooklng,
temperature, atlvises Cox.

* Always use a thermoneter to check for
Internal meat temperature - which should be
180 degrees F for chicken or 160 degrees F
for beef,

Summier also wouldn't be complete with-
out fireworks. Hewever, Sanlord Vieder,
D.0.. a physician in the Botslord General
Hospital Emergency Department, treats a
variety of firework-related injuries every
year.

I can't emphasize enough Lhe importance
ol proper supervision and common sense,”
he says. “Although it's really fusl a matter of
maturity and proper supervision, it's hest If
children aren’t allowed to light or handle
fireworks at ajl.”

The most common lireworks-related
injurics are first- and second-degree burns
to the hands and fecl. The most serious
accidents ean result in scarring or amputa-
tien, and explosions near the face can lead
Lo corneal burns and polential blindness.

Dr. Vieder has a few suggestions on how

2r, but be careful

you can aveid meeling him fn the emergency
room this summer:

« Never purchase or use homemade fire-
works, If you do buy them, make sure it's
from a reputalle outlet, says Dr. Vieder, And

always read and follow the directlons.

» Never use fireworks in wlnciy conditions
and always make sure you're in a cleared
area, away from dry grass or other abjects
Lhat could catch fire.

+ Never polnt fireworks In 2hc dlrection of
people, buildings, trees or overhead wires.

* Children handiing sparklers should wear

gloves, made from a malerial such as .
lcaLher. that are flame resistant. If a child

touches he wire, reminds Dr. Vieder, they
could be badly burned.

¢ Never wear loose clothing which may

calch fire. Aud always wear shoes, not san-
dals or sneakers, says Dr. Vieder.
