Senate bills would require
three-fifths vote to raise taxes

It will look gaed on Senate candl-
dates' lilerature to say "no tax
hikes without a 60 percent vote of
the Legistature,” but in practice it's
unlikely to happen.

The Republican-run state Senale
June 11 approved four bills that
would require a three-fifths vote of
each chamber to raise the income,
sales, use and single business
taxes. Theyre doomed In the
Democrat-run House.

“The bills don't give taxpayers
any protection,” sald Democrat
Gary Peters of Bloomfield Town-
ship, summing up the opposition.
“To override {the 60 percent
requirement], all you need is a
majority vote.”

Republicans, led by Gov. John
Engler, want to amend the Michi-
gan Constitution to require a 60
percent vote instead of a simple
majority on tax Increases. Bul to
put it on the ballet, they need a
two-thirds vote in both the Senate
and House, and so far they have
been unable to get it even in the
Senate, where the GOP has 22-15
control.

So Sen. Bill Bullard Jr., R-Mil-
ford, reported four bills from the
Finance Commiitee that would
amend laws to require a 60 percent
yes vote — 23 out of 38 in the Sen-
ate, 66 out of 110 in the House.

“This Is so a future Leglsltature
cannot undo the gains we've
made,” sald Bullard, citing 24 tax
cuts during the Engler years.

But Republicans suffered two
major defections - John Schwarz of
Battle Creck and Jon Cisky of Sag-
inaw - who voted no. The GOP
passed the bills 21-14 when two

Democrats defecled to the yes col-
umn - George Z, Hart of Dearborn
and Ken DeBeaussaert of Macomb
County.

Here's how area senators voted:

YES - Republicans Mike
Bouchard of Birmingham, Bill
Bullard Jr.  of Milford, Mat
Dunaskiss of Lake Orlon, Loren
Bennett of Canton, Bob Geake of
Northville, Mike Rogers of Brighton
and Democrat George Z. Hart of
Dearborn.

NQ - Democrats Gary Peters of
Bloomfteld Township, John Cherry
of Clio, Alma Smith of Salem, and
Republican John Schwarz of Batlle
Creek.

The usual conversational buzz
on the Senate floor halted when
Schwarz, who is president pro iem,
denounced the bllls as “ill-advised.
They put power in the hands of 15
{a minority that would vole nol
instead of 20 (a simple majority
votlng yes}.

*[ can't think of a lax increase I'd
support, but that's not the point.
We denigrale ourselves, we denl-
grate the chamber.” He said sup-
porters are ‘blind to anything but
their own machinations. This is a
mere gesture. It's unconstitution-
al,” Schwarz finished, predicted the
bills will dle in the House.

Several Democrats, Including
Alma Smith of Salem and Art Miller
of Warren, sought to embarrass
Republican leader Dick Pasthumus
by printing Schwarz's remarks in
the permanent Senate Journal as
thefr reasons for voting na.

Sen. Mike Bouchard, R-Birming-
ham, replied to Democratic eriti-
cisms by saying the lax cuts of the
19905 are endangered because “a
future Legislature could overturn

this decision. We are not afraid at
all of today. 1t's tomorrow ...

“This {the bills) is net te look
good in ads. This is our heartfelt
view,” Bouchard said.

Sen. Alma Smith, D-Salem.
warned that it's difficult enough to
get a simple majority for a tax
increase. "It look lhe governor
many weeks to put together a gas
lax increase,” she said, noting
Engler got only 19 of 22 Republi-
can votes in 1997 to do it.

Sen. Chris Dingell, D-Trenton,
said the Legislature, [ar from being
tough on taxs, has voted 70 tax
and fee increases and doubled the
state deht in the Jast eight years.

The package voled by the Senale
would affect only income and sin-
gle business taxes, even |l
approved by the House. The sales
and use taxes could not be raised
beyond 6 percent unless voters

first approved a constitutional

amendment; only then could the
Legislature raise rates.

The Senale bills would have ne
effect on the unemployment com-
pensation tax, gas and oll sever-
ance taxes, forelgn insurance com-
pany relalfatory lax, and tobacco
producls taxes; beer, wine and
liquor taxes; gasoline, diesel fuel,
liquefied petroleum, aviation,
marine vessel and motor carrier
fuel taxes; motor vehicle weight
and alrcraft weight taxes: water-
craft reglstration taxes; or any
license fees.

