Evenflo 'l\vo-ln-One" car seats 
have been recalled by the National 
Highway Traffic Safety Administra­
tion (NHTSA). Testing revealed that 
fractures can occur, causing two 
parts to separate during a crash, 
exposing children to potential 
Injuries in an automobile crash. 

The 32,000 child seats that are 
being recalled have model numbers 
beglilning with 636 and 637 and 
were manufactured between Jan. 7 
and March 20. 

There have been no reports of 
fractures, separations or injuries 
from consumers. However, parents 
are encouraged to check to see if 
their ear seat is among those being 
recalled. 

Evenflo provides a free replace­
ment seat to all owners of the seats 
affected. The company is in the 
process of mailing replacement 
seats to consumers who registered 
their restraints with Evenflo. Oth­
ers, who know their seat is among 
those recalled, should call Evenflo 
at 1-800-985-SEAT 

Until consumers receive thelr 
replacement seats, children 
between 30 and 65 pounds can still 
be transported in the seat If it is 
used in conjunction with the vehi­
cle's lap and shoulder seat belts. 
These should not be used if the 
child is not in that weight range or 
if the seating position is equipped 
only with a lap belt.

'This grant will now provide for 
structured and fun opportunities 
for the youth of Novi in setting 
designed for the specific interests 
and needs of 10-14 year-olds."

anilual $375,000 costs of the pro­
gram. 

The coalitloil. forillcd in 1996 to 
take on issues of teen crime and 
violence and drug and alcohol 
abuse by kids, spent the last few 
years gathering Information, con­
ducting surveys and writing grant 
proposals. 

Now it's time to move on to offer­
ing youngsters after-school activi­
ties that will keep theill occupied 
and out of trouble. 

"We must use every resource 
available to help guide our chil­
dren," state Representative Nancy 
Cassis R-Novi, a member of the 
committee. 

"Peer pressure and the pen'a-
siveness of today's media can 
weigh heavily on impressionable 
young nlinds.

Al Berlii lskl has always loved 
books. Now, he's in the business of 
sharing that love wilh the worid.

point." 

Recently he found lha l edge in 
the British author, artist and rllusi-
cian Billy Childish. 

More than six lllonths passed 
from his first meeting wilh Childish 
before the author's Noieboolcs of a 
Naked Youth came back from its 
first printing smelling like binding 
glue.

Bukowski wrote more than 45 
loilles and became famous before 
his death for his honest portrayal 
of hard-drinking blue-collar life. 

The interview was conducted in 
1982 by an Italian Journalist and 
published in Italy, bul Beriinski 
has sole American rights lo the 
text. 

Tha i book Just might be the one 
lo make his independent press a 
truly profitable venture. 

Right now, he said, he earns 
enough lo continue doing what he 
enjoys. 

"The great satisfaction is discov­
ering talent and developing an 
audience for i l . Most of the people 1 
deal with are individuals wllo have 

never been satisfied with a nine lo 
five existence. Tliey'rc driven. Their 
need to express themselves supcr-
.scdes Iheir need lo make a living in 
a conventional way." 

But Bcriinski 's end of the pro­
cess lends to be all business, lie 
lives on a .schedule of deadlines set 
six monllis in advance, lie creates 
contracts to determine how much 
the author will receive up fronl and 
how much they will get in royalties 
on each copy sold. 

He takes care of marketing the 
books through catalogs and ii iai-
keting his business through the 
International Directory of Small 
Presses. 

Bul his family often slcfis in lo 
help, fieriinski's wife Judy, former­
ly a special education teacher in 
the Norlhville Public Schools, is 
now Sun Dog's editor. His diiughler 
Mandy, 25. designs the covers of 
many Sun Dog hooks through her 
Grand Rapids graphics business. 

Other creative members of the 
Beriinski family include Todd, 28, 
who owns a direct mail business in 
East U n s i n g and Jonathan, 22, a 
partner in an independent mnhon 
picture company in East Lansing. 

Residing in Northville for .several 
years, Beriinski said he is glad to 
be in his office with a window over-
looldng Main Street. 

He plans lo continue publishing 
books as long as he can. 

"it's a viable business, it's very 
small, obviously, but it's growing. 
Thai's the main thing and it truly 
Is," he said.

"riiere i.s no lack of ideas," said supei'lntendeilt 

l.eoiiard Rezmierski. "We will look at all of them. After 
the board has the list to the community we'll filter them 
and }jo from there." 

A total of nine voice mall and two c-nlail messages 
were left between April 6 and May 6 while the drop sites 
were officially open, school officials said. 

Out of the eleven responses, four were signed; the 
resi wei-e anonymous. 

Kaicn and Rick Bennett urged the district to e.xpand 
the ALP.S program for gifted students which currently 
has a waiting ilst. 

"There art- a lot of very smart kids out there and we 
should support them too Just like wc support those 
who need extra help In their disabilities," Karen Ben-
iiei l said. 

Nancy Covuil said Ihe district should etjlilp one or 
two distriet buses to be used when It is necessaiy to 
lraiis])ort students via freeways. Along with her e-mail 
res])onse she enclosed a letter she had written to the 
edilor of the Northville Record. 

"Whenever 1 ask wily we have rlo seat belts on school 

buses my heart Is sickened by Ihe answer." she wrote. 
"I ilersonally anl fi-ightened each time my child goes on 
a field tl-ip with the school or Kid's Club." 

One anonymous message implored the district lo 
apply the hinds to consti-uction of the new high school 
and the upgrades underway at other buildings in the 
district. 

Although the $61.5 million bond Issue i)assed by vot­
ers last year was set lo cover all the costs, a construc­
tion boom and infiation have since hiked the cost. 

That caller also su.ggested building a new elementaiy 
school lo sen.'e all of the new subdivisions going in al 
Sheldon and Beck Roads. 

