Board didn’t mislead,
it miscommunicated

‘This is the point al which a local gov-
ernment cant make or break its rela-
tions with its own constiluents. IL can
examine whether it did its job carreetly,
or risk losing its franchise with local
voters,

Parents showed up before the Novi
Board of Education recently 1o com-
plain that sports lields al Novt Iligh
Sehool, for soceer and football, won't e
ready [or use Lhis fall. Parents were
upsel lhat the fields, for which they
approved funding i a $17.3 million
hund issue in Mareh, won'l be ready for
use when schoel opens in August.
[nstead. Novi's sports programs will he
looking for playing ficlds elsewhere.,

The parents  were disappointed
heeatise they felt they were misled hy
the hoard into believing the ficlds
would he ready, One parent said she
would not have voled for the bond if
she'd known the fields would not be
finished.

School board present Ray Bvers said,
no, the hoard did not mislead volers.
Rather, volers misinterpreted the
board. The board sald construction
would he done by August, but the ficlds
need time to seed. The grass needs time
to grow, to establish itself.

We can appreciate the district's posi-
lion. The fields will be helter if given
time. And it would be an irresponsible
waste of laxpayer dollars Lo rush fields
into use hefore they are ready. causing
damage thal would need {o be eralred
laler,

The difference in timing might have
made a difference lo a few volers, bul
we doubt many would have actually
changed their minds on the hond issue
hecause of a delay in putting those

Eucation S

sports fields into operation.

Nonetheless, the districl newds (o
hear those complaints from parents.
No. volers did not nmisinterpret the
hoard's stalement, When the distriet
said it would complete construction in
Augusl, most people would naturally
assume that the facility would he ready
for use, I there needed to e extra tinie,
it was the school distriet’s responsibili-
ty to be clear about that wilh yoters. If
there was (o be a one year difference
hetween (he completion of construclion
and the start of use, the district needed
to tell constituents that. 10 is the
board's responsibility to be clear ahoul
ils intentions with ifs voters. wilh its
hond isstie supporiers.

No, we don't helieve the distriel inten-
tionally misled anvone about when
fields would go inlo use. What would be
the point? But we don't think they
explained themselves very well (o vol-
ers cither, and that is the district’s
responsibility.

When parents said they felt they were
misled, which we can appreciale, a dif-
ferent response should have come from
the board. A simple. “Sorry. We didn't
mean o mislead you. We'll try (o com-
municate betler in the fulure” would
have sufficed.

City has cause for
concern with light duty

Karen Koester's 17-year-old lawsuil
against the Novi Pollee Department is
headed back (o courl. The slale
Supreme Court recently ordered up a
retrial of the case in which Koesler
charges she was the viclim of discrimi-
nalion because the city refused her a
light duty assignment when she was
pregnant,

To hear her attorney tell it, the
Supreme Court ruling constitutes a
gonviction of the city. "They have heen
found guilty of sexually harassing her
heeause of her pregnancy,” ailorncy
Jamil Akhtar said.

Unferlunately, its not quite that sim-
ple. As much as we agree with Koester
that women have every right to work as
a police officers, regardless of gender
ant despite the fact they might get
pregnant, there is much Lo consider in
creating such a thing as a light duty
policy. It aftects the bottom line, and in
the end the cost to taxpayers of run-
ning the depariment and the city.

A light duty policy also has to be fair
to all, men as well as women, because
men too may sometimes be in need of a
lighter workload due to injury or ill-
ness. But then we'll have a policy in the
city allowing employees, at Icast for a
peried of time, to draw full salary for
jess than full job performance. And
that has an impact on the staffing lev-
els the city will need to get ils various
jobs done, and affect the cost of operat-
ing the cily overall.

We do agree the city is overdue in
addressing this issue. As Assistant City
Manager Craig Klaver said, times have
changed. Employees have higher
expectations of employers these days.
That affects costs, yes, but it should
come as ho surprise.

And if the city is concerned about the
bottom line, it needs to keep in mind
the run of Jawsuits it has had with
female police officers over precisely this
question. Koester's was the first, but
nol the only one. How much is the city
spending fighting over the issue In
court with female police officers? Send-

ing this case hack to trial means the
cily, as well as Koesier, will he spend-
ing even more on Jegal fecs.

Of course, we do not condone the
petty incidents Koester alleges that she
suffered from the deparlment while
pregnant and as this case procecded
through the courts. Keester afleges city
officials tokl her she shouid stay at
home while pregnant and raising chil-
dren. comuments the ity denies. She
says the city refused her proper fitting
uniforms and a shonlder holster for her
sidearm, She said she fel singled oud.
Eventually she lefl oul of fear she
would noet receive back up from olher
officers.

