Library
struggles
with issue
of Web porn

When the Infernet was instalied
i computer stations at the Novi
Public Library in Octuber 1996, a
whote world of information
opened 1 1o people whio may nol
have liome compuders.

But witle iew lechnology comes
a tricky new problenw one that s
tuaranteed to challenge the mem-
bers of the Novi Library Board
this summer, as they pender the
dilemma of how o avold censor-
ship smd yet proteel children from
malerial generally consldered
inclecent.

Recently, two Novl mothers fn
separate ncidents were shocked
when they neticed Internet users
viewing pornography at the
library. Their concerns have
inspired a bill revently infroduced
in the state House of Representa-
tives thal would glve libraries
niere power o restricl Internet
access,

Cynthia Shepperd was walking
through the library when she
noticed a young teen engrossed in
an Internel video of a nude couple
engaged in inlercourse,

"t find 1t fronie that children
cannol go to a drug store and
view pornography, nor can they
rent such video movies or even go
to a PG-13 movie withoul an
adult,” Shepperd said, "yet, they
can access such graphic displays
in our library.”

She no longer feels comforlable
about sending her young children
to the library. Shepperd wonders
why her tax dollars can be spent
on the enjoyment of X- mle(l
material,

It's a concern echoed by Sue
Campbell, who was on her way fo
the children's non-fiction section
when she passcd by {wo men al
the compuler slation walching
Internet material she considered
pornegraphic, While the Novi
library Internet stalions have pri-
vacy screens, fi's easy for casual
passersby o see what's on-line.

Bath Campbell and Shepperd
fear that with a few adulls per-
haps becoming aroused while
viewing porn at the library, the
atmosphere may no longer he safe
for young children.

“The library is a facllity conskd-
ered by most parents and resi-
dents lo be safe and wholesonie.
The seeurity of the restrooms and
the surrounding vicinily now
seem threatened,” Shepperd sald,

But Novi Library Director Bren-
da Evans questlons how Lhe
library can police the Internel
without infringing on (he consti-
{utional right Lo free speech,

“The library board is a layer of
government, Miicially, they are
not in o position to bleck speech,”
Evans said.

“The library staff doesu’t have
legal authority lo act as parenis.
I's hard 1o understand what each
family considers indecent. It's a
very dangerous. uncomforlahle
posilion.”

Before vpening {he Internet ter-
minals lo the public, the library
lirst consulled cily altorneys and

In 1987 Andris proposed the same
plan, according (o city documents, and
il was denied. Minutes from the meet-
ings as well as information frem con-
sultants point out the shopping center
concept doesn't fit on the water, does-
n't mesh with the Master Plan which
calls for single family residential use,

Why should 1t be different now? At

Andris’ proposal again
wasting community’s time

this point, he seems lo be wastng a
whole community’s time.

In addition, consultant Brandon
Rogers poinied out there is a shopping
cenler going up a quarler mile away on
Decker Road.

The lakefront is beginning to rejuve-
nate, with new houses going up, old
ones heing renovated. We can't believe
building condominiums or even a
house on the slte can't be done with-
out making money off it.

We would hate {o sce the either of
the parcels developed as commerclal
shopping. The idea of a restaurant in
the area was a good one we thought. It
fits into the small neighborhood feel in
the area.

The planning commission was to
hear the rezoning request last night.
We hope the city won'{ find in his favor
and instead tells him to go build his
restaurant and get on with life.

Residents in the area have long said
they don't trust Andris and some of his
behavior supports their fears.

It seems to us they have good rea-
sons.

Struggling with access,
censorship on Internet

It's a new problem, but not one with-
out precedents,

The Novi Library, and in fact
libraries across the state and the
nalion, are struggling with the ques-
tion of how o handle access to the
Internet. Like many Hbraries, Novi has
rushed lo gel connected to the Internet
and the World Wide Web because they
truly do provide patrons with vast
arrays of information, virlually any-
thing you can think to ask, from all
around the world, instantly.

But the Internet and Web also make
available a wide array of hardcore
porn, the extremely graphic stuff,
{riple-X, everything from photographs
to video elips complete with sound,

How does an institution like the
library, which is run by the govern-
ment and must abide by First Amend-
ment commandments that it not cen-
sor information, deal with this new
computer technology?

