Historic complex up for grabs

A Dil of Novi history is now on
the markel.

Russell and Judy Elvy have put
their Eipht Miie Road business,
the Antiques Barn. and their
1820s-era home nexi-door up for
sule,

Russell Elvy is lacing retire-
menl within the next few years
and holding down a full-lime job
and running the antigues busi-
ness was gelling to be a litile
much, Judy Elvy explained.

“When you'e just a dealer, you
live a regular life. When you own
a shop and you're working (o
mainiain a shop, the only oppor-
tunily 1o go oul and look for
anliques is on your days off.” she
sald,

Novi's only antiques store, The
Antiques Barn is home to a varl-
ety of dealers who rent space
there. '

This is a muitiple-choice pack-
age: on offer are either the barn
and house separaiely or logether.

For 178,000, a buyer can
claim ownership of the 4,200
square foot Anliques Barn.
unrenovaied guest house and
milk barn on one acre. A check
for $239,000 gets the 1,800
square foot house and garage on
one acre. While a lot split will
need 1o be approved by the City of
Navi before the property can be

divided, Clvy doesn't foresee any
difliculties, becanse the land is
zoned for one-acre lots.

Eight years ago, they pur-
chased the farmhouse and harg
from the Mever family, whe had
owned it since 1941.

Originally, the couple success-
fully lobbied the city for & Bed
And Breakfast Ordinance that
would have enabled them to oper-
ale that type ol business at the
old farmhouse. They also joined
ithe city's Hisloric Districl Study
Commitlee. Bul devcloping the
Antiques Barn, which opened in
July 1994, kept them busy and
they never spened {he Bed And
Breakfast end of the husiness,

The land abstract ou the prop-
erly goes back {o 1827. Elvy said
the house, naw painted sunny
yellow, was likely buill between
1827 and 1835. it apparently
slarted out as a log cahin and
roots were added on as needed.

“The bascment beam logs still
have bark,” Elvy said.

Through their marricd lives, the
Elvys have restored several
homes. They did major work on
this one, too, including adding a
hall closet and new plumbing,
The house has two lireplaces and
tongue-and-groeve pine plank
walls in the master bedrooni, cre-
aling an uprorth cotlage feeling.

No longer does Michigan's ‘650
drug lifer” law mean “death in
prison,” but it still will be tough for
fmuales convieled of carrying 650
grams of Lereln or vocaine to get
aul.

Far 20 years, Micliganians have
cither hoasted about or <eplored
the harshest drug penalty in the
nation: mandatory life in prison
with noe hope of parele for those
caught with G50 grams (2.2
pounds) ol a controlled substance.

The Legistature modilicd the kaw
in he closing hours of jts July 2
sessiun amd sent il Gov, John
Engler lor signing.

“There is nothing ‘soft’ aboul a
penally that is stili more severe
than that for second-degree mur-
der,” said Laura Sager, director of
Familics Against Mandaiory Mini-
mams. FAMM argaed thai instead
of putling drug kingpins' out of
circulation forever, the law was
harshly penalizing voung, naive
‘mudes” of the tradde. More than 200
are currently serving lite terms,

The new Taw will say:

= The penalty is 20 years to life,
at Lhe judge’s diseretion.

_ Current convicts are eligible
for parole alter 15 years if they
liawe cooperated with the progsecu-
tar,

. Currcat lifers with no ather
convictions for serions crimes are
cligibie [or parole alter 17 years,
six months: 20 vears if they have
heen repeat offenders.

. The parole board must consid-
er whether the conviel played a
key role In the trade, whether the
offense involved children 17 or
younger, or commitied the offense
in a dng-free school zane,

Urging mudilication of the 650-
lifer law were ex-Rep. Paul Rosen-
haum, D-Battle Creck, who spon-
sored it, and ex-Gov. Willlam G.
Milliken, who signed it.

