The Novi City Counc i l voted 
down a proposal Monday night to 
p u t a $65 m i l l i on road bond 
request on the November election 
ballot. 

A majority of the council voted 
to drop the proposal after Ed 
Kriewall, Novi city manager, said 
the city was not ready for the pro­
posal in November. 

I Novi's police building 
will be a subject of a 
November election ques­
tion. The Story appears on 
page 14A. 

"Admin i s t r a t i ve l y , we are 

uncomfortable with pu l l ing forth 
the current road bond proposal. 
From the community standpoint, 
it is going to be hard to sell to vot­
ers," he said. 

Kriewall said he feels the pro­
posal creates too large of a bur­
den on the local taxpayers. 

Instead of using such a large 
amount of local taxpayers' money 
for the road improvements, he 
suggested the city may be able to 

receive more f und ing f rom the 
slate and county governments. 

An increase in funding nlay be 
a resul t of the current election 
year, tha t has seen a h igh 
amount of attention being placed 
on Michigan road conditions, 

"We need to pace improvements 
lo take advantage of future state 
and county funding," he said.

"My service Is not 
i^oiiij.; to j!et lliem out of bills they're res|)oiisil)le for, 
Ihal's not whal we're here for. lJut I don't have to find 
Ihiiif^s that jireii'l Ihen-." 

Take for e.xaiiiple Ihe tiuu' a hospital videotaped a 
proeedurc for iii-lioiise ediieatiotial purposes and 
then ebarfjed Ihe paliei i t a fee, even though the 
palk'iil wasn't even aware of Ihe recording. 

Or the lime Liikasiak found that 818,000 of a 
$128,000 iiiedieiil hill eaiiie from "staekliig" fees. 

In that ease, the patient was charged Si,800 for 
each night in Ihe intensive care unit as opposed to 
$800 a night lor a bed In the regular unit. The charge 
was presiimahly higher because of all the ser\ices 
provided in Ihe iCL). 

Yel when Ltikas took a closer look, she found that 
all of the services that .should have been included 
were ".siaeked" on in addition ofthe room fee, 

"What do yon get I'or the e,\tra money? Special 
eqiil|)nieiil, oiie-on-one nursing care, but the hospi­
tal ehaiged eveiytliing on top ofthe room rate." 

Still, l.ukaslak said some errors are in the patient's 
favor. 

"Don't get me wrong, there arc overcharges and 
nndcrehargcs. Those eiTors are also made, but I feel 
hospitals need to learn to contain their costs instead 
of passing them on to the consumer," Lukaslak said, 
"I also say with total respect for the health care 
provider th(>y need to get paid for what they do and 
the sen'ices they provicle," 

She can see iMth sides of the problem because of 
her 20-year background in nursing, which gives her 
resjiect for the fieallh care system and allows her to 
understand that hospitals need to recover money 
they lose in waste and on indigents. 

But she doesn't think il should be at the expense 
ofthe patients. 

Al lhough other audit ing companies may provide 
similar ser\'iees, she said she is the perfect person to 
do the Job becau.se she understands the true eosts of 
medieal eare and can spot red Hags in bil ls If the 
ileiiiized IrealmenI doesn't fit the Illness. 

Wi lh contracted employees. The Lukas Group 
serulinizcs bills line-by-line and goes one step fur­
ther. If an bi l l contains a blanket heading like "sterile 
supplies" or "pharmaceuticals," they'll request item­
ized lists. 

During 16 years as an UN at St, Joseph's flospltal 
in Ann Arbor, Lukaslak said she always tried to take 
her Job further by learning new skills. She served in 
virtually every capacity as a nurse there, than moved 
on to be a medical legal consul tant , lending her 
insider's viewpoint to medical record reviews for

malpractice cases. 
In 1994, Lukaslak began working as a controller 

auditing bills to .save money for a hospital. 
"1 quickly realized I was finding all these .over­

charges and wanted to do it from the consumer side," 
Lukasiak said. "I didn't want lo feel like 1 was getting 
pushed into the wall to generate more revenue for 
the hospital." 

Soon al'ter. she began her conlpaily out of an office 
at her Seven Mile Itoad home, only lo he stalled by 
grief over the death of her brother Phil, who had a 
sudden heart attack at age 47. 

In an Irony that would further spur her business 
quest, his widow received a bil l for the removal of 
organs Phil had donated. 

"They tried to bil l her, which Is not appropriate," 
Lukasiak said. 

Although the death derailed her business plans for 
a while, she's back In business and on the verge of 
landing major accounts with corporations that wish 
to save money as they independently insure their 

employees. 
In addition to the personal satisfaction she receives 

kcejiing health care providers on their toes, .she said 
she hasn't received one negative commenl regarding 
her venture. 

On the contraiy, she said, people seem relieved to 
turn Iheir medical bills over to her 

One man called to ask her i f she would simjily 
organize years worth of doctor bills. Diagnosed wifl i a 
chronic illness and constantly in pain, he had tossed 
them all into a box, unopened. 

"lie was Just so overwhelmed wi th his illness he 
coukln't deal with it." she said. 

In fact, so many emotions are tied up with medieal 
issues, nuances often lead quickly to frustration. 

"By .virtue of dealing with the fear of being i l l , look-, 
ing at your own mortality and so many,; emotionai 
things, in addition it's costly. Then for it become a 
lolal maze, it 's such a prevailing exasperation Ibr 
everyone because of all those issues," she said.

A change in the state law in 
March is forcing a change in where 
people who live in five of Novi's 17 
prec inc ts w i l l vote d u r i n g the 
August 4 pr imary, as well as at 
future elections. 

Like eveiything else in Novi, the 
number of registered voters has 
grown, now reaching the 33,000 
mark. More voters nleans more 
voting machines and less room in 
some poll locations.

One minute Waterford resident 
Daniel Thomas Olson, 30 , was 
swimming alongside a raft In Kent' 
l.akc on Salurday, and l l ie next 
thing, he was gone. 

J u s t over two hou rs la icr , 
rangers at Kensington Metropaik 
near Milford and county dive team 
members found Olson floating at 
the bottom of nine feel of water 
near where he had disappeared, 
which was about 1 .'iO yards aw;iv 
from the boat launch, 'i l ls diowii-
ing is the only one this year at 
Kensington, which has i i t had a 
drowning for a couple of years. 

Kensington Mctropark Supervi­
sor Dick Schafer said they are 
hoping to have autopsy resul ts 
from the Oakland County Medical 
Examiner's office by the end of this 

week, wh ich should reveal the 
cause ol dcalli. 

Sc l ia lcr .said that whatever 
iiiiiilit have ciiiiscd Olson to drown 
K siill nol known. 

Al ihough he staled OLson and 
his l i iciid had been driiiklng prior 
In I Hilling to ihc park, Ihey do not 
know il this was a factor in caus­
ing llic drowning, wliich occurred 
around p.m.

