Unl ike l)ol)l), Bullard is mil 
affected by term liniils since he lias 
yel to sen'c a lull four-year Icim. 
Senators are allowed Iwo. 

Bul lard. an aliorney and slale 
lawmaker .since 1982,' slarled his 
career in politics as a llighlaiid 
Township iruslcc from 1979-80 
and supeiTisor from 1980-K2. 

"I'm more of a citizen politician." 
Bul lard said, adding that he's 
always been accessible to his coii-
sl i tuenls since he was first elected 
and has fought hard lor reforms 
thai would inipro\'e the (|uality of 
life in his home dislrici. 

He's lived in the Millbrd/High-
land area for 23 years, where he's 
been a !)racticing aliorney for the 

I'iisl 16. Still ;ui attorney in private 
practice. Bullard's office is in Mil-
lonl. Business there lakes a back-
seal lo his elected responsibilities. 
Bullard says. 

Proposal A was a big win for 
Mit'liigau taxpayers, especially for 
those in ilighlaud Town.ship, where 
la.vpayers realized a G3-pcrcent 
properly la.\ cut. Bullard said. 

"Proposal A has just been a win, 
win. win in fiighland." he said. 
"Hut Proposal A has been a signifi­
cant la.x cut for Ihis area — even 
for Ihe schools, which are getting 
more money." 

As a represciitalive. he spon­
sored -11 fiills, 11 of which were 
signed into law by Gov. John 
Engler. Bullard sponsored more 
bills that any other representative 
al thai lime. Ihc record rellecls. 

As chair of llic House Ta.\ Policy 
Coininiltee, lindiiig ways lo cut 
taxes was a key component lo his 
lob, 

Proposal A was a slep in the right 
direclion that lllost taxpayers have 
already benefited from or will do so 
in Ihe fulure, he said. 

"People will see i l over the next 
couple of years," he said of the 
impending tax relief. "Fewer people 
are going to the Board of Review 
and Ta.x Tribunal." 

But Ihere have been olher Inil ia-
lives lhat have helped cut taxes. 
The repeal of the Inheritance tax is 
one, as is the $250,000 exemption 
for small business owners. Both 
were signillcant cuts, lie said. 

Bullard has continued his tax 
cul l ing ways in the senator. Along 
wi lh Novi's slale represenlatlve 
Nancy Cassis, Bullard proposed a 
cut in the stale income, which was 
picked up this year by Gov. John 
Engler as the proposed lax reform 
plan of the year during his Slate of 
the State address. 

B a r b a r a D o b b g e t s a r e m a t c h i n G O P 

p r i m a r y e l e c t i o n f o r s t a t e s e n a t e s e a t 
For Barbara Dobb. the August 

primai-y is a rematch. Dobb l i isl 
faced off against Bill Bullard for the 
.senate seal in May 1996 when 
Ihcn-senalor David Honigman 
slepped down due lo illness. 

Bullard won lhal contest, but 
wilh lerni limits now in effect, 
Dobb cannot run again for her 
slate House seal in Ihe 39lli Dis­
trict which she has held since 
1990. 

'The whole political landscape is 
going lo change under term limits. 
This will be our first election under 
term l i i i i i ls. The public will gel a 
real wake-u|) call as to how far-
reaching it is. II does affecl just 
those legislators who are lerni-lim-
ited, like my.sellV' she said recently. 

The winner of the primaiy will 
face off in November wi lh Deinocral 
S. Rulh Fuller, who has no conipe-
tilion in the prinlary. The winner 
will win a 4-year term. Senators 
arc limited to two 4-year lerilis. 

As one of only a few certified 
public accountants in the legisla­
ture, Barbara Dobb has said she 
sees herself as a voice of pragma­
tism in the often theoretical 
debates about proposed tax legisla-
lion. 

She remembers the role she 
played along with fellow accoun­
tant Susan Grimes Munsell, R-

Howell, in the bipartisan school 
reform conimillee lhal eventually 
cl i i ir i ied out Proposal A: 

"We were Ihe two with the calcu­
lators on the team," she said. "We 
were oul there with our calculators 
and said. This is how it will affect 
an individual's lax return.'" 

The same pragmatic sense shows. 
through in her efforts lo reach out 
lo her conslilucncy. For inslance. 
she has developed a "Senior Hori­
zons Nelwork" lo inform senior c i l -
izeils aboul wlial's available to 
them. 

"All of those ilrograms lhal are 
designed lo help people are no good 
when the seniors doil't know about 
thenl." she said. 

The response from the seniors 
has let her know that Ihey appreci­
ate the program. More than 8,600 
have signed U|) lo receive the infor­
maUon lhal Dobb's office dis-
tributes. The information is geared 
toward informing senior cilizens of 
what issues are at hand and what 
sendees and publications are avail­
able to them. 

Dobb has also frequently spoken 
at the schools and libraries in her 
district and is frequently found at 
the podium of local chamber orga­
nizations. 

On the legislative frontier Dobb 
has focused on tax bills, acting as 

an advocate both for businesses 
and senior citizens. 

In her efforts for business, she 
v.'as part of the effort to increase 
the tax threshold for businesses up 
to $250,000. In most cases, busi­
nesses who bring in less than 
$250,000 in receipts for a given 
year no longer need lo file a tax 
return. Likewise, she helped push 
to make it easier for small busi­
nesses to qualify for an alternate 
tax that offers lower i'ales. 

On behalf of senior citizens, she 
lakes credit for Initiatives passed 
near the end of 1995 that wi l l even­
tual ly offer senior citizens an 
annual tax deduction of up to 
$7,000 on earnings from interest 
and capital gains. 

As a lifelong resident of the area, 
Dobb resides on Union Lake in 
Commerce Township. She cites 
golllng and traveling as primary 
interests. She also has close rela­
tionships with her six nieces as 
well as her siblings and parents. 

The close family ties have helped 
her as she has graduated from her 
tenure on the Lakes Area Chamber 
of Commerce and Commerce 
Towllship Planning Commission to 
the public caitlpaigns that accom­
pany the pursuit of a legislative 
post.

