Specif­
ically, EPAC wil l recolllmend 
whether to amend the seven-coun­
ty region's water and sewer service 
map to expand in three outlying 
areas. 

EPAC is chaired by Marysvllle

chairs are Plymouth Towtlshlp 
Supervisor Kathleen Keen-
McCarthy and Professor Orin 
Gelderloos of the Unlvci-slly of 
Michlgan-Dearbortl, 

"We will not support policies 
which subsidize growth," said 
SEMCOG executive director Paul 
Tait at the July 31 e.Kecutive com­
mittee meeting, restating SEM-
COG's policy against "urban 
sprawl." 

"There are legitimate health 
problems," Tall added, underl ining 
the other side of the problem.

Murray said. But when they com­
ply, they allow expansion. 

"Oakland County has 200,000 
septic systems. Wayne County as 
.'lO.OOO to 40.000," Mui-ray added. 

SEMCOG's executive committee 
voted -?25,000 for a staff report on 
"sustainable development" in the 
region to lesolve the question. 
"That would give us an Inventory of 
best practices." said Talt. The 
study would be published and sent 

to SEMCOG's 140 governmental 
unit members. 

SEMCOG chair Douglas Woolley, 
supervisor of PIttsfleld Township in 
Washtenaw County, said "sustain­
able development" will be his "sig­
nature project" for the region. 

In other business July 3 1 , the 
SEMCOG executive committee 
endorsed: 

• "A Proposed State Policy for the 
Reuse of Obsolete Buildings." If 
enacted Into state law, the policy 
would allow local governments to 
eliminate property taxes for 12 
years on improvements made to 
buildings officially declared obso­

lete, in order to bring them back 
into use at reduced lax cost. 

• A similar policy for "blighting 
buildings." l^cal units could con­
demn property, relocate residents, 
and adopt I'edevelopmeill plans. 

Currently, the owner of a blight­
ing building could donate It to the 
local un i t , to a local economic 
development corporation, or a non­
profit organization. The new policy, 
i f enacted into law, would allow 
local uni ts to give owners incen­
tives to donate a blighted building -
such as forgiveness of fines and 
fees.

"It raised his ciiriiisity. He got up 
lo invcsligalc and saw one of the 
injuri'd lambs," said Sergeanl Mike 
I'anagiolidrs. who icspoiuled lo Ihe 
call. "One ol the dogs ran ]iast l i inl. 
As he walked farther he scared the 
other dog awav from the sheep who 
died." 

Aside from that sheep, another 
was seriously wounded and may 
haw lo be ileslroyed, Panagiotldes 
said. A third suffered minor 
injuries in Ihe attack. 

All had Iheir tliroals ripjjcd open. 
"John recognized them as being 

the (lags (if a resident," Panagi-
olides said. 

All hough police would not 
release his iiaiiie, Panagiotldes said 
Ihey arc investigating a Novi man 
as ihc owner of the dogs. 

Tile owller could be charged with 
illisdeineanors for letting his dogs 
run loose and al large and harbor­
ing vicious animals. 

A woman who allswered the door 
of his home after the incident 
denied that the clogs were his. 

'The animals weren't there and 
haveil't been there since," Panagi­
otldes said, 

Northville Township police also 
said the man claimed he put 
another dog to sleep after i l chased 
a bicyclist al Maybuiy State Park 
and ducks and geese were found 
dead in the park. 

'The people aren't living up to 
their responsibillly for dog owner­
ship," Panagiotldes said. "Once a 
dog has begun doiilg something 
like that It's difficult to get them to 
slop."

(luestion as to whether coyotes may 
have been responsible for the 
ki l l ings, Fischer said sightings 
have proved that theory false. 

"There's no way in heck It's a 
coyote. We're 100 percent con-
vlnced it's dogs," Fischer said. 
"We've seen them about four 
linles." 

The beagle and shephertl have 
been spotted by other residents 
near the Maybury farm, which Is 
located off of Beck Road between 
Seven and Eighl Mile Roads. 

Among them is Barb Lucas, a 
resident on Westvlew Road near 
Maybui^'. 

After hearing about other animal 
deaths, she took precautions to 
protect her family's livestock. 

Still, she woke up one morning 
last i l ionlh to llnd four of the fami­
ly's black and white pel sheep 
killed. 

Police reports from that lilcident 
said the sheep's throats suffered 
rips the size of a man's fist, but no 
paw prints or evidence were found 
ill the area leaving police no clue as 
to what kind of animal was respon­
sible. 

A four-foot fence around the pas­
ture was untouched, Northville 
Township police said. 

Lucas said she Is concerned for 
children in the area. 

"These were big sheep," she said. 
"What's next?"

"The local schools today have no 
clioice. They have to provide these 
seiYices."

'The measure can lead to (he plrat-
lilg of businesses from one commu­

nity to another without the safe­
guards that the benefits will go to 
communities with need." 

He likened lawmakers' tactics to 
a "sneak attack" because they 
bypassed the normal committee 
process. 

VagnozzI quoted from the House 
f^epubllcan search staff which 
said. T h i s bi l l does not require an 
exit visa like other legislation offer­
ing tax breaks for locating in dis­
tressed areas ... This bill (iocs not 
allow local government units to 
exert such influence when busi­
nesses leave their area.. . 

"Any of these municipalit ies 
(those seeking to lure businesses 
by exempUng 100 percent of newly 
acquired personal property) can 
establish a new Industrial develop­
ment d ist r ic t by resolution. In 
addition, it Is not that difficult to 
declare an area distressed, so more

'This bill does not restrict the 
exemption to new personal proper­
ty ... So personal property exempt 
under PA 198 (the industrial facili­
ties tax), for example, could be 
moved into a new exempt district 
when its current exemption expires 
and mainta in the property's 
exempt status." 

Rochester Hills Mayor Kenneth 
Snell had a similar complaint. 

"Under current laws," he said. 

"when a company wishes to relo­
cate Jobs In order to receive a tax 
abatement from another communi­
ty, the 'host' community must 
review and approve the relocation. 
Rochester Hills has been the recip­
ient and giver of such company 
moves ... In fact, we've never 

. refused such an employment 
transfer... 

"SB 733 would allow communi­
ties to lure companies witl louLth/s 
approval step. This bill will create 
unfair results and long-term liabil­

ities for all communiUes," he said, 
urging Engier to veto it. 

SB 733 passed the Senate Feb. 
25 on a 37-0 vote. 

On May 27 it was reported out of 
the House Tax Policy Committee, 
headed by Rep. Kirk Profit, D-Ypsi-
lanl i . 

But on July 3, It was amended 
several times on the House floor 
and passed 61-20. 

