driving a 60 horse|)ower outboard 
lisliing-type boat on ihe waters of 
k ic l i l.onioild, a 500-aere lake in 
Ihe relireiiiciit and resort town of 
Bella Vista. Arkaiis.is. 

fler sister Serra Qiuikeilbuse, 
42. was a |)asseiiger in the vessel. 

Behind them, KrIsicn Warlike 
and her sister, Kaiie Warnke, 16, 
were being |)ulled on an inner 
lube around Ihe lake. 

At some point, Susan Warnke 
and Qnakenbuse were thrown 
from the boat, possibly after it hit 
a wave, police said. 

The boat continued to run 
through the lake at nearly hill 
throttle and began to circle the 
four women. Farmer said. 

The rope that attached the inner 

tube to the stern of the lioal was 
cut or broken bul police said they 
arc unsure when or how. 

Susan and Kristcii Warnke were 
struck by the hul l and propeller of 
the boal, police said. 

Serra Quakenbuse and Katie 
Warnke escaped in ju iy , police 
said. 

"At some point in time the boal 
did alter its course and began lo 
loop outside the area where Ihey 
were. At that time some jieople 
slopped to pick them up." Farmer 
said. 

He said i l apjiears all four 
women were pulled from the water 
onto a pontoon boat and taken to 
the l.oeh l.omond Marine.

Groundbreaking could begin as 
early as spring 1999, with a year's 
end completion date projected. 

Within a week, a rezoning appli­
cation for the project Is expected 
to be submitted to the city. The 
site is now zoned for R-4, the 

highest density single-family 
housing, bul will need an RM-1 
zoning for multiple housing. 

In a month or so, the site plan 
wil l also be turned into the city. 

To be buil t on 14 of almost 19 
acres of land on the west side of 
Mcadowbrook Road, south of Ten 
Mile, the architects, Siegal/Tuo-
maala Associates of Farmington 
Hills, have designed a two-part 
plan.- - . 

A three-siorj' building will offer 
154 un i ts ranging from 500-
square fool, one-bedroonl apart­
ments to 900-square foot, two-
bedroom apartments. Target rent 
prices are in the $500 lo $600 
range. 

For more independent living, 40 
attached ranch buildings will be 
built. 

'These are as close lo a single-
family home as we can design. You 
enter into your own entrance lo 
your own unit," archllect Al Tuo-
maala said.

Library employees originally 
sought the informallon because 
Ihey arc in Ihc process of joining 
Ule union of American Fedel-alion 
of Slale, Counly and Municipal 
Employees. 

"The staff has beell seeking to 
obtain background information 
about the deliberations lhat led 
the Lihraiy 13oard lo adopt the poli­
cies i l has passed. We llave discov­
ered lhat mvich of this information 
is simply not available," said a let­
ter to the newspaper signed by six 
libraiy employees. 

The letter also stated that eom-
millee meetings were held in pr i ­
vate homes and portions of meet­
ings were closed lo the public wi th­
out legal reasons. 

'There appears to be a pattern of 
either omissions or deliberate wi th­
holding of important information 
thai does nol allow either the staff 
or concerned members of the pub­
lic access to vital public records 
and infornlatlon," the letter stated. 

Mulch said In some cases the 
only record that the meetings were 
held at all were references found in 
the minutes of the ful l l ibrary 
board. 

Library Director Jul ie Herr in 
confirmed that rip minutes were 
recorded for 'at least eleven meet­
ings this year. 

"It is a very complicated situa­
tion. The employees are vely dedi­
cated and extremely hard working. 

The board members are cxlreiiicly 
dedicaled as well. They both Inu'c 
\Tiy (lifferciil pcrspccti\'es," l ierr in 
said. 

Because Ihe board oversees an 
annual hudgel of nearly $1 million 
obtained through Northville and 
Northville Township t;lx levies, and 
because Ihe seven board iiiciiibers 
are elected officials, the board and 
its commillees must follow the 
Open Meetings Act. 

The basic intent of Ihc 1976 act, 
"is lo slreiiglhcn the right of all 
Michigan citizens lo know what 
goes on in govenimcnl by reriliiring 
public bodies to condnci neaily all 
business at open nicclings." 