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The City of Novi teok a step in the
right dircelion last month when it met
to discuss the Grand River Corridor
study.

The two-year study by consuilanls
was long overdue, in our opinion, The
road that spans from Delroit to Lansing
should have received allentlon a long
lime ago.

The study. with a $60,000 limit for
the consultant’s price lag, netted a rec-
ommendation lo widen the road to live
lanes, improve landscaping and park-
ing and Improve consistency along the
road througlt the center of the city,

We couldn’t agree more. In faet, we've
recommended the widening of Grand
River as an aliernative to widening all
of Ten Mile Road for sume time.

Whal hothers us, howcever, is some of
the lecal business owners' reactions o
the 40 million project. Lower (he
specd limit to 25 m.p.h., they said.
Don't widen Ihe road, il will take away
lrom downtown Novi, others famented.

In the end, a commillee was formed
to talk about varying the widths of the
road in cerlain strelches. Three lanes
here, lour lanes there. And so on,
depending on the character of the road.

We think thai’s a bad idea. rankly.
Grand River Avenue is a major thor-
oughlare. Even Novi Mayor Kathleen
MelLallen acknowledges il as “(he major
corridor, major galeway road.”

As Lhe cily (and those west of il) grow,
so will the need for the avenue Lo
expand. Anything less than five lanes is
ineffective. Tralfic volumes arc al
capacily, said consulianis hired for the
study, and in some cases [uller than
capacity, We think, if you're going to
pay thousands of dollars for this study.
(ake a listen.

The other argument we don’l buy is
that the road should remain small
through “"downtown Novi." Without a
smaller road, people won't walk and
drivers won'l stop at the businesses,
some al the meeting argued.

Bul look at downtown corridors like
Woodward in Birmingham, Main Strect
in Plymouth and Main Street in Royal

Woodman had married Mary [ungerford of
Piymouth in 1840. They raised four sens and
one danghter hefore Mary died i 1868, Two
years fater. Elias married his sister-in-law,
Lavina,
Woodman's obituary in 1894 praised him
as “lrank, open-hearted and genial, Tt lirm
in his conviclions,”

The Michigan Constitution of 1963 gol rid
of the elecled superiniendent ol public
instruction: sct up a more powerful Slate
Board of Educalion that had constilutional
powers, net merely statulory powers; and
made Lhe supetintendent a hired man.

Judge Filzgerald. allegedly a Democral in
his privale polilics, dipped inte the delibera-
tions of the 1961-2 Conslitutional Conven-
tion, queting heavily from an Qakland Coun-
ly delegate named George Romney, who said:

“The third thing it does is {o enlarge the
function of the board. The new board of edu-
cation is given leadership and supeivision
over cducation other than colleges and uni-
versities ... (1) gives this board eversdll plan-
ning and ceordinating responsibility for all
educalion, This we have nol had ...

“(TIhis enlargement of the beard’s activities
does not increase the aulhority of the board
beyond that now granled in Lhe present con-
stilution lo the superintendent ... The pre-

Parl ol these convictions prompted Wood-
man Lo give the first speech in Michigan urg-
ing participation in the War of the Rebellion,
laler lknewn as the Civil War,

Accovding lo an 1890 history of Wayne
Countly:

“When the news of e atiack on Forl
Sumter by the Seathern Conlederacy in 1861
reachied Navi, oo meeting ol citizens being held
al the sehoolhouse. Mr. Woodinan was called
out and made a shorl speech on the situa-
tiom, pledying himsell (o de all in his power (0
pul dewn the rebellion... He kepl his promise
well, enlisted his own son and went twiee to
the seat of war and spent his time in ey

and hospital, nursing sick and wounded sol-

diers.”

Her childhood gardening expericnce didn't
amount to a whole Jot bul it was a start lor the
vard that came with the house she moved inlo 12
years ago.

She describes the yard she saw a dozen vears
ago "as an overgrown jumble of Maple seedlings,
Goldenred and indescribable weeds.”

Over the course of clearing her vard to make
way lor gardens, Gulowski discovered wanderful
treasures.

"Al one point someone had cared enough to
plant Peonles, Tiger Lily, Primrose and Spider-
wort which have been moved to happier homes in
the yard,” she sald.

The rest, was practically a biank canvas.

"I think it is in my bloed." she sald. "During the
course of working in my yard here I probably
learned the most and had the opportunity to
experiment the mosl.”