Among other responses, all anonymous, were: 
•Upgrade athletic facllitlcis. "Do more of Ihe high-lech 

stuff they do in Livonia." 
•Spend the money on inslnictional technology ancl 

Infrastructure to upgrade computers in the district. 
Also offer a progi'am Ibr technology education. 

Sli l l others asked that the money not be applied 
toward the schools al all, Instead, two respondents 

asked that 11 be ])ut ba(;k where it came from. 
"The Illoney belongs to llle tax payers; II doesn't 

belong to the school system. It is acimlrable lha l Ihey 
recaptured It, bul lhal is lax payers' money and I think 
it should be rehmded lo the tax payers," one anony-
nlous caller said, 

A i-esident of Northville Estates said she was ofa linn 
opinion lhal the money be used lo jlay off prior bond 
issues in order to "offer some lax relief down the I'oad 
Ibr the clllzens of Northville," 

All of these comments will be put into the public 
record for review. According to school officials, a final 
decision on spending the Duraiit settlement will tenta­
tively be announced al the June 8 meeting of l l l e Hoard 
of Education, set for 7:30 p.m. at 405 W. Main St. 

"We'd be glad to look at more comments from Ihe 
public to look at how we'll use the DuranI funds. We'll 
pull all lhal together to rellecl what we've heard from 
citizens as well as whal we've heard from the board. 
We're in no n i sh lo spend i l . We have plenty of time," 
said school board liresidcnt Joan Wadsworth,

The Novl Board of Education had 
only kind words for Superintendent 
Dr. Eillinett Llppe during his annu­
al evaluation this month. 

Llppe received a 4.82 out of a 
possible .'i.O rating from the board 
at a June 4 special nleeting. 

"All In all It's a pretty superb rat­
ing," said Trustee Ju l ia Abrams. 

Our 
superintendent Is doing what we 
expected him to." 

The kudos translate to a five per-
cent performance award of S6,125, 
consistent with the terms of his 
contract settled In January, Llppe, 
who works year-round, receives a 
base salary of $122, 510 from 
November 1, 1997 to June 30, 
1998, 

' Trustee George Kortlandt said 
other educators In Oakland County 
call Llppe "one of the best superin­
tendents In the nation." 

"What Is nice, Emmett, Is you 
really enjoy the Job," Korilandt 
said.

Trustee Carol Elfring commend­
ed LIppe's focus on collaboration 
and cooperation between staff and 
the community. 

'I 'm glad to be able to call you a 
friend," she said. 

Llppe credited the board for help­
ing him to do his Job well, 

"I enjoy working In this school 
district very much we have a good 
teaching staff and administration 
and wonderful parents... We focus 
on the children," he explained. 

Llppe was hired six years ago. 
Last year he scored a 4.8 out of .5.0 
for his evaluation and received 
8119,000 In salaiy In 1996, with 
benefits Including the use of a 
minl-van. According to the January 
8, 1998 contract, for the 1998-99 

school year, his base salary Is 
S124,960 plus a supplement of 
$3,600 to a total amount of $128, 
560. He may also receive a five per­
cent performance raise at the com­
pletion of the 1998-99 school year 
and again for the 1999-2000 
school year. 

The superintendent's base salary 
for the 1999-2000 school year Is a 
1.02 percent Increase of the previ­
ous year's base salary of 5124,960, 
plus the performance award, A 
supplement of $3,600 Is also to be 
added, 

The district also pays for a tax 
deferred annuity of $2,000 each 
year and Llppe continues to receive 
the use of a vehicle, plus oil, fuel, 
maintenance and Insurance paid 
for by the district. Upon retire­
ment, Llppe can purchase the vehi­
cle from the district for S i . 

The superintendent gels 25 days 
of vacation a year, 10 paid holi­
days, three personal days and 15 
days of compensated leave for Ill­
ness, sickness or Injury of a tem­
porary or non-dlsabling nature. 

By the end of his current con­
tract, Llppe could be making close 
to $150,000.

Novi Police OITicer June Mulline.K has a lawsuit alleging wage 
and sc.x disciiniination pending in federal court, 

"I lliiiik any litig:itioii is negative, Uiwsuits arc not good I'or any of Ihe 
|)arlies," Klaver said.

After the trial, Koester left Ille Novi I'olice Department in 1993, She and 
her attorney say she had no choice, 

"Ms. Kocsler was forced oul of the Novi Police Deilarlnlenl, Following 
ihe trial, things became intolerable for her," Aklltar said, 

"Novi has a horrible, horrible track record in Ilow il treats ils police offi­
cers." 

Koester said she left because of undue pressure from her superiors and 
some collejigues. 

"You don'l leave a place in 12 years in a job you truly love," slle said, 
"There were a lol of tears shed over that one, I didn't feel safe. There 

was a lot of bad feeling fronl that," 
She added that she fell lhal "if I was in a bind, 1 wouldn't have gotten 

Ihe back-up I needed," 
Klaver said he didn't understand Koesler's explanation of her resigna­

tion, 
"Slle was a DARE olTieer, which is a pretty independent assignmeilt and 

really lias minimal conlacl with Ihe rest of the department," lie said, 
"Obviously, there was a bit of feeling in the department." 
Koester had difficulty linding work in another police departmcnl. After 

working as a private Invesligalor, she landed her current post. 
"This has impacted nle greatly in my life, 1 was blaekballetl a l most of 

the police deparlnienls all around Novi," she said, 
"For me to gel another police job was nol an easy task. People hear 

about a woman suing for sexual diserinliilalion and harassment and 
leaves a bad taste in a ])crson's nloulh." 

'Hie protracted legal baltic has been highly slressful Koester said, but 
she wasn't about to drop i l . 

"I'm a person of principle. They had a million other ways they could 
handle it. The bottom line was they were wrong and went out of their way 
to be wrong." she said.

A sexual harassment and wage 
diseriiiiiilatioil ease filed by current 
Novi Police Officer June Mullinix is 
still pending in United Slates Dis­
triel Court. 