We in this socicty have long agreed
women have every right lo hold police
jobs along side men. And while preg-
nani, they deserve the support of their
depariment, their fellow ollices and
their employers,

But the concern over a light duty pol-
icy has been with the way they are used
in other cities. Especially in big cities,
light duty assignmenis are olten
requested by cops, men or women, who
would rather not be oul of the station
house patrolling mean streets. [n some
cities, light duly assignments, whatev-
er the cause, have generated resent-
ment from the olficers who are still out
there doing Lheir jobs.

Novi should take care of its employ-
ees. And a light duty policy should be
put Into effect, for those officers who
become pregnant or because of an
injury cannot perform at fuil capacity
for a short period of time.

But care is indeed warranted. It
would be perfectly reasonable for the
city to ask that officers secking light
duty submit to an exam by the city doc-
tor, that the light duty assignment be
limited in time, and that once that time
period has been exceeded that some
other solution, like workers compensa-
tion or sick leave, be ulilized.

A light duty policy. once available,
should encourage officers back to their
full work load as soon as possible.

Pause for a moment
to remember:
¢ The 1967 Detroit
riol that brought
armed  National
Guardsmen onto the strects of a hurning
utv

The sweeping cross-school district
bussm;, plan propounded by U.S. District
Judge Stephen Roth in 1972, which pro-
voked massive oppositlon brought o a
focus by a Pontiac housewife, Irene
MeCabe, and her National Action Group
(NAG).

» The 1974 inauguration of Coleman
Youny as the first black mayor of Delroit
whase increasingly confrontational rhetorie
over 20 years in office provoked growing
suburban indifference, regularly punctuat-
ed by anger,

This history is tellingly and remorseless-
Iy brought Lo life in a new book, “Someone
Else’s House," writlen by Tamar Jacoby, an
experienced journalist with a passionate
commitment 1o social jusiice. Jacoby's
review of the history of relations belween
the races as played out in New York,

Power

Atlanta and Detroit should be essential
reading for concerned citizens.

At the core of her book lles this question:
How did racial Integration, once the overar-
ching ideal of the civil rights movement of
the 1960s, mutate Into today's emphasis
on separate-but-sort-of-equal elhnic com-
munities In uneasy and mannered co-cxis-
tence?

Certainly, much of the answer lies in the
confusion of ends and means, through
which the methods by which integration
was 1o be accomplished turned out 1o be so
offensive lo so many people that the objee-
tive Itsell gradually lost legitimacy.

For Judge Roth, the finding that sociely
in metropolitan Detroit was unacceptably
segregated required him to impose the
remedy of metropolitan cross-district buss-
Ing of school children, The remedy, so
widely detested as to transform Michigan
politics, legitimated a sometimes violent
white backlash ard ultimately poisoned in
the public mind the geal of integration,

How? Jacoby quotes In her book a col-
umn [ wrote in 1972: *Parents who may he
the farthest thing from being bigoted resenl
the idea of their child being bused for an
hour every morning and afternoon in ser-
vice of a principle that seems to have little
application to their own community."

Unflinchingly fair-minded, Jacoby recog-
nizes that black polities also had a hand in
offing the goal of raclal integration.

The election of Coleman Young, the firsl
black mayer of a newly black city, was al
first praised by liberals {who saw election of

a black man as a working definition of
racial inlegralion) and supporled by the
business comnunity (perhaps looking for
an insurance policy against further riots),

But over the vears, Young became mare
and more strident in attacking the suburbs
and playing the race card lo pander to his
own ¢clectorate, When well-meaning people
proposed regional solutions to regional
problems - building, for example, an area-
wide a mass transit sysiem with a $900
million grant engineered by Michigan's
Gerald Ford when president - Mayor Young
rejected the idea,

Whether Young fully intended it or not, it
eventually became clear his uitimate objec-
tive was 10 maintain black political conirol,
won after so many years of struggle, over a
cily that was becoming increasingly dimin-
ished, impoverished and segregated.

So the core city and the surrounding
suburbs settled into largely separate ethnic
worlds, mostly unconnected. The once-glit-
tering goal of racial integration {ook on a
fusty tarnish of the distant and not very
relevant past,

"Someone Else’s House” Is not happy
reading. But it is compelling, instructive
and essential 1o understanding much of
Michigan’s history.

What price for
this convenience

As a concerned mother 1 am
troubled by Dr. Seyfried's arti-
cle, “Chickenpox can be a seri-
ous problem” (Novi News June
4], She Is suggesting that chil-
dren from one year of age receive
the chickenpox vaceinatlon.