On the one hand, the library should-
n't censor its pairons. On the other
hand, it should keep that same materi-
al from children,

Two Novi mothers, Cynthia Shepperd
and Sue Campbell, raised the issue
recently when they complained that
pornographic materials being viewed
by patrons In the Novi Library could
easily be seen by others, And If that
was the case, children could see it teo.

Overall our soclety has long strug-
gled with this dilemma. The U.S.
Supreme Court has upheld the rights
of adults to view pernography while
allowing for restrictions that limit
avallability to youngsters. The compro-
mise is that the XXX fllms are avail-
able only in the back of the rental
store. Pornc magazines are sold at
stores, but they are covered so chil-
dren passing by can't see the pictures.

The library has not had to deal with
pornography in the past in quite the
same way. Libraries could avoid such
tssues with, say, Playboy magazine but
simply not including it on their pur-
chase list.

But libraries have always had to deal
with the issue of sex manuals and
marital advice books. Many solved the
problem by keeping the books on their
reference shelves or near the front

desk, so librarlans could chase away
kids who happened to pick up those
volumes.

The challenge for libraries now is
that the Internet and Web are great
educational tools, so kids should have
access to it. But the very same
machines thal can provide all that
information can also provide all that
pornography.

Adding to the difficulty is the fact
that the Supreme Court has over-
turned Communications Decency Act,
declaring that the Internet should be
user controlled, not government con-
trolled. And a lawsuit in Loudon Coun-
ty, Virginia addressed the issue direct-
ly. Patrons took the library there to
court when it added filtering software
Intended to restrict access to porno
Web sites. The courts have so far sup-
ported the patrons,

But State Rep. Nancy Cassis, R-Novi,
seems lo have the right idea. She has
introduced legislation allowing
libraries to restrict access to pornogra-
phy, using those software filters, but
only on some computers, those avail-
able to kids and those which could be
viewed by bystanders.

Other terminals, for adults only,
would have unrestricted access to the
Internet. Hopefully, libraries would get
the idea that those terminals should
be placed in private areas at the back
of the library where passers-by and
kids couldn't see what's on the scene,
The Novi Library, for one, might have
to change its layout a bit to put unre-
stricted terminals in more private loca-
tions.

In the end, it's no different than how
libraries now handle marltal advice
manuals and video and magazine
stores handle rentals and sales. It's
available to adults, but restricted for
kids.

Cassis' bill probably isn't really need-
ed. Given the current state of Jaw and
court rulings, librarians and library
boards could already take these steps
and would Hkely be found to be inside
the law.

But Cassis’ bill is a good way to
spread the idea around so that all
librarians and library boards know
this is one possible solution.
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Web filters are not foolproof

Novi Library Director Brenda
Evans was quoled this week
as pointing oul that software
filters for the Internet are not
foalproof in & story on the
front page this week by
reporter Jan Jellres.

The issiue was whether the
Novi Library should restrict
ArCess 10 porme siles oo its
[nternet  terminals. The
contrts elsewhere have ruled
in favor of patrons who feil
their Firsl Amcendhmenl rights
were violated when library hoards restricied access
on Wbrary computers to porpegraphic Web pages,

Still, two Novi mothers recently raised the issue by
polnting out that kids could sce Xerated photos
heing viewed by computer nsers in the library.

Evans was pointing out that (he software filters
designed to restrict aceess are not perfeet, hecause
they rely on barring searches for certain keywords.
In a way, they give a false sense of seeurity.

And I'm here to tell you she's abselutely righl.
Searches for same of the most innovenl sounding
things have turned up some truly bizarre Web pages
on our computers,

For instance, a reporter here not lang ago was
doing rescarch for an article lo go in our Michigan
50s Festival tab and put the words "hobhy sucks” in
our Wely browser, What came rolling out of the com-
puter was pages of hardeore triple-XXX porno. Did
you know there Is such a thing as a Fiftics fetish? |

1/4 teaspoon baking powder

1/2 1easpoon salt

1/3 cup lard

3 {ablespoons unsalted butler

2 tablespeons vegetable shortening

2 tablespoons ice waler

1 teaspoon white vinegar

2 epgs

For the filling:

4 cups pilfed red sour cherrles

1 cup granulated sugar

1/2 cup brown sugar

3 tablespoons quick-cooking tapioca

1/2 teaspoon almond exlract

1/4 {easpoon mace

3 tablespeons butler, cul in small pieces

1 tablespoon kirsch {optional)

For the crust: Combine the Qonr, baking

powder and salt in a mixing bowl. Add the
fard, butier and shartening and mix with
your fingers or a pastry cutter until imix-
ture forms coarse crunibs, Whisk togelher
the ice waler, vinegar and one of the eggs,
Add to the Nour mixture and mix with a
fork just until combined: do not overwork
the dough. Refrigerate for 30 minutes.

For the filling: In a large howl, combine
the cherries, sugars, tapicoa, almond
extract, mace and optional kirseh, if
desired, Allow (o stand for 15 minutes,
Preheat the oven fo 425 degrees,

Roll out 2/3 of the dough on a lightiy
floured surface. Line a 9-inch pic plate
wilh the dough and (rim the edges, Place
the filling in the pic shell and dol with the
butter. Roll the remaining dough and
make in {o a tattice top. Whisk the remain-
ing cgg with 2 feaspoons of water and
brush the egg wash onto the top.

Bake for 10 minutes, then lower the
temperature to 350 degrees and conlinue
baking for 30 or 40 minutes longer, or
until the juices bubble up in the cenler of
the pie. Cook briefly and cal warm.

Plymouth was ‘Air Rifle Capital

Any fan of the
comedy film "The
Christmas Story”

tion a BB gun could
have on a young
hay. The main plot
of the movie, which
is set in the Mid-
wesl in the 1950s,
is the main charac-
ter's desire to get a
"Red Ryder BB gun”
for Christmas,

What many local
viewers of thal film may not be aware of is
that for many years. nearby Plymouth was
a warld-wide leader in air rifle - or BB gun
- produetion. In fact, Plymouth was once
known as the "Air Rifle Capital of the
World."

I started in 1885 with the Markham
Manufacturing Co. William F. Markham's
plant, located on Main Street in Plymouth,
had initially been formed to produce tanks
and cisterns. When an employee created a
design for an inexpensive “toy" rifle,
Markham improved on {t, acquired the
ownership rights, and took out a patent
for a toy air rifle in 1887.

The air ritle, first manufactured in the
U.S. in 1880, was first made of wood with

a brass {ube inside. Markham’s original
model, known as the “Chicago,” was the
first air rifle to be made in volume and
avaflable at a reasonable price. The prod-
uct was so successful that by 1887, the
name of the firm was changed o the
Markham Air Rifte Co.

Though Markham was the first in Ply-
mouth to produce the air rifle, he was not
alone,

The Plymouth Windmill Co.. owned by
Clarence J. Hamilton, began to make air
rifles in 1888. Where the Markham rifle
was made of wood, Hamilton's product
was made enlirely of metal,

As windmill sales began to fall, the sale
of the rifles increased and by 1895, they
had taken over the entire operalion. The
company's name was changed to the Daisy
Manufacturing Co., producer of the Daisy
Alr Rifle.

The air rifle was a popular item through-
out the country at the time. Besides the
two plants in Plymouth, Northville's J.A.
Dubuar Manufacturing Co. joined the
handwagon with the “Glebe" air rifle in
1894, along with a number of other com-
panies around the state. But Daisy rose to
the top by acquiring the Dubuar line in
1903, and absorbing Markham's company
in 1912.

The Daisy rifle, however, remained the
top of the line and, according to Plymouth
historlan Sam Hudson, “carried the name
of Plymouth throughout the waorld.”

By the 1930s, an "aggressive promotton-
al program” combined real-life hoyhood
herees with comic book legends lo puhli-
cize the product. With Superman and cven
Red Ryder himself urging hoys lo “Gel a
Daisy with your Christmas cash!, it's no
wonder the hero of "A Christmas Story”
couldn’t resist the Jure!

Daisy had become Plymouth’s largest
and most well-known employer. Therefore,
it was a shock lo the communily when, in
1957, the company announced It was relo-
cating to Rogers, Ark.