Every now and then, you have fo
stop and thank the people who work
hard Tor the community, even if they
do the work for a fee, for a paycheck.
Yes, money can gel a job done, but if
can’t buy loyalty, it can't by dedica-
tion.

Novi's long-time planning consultant
Brandon Rogers announced his retire-
ment recently, saying he'll leave alter
13 years of service. Rogers plans to
remain in the area. He'll keep his busi-
ness going and even dispense some
planning wisdom (o communities from
time [o lime, but it's retirement time
from one of his largest communities.

That caps off a career in which this
Harvard grad advised more than 90
communities on how to handle their
growth. And he's been quite involved
in the planning of the community of
Novi at a fime when hoth business and
residential growth were boonng here.
Cily council stopped at his retire-
ment Lo thank him. It was certainly
justified. The mayor handed him the
keys to the city.

Legislature’s

You can tell this is an election year. .
The slale legislature recently ended
another session with several things lefl
undone. The biggest of which is the
School Ald Bill, a bill that includes the
amount of lunding that will be allotted
to stale school districts on a per-pupil
basis. This funding, or Foundation
Granl as it is called by lawmakers,
makes up close to 95 percent of a
school district’s annual budget.

The object is to get the funding
ironed out hefore the end of the legisla-
tive sesslon so that school districts,
like our own, don't have to amend
their budgets several times over the
course of a fiscal year.

Unfortunately this year our state
lawmakers couldn’t come o a consen-
sus on state aid for schools, and by
the time the legislature closed down
for the summer, so (oo did the oppor-
tunity io lock in next fiscal vear's
schoot funding,

There are two proposals that will be
looked at when the legislature recon-
venes in September. The State House
has proposed to increase the Founda-
tion Grant, or per pupil funding, by
$50 for the 1998-99 school year.

The State Senate version would raise
the Foundation Grant by $187 in the
year 1999-2000. Under this proposal,
districts would have the option of bor-
rowing 853 of that increase in 1998-
99. That would bring upwards of
$890.000 to the district in 1999-2000.
Under the borrowing option, it would
mean an estimated $253,000 this year
and around 8639,000 next year.

Both propesals were on the agenda
during the last two days before the leg-
islature adjourned for summer vaca-
tion.

Now we're not about fo determine
which proposal works better. Both pro-
pose increases, but differ on the time

When the school board recently
approved the district budgel for fiscal
year 1998-99, board members did not
figure an increase in the foundation
grani, which currenily sits al §7,012
per pupil.

Obviously they realize they can't
count on timely action from our eject-
ed state lawmakers.

We think state Rep. Nancy Cassis, R-
Novi, summed the situation up best.

“Schools could start planning right
now for the year 1999-2000 because
they would have that money guaran-
teed. I can't read the mind of the Sen-
ate. i hope they act on that immediate-
ly because schools are waiting {0 make
fiscal decisions. We were proposing
more money, and guaranteed money.
See what happens in an ¢lection year,
the last day of session at 12:30 in the
morning?”

What indeed? .

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Curling has
evolved from a lil-
tle-known sport
played in cold cli-
maies only to an
Olympic event. It is
an ancient game,
played on the ice,
thal originated in
Scolland in the
16th century.

The game is
played using heavy
slones which are
hurled by hand
along a smooth stretch of ice. A player
delivers two stones, alternately with his
opponent, from one end of the playing
arca o the target, about 42 yards away.
The delivery of 16 stones by both teams
completes the end.

The team that places a stone closest to
the target wins. Sweeping the ice with
hrooms helps create a smoother surface as
well as more friction, making it easier for
the stone to slide.

Curling began in the United States right
here in Michigan. The first club i the U.5.
was the Orchard Lake Curling Club, orga-
nized around 1832. The members of this
club used hickory blocks for "stones.”

A few years later, other clubs were
formed in Detroit and by 1885, they all

merged to hecome the Detroit Curling
Club, ihe oldest private club in Michigan.