S d i a l c r sa id Olson and his 
lileiid. Allen Park resldenl Michael 
Dee. had launched Ihelr twn-
pcrsoii blow l ip raft and gone oul 
about 1.50 yards into Kent Lake 
when the moto r started g iv ing 
tl icii i problems. The friends had 
taken oul the boat to lest the new 
motor. 

Scliah-r said Ihey moved the 

boat over a sandbar to work on the 
motor, and soon discovered the 
raft was leak ing air. Since Dee 
wasn't comfo r tab le sw imming 
back, Schafer said llial Dec stayed 
inside the boat and began pad­
dling back to shore. Meanwhile, 
Olson, who was a certihed diver, 
began swiii inli i ig the 150 yards to 
shore alongside the rail. 

Schafer said several boaters did 
stop by and offered assistance lo 
the two n ie i l , but Ihe Iwo said 
eveiythiiig was OK. 

When Dee d idn ' t sec Olson 
sw imming next to the raf t , he 
iininedlately began screaming I'or 
help. Schafer said the Mctropark 
boat patrol arr ived on the scene 
within a minute. 

Mc t ropa rk l i fe guards , park 

rangers and Livingston County 
and Oak land County dive leanl 
iiiciiibers assisted wilh the search, 
and at one point. Iherc were hve 
boats patrollim; the lake in search 
of Olson. 

A medical lielicopler crew from 
the Universi ty of Michigan also 
Ilew over the lake lo sec If il could 
spot anyone. 

At about 9:10 p.m., .Schafer .said 
that Ol.son's Ipofly was found in 
roughly nine feel of water, close lo 
where he was last seen. 

The Sou th Lyon City Fire 
Departinciit, l lartlaiid Fire Depart-
nicnt. Green Oak Township Fire 
Departiiient and Livingston Coun­
ty Ambulance also arrived at the 
scene to offer assistance.

She described Ihem ;is a lieagle 
and a black sheiilierd-lype mix. 

"All ind iea l ions point in lha l 
direction because the dogs were 
seen in that area that evening," 
Lucas sa id , "My own coi i iu ion 
sense is that coyotes would nol kill 
four grown sheep. None of Ihem 
were chewed upon at all. They JusI 
had their necks fiitten so Ihey iiled 
lo death." 

Eour years ago, Lucas moved lo 
Northvi l le Township from Royal 
Oak to enjoy the benefits of having 
a mu l t i p le acre parcel of land 
abutting Maybui-y Stale I'ark. 

Part of that meant being able lo 
have Ihe sheep as pels I'or her chil­
dren Alison, 11 and Joseph, 8. 

Once a year, her husband David 
would shear Ihem and Lucas 
would spin the wool into hats and 
sweaters Ibr Ihe family. 

"it was a l i festyle choice, it 's 
partly why we nloved here so this 
is very upsetting beeau.se il looks 
like we can't have sheep." Lucas 
said. 

Ironically, Lucas had recently 
fenced In the pasture and bouglll 

Max lo pnitcel the sheep because 
after other l i\ 'estock ki l l ings led 
licr lo believe llicy were in danger. 

Ill the |)asl yeai'. piilirc lilaiiicil 
dogs i l l Ihe deaths of Iwo deer 
I'oiiiid on her street. 

Al Ma \b i i r y .Slale Park, Ihrec 
prcguanl ewes, t l i ree hi i i ibs. a 
goat, ducks and geese were aiiioiig 
livestock killed in three iiicideiils 
over the past year, with Hie latcsl 
l iappei i ing about a inoi i l l i ago, 
accDrilliig to park manager Gary 
I'ischcr. 

Six pigs were lu l led oH i ieck 
Road and two sheep were found 
killed oil Wixom Koad last sti in-
iiier. 

It's a s i r i ng of an imal deaths 
that Dcpi i ly Jerry McNair ol ll ic 
Oaklaud (,'oiiiily /Xiiimal l .oi i l rol 
has been keeping a close eye on. 

lie said all l ioiigli Ihe Lucas inci­
dent doesn't fall under his Jiiris-
dictioii. the ov.Miers of tlie aenised 
dogs do. 

McNair did not release Hie dog 
owners' uaiues. 

"•fills isn't the first killing in this 
particular area. These people are 
being accused every lime a killing 
has taken place." McNair said. 

Hil l under s l a te law, animal 
control must see Hie killings take 
place or come across Ihc stray 
dogs il l order lo pi(4\ llieiii up. 

Tlieu, the owners would appear 
in cDurl, where a Judge may order 
Ihem to restrain the dogs or have 
them pil l to sleep. 

"1 haven' t seen any sheep 
kill ings," McNair .said. "What I've 
done so far, I've talked to the own­
ers thai were accused in this ca.se. 
'I'liey denied i l . " 

Animal Goii lrol officials said it 
isn't imci i innion lo pick up stray 
dogs Iwo miles hoi i i their hoiiies. 
Tlicy also said in many cases, vio 
lent dogs move alone or in pairs,

"H's normal Ibr a pack of dogs ic 
ki l l sheep, rabb i ts or any olhci 
an imals Ihey can f i nd , " C.caki 
said. "1 Ihink it's natural lor cer­
tain breeds more than others lo 
l i i i i i l . Certainly it's because they're 
allowed lo roam ami do what they 
please. It's hard lo catch dogs liki 
this. They're very elusive. I think 
they know lliey're doing wrong."

S t u d e n t s l e a r n S a f e t y T o w n l e s s o n s

A group of youngsters recently 
learnctl some iniporlanl lessons in 
ge l l i ng along In Ihe world a l a 
series of two-wcek-long seminars 
held at Cooke Middle School. 

In l l ' s 15th year, the "Safety 
Tr)wn" program taught more lhan 
200 children who will start Kinder-
garlen this fall all they needed to 
know about staying safe dur ing 
their first ventures away from Ihelr 
parents. 

"It's a national program that we 
take part in and we use a lot of 
local parlicipanls to help teach les­
sons," said Trad Sincock, director 
of the Northville Parks and Recre­
ation department, which sponsors 
the event. 

"Safely lessons of all kinds are 
really valualMe." 

So is Ihe classroom experience. 
The four and five-year-olds sal 

and listened lo short ledi i res by 
visiting police officers, fire lighters. 
Red Cross volunteers and Detroit 
Edison employees l.ouie the Light­
n ing Bug even paid a visi l w i lh 
Detro i t IJdison folks lo discuss 
electricity and power line safely. 

"Teachers say Ihey can tell the 
difference In kids whether they've 
been in Safety Town or not," Sin-
cock said. 

But the lessons are punctuated 
with activities as well. From sitting 
atop a fire engine lo r id ing Big 
Wheels tlvfougll obstacle courses 
complete with slop signs, traffic 
l ights and storefronts, the kids 

were far from bored. 
They learned such things as fire 

prevention, stranger danger, bike 
.safety and what lo do if they were 
losl. 