A boild Issue to fii i ld $3„3 mill ion 
in renovations lo Novi's police 
departmellt buildinf! would cost 
tiixpayers an average of 0.145 mills 
for 15 years, according to prellml-
fiary estliilatcs provided to Ihe city 
by inunicipal finallce advisors 
BciidzinskI & Co. of [)etroit last 
week. 

The figures were given to the city 
a day after couilcll members voted 
to place the Issue on the ballot for 
voters III Noveiilber. Tlie figures will 
\K iiecded to prepare the ballot 
wording, Assistant City Manager 
Craig Klaver explained. And coun­
cil wil l llave to approve that word-
illg before the queslloil call go on 
Ihe ballot. 

One inl l l e(iiials $1 for each 
$1,000 of a home's assessed valua­
tion. So a rate of 0.145 mills would 
equate to an additional $14.50 In 
taxes iler year for the owner of a 
$200,000 home. 

Aecordlilg to the Bendzinskl esti­
mates, the nllllage requlreiueiit 
would start at 0.15 mills the first 
year, I i l 1999. It would range to a 
high of 0.IG5 in the year 2008 and 
wrap up at a low of 0.128 mills In 
2013. The estimates assume an 
lii leresl rale of 5.5 percent and a 
growth Ii l the city's SEV of 3 per­
cent. 

Klaver warned the rate might rise 
a tad by the linle the ballot ques-

tlon reaches the ballot, since the 
addition of equipment, such as a 
new phone system, could cause the 
cost of the police departillent build­
ing renovation to Increase to $3.6 
mill ion. He said the rate would stay 
in the range of 0.15 mills. 

The bond Issue would fund ail 
array of Improvements to the build­
ing, bringing it into compliance 
wilh the Americans wilh Disabili­
ties Act, i i iaki i lg repuifb to the 
building such as replacing sinking 
floors and repairing walls so the 
building can be used through the 
year 2030, and making alterations 
lo accommodate growth and 
redesign. 

Voters have previously rejected 
funding for a renovation of the 
police department building. At the 
time, the cost was estimated to be 

$2.!) mill ion. 
Klaver said he believed the list of 

repairs and renovations illay have 
confused voters, lie also noted that 
repair of the police building would 
lijcely be a lower priority for resi­
dents than, say. upgrades to the 
roads. 

"But residenis do use the build­
ing even if they don't go there," he 
said. "Olllcers have to have a build­
ing froill wll ich Ihey can operate 
effectively. Dispatch, as mundane 
a service as that may be, has to 
operate effectively, along with all 
the other support services, if the 
police department is to be effec­
tive." 

The police building renovations 
previously appeared oil the ballot 
back in 1996, when the rate was 
0.13 mills. Although voters rejected 

it at that lime, they approved bond 
proposals for $17 million worth of 
road improvements and $2.2 mil­
lion for rii-e departillent eonstnie-
tion in that same election. 

Council delayed putting another 
proposal for a bond Issue for road 
improvements on the ballot unti l 
next spring. City Finance Director 
Les Gibson said last week the 
duration and assunlptlons would 
likely be identical for that bond 
issue. 

So if the city decided to phace the 
enlire $65 million road bond pack­
age oil the ballot, the rale would 
coille to an estimated 2.856 mills. 
That rale would cost the owller of 
the same $200,000 home $285.60 
In additional taxes each year. 

The road bond package, as 
presently designed, would Include 
S48.8 nlilllon for 12 city funded 
road upgrades to Beck Road, Cres­
cent Boulevard, Main Street West, 
Delnlont Street, DIsner Street, 
Garfield, Grand River, Meadow­
brook, Nine Mile, Ten Mile and 
'IXvelve Mile roads. 

The bolld would also provide the 
$13 mil l ion in local matching 
money needed for five projects, for 
which $88 lnill ion would come 
from stale and county grants. 
Those projects would make 
Improvements to the Beck/1-96 
Interchange, Ten Mile, Novi Road, 
Twelve Mile and Grand River.

Just minutes after a group of 
special education students llad 
arrived and entered Old Village 
School, their school bus was 
rear-ended by a drunk driver. 

According lo Northville police, 
it was 8:30 a.m. when a Ford 
Raliger pick-up drove left of cen­
ter on Main Street and collided 
wilh the bus oil July 20.

Police DeparimenI. "This type of 
driver is oul there during the day 
as well as night." 

Although the driver told police 
he hadn't been dr ink ing, his 
blood alcohol registered .33 per­
cent, or three limes the legal 
l imi l . 

"It's been years since I've had 
had results that high, even al 

night," Marks said. 'That high in 
a person wllo didn't dr ink a lot, 
(he) would have been in a lol 
worse shape." 

The (Irlver of the vehicle was a 
land surveyor who worked for 
McNeely &Lincoln of Livonia and 
was driving a compaily cal-. A 
passenger in the vehicle al Ihe 
linle said he didn't know his co­
worker was under the induence 
of alcohol behind the wheel. 

"We're currently investigating 
the accident," said Mike lawyer, a 
spokesper.soil for the colnpany. 

No one was injured in the 
crash, but police said 11 sends a 
message that driver's should be 
on guard even in Ule morning. 

Police urged nlolorists to call 
the police if they notice any 
unusual driving patterns. 

"Cell phone holders have a big 
advantage. It's always a good idea 
to reporl that so we can gel them 
off the road," Marks said. 

After soberlilg up and paying a 
$100 bond, the driver was 
released from Ihe Norlhvil le 
Township Police DeparimenI. He 
was charged with a illisdenleanor 
that carries 90 days in ja i l or up 
lo a $500 fine. His license may be 
suspended up lo two years. 

The driver had been arrested 
for and OUIL in 1993, and for 
driving while Impaired in 1990.

Novi News; You were so young 
when your career started. What 
was 1t l ike to have girls scream­
ing for you? How about t ry ing to 
date? Did i t enhance or hur t i t? 