On the same day, the Senate 
concurred In House amendments 
on a 31-2 vote wi th four absent. 

The bil l allows the governing 
body of a local assessing unit (city 
or township) to exempt "all new 
personal property of an eligible 
business located in an eligible dis­
trict." 

It says the state treasurer, "with 
the wri t ten concurrence of the 
Department of Michigan Jobs 
Commission, shall advise the State 

Tax Commission as to whether 
exempUng the new personal prop­
erty of the eligible business is nec­
essary to reduce unemployment, 
promote economic growth and 
Increase capital investment in the 
state," 

Eligible districts lo receive such 
investments include Industrial 
development districts under PA 
198 of 1974, "renaissance zones" 
under a 1996 law, "enterprise 
zones" under a 1985 law, "brown-
Held development zones" under a 
1996 law, "empowerment zones" 
under the 1986 federal Internal 
Revenue Code "lax increment 
finance authority" zones under a 
1980 law, an authority district 
under the Local Development 
Financing Act of 1986, and a 
"downtown development district" 
under the 1975 law.

Move over, Southfield, The new 
king of the motion picture moun­
tain has set up camp at Seven Mile 
and Haggerty roads. 

That's because AMC is in the 
home stretch of building a new 20-
screen multiplex theater just inside 
Livonia city llnilts. 

And according to AMC's fecillties 
milnager J im Wilkie, when the 
mega-theater development is 
opened Oct, 9, it could verj' well be 
the most well-attended movie 
house In the northeast United 
States, 

'This is going to be something 
spectacular — 1 can guarantee you 
of that," Wilkie said, 'This Is going 
to be a theater people will have to 
come out and see," 

The AMC Livonia 20 is the proto­
type for a new breed of AMC the­
aters which will be constructed 
across the country, he said. 

"It's only a matter of time before 
you won't see an AMC theater with 
less than 10 screens," he said, 
'This is just the way of the future," 

The Livonia complex, as its name 
implies, has 20 theaters, all with 
stadium seating and an ultra-mod-

"This is going to be something spectacular." 

AMC facilities managei 

em .Sony digital sound system, 
Wilkie said, Tlie theaters wili range 
In size from rooms which seat 55 
people all the way up to the 440-
.seal nlonster for first-runs and 
blockbuster titles. 

Stadium seating, unlike tradi­
tional movie theaters, is set up 
with a much steeper slope, pre­
venting the problem of people one 
row In front blocking a view of the 
screen. 

Wilkie said the seats will be set 
into wider aisles and also have arm 
rests which fold back to allow 
patrons — who so wish — to get 
closer to each other. 

As for motif, AMC spokesperson 
Tina Voccia said the AMC Livonia 
20 would have a classic but more 
subdued feel to itself than the Star 
Southfield, which made headlines 
last summer for Its flashy Holly­
wood decor. 

"We're describe this as the sort of 

look you'd have in a nice hotel or a 
casino," she said. 

The walls of the theater's main 
lobby and hallways will be a dark 
shacie of dusty pink, while the car­
peting wil l carry a blue, green and 
Inirgundy swirl pattern. 

Ten ticket windows will sell pass­
es to the theater, but If a patron 
would rather Just pay for the ticket 
and go, an automated ticket pur­
chase booth wil l be Installed, allow­
ing patrons to pay for tickets with 
their debit or credit cards and pick 
them up at a will-call booth, Wilkie 
said. 

Getting refreshments won't be a 
problem, either, as nearly 40 loca­
tions wil l be set up throughout the 
theater to 

As for AMC's other theater in 
Livonia — the AMC Laurel Park — 
Voccia said plans are undenvay to 
renovate that location to have six 
screens versus the existing 10, The 

Ixlurel Park location may carry lim­
ited engagement films or children's 
movies, she said. 

The two venues may appear in 
movie l istings under the name 
AMC Livonia 26. she said. 

Voccia also said AMC Is hoping to 
establish packages or discounts 
Ihrough other businesses in the 
area. A 128-rooni AmerlSuites 
hotel is also under construction at 
the Seven / Haggerty location, just 
to the south of the AMC site. 

Though it's anticipated the AMC 
Laurel 20 wi l l be the hot spot for 
moviegoers, Wilkie said ticket 
prices wil l be the same as the Lau­
rel Park location; $6.50 for adult 
evening admission, $4.50 for 
senior citizens, children under 12 
or students wi th student ID, $4.50 
for matinees, and $3.50 for twilight 
shows. 

"It's deflllltely one of the best val­
ues for your dollar In theaters,"

C y c l e s g i v e s c o p s a n o t h e r t o o

Some ride Harley Davidsons for 
recreation, others for thrills. 

but for a team of Northville 
Township police officers, the motor­
cycles are tools for law enforce­
ment. 

"What they offer us is an oppor­
tunity for selective traffic enl^orce-
ment. They allow us to get into 
areas of difficulty that would pre­
vent automobiles. We can get back 
in there quickly and get out quick­
ly," said Lieutenant John Sherman, 
who is in charge of the township's 
five-member police motorcycle 
team. 

Sherman said he once used a 
motorcycle to access a 10-year-old 
child who was Injured on a bike 
path in the Northville Commons 

subdivision. 
"The patrol vehicle couldn't gel 

back there but 1 was able lo move 
off the roadway and begin render­
ing aid to the youth," he said. 

The Eleclra Glide Classic police 
bikes are equipped with flashing 
lights, radios and cargo saddlebags 
and every officer trained to ride 
them is issued knee-high leather 
boots, helmets and leather jackets. 

In the third year of a five year 
agreement with the manufacturer, 
Northville Township leases the 
llarleys for a yearly fee of $300 
apiece. Each year, tlie department 
trades the biites In for the latesl 

models at the Town & Country 
Sporl Center dealeiship outside of 
Jackson, Michigan, 

"We've received a great deal of 
public support for the vehicles," 
Sherman said, "People tend to 
relate to us more as we drive 
through the subdivisions. Quite 
honestly, if 1 pull up to you in the 
street, we don't have a door or win­
dow between us. We can form a 
much more personal relationship 
with the people we're talking to." 

You can see the Harleys on patrol 
whenever the pavement is dry. 

The bikes' speedometers register 
up to 120 miles per hour, but offi­

cers are forbidden to use them for 
high speed pursuit because of safe­
ty reasons. 

If a motorcycle officer makes an 
arrest, they must call for a patrol 
unit to transport the suspects, but 
the bikes are used for back-up, 
traffic stops and especially public 
relations. 