According lo Judylhc Johnson, 
vice-chair of Ihc libraiy board, ll ie 
committees were nol keeping ii i in-
ules because they were unaware 
they had to follow Ihc OMA. How­
ever, she said Ihe commillees have 
begun lo keep niinulcs according 
lo Ihe advice of allorney Cynthia 
Fallhaven, who said the coiiii i i it-
lecs arc indeed bound lo the Michi­
gan OMA, 

"Any informallon lhat jx-ople 
want i l l regards lo anything that 
goes on in the libraiy can be put on 
the agenda. We'll be happy to 
answer any questions on where llie 
money goes," Johnson said. 

Mutch, who recenlly lefl the Novi 
Libraiy Board lo sen'c on the plan­
ning commission, saitl the 
Northville Dislricl Library has been 
making changes to cmpioyec com­
pensation since 1995. Prior to that, 
library workers had the same 
union proleclion as Norihvillc city 
employees. 

"One of the reasons we sought 
representation in the first place 
was because the dislricl l ibraiy 
started cutting pay and lowering 
benefils," Muteh said. "We're just 
asking for things to be equilable 
and lo find out how the board is 
spending their money." 

Since the previous conlracl 
expired in 1996, l ibraiy employees 
have lost three bereavement days, 
paid college tuition, short term dis­
ability, six holidays and five vaca­
tion days. Their work week has 
increased from 37.5 hours a week 
to 40. 

The salary for circulation clerks 
went down from $7.98 - $10.00 an 
hour lo $7,00 - $7.28 an hour,^.

Soli corns grow on you • so slowly and in such

H i g h c o u r t b a c k s t e a c h e r 

i n d i s p u t e o v e r p e n s i o n

Both sides threw verbal har­
poons when Uie Michigan Supreme 
Court decided a teacher pension 
Citse in favor of the leacher and 
against school districts. 

The high court spill 4-3 along 
parly lines in deckling lhat Adrian 
leaclier Bessie 'I'raylor was entitled 
lo pension credits for the year she 
lost front work due lo a broken hii) 
;ind collected workers eonip bene­
fits. 

At issue is the philosophy of 
" judicial activism" that helped 
Traylor, 

Supreme Court De/nocralic noni-
inees, with Justice Marilyn Kelly of 
Blootlifield Township writing, said 
'i'raylor should get pension credit 
for the time she received worker's 
conip. That will give her 30,8 years 
of seniority and an extra $250 a 
month in her pension check. 

Siding with Kelly wei'e Michael 
Cavaiiagh, who is seeking reelec­
tion this year; Patricia Boyle, who 
Is retiring; and Chief Justice Con­
rad Malleit Jr. of West Bloomlield. 

Republican noilllnees disagreed, 
with Justice Clifford Taylor pen­
ning a sharp dissent. Ullder Iheir 
reading, the teacher would get Just 
the 29.8 years of credit she accu­
mulated at the lime of her fall. Tay­
lor said workers comp shouldn't 
have been counted, and doing so 
will throw off all school districts' 
pension calculations. 

Taylor has been on the high 
court a year as a Gov. Engier 
appointee and is expecled lo gel 
the Republican nomination Aug. 
28 lo finish tile rest of the term. 
Agreeing wi th him were Jailles 
Brickley and Elizabeth Weaver 

Kelly wrote lhat the law said 
"compensation" includes Invest-
tlletits i l l annullles, longevity pay. 

overlime pay. vacation pay. holiday 
p;iy and "sick leave pay while 
absent from work." But the law 
doesn't mention worker's comp 
benefits, 

Kelly then noted lluil the stale 
pension board, Ingham Circuit 
Court and a Coiirl of Appetils panel 
came to dilferent conclusions tis to 
wliell lcr worker's comp should he 
couil tcd. Should the Supreme 
Court decide the issue? Yes. she 
said, because "if reasonable minds 
can ciiffer regarding its ilieaiiing. 
then Judicial conslrtiction is appro­
priate. In this case, we htld that 
reasonable minds can differ..." 

To delerininc the law's meaning. 
Kelly said, the reliretneni board 
looked at a legislative analysis of a 
1980 law. Thai analysis said, "Out-
state members (teachers) would 
also gain the right to couni time 
spent on sabbatical leave and time 
receiving worker's coillpensalioii as 
service credit. Both these benefits 
are now enjoyed by Detroit mem­
bers." Kelly and the Democrats 
sided with the pension board's 
analysis. 

Meanwhile, Kelly said, as this 
case was pending, the I.eglslature 
in 1996 amended the law specifi­
cally to include worker's comp beil-
efits in calculating pension fime. 