Similar to a grandimother’s backyard, Gulowski
considers it a collector’s garden.

"I want one of each,” she said.

Gutowskl starled a spread sheet and discov-
ered thal she has over 200 species of plants.

Browne's inlerest in prairie
plants began about four years ago,

“These types of things probably
lake a life timwe 1o develop,”

said Hrowne. o Northville resi-
dent and member of Brickseape's
garden stafl who grew up in the
country,

“IC must have heen imprinted on
me and I didn't know it. When |
meved into my lirst house in the
sttburbs T missed thal part of the
country, that freedom. those wild
plants and they places they could
thrive.”

The interest in native plants,
including "prairic” varieties, hias
heenr growing slowly over the past
10 years, arcording to Browne,
who is o member of the Ann Arbor
Chapter of Wild Qnes, a nalive
landseape group.

“We're not talking alout ragweed
or the common ruadside gelden-
rod,” Browne said, “They are self
perpetuating onee they get slarted,
They have a deeper significance,
They are

good for attracting hutterflics
amd birds.”

"These native plants can be parl
of any landscape,” she said. “They
creafe a pleasant meadow look,
and bring with them whole néw
ceosystems.”

Twenty species of native prairic
plants will be featured and avail-
able for purchase al Brickscape
during Praivie Days including
smoeth blue aster, purple cone-
Nower, great blue lobelia, Culver's
root, wild bergamot, stiff golden-
rod, lance-leal coreopsis, cardinal
flewer, mountain-mint, bhutterfly
weed, ironwood, rose
silkweed/marsh silkweed, tail
corcopsis, sweel joe-pye, tall
meadowrue, foxglove beardiongue,
and lhoneset.

The Lakes is a dillerent story, providing
several challenging holes.

The par-3, 150-vard second hole is more
like a day at the beach than (he goll
course.

Fibromyalgia topic sparks interest

We have had the
honor of contributing
to this health column
for some lime now,
hut the response for
information  and
advice on the topic of
Fibromyalgla over-
whelmed us, and far
outweighed the
response Lo all of our
other columns com-
hined. So let us elab-
orale lurther on this
very important and
often misunderslood

condition,

First of all, let us state elearly. we arc nol
medical personnel and certainly do not pre-
tend Lo be. We are, however, a person who has
struggled with Fibromyalgia and Chronic
Fatigue Syndrome for over seven years, and
now arthrilis. And another who is a certified
persunal fitness instructor whe has heen in
the fitness fleld for over 17 years and struggles
with how (o help his spouse and other people
with this {rustrating and painful syndrome. We
have struggled through the books, seminars,
doctor appolntments, misdiagnosis, cmotional
and depression battles, pain, and Lhe latest
vitamin, mineral and herbal super cures.
Sometimes thraugh the course of all this, like
any other illness, you leel like you've become
an experl.

An estimated three to six million Americans
may have symptoms of this Increasingly com-
mon Fibromyalgia Syndrome (FS), a chronic
pain disorder characterized by widespread
tuscuioskeietal aches, sliffness and general
faligue (Krsnich-Shriwise 1997). Mosliy women
al an appreximale Ratlo of 20 1o one are
elfected, with a median age from 29 to 37
years, whercas the age of formal diagnosis is
34 to 54 years, (indicating that most patients
endure symptoms for several years before

receiving an appropriate diagnosis). The stifl-
ness and fatigue associated with FS has often
been confused with rheumatold arthritis (RA)
and chronic fatigue fmmune deficient syn-
drome [CFIDS) respectively. 1n fact, according
to Walfe (1993]. the current definition may not
be the hest one heeause many patients who
meet the erileria for CFIDS only diller from the
F'S patient in the degree of pain. (Gregory
Welch MS, Fibromyalgia, What is it? How do
we deal with it?)

Symploms range [rom aches wid paints,
suffness, swelling of soft tissue, tender points,
and musele spasm or nothiles 10 those relating
Lo the nervous system, such as mood swings
and depression. Concenlratinn and even per-
lormance of simple miental tasks can he dilfi-
cult. About 90 percent of those with FS also
reporl moderale 1o severe fatigue with lack of
energy, decreased exervise endurance, the
kind of exhaustion assoctaled with the fu or
lack of sleep. Other related problems include
migraine headaches, lemporomanditular Joint
dysfunction syndrome {TMJ}, sleep distur-
bances, bowel and bladder frritakility, among
others.