Filed Ilrst in Oakland Counly 
Circuil Court last summer the case 
was eloseti alld moved to fetleral 
courl ill September. 

Mullinix, hired in 1988 by the 
Novi Police Department, alleges 
wage and sexual discrimination, in 
particular regarding lier work as an 
olTlcer In ihe canine unil . 

According lo the complaint by 
her attorney, Deborah I.. Gordon, 
Mullinix arld another male offlcer 
were employed in that capacity at 
the lime, but were treated differ­
ently. 

'There was a difference in whal 
they were paid and how they were 
allowed lo use Iraining lime," Gor­
don said. 

The complaint stales Mullinix 
was also "subjecied to unwelcome 

comments and conduct of an offen­
sive and sexual nature by supervi­
sory personnel" and as a result on 
Februaiy 21, 1997 she resigned 
from ihe canine unit. 

On many occasions Mull in ix 
complained about the disparate 
treatment and behavior to Ihe 
appropriate personnel, the com­
plaint slates, bu l was met widl 
"retaliation" Including verbal 
threats and unwarranted perfor­
mance criticisms. 

The suit also alleges a violation 
of her civil rights, violations of the 
Fair ixibor Standanis Acl and vio­
lations of the Minimum Wage Law 
of 1964. • 

"Plaintiff was denied overtime 
pay and compensation for hours 
worked, including conlpensalion 
related to Plaintiffs duties as an 
officer/handler in the canine unit," 
the complaint slates. 

Mullinix is seeking damages and 
payment for lost wages. 

She could not be reached for 
comment by press-time.

With the economy In great shape 
and unemployment at a low, 4,3 
percent nationally, business Is 
relying more than ever on the 
teenage workforce. 

"I'llls time of year It's a little eas­
ier because you have kids out of 
school looking for Jobs," said 
James Sorensen, gerleral manager 
for Boston Market on Novl Road, 
T h e economy Is so good and Jobs 
are available that it's a worker's 
market right now," 

Now is the peak time for youth 
employment, according to the U.S, 
Deparlnlent of Labor, and the 
amount of teens working each 
summer Is continuing to rise. 

The number of employed youths 
increased by 2.8 million last year 
April Ihrougll July. The Increase 
was slightly larger than the 
Increase of eiliployed youths In 
1996, the Deparltnellt of Labor 
reports. 

Tonya Cobb, a recent Novl High 
School graduate, works about 70 
hours a week as a nanny and at the 
Sjieedo Authentic Fitness store at 
IXvelve Oaks Mall , She works year 
round but stepped It up llils sum­
mer to help pay for Rochester Col­
lege In Rochester. Ml In the fall. 

"My mom pays for It but 1 still 
want to pay for some things," Cobb 
explained. 

Although teenageis are filling the 
gap, a shortage of employees 
around Novi's retail and restaurant 
centers still exists, 

Peggy Hayes, public relations 
director for 'IVclve Oaks Mall, said 
the store managers she talks to say 
It's always a challenge to find good 
employees, 

"Many of our stores have Help 
Wanted signs up. With the wonder­
ful economy that's good but It does 
make It more of a challenge," Hayes 
said 
; While some speculate the lack of 
public transportation may be to 
blame for the worker's shortage, 
Sorenson said "if people want a Job 
they'll find a way to get out here." 
,' The good economy means wages 
,tlre up for employees. Including 
youth wages. Sorensen said he 
.pays $7 an hour, which is high for 
teh chain. Still, he only has two

high schoolers on his staff. 
Perhaps the reason, he said, is 

the kids come fronl white-collar 
parents and don't need the jobs as 
badly as kids in other towns. 

Cobb said about half of her 
friends also have Jobs either during 
the school year or summer, the 
other half are "lazy." 

"They Just want to hang out dur­
ing the summer." she said. 

The other reason may be the 
teens simply get Jobs or intern­
ships earlier In their lives. Compa­
nies post opportunities for intern­
ships In engineering or administra­
tive offices at Novi High School, giv­
ing kids alternatives to fast food or 
retail sales. 

According to the high school 
counseling office. 225 work per­
mits were filed by students this 
year. Nearly 70 were conliileted for 
the sunlmcr The forms must be 
completed to work while in high 
school. 

About 72 percent of America's 
youth last year worked In retail, 
service and manufacturing Indus­
tries; retail trade accounted for 35 
percent of youth employment, 
according to U,S. Department of 
Labor statistics. 

There are nearly 40 mill ion 
youths ages 10-19-years-old. 
according to the U.S. Census 
Bureau. Of that, 19.3 million are 
young people aged 15-19-years-

old. 
The City of Novi is also a big 

employer for Novi's youth, with 
Ukeshorc Park booths staffed by 
teens and maintenance crews filled 
with high schoolers. 

"It's almost a necessity because 
of what we can pay," said Marilyn 
Troschak, deputy director of parks 
and recreation. "We'd love to have 
college kids but it attracts the 
younger teens. And the Jobs aren't 
such that you need a degree." 

She said parks and rec often 
takes on the Job ofa teacher, giving 
kids their first experience with the 
real world of work. 

"We have extensive training for 
the different types of jobs," 

Troschak .said. "We do our best lo 
get theill trained in what they need 
to do." 

Sorenson said working at Boston 
Market is different from traditional 
fast food, yet not quite like a 
restaurant vvlth a wail staff. 

"As a young person it's a good 
stepping stone for (teens) to get 
some experience when they are 
going to school in the future." he 
said. 

He also pointed out that despite 
the sometimes shortage in staff 
customers in Novi win kudos. 

"We've got sonle wonderful cus­
tomers. The people out here are so 
understanding. It's a tribute to 
Novi." he said.

Arts tax tlght 
The state Senate moved a blU 

allowing the tri-county area to vote 
a half-mil! property tax for the arts, 
but the vote showed weak support 
among affected senators. 