Chickenpox was viewed as a
temporary nuisance fram which
all children recovered with no
problems. After the chickenpox
vaccine was marketed the medi-

cal communily has magically
transformed the disease inlo a
deadly malady lo be avalded at
all costs.

In its officlal policy statement
for use of chickenpox vaccine,
the CDC {Cenler for Disease
Control) acknowledges the epi-
demiologic features of the dis-
eases arc expecled lo change,
This means that the govern-
ment's and medical communi-
ty's endorsement of chickenpox
vaccine is expected lo shift the
incidence of the disease from
young children, where it is usu-
ally harmless, to adults, where
the disease can be more serious.

The chickenpox vaccine has
been demonstrated lo work for
only six to ten years, Therefore,
when vaccine immunity wears
off In a few years, leens and
adults become susceptible to
chickenpox. If they had caught
the disease as a young child, all
would have lifelime immunily.
Instead, with the chickenpox
vaccine those who did not catch
chickenpox will be recommend-
ed to receive perlodic doses of
this vaccine throughout life.

With fewer children exposed lo
chickenpox, mere adulis will be
susceptible to the disease where
it 1s associated wilh higher com-
plications and death raies as
compared to younger ages.

Dr. Seyfried suggesls thal the
vaccine be given lo save a week
of school time and also save a
week of the caregiver's missed
time at work-what price might
sociely pay for this convenience?

Sometimes the justices split along two-

party lines. Other times they split along lib-
i eral-moderate-conservalive lines. Take four
June ecases.

A party-line split occurred when Novi cop

i Karen Koester sued the city for sexual

harassment. During two pregnancies,
oester said she got reprimands, was has-
led for failure to work overtime during the
ifties Festival because she couldn't get a
abysitter, wasn't allowed to wear a shoul-

der holster for her pistol - stuff like that.
-t The four Democrats said she had a valid
/Claim for sexual harassment under the

Civit Rights Act. “arassment on the hasis
of a woman's pregnancy is sexual harass-
ment,” wrote Cavanagh, and ‘harassing
canduct need not be motivated by sexual
deslre ..."

Weaver, writing for the dissenting Repub-
licans, sald the Democrats “subverted” the
intent of the law which was to define
harassment as ‘“unwelcome sexual
advances, requests for sexual favors,” etc.

A second party-line split occurred in
Marian Hagerman v. Gencorp Automotive,
The widow sought workers comp death
benefits on behalf of her husband, a mill-
wright who suffered a back injury. He also
had high blood pressure, She won 4-3.

Boyle and the Democrats that death was
“sufficiently traceable to the work-related
injury” to justify worker's comp.

Taylor and the GOP dlssented, saying the
back injury was “a” cause but not clearly
“the” cause of death,

More interesting, however, is the tri-party
gplit. On the left are Cavanagh and Kelly.
On the right are Taylor and Weaver. In the
bipartisan middle are Brickley, Mallett and
Boyle.

There's Mefania Rourk v. Oakwood Hos-
pital. Rourk no longer could work as a reg-
jstered nurse due to a shoulder injury from
an auto crash. 8he charged Oakwood vio-
lated the Handicappers' Civil Rights Act in
fatling to retrain her for a different position.

The conservatives and moderates ruled
against her, 5-2. "An employer's duty
under the Handicappers' Civil Rights Act to
accommodate a handicapped employee
does not include the duty te transfer the
employee to a different job or position,”

said the majority.

Cavanagh, jolned by Kelly, said an
employer has a duty to transfer when it
“imposes no undue hardship on the
employer.”

Sharon Anzaldua, a lahoralory research
worker, sued her boss, Professor Rudolph
Band, and former employer, Michigan
State University, for canning her when she
complained about lab conditions. The
question before the high court was: Did she
have a right to a jury trial?

Yes, said liberals Kelly and Cavanagh,
joined by moderates Brickley, Mallett and
Boyle. They noted the law was sllent on the
question of a jury, did a lot of research on
legislative intent, and concluded that
Anzaldua should get a jury trial.

No, said Taylor joined by Weaver. They
said the majority’s ruling was "a common-
sense-defying approach, which effectively
says, unless the Legislature says no, we
can Infer that it said yes.” Taylor will use
this to blister “judge-made law."

This was a whopping big case because
MSU was supported by three other univer-
sities, include U-M and Wayne State, plus
the Michigan Manufacturers Association,
The lab worker was supported by the
Michigan Trial Lawyers Association.

The House on June 23 approved.

Barbara Dobb, R-
Union Lake, to a Senale-passed
parole bill.