Though the pull-out did not affect the
town's economy as local [eaders had
feared, Plymouth has never regained thal
world-wide recognition it had when it was
known as "The Air Rifle Capital of the
World.”

drive czeating a “cathedral cefling
and totally obscuring the sky.,

On both sides of the drive are
neat rows of hostas leading the
way lo the handsome home where
the Widaks have lived for over 22
years. At the end of the circular
drive Is a large pear-shaped lawn
with a bed holding masses of
daylilies, roses and phlox encireled
Iy varieties of hostas, Most of the
'wo-acere properly rewainsg natural
where many wildflowers flourish
among tall trees and shrub. Jack-
{n-the-pulpit, trillium and wild
feranlums are interspersed with
hostas and fmpatiens,

+Jae finds gardening an interest-
ing and relaxing pasthue; an activ-
ity where the cares of the day seem
to melt away in the warm aller-
noon sun, where frustratlons
diminish with every weed yanked
from among the flowers, and
where you can (otally disengage
from everything but gardening.

Long-term fitness club contracts
can be unhealthy trap

In an ape when many adver-
tisers encouriage consumers to
buy naw and pay later, extend-
ed [inancing and long-lerm con-
tracts can look like an atlrac-
live optinn. But beware; What
works for cars and carpeting
may aet be a perfect fit when in
comes Lo joining a health club.

The primary difference lies
in the nature of the product
ar—to pul it more accuratelv—
in the absence of any product at
all. Because when you sign on
the line to join a health b,
you're not actually buving 2
health ¢lub, but contracling to
use the services of that club;
services that are very often far
less  than many customers
expected.  Unfortunately, very
few club contracts make any
provision  for cancellations,
paarantees or refunds,

“No one would agree lo pay
an accountanl or gardener or
hairstylist every, single month
fur up to 36 months, if they did-
n't like the results or didn't use
their services. But that's exact-
ly whal most health clubs
expect you to do,” says Sky
Holford, a 15-year veteran of
the fitness industry who's man-

aged clubs from Akron, Ohio to -

Anakara, Tuarkey.  “Health
clubs create contracts for their
own benefit, not yours. It's nol
ahout keeping members happy.
s about keeping members
when they're not happy”

According to Holford, most
health elubs pump up profits by
providing rate discounts to
members who'll sign a long-
term contract, and then betting
against the prospect of having
to provide long-term service to
those members. “One, two or
three-year contracts have a lot
more to do with helping the
club get more members than
they do with helping club mem-
bers get more results,” claims
Halford. “A lot of health clubs
actually hope you'll get less
resulis, get more discouraged
and stop caming to the club all
together. That way, there's less
wear on their facilities, more
room for additional members—
and they still receive the rev-
enue from your monthly dues.”

At most health clubs, the
biggest rale discounts are often
to those members who not only
agree to the longest terms, but
also agree to pay the entire bal-
ance of the contract at the time
of signing, Although such a
concession seems fair at first
glance, Holford points out that
these pre-payment programs
can also further a club’s objec-
tive of earning the magimum
amount of revenue while pro-
viding the minimum amount of
service, The absence of a regu-
lar, monthly payment can
make it much easier for many
customers to forget they even
have a2 membership and, there-
fore, make them much less like-
ly to use the club at all.

How can you protect your-
self from falling into one of
these long-term traps? The
best way is to ask for alterna-
tives.

Before you sign any mem-
bership contract, ask the
prospective health club for a
free trial period of at least 30
days and a money-back guaran-
tee. Ask them for a flexible
membership contract that
renews month-to-month and a
canceliation clause you can
exercise anytime, If they
answer no to any of the above
requests, then agk them where
you can find the nearest exit.

Buyer beware: Muny health and fitness clubs require long-
term confracts that offer no guarantee of satisfuction and

no possibility of escape.

Limited memberships,
unflmited fees

Imagine signing up for
twelve months of cellular phone
service, only lo discover after-
wards that your new phone
can'l aecess long-distance ser-
vice or can only be used on
weekends, Although such a dis-
appoinding scenario 1s unlikely
to occur with your cellular
phone company, it could easily
happen with you health club.