The club moved from its Detroil localion
near today's Wayne Slate Universily cam-
pus, to Wesl Bloomfield in 1980. That
building was recently sold and they are
searching for a new home, The Detroit
Curling Club currently plays "home”
games in Windsor.

While today's games are usually played
in indoor ice arenas from November-
March, the games played in Detreit in the
19th century were, by necessity. played on
frozen rivers and depended solely on the
weather.

Curling, while a popular game, was slow
to gain recognition. The Detroit Free Press
in the late 1800s described it as “a capital
game,” but ene “which the lovers of sports
on the ice in this country have nol yel
learned to appreciate. [t lakes but a brief
experience to make one an admirer of this
rare fun.”

Though Detroiters participated in the
sport with great enthusiasm, the sport
was - and is - more a Canadian past-time
{han an American one. There are, however,
a number of clubs in various stales, par-
ticularly Wisconsin, North Dakota and
Minnesota, besides Michigan, Many
Northville residents are members of the
Detroit Curling Club, including its past
president Linda Handyside.

* Maintaln wise eating and drinking tiabils.
Conlaminated food and beverages are comnion
sources of a variety of infectious and diseases
but you can aveid most by taking a few precau-
tions, For example, drink beverages made with
botled waler [such as tea ar coflee); canned or
Lottled carbonated beverages such as bottled
water and sofl drinks: and beer and wine. Wipe
wel cans or botlle clean before drinking rom
them. Den'l use tap water to brush your teeth,
Steer clear of salads or any uncooked vegetable,
milk and milk products, fish and shellfish, Al
raw food should be viewed as possible contami-
nated.

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From Elvis to Sagon — what happened?

Looking back, the 50s {s considered a
decade of prosperity and tranquitity,
while the 60s is known as a time of
revelt and upheaval,

But a Wayne State Unlversity historian
caullons agalnst stercotyping efiher era.

While many people agreed with a pop-
ular Republican slogan of the 50s that
clafmed ‘everything is hooming except
the guns,” others didn't, and thelr unrest
hrewed until efrcumstances brought
(hent to the surface in the next decade.

“The 50s was a time of great prosperity
and consumer spending. Inflation rates
were low, and despite a couple reces-
sions, the cconomy did very nicely,” sald
Alan Raucher, a Distory professor af
Wayne State,

“More than hall the population owned
their own homes by 1960. Before World
War [§ that was only a dream.” Raucher
said.

As government subsidies allowed
many of America's 11 willion World War
I veterans to buy homes and attend uni-
versities, the year 1950 marked the first
decline of population in America’s citivs,

More and more people houghl houses
In the suburhs, which lhey proceeded to
equip with appliances never hefore avail-
ahle Lo the average person.

"For many people, the 30s were a lime
of prosperity, but vou also have 1o keep
in mind not everyone was altluent, not
everyone was living in the suburbs, Not
everyone was white,”

The discontent of the minortty popula-
tion bhecame apparent through the civil
rights movement that hegan in the 50s,
Schools were desegregated during the
cra, which also set the stage for raclal
clashes.

Also, In the wake of the unpopular
Kerean War, which kicked off the decade
from 1950-53, came the Red Srare and
the fecling that the Soviet Unlon was
threatening 1o exceed the success of Lthe
United Slates.

To counleract that, the U.5. govern-
ment poured money into stience
research, constructien and the highway
system,

As concern aboul the public schaol
system deepened, the government also
helped (o fund new buildings and the
hiring of more teachers.

"By 1957 the counlry was al peace,
the Korean War had ended, the Red
Scare was over, the Soviets had
launched Sputnik. There was a lot of
soul searching by various leaders that
somehow we were {alling behind,”
Raucher said.

One major turning point in American
culture came with the prolileration of TV,

Although it had been invented before
WWIil, TV became a commeon appliance
In 1949-50.