"You have to stand In line to gel 
into this program," said parent vol­
unteer Jeannlne MakowskI, whose 
son Brian was in the session, 

A lavorite activity was boarding 
a real school bus and traveling to 

another elementary school. 
'They learn proper bus etiquette 

and behavior so there's a little less 
fear on the f i rst day of school," 
Sincock said, 'The beaiily of tills 
program is that so many people In 
the community are Involved, The 
kids learn how to approach people 
in a u t h o r i t y and learn rea l ly 
important life safety lessons."

Chort, Director of the Environment 
for Husky, 

Husky owns 25 acres of property 
on the soulh side of IVelve Mile 
Road between Beck and Novl roads 
and plans for a 60,000- lo 70,000-
sc|uare-foot facility, with tfie possi-
hllity for expansion. Husky wants 
to move quickly through the devel­
opment process, hoping lo break 
ground before October and finish 
up by Apri l . 

McLallen pointed out the city 
st i l l faces a hurd le In br ing ing 
Husky to Novl, TTie recenlly adopt­
ed OST ordinance does not allow 
building height llexibillty and thus 
the 60-foot-hlgh bui ld ing Husky 
needs would not meet the criteria 
of the ordinance.

The large, warehouse looking 
bu i ld ings where machines and 
robot ics h u m w l l h act iv i ty are 
clean and co lor fu l . Most of the 
machines run on their own from 
computer programs so there are 
more machines than people in 
some places. 

All the cooling waters and waste 
from the machines are carr ied 
away in overhead ductwork or 
underground channels and recy­
cled. 

While the chi ld care won't be 
part of the Novl campus, the rest 
of the environmental features are 
intended lo be used in some way 
or fo rm when the center lakes 
shape. 

A rch i t ec t Bruce Johnson of 
Campbell Manix was along for the 
tour, taking notes and snapping 
pholos in preparation of the Novi 
center design. He called the Bolton 
location a high qual i ty piece of 
work. 

Officials on the tour agreed. 
"it's clean and environmenlally 

good," said Churella. 
"The nice thing is we would wind 

up with a nice research and (level-
opmenl facil i ty in the city," said 
Counc i lman Ed Kramer. "It 's a 
d i rect resu l t of a lot of people 
working on the ordinance."

The next time you turn open a 
20 ounce ho l t l e of pop, t h i nk 
about where i l comes from. Most 
likely, it started wit l l Husky Injec­
tion Molding Systems, based in 
Bolton, Ontario. 

Husky is one of the leaders in 
plastics manul'actiirlng machineiy, 
mak ing the fu l l y -au toma ted 
machines that make the preformed 
plastic casls that are later blown 
out in the forms of pop bottles, 
buckets and even deli containers. 
The Husky ii iachiiies are sold lo 
other illastics manufacturers that 

use them to create test lube-like 
plastic forms. The forms are then 
used on otl ier Husky i i iacl i i i les 
and blown out into the product 
mold. 

With the proposed Novl lechiiical 
ceiller on 'l\vclvc Mile west of Novl 
Road, Husky plans lo move Into 
the atitomollvc indusliy by creat­
ing new machinery lo biiiki plastic 
frames for l l i i r d world a i i lomo-
b l l c s . I ' last ics are more 
lighfweigllt, cosl effective and fuel 
e f f i c ien t , accord ing lo T re fo r 
Jones, Willi Husky's Troy office. 

Jones said the Chiysler Corpo­
ration will partner wilh Husky and 

bring in a team of experts lo help 
with the research, development 
and testing of the machines. The 
iiiacliincs will be built in Novi, and 
shijiped along the adjacent ra i l ­
road system to plants where they 
wil l be used in product ion. The 
Novi center will also hou.se trainillg 
facilities for customers who pur­
chase the equipment. 

Husky employs 2,500 people 
worldwide and has $700 mi l l ion 
dollars in sales. Main campuses 
exist in Bolton, Ontario; Mi l ton, 
Vermont; and Dudelange, Luxem­
bourg. There are 33 other seiVice 
offices in 25 countries. 

The company hopes to grow wilh 
a $180 million expansion plan. 

Husky was founded in 1958 by 
CEO Robert Schad . From i l ls 
Toronto garage, Schad buil t Hie 
Huskymobile, a snowmobile lha l 
worked better on asphalt than on 
snow. Bu l l h a l d idn ' t deter the 
man who went on to create one of 
leading companies in business. 
His focus on employee benefits, 
recyc l ing and ecology earned 
Husky the 1994 Lieutenant Gover­
nor's Conservation Award. Z

A key official at Oakland Com­

m u n i t y College has s ta r t ed a 
hunger s t r ike to protest lack of 
progress in OCC's bargaining with 
his union. Teamsters Local 214. 

"I wasn ' t a Teamster when I 
came here two years ago. I was 
made a Tealnsler," Patrick Kopy-
tek, director of physical facilities, 
told the board at the end of its 
July 20 meeting. 

He faulted the college for not liv­
ing up to i ts ideals of "shared 
responsibility" and "open commu­
nicat ions" and left the room as 
soon as the meeting ended. While 
both sides have made l i t t le com­
ment abou t ac tua l b a r g a i n i n g 
issues, it 's known that employee 
contributions to health Insurance 
are a major stumbling block. 

Kopytek supervises the letting of 
contracts and work on OCC's five 
campuses. His area gets much of 
the $35 mi l l ion per year in new 
property tax revenue approved in 
1995 by voters. He is a profession­
al engineer with degrees mechani­
cal eng ineer ing and i n d u s t r i a l 
management . Board members 
have expressed high confidence in 
his worli. 

Board members seemed sur­
prised at Kopylek's remark but 
said nothing during the meeting. 
Afterwards, newly elected board 
chair Carol Crew of Waterford said, 
'That's his decision. I'm not going 
to be responsible for the conse­
quences of his decision." 

"He's se r i ous , " said George 
Mergner, d i rec to r of campuses 
services at Orchard Ridge and 

spokesman for the Teamsters unit. 
A college official who asked not 

to be named said Kopytek, con­
sp icuous ly overweight, may be 
"ki l l ing two birds with one stone" 
with a hunger strike. 

The Teamsters represent about 
113 administrative and managerial 
employees, including deans, pro­
fessionals, enrollment and recruit­
ing personnel. The union won a 
representat ion election early in 
1996. 

For months, the union has criti­
cized the OCC administration for 
slowness on reaching a new con­
tract, complaining there has been 
no pay raise since July of 1995. 

The un i t recertified the Team­
sters in a June 30 election, 72-25, 
with 101 members voting. 

The hunger st r ike is a some­
times effective, sometimes not, 
method of sending authorit ies a 
message, Britain's militant suffra­
gette Emmeline Pankhurst (1858-
1928) was force- fed du r i ng a 
prison hunger strike. Mohandas K, 
Gandh i (1869-1948) , Ind ia 's 
nat ional is t and spir i tual leader, 
used it as a method of civil disobe­
dience against the Brit ish and to 
secure civil rights for those of low 
caste. In the 1980s, Irish prisoners 
starved themselves to death with­
out persuading Great Bri tain lo 
change its policies toward unifying 
Ireland. 