Dean T0rrence; 1 was four. Actu­
ally, i l did nol affect it as much as 
one would think. The business was 
not all that big. In today's terms 
you think about whal i l is like to be 
a rock star. Even nly friends 
thoughl it was quite a lowly thing 
for me lo be involved in, because 11 
was teen or preleen nlusic, now 
that we were going on lo college we 
shouldn't be involved in an indus-
Iry lha l calers lo 12-year-olds, so it 
was way benealh nlosl of my 
friends. My friends didn' l care, 
most girls did not particularly care. 
II wasn'l until much later, onee we 
reached our 20s and then we had 
the Beatles, then i l all changed. 

NoVi News: You've worked 
alongside so many d i f fe rent 
art ists over the years, which per­
son or people made the biggest 
Impression on you and why? 

iJean: Musically, loo many lo 
mention. People that are just nice 
people and fun to hang around 
wi th, Paul McCartney is one, most 
all Ihe Beach Boys, There were a 
couple of Beach Boys I never really 
connected wi lh, bu l most of Ihem 
were guys I liked and we enjoyed 
one another. 

NoVi News: Do you s t i l l enjoy 
per forming the standards/h i ts , 
"L i t t le Old Lady From Pasadena" 
or Is there a lesser l tnown song 
that has special meaning? 

Dean: I have lots of songs, if 1

There are tunes 1 
would get a kick out of and want lo 
share them, but they do nol belong 
on stage. People come to hear wllat 
is recognizable, what they can 
dance lo immediately and relate lo 
and Ihis is no forum lo introduce a 
new release one's working on. Even 
in the 60s wc didn't do that. We 
waited until the song was orficlally 
out, on the radio, hopefully i l had 
gollen some plays, so people can 
react to it, because without thenl 
knowing it, what good is il? 

Novi News; Going along w i t h 
that, you're up there on stage, in 
Novl, Michigan, you have a really 
diverse crowd, people that were 
not even b o m when your hi ts 
came out and ye t they lfnow the 
songs w0rd by word, how does 
that happen? 

Dean; They're listening to the 
host radio station, Oldies 104.3. 
Their demographic spread is con­
tinuing to be wider, than it was 
even 10 years, it's not just baby 
boomers, if you had jus l boolllers 
listening lo oldies it wouldn'l slay 
on veiy long.

Along wilh I.ou 
Christie, Ille California beach-sound duo, Jan 
and Dean lopjied the playbill.

Detroi l Mayor Coleman Young 
branded Nevers and his partner, 
Walter Bud?yn, as murderers the 
day after the Incident, before an 
Investigation had been completed. 
The two were fired by the depart­
ment before his preliminary exami­
nation was completed. And the city 
of Dcli-oit paid the Green fainily a 
$5.25 mill ion settlement before the 
pair even went to trial. 

Nevers contends he and Budzyn 
were prosecuted on second degree 
murder charges to keep the Delroil 
coininunity from rioling. The inci­
dent occurred shortly after Los 
Angeles erupted in violence after 
ofhcers there were acqulltcd of 
charges of beating Rodney King. 
Coinparisons between the two 
cases were prevalent in the Detroit 
media at the time. And he blames 
the Detroit media for a lot of the 
pretrial prejudice in the Detroit 
area about his case. He argues 
maiiy misstatements and inaccu­
racies were included in the cover­
age. Just adding fuel to the fire of 
coinnlunity tensions. 

Nevers was convicted in 1993 of 
second degree murder, but a feder­
al Judge vacated the sentence last 
year, n i l ing the tr ial was unfair. 
The Wayne County Prosecutor has 
appealed and Nevers is presently 
out of ja i l awaiting oral arguinents 
on that appeal. 

He was invited to address the 
local club by Novi Rotarlail Tom 
Fry. Fry, who knows Nevers 
through family connections, has 
previously Invited Larry's wife, 
Nancy Nevers, to address the 
Rotary Club. She spoke to the 
Rotary last August. 

Fry introduced Nevers as a police 
officer with an exemplaty record. 
He'd been on the police force 36 
years, and had received over 115 
awards for his work, when the inci-

dent occurred nine months before 
Nevers was scheduled lo retire. Fry 
said Nevers had made 10,000 
felony arrests and was credited 
wilh 250,000 contacts in the line of 
duty. 

In lhal lime, 11 citizen com­
plaints were filed against Nevers, 
All were reviewed, and all were dis­
missed, Fiy said, 

"We're pretty confident they'll be 
coming after him," Frj ' said of 
attempts by the Wayne County 
prosecutor lo appeal the case and 
expectations that a new charge wi l l 
be filed should that appeal fai l. 
"But the most important thing to 
him is to clear his name." 

"I loved the Job," Nevers said, 
"and I thought I did It well. 1 t i i i s t -
ed the department would stand 
behind me ... I did nothing wrong, 
and if the department had con­
ducted an inler-departmental 
investigation to determine if the 
rules and regulations had been fol­
lowed. It would have found that 
out." 

Instead, the Board of Review was 
denied, the mayor condemned h im 
and the prosecutor "folded to the 
pressure," Nevers said. 

He compared his case to a 1994 
incident in which a Detroit officer 
shot suspect Jose Inleraulde, Offi­
cers ordered Interaulde to take his 
hands out of his pockets and in the 
ensuing scuffie shoot h im seven 
times. Later, they found nothing i n 
his pockets, but the officers were 
not suspended and the Board of 

Review cleared them of any wrollg-
doing, 

"City council never expressed an 
opinion. No one, no Hispanic 
groups, came out against the offi­
cers. The newspapers did not pick 
up on the case," Nevers said, 
explaining the difference, 

Nevers also told the stoiy of a 
1981 Incident outside the Book 
Cadillac in which he and his part­
ner had pulled over a car They'd 
been told the pair Inside had a gun 
and the driver was covered with 
blood. Willie they had the two 
against the car, one began resisting 
and knocked Nevers to the ground, 
he said. 

The suspect then managed to 
grab Nevers' loose gun off the 
ground. As the suspect stood over 
Nevers, he said, "I knew 1 was going 
to die aild there was nothing I 
could do about. 1 knew he would 
shoot me. 1 knew It was going to 
hurt. As he stood over me with that 
cuff dangling off his wrist, I closed 
my eyes." 