'You'd be surprised how many Hariey 
owners are in the township who enjoy 
talking to officers about b ies and end 
up taSdng about community issues. I • 
think it's certainly a plus to the agency 
and 1 certainly Ulink the citizens support 
the presence of the bikes. It's a very 
good tool," he said.

She uses aiiotlier analog^^v A 
counselor Is like a naval navigator 
who is supposed lo knov,' the 
waters, the reefs, the shoals, tlie 
passages. "Everv'thing is goal-cen­
tered and student-centered. We 
(counselors) are not here to fill 
classes. Students' goals vaiy - and 
change," 

NEW TOOI.^ 
"Counselors see themselves as 

high-touch, but in the last five 
years we've become high-tech," she 
said, palling the keyboard of her 
computer with its VCR program. 
VCR stands for verified counseling 
record. 

Grass records every Inlervlew 
with a student, Ihe advice she gives 
and gives the student a printout. 

"They (studenis) leave with a 
prinlecl plan of work. Tliey love It. 
They have something tangible. And 
I'm accountable." Grass added that 
a later counselor also can look up 
the advice she gave that student. 

"It's Ihe most exxiting thing In 
counseling In a long time," she said 
- "once you learn Ihe system," 

Most counselors are generalists. 

but a few are specialisl.s, such as 
Dr. Roger Za|)lnski, who knows the 
c:oiiiputer iiifornialion system cur­
riculum, and l)r. Lirrv' Gage, who 
hel|)s the ini])alrod. Foreign stu­
dent iidvisors, who know Ihc l i i lml-
gnillon rules, are in a sepaj-ate 
office. 

Computers also help counselors 
look u)) Ihe progranis and require­
ments of iiiiiversilles lo wli irh stu­
denis might l iai isler 

"More students are university-
bound," said Grass. "That ])erceiil-
age has increased. Some of our 
students are university students 
who come liere for the summer. 

"A sdideiif may rotitc in and say. 
'1 want to transfer to Michigan 
State, and 1 want lo know exactly 
what courses will transfer' 

"We also have a lot of undecided 
students. My (jueslion lo thcin 
usually is, 'What do you want OCC 
to do for you?' 

"We have career planning class­
es. We ha\'e career centers on every 
campus that give assessment tests, 
do a personality and Interests 
Inventoiy, look for patterns." 

NEW EMPHASIS 
OCC has put greater emphasis 

on cotin.scling, in part because It 
guides studenis away from failure, 
in part because it Ilelps student 
retention. 

Take llie literacy program. Previ­
ously, a student who linlshcd at 
Level 1 on the ASSET test il l 
English and needs developmental a 
English course must see a coun­
selor. Now, anyone finishing al l.ev-
els 1 and 2 must see a counselor

'That's a whole 'nother grouji we've 
been asked to see," Grass said.

He needs lo articu­
late his recommitment," Grass 
said. 

She said 9.5 percent of students 
are receptive, open and motivated.

body. 
During his short llfehme, Jacob 

suffered bone and vertebrae frac­
tures, cardiac arrests and a dis­
tended abdomen. The disease 
atlackcd his liver, lungs and 
spleen. He spent most of his life In 
under hospital care. Trcalment 
included chemotherapy, blood 
Irailsfusions and iliorplilne for the 
pain. In the end, Jacob undenvent 
every known treatment for the dis­
ease. 

"II doesn't affect their nlind," J im 
explained. Choking back tears, he 
inlagincd what it must have been 
like for his son. "He was still a kid 
who wauled lo play but his body 
wasn't able to keep up \vith him." 

But Jacob surprised doctors who 
thought the worst, recovering from 
each episode against the odds. He

coil l i i lued to do so each and every 
lime wllh a smile, unlit June 19 
when he passed away while at the 

hospital. 11 was a shock even to the 
doctors. 

"If 1 could have nlade a deal with 
the devil and sacrificed my life, I 
would have," J im said, 

Nol long after Jacob's death, the 
couple found out they were preg­
nant. The baby Is doing Just fine, 

"It's actually kind of scaly," he 
said, "Although the disease Is not 
heredltarj' you know one of your 
kids have had It and living In a hos­
pital for six rlionths you see a lot of 
diseases ,,, It opens your eyes to 
the possibilities." 

Throughout the months and dur­
ing the last year, the couple 
becaille Involved In the Histlocylo-
sis Association of America and lllet 
others like them, 

"You feel so Isolated because you 
keep hearing it's "rare, rare, rare," 
e.xplalned J im. Now their work 
enables them to help others possi­
bly avoid the trauma they and their 
son went Ihrough.

Because the disease Is so rare, 
government dollars don't support 
any research. Instead It's all contri­
butions. And the Dinkins believe If 
eilough money can be found, so 
can a cure, 

'This Isn't a disease we're going 
lo have to spend years and years 
researching," J im said. 'This is 
something I'm confident I'll see one 
day a cure for." 

J ln l , who was Iransferred from 
California lo his home slale of 
Mictligan when Jacob was first 
diagnosed, credits the Blue Care 
Network for helping the family get 
the infant proper treatment. 

J im and Michelle moved lo 
Michigan in 1996 from California. 
Both gi-ew up In Walled Like. 

Despite the unforlunale l iming 
of the move, J im said woiTies about 
Iraiispoi-ling Jacob by medical heli­
copter lo the University of Michi­
gan Molt Children's Hospital were 
eased when Blue Care agreed lo 

pay the cosl. 
"As I asked Ihe question i t ruly 

felt stupid," he explained, "Why 
would an HMO pay thousands of 
dollars to move Jacob lo Mlehigail. 
After all, isn'l the bollotn line wi th 
an HMO about cutting costs?" 

But in disbelief and exhilaration 
he heard the compaily l'epresenla-
tive tell him, "We think it's in 
Jacob's best interest to get h im 
home lo Michigan so he can be 
wilh his fanllly,"

lilsllocylosis is a nlysteiious and 
sometimes falal disease thai affeels 
about 1,000 new chi ldren and 
adults each year In the United 
States. 

Although the cause and best 
treatii lenl of this disease are 
unknown, scienllsls do know that 
patients with Histiocytosis have too 
illany hisllocyles, a form of white 
blood cell. In their systems. 

TTlese cells multiply wildly and 
can attack any part of the body, 
including bones, spleen, liver, 
lungs, .skin and lynlph nodes. 

This disease is similar lo cancer 
in some ways and historically has 
been treated by oncologists with 
radiation and ellemolhei-apy. 
Unlike cancer, it sometimes goes 
into remission without Ireatment. 