Taylor said the majority erred "by 
falling to fulfill Its duty to apply the 
statute as written." 

If the law didn't specifically men­
tion "worker's comp" as |)art of the 
pension base, then the court 
shouldn't add it. Taylor wrote, 
because "We do not have authority 
to expand, or contract, its defini­
tions." He dipped Into Latin for the 
legal rule: "Expressio unius est 
exclusio alterilis" - that is. "the 
express menUon of one thing is the 
exclusion of another." 

Taylor also quoted the top guru 

of legal conservatives, U.S. 
Supreme Court Justice Antonin 
Scalla. In a 1997 book "A Matter of 
Interpretat ion." Scalia blisters 
courts of the 1960s-80s for even 
considering "supposed legislative 
intent" which he calls "a handy 
cover for Judicial intent." 

.Scalia. a 1986 Reagan appointee, 
advocates "textuallsm," interpret­
ing the law as written, noting acid­
ly, "In .sotile sophisticated circles, it 
is considered silnpleminded -
'wooden.' 'unimaginative,' 'pedes­
trian.' It is none of that. . . One need 
only hold the belief that Judges 
have no authority to pursue those 
broader purposes or write (hose 
new laws." 

As for the 1996 amendment, 
Taylor adds that legislative Intent 
means "the one entertained by the 
Ixgislature at the time of the pas­
sage of the acl (1980), not the 
intent expressed by a subsequent 
(1996) amendment." 

Taylor argued that all school 
boards will be hurt by Ihe Kelly n l l -
ing. "Michigan's school boards," he 
said, "have budgeted and contract­
ed with their employees with the 
legitimate e!(pectatlon that ... no 
pension funding liability was tied 
to worker's compensation bene­
fits." 

The majority ruling, he said, sad­
dles school boards, retroactively, 
with higher pension liabilities. Tay­
lor called Democrats' handling of 
the case "almost casual," "flawed" 
and "latllentahle." 

The Michigan Education Associ­
ation, bargaining agent for school 
employees, filed an amicus brief on 
behalf of Traylor and the state pen­
sion board.

I3iil thai shouldn't dcler people froili fi l ing 
comiilaiiils wilh Ihe .Secret SciVice, whiell nol 
only proiecis the life of Ihe President, but also 
investigalcs counter fe i t ing and credit card 
cons. Scolder said. 

"Maybe someone charged $1,000 to your 
card," Seouler said. "In and of itself, that 's 
probably nol enough to have an investigation 
done. Bul if we gel reports of $1,000 fronl yon 
and ft 1.000 In charges on the cards of other 
people near yon. we can get a case logelher 
which coukl veiy well be illore than $30,000." 

Scolder said there arc any of a number of 
ways lo sraiii credit card-holders oul of their 
iiinney. Iiul southeasl Michigan has been hit by 
a few in particular. 

One of lllc illorc unfortunate tricks pulled by 
credit card issuers comes fronl the issuers 
Iheiiiselves. Seouler said. Once in a wh i le , 
employees wil l search the bank's conlputer 
database and pul l Ident i f ier Informat ion — 

social security numbers, arkli-csses, and moth­
er's maiden names. 

With thai information in hand, employees 
can obtain a false identity and possibly begin 
making charges to unsuspccliilg people. 

'The bottom line is that when sonieone gets a 
hold of your personal informalion, tllcy can go 
a long way wilh it," Scoulcr said. "You really 
need to be careful proteeliiig that inl'orniation." 

Another more elaborate scam involves alter­
ing the actual eredil card. Seouler said some 
con artists will use a eoniplilcr and a sciiilniiig 
machine to I'ecode the magnetic strip on the

C r e d i t c o u n c i l i n g c a n h e l p w i t h m o u n t i n g d e b t

The window in Candy Un lb ' s offlce overlooks 
l\velvc Oaks Mall, where alillost anything you 
could ever want is for sale. Unfortunately, the 
things people want aren't always the things 
thai people can afford. 

Eiitci" credit cavA debt, 
l,imib is a credit counselor for Consumer 

Credit Counse l i ng o f M i c h i g a n , a s t a t e -
licensed, non-profit agency. The service has 
woi) Ihe endorsement of several state and 
national companies and has been featured on 
"Tile Oi)rah Wiilfrcy Show" in the last nlonth. 

And in recent years, the number of people 
Lanll) has assisted has been on the rise. 