The exact cause of FS Is unknown, primarily
due to the multifactorial features of this dis-
ease. While the most significant [actars con-
tributing to S are toe involved to include
here, they are as follows:

* sleep and pain disorders;

* hormonal considerations;

* {raumalic occurrence and viral onset;

s sympalhelic nervous sysiem involvement
and histologic abnormalities; and

+ psychological factors.

Unfortunately, ihere are no blocd tests or x-
rays that can lead physicians o a clinical diag-
nesis of FS. In 1990, the American College of
Rheumalototy established the diagnosis as a
history of widespread pain present in both
sides of the body and above and below he
walst, occurring for longer than three months
in a combination with pain in 11 or more oul

of 18 specificed, tender points in muscular tis-
sue (Fan & Blanton 1992},

Where (o go with all (hs is cerlainly confus-
ingt. Obviously, a proper medical diagnosis
would be critleal, more (o rule out other possi-
ble conditions than (o verify what wost peeple
already feel, As varied as the techniques Jor
trmlinj_, the condition are, one varlable, that in
our research across the board has shown, is
the proper activily, slecp. eating habits and
positive attitude, As one client with FS stated,
"Once the pain sels in and you succumb 1o the
tendeney to Just sit, eventually with the mus-
cle atrophy and weight guin, the cendition
becomes mueh more than FS.”

Inability 1o stecp, ofien due 1o pain associat-
ed with FS, and interrupted sleep patterns can
cause a depletion in serotonin. When serotonin
is depleted. there is a decrease in restoralive
REM sleep and an increase in somatic com-
plaints, depresston and perceived pain, Bois-
sevain 1991.) Talk (e your physician regarding
this crucial piece of the puzzle. Regarding
activity, there are no sel programs or routines
for FS clients, bul rather an understanding of
what 1t is along with a few guidelines to apply.
First, find exercise and health professionals
that have a good understanding of this coni-
tion, then fallow these simple guidelines which
felude proper stretehing and proper aerchic
and anacrobic aclivity.

“In the short term. people need
to guard against sunburn,” says
Dr. Zaremskl. “Jusl as important,
in the long lerm, protection from
the sun wili help you avoid skin
tlamage and even skin cancer.”

Dr. Zaremski says that protect-
ing skin from the sun should
begin with a good sunscreen. The
precise sun proteclion factor {or

SPF) depends on the individual's
sun sensilivily since some people

will burn In 20 minutes and oth- |

ers in 60 minutes or longer. A
sunscreen with SPF 4 allows four
times niore sun exposure belore
the skin burns, while SPF 15 the-
oretically multiplies “burn-free”
time hy 15. "Most people need al
least a SPF 20 but a darker-
skinned person may be alile Lo get
by with SPF 12, Most at risk are
individuals wilh fair skin, blue
eyes and light or red hair. They
could rneed a higher SPF,"” Zarems-
ki says. Use of drugs including
sulla, letracyelines, amoxicillin or
oral conlraceptives increase Lhe
skin's sensitivity 1o the sun,
“Select a sunscreen that offers
both UY-A and UV-B protection

hours based on your suscepubtiity
to sunburn and your level of acliv-
ity,” Dr. Zaremski says. Heavy
excrcise, sweat and swimming can
cul a sunscreen’s ellectiveness.
Dr. Zaremski recommends that
consumers iook for new products
on the markel thal make using

-sunscreen easier and more elfec-

live, For instance, a spray-on sun-
sereen can be used to proteet the
scalp. "This is helplul far babics.
children with fine hair and for
older adults as the hair begins to
thin," he says,

"The ears and Lhe face generally
recefve Lthe mosl sun exposure
and sun protection should starl
there, Those are alse the most fre-
quenl sites for skin cancer,” says
Dr. Zaremski. He noles that the
back of the neck is another vul-

nerable location thal people ofien
forget.

By far, the mosl scrious elfect of
sun damage s skin cancer. "Bolh

. the total amount of sun received

over Uie years and overexposure
that results in sunburn ean
increase the risk of skin cancer,”
says Dr. Zaremski. He emphasizes
that there is no such thing as "a
little sunburn” since cach time e
skin burns, the risk of developing
cancer goes up, Young people can
avoid lifelong cumulative effecis of
the sun by developing goed sun
protection habils al an early age.