The Senate approved 27-9 with 
one not voting on SB 1136, spon­
sored by Mike Bouchard, R-Blrm-
ingham. It would allow voters to 
approve a property tax for major 
cultural institutions, including Ihe 
Detroit Symphony Orchestra, 
Detroit Institute of Arts, the Zoo 
and Cranbrook. 

Voting yes: Bouchard, Bi l l 
Bullard, R-Mllford, John Cheny, 
D-Cllo, Bob Geake, R-Northvllle, 
George Z. Hart, D-Dearborn, Gary 

Peters, D-Bloomfleld, and John 
Schwara, R-Battlc Creek. 

Voting no: Loren Bennett, R-
Canton, Mat Dunaskiss, R-Lake 
Orion, Mike Rogers, R-Brighton. 

Missing the vote: Alma Smith, D-
Saiem; it's the equivalent of a no 
vote. 

Significantly for those hoping for 
a tri-county tax. all three Macomb 
County senators - Republican 
Dave Jaye and Democrats Ken 
DeBeaussaert and Art Miller -
voted no. 

Jaye denounced the proposal, 
supported by the Detroit Regional 
Chamber of Conlnlerce, as "unfair 
un-American and culturally elitist," 
Macomb's most popular musical 

group, he said. Is Big Daddy 
Ukowski 's polka band. "Classical 
music is listened to by less lhan 3 
percent of the people," he said in a 
formal protest. 

The House has passed its own 
version of the same proposal. A l 
some point, legislative leaders

Michigan's laws would punish 

Wolalors with up to 10 years in 
prison and up lo $30 lnillion in 
fines. 

The bills won't affect cloning of 
animals, as with Dolly the sheep, 
or scientific research on cell-based 
therapies. 

One bill defines "human cloning" 
as "the use of hunlan somatic ceil 
nuclear transfer technology lo pro­
duce a human embryo." and an 

embryo as a human egg cell capa­
ble of "maturing into a complete 
human being." 

The furor started when a Chica­
go scientist announced he would 
attempt human cloning soon after 
Scotland produced Dolly. 

Michigan is the first slate to ban 
human cloning. The legislative con­
troversy centered on whether the 
state or the federal governnlenl 
had Jurisrlielion.

nor's budfjet priorities, l ie wants lo spend 
$32,000 per newly warehoused prison innlate, 
in stark contrast to the $5,700 the state spends 
per pupil in supporliilf^ K-12 schools. 

• Ke|). Kirk I'rofil. D-Ypsilantl. for months has 
been pointing out lhal Ihe cost per inmate in 
Michif'an prtsoiis is considerably above that In 
nei)^hborliig slates. Me has called for a high 
lev(4 commission lo explore wfiy and projiose 
remedies. So far, Ihere has been negligible 
response from the Engler Administration. 

,Sen, Schwarz wauls to increase slate spend-
in(̂  on hif^her educalion by 3..5 perceni, which Is 
above the level of Inllation and allows colleges 
and universities to hold the line on tuition. This 
amounis to a spendinf^ increase of some $40 
million, aboul a third olwhat Governor Engler 
wauls lo spend on new warehouse space for 
criminals. 

I think Schwarz has Ihe belter part of this 
argument. If he doesn't and if colleges and uni­
versities have lo hike tuition, grumpy parents

These ])ast few weeks, this news-

paper has been lealurinf< articles 
and editorials about Novi roads, 
IralTic problems, rezonings, and 
the possibility of new taxes for the 
Novi taxpayers. 

In the recent road bonding arti­
cle, council members were moan­
ing and groaning aboul local traffic 
problems. Yet Ibis same city coun­
cil recently passed city-initiated 
(read, paid for by Novi taxpayers) 
office-ser\'icc-technology (OST) 
rezonings for more congested 
developilients - which your editori­
al strongly applauded. 

Baffling that cily officials are 
spending Novi taxpayers money to 
rezone property for more inlense 
developmenl - which your articles 
and editorials seem to cllalnpion, 
and charactcrislically result in 
more vehicles and much more traf­
fic on city streets. 

Do you people ever stop to con­
sider how grotesque this all 
appears lo the Novi residents alld 
taxpayers? Are you people sniffing 
loo much furniture polish in the 
offices and rooms where these sub­
jects are under discussion? . 

Then the....cily officials, started, 
weeping and walling on the front 

. page of your newspaper that they 
need tratilc reports and more traf­
fic stLidies. Wnly? So the Novi tax-
payers can be asked to pay more in 
taxes for bonds lo widen and 
Improve the roads for even more 
development and more increased 
traffic. 

This community has spent thou­
sands of Novi taxpayers dollars on 
road and traffic studies. IVIoreover. 
J C K , the city engineers, did a com­
plete road and traffic sludy for the 
:entlre city lo support die need for 
one of the last major road bonding 
ballot proposal. Do we really need 
to spend the money Ibr nlore traffic 
studies? 

The cily officials also built - with 
.Novi taxpayers money, a inultl-mil-
lion dollar, super-expensive. Ice 
arena right in the middle of a seri­
ous traffic problem area, near Ten 
Mile and Novi Road. But they did 
this one with finesse. They built it 
at the end of a single entrance/exit 
-road (Pork Barrel Avenue No. 6) 
which of course has no secondary 
entrance or exit. In their innnite 
wisdom, the cily officials also built 
this road with its only 
entrance/exit on Novi Road, a 
lightly traveled, two-lane, pot-hold-
marked, 1920s Oakland County 
thoroughfare. 

So we now have OST rezonings 
•for more intense development (and 
nlore traffic problems), plus a cost­

ly cily Ice arena built next door to a 
large commercial sports arena in 
the heart of the city that will add to 
the traffic on Novl Itoad. 'fills one 
entrance/exit semi-private road 
will further complicate the traffic 
problems on Novi Road because of 
large events, games, shows, etc, at 
the Ice arena and sporls arena. We 
will also have the construction of 
new taxpayer-llnanced segments of 
Crescent Boulevard and the Ring 
Road so sonle more intense devel­
opment can take place in, and 
around, "downtown" Novi. 