Many clubs offer basie, low-
priced, limited-use member-
ships in order to attract new
members and then count on
additional fees or hidden
charpes to make the iransac-
tion more profitable,

I'or instance, some clubs
may feature tennis courts as
part of their facility, but then
require members to pay an
additional menthly fee for a
membership  that  provides
access to those courts, Other
clubs maximize the number of
members they can serve and
the amount of resulting rev-
enue by restrieting the hours
during which customers with
certain memberships can use
their club,

But the most common
means by which many heaith
clubs offset the loss of lower
priced memberships is by
chargmg ¢l of their members
an additional fee for the use of
such basics as towels, lockers or
childeare centers.

Of course, the simplest way
for any health club member to
get the most out of any mem-
bership is to find out exactly
what that membership does
and does not include before they
become a member. Does the
proposed membership allow
you to use all the facilities, all
the time? Does the prospective
club charge extra for aerobic
classes, childcare services, lock-
ers or towels? As always, it's
best to leok before you leap and
read before you sign.

Healthy altematives

Although the policies and
practices outlined above may be
unfamiliar, they are by no
means uncommon., In fact,
most of them have been used
for so Jong, by so many health
clubs, that they're often accept-
ed as the industry standard.
Fortunately, a few forward-
thinking fitness companies are
changing the way things work
by changing the way they work
with their members.

Mosi gelfers who have played the Shenandoah
Country Club nolice a distinel difference between the
front nine holes and the back nine.

Whereas you have a relatively wide open first nine,
narrow fairways and several homes make the back
nine a stifl challenge for men and wemen alike.

However, with water coming into play on five of the
lirst eight holes, the [ront nine can suck up a pack of
Titleists faster than the swing of the club, With no
dog-legged holes 1o test your fades and draws. this
water, along with several weli-posilioned bunkers and
undulating greens make for a challenging start to your
round of golf, :

“You can spray the ball more on the front nine, but
you need {o hit the right side of the greens or your in
trouble,” Shenandoah assistant golf professional Mike
Seavey said. “The real challenge comes when yout have
to decide which side of the green to hit the ball at.”

A perlect example of {his is the par-5 hole number
four. This 494-yard hole (from the middle tees) lets the
goller swing away on the drive, bul demands precision
play the rest of the hale. The green may be reached on
the second shot, but it's safer to pull up short and find
the appropriate spot en the green to putt from. If the
pin placement is forward, a severe undulation in the
front third of the green makes for a difficult putt from
any direction. Hopefully, for the goller’s sake, the pin
placement is iz the back, where a more level putting
stirface ean be found.

Whereas this hole may be one of the more difficult

to public

on the eourse, hole number two can also present a
preblem to spray golfers. From the men's tee, there is
a big oak tree which forees the golfer lo play to the
right side of the fairway. But if the golfer loses his or
her drive to the right, waler and woods arc awaiting,
The same waler continues io follow the hole 1o ils end,
forving the golfer 1o play straight and honest.

On the back nine, the goller must play smart and
keep the ball in the fairway. Any shol gone astray will
have fo deal with trees or homes,

*The back nine is definitely closed in, nd the greens
aren’t so severe,” Scavey said, "Again Lhe biggesl chal-
lenge is getting your ball on the proper side of the
green.”

Number 10 plays adjacent to number one and tricks
the golfer inle thinking the back is as open as the
front. Number 11 is where the fun begins and the
course hegins te tighten up.

On number 12, the second of six consecutive dog-
legged holes, golfers must deal with a large pond pro-
lecting the [ront side of the green. Little space beside
and behind the hele makes for an interesting
approach shot. Add in a stream running along the left
side of the hole and you have a very demanding hole
that forces smari play. Coming away with a par is an
accomplishment in itself here,

Some adverse weather conditions can cause for
some course managemen! problems, but for the niost
parl the course fts right in with iis West Blnomfiekl
cammunity,

The cost for 18 holes and a cari is $48 Monday
through Friday and 855 on weekends. There is a 540
special after 4 p.m. on Saturday and Sunday and a
twilight rate of $22 after 6 p.m. on weekdays for
unlimited goif.

The course used to be privale, but has been open to
the public for over 15 years now. Leagues are available
1o men and women and a large banquet facility makes
Shenandoah perfect for large functions. The course is
located on Walnut Lake Road near the intersection of
Drake and Walnui Lake.