In one sense, television led lo the
homogenization of America that crops up
in the nostalgia people have for the
decade. At the same Hme suburbia
bridged the gap between city and rural
life, lelevision bridged the differences
between regions In the country,

But it alse brought the world Into
everyone's living room for the first time.

"One of the things thal changed as a
result was nol only did 1t carry enter-
tainment but news,” Raucher said.
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He may have been “The King" — and in the minds of many, still is — but Elvis Presley’s “LLove Me Tender” soon
needed to make way for the likes of Creedence Clearwater Revival, Jimi Hendrix and Janis Joplin while America’s
musical interests shifted from one of fun to appeals to the soclal consclence.,

The overpewering stench of coconut
vil. Coppertone fans, without a
theught of melanoma.

AIDS-[ree teen sex. Souped-up hot
rads, beer and no MADD or DARE
putting a damper on things, just Mom
and Dad.

All glorified forever in the world of
early 1960s heach music and movies.

For a gencration born in the 1940s,
the surfer lifestyle was the allainable
dream, even [or these stuck in north-
ern ¢limes, far fram Malibu Beach and
Santa Manica.

The movies came {irst, beginning in
1959 with "Gldgel,” starring Sandra
Dee and James Darren.

In the lockerroom showers afier high
school foothall practices al Emerson
High in West Los Angeles, Jan Berry
and Dean Torrance discavered they
could sing.

In 1958, they had their first hit,
“Jennie Lee,” written in honor of a
local stripper.

By 1962, the Beach Bays were on
the charts with "Surfin’™ and "Surfin’
Safari.”

The Beach Boys as a droup was
launched when the Wilson brothers’
parents went on vacatlon to Mexico
and the beys, with a friend and
causin, rented instruments and start-
ed jamming In the living room.

At first they called themselves The
Pendletones, after the heavy plaid
shirts favored by surfers.

As the Beach Boys, their first pubtic
appearance was in 1961 at the Ritchie
Valens Memorial Conecert in Long
Beach. And out with the 1950s music
and in.withthe 1960s.

Both the Beach Boys and Jan and
Dean worked together, until the exec-
utiwes at their recerd companies
squashed that. Dean sang lead on
Beach Boys “Barbara Ann." a hit sin-
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gle In 1968.

As far as hitting the beaches at the
cinema, Yveite Mimieux, Connie Fran-
cis and George Hamilton beal Anneite
Furicello and Frankle Avalon there.

But the band of movie coeds in the
1960s “Where The Boys Are” was
headed for Fort Lauderdale, not Cali-
fornia. Next time the movic comes
around on cable TV, pay attention to
the pre-spring break campus scenes.
They were [timed at Michigan State
Universlty.

Movie executives realized the sea-
side was a hot and sandy commotdity
and in 1963, "Beach Party” kicked off
a series of drive-in movle hits for
Annette Funicello and Frankie Avalon.

Annelte, of course, had already been
a hit on the late 1930s children's TV
program. "The Micky Mouse Club.” but
it wasn't her ears teen-aged hoys
admired her for in the beach mavies.

Frankie bad a string of hits in the
1950s, including “De De Dinah” and
“Venus.”

A ey component of the Frankie and
Annette beach movies was that the
females be shorl and blonde, to show
aff tiny brunette Annette.

In “Beach Party,” Annette of course
needs 1o make Frankie jealous, se she
hooks up with a college professor who
is making a study of teen sex habits,
There's the had guy on a motorcycle,
Eric Von Zipper as portrayed by Har-
vey Lembeck. And a cameo appear-
ance by Vincent Price as "Big Daddy.”

For Funicello, 1965 was a blg vear.
[Nat only did her movie “The Monkey's
Uncle,” come cut, with the tlle song
sung by the Beach Boys and Annette,
but she married and retired at age 23.

She remained a homemaker until
she heard the siren song of Skippy
peanut butter and hecame Lhe
spokesperson for the producl in the
1970s.