Mergner sa id the Teamsters 
members are f rustrated at "low 
morale, time wasted and efficiency 
clouded by this 2 1/2 year under­
taking to reach an agreement. Cer­

tainly we as an insti tut ion would 
be much better off with a collective 
approach lo problem solving and 
with a more positive image." 

Chancellor Richard T'. 'i'hoiiipson 
said the parlies on Aug. 24 would 
meet lo set up cond i t i ons I'or 
factfinding. 

BOARD ELECTS 

The OCC board elected Crew lo 
chair the board, Jeanne 'i'owar of 
Royal Oak lo be vice chair and 
Pamala Davis of Clawson as secre­
tary, all on the motions of Sandra 
Ritter of Waterford. 'i'erms are two 
years. 

The votes were 4-2 wilh Anne V. 
Scott of Royal Oak and Janice 
Simmons of Rochesler Hills dis­
senting without explanation. Davis 

arrived after the vote. 
Siminons was ousted as chair in 

1995 when the board ma jo r i t y 
fired Pat.sy Calkins as chancellor. 
Scott has eonslslently voted w i lh 
her. 

T'owar wondered aloud wllether 
the board even needed lo elect offi­
cers, citing the University of Michi­
gan where Ihe board of regents 
operates without officers. 

"We're governed by the Michigan 
Community College Act," replied 
Scott, who accepted the appoint­
ment as paii lai i iei i lai iai i.

We commenc] the city for working 
with tlic coiTipany ancl Its new joint 
vcntiirc partner the Chrysler Corpora-
lioll for bringing a new technical cen­
ter proposal to Novl. 

After talking for so long about the 
need for high tech and research and 
dcvclopilicnt firms to diversify Novi's 
lax base we're happy to see that 
results are beginning to show.

Our pick: Bill Bullard over 
Dobb, with reservations 
'IVo years ago wc had little doubt 

that Willis Bullard would be a success­
ful state senator i-epresenting the 15th 
Senate District, and after observing his 
first term we're fairly certain he'll con­
tinue that pattern. 

That is why we're again urging voters 
to select Willis Bullard at the polls 
Aug. 4. 

Bullard faces current state Repre­
sentative Barbara Dobb in the Repub­
lican primary for the senate seat. 
Blillard defeated Dobb in a special pri­
mary election in May, 1996 to replace 
former state Senator David Honigman, 
who resigned his post due to health 
pi'oblems. 

As was the case two years ago 
Bul lard has more experience than 
Dobb. He started out in local politics, 
serving as a Highland Township 
trustee from 1979-80, He then became 
township supervisor from 1980-82. He 
took office il l the state House in 1982. 
and served there for seven terms. 

Bullard's legislative experience is 
particularly noteworthy. He has served 
on the powerful House Taxation Com­
mittee in almost every conceivable 
position. 

As a f i rst term senator Bul lard 
served as vice-chair of the Senate 
Finailce Committee, sponsoring sever­
al pieces of legislation to cut taxes. 

His House and Senate experience 
gives him great insight into the com­
mittee system in Lansing, which is 
where the real nitty-gritty of crafting 
state law takes place. We've also found 

Bullard to be responsive and accessi­
ble to his constituents, which is a tî ait 
we look for in all lawillakcl-s. 

There is, however, a dal"k bleiilish on 
his othei"wise above-average record, 
and it is one that causes us great con­
cern. Since his election to the state 
House of Representatives. Bullaixl has 
sponsored or supported legislation 
that would weaken the Freedom of 
Information Act, thereby cutting olT 
public access to some government 
records. As protectors of open and 
honest governlllent this newspaper 
cannot, in good coilscience, condone 
Bullard's atteillpts to liiilit the public's 
access to infornlatioil. We have cited 
that complaint in the past, and were 
he running against a stroiiger FJepubli-
can candidate we might not be so 
quick to endorse hiin for that veiy rea­
son. 

But Bullard is ilot iiinning against a 
strong candidate. Barbai'a Dobb is a 

. l ukewar iT i legislator at best, and her 
views on issues seelll somewhat vague. 
Just as in her last attenipt to secure 
the approval of voters for this senate 
seat, Dobb does not display the real 
leadership qualities or expeiience vot­
ers are looking for. 

Bullard. however, does possess the 
experience and leadership qualities the 
communities of the 15th state senate 
district need. Votel-s would be best 
se rved by selecting Willis Bullard as 
the Republican noiriinee fo r the 15th 
District Senate seat Aug. 4.

Thursday, July 23,1998 - THE NOVI NEWS - 19A 

It was 30 years 
ago, when the 
ashes of the riots in 
Detroit were still 
smoldering and 
people were still 
looking at each 
other in shock, that 
1 first started hear­
ing the ruillors. 

There was this 
Catholic priest, pre­
maturely gray but 
with fire in his eyes 
and quicksilver on 

his tongue. And there was his sidekick, a 
soll-spoken woman who seemed much, 
nluell bigger than her 5-fect-4 when she 
slarled organizing tilings. 

Together Ihey were supposed lo be doing 
soilielhiilg to rebuild a city that the riots 
had revealed as a hollow shell. Doing 
something lo bring the races together. It 
had an odd naille and odder punctuation. 

I had just slarled the company tllat 
owns this newspaper, an(l even IVom a 
suburban perspective, I was horrified and 
dismayed al what was happelling to a 
onee-greal city. So it was oilly logical a lit­
tle later on thai 1 should sit down with 
I'-.alller Williaill Cunningham and Eleanor 
Josaitis lo talk about what they were 
doing at Focus:HOPE, 

In the beginning, Focus:HOPE was little 
more lhan its logo, a while hand and a 
black hand reaching out but not yet 
touching. But Father Bill and Eleanor 
soon gathered a cadre of earnest and well-
intentioned folks, attl-acted by the idea of 
doing something practical at the grass 
roots level that would provide sonle irleas-
ure ol', well, hope. 

In 1971 they established The Commodi­

ty Supilleillental Food Prograill to provide 
free nlonlhly food rations to pregnant 
wonleil, post partum mothers, children up 
lo the age of six and seniors lnore than 60. 
When 1 visited FocusiHOPE llack then, it 
was pretty scruffy but elTeclivc; lots of sur­
plus food was being gathered and dis­
tributed, efficiently and compassionately, 
to a whole lot of folks who needed it. 

Time passed. I was busy with other 
thillgs. I saw Father Bill and Eleanor fronl 
lime lo tinlc. always filled with hope and 
optilnism, always brimlning over with ilew 
projects. 13y tllcil, Bill was eertaillly the 
best salesillan in Michigan, reaping wealth 
and help from the nlighty, while Eleanor 
toiled along in the backgroulld. cleaning 
up alter the messes thai great salesmen 
always leave bchilld. 