Remarkably, he said, the suspect 
turned toward his partner. His 
partner shot and struck the sus­
pect in the stomach, and the sus­
pect then fled two blocks before he 
was shot again. 

"1 vowed then and there that 1 
would never again let some guy get 
my gun," Nevers said. "Malice 
Green tried and 1 protected myself." 

The incident occurred at about 
10:15 p.m. on Nov. 5, 1992. Nevers 
said he and Budzyn saw the car 

Green anci a friend were riding in 
pull up to the drug house. They 
ilotcd bullet holes in the car's fend­
er. Green was asked to produce a 
drivers license, and when an object 
fell from the glovebox, both Grceil 
and Budzyn grabbed for it. Green 
got il and Budzyn was attempting 
to make him open his hand when 
Ihe struggle started. Nevers said he 
saw a rock of crack cocaine fall 
from Green's hand during the inci­
dent. 

"Al that point, 1 was legally obli­
gated to make an arrest," he said. 
"The regulations don't say 1 can if 1 
want to. They say 1 must overcome 
resistance to make the arrest. They 
say 1 can use force to make lhal 
arrest if necessary, but I saw no 
need to use deadly force that night 
and 1 never did use deadly force." 

Nevers argued a second autopsy 
of Green, who died oil the way lo 
the hospilal, showed he suc­
cumbed due to an enlarged heart 
brought on by the use of cocaine 
and alcohol, not due to blunt force 
trauma to Ihc head, which was the 
conclusion of the first autopsy. 

Of the witnesses who testified 
against him, saying they saw hinl 
beat Green while he was offering no 
resistance, Nevers said, "1 knew 
those people. Hell, I'd arrested half 
of them." 

Although it was Nevers' first 
speech. It likely won't be his last. 
Nevers' supporters have launched 
a fund raising effort to pay his legal 
defense bills. A fundraising eveilt 
has been set for Sept. 24 in Livo­
nia.

Local police react 
to Nevers' talk 

Larry Nevers' speech last 
Thursciay brought out a contin­
gent of police officers and law 
enforcement personnel to the 
Novi Rotary luncheon at the Unit­
ed Methodist Church on Ten Mile 
Road. 

Nevers, a former Detroit Police 
officer, was convicted in 1993 of 
second degree murder in the Mal­
ice Green case, but a federal 
judge vacated the sentence last 
year, ruling the trial was unfair. 

The reaction among officers 
ranged from completely support­
ive to understanding. Mostly 
police officials were reluctant to 
state an opinion on his gi i l l t or 
innocence, saying they had not 
reviewed the investigation, nor 
llad they sat through the tr ial . 

Sti l l , like Novi Police Chief 
Doug Shaeffer stated, officers are 
expected lo make snap decisions 
in the field which get reviewed 
later by people who have a lot of 
tinle to reach their conclusions. 
He told a story of one officer who 
used deadly force in the line of 
duty and, although eventually 
cleared of any wrongdoing, the 
case took 14 years to resolve. 

"You have to be sympathetic to 
Nevers and his family, for what 
they are going through," Shaeffer 
said. "It could happen to any of 
us. It really could." 

Roger Graves, Chief of Police of 
the City of Marshal, drove half 
way across the state to listen to 
his long-time friend's speech. He 
addressed the Rotary to tell them 
his friend of 36 years was "fear­

less but never reckless," He said 
he did not believe Nevers would 
be abusive toward a suspect. 

"1 would never condone abus­
ing a suspect, especially to the 
point someone dies," he said 
later. "But there are times when 
you have to use force to defend 
yourself. And that's what I'm sup­
portive o f . . . As I undei-stand It, 
(Nevers) was acting In self-
defense, to keep (Green) from get­
ting his gun . And there were 
other factors that caused 
(Green's) death," 

Wayne BuHens, a illember of 
the Michigan State Police for 25 
years who now operates the secu­
rity firm, W.B. InvesUgafions, in 
Novi, suid "you have to have com­
passion for h l in" after hearing the 
speech. Such a tragedy could 
happen to any officer In the line 
of duty, he said. 

"When you are an officer on the 
streets of Detroit, you have to 
have a different demeanor. If you 
don't, you may not survive and 
you should find another line of 
employment," Bullens said. 

Yes, police should be held lo a 
higher standard for their con­
duct, he said, but reviewing an 
officer's quick decisions on the 
street in a t ime of crisis Is often a 
matter of "Monday morning quar-
tefbacklng," Bullens won't say 
whether he th inks the verdict was 
proper, but he does feel strongly 
that Nevers was overcharged. If 
charged, he said he feels Nevers 
should have been charged wi th 
an offense less than murder. 

Judges says court violated officers' right to fair trail 
At least one judge has agreed 

with Larly Nevers that his trial was 
unfair. 

Federal Distr ict Court judge 
Lawrence Zatkoff condemned the 
1993 tr ial In an opinion written last 
year. Zatkoff vacated Nevers' seil-
tence on the charge of second 
degree murder for the death of Mal­
ice Green and Nevers was released 
from prison last December. 

He had served nearly four and 
half years by that t ime. 

The Wayne County Prosecutor's 
office Is presently appealing the 

Zatkoff ruling. Briefs have been 
filed in federal circuit court and 
Nevers is currently free awaiting 
oral arguments. 

If the appeal fails, however, Nev­
ers said he expects the prosecutor 
will refile charges against h im in an 
attempt to retry him. 

Walter Budzyn, Nevers' partner 
on the night of their encounter wi th 
Green, has already been retried. 
After an appeal overturned his 
original conviction on a charge of 
second degree murder, Budzyn was 
retried and convicted of involun­

tary manslaughter. This past May, 
Budzyn was sentenced to l ime 
served, but his attorneys have 
pronlised an appeal of the verdict 
anyway, according to Nevers, 

In Nevers' case, Zatkoff stated, 
"the Constitution of the United 
States does not bend to placate an 
enraged citizenry," 

He noted that at least one ju ror 
had learned the city was bracing 
for a riot should Nevers and 
Budzyn be acquitted. 