HIsUocylosIs is so rare that there 
is tittle research Into its cause and 
treatment. Unforluilately, the palil 
and suffering associated wi th this 
disease are Just as severe as that 
with diseases which are well 
known and receive inajor research 
funding.

nience shopping center with super­
market at Ten Mile and Beck 
roads. At that time, lOO residents 
turned out in opposition. 

At least 12 petitions opposed to 
the latest concept are now circulat­
ing and Scheinberg said she's 
already gathered 130 signatures on 
hers. 

Subdivisions represented in the 
petiuon drive include North Beacon 
Woods, Northville Estates, Abby 
Knoll, Pheasant Hills, Lexington 
Commons, Barclay Estates, 
Autumn Park, Beckingham and 
Edinborough. 

In Novi's Barclay Estates, Dan 
Dembicki said the relatively new 
subdivision's board of directors 
acquired experience in organizing 
homeowners when they battled the 
site plan for the neighboring 
Dunnabeck Estates. 

"A strip rnall across from May-
bury Park Is so incongruous. It Just 
leally defiles the area," Dembicki 
said. 

'This Just gets so frustraUng. 
Everyone wants to build another 
strip mall on another corner. 
There's tons of corners where it's 
commercial that they should be 
looking at." 

The residents say they don't 
mind driving to other grocery 
stores in the area. Including two 
Meijer's, two Farmer Jacks, two 
Hllier's Shopping Center Markets 
and one Busch's. 

As Barbara Lucas of Northvllle's 
Westview Drive sees it, not only is 

there no need for retail in the Eight 
Mile/Beck Road area, but a shop­
ping center would damage a rural 
neighborhood. 

She said she's happy to drive ten 
or twenty minutes to do her grocery 
shopping. 

'Telling us we could keep May-
bury a park area and build around 
it, hu r ts the animals that live 
there. They won't have anywhere to 
roam to look for food and to f ind 
tllates," Lucas said. 

'This issue is going to come up 
again and again on the west side of 
Eight Mile as the people sell. If they 
have to sell to developers, I would 
like to see developers come In that 
would be more appropriate to the 
area." 

Scheinberg said she didn't agree 
with what she termed "the lillnd set 
that says It's not convenient If it's 
not one-half mile from your house." 

However, Weddington said she 
agrees wi th Frankel that there may 
be a need for some convenience 
shopping opportunities soillewhere 
in western Novi, 

She serves on a committee that 
alms to have Novi's master plan 
updated by next July, 

In the western side of Novi, plans 
are underway for another grocery. 
Providence Hospital, in partnership 
with the Jonna company, has dis­
cussed with the city a possible 
200,000 square foot commercial 
complex, to potentially Include a 
hotel, a grocery store and other 
uses, across from the Grand River 
Avenue medical center

The bath house proved so suc­
cessful lhat it inspired competi­
tion in the area. Next door neigh­
bor Herman Czenkusch. was not 
lo be outdone and he built a sub­
division called Cenaqua Shores, 

Along with a bath house, Czenkusich also added the 
attraction of a huge water slide. The Cenaqua Shores water 
slide proved iillnlensely popular and drew great crowds to 
the lake. However the huge slides eventually became dan-
gei-ous. After a fatal accident in the early 1930s, the slides 
were closed and soon disirlantled. 

The popularity of the bath houses, though, failed lo deter 
the crowtis, and Czenkusch and the Taylors became avid 
ri\'als. Trj'ing to oul(lo each olhen they both added dance 
halls an(l Czenkusch even included the newfangled motion 
pictures lo his park. 

The 1920s saw a few changes in the rival camps. In 
November 1921, the Cenaqua Shores bath house burned to 
the gi-ouild. 

I l l 1923, the Taylors sold their bath house and dance hall 
to Louis B. Toletteile. Toletlene, a Detroit grocer pur­
chased the Taylors' dance hall, remodeled it aild llamed it 
Casino Shores Pavilion. 

In 192,5, a new building was constnicted, creating a ball­
room measuring 120 by 140 feet. It was named the New 
Casino, and it opened in April 1925. 

With a polished maple dailoc lloor and inlrieale lallice-
work decorations, Ihe New Casino dance hall was a wel­
come spot for dance lovers in the "Roaring T\vciilies." 

The ballroom featured a stage where a variety of jjer-
fornlers entertained over the years. 

Meanwhile, at Cenaqua Shores, Merman Czenkuscll's 
health was failing and he leased his casino to Novi resident 
Howal-d S. Slalnan. 

Stamail was unable lo make a go of the business and in 
1927, Louis Toletlene leased the Cenaqua Shores dance 
hall. In order lo draw bigger crowds, Toletlene hired lllc 
ilalionally-knowii band, the Broadway Collegians, to head­
line the 1928 season. The band was a hit, and Walled Uike 
became knowil as the place lo go for fun. 

Dancing and bathing, however were not enougll to sat­
isfy the fun-seekers and in 1929, a roller coasler was 
installed at Walled Lake by Fred W, Pearce. 

Pearce leased Czerlkuseh's original property in order to 
build his amusement jlark. The "Flying Dragon" at Walled 
Lake was considered to be the best roller coasler Pearce 
ever built, and the crowds poured in . 

The grand openiilg for llle Walled lake aillusemcnt park 
was held on Meillorial Day 1929, 

Herman Czenkusch died just three months later but his 
creation of an entertainment center around Walled Lake 
continued. Though the park was closed during the years of 
World War I I , it opened in 1946 with the sounds of big 
bands and bigger crowds, making the name "Walled l.ake" 
synonymous with fun. 

By the 1950s, however things began to change. Dwin­
dling attendance in the late 1950s forced the closing of the 
Walled Lake Casino and llle amusemeilt jDark followed in 
1968, An era had ended for Novi and its lake, but the mem­
ories of the Walled Lake Casino live on,

They decided to do th ings dif ferently in 
South Lyon , In Augus t 1996 the city and 
l l le schools agreed to share development 
costs and use of the sanle admin is t ra t ion 
hui ld lng. The school d is t r ic t provided the 
site for the bu i l d ing , whi le the city's B l l i l d -
i i lg A i i t l l o r i l y financed the constl-uellon 
w i th n lun ic ipa l bonds, The $2,656,105 
project cost was d iv ided — 42 pel-cent by 
the city and 58 percent by the schools. 

The taxpayers of S o u l h Lyon got a good 
deal. They paid i lo site acquis i t ion costs, 
because the site was on school distr ict 
I lroperty, F inanc ing was by low interest, 
15-year inun ie ipa l bonds. Both city and 
school gi-oups share use of conferellee 
roonls, pai-ki l ig lots and lobbies, whi le 
overhead costs such as maintenance and 
i'cpair are reduced. 