"We're always busy Ileie, but we've seen more 
people here lately," she said. 

Lamb said she's had cl ients f rom a lmost 
every socioeconomic group ai'ound, from 18-
year-olds who've gotten off on the wroilg foot, 
lo engineers and attorneys w i th $70,000 i n 
bills hangiiig over their head. 

"From what I've seen, people in the Novi area 
who come in here are Just poor money man­
agers," she said, "We take Ihe non-judgmental 
approach here. We want to fi.x the problem if 
it's at all possible." 

Consumer Credit has fixed its share of prob­
lems. Lamb said she's saved people from hav­
ing utilities turned off or cars or homes repos­
sessed. As a whole. Consumer Credit's branch 
offices across the Midwest have helped people 
pay back more than $500 mill ion in debt. 

But how does the debt amass in the first 
place? Lailib said it often starts wi t l i credit 
cards and .the min imum monthly payments 
tied with them. 

"A lot of people we see In here are under the 
impression that if they just make the ininimum 
payment, they'll stay afloat," Lamb said, "That's 
not the case. You're not digging into the princi­
ple, and the interest from that starts adding up 
in a real hurry." 

After a while, the principle grows, inflating 
the minimum monthly payment. 

"Pretty soon, that $15 minimum payment 
becomes $40 and then $60 and before you kllow 
it, you can't even make the minimum payment," 
Lamb said. "Tllal's a dangerous time." 

Another poor stratcgj' some credit card hold­
ers use, Laillb said, is to make a cash wi th­
drawal fronl one credit card to pay the mini-
nluil l payment of anolher. 

"You know you're in trouble if that starts 
happening," Lamb said. 

Consumer Credit's role is to act as an inter­
mediary between a client and the creditor, 
Lai l ib sa id . Consu lne r Credi t w i l l make 
arrangements wi lh a credit card issuer to have 
the monthly payments reduced as i l luch as 
possible. In some cases, interest may be entire­
ly eliminated and anilual fees waived, she said. 

Fees to c l ients are charged based on the 
amount of debt which needs to be liquidated, 
though f i rs t consu l ta t ions w i th Consumer 
Credit are free of charge, she said.

Your first 
step should be to contact the 
cred i t ca rd companies to let 
them know about your situation 
and ask wl ia l can be done. Be 
honest in your eomnluilication, 
and don't be muscled into pledg­
ing something you can'l do, such 
as m a k i n g a bigger payment 
l h a n you can a f f o rd . Keep a 
record of wdio you ta lked to 
( inc lud ing las l names) at the 
compailies, and send any written 
coiTespoildence as (;ertified mail. 

Q: l c a l l e d t h e compan ies 
and t h e y d i d n ' t r ea l l y he lp . 
Now what? 

A: Get in touch wi lh a licensed 
e red i l c o u n s e l i n g company. 
They ' re d i f f e ren t t han credi t 
repair agencies, which generally 
aren't what they're cracked up to 
be, according to Consumer Cred­
it Counseling. Ask about getting 
enro l led i n a debt repayment 
program, which can lower your 
monthly payments. In the mean­
whi le, pay those things which 
take priority in life — the house, 
u t i l i t i e s , a u t o payments and 
insurance premiums. 

Q; How does Consumer Cred­
i t C o u n s e l i n g Se rv i ce make 
the i r money? They ' re a busi­
ness, too, aren' t they? 

A: CCCS is a non-profit agency 
wh ich gets i ts money through 
grants from credit card compa­
nies and f rom fees charged lo 

clients based on their ability lo 
pay and amount of debt they're 
bringing to the table. First ("on-
sullations are free. 

Q: What about bankruptcy? 
Is tha t a good opt ion? 

A: Only in Ihe i l iosl absolute­
ly dii-c of situal ions. Bankrupt­
cies cause serious damage lo 
credit rc])orts, and remain on 
those reports for seven years' 
lime. You're almost always bel­
ter off lo schedule sonle kind of 
r e p a y m e n t w i t h c red i t o r s . 
Besides that , l l ie fees charged 
by a t l o r n e y s to f i le for 
bankruptcy cail't be anlong the 
debts f o rg i ven shou ld a 
bankruptcy be granted. 

Q: I f I enro l l w i t h Consumer 
Credit, what w i l l happen to my 
credit report? 