Now city officials will be asking 
Novi taxpayers to dig into their wal­
lets ancl pocketbooks to pay Ibr 
additional road improvements lo 
alleviate these cily administration 
transgressions. That furniture pol­
ish the cleaning crew is using must 
be pretty strong.

Our brave boys in 
blue, the police, have 
a tough job curtailing 
prostituUon, Current­
ly there's an Oakland 
County case Involving 
a madam with "mas­
sage" offices in 
Berkley aild Hunting­
ton Woods. 
News reports reveal a 
page at a time in a 
long story. But for a 
more complete view at 
the business, let us 

turn to the June 2 opinion of Judge Janet Neff 
df the state Court of Appeals In a ease called 
People V. Sheny Ann Morey, out of Kent Coun­
ty-

A Grand Rapids undercover cop called 
Morey's massage service "from a hotel room and 
made an appointment for a massage at a cost of 
$75 an hour Defendant agreed to send over a 
blonde in her mid-20s with a nice figure," Neff 
wrote. Soon a masseuse named Christine Han-
Ion arrived, had the officer disrobe and gave him 
a "non-sexual massage." 

The cop offered her $100 for intercourse. 
Hanlon got in bed with him. At the cop's signal, 
other officers rushed into the room and anest-
ed Hanlon for "soliciting for prostitution." 
• "Hanlofl agreed to cooperate with the police 

by telephoning (Morey) and asking her to send a 
second masseuse to the room ..." so the client 
could enjoy sex with two females. The cops 
made sure she twice used the word "sex." 

Soon there arrived Patti J o Carlton. Another 
SlOO deal was made, and another arrest. A 
female officer drove Hanlon and Cariton to nleet 
Morey in a parking lot. The two gave S300 to 
Morey, who then was arrested. 

In court Morey was tried, convicted of 1) pan­
dering and 2) accepUng the earnings of a pros­
titute, placed on three years probation, and sen­
tenced lo four months in ja i l . Morey appealed. 

As I said, our brave boys i n blue go through a 
lot to win, these cases, and here the legal going 
becomes thick. 

Neff said the appellate panel - including 
Richard Alan Griffin and Don Holbrook - found 
that "sufficient evidence exists to support defen­
dant's conviction of accepUng the earnings of a 
prosUtute, but not of pandering." 

The "earnings" conviction was fairly easy to 
rationalize, though Morey's attorney argued 
that the earnings were from massages, not sex. 
The judges scoffed at such a defense as "with­
out merit," 

'The pandering statute is designed to penalize 
individuals who induce, persuade, encourage, 
or entice women who are not prostitutes into 
become prostitutes," wrote Neff after noting it 
was a felony punishable by up to 20 years in 
prison. 

One wonders why the trial judge, David Soet, 
gave her only probation and three months in 
jail . 

But the appeals panel threw out the "pander­
ing" convicUon because "the record reVeals that 
both Cariton and Hanlon had engaged in pros­
titution before their encounter with the officer" 
Pandering means encouraging one to perform 
base acts, and the record showed Hanlon need­
ed no encouragement. 

The panel said both statutes were constitu­
tional, not vague and not void for "overbreadth." 

There follows a three-page single-spaced dis­
cussion of the Jury instructions, but you already 
have the guts of the case. 

So Morey's conviction for accepting the earn­
ings of a prostitute was affirmed, and her con­
viction for pandering was reversed. 

At this point, some will ask. Don't the cops 
have anything better to do? Shouldn't the pri­
vate behavior of consenting adults be tolerated? 

Those thoughts ran through my own mind 
briefly, until I read one of Neffs footnotes. It 
seems that Cariton didn't testify at Morey's trial 
because "Carlton was deceased at the Ume of 
defendant's trial." 

I've heard that The Life was tough on a poor

And no one will lind tliiil Infor-
in;dii)ii out unl i l the .Norlhville 
Fducai ioi i Association and the 
Norlliville .school adminislratlon 
sclllc on a new conlracl. 

"I had :i paivnl call today who 
was ver\' eager Ui know the calen­
dar lor iie.\t year. We do ncerl lo get 
lh:U rioiic as soon as possible." .said 
school board presirlcnt Joan 
Warlsworth. 

The r'alcndar is one of Ibe issues 
on the negotiating table as the 
NEA's conlracl is set to expire 
August , ' i l . 

"I think that everybody is equally 
anxious." .said NEA president and 
high school social studies leacher 
Barb U:Bocul'. "We're ail.xioils. Ihe 
board team is anxious. We're eager 
lo gel things .settled. II makes for a 
better school year. Teachers would 
like to gel their schedules, their 
vacations, their daycare plans s^t 
too." 

Representatives for the 368 
teachers who belong to the NEA 
have been nlcellilg with district 
officials behind closed doors lo 
conle up wilh new contracts agree­
able to both sides. They hope to 
have it in place by September 1. 

"We just negotiate the dates. We 
talk aboul what the district wants, 
whal the board wants and what the 
association wants." LeBoeuf said. 
"We also lake into account the 
state law, which requires so many 
minutes and days, both profession­
al and instructional," 

As llle law stands now, students 
must attend school 182 days each 
year. The state also mandates two 
teacher work days aild two more 
days for i)arenl conferences. 

This year, six hours of instruc­
tion must be added to the sched­
ule. 

"But that only affects the ele­
menta l ' level because we already 
have more than enough a l the mid­
dle and high schools." l^eBoeuf 
said. 

An additional professional day 
must be added in 1999 and .51 
more hours of instruction will be 
requii-ed in the year 2000. 

Those can be acllieveti by adding 
minutes onto each day or by 
adding days onto the year. 