These con-
ditions, which promote weak pos-
tural positions, can cause the
muscles of the specilied area to
become flaceid.

The best abdominal
machines, programs, exercises, or
training techniques won't help.
One can do crunches or sit-ups
forever and the bady fat will go
along for the ride.

This requires a
full program including, cardiovas-
cular training, resistance tralning
lyes resistance tralning, by train-
ing with wejghts, voull maximize
muscle tissue - the more muscle
tissue you malintain, the higher
your metabelic rate. The higher
your metabolic rate, the easler it
Is to maintair a calorie deficil and
lose fat} and proper food and
nutrient intake.

Fair skinned people are at risk

With the slart of the summer also begins
the quest for the “healthy” summer tan, How-
ever, every time you sunbathe on the beach or
relax jn the backyard, you Increase your risk
of detling skin cancer.

Skin tumors are among the most common
cancers in humans. More than 700,000 new
tumors occur annually in the United States,
There are Lhree categories of skin cancer. The
most commen type is hasal ‘cell carcinoma
{BCC), the second mosl commaon is sqgamous
cell carcinoma (SCC} and the third Is malig-
nant melanoma. BCC and SCC have a low
chance or spreading or being fatal. There are
fewer cases of malignanl melanoma per year,
on ihie other hand. it is responsible for more
deaths.

People at increased risk (or skin cancer
Include those who are fair skinned or easily
burned, especially those with sporadie intense
sun exposure. Darker skinned individuals can
also develop skin cancer, but are at a reduced
risk. Inn addition, some 1ypes of skin cancer
have a genetic predisposition, so a family his-
tory of skin cancer should be laken seriously.
Previous exposure to arsenic or radiation ther-
apy with radiation dermatitis also increases
your risk of skin cancer. Alsg, getling a "basc
tan” at tanning salens does not reduce your
risk of getting skin cancer.

Signs te watch for in carly detection of skin
cancer, specifically melanoma, can be easily

remembered as the ABCD [Asymmetry, Bor-
ier, Color/pigment, Diameter) features,
Specifically look for lesion with asymmetric
shapes and textures, irregular borders, irreg-
ular pigmentation - usually blue, gray or
hlack - and a diamieter greater than 6 millime-
lers. Thal is not sel in stone, however, some
skin cancers can be the size of a [reckle, Any
new skin lesions that are growing, bleeding or
uleerating should be evaluated by your doctor,
Also, beware of changes in existing moles -
such as growth, pigment changes or border
expansion. In addition, keep in mind BCC can
also be flesh-colored, shiny nodules with or
without ulcers. If there is any question about
a suspicious skin lesion, contact your primary
care docior or dermatelogist.

Skin cancers generally occur in sun-
exposed areas {head, neck, back and shoul-
ders], but they can occur anywhere on the
body. One form of melanoma, acral lentigious
melanoma, occurs on the palms, soles of feet,
nall beds and mucous membranes. This is the
mosl common type in persons of Aslan and
Black ethnicity, Prevention is the best plan of
action in reating skin cancer.

Skin cancer is diagrosed by blopsy. Once a
patient iIs diagnosed with skin cancer, it is
necessary for a physiclan o examine the
enlire skin surface for other lesions. Regular
follow-up visits with your doctor are neces-
sary, Treatment of all three types of skin can-

cer involves local excision. Mclanoma cases
also may require lymph node disseclion, In
the case of actinic keratoses, Loplcal lreatment
(i.e. liquid nitrogen or 5-FU cream) may be all
that fs necessary, while in disseminated
melanoma chemotherapy treatment is used,
The cure rate for BCC approaches 95 percent,
Actinic keratoses are not usually life threaten-
ing. The five year survival rate for melanoma
is 99 percent if lesions are thinner than 0.85
mm.

Early detection and treatment are the keys
to improving the outcome and prognosis.

Things to do lo reduce your risk:

* Avoid sun exposure between 11 a.m. and
2:30 p.m. At that time of day, it contalns 70
percent of harmiul UV radialion.

* Always use broad spectrum sunscreen
when going in the sun. Sun block should have
at leasl SPF of 13, as well as UVA and UVB
solar protection.

* Any suspicious lesions should be reported
to your doctor.

* Begin preventative measures in your
childhaod,