And then Ihe (lay came when I was solv­
ing as chair of the Michigan Job Training 
Coor(iinating Council and tlyiilg to design 
a job training systcln lhat would provide 
Michigan workers with the skills and pro­
ductivity to get and keep good-paying jobs. 
We had given some grants to Focusd-IOPE, 
and I thought I'd better go down to their 
headquarters to have a look at what they 
were doing with our nloney. 

1 never will foi-get the shock of walking 
into the conlplex Father Bill and Eleanor 
had built. The FocusdtoPE I remeinbered 
was, well, small an(l very low budget, filled 
with lots of hand-me-downs. The 
Focus:HOPE lhat 1 entered was lllodern, 
high-tech, lime green and gl-ay, colnplete 
with new machine tools and computers 
and classrooms and filled with earnest 
young men and women. 

Today Machinist Tl-ainillg Institute pro­
vides up-to-date tralnlng in precision 
machining and lrlctal working for more 
than 300 students. Since it was started in 

1981, it has a 100 percent placeillent 
i-ecord for the lnore than 1,500 gl-aduatcs 
whose skills are in short supply in area 
businesses. 

And today's Focus: HOPE has a bewilder­
ing variety of offerings ranging from the 
Center for Advanced Technologies (grant­
ing accredited degrees in manufacturing 
engineering and technology) to First Step 
(a four week program upgrading math, 
communications and conlputer skills) so 
graduates can enter Fast Track (to prepai-e 
students to enter the Machinist Training 
Institute). 

Today's Focus:HOPE is big business, 
with a $62.5 million budget, around one 
inilllon square feet of space on 40 aci'es. 
786 staff colleagues and 49,000 volun­
teers, participants and contributors. 

Blil last year, Father Bill Cunninghairl 
died of calicer, and a tornado roared down 
Oakland Boulevard, ripping a chunk out 
of the Focus:HOPE campus. Eleallor 
Josaitis stepped forward into big shoes 
and started filling big holes.

Big districts versus small districts 
The latest claptrap 

emanating from the 
right wing of the State 
Board of Education 
has to do with big 
school districts ver­
sus small schools. 
The rationalization 
(it's not reasoning) 
goes like this: 

The poorest MEAP 
scores come from the 
biggest school dis­
tricts. 

The smallest 
schools are public 

school academies, alias "charter schools." 
The way to raise educational proficiency is to 

charter more little academies that are close to 
the parents, the way rural schools were organ­
ized in our idyllic past. 

Ideologically, it's great, as long as you don't 
let facts get in the way. 

But let us consider some of the facts from 
this spring's eighth grade science tests. We'll 
one county at a time. 

• Wayne. Detroit's 9,549 eighth graders 
scored 9.9 proficient in science and 41.6 per­
cent failing ("not yet novice." in the Jargon then 
employed). In the Caesar Chavez Academy, 
with 14 tested, zero scored proficient and 64.3 
percent flunked. Meanwhile, in Livonia - sec­
ond largest district in the county and one of the 
10 largest in the state - the 1.347 eighth 

graders scored 29.5 percent proficient with 
10.1 percent flunking. 

• Kent. Grand Rapids, with 1,395 eighth 
graders tested, is the second largest school dis­
trict in the state and the largest in Kent Coun­
ty, Its scores were 11.4 percent proficient, 37,2 
fiunking. Second largest in the county is Rock-
ford, whose 600 eighth graders scored 35,7 
percent proficient and 6,8 percent flunking. At 
the West Michigan Academy of Environmental 
Science (remember, this is science test), 28 
took the test with 7.1 percent proficient and 
42.9 percent flunking - not as good as Grand 
Rapids, far worse than Rockford. 

• Genesee. Flint, the slate' proverbial armpit, 
is third largest in the state and largest in the 
county. Its 1,339 eighth graders scored 2.1 per­
cent proficient and 57.7 percent flunking. Pret­
ty bad, so let's move to the second largest in 
the county. Grand Blanc, where 425 kids 
scored 35.1 percent proficient and 7.3 percent 
flunking. Little Westwood Heights' 67 eighth 
graders scored 3.0 and 49.3, almost as bad as 
Flint, far worse than Grand Blanc. (No charter 
school showed an eighth grade score.) 

• Washtenaw. Largest in the county and 
eighth largest in the state is Ann Arbor, with 
1,082 eighth graders who scored 40,3 percent 
proficient and 8,3 percent flunking. Smallest 
puWic school district is Manchester, with 82 
tested and scoring 40.2 and 4.9 percent, 
respectively - litUe different from Ann Arbor's. 
Central Academy, with only eight pupils, scores 
12.5 and 12.5 - too small a base for a good 

-comparison. 
• Livingston. Brighton is the county's largest 

with 485 eighth graders scoring 32.2 proficient 
and 9.9 flunking. The Livingston Academy test­
ed six pupils with 16.7 percent proficient and 
33.3 percent flunking - too small a base for a 
good comparison. 

• Macomb. UUca is the county's largest and 
the state's fourth largest with 1,811 tested, a 
proficient score of 32.2 percent and a flunk 
rate of 9.9 percent. Smallest is New Haven with 
65 students scoring 7.7 percent proficient and 
36.9 percent flunking.-

In sum, there's little evidence to support any 
ideology about big versus litUe schools. 

Keep in mind that four of the largest districts 
in Michigan aren't big-city urban schools but 
suburbans: Utica, Livonia, Plymouth-Canton 
and Wayne-Westland. 

As for charter schools, many - not all - con­
tinue to be al) embarrassment. The state 
should be thinking in terms of closing the 
many weak ones, not adding new charters. 

So what makes a school good? Back in the 
1960s, Daniel Patrick Moynihan, then 
employed by the Nixon Administration and now 
a U.S. senator from New York State, said: 
"Schools don't count. Families do." 

Backed up, I would add, by inspired teach­
ers.

The Animal Welfare Society 

in conjunction with participating veterinarians, 

offers healthy pets for adoption

It's kitten .season. 
Fronl May through September, kittens 

are comlilg into this woiid faster than they 
can he placed i l l homes. 

Even though in the last 10 years, the 
amount of unwanted aninlals went from 
14 bil l ion per year to 5 bil l ion per year, 
according lo Pete Siska of the Anlnlal Wel­
fare Society il l Madisoil Meights, the spring 
and surllnler nlonths are the busiest times 
for adoptions. 

"1 t h i nk th is summer we are gett ing 
illoi-e calls from people intei-ested in adopt­
ing, also moi-e calls for people giving thenl 
up and more people foster ing. We are 
increas ing our capacity to hang on to 
them." 

The Ail i i l lal Welfare Society was founded 
15 years ago lly a group of concerned edu-
catoi's, i i lcluding area veterinarians. 

VetSelect Ail imal Hospital of Novl is one 
of the part ic ipat ing vetei-inarlans in the 
Ail i i l lal Welfare Society program. 

VetSelect usually can accommodate one 
Ail i i l lal Welfare Society litter at a time. 