"The Court cannot imagine a 
more prejudicial extraneous inf lu­

ence than that of a ju ror discover­
ing that the City he or she resides 
in is bracing for a riot - including 
aclivating the National Guard and 
closing freeways - in the event the 
defendant on whose jury you sit is 
acquitted. The magnitude of such 
extraneous infiuence cannot be 
overlooked," he wrote. 

Zatkoff called the court's refusal 
to change the venue in the light 
immense pretrial publicity a "man­
ifest error." 

'This was not simply a case of 
one or Iwo minor instances of 

extraneous infiuence finding its 
way Into the jury room, but, rather, 
serious, repeated encroachments 
of the Petitioner's constltulional 
right to have a ju i y decide the case 
solely on evidence submitted at 
trial," Zatkoff stated. 

In his opinion, Zatkoff noted that 
his ruling was not a Judgment on 
Nevers' guilt or Innocence, but only 
about whether Nevers received a 
fair trial. 

Still, Zatkoff pointedly disagreed 
wi lh the Michigan Supreme Cour'c 
that there was "overwhelming evi­

dence" against Nevers. 

'The Michigan Supreme Court 
apparently found the testimony of 
the EMS workers (who witnessed 
part of the Incident) to be 100 per­
cent accurate and completely true 
and thus overwhelming evidence of 
Petitioner's guil t .

K mart robbery 
suspect faces 
charges in court

The 34-ycar-old nlan shot in a 
botched armed robbery altenlpl 
in South Lyon in Apr i l was 
arraigned last week in 52-1 Dis­
trict Court on charges stemnling 
fronl a Novi incident. 

Kevin Alexander, of Farmington 
Hills, faces four counts of artlied 
robbery Itl an attack on the West 
Oaks K marl store i i l Novi April 6. 
Already facing charges i l l the 
Soulh Lyon robbery in circuit 
court, Alexander's case could also 
inove to Pontiac from the Novl 
court. 

He remains Incarcerated, 
unable lo post bond and under a 
parole hold, police said. Alexan­
der's prellmiilary exam is set for 
July 30 al 1:30 p m . 

Novi police said the sinlllarilles 
to the Soulh Lyon as well as nlore 
than six other cases were obvi­
ous, 

'He was wearing exact same 
outfll in South Lyon robberies," 
said Novi Delective Roil Roy this 
week, "He hides in the store and 
comes out after closing w i th a ski 
mask and gun." 

Plus, in Novi he was seen on 
videotape coming Inlo K mart 
with his wife. As in the other rob­
beries, the felnale accomplice 
leaves before the attack. 

Alexander's wife was ques­
tioned by police but has not been 
charged in coili leclion wi th any of 
the robberies. 

A task force of al-ea police was 
created afler a series of armed 
robberies led them to believe the 
same perpetrator was involved. 
Beginning In September of 1997, 
!lght groceiy or K mart store were 
robbed at gunpoint by a suspect 
in a dark-colored ski mask. 

Police said in every case, the 
suspect h id In the slore unt i l 
closing, and he then confronted 

employees with the gun, demand­
ing cash. Police said he usually 
locked the employees i i i another 
roonl or forced tilcm lo llec the 
store while he made his escape. 

Ofhcers poinled oul the -sus­
pect Ilatl consistently displayed a 
demeanor of being in control and 
calm and even was described as 
polite. 

"We knew wc were looking lor 
same suspect ill all eight rob­
beries," said Roy. 

Careful illoniloring of possible 
targets for the robber led lo Ills 
arrest. 

Nearly two weeks afler ll le Novi 
K mart robbely, Alexander was 
shot and wounded by officers 
from llle Soulh Lyon Police 
Deparlillcilt after allegedly rob-
billg Showcnnaii's IC.A. OfOcers 
in the store April 18 watched as a 
nlan wearing a ski lllask cnlergc 
from his hidlilg place behilld a 
large walk-in cooler al the back of 
the store. He (lenlanded nloney 
from three slore employees at 
gun point and lied oul the back of 
the slore. 

Meanwhile, other officers were 
called to the store and as soon as 
the suspect walked outside, he 
was confronted by two South 
Lyon officers. Officers rcpoitedly 
Identified themselves and or(lered 
the suspect to hall. Illstead, he 
turned and pointed his weapon 
toward the officers. 

Officers opened fire, expending 
an estimated dozen rounds. 
Alexander was hit three limes in 
the lower exlremilies. He ran 
200-300 feet with officers in pur­
suit as he atlempled to reach his 
car, which was parked nearby. 
Alexander then surrendered his 
weapon and was placed in cus­
tody.

Ilen there's a road repair crew in 
that says one of the perks of the job 

ig outdoors, 
n uuurse, they operate equipment that can 

melt skin i l lslantly. Their boots literally fall 
apart. Motorists sometimes drive by shouting 
obscenities. 

Welcome to a day in the life of a City of Novl 
Department of Public Works road repair crew. 

The repair crew was using a hot rubberized 
compound to seal cracks In a stretch of road 
behind West Oaks Mall In mid-July. 

Combine the record-breaking temperatures 
wi th equipment that generates even more 
heat and you have a crew of seven men who, 
out of necessity, switch assignments about 
every hour to hour alld a half. 

When you see a crew member sitting in a 
pick up truck, you may think, "What a cushy 
job." But he inay have Just finished a shift on 
the torch or applicator equipment. The guy 
holding the stop sign or waving the direction­
al flag has not been doing that all day. He 
also takes turns on the torch and applicator. 

StarUng pay is $7.50 an hour for seasonal 
workers w i t h r e t u r n i n g college s tudents 
earning $8. 

The road repai r foreman, Mike Deaton, 
periodically drives to the site. 

"He handles al l work assignments and 
keeps track of the crews," said Craig Smith, 
Df\V superintendent. 

T im Wright, the crew leader, is on the site 
at all times. 