To the Editor: 
We ore lneiilbers of a group of 

Novi and Norlllville residents unit­
ed against the proposed re/.oning of 
Eight Mile and Beck. We I'ecl lhat 
Novi should slick lo its "Master 
Plan" and keep Eight Mile and 
Beck residential. 

The Stuart Frankel Developnlent 
Co. is rcquesling a zoning change 
so i l can put a 23-acre mega-strip 
mall at the northwest corner of 
Eighl Mile and Beck, currently 
Zayti's Trucking. TJie complex 
includes 800 parking spaces and 
would be the size of Wixom's new 
Meijer's, or 1.5 tiilles the size of the 
new Busch's at Six Mile and Shel­
don. 

The 24-hour opei-ation would 
increase noise, crime, pollution 
and traffic. 

The Cily of Novi did a traffic 
study which concluded that the 
mall would attract an additional 
8,000 cars a day. 

There are three elenlentary 
schools within one and one-half 
miles, with many children walking 
and riding bikes to and from 
school. 

Many joggers and bicyclists use 
Eight Mile and Beck because of 
Maybury State Park. I^edestrian 
fatalities have already occurred. 

More retail Is not needed in this 
area. Seven large groceiy stores 

and countless strip malls are with­
in an easy drive of Eight Mile and 
Beck. Many of these complexes are 
way underutilized. 

The site has wetlands and wood­
lands and borders nlore of the 
sanle on three sides. Keeping the 
current residential zoning would 
complement the beauty of Maybury 
State Park and the surrounding 
natural areas. 

In order to build the mega-strip 
mall, Novi must first go against its 
"Master Plan" and change the cur­
rent zoning from residential to 
commercial. This would be putt ing 
the financial gain of a few over the 
needs of the community. 

What can we do to stop this from 
happening? 

• Attend the Nori Planning and 
Zoning Commission meeting at 
7:30 p.m. on Wednesday, Aug. 19, 
at the Novi Civic Center on Ten 
Mile Road between Taft and Novi 
roads. 

This meeting is open lo the pub­
lic regardless of where you live. We 
need as many people to attend as 
possible. Public comments from 
Novi residents will be especially 

effective.

One spring day. Democratic 
gubernatorial hopeful Doug Ross 
shouted "hello" across a Lansing 
street to this newsman. He was 
running a close second to Larry 
Owen in the polls, but Owen had 
the endorsements of Big Labor's 
leaders. 

Not a serious problem, said Ross, 
because other labor-endorsed can­
didates had lost primaries, for 
example to Sen. Don Riegle. And 
Big Labor isn't as strong as it used 
lobe . 

Ross was right, but it wasn't he 
who turned the tables on union 
leaders Aug, 4, Geoffrey Fieger the 
47-year-old governmental neo­
phyte, won the Democratic nomi­
nation for governor and Fieger 
could boast at next morning's unity 
breakfast: 'The rank and file union 
members voted for me. Teachers 
voted for me," 

"He has a lot of labor friends, 
rank and file support," said Sen, 
Gary Peters of Bloomfleld Town­
ship. "I picked that up in the union 
halls. This party is diverse." 

At state conventions' AFL-CIO 

President Frank Garrison has been 
fond of saying that whomever the 
Labor Caucus endorsed would be 
the partys choice. But Fieger has 
done what no Democratic guberna­
torial nominee has done for more 
than a generation - win a primary 
over labor leaders' opposition. 

The uriity breakfast, in the Pon-
chartrain Hotel in Detroit, featured 
former or ret ir ing officeholders 
such as Jim Blanehard, Don Riegle 
and Frank Kelley. But missing 
were: 

• Frank Garrison. 
• UAW president Steve Yokich. 
• Ross, who finished third and 

wasn't expected to make peace 
with the man who branded him a 
"sniveling weasel." 

• Detroit Mayor Dennis Archer, ' 
Several members of the Michigan 

congressional delegation attended, 
led by John Dingell of Trenton, but 
not Sander Levin of Soulhfieid or 
Lynn Rivers of Ann Arbor 

Wayne County Executive Ed 
McNamara, who had backed Owen, 
sent regrets because a younger sis­
ter died the day before. But he also 
sent chief of staff Chariie Williams 
to promise "enthusiastic support ... 

We will deliver Wayne County in an 
unprecedented way in November." 

Fieger did make peace, apparent­
ly, with party chair Mark Brewer, 
whom he once promised lo fire, 
even though Brewer is picked by 
party delegates for a term that runs 
unt i l January. "Since this is a 
unity breakfast, Mark, you can 
have your job back," Fieger 
laughed. It set a good mood. 

Some Democrats who weren't 
shunning Fieger, however, were 
candidates for attorney general, 

Macomb Prosecutor Cari Mari in-
ga said he would "converse with 
Fieger and see how he plans to run 
his campaign. We agree 99 percent 
on issues. The difference is his per­
sonal style. If he shows he has a 
good, solid side, all right. If not, 1 
would prefer not to be on the tick­
et." 

Wayne County Sheriff Bob 
Ficano affirmed that "we feel we 
have the qualifications to be there. 
The party leaders have to pick a 
consensus candidate. Jennifer 
(Granholm, Wayne County corpo­
rat ion counsel and resident of 
Northvllle), would be an attractive 
candidate," 

Also there were Sen, Chris Din­
gell of Trenton, Rep. Nick Ciarami-
taro of Roseville, Rep. U u r a Baird 
of Okemos, Rep. John Freeman of 
Madison Heights - a long, list of 
potential successors lo Frank Kel­
ley. 

A prominent Ross supporter, 
who asked not to be quoted by 
name, was unhappy at Big Labor's 
heretofore iron grip on parly nomi­
nations. "Mark Brewer (state cllairi 
is a smart man and a good lawyer 
1 don't see how he can climb in 
Steve Yokich's lap every morning to 
get his orders," she said. 

"I'm troubled," said former Oak­
land Democratic chair Don Tucker 
an Owen supporter "Larry Owen is 
a responsible, intelligent, risionary 
candidate. Geoffrey Fieger on the 
other hand, is there because of a) 
name recognition (through repre­
senting Jack Kevorkian] and b] his 
facile quotes that fit into a sound 
bite, but he's not well versed on 
policy," 

But he'll support Fieger over 
incumbent Republican John 
Engler 

Moreover, folks l iv ing in Sou th Lyon gain 
Ihc convenience of going lo a single bu i ld ­
ing to transact their business w i th both the 
city and Ihe school d is t r ic t , 

Jeff Potter, the mayor of Sou th Lyon, is 
b u b b l i n g w i t h e n t h u s i a s i l l about Ihe 
award -w inn ing project. "It 's bizarre that 
someone has to give local govbeni ine i l ts an 
award to do sonlc lh i i ig l ike th is , " he says. 