A; i t varies oil a case-lo-ease 
basis, in some cases, eolllpanies 
which extend credit may look al 
you unfavorably if you've signed 
up w i th CCCS, believing you've 
not been respons ib le in your 

, spending habits. However, many 
companies view a debt repay­
ment p rog ram as a good 
response to f inancial pressure. 
Your best bet is to request copies 
of your credi t report from the 
three credit report ing agencies 
and to verify that the information 
contained therein is accurate: 
Equifax (800-525-6285), Experi­
an (800-301-7195) and Tran­
sUn ion (800 -680 -7289 ) . Be 
warned — you may be .asked to 
enter a credit card number to 
obtain a copy of the report and 
then be told your card has been 
charged to do so. 

E a s y t o b e v i c t i m i z e d 
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When she eontaclcd her Master­
Card Issuer, an agent lold Kasnaic 
Meijer's store security division had 
contacted MasterCard about some 
suspicious charges which had been 
made overnight, 

A few phone calls later, Kasnaic 
leariled what had happened. 

"1 was really angry," she said. "I 
suppose 1 was lucky that they did­
n't use anything else In the purse, 
but you really want to trust people, 
and this sort of breached that 
trust." 

l i isnalc said she's still working 
through the headache of having 
credlls issued lor Ihe fraudulenl 
purclia.ses, and lhal she's changed 
the way she carries her wallcl. 

"1 carry so nliich stuff In my wal­
let - it's like my whole life is In 
there," she said. "1 only keep one or 
two credil cards In there now, and 
1 don'l cany nearly any cash any 
more." 

Though wliat happened to Kas­
naic didn't turn out nearly as bad 
as il could have. Northville Town­
ship detective Paul Sumner said 

the s i lual ion could have been 
much worse — and often is. 

Sumner .said many stores are 
either ambivalent about asking for 
identincalioil with credil cards and 
may go so far as to establish policy 
nol to require II). 

Sumner recalled being a teenag­
er and borrowing his niolher's 
credil card lo run errands. I)esi)ite 
the card clearly being desigilaled 
for a person nol even of his own 
gender, Sumner said he was never 
questioned by a clerk. 

More receiitiv, Sunmcr said he'd 

encountered veuddis who've nol 
asked for ideii l i f iralioii, dcspile his 
having wrlUcii "Ask Ibr idciiliiica-
l ion" on the back of Ins card. 

In Sumner's opinion, a lost cred­
il card is almost as valuable to a 
11 lief as finding cash. 

"You could lake lhal Visa you 
j i i s l found lo just about any store 
in llie mall, and I'm alinosl positive 
you'd never run into anyone who'd 
slop you from using the card," 
Siii i i i ier said. "It's that easy."

If the telephone starts ringing from creditors 
wondering where their money is, many people 
start panicking and making ill-advised money 
decisions, Lamb said. 

"People will respond lo the credit card compa­
ny because they're the ones they hear from 
first," she said. "They'll forget about things like 
house payments or car loans. You should never 
do that." 

As for so-called credit repair agencies. Limb 
said they're not what people think they are, and 
that people who look Into them should use 
extreme caution. 

'The only people who can remove items from 

credil reports are the companies themselves," 
Lamb said. "You really need lo be your own 
watchdog when It comes to your credit report," 

By "fixing" your credil, l.;imb said credit 
repair agencies wil l use some clever paperwork 
techniques which may give teinporaiy relief on a 
credit report, but probably won't have any long-
term effects. 

Once people are back on stable financial 
ground. Lamb said she advises people lo avoid 
credil cards as much as possible. If one is abso­
lutely needed. L imb said Il's worth taking the 
time to find one with the lowest Interest rate. 

"You really want to pay the whole balance off 
In full each month," she said. "If you can't do 

l l iat , gel i l eliminated In just a couple of 
months, but don'l leave that balance hanging 
around." 

As for when lo seek help for credil card pay­
ments. L imb said Ihere are no bard and fast 
rules, but when niiaiuial comfort levels are 
being questioned, Il's a good sign something 
needs to be clone, 

"It's most Imporlanl that people gel in touch 
wi th us before it's loo laic," she said.

Now with llic passing of the bal­
lot language comes the challenge of 
inlbrnii i ig the public and gelling 
volcr a])]iroval Ibr tlie bond pro|)os-
al. 

Cily officials, by law, can not 
campaign for the passage of the 
mlllagc, but they can create dilTer-
eii l avenues lo inform the |)iiblic. 
Such as, McLi l lei l suggested Ihe 
police departmciil hold an open 
house so that \'olers can see where 
the problems wi lh Ihe building 
exisl. 