No other guidelines and no final 
contract approvals are required by 
the stale, which leaves negotiators 
free lo schedule those 186 days 
however they wish. Theoretically 
they could schedule school all year 
round or offer a winter instead of 
summer vacation. 

But l.eBoeuf said that's unlikely. 
In general, the school calendar is 
guided by tradition. 

Traditionally, the calendar for 
the following year is announced 
before school dismisses for the 
summer. Not so this time around. 

"Now the teachers are all on 
vacation so my guess Is nothing 
will be approved until late August 
b u l there may be a tentative agree­
ment sooner than that." LoBoeuf 
said. "As soon as we have some­
thing lo vote on you'll know right 
away."

If you're lookiiif< foi- a new

Ihrough a model and ihoug l i l

You made your se lec t ions , 
sigired oil the dol led l ine and 
couldn' l wait Ibr Ihe dual walk 
Ihrough and closing dale. 

But lulvc yon ever wondered 
what went on behind the scenes'? 

One day Iwo weeks ago, where 
31 homes will eventually be built 
by Tr i -Mount in Abbey Hills in 
Novi. there were homes in a vari­
ety of stages of construction. A 
slight drizzle fell Ihroughout Ihe 
morning and Iciiiperatures were 
in Ille 60s. 

A basement subcontractor had 
a l ready pourcrl Ihe basement 
walls ail(l sprayed Ihem wilh tar 
lo keep moisture out. flis crew 
was on Ihe site unloading cemeni 
blocks and preparing to add the 
drain tiles and pea gravel. 

The homes in this neighbor­
hood are ranging between 2,200 
to 2,600 ,sr|uare led, what is con­
sidered a small home. 

Just down Ibe street al a home 
In the rough conslniclion pll:ise. 
Wade I'iglcy. the rough cnilstnic-
tion foreman, walked along a par­
tition wall on the first floor like a 
gN'oinast on a balance beam, well, 
almost. Me had a heavy tool bell 
s trapped lo his waist and was 
wearing shorts and a sweatshirt. 

II is during this phase of con­
struct ion, which takes aboul a 
week and a half lo Iwo weeks, the 
rough electrical, plumbing and 
heat will be completed followed 
by a rough building Inspection by 
the Cily of Novi. 

The crew has a typical carpen­
ter's radio, a stereo inside a bo,\ 
fashioned out of scrap wood. Due 
to falling lumber and such Ihey 
go Ihrough aboul three radios a 
year. 

"rln Ihc oldest on Ihe crew and 
eveiybody else is in their niid-20s 
so it's a big arguiilent over 'I want 
104.3 antf they want 89X'." Figley 
said. "1 gel to choose the slafloii 
for the last hour of the day and 
they whine Ille whole time." 

This crew of roii.gh carpenters, 
about 8 lo 10. work pretty much 
year round, si.\ days a week from 
7 a .nl . un t i l 3 p .m. except in 
extremely cold weather 

"That way Ihey gel as much 
daylight as they can bul stay oul 
of the hot sun," said Rob Roy, lin-
i sh construction supervisor for 
Tri-Mount. 'They are the hardest 
working trades people. They have 
to work in all Ihe weather condi-
lions." 

The crew gets two breaks and 
stops for lunch, but only when 
Figley gives them the go ahead. If 
they are in the middle of unload­
ing lumber, lunch wil l have lo 
wait. 

New guys on the rough carpen­

try crew start ou l by " lumping 
liiniher," hauling the lumber up 
lo the job site fronl the pile and 
g e l l i n g what ever the foreman 
asks thenl loget. 

One guy, called the saw man, 
was working on the table saw. 
Figley yelled down measurements 
lo hinl and he cut a piece of wood 
and passed II up to hlni. 

Figley writes right on the walls 
where the studs go and the jour­
neymen do the nailing. It's called 
"nailing Xs and Os." 

"It 's not l i k e the o ld days , 
everything that we use now is 
eilher power or air." Roy said. "It 
makes Iheir job easier, faster, 
more accurate and safer." 

T h e tu rnover rate and Ihe 
number of injuries for rough car­
penters are both high, according 
lo Roy. 

A s Roy checks out v a r i o u s 
houses under construct ion, he 
sometimes has to lend a hand 
and help out the sub-
c o l l t r a c l o r s . He Is 
a l so busy on the 
phone. 

B o t h Roy and the 
rough cons t ruc t ion 
s u p e r v i s o r . L a r r y 
S q u i e r , ca r ry cel l 
phones with two-way 
rad io c a p a b i l i t i e s , 
voice mail and pager 

"II is impossible lo 
do the job without a 
cell phone." Roy said. 
"I c a n talk lo the 
r o u g h ca rpen te rs 
through Ihe two-way 
radio." 

.Squier is able to 
( ioul l le check wi th 
Roy aboul whether a 
garage door has been 
ordered immediately 
rather than wall until the Iwo run 
inlo each other sometime during 
Ihc day as would be the ease in 
the past. 

The homes in this neighbor­
hood average about $280,000. 

The llcxt phase of construction 
Is the diywall. which takes about 
one and a half weeks from the 
time 11 Is hullg to when It Is sand­
ed and taped. 

Greg Sturgeon, wllo has been a 
finish carpenter for 15 years and 
has been working for Trl-Mount 
for six years, is responsible for 
hanging doors, casing windows, 
and Installlilg cabinets. 

S turgeon breaks his sol i tary 
job by listening to the radio which 
is tuned to 97.1. 

"At leas t today, ( It's 97,1) 
tomorrow may be different," he 
said, "My wife's gol me turned on 
lo the new alternative music."

Then when the home­
owners walk through, there may 
be louch up rc(|uircd again. 

No painters were on the site the 
day we visited.

Most of the subcontractors arc 
small, independently-owned busi­
nesses.