"We don l like to overload because you're 
shuf f l ing them ai^ound," said Marianne 

Hay, a l icensed veter inar ian technician 
and hosp i ta l manager. "Obviously the 
cuter ones go first." 

Kittens that aren't quite as adoptable get 
lef t and obv ious ly get o lder and then 
become even less adoptable. 

Most people seem to want to adopt a kit­
ten between six and eight weeks, accord­
ing to Hay. At 10 weeks, it is considered 
an older kit ten. 

"Some people t h i nk tha t i f they get 
something very small they can mold it lo 
the family, but each cat is different," Hay 
said. 

Sometimes Ihe kittens lha l are 18 or 21 
weeks old who have spent more lime al 
VetSelect are belter adjusted to other ani­
nlals and more social, according to Hay. 

"Things are passing by Ihem all day 
long," said Hay of the dogs l h a l have 
sniffed their cages on their way lo see Ihe 
veterinarian. 

The kittens are lei oul of the cage, which 
is kepi in the waldng room, and babied, 
talked to and handled by the staff as they 
wander around Ihe hospital. 

The kittens are nol euthanized bul are 
kepi a l the hospital unti l Ihey are adopted. 

"The first week they are here they are 
not even up for adoption because wc want 
lo make sure they arc healthy," Hay said. 

"We never adopt them o ld i f Ihey are 
unhealthy wi lh things like intestinal para­
site or ear mites. They are treated. Dis­
eases won't be present for one week to 21 
days somelimes." 

After that, they are usually adopted in 
the first 10 days lo two weeks, according 
to Hay. 

"We have a j iretly good turnover rate," 
said Hay, who has been wi th VetSelect for 
13 years. 

Adoption fees for a kitten or a cat is $45 
plus a $25 slerilizalion deposit which is 
returned upon proof of slerilizalion. 

Dogs are $60 w i l h $25 s le r i l i za l ion 
deposit. 

In addit ion, VetSelect requires a feline 
leukemia lest for $30. 

Hay tries lo llave one l i t ter of adoptable 
kittens a l a lime and ailticipales getting in 
more soon. A litter of five kittens from the 
Animal Welfare Society -- an orange tabby, 
calico, white and two brown and gi'cy tab­
bies - are up for adoption now. 

The prior litter of two kittens have been 
adopted bu l the mother Morl icia is st i l l 
wailing for a home. 

Morlicia was rescued fronl the roadside 
where she ha(l eilher been hit by a car or 
attacked by an animal. The rescuer footed 
the hospi ta l b i l l . Mor l i c ia required an 
emergency C-seclion the next day on April 
1 when she gave birl l i lo the two kittens. 

Morl icia has sonle nerve damage in her 
fronl leg. 

One breeding female can have one or 
two litters a year of between one to five kit­
tens each, according lo Hay. 

"Cats are spontaneous ovulators, so they 
can be ready anyt ime the male Is," she 
said. 'The male starts the whole process." 

There is a required adoption interview 
and questionnaire used by both VetSelect 
and the Animal Welfare Society. 

"Sometimes (the family) w i l l br ing in 
their own pels, children, and family mem­
bers (to ihe interview) lo see If this particu­
lar animal will fit," Hay said. 

"If they get (the kitten) home and have 
problems in the flrsl month, we wil l defi­
nitely take II back," she said. "If there is 
ever a medical or behavioral problem, we 
want them lo call." 

If interested In adopting a kitten or cat, 
call VetSelect Animal Hospital of Novl at 
(248) 624-1100. They also have a list of 
Animal Welfare Society participating veteri­
narians.

Residenis notice when someone 
new moves into their neighbor­
hood. 

Espec ia l l y when It is Otto 
Schoch. 

A l t h o u g h he is new lo the i r 
neighborhood, Schoch has lived 
in Northville for over six decades. 

Schoch moved in w i t h h is 
daughter and son-in-law, Eileen 
and Richard Lane in 1996. 

Besides a new neighborhood, 
the German immigrant also has a 
new lease on life. 

He's added exercise to his daily 
routine following the hip replace­
ment surgery he had In February 
1996. 

"It's for the belter. I gel loos­
ened up . You get l ied u p when 
you sit around," he said. "When 
you watch television all the time 
your brain gels numb." 

Using an exercise rubber band 
Schoch has been stretching for 
about two hours every morning 
and riding a slalionaly bicycle for 
about a year and a half now. 

"I shou ld have added l ha l a 
long l ime ago," he said. 

He also bought walk ing exer­
cise video tapes lo learn other 
things he could do. 

"People have to make the effort 
lo do lhal , " he said. 

Schoch also began cruising the 
neighborhood almost evciy after­
noon with a four-wheeled walker 
which has a bufil-in seat. 

"I can hold onto the walker and 
also do stretching exercises." he 
said. "I always had trouble wi th 
ray lov/er back." 

He's gelling lo know a lol of ll lc 
neighbors who look forward to 
greeting him. 

"Especially the youiij^er genera-
lion," he said. "Wllen you do that 
every day in a routine they gel 
curious." 

Schoch immigrated to the Unit­
ed States when he was 19 years 
old after deciding that work ing 
long hours on his parents farm in 
Germany was not for h in i . His 
father also made wagon wheels 
for other farmers. 

Schoch had four brothers, al l of 
whom died in World War 1, and 
five sisters. 

One of h is s isters l ived in 
De t ro i t and loaned h i m the 
money for transportation to the 
United Stales on an oceanliner. 

"At lha l time i l was quite a bit 
of money," he said. 

Once here, it did not take h im 
long lo f ind employment in his 

pro fess ion as a tool and die 
illaker. Although he went to night 
school to learn English, most of it 
he learned on his own. 

"When you're younger It sinks 
in better," said Schoch, who stil l 
has a thick German accent. 

T imes changed when the 
Depression came along. 

"You couldil't find a job during 
the Depression unless you knew 
sonlebody," he said. 

Schoch had already bought a 
b r a n d new Model A Ford for 
$595. 

"Sonle things you don'l forget," 
he said. "Thai was the only one 1 
had for quite a while." 

Schoch says he was l u c k y 
enough to have had a ear t h a i 
enabled hinl to find work in Ohio. 

After work ing one w in ter i n 
Toledo he re turned to De l ro i l . 
which he considered lo be h is 
home. 

"When it came time to find a 
Job i l was always in my favor," he 
said. 

Schoch re t i red f rom GM i n 
1975 where he had worked as a 
tool and die maker. 

Schoch met his wife Elinor in 
1930 wh i le s w i m m i n g i n t he 
Delroil Riven 

"She was a brunette with hazel 

brown eyes," he said. "She was 
16 when we met." 

They went together for two 
years , many t imes on doub le 
dales with Schoch's nephew and 
his g i r l f r iend, who sal in the 
rumble seal. 

"1 had the Model A Ford, which 
was a big help," he said. 

In 1932, wi th $64 in savings 
and the banks just having closed, 
Schoch and Elinor were married. 