The day begins as the crew checks in at 6 

a.nl. to start up the double boiler machine 
wh ich heats the rubberized cor l lpoul ld. I t 
takes one and a half hours to get the machine 
up to operating temperature. Boxes total ing 
about 1,000 pounds of rubberized compound 
which wil l be used throughout the day are 
loaded into the truck. About 200 pounds of 
propane is required each day to power both 
the torch and applicator machines. 

The crew heads out to the road at 7:30 a.m. 
and works unt i l 2:30 or 3:30 p.m. depending 
on llle weather 

The maiilleilance program of applying the 
hot patch follows the pavement improvement 
program where patches of concrete have been 
cut out and replaced. 

"I l ike to fol low beh ind tha t pavement 
iinprovement program with these guys, they 
seal up the pavement good," Smith said. 

Certain roads are targeted each year and 
Smith says to go through the entire city lakes 
between three and four years. 

Bob West was work ing the torch, wh ich 
puts out between 375,000 to 400,000 BTUs. 
The exhaust gas is 2.200 degrees. 

West wore the required ear muffs, safety 
glasses, hat, safety vest, long sleeve shirt and 
pants, and protective boots. 

"For this crew, that 's about the nastiest 
because of the heat by your feet," Wright said. 

The torch blows all the debris and moisture 
ou t of the cracks to be sealed, sometimes 
embedding it into the operator's work boots. 

West alternates with the driver of the pick 
up truck who is pulling the torch's generator 
at a snail's pace. The hotter the day, the more 
often they switch. 

"Just being outside is what 1 l ike. 1 l ike 
doing different stuf f every day, that is the 

nice part about it," West said. 
West, who lives in Wlxom, has done road 

repair work in previous summers for the City 
of Wixom. but never on a Novi crew. He plans 
on going to Oakland University in the fall. 

Sitting in the truck is no picnic. There is no 
air condit ioning. The t rucks are constantly 
overheating because they have lo be kept 
running. 

"With the temperature up you're not getUng 
enough airflow through the radiator to cool 
the system down proper ly , " Wr igh t said. 
"We've had a lot of problems with overheating 
this year." 

Sometimes the guys have to take off their 
boots while in the truck to hasten their cool­
ing time. 

"If you are real careful you can make (the

boots) last one sumnler." Wright said. 'Tlley 
are just j u n k afler that." 

Wright has been working this type of road 
repair since the city bought the l l iachine 
eight or nine years ago. Dean Reed, Marc 
Tolsdorf and Jer ly Orchard have beell with 
the crew for aboul three yeai's. 
. Novi resident Ben Bedard, one of three sea­
sonal crew members, is working for Novi's 
road repair crew for the firsl tiilie this sum­
mer. He plans on goiilg back lo school lo pur­
sue a degree in criminal Justice. 

"I've never been indoors," Bedard said. "1 
like being outdoors." 

Reed was driving the truck which pulls the 
hot patch double boiler machine. Marc Tols­
dorf was following behind with llle hot patch 
applicator. 

One part of the double boiler contains hot 
oil which Is kept at 550 degrees. The other is 
75 ga l lons of rubber ized compound tha t 
comes ou t o f the app l ica tor wand at 370 
degrees. 

"When the kett le s t a r t s ge l l ing low we 
throw a couple of boxes of compound in and 
br ing it back up to level," Wright said. "We 
don't have to shut down and wai l for i l to 
melt. There is still enough material inside to 
keep right on working. 

"If you get any of that on your skin it bonds 
instantly." Wright said. 

The applicator's hose is wrapped in a thick 
yellow fire proof material which ads as a heat

"You learn to keep i l away from 
your leg," Wright said. 

"Even If you try your hardest lo 
keep i l away from your feet, your 
feet get really hot," said Wright. "11 
gels so hot It burns the soles off 
your shoes." 

The torch and applicator crews 
also alternate every other day. 

"For as long as we've been doiilg 
11 I'd say we have an e.vcellent safe­
ly record as far as injuries, being 
burned," Wright said. 

11 lakes aboul 20 lo 30 minutes 
for the c o m p o u n d to set up 
enough so lha l vehicles can drive 
over 11. Thai's why the street illay 
s t i l l be closed off a block away 
from where the torch and apjjliea-
lor guys are working. The hotter 11 
is outside, the longer the coi l l -
pound takes lo cool down. 

When 11 Is 85 degrees outside 11 
takes about an hour to cool down. 

"If a car drove over this r ighl 
now i l would peel the whole thing 
up and It would Just wrap around 
the tire," Wright said of recently 
applied compound. 

It is slow, tiresome work.

road lha l Just has linear cracks 
will lake aboul one day to com­
plete. In about three hours, llle 
crew was able to patch less lhan a 
one block sli 'elch of road behind 
West Oaks M a l l because of Its 
deteriorating condition.

The road repair crew licgail it 
work this year right after Memorial 
Day. The road temperature has to 
be al least 45 degrees for the com­
pound to properly cure. The ideal 
lenlperalure for llle compound lo 

set Is 80 to 85 degrees. In the 
al'lernooil. once the leiliperalure 
gels to belwecil 85 and 90, espe­
cially with high humidity, the crew 
can't work because the compound 
woil't set. 

"We'll Just pack it up and look 
for something else lo fill in for the 
rest of the day. which is mainly 
Just n l a i n t c n a i l c e on the 
iliachincs." Wright said. 

If ll rains, the torch guy would 
have to blow out a l l the c racks 
again, if they put llie hot patch in 
a crack which has any moisture, 
as soon as the compound cools off, 
it would peel right oul of the crack. 

The guys d o n ' l lake a l u n c h 

break. If it's getting around lunch 
l ime , they begin taking shorter 
shil'ls on the applicator and torch 
so they can .sit in the truck and cal 
and keep right on moving. 

The road repair crew works four. 
10-hour (hiys so that they can 
have three (lay weekends. 

"It's kind of like an incentive to 
come out and do this." Wri|^hl 
said. 

Even alter the last of the com­
pound is (liiwii. the crew will still 
liavc to wait i'or the most recently 
applied coiiipduiid lo cool before 
they can open the street up to Iraf-
lic." 

"To the public they don't under­

stand the operation," Wright said. 
"We have lo stand here. We can't 
just open i l up lo traffic." 