For years, tu r f i ng between ci l ies and 
schools or between di f fer ing depa i l i i i e i i l s 
w i t h i n one governmental s l r uc tu re has 
been the bane of cost-efi'eclive go\ 'c rnmcnl , 
Somel imes tu r f ing is disguised as a com­
m i t m e n t to local autonomy, going 11 alone 
regardless of how cost- ineff icient that may 
be.

OLP was established in 1957 a l the 
request of Cardinal Edward Mooney 
and does not receive any f inancial 
suppor t from (he Archdiocese. I ts 
funding sources include Supplemen­
tary .Security hieomc, Social Security 
Benefits, Dcparlnlent of Social Ser--
vices, and (he Department of Mental 
Health. Only one th i rd of the resi­
dents receive even close to the $105 
per day actual costs for their care. 
One third receive about $89 per day 
while Iwo-tl i irds receive supplemen-
taiy security and/or social security 
benefits which is $600 per monlh. 

The main conlribulors to OLP are 

the Knights of Columbus Councils, 
the annual parents' fund raiser called 
Sus ie 's Dance, g ran t s a n d o the r 
donations.

A l first Karl Slockhauscii was

"Over l ime it became some­
thing I really l iked and more a 
part of me than a par i of what 
nly parents were , " sa id Kar l . 
"They gave inc the opportuni ty 
and 1 took up on it. it was always 
up lo lllc." 

The 17-ycar-old son of William 
and Carole Jean Sloekhauscn of 
Northville was prcscnlcd with Ihe 
Eagle Seoul Award al a Court of 
Honor held on June 13 al May­
bury Slate Park. 

For his Eagle project. Karl, a 
member of Troop 755, chose an 
erosion control pi-oject at the Fort 
Griswold Playscape. 

Karl supervised fellow scouts 
and family nlembers over a 10-
day period in the fall. 

Karl's crew, which ranged from 
five volunteers on a cold, rainy 
day to as many as 30 on a bright 
sunny day, renio\'ed railroad ties 
from the steep embankmenl on 
the south side of the playscape 
so that they could instal l chain-
l i nk fencing and p l an t l l ly r t le 
groundcover to prevent surface 
erosion. The rai l road ties were 

secured with rerod a l the base of 
the embankiilent to nol only help 
w i th erosion but to serve as a 
seal for parents. 

'That way ihey can stay ou l of 
their children's way and sti l l be 
there to watch them," Karl said. 

Flower beds were created with 
the remain ing ra i l road t ies in 
three separate areas around the 
playscape. 

"It all s l i l l looks really, really 
good," said Karl of the project 
which was completed in Novem­
ber. 

"You can never rea l ly have 
enough help and enough work to 
do," Karl said of the lesson he 
learned most f rom the project 
a long w i th general leadership 
skil ls. "I would th ink I'd have a 
lot of work then 1 would run out 
and I'd have lo call i l a day." 

Karl joined the Cub Scouts in 
1992 and has enjoyed the high 
adventure programs the illost. 

One recent tr ip was a two-week 
backpacking adventure in nor th 
eastern New Mexico where he 
went on an 80 mile trek through 
the mountains. Last Christmas 
Karl camped on an island off the 
Florida Keys. 

"Both of those were wonder­
ful." he said. "It is beyond words 
how wonderful they were." 

A senior a t Un ive rs i t y of 
Detroit Jesuit High School and a 
illember of Our Lady of Victory 
Parish, Karl's maternal grandfa­
ther Hari^' James Walker became 
the second Eagle Scout in Wll i l -
ing, Ind. in 1925.

selves," 

Jack Ford at T tk M Asphalt of 
M i l lo rd r ipped up the concrete 
walk in I'ronI ol the statue to make 
way Ibi- (he brick pavers doualed 
by Lafarge Corjioration of Wixom 
and hlnsing. 

Ken Pollack of Clark Block &

Zeellincister, along with Wesley 
N u l l , of l.eidal aiui Hart Mason

The crew removed al l the dir t 
fi'om around the immediate wall 
area and dug down a couple of 
feel. In soille areas Ihe brick fac­
ing had to be removed enlirely ail(l 
rebuilt because i l was so bad. Tar 
was applied lo the inside of the 
wall and the outside bricks were 
acid washed. 

The capstones were removed, 
c leaned u n d e r n e a t h and 
reinortared back in place. 

The sidewalk by the shrine was 
graded and slag was added so the 
brick pavers could be laid. 

When they were all done laying 
the brick pavers the crew noticed 
there was a gap between the brick 
and the grass so they went out 
and bought sod so lhat it would 

look llilished. 
"1 have never been party to a 

transaction like this where there 
was such extreme gciierosity and 
such l iea r t - fe l t emot ion about 
what they were doing," said Grze­
lak, who l i i is been involved in 
some veiy lai'ge projects since she 
began working in hind raising in 
1980. "The money was smaller, but 
tlic generosity was bigger and the 
emotion was greater too. The eoiii-
uiilment was just superb."

In The Avengers, Icfieiidaiy pro­
ducer deny Wcintiaul) and direc­
tor Jeremiah Cheehik reinvent the 
in imitably Bri t ish .Steed and his 
deadly smart [larti ien Mrs. Peel, 
pit t ing them agaiiisl the devilishly 
c lever and completely evil Sir 
August l)e Wynler The Avengers 
teams Academy Award nominees 
Ralph Fienncs and Uiiia Tl imnian 
as Steed and Peel opposite Oscar-
winner Sean Connciy as l)e Wyn­
le r 

The M in i s t r y , Br i ta in 's lop-
secre l agency, has summoned 
John Steed (Ficnnes) to investigate 
some strange goings-on in Her 
Majesty's Kingdom. The weather 
seems out of control. Freak snow­
storms, hail of epic proportions, 
and temperatures thai fluctuate 
wildly from arctic lo blast rurnacc 
plague normally leniperate Eng-
iand. Someone is out to control the 
wcaher and bring the countiy and 
the world to ils knees. Who could 
mas te r such a b r i l l i an t and 
demonic attempt to e.xlort the rich­
es of nations in return for a tem­
perate day? Al l bets are on Sir 
August De Wynter (Conneiy). for­

mer Min is t ry man , who is very 
r i ch , very odd, and entirely loo 
intelligent, 

Preparing to light fire (or snow 
or hail) with fire. Steed teams up 
wi lh the i inl lappablc Mrs. Fmnia 
Peel (Tliuriiiaii), a master of juj i tsu 
and doctor in nieleorological sci­
ence il l a body made lor haute 
coulure. 