Klaver said he will most likely 
organize a police department open 
house for Ihe public, but he has to 
meel with Novi Police Chief Dou­
glas Shacffer lo set up a dale alld 
time, 

In addllloii, he said, a citizens 
committee can be created that 
advocales the passage of a mlllage, 
since cily administrators cannot. 
John Chambers, Novi resident and 
former member of the council, has 
expressed Interest in selling up 
that committee. 

"The city fire and police were very 
l-easonable with what they are ask­
ing for," he said. • 

Chambers headed up a citizen 
committee that recommended the 
original police bond proposal in 
1996. 

Chambers said he is Just wailing 
for permission from the city to sel 
U|) a committee and begin cam­
paigning for the proposal. 

The city's appeal to the creation 
of a citizen's group advocating the 
passage of the bond is great. "A cit­
izens group that might get out and 

support a bond issue has a inlich 
wider latitude," Klaver said. 

He added residents think of 
these people as Iheir neighbors and 
nils gives them more credibility in 
llie minds of voters. 

Klaver also suggested the possi­
bility of using cable television to 
Inform the voters. He said Ihe city 
has used til ls outlet before to bring 
Inlormatloil about ballot issues to 
the public. 

This concern, lly the council and 
cily adillinislrators, for keeping Ihe 
publie Informed on this issue 
comes as Ihe result of a police bond 
proposal that was rejected by vol­
ers in 1996. 

Klaver said he feels the proposal 
failed In 1996 because il was one of 
three different bond Issues on the 
ballot and voters simply did not 
understand how money gained 
from the bond was going to be 
sjient. 

But, by focusing on informing 
the public, Klaver said he hopes 
the city can fully explain what It 
feels are the needs of the police 
department. 

"If we are able to communicate 
that, the average voter could 
understand it," he said, 

Klaver said the bond money will 
be used for i-epairs to the police 
department building, some expan­
sion and It wil l be used to bring the 
bui lding into compliance with 
American's wi th DIsabill ly Act 
requirements. 

For example, the front door of 
the police departrilent is not hand-
leap assessable. With money 
gained from the bond, the door can 
be replaced with a larger electric 
door, thus making the entrance 
accessible to all.

393,000. 

Recall Gov. J o h n Engler w inn ing in 1994 
by 710,000 over Democrat Howard Wolpe 
but Democrat ic At torney General Frank 
Kelley mowing down the OOP's John Smi-
etanka by 444,000. 

Look a t the 1994 resul ts another way: 
The Republ ican dropof f between Engler 
and Smietanka was nearly 626,000 or 20 
percent of those who went to the polls. 
That's an enormous amoun t of t icket split­
t ing.

between governor and attorney general. So 
the far ther down the ticket you go, the 
greater become a Delnocl-al's chances for 
su lv iva l i f there's an Engler landslide.

A nom i ­
nat ion for a t torney general, even i f he does­
n't w i n , cou ld give h i m high vis ibi l i ty to 
succeed Wayne Coun ty Execut ive Ed 
McNamara in four years. 

( I l lc idental ly, why hasn' t MeNal i lara, who 
is in h is 70s and whose wife wants h im to 
ret ire, groomed an obvious he i r who wou ld 
be accepted by the voters? Aren' t good 
executives supposed to groom successors?) 

Jenni fer Granho lm, Wayne County cor­
porat ion counsel , seems to have excellent 
prospects, despite her loss i n the state 
Supl-eme Cou r t on the real estate t ransfer 
tax a n d her loss in the Cour t o f Appeals i n 
a lawsui t against the governor Even i f on ly 
nominated for at torney general, she would 

be nicely pos i t ioned to succeed aging 
Wayne County Prosecutor J o h n O'lTair in a 
couple of years.

John Riley, an attorney for 
AT&T, said the company needs 
the antenila in ail area within a 
quarter-mile radius of the Novi 
Civic Center. The proposed Power 
Park ballfield site was selected 
because it was further from the 
surrounding residences. 

"I appreciate trying to put it at 
a distance from the residents, 
but putting it close to the ball-
fields isn't appropi'iate either. A 
lot of people use those ballfields," 
Council Member Kathy Muteh 
said. 