Tr i -Mounl employs two punch 
oul guys who will go Inlo each of 
the homes and make a list of 
llilngs that need to be done such 
as touching up painl and missing 
mortar. Some of Ihe small repairs 

Ihey can do themselves. For aily­
lhing larger, the subcoiiti-actor will 
be called back, 

"These guys go th rough and 
make sure the house is Rile tuned, 
make sure all the rloors work and 
evciylhing," Roy said. 

To gel a house from permit to 
close in about four months or less 
takes accurate scheduling, 

"These Jobs are scheduled so 
light. It's not uiicoiiiinoii to have 
trades |)cople shaking hands as 
one's leaving and one's comiilg," 
Sc|iiicr said, "We don't let houses 
sit. There should be someone in 
Just about every house in here 
doing something." 

Just before the homeowner gels 
to see the house, a cleaning crew 
will make It presentable. 

Of the C4 homes T r i - M o u n l 
expects to complete this year, most 
homeowners will usually have a 
change. 

After all is said and done, home­
owners will realize lhal they forgot 
lo wire for a microwave or for a 
stereo.

David [.anghani received the gift 
of life not once, but twice. 

David, wllo is Ihe son of Kalhy 
and Keith bingham, jus l celebrat­
ed the first annlversar)' of his kid­
ney Iransplant, 

David was diagnosed wi th 
chronic renal failure when he was 
six years old. Ten years later. It 
becaille apparent that David's own 
kidneys would only last about sl.\ 
nlore months. 

Doth parents, wllo moved lo Novi 
in 1976, were compatible donors 
for their son. 

But it was Kalhy who won Ihe 
coin loss and David received her 
kidney on June 23, 1997. 

David Is now a senior al Novi 
fllgh School and has decided lo go 
Into medical research majoring in 
hlochemislry either at Michigan 
State University or the University 
of Michigan. 

Both his parents went to State 
while his s is ter , Beth who is a 
1996 gradua te of Novi H igh 
School, Is a junior at U - M . 

"I've always been interested in 
the medical profession probably 
since 1 spent so much time In the 
hospilal with my disease," David 
said. "What 1 feel illy blggesl con­
tribution would be is to make sure 
that very few kids will have to go 
through what I went through." 

Chronic renal failure is a slow 
deterioration and scarring of the 
kidneys which In the long run usu­
ally leads to a transplant, accord­
ing lo KaUly. 

"There is no known cause, no 
known cure," Katlly said. 

A new k i d n e y gave David a 
future bul It came with some limi­
tations. 

"We k i n d of thought things 
would be easier but his d i d Is just 
as limited, he Is on more medica­
tion, his activity is sl l l l restricted 
but certainly not as much as it 
was In the end stages of his renal 
failure or as much as it would be if 
he was on dialysis." 

He spent 10 days in the hospilal, 
followed by a two-month confine­
ment at home. 

"I basically spent nly summer 
here, wh ich in a way was the 
toughest part of II," Davkl said. 
"I'm an active person. I like being 
out doing something." 

One of his biggest concerns with 
having the t ransp lan t was not 
being able to par l i c ipa le In the 
m a r c h i n g b a n d , where he has 

played Ille t rombone since his 
freshman year. 

"If 1 had to miss soinethlng, 1 
d idn ' l want to miss lhat ." said 
David who has played the trom­
bone since fifth gratic. 'That Is Ihe 
number one actlvily for mc. If 1 
had lo miss something II wasn'l 
going to be that," 

Just two months afler the trans­
plant he was back on the held 
again. 

He didn't nliss a game or ; i com­
peti t ion. The Novi High School 
marching band nnlslled fifth In die 
slalc lilts year 

David Is also a nlember of the 
high school's choir and has been 
cast In over 30 plays In the area 
with the high school, Novi Youth 
Theatre, Paper Bag Productlof'^ 
and the Michigan Opera Theatre. 

"1 know It's very hard lo nlake a 
career out of 11," he said, "hut I Jusl 
love being on stage." 

David has also been dancing 
both tap and Jazz for about 11 
years. 

David only missed a couple of 
weeks of school this year alld took 
a final while In the hospital in Jan­
uary. 

Doctors discharged Ilim from the 
hospital In May for a day so he 
could attend Novi High School's 
Ilrom wltll his girlfriend. 

Having Jusl celebrated the flrsl 
anniversary of his surgery means 
dropping a few iilcdicallons. He is 
showing no s igns of reject ion, 
which usually come within the first 
year. 

"1 was very lucky to be able to 
gel a donation fronl someone In 
the family," he said. "Others have 
been wal l ing for years because 
they do not have family menlbers." 

Whenever the opportunity pre­
sents Itself, the Unghams stress 
the Importance of becoming 
donors, and of a donor making Ills 
wishes known to the next of kin. 

David entered the Discover CartI 
Youth Program's seventh annual 
Tribute Award Scholarship conipe-
tlllon which is open lo high school 
juniors, and was recently notified 
that he was one of two gold win­
ners in Michigan. 

David was awarded a $2,500 
gold awar(l scholarship In Ihe sci­
ence, bus iness and technology 
studies category by the Discover 
Card Tribute Award program.

Last week riomeTown Newspa­
pers reviewed Fox Hills, a 27-
hole goir cnui-se and eonlerence 
cenler In Salem Township. This 
course was very player friendly 
and well liked, especially by 
maily area senior golfers. 

This week we take a look at Ihc 
Golden Fox, the younger brother 
of Fox Hills. This course is a hit 
illoi-e up.seale than Fox Hills, but 
shares many of the same ameni­
ties of the older course. 

The Golden Fox is an 18-hole, 
6,783-yard par 72 i-oursc that 
has earned itself the i-eputatioii 
of being both a player-friendly 
course and a challenging one at, 
the same lime. 

"This course covers a wide 
variety of people," Fox Hills golf 
director Autumn Keller said. 
"There are a variety of pin posi­
tions that make Ihe course chal­
lenging for all types of golfers." 

Coming into its own in ils 
ninth year of existence, the Gold­
en Fox altracls golfers from all of 
southeastern Michigan with its 
natural beauty and excellent 
course conditions. 