"We had lo leave some in (the 
bank) and couldn't withdraw any 
for a couple of months when the 
stock marke t wen t down," he 
said. 

Schoch and his family moved 
lo Norlhville in 1936 where Ihey 
raised three daughters and a son. 

"When you live in a cily things 
are happening," he said. 

Elinor died In 1990. 
"If anything needed to be done 

on the Yerkes Avenue house, he 
did i l himself," said Eileen Lane. 
"He always worked seven days a 
week, 12 hours a day." 

Schoch learned how lo play 
chess when he was a schoolboy 
in Germany. He st i l l plays b u l 
finds few partners nowadays and

When the stuffy 
Covington begins to show the 
house to potential buyers, Made­
l ine masterminds a p lan , w i t h 
Pepito's help, to scare them off.

Finally, Madeline sees into the

Mayer has been a Madeline fan 
since childhood and is thril led to 
bring the Ludwig Belemans classic 
to the big screen for the first time, 

She is joined by executive pro­
ducer Stanley R. Jaffe [The Bad 
News Bears, Kramer Vs. Kramer, 
Fatal Attract ion) and producers 
Saul Cooper, Pancho Kohner, and 
Allyn Stewart (Driving Miss Daisy, 
Dangerous Liasons).

Tlie gaille of golf is not always 
easy, and i t ' s no l a lways fun 
either. 

But w i th passing experiences 
and p r a c t i c e , the spor t can 
become easier and an enjoyable 
experience each and every time 
oul. 

For a Nor lhv i l le resident and 
two friends, l inowii ig where and 
when to golf took on a new lnean-
ing. The tr io had traveled many 
miles to golf courses, only lo be 
disappointed or misled by false 
information given to them by var­
ious sources. 

So Sam Zeppa, Greg Mor r i s 
and R ichard Hyrb decided to 
make the r o u n d s to many of 
southeastern Michigan's publ ic 
golf courses, gather inforniatioi l, 
and write a book containing what 
they learned through their expe­
riences, 

"Bogey Golfer's Guide to Public 
Courses in Michigan" chronicles 
over 200 p u b l i c courses w i t h 
actual feedback from the three 
authors. Every course in the boolt 
was golfed by at least- one of the 
authors and rated according to 
bogey standards. 

The first thing we said to our­
selves was that we're not scratch 
golfers," Morris said. "All three of 
U ien joy golf i n different ways. 
I^ck golfs wi th friends, Sam likes 
to golf w i t h h is wife and I golf 
with clients quite a bit. But we all 
like to go out and just shoot." 

The three have developed a 48-
cr i ter ia sys tem and give each 
course a ra t i ng based on these 
criterion. 

"We get an actual feel for i t , " 
Zeppa, an outside technician for 
Ameritech by trade and Nortiiville 
resident for 17 years said. "We 
write up what we saw and what 
we talked to people about. We 
even c r i t i que the b a t h r o o m s . 
Basically we mark down every­
thing." 

"Sam came up wilh Ihe idea of 
porta-Johns," Morris admitted. 

The book is the th i rd edit ion 
and has increased greatly since 
their first book three years ago.

courses in 19 counties where our 
first bool( covered jus t nine coun­
ties," Zeppa said. "We're honest 
about our evaluations, but we're 
nol oul to hurt people." 

Ttlere is a four-tjall rating sys­
tem used to evaluate the courses. 

Some courses such as the 
Golden Fox in Salem Township 
and Tanglevvood i n South Lyon 
received top 10 rankings and a 
four-bal l mark. The majority of 
the courses receive three and two 
ball marks while several others 
meet one-ball standards. The less 
fortunate courses f ind themselves 
among the flying divot courses, 
those with ratings less than 60. 

The book covers courses as far 
west as Battle Creek and as far 
n o r t h as Mount Pleasant and 
Saginaw. 

There is also a bonus section of 
18 courses in northern Michigan.

1.ast week's course. Whispering 
Pines, was one of first courses 
HomeTown reporters found which 
made the golfer feel as i f he or 
she was gol f ing on the na tura l 
landscape of some of nor thern 
Michigan's best courses. 

Well it didn't take long to find 
another one. 

The iVlajestic at Lake Walden, in 
Hartland, offers golfers a variety 
of golf all w i th in the confines of 
27 holes spann ing some 1,400 
acres. 

The f i rst 18 holes su r round 
Lake Walden and give the golfer 
to exper ience h i l l y f a i rways , 
wood-l ined fa i rways and wel l -
guarded greens. The last n ine 
holes are across the road and are 
very isolated f rom one another, 
giving it an up-north feel in east­
ern Livingston County, 

T h i s was the perfect piece of 
property for a golf course," co-
owner W i l l i am Foun ta in sa id . 
Once you're ou t there on the 

course, ra re ly do you see any 
other golfers. The course is layed 
out the way it was shaped by the 
glaciers long ago." 

One would agree with the many 

undulations In the fairways and 
greens, a long w i t h the many 
pines you'll find along the course. 
For a course just four years old, 
the greens, fairways and sand 
traps are well maintained. 

"We have a great golf course 
superintendent here in Rod Wil­
son," Fountain said. "He's doing a 
tremendous job for us here." 

Wilson is not alone, the Majes­
tic has over 90 employees work­
ing hard to make it a memorable 
golfing experience for everyone. 

But the challenge and beauty 
of each of the Majesties' holes 
make the experience a memo­
rable one regardless. 

Hole number four is one of the 
more scenic holes on the course, 
and if the golfer is not careful, 
can also be a tough l i t t le par 
three. The hole hits 123 and 133 
f rom the midd le and champ i ­
onship tees, but jumps back to 

-173 from the pro tees. 
The golfer must hi t over a haz­

ard area of tall weeds and small 
trees onto a long, narrow green. 
The green is surrounded by five 
bunkers, three in the back and 
two more in the front. Because 
the hole is so short from the front 
tees, it can be easily parred if the 
golfer takes a shot at the pin. 

I n s tark contrast to n i lmber 
four, the seventh hole plays and 
incredib le 609 yards from the 
p ro fess iona l tees. A l t h o u g h 
shaight as an arrow, three shots 
may be needed for shorter hitters 
just to reach the green. From the 
middle and championship tees, 
an accurate drive is needed to 
avoid a fairway bunker on both 
sides. 

As you approach the green, 

four more b u n k e r s awa i t you 
green side, I'or long hitters, this 
hole is supreme. 

Like many beaut i fu l courses, 
llle par threes at l l ic Majestic are 
some of the besl around. Along 
wi th number four, number 12 
also adds beauty to a lough chal­
lenge. 

Golfers m u s t ca r r y a long 
swamp area 109 yards to reach 
the green area, whicl i extends up 
near 50 yards in length. A bunker 
on liie front left and trees lo the 
righl and behind the hole makes 
for an exciting adventure. Hit it 
straight, or be prepared lo p i td l . 