'Hie crew Is used to one or two 
minor breakdowns per summer. 

Aboul 11 a.m., only a few hours 
inlo their day, the iippllcator hose 
spning a leak mainly from contin­
ually rubb ing against the road. 
There were no extra hoses al the 
DPW facility on Delwal Drive in 
Novi so a crew member would have 
lo go buy one. Hoses usually last 
two years and cost aboul $600. 

"This is major enough that it 
shuts the whole job down," Wright 
said. 

Provided they can gel the parts 

and put thenl on In the afternoon, 
tlley were hoping to gel back oul 
on the road the next day. An air 
compres so r had b r o k e n down 
aboul three weeks ago so the crew 
had resorted to renting a compres­
sor. 

Afler the day is done, the crew 
tries to scrape compound off the 
iilachiile and blow oul the hose as 
much as possible so that 11 doesn't 
gel clogged lip once the compound 
cools. 

"Needless lo say you don'l wear 
your work boots in l l le house," 
Wright said of llle compound they 
find on Ihe soles of their boots a l 
the end of the day.

Police choppers circle the 20lh 
floor of Ihe Chicago hi lcr i lal 
Affairs Division's downtowil Ilcad-
(luartcrs. SWAT marksmen stand 
ready on nearlly rooftops, tllcir 
high-powered weapons targeted on 
Danny Roman (Samuel L. Jack­
son), who is holding the chief of 
the I.A.D. and his staff at gun­
point. 

Roman's desperate gambit ha.s 
been triggered î y an equally des­
perate siluation: his world has 
been destroyecl by false cliargcs of 
murder and cmllezzlement 
brought against him. Roman 
knows lhat people listen when 
lives are al stake; he knows lhat 
he has a chance to prove his inno­
cence if he can Just buy a little 
time— time lhat he urgently needs 
to find out who's behind the 
frame-up. 

He understands all of this 
impliciti}'—because Danny Roman 
is a Chicago Police oflicer—and the 
best hostage negotiator in the 
department. 

But righl now, Roman is a 
hostage-taker—and he needs 
someone who will listen lo him. So 
he asks that Chris Sabian (Kevin 
Spacey), a respected negotiator 
froiTl another precinct, be brought 
in to mediate. The cool, cerebral 
Sabian squares off with is 
formidable and furious opponent, 
a man he knows only by reputa­
tion, as he attempts to understand 
and defuse the explosive siluation. 

Although he begins his task con­
vinced lhat Rolnan has had a com­
plete breakdown, Sabian starts to 
wonder whether this hostage-taker 
is indeed a man gone mad or, 
instead, what Roman claims to 
be—an honest cop who must 
break the law to find Justice for 
himself Ultimately, Sabian is driv­
en to answer the same questions 
that are obsessing Danny Roman. 
Who's behind the frameup? And 
where does Roman fit into the 
scheme? 

Bringing "The Negotiator" to the 

screen was a labor of love for ilro-
ducer David Hoberman since the 
idea was first presented lo hiill by 
executive producers Robert Stone 
and Webster Stone, two brothers 
who find Irue stories suitable for 
adaption into books, films an(l 
television |)rograms, 

"Their idea was based on an 
actual event that took place in St. 
Uliiis," says Hoberman. "The best 
hostage negotiator in St. Louis 
alleged he was framed by people 
within the police deparlmenl and 
ended up taking hostages to 
smoke out the people he said were 
the real culprits. And the only guy 
he felt he could trust was a 
stranger, so he called in the sec­
ond-best hostage negotiator in St. 
Louis to work with him." 

What so attracted Hoberman to 
the project was the story's inher­
ent contradiction of "somebody 
who epitomizes the law having the 
break the law in order to prove his 
innocence; a police officer who 
comniils a crime lo prove lhat he 
didn't commit the crime they're 
saying he did. 1 always though 
that was a really interesting 
premise and moral dilemma." 

The prospect of playing opposite 
Kevin Spacey was a big part of 
whal excited Samuel L. Jackson 
about the project. "I'd read the 
script and really respond to the 
role of Danny Roman, but when 
the combination of Kevin and 
myself was presented to me 1 Just 
broke out into a big smile," says 
Jackson. 

"Sam and 1 have known each 
other for more than 18 years," 
says Kevin Spacey. "1 used to see 
Sam in plays and we used to be at 
the same auditions. And when we 
did' A Time to Kill' we has a really 
great opportunity to sort of feel 
what It's like to work together We 
decided that we wanled lo do 
something logether again, and 
when 'The Negotiator' presented 
itself we both eagerly agreed to do 
It." '

Tucked away near the ceilter of 
Oakland County is a jewel of a golf 
course wi lh something for every 
level of golfer, and nature enthusi­
ast. 

I n d i a n Spr ings Me t ropa rk 
boasts the longest of the eight 
metropark golf courses with some 
of the nlosl challenging holes. 

"We have a number of people 
thai come oul and golf i l for the 
first tillle and say that it's one of 
the best kept secrets in Oakland 
County," Indian Springs Manager 
Al Gapske said. "We pride our­
selves in the maintenance and the 
operation itself." 

Indian Springs offers a combi­
nat ion of both chal lenging and 
easy holes in the m i d d l e of a 
nature area l h a l w i l l gel you a 
glinlpse of wildlife you just don't 
see evelyday. 

"The difference between Indian 
Springs and the other metropark 

courses is tha t we are the 
longest." Manager Al Gapske said. 
"1 wouldn' t say i l 's any tougher 
than the other metropark courses 
but we do have three vely unique 
holes that separate us from the 
other courses." 

Indian Springs measures 6,688 
from the championship tees and it 
doesn't lake long lo get to the 
toughest hole on the course. The 
th i rd hole measures 442-yards 
from the championship tees and 
provides golfers of any skill a chal­
lenge. 

It takes a long lee shot lo h i l 
the center of the fa i rway. Any 
shots meandering righl set up a 
second shot blockecl by woods. 
Thick woods follow the left fainvay 
as well. 