Steed and Peel, w i lh niartini-dn' 
wit and icy siz/.le, have returned 
I'roin si.xlies Britain lor a new age 
of cool. 

Ill the late 1960s, American lele-
\'ision aired a show that had been 
running in its native Great Britain 
since 1961. The show featured a 
wry Engl ish gen t l eman named 
J o i i n Steed, p layed by Patr ick 
Maeilee, who possessed a sense of 
humor as dry as his champagne. 
Steed elTortlessly batt led vil lains 
tha i appeared o rd ina ry ar f i rst 
glance—nannies, members of Par­
l iament , apo thecar ies , country 
vicars. Somewhere in Ihe first half 
of the p rogram, however, these 
foes reveaicd maniaca l plans to 
take over Westminster Abbey using 
an army of hypnotized soldiers or 
lo kidnap a v is i t ing dignitary by 
pumping nen'c gas into his train 
compartment. 

A id ing Steed in h is ba t t le 
aga ins t the b i z a r r e in no rma l 
clothes, was a female sidekick of a 
dil'ferent sort. Mrs. Emma Peel, as 
played by Diana Rigg, was an icy 
combinat ion of smar ts , beauty, 
and girl power. While Steed used 
h is t r ademark bowle r hat and 
bumpershoot to combat his adver­
saries, IVIrs. Peel utilized her well-
placed juj i tsu kick or karate flip to 
fe l l her foe. W i th the bad guys 
neatly dispatched, Steed and Peel 
would trade smirks and quips over 

a cocktail and part ways. That is, 
unt i l evil reared its ugly head in 
London the fo l lowing week and 
Steed would announce, "Mrs. Peel, 
we're needed," 

The Avengers suitably enamored 
American viewers. Th i r ty seven 
years afler its initial run on British 
television, the show remains that 
counl iy 's niosl popular exported 
serial , sold to i 2 0 countr ies lo 
date. 

Producer J e r r y We in t ra i i b 
(Karate Kid, Nashville) was one of 
the show's or ig ina l af icionados 
who eagerly awa i ted "The 
Avengers" each week. He renieln-
bers, "1 was working in Ihe niusie 
business in U n d o n in the '60s. 1 
was one of those mill ions of guys 
around the world who was in love 
with Emnla Peel." 

Welnlraub's Infatuation with the 
show and with Emnla Peel never 
faded, he eventually purchased the 
rights to the series in 1985 and 
made a comillitment to bring Steed 
and Peel to the big screen. 

From the beginning, he intended 
to retain the Brit ish llavor of the 
series in his fl lni. "1 wanted to do i l 
right," he said. "When you're mak­
ing a big action-adventure movie, 
your natural tendency us to Amer­
icanize 11, 1 didn't want to, 1 knew 
John Steed and Emma Peel had a 
worldwide audience." 

The producer added, "This script 
is characler led. It's an adventure 
and a romance, very Brit ish, very 
funny, and a little surreal. I think 
it's a new formula, a great blend 
of character and act ion. " Wein-
traub worked closely with British 
screen writer Don Macpherson to 
retain the crisp style of the original 
series. 

C o s t u m e d e s i g n e r c o m b i n e d 

o o k s o f p i n s t n p e s a n d l e a t h e r 

Almost as menlorable as the 
stark design of the original "The 
Avengers" show was the look of the 
avenging duo — Steed in his tradi­
tional to-the-e,xtreme tailored suit 
and Emma (some of the time any­
way) in a leather catsuit. 

Costume designer Anthony Pow­
ell , a three-time Academy Award 
winner, admits, "Since it's a clas­
sic, you have to start from what 
everybody knows. Sleed was 
dressed in a way that was already 
a n a c h r o n i s t i c in the '60s. I t 's 
interesting that today, apart from 
the bowler hat, a beautifully-cut 
Saville Row suit is the height of 
fashion again. Given that Steed is 
a veritabie poster image of tradi­
t i o n , i t seemed to me to have 
every th ing connected w i th him 
made in Saveille Row." 

Powell used ta i lers f rom the 
shops along the world-famous dis­
tr ict in Ivondon, many of the his­
toric establishments dating back 
to Queen Victoria's early days on 

the throne, to ci-eate Steed's pin­
stripe suits, shirts, shoes, umbrel­
las and signature bowler hats. 

Powell's Job was a bi t less cut 
and dried when i t came to creating 
Emma Peel's wardrobe. 

Powell t u rned lo the decades 
that surrounded the original tele­
vision icons, studying back issues 
of Vogue from the period. "1 was 
astonished by the quality of inno­
cence and I'reshness of the clothes 
then." he said. "But the look was 
sort of a dolly bird, Lolita look — 
Twiggy and Jean Sh r imp ton — 
and that simply isn't Uma, 

" In f i lm you can ' t impose an 
impage on any actor, you have to 
work with what is there. Uma is 
tal l with her own personal sense of 
style. So we started over with the 
clothes lhat were r ight for Uma, 
right for the '90s and wl lh a llavor 
of the '60s." 

And for the famous leather cat­
su i t? "At my f i rs t meet ing w i lh 
Uma, she asked where the catsuit 

would hang in Emma's wal-drobe," 
said Powell. "That's a very good 
question. For costumes to be suc­
cess fu l , they have lo look 
Inevitable, as though they are pari 
of an actor's body. So, lo resolve 11, 
1 made sure tha i everything else 
leads up up to the famous catsuit, 
that everything has an echo of it — 
either it's something formfildng or 
made of suede or lea ther That 
way, the suit al the end becomes 
almost inevitable," Uma T h u r m a n is c a s t as Emma Peel in Warner B ros . ' s t y l i s h act ion-a iJventure, "The Avenge rs . "

At BlackHealh Golf Club, locat­
ed four miles norlh of Rochester, 
go l fers are g iven the un ique 
e.xperieiice of golfing a Scol l is l i 
style course. With I lundreds of 
small and large rol l ing mounds 
and tail heather grass lining Ihc 
fairways, Ihe course challenges 
players lo play it safe and smart. 

"This is definitely a players golf 
course , " B l a c k H e a l h general 
manager Bil l Jardine said. "The 
whole theme of this course is oul 
of 1920. You have lo play by feel. 
If you can hi l the ball straight, 
yoiri l be OK." 

The course, wh ich opened in 
early June, was bui l l on an old 
farm and contains very few trees, 
Jard ine said that owner Kevin 
A ld r idge , who was heavi ly 
involved with the construclion of 
Ihc course, cu t down j us t six 
trees in bui ld ing the course. "It 
look h im 20 minutes lo clear the 
trees," Jardine said. 