Orchard Hills resident Monlka 
Jackson urged the council to 
deny the application, because the 
tower would Include a six-foot 
high feilce and five-foot tall elec­
trical boxes, as well as the possi­
bility of barbed wire. 

"We are against the AT&T tower 
pl'oposed for the children's play­
ground. I,et's not use a dollar or 
lease money to guide us in 
approving things lhat need a spe­
cial permit," Jackson said. 

At the city council's request, 
the corporation held an informa­
tional meeting with homeowners 

living in the Power Park area. 
"When we sent out 300 notices, 

eight people showed up. There 
were almost more people from 
AT&T than there were residents," 
Riley said.

Iwery'onc has seen it happen: On 
one side of Ihe street, it's raining. 
On the other side. It Isil't. 

II happens Ily entire neighbor­
hoods. Rainfall in five .southeastern 
Michigan counties is uneven. 

Take a look at the acconlpailying 
map, which Is total pi'ecipitation 
(rain and snow) for the region dur­
ing calendar 1997. Look at Ihe yel­
low spot in northwestern Liv­
ingston County. Rainfall there was 
less l l ian 28 inches for the year. 

Look at Ihe light green zone in 
northern Livingston and nor th­
western Oakland County around 
1 loll)'. Tllat area received a bit less 
than 30 inches of i-ain. 

Look at the pink-violet spot along 
southern Farmington and South-
held and i lorthwestern Detroit. 
Rain there topped 42 inches. 

Finally, look at the purple spot in 
southeastern Macomb County. The 
rain gauge at St. Clair Shores mea­
sured almost 44 iilches for the 
year. 

There are year-to-year varia­
tions, according to Anne Ordiway

"About three-foiirths of the 
region saw more precipilation in 
1997 than in I99(i," .she said in a 
I'ccent rc|)ort, pointing to areas 
tllat got nearly six inches nlore. 
Those areas ;ir-e Ihe Koyal Oak ;lrea 
of Oakland County, tiie St. Clair 
Shores ai'ca of Macomb, southeast­
ern Livingstoil County near 
Brighton, and west-central Wayne 
County. 

The rain gauge north of the Oak­
land courthou.se in Pontiac, howev­

er, lecordcd two iilches less precip­
itation in 1997 than in 1996. 

Ordiway keeps records of the 
Regional Raiiigaiige Network - 76 
rain gauges in five counties. Her 
workplace is is the State Climatolo­
gy Frograill on the campus of 
Michigan State University in East 
l.tinsiilg.

At those tiilles, the siili-
plesl explanation was that the fac­
tories were "seeding" the clouds, 
causing drops of rain to form 
arouild airborne particulates.

"1 am the volunteer 'gofer' dur­
ing camp," Sitarski said. 

Dr iv ing to Lexington or Port 
Huron to get supplies can take 
almost a full day. 'That leaves the 
nurses and other staff people to 
stay with the kids at camp." 

Activities available for campers 
include side-car rides with mem­
bers of the Harley-Davldson Own­
ers Group, arts and crafts, f ish­
ing, boating and horseback riding. 

Thomas Mart in , 20, has been

In 1960 "Psycho," a low-budget, 
independently-made f i lm (Hitch­
cock worked outside the normal 
s t ud i o sys tem, us ing his own 
money for development and fi lm­
ing wilh his cost-conscious televi­
sion crew), redefined the horror 
film. 

The "mother" of modern horror, 
the picture literally redefined how 
f i lmgoers went to the movies 
(remember tha i "no one wi l l be 
sealed after the first five minutes" 
ad campaign?), and brought a new 
face to terror , namely Norman 
Bales, the innocent boy next door. 
Spawning scores of l ike-minded 
imitators, the children of "Psycho" 
still walk among us, 

Eig l l teen years later another 
low-budget, independent horror-
t h r i l l e r s t ruck c r imson gold in 
much the same way, John Car­
penter 's "Ha l loween" cost 
$300,000, took 22 days to shoot, 
and went on to be one of the most 
popular movies of all time.

Downing Farn^s is the subjeci of 
(/lis week's review.

After five years in operat ion. 
Downing Farms has come into its 
own. 

The 18-hole faci l i ty was com­
pleted last summer. Originally a 
nine-hole course, Downing Farms 
began construct ion on the final 
nine holes in Apri l 1996. Harrj ' 
Bowers designed both the addi-
Uon and the original course. 