Wide open, with trees coiiling 
into play on only a handful of 
holes, golfers may lei loose on 
their drives. But whal the course 
lacks in Oaks and Pines, it more 
than makes up for wilh countless 
mounds surrounding the greens. 

"From the looks of il. it is not 

your normal Michigan course." 
Keller said. '"ITiis one has more of 
a Scollisli feel lo il." 

'I'lie hrsl half of the front nine 
plays relatively smooth, wilh very 
lew troubles, except on number 
four. 

This hole re(|uires both preci­
sion and Ihc help of view hiiders 
prnvkled by the course. T'hese 
help the golfers gauge llle 
distance lo certain poles and 
Hags. On number four, the golfer 
must use an iron off Ihe lee in 
ol-der lo land In a safe zone. \'i5-
165 yards oul. 

From there the golfer must 
cross another wetland area lo 
reach llle green. The total dis­
tance of the hole Is 321 from the 
back tees and 259 from the 
women's tees, but Iwo wetland 
areas and four mounds sur­
rounding Ihe green make this a 
difflcull hole lo par. 

The view finders come in 
handy on several holes, especial­
ly lo those new to the course. 

"It doesn'l speed up play, bul 
il's one of those gadgels lhal peo­
ple rind really cool," Keller said. 
"We have a lot of people who jusl 
play the course once, and for 
them, II definitely helps on some 
of our holes." 

One of those holes in Ihe par-
five eighth hole. This 546 yarder 
requires mosl, if nol all golfers, 
lo lay up their seeond shot and 
chip across a diagonally-shaped 
pond in fronl of the green. The 

finders come in handy because 
the far left edge of the pond is 30 
yards off the green while the 
righl edge Is about 75-100 yards 
(int. Mosl second sliols are blind 
and understanding Ihe path of 
Ihc ilond Is a must. 

Aside from a severe dog-leg on 
Ihe 1 ni l hole, the back nine 
plays relatively slraight. Bul 
countless mounds, sand traps 
and other natural hazards create 
an even tougher trip back to the 
club house. 

The club . Is a Certified 
Audubon Cooperative Saneluary 
member, wliiidi Ilelps preserve 
Ihe natural beauty of llle course. 
This. cou|)led witii llle challenge 
the course provides, makes il a 
musl for avid golfers around llle 
state. 

Prices vary throughout the 
week, with a round of 18 holes 
running $52 Monday-Thursday, 
854 on Friday and S56 on week­
ends. Twilight rales are $32 on 
Monday anti Friday after 4 p.ill. 
and $22 after 6:15 p.m. on Tues­
days, Wednesdays and Thurs­
days. 

Seniors can play 18 holes for 
just $25 evei3' Monday through 
Friday. 

"We have always had this 
senior rale, bul we used to have 
a lot of stipulations on when Ihey 
could play." Keller said. "But this 
works well for us because we 
have a lot of seniors who conle 
oul at 8 a.lll. and are done before

Women not preparing for pregnancy 
Despite sclf^ntific informalion and recommen­

dations from exjlerls, mally women are not tak­
ing the right steps to prepare for pregnancy. 

Prenatal care has become well established 
and most women know that it is an Important 
part of their overall well-being. llowever, recent 
data also suggest thai there ate specific things 
lhat wonlen should do before becoming preg­
nant. This is because much of the development 
of the newborn occurs veiy early, even before 
the time that pregnancy may be recognized. 
This early developlllenlal period is critical lo 
human growth and development since many 
factors can impact subsequent developmental 
and behavioral abnormalities. 

For the average healthy worllan, i l is impor­
tant lhat good health habits be established 
prior lo pregnancy. Folic acid supplementation 
should also begin before conception, A recent 
s tudy from Europe has shown l h a l normal 
women who received folic add supplementation 
in the months prior to becoming pregnant had 
a lower risk of neural lube defects. The current 
recommendation from the Centers for Disease 
Control is that all women should receive folic 
acid supplementation (0,8 mg). This amount of 
folic acid is not available in over-the-counler 

prescriptions and is best oblained from prena­
tal vitamins. 

In addition lo folic acid, all women benefit 
from screening for risk factors. Optlnlal ilrepa-
ralion for pregnancy Includes being at appro­
priate weight, s ince wonlen who arc both 
undenveighl and overweight going into preg­
nancy are a l r isk for premature or growth-
retarded babies. Well-known adverse behaviors 
such as smoking, alcohol, and drug use (other 
than medications prescribed by a physician) 
also should stop prior to pregnarlcy. 

Also, there are women with specific problenls 
who benefit from individual management in 
order to reduce their risk in pregnancy. It has 
been shown that women with diabetes benelil 
from tight diabetic control around the time of 
conception, which reduces the risk of delivering 
children with birih defects. The same is tiiie of 
women w i l h an u n u s u a l d i sease ca l led 
phenylketonuria who need lo begin a special 
diet In order to avoid brain damage to their 
babies. If she's taking preseriplion medicines, a 
woman should consull wilh her provider before 
conception lo be sure usage is safe. 

The importance of preconception care has 
been recognized by nlany groups including the 

American College of Obstetricians and Gylieeol-
ogisls, the ̂ neriean College of Nurse Midwifery 
and the American Academy of Family Physi­
cians, As part of routine well care, women 
should think about asking their health care 
providers what special things Ihey should do as 
they illan for pregnancy. Hopefully, health care 
providers will raise the subject with women of 
reproductive age. 

The Important thing to remember is that it's 
estimated that anywhere fronl 40 percent lo 60 
percent of pregnancies in the United States are 
unplanned. Many people stop taking birth con­
lrol pills and do nol know how quickly concep­
tion will occur, 11 is advisable lhat all women 
who have the potential lo become pregnant 
should behave as If they are. Often the best 
things you can do for your baby are around the 
time of concept ion - in other words, p l an 
ahead.