Ano ther g rea t example of 
Majestic's up-Nor th features is 
the par four ninth hole. This 368 
yard ( f rom Ihe c h a m p i o n s h i p 
tees) beauty has an elevated tee 
box that hits oul onto a fiat fair­
way and back up to an elevated 
green. From the tee box. Lake 
Walden can be seen behind the 
hole. For big h i t te rs , th is hole 
invites them to swing away. For 
anyone, this is a hole to behold. 

Something else you won't find 
any\vhere else is the ferry which 
taltes golfers across Lake Walden 
to the 10th tee. The f ront nine 
wraps itself halfway around the 
lake, while the middle nine holes 
winds back around. So for those 
who Start on the 10th tee, a feriy 
ride is much more appealing than 
a 20 minute dr ive th rough the 
front nine. 

"1 t h i n k the most i m p o r t a n t 
th ing about th is course is the 
amount of land t i lat is out Ilere." 
Fountain said. "Most golf courses 
are layed out on land the size of 
Lake Walden. We span over 1.400 
acres and the total distance to

drive the course is 12 miles." 
Along with Fountain, PGA pro­

fessional Ed Cashman, assistant 
pros Steve Tannar and Al Ser-
ridge, assistant superintendent 
Rob Malkey and food and bever­
age director Kay Fountain see to 
it that gollers are treated well. 

The course has just three small 
leagues. Fountain said this is to 

open up the course for open 
golfers. 

"We hope they (golfers) can 
come out and enjoy themselves. 
We want more people to get a 
chance lo golf th is course," he 
said. 

The Jerry Mathews design does 
cost a pretty penny, $65 for 18 
holes and a cart Friday through 

Sunday, $59 Monday th rough 
Thursday, but it's at least worth a 
l iy . 

Twilight rates after 4:30 p.m. 
make it more affordable ($37 for 
unl imited golf.) The course is a 
soft spike mandatory course and 
is also cart mandatory. For more

ple of all ages. As more individuals incorporate 
an exercise program into the i r dai ly l ives, 
woillell wllo are pregilanl or who illay be con-
Icinplaling pregnancy may woilder what level of 
cxei-cisc, litany, is appropriate for them. 

! The matter of exercise and pregnancy is often 
I shrouded i l l l l lylh and nlisii i lderslandiilg. /\s a 

result, (lueslions regardiilg thenl arc commoilly 
posed lo obstetricians. 

A generat ion ago, pregnant women were 
advised lo avoid strenuous acl iv l l ies of any 
k ind . Today, we have learned from l-eseai-ch 
that e.xelx'ise in pregnancy is safe and benefi-

'. cial for both nlolller and baby. 
Modern medical knowledge also identifies 

obesity as a nlajor health probleill i i l the gener­
al population. To the pregnant woman, obesity 
poses a number of r isks and increases her 
chances of developing diabetes, needing a Cac-
sarean sect ion, and givi l lg b i r t h to a large 
infant. 

Studies llave shown lhal pregnant women 
who engaged in regular, moderate aerobic exer­
cise gained significantly less weiglll than those 
who were sedentary. These exercisiilg women 
sti l l gained the reconlmended amount of weight 
(25 lo 30 pounds for women of normal weight 
prior to pregnancy) but were less likely to gain 
excessive weight, which can lead lo obesity 
later in life. Other studies demonstrate that 
women who exercise are less likely to give bir lh 
lo a large infant, while st i l l achieving b i r lh 
weights within the normal range. 

The relalioilship between an active lllalernal 
lifestyle and easier labor has been noted for 
many years. The Bible and the writings of Aris­
totle even made reference to this important 
connection. More recent research suggests that 
women who exercise regularly may have short­
er labors and nlay be less likely to require an 
operative delivery, such as forceps or a Cae-
sarean section. 

Many woillcn who exercise regularly and al-e 
considering pregnancy woriy aboul increasing 
their risk of miscarriage. Available data do not 
substant iate these concerns. Recent s tudy 
results Indleale that endurance exercise prior 
to conception and during early pregnancy is 
not associated with higher rales of miscarriage. 

The main potential risk at this early stage is 
hyperthermia, elevated body temperature. 

Hyilertllerniia is knownl to cause birth defects 
i l l animals and, more than l ikely, humans. 
However, il is unlikely t i lal a woman would be 
able to raise her body temperature to danger­
ous levels while performing moderate exercise. 
Some precautions shoukl be made, such as 
avoiding c.verclse in veiy hot, humid surround­
ings. Woillen exercising should also drink ade­
quate l luids before and during exercise and 
wear appropriate, loose-filling clothing. 

There are no repor ts of increased b i r t h 
defects in women wllo exercise regularly. 

Of course, sonle restrictions do apply, and 
any fitness plan should be discussed with your 
obstetrician. Certain i lormal adaptations that 
occur in a woman's body dur ing pregnancy 
alter her ability lo perform some types of exer­
cise. For example, pregnant women frequently 
feel winded easily because of decreased respira­
tory reserve. This occurs as a result of an 
increase in the respiratory rate in response to 
the hormones of pregnancy, as well as the 
upward compression of the growing uterus on 
the diaphragm and lungs. Pregnant women 
also llave a relatively unstable center of gravity, 
and iherc is an increased strain on the joints of 
the lower back and pelvis. 

Additionally, there is an increased laxity of 
the ligaments and jo ints of the pelvis due to 
higher levels of estrogen and other hornlones. 
This nlay predispose pregnant women to injury 
if they perform types of exercise requiring a 
great deal of agility, such as gylllnastics or high 
impact aerobics.

are better than othei's. Pregnant women should 
avoid any exercise in the supine position alter 
the first trimester, as Ihc weight of the uterus 
nlay impede blood flow fronl the lower body 
back to the heart. 

Weight bearing exercises, such as aerobics 
and Jogging, have been sllowll in several stud­
ies lo be safe, however, .some women may ifol 
uilcomforlable as they get larger and the ilor­
mal changes that occur in pregnancy become 
more prominent. 

Swimming is an excellent form of exercise for 
expectant mothers because it provides cardio­
vascular fitness wll i le el iminating the stress 
and strain on Joints that may occur with weight 
bearillg activities. 

Women experiellciilg certain complications of 
pregnancy should not exercise at al l . These 
complications include pi-ematui-e labor, rupluie 
of n lenlbrancs, toxemia, suspected growth 
restr ict ion of the fetus, unexplained vaginal 
bleeding or placental abruption. Also, wollicn 
with any underlying diseases of Ihc heart or 
lungs should exercise wit l l caution and only 
with the approval and guidance of their illlysi-
cian. 

Finally, common sense should be used in 
selecting any form of exercise. Pregnant wonleil 
should nol participate in any activity which 
may put them, and therefore fetuses, at any 
risk of injury such as horseback riding, down­
hi l l skiing or water skiing. 

Most healthy pregnant women, however, can 
enjoy moderate levels of exercise, wl i ic l i can 
enhance their physical fitness and overall sense 
of wellbeing.