Approaching llle green provides 
a trick in itself Guarded by both a 
lefl and right builker, the green is 
severely undulat ing. Any shot to 
the green lhat doesn' l l and in 
f ron l is rol l i l lg off the back and 
crealillg a big uphil l putt. 

Indian Springs second signature 
hole is the 425-yard, par-4 sixth 
hole. Pull out the big dr iver on 
th i s wide open fa i rway b u t be 
careful approaching the f in icky 
g reen . A long second shot is 
re(iuired to reach the green. But, 
even a well played shot fronl the 
fa i rway can end up in t roub le

In yet a hnal set of words, lei's put at least 
as much effort and incentive on pieventing as 
we do on treatment and preseriiitions. 

There is documented proof of l l le many 
posi t ive bcnef i l s of th i s approach. Coors 
Brewing Co. spent $58S,900 on ils employee 
wel lness p rogram i n 1990. The company 
saved at least $1.9 mil l ion as a result of lower 
medical costs, reduced absenteeism, and 
increased produclivi ly. The Traveler's Insur­
ance Co. c la ims l h a l it receives a $3 .40 
re turn for every dol lar i l i i ivesis in health 
promotion, which yields $146 mill ion in total 
corporale savings per year. Wasle Manage­
ment Inc. heal ih programs resul led in an 
est imated savings of between $3,750 and 
$15,000 per par l ic ipant , per year, t iank of 

America realized a re iurn of $6 for every $1 
.spent on i ls iK'i i l l l i-proniolion programs. How 
is that for a return on investment? If that was 
a mul i ia l hmd, we would have a line of people 
ready to get involved. Lieller decision making, 
improved p roduc l i v i l y , and morale all arc 
(locumentcd ijenelits. 'i'he list goes on and on. 
Tenneco Co. found cmilloyees who parl icipal-
ed in a corporale f i tness program were 13 
percent less likely lo leave the coni])aiiy than 
those who did not. 

The bol lom line is Ihe evidence pointing to 
Ihc success of htncss and health programs in 
improving employee practices, rcxiucing medi­
cal and disability costs, and improving pro­
ductivity is indispiilable. Hopefully the Insur­
ance com])anies, medical field and corporale 
America wil l eontimie lo notice.

F ind ing the R igh l Doctor for 
Your Baby 

An importanl task for new par­
ents is the selection of a pediatri­
cian and i l sl lould be done even 
before their baby is born. Delaying 
llle choice can result in confusion 
dur ing those I'irst days and can 
leave parents wi thout a famil iar 
I'ace to consult should they face a 
medical emergency. 

It is a decision l l lat may i'emaill 
with you through 18 years of ear­
aches, sore throats and nuillerous 
parent ing decisions, so take the 
time to lllake a selection that feels 
comfortable lo you. A good way to 
begin the process is lo make a list 
of potential physicians, then refine 
the l ist, and interview your f inal 
candidates before making a choice. 

Talk to as many sources as you 
can. Your obstetrician, an obstet­
rics nurse, f r iends whose ch i ld 
rearing philosophy and tempera­
ment is similar lo your own, your 
Iiospilal physician referral service, 
or your insurance directory can 
provide possible candidates for 
you. 

In evaluating the list of potential 

pediatricialls, new parents need to 
weigh sonle basic points: 

Hospital affiliation can be impor­
tant for several reasons. 11 is help­
ful i f the pediatrician you select 
has privileges the hospital where 
you plan to del iver so that the 
baby can be examined before dis­
charge. It is also advantageous if 
the physician is affil iated wi lh a 
nearby hosp i ta l so emergency 
treatment is easily accessible. 

Look for a physician whose cre­
dentials include coil lplel ion of a 
residency in pediatrics and who is 
board certified or board eligible. 

Locat ion is another factor to 
think about. When you are dealing 
w i l h a sick or in jured chi ld, an 
office near your home is a conve­
nience. Keep in mind that a truly 
exceptional pediatr ic ian nlay be 
worth a longer trip. 

Your own schedule wi l l deter­
mine what are convenient office 
hours. If you have a nine-lo-five 
job, it's important to find someone 
who offers early morning, evening 
or weekend hours. 

Does the ped ia t r i c ian offer a 
paymenl plan or other flexibility in 
deal ing w i l h f inanc ia l matters? 

Make sure you understand your 
insurance plan's retiuirements and 
determine if your ped ia t r i c i an 
must be a plan provider or parlici­
pant. 

Learn everything that you can 
about the physician's practice. If 
you call after the office is closed, 
will you speak wilh a petlialrician 
or a nurse from an answering ser­
vice? Does the office use pcclialric 
nurse practit ioners or arc iherc 
only pediatricians in llle office? 

When you reach the interview 
stage, compile a list of questioils 
that wil l help you judge whether 
you and your prospective physi­
cian can agree on most issues in 
child rearing. Breastfeeding, bottle 
feeding, nu l r i t ion, c i rcumcis ion, 
and approach lo d isc ip l ine are 
among the discussion topics that 
can help lo determine your ability 
lo b u i l d a successfu l doc to r -
patient relat ionship, A few vei-y 
s imple quest ions l i ke "Wha t 
should I do in an emergency i f I 
am unable to reach you?" or "How 
do you feel about being consulted 
over the phone?" wil l give you a 
good idea if you can work together 
or not. 

F i rs t im]) ress ions are very m 
iniporlanl, and if you have reser­
vations, there is probalily a good 
reason. You have to feel comforl-
ablc with Ihe office as well as the 
pcdialriciaa you have selected. If 
you f ind that you have made a 
mistake after Ihe I'irsl of second 
visil, never feel lhal you are stuck 
with that decision. Some managed 
care plans may make i l dii'fieull to 
change but Iherc is always a way. 
Your child may be the one seeing 
lhe doctor, but you are the one 
who is driving, waiting, and then 
communica l ing wi th the physi ­
cian. 

You and the pediatrician are a 
team work ing on behalf of your 
ch i ld . The pedial r ie office s ta f f 
help make the team complete. 11 is 
your responsibi l i ty to make the 
best, well-rounded team you can. 
Good luck and choose wisely.