To o f f se t I he lack of t rees 
s t a n d i n g in the way of the 
gol fers, A ld r i dge s t ra teg ica l l y 
placed b u n k e r s on every hole 
and b r o u g h t i n over 750 ,000 
cubic yards of d i r l lo give Ihe 
course i ls ro l l i ng lopography. 
The tail fescue grass provides an 
even greater challenge lo hack­
ers and keeps the longer hit lers 
honesl. 

One of Ihe few holes where 
Irees come inlo play is the 151-
yard par-3 third hole. 11 may be 
hard lo f ind Ihe tee boxes, but 
once you walk up lo Ihe elevaled 
lees, a sl i f f challenge awaits you. 

The hole plays through a line 
of frees and swamp area, leaving 
little room for error. If the drive 
is long, to Ihe left or short, the 
gol fer may be in t r o u b l e . 
Depending on Ihe pin placement, 
this deceptive hole could t u r n 
i n l o a n i n s t a n t bogey ho le .

One of the il losl scenic holes 
on Ihe course, as well as one of 
the inosl d i f f icu l t , is Ihe par-5 
e igh th hole. Th is dog- leg left 
plays over water from all of the 
tees. 

B ig h i t l e r s may cha l lenge 
themselves and play over the 
whaler, bul the safe play is to hit 
an accurate drive over the short 
water. This wil l cut the chances 
of gel l ing wc l , bu l wi l l make i l 
tougher lo reach Ihe green in 
Iwo shots. The hole plays 517 
yards f rom Ihe back lees and 
399 from the women's lee boxes.

The essen i ia l fcatui-e of A l t e n t i o l i

i (erii of ii iattendotl, Ilyperactivily ai ld/oi- i i l lpul-

sivi ly t l lat Is more frequeilt aild severe than 
• I typically observed i i l iil(livlduals al a corllpara-
: ble level of de\'elopiileilt. Tile crilerla for the dis-

order ai'c that soilie syillptonis must have been 
. present before age 7, .some impairment il lust be 

present in at least two settiilgs, and there must 
l)e evidence of interferellce with social, acadenl-

j ic or occupational functioning. Also, the distur­
bances must ilot occur exclusively wi th a psy­
chiatric disoi-der, aild the symptonls must be 
persistent for six months. 

The disorder of inatteiltiveness, inlpulsivity, 
and hyperactivity was first described in 1902 
and has been given many names. Since Ihe 
1980, i t has been called A t t e n t i o n 
Deficil/Hyperactivily Disorder or ADHD. 

ADHD affects between 3 and 5 percent of all 
American children. Without early identification 
and proper trealmenl it can have serious conse­
quences, including school failure, depression, 
failed relationships, and even substailce abuse. 
And there is certainly a lack of self-esteem. 

It was formerly believed tllat these symptoiris 
disappear i l l adolescence, but it is now known 
that nlany symptoms continue into adulthood 
for 30-70 percent of individuals with this disor­
der. Adults with ADHD may experience diff icul­
ties at work and In relationships, as well as 
other emotional difficulties. 

Children with ADHD generally fall into two 
categories - those who are mainly hyperactive 
or impulsive and those who are predominantly 
inattentive. Sonic have a mixture of both types. 

Perhaps 50 percent of children w i th ADHD 
are never properly diagnosed. ADHD is not a 
specific learning disability. These chi ldren are 
not unable to learn, but they do have difficulty 

perforlning due to poor organization, inlpulsivi­
ty and Inattention. Howevei-, some childi'en with 
ADHD also have a learning disability. 

This disorder also involves an inipairmeut in 
the individual's ability to use rules and iilstnic-
tions to guide his or her behavior. As a result, 
they seem to always be at the mercy of what is 
happening al any given inoii ieiit and are less 
able to work persistent ly towar(l long term 
goals. 

Although such problems can make life quite 
d i f f icu l t for these ch i ld ren, there are many 
effective means of managing the behavioral 
deficits associated with ADHD. 

Between 70-80 percent of ch i ld ren w i l h 
ADHD respond posilively lo psychostimulant 
med ica t ions . These med ica t ions decrease 
inlpulsivity and hyperactivity, increase atten­
t ion and, in some chi ldren, decrease aggres­
sion. 

However, drug therapy should not be used as 
the only intervention. Classroom success may 
require a range of inteiVentions and children 
may respond lo (liffei-ent teachers in a variety of 
fashions. Usually a structured classroom is 
best. 

Parents, who frequently benefit from a sup­
port group such as CHADD, can be trained to 
provide consistent structure and clearly defined 
expectations and limits for childreil with ADHD. 
They should use charting of behavior, positive 
re inforcement , and t ime-ou t . Parents also 
should be instructed to help their child with 
peer relationships. 

Above all, parents need to be their child's 
best advocate. Keep in nlind that a child may 
have certain legal rights. The Individuals with 
Disabilities Education Acts require that special 
education and related services be made avail­
able to any child with a disability that inlpairs 

the child's educalional licribrmimce. Children 
who llave inlbrmed, effective parents arc belicr 
prepared io meet life's cluilleiige.s. 

Children wi th ADHD do nol routinely show 
signs of serious eiilotional disliM-hancc. Howev­
er, if not properly diagnosed and Ircalcd. these 
children can develo]) significant eiiiolioiial dilTi-
culties. 

Adults with ADHD, meanwhlk', often c.\pcii-
ence career diff icult ies. On Ihc other hand, 
adults who learn to adjust and lo harness their 
energy and creativity can thrive professionally. 

The cause of ADHD is believed to be a slower 
metabolism of glucose. This is the most evident 
in the portion of the brain that is important lor 
attention, handwriting, motor control and inhi­
bition of responses. Brain metabolism studies 
combined with family hisloiy siudics and drug 
response studies suggest ADMD's a neurobio-
logical disorder, not a result of a chaotic home 
environment. 

A comprehensive evaluation is ncressaiy to 
establish a diagnosis, rule out other caiises and 
deternl ine whether conditioii.s arc present. 
Such an evaluation will ofien include intel l i ­
gence testing plus Ihc asse.ssmeni of academic, 
social and emotional functioning, and develop­
mental abi l i t ies. Measures of attention span 
and inlpulsivi ty wil l also be used, as well as 
parent and teacher rating scales. A medical 
e.\anl by a physician is also important. 

U l t imate ly , t reat ing chi ldren w i t h ADHD 
requires a conlbinalion of p.sycliological and 
educational inteiVenlion and bellavior nianage-
ment techniques.