The two courses come together 
nicely. The original course is cut 
through woods and doesn't allow 
for much less than straight shots 
on fairly light fairways, bul Is not 
a l a l l d i f f i c u l t . Keep the b a l l 
straight and almost any level of 
golfer can master the front nine. 

The add i t ion features larger 
greens than the f ron t n i ne . 
Depending on p in placements, 
has the opportunity to make the 
holes more challenging, 

"All of the fairways and greens 
are protected by bunkers or water 
or both, " James Downing said, 
"Water comes into play on five of 
the holes oil the back. When you 
get out on the back and there are 
no homes it gives the illusion of 
being up north," 

The course becomes more open 
as golfers head out to the back 
nine. Five of the nine holes are 
across the rai l road t racks and 
provide peaceful surroundings. 
Dug around wetlands and ponds. 

wi th no homes in sight, all you 
hear is the thwack of the golf ball. 

"1 think those five holes across 
the track that play across five 
acres of pond and wetland area 
have a lot of creative mounding." 
Downing said. "I th ink (Bowers) 
go l real c reat ive w i t h h is 
bunkers," 

Downing said golfers have the 
opportunity to use many different 
clubs on the new nine. "A lot of 
the holes are doglegged," he said. 

The 14th hole is a tricky par-4. 
Measur ing 433-yards from the 
back lees, the 14tli hole features 
large bunkers l ining the left side 
of the fairivay. The right Iciiglli of 
the hole is l ines w i t h dense 
woods, a b u n k e r and more 
woods, 

A l the 150-yard marker the 
fairway begins its ascent. A small 
bunker guards the front of the 
green and another guai-ds the left 
and back edge of green. 

The 14lh hole leads golfers to a 
p a r - 3 you m igh t l augh at , 
depending on where you lee off 
This golfer did. You can't see the 
green as well as you can see the 
p in , wh ich is 116-yards away 
from the back tees and just 58-
yards away from the front. The 
sloping green rol ls down to the 
wet lands and even l i gh t l y hit 
shots are go ing r o l l . Take a 
moment to decides from which 
tee you'll hit from. 

The 272-yard, par-4 17lh is a 
shor t b u l severe dogleg r ight , 
almost a boomerang-shaped hole. 
From the back tees there is 188-
ya rds to the haza rd , wh ich is 
water that plays along the lefi of 
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S t r a t e g i e s i n p l a c e t o s l o w o s t e o p o r o s i s 

As the baby boom generation 
ages, the ranks of those diagnosed 
w i th ostcopoi-()sis arc expanding 
by leaps and bounds.

After determining bone density 
level, muscle sireiigth and ficxibil-
ily, the second crucial ste|) for a 
patient is to commit to a regular 
exercise reg imen des igned to 
strengthen bones and tone mus­
cles. In a d d i t i o n , a d o p t i n g a 
healthy d i d high in calcium is an 
csscniiiil comijonent lo combating 

osteoporosis, 
Wollien a I highest risk have one 

or more of several hea l th or 
l i festy le fac to rs . These factors 
would include: 

• Hav ing a fami ly h is to ry of 
osteoporosis, 

• Being post-menopausal, 
• Be ing a c u r r e n t or former 

smoker. 
• Regularly consuming alcohol. 
• Having an inactive lifestyle. 
• Being nutrit ionally deficient. 
• Having a low dietary Intake of 

calcium-rich foods. 
• Having previously broken a 

bone, particularly of the hip, wrist 
or spine, 

• Having an usually low body 

weight.

"People really seem to enjoy i l , " Downing

Downing Farms opened its clubhouse in May 
1997 and offers seating for 100 people. The 
course operates wi lh a full liquor license and 
serves snacks and sandwiches to h u n g r y 
golfers. 

Downing said the course also added 70 
power carts lo i ts fleet w i th the add i t iona l 
holes. Carts are mandatory on the wide open 
back nine. Golfers can walk the front nine. 
Downing Farms is a softspike facility. 

"Now with 18 holes and full service golf club 
we can accommodate ouUngs," Downing said. 
"People really seem to like i l because we seem 
to get an awful lot of repeat play. We're priced a 
l i t t l e less t han some of the o lher courses 
around here and we t iy to treat people right. 
We're a family owned operation." 

Mary Loil Downing and her sons, James and 
Chuck Downing own and operate the course. 

"1 think the biggest reason people come back 
is because of our greens," Downing said. "We've 
been told our greens are jus t as nice as aily 
greens around."
