Despite the gi'owing luinibcr of 
animal deaths. iTsidciils in this 
normally quiet and iieaccliil area 
of N'ovi aiifl Norihvillc Township 
are frustrated that the dogs, 
described as a beagle and a shc])-
herd /husky type nii.x, haven't 
been stopped. 

Oakland Counly Animal Coiil iol 
officials claim Ihey can't identify 
Ihe owner of the dogs, and 
Norlhville Township police olTi-
eials say the case is still under 
investigation. 

At the center of the controvcr.sy 
Is Janles Zayli, a Novi I'csidenl, 
who claims he's being unfaii'ly 
suspected. 

And all the while, the niystcii-
ous animal killings continue, 

"The possible owners of the dogs 
do live in our jui'isdielion. We 
talked to the owners that were 
accused in this case. They denied 
it," said Deputy Jcriy McNair. of 
the Oakland County Animal Cnn-
ti-ol' Departmeni, "This isn't the 
first ki l l ing in this pai'ticular area. 
These people are being accused 
cveiy lime a kil l ing lias takeil 
place."

As city manager of Belleville, Kerreen 
Conley took care of municipal business for 
a 4,000 resident comillunily where every­
body pretty much knows everybody else. 

In Belleville, she led a staff of 21,

a city with ten limes more people than 
Belleville and 27 employees in just the two 
departments she'll lead, 

Conley wil l oversee both the Building 
Departnlent and the Planning and Com-
muil l ty Development Department, As part 
of the job, she'll be project manager for 
Novi's senior housing and for Ihe restora­
tion of the Fuerst Farm. 

"I think it offers a challenge for a num­
ber of years, ll 's not a conlinunily that's 
going to be routine by any means.

During budget negotiatioils for fiscal

"ll's not the day-to-day sluff, the plan­
ning and building departments are fine.

Ihe lower the aspect ratio, ihe lower 
the sidewall ol tlic tire and Ihe quicl<er its steering 
response. Since most tires are radials, an 'R' Ihen 
lollows, alter which tliere is a number such as 15. 
This is Ihe diameter ol the wheel in inches. This is 
almost all the inlormalion needed to find 
replaccnicm tires.

The mild-mannered lean's quest 
for the oval offlce began when he 
entered a "When I Grow Up" speech 
contest as a fifth grader al Moraine 
Elemenlary School, 

He won f l rs l place w i lh his 
description of whal he would do as 
President of the United Stales. 

'The more I looked into it the 
more 1 thought politics was a way 
lo change the world, as idealistic as 
that seems," Jones said. "It sound­
ed like a great career path and my 
interest j us t blossomed fi'om 
there." 

He has since won state titles on 
the high school forensics team, and 
has bui l l a two-page resurne ful l of 
school Involvement, leadership 
^conferences arid work on the cam­
paigns of Dole, Gov, John Engler,

He applied (or the post through 
rongrcssman Joe Knollenberg. and 
out of more lhan 400 applications, 
his was one of 60 approved by Sen. 
Newt Gingrich. 

Nol only is the education free, 
Jones will gel paid $ 1,100 a monlh 
for the work. 

"I think It'll be interesting just lo 
see the guys you see on C-Span 
and CNN all the time, to see behind 
closed doors how they really are, 
get a first hand look at our political 
system," Jones said. 

When he returns, he said he nlfiy 
n i n for senior class president. He 
plans to get a bachelor's degree in 
political science, then attend law 
school. 

After practicing law for a while, 
he'll run for lower level seals, work­
ing his way to the oval offlce, 

"I think law would make a great 
stepping stone because that's all 1 
think politics is, one step after 
another," Jones said, "You have to 
get sonle years under your belt, 
some experience before you can 
make a profitable run." 

In the meantime, he said he'll 
continue to stay abreast of politics 
by watching and reading the news. 
He'll also visit his favorite conser­
vative political sites on the Inter­
net. 

He'll have to rely on his parents 
to drive him to political events and 
try to sway them to vote republican 
on his beilalf. 

People often ask the Jones' why 
they push their son to achieve so 
much. 

"Push him? We can't stop him," 
Cheryl Jones said. "He just , on his 
own, became enamored with p61i|r 
tics. It was out of the blue for his 
father and I, who have been politi­
cally neutral so we've never quite

Cheryl Jones and her husband 
James, a self-employed landscape 
designer, moved lo Iheir five-acre 
parcel in Novi 16 years ago.

Jones' brothers, Ross, 13, and

tics. 

"Ross wants lo be weatherman 
and 'ryler wants lo be a clown so 
we're all prelly much going into the 
same business. We're all kind of 
acting," Jones said. "As a politi­
cian, you're trying to get olher peo­
ple lo believe what you believe In so 
you have lo put on a face some­
times." 

Jones' interests include playing 
trumpet for the Northville High 
marching band, working al the 
Northville Swim Club and involve­
ment wi th the First United 
Methodist Church youth group. 

Politics are his Inie passion, and 
that is where he differs nol only 
from his family hut his peers. 

"I'm in the minority in high 
school. Really no one has an inter­
est in politics. I just run for student 
council and congress. They just 
respect my opinions and beliefs 
and I think I have their votes now," 
Jones said. 

By posting his views, a short 
biography and an open e-mail 
response line on the internet, 
Jones has connected with Republi­
can teens across the country. 

His website has received almost 
14,000 hits. Of those, he has found 
a business manager for his presi­
dential campaign in Texas and a

Jones 
calls for a ban on abortion except 
in cases of rape or incest, an end to 
affirmative action and inslituUon of 
a national flat tax. 

He also believes in prayer, or a 
moment of silence, in schools, an 
end lo term limits and 'Workfare' as 
a replacement for welfare.

• Slow dowll in or near school 
and residential areas, 

• Drive wi th your headlights on -
even during the day - so chlltlren 
alld olher drivers can see you, 
(Remenlber lo turn lights off when 
you reach your destination,) 

• Look for clues such as school 
safety patrols, bicycles and play­
grounds tllat remind us children 
could be in t i le area, 

• Scan between parked cars and 
oUier objects for signs that chi l­
dren could dart Into the road, 

• Always s lop for stat ionary 
school buses with red, flashing 
lights overhead.

In addition, the res­
idential land is planned for offices. 

Linda Lcmke, the city's land­
scape and woodlands consultant, 
indicated in her review of the site 
plan that Husky was taking a "cre­
ative approach" in the use of the 
existing meadow, steam and woods 
habitats.

Plans for Novi High School's 
hockey progralll are skating along 
smoothly. 

John Fundukian, director of 
physical education and athletics, 
said the school still plans lo have a 
hockey team ready for this year's 
season. 

"I think we are in real good 
slia[)e. We llave hired a coach and 
he has been talking lo Inleresletl 
kids," Fundukian said. 

He added there are already 24 
games on this year's schedule, 
•|\velve of those are against teams 
within Novi's league and 12 are 
outside the league. 

Novi's hockey leant will be play­
ing all of the Kensington Valley 
Conference schools. This would 
include Brighton, Milford, Hart-
land, Lakeland , Howell, South 
Lyon, New Boston, Livonia 
Frankl in and Bloomfield Hills 
Andover. 

The learn will also play the non-
KVC learns of NorlhMlle, Walled 
Llke and Farmington, as well as 
many others, 

Fuliding for the team will be the 
shared responsibility of the school 
system, parents and students. 

The school will provide funding 
for game equipment, contest ice, 
game officials, transportation, 
coaches salary and awards. The 
total cost lo the school for the first 
year is $10,957, The cost will be 
$7,000 every year after that. 

Parents and students will be 
responsible for practice Ice fees and 
some protective equipment, Fun­
dukian was unable to give the 
actual cost to parents and slu­
denls, but said it is less than $500. 

"It is vety common in hockey for 
players to pay for at least their ice 
time," Fundukian said. 

He added the typical cost to play 

on a travel league leaill is $1,000 to 
$2000. 

The fact lhat the school is taking 
some of ifie cosl lo compete from 
the players seems lo help add to 
Ihe high school team's atlractlve-
ness lo student athletes. 

The student reaction lo a Novi 
High School hockey team has been 
great, Fundukian said. He said he 
believes there Is a lot of hockey tal­
ent in Novi. 

Zip codes of students who play 
on an area hockey travel league, 
indicate there are a lot of sludenls 
in Novi who play. And many of 
those students who play in travel 
hockey, have expressed an Interest 
in the high school team. 

"What Is Interesliilg lo nle is the 
attraction of high school sludenls 
to high sehool leagues," Fundukian 
said. Even though travel hockey 
offers its players more competition 
and more chances to move up the 
hockey ladder of success, students 
are showing a large inleresl in the 
high school team, 

'The attraction is playing In front 
of their parents and fans," he said, 
"it is a chance lo become identin-
able in their community." 

Novi Hockey Coach Dan Phelps 
agreed, "We have had an excellent 
response from the kids Ihrough the 
school. There are a lot of talented 
hockey players in Novi High 
School," he said, 

Phelps said he has noticed an 
increased interest in hockey, not 
only in Michigan, but throughout 
the United States. "I'm glad lo see 
Novi has lapped Into lhat," he said. 

The high school hockey season 
starts in December, Tryouts for the 
team will take place Nov, 2. Condi­
tioning practices start in October. 

"We are going lo put on an excel­
lent program on the ice and the 
kids will have excellent sportsman­
ship off the Ice," Phelps added.

Alter reading your Aug. 13 arlicle 

regarding Ihe Joii i l I'rojccl Awards 
I am left to wonder wheihcr I am off 
l l lc deep end or is Ihis ciil ire cily so 
blind that Ihey can nol recognize 
when they have ended up Willi the 
short end of Ihc slick. 

In your arlicle you mention that 
both Ihe cily and the schools bcnc-
liled from the reduced cosi Ibr Ihe 
land ac(|i i isi l ioi i. Let's consider 
how much this land aelually eosi 
lo purchase. 

The up fronl cost of the 93 acres 
was $1.67 mil l ion. This is an 
attractive price for a parcel of land 
this size bnl lets look at some Ihe 
hidden cost. 

The developer held Ihe land unti l 
an ordinance was rewritten in 
order to maxlrnin- his profits. The 
delay in the sale of the land cost 
the school syslem Si.3 million in 
cost over-run due lo the fact lhal 
the contracts to build lhe new mid­
dle school before Ihe school look 
ownership of the land. This raises 
the cost of the land lo $3 million. 

Next we can add the cost of n in -
ning all utilities (water, sewer, elec­
tric, gasl to Ihe Eleven Mile/Wixom 
Road site. The only way the devel­
oper could use Ihe plans he sub­
mitted would be lo install all of 
these i i l i l i l ies due lo the small lol 
sizes in his developmenl. The only 
cost lo the developer will be the 
increase in service capacity to 
accomniodale his development. 1 
wil l remind you that 1 remember 
reading an editorial in this veiy 
newspaper critical of Ihis situation. 
I do not have a dollar ngiirc lo 
attach to this but considering 
sewer and water is located 1 mile 
away it is nol going to be cheap. 

I'Tiially lets consider the site plan 
the city council approved for this 
developer. The site was zoned for 
one acre lols which would have 
given the developer approximately 
5,50 homes if developed as a large 
lot sub. Howc\-er the dc\'eloper 
convinced the cily lo rewrite the 
RUD ordinance which in the end 
awarded the developer wilh enougll 
credils to build 876 homes on the 
800-acrc site. Whal is Ihe econom­
ic inipael of building 876 versus 
550 homes? lii i l ially half of lhe 
developers land was in lhe South 
Lyon School district, lhe Novi 
school district ( as part of the deall 
accepted the entire parcel inlo the 
Novi School disirici. How much

additional school space will we 
need to accommodate Ibis develop­
menl? Who will be ijaying'for this 
addilional space? The developer? 1 
don'l think so. 

I believe school districts and city 
government should work together 
to reduce l l lc cost ol' infraslruclure 
however 1 believe that in this deal 
is a patlleUc example of how cilies 
and school dislriets can work 
together in order to reduce costs.

Japanese, about 900 people. 

But customers come to Pastiy 
House Hippo from Ihi-oughout the 
area for offerings that include the 
purely Japanese, a Japanese twist 
on traditional Western delicacies 
and baked goods in the European 
tradition. All are made without 
added prcseiValives, Okanloto 
said, 

A top seller Is Sl loku Pan, a 
Japanese-style white bread that Is 
dimcult to niid in Uie U.S. Denser 
than American bread, i l uses more 
flour, Okamoto .said. 

For an authentic Japanese taste 
seilsatioii, Irj 'fried noodles or buns 
with a variety of fillings, iileluding 
curry, white bean paste and 
smooth or chunky red bean ilasle, 

'The breafl dough is usually the 
same, so we thinlc of different Hll-
ings," Okallloto said. 

Green tea mousse mingics West-
erll cuisine with an Eastern flavor, 
A non-Asian treat, Mont Blanc is 
one of Okamoto's specialities, with 
chestnut creaill swirled around a 
sponge cake filled wi th whipjled 
cream and custard. 

While the Japanese have a sweet 
tooth, they may coilti'ol it better 
than the typical Aillericari, Okamo­
to said, 

"Tilcy usually eat it i l l modera­
tion. A slice of cake in Japan would 
be really small. Every time 1 go into 
a restaurant an(l get a piece of cake 
here, that's huge," she added. 

On the topic of huge, Okamolo 
said Hippo is a name for a bakciy 
thai definitely draws questions 
from non-Japanese customers. 

"Some people lake it the wrong 
way, like you're going to Ilecome a 
Ilipilo," she said, 

"1 asked the owner in Chicago 
where he got the name from and lie 
thought it was really cute. 
Japanese ])cople like animals and 
they draw them really cute for 
kids," 

Just lilte American kids, 
Japanese children eat iifter school 
snacks, usually cake or break. Pas­
try House Hippo specializes in 
bread pastries stuffed with choco­
late custard and shaped like tur­
tles, pigs and panda, 

Okamoto's own two children, 
daughter. Marl, 7 and son, Yutaro, 
3 are only too happy to sample the 
wares, Mari favors An Pan Man, a 
Japanese cartoon character, 

"My daughter loves it. All his 
friends arc bread characters. 
They're really cute," she .said, 

"My son loves the Panda with 
chocolate cream filling, lie's always 
gi-abbing Ibr that," 

But it's not just the food that 
may be a new e.vperiencc for cus­
tomers not of Japanese heritage. 
As with bakei-ies in Japan, Pastiy 
House Hippo is self-ser\'ice, 

"We get a lot of American people 
coming in and not knowing what to 
do," Okamoto explained.

On July 3, John Bceiiier, the res­
ident farmer at Maybuiy State 
Park, was jiwakeiicd by the sound 
of his .Saint Bernard barking in the 
middle of the night. 

As he investigated, he said he 
saw a beagle and shepherd type 
dog run from the ])aslurc, where 
four sheep lay injured. Three of 
l l lem dicfl or were put to sleep after 
the attack and one nlore is recover­
ing. 

He said he knows Zayti, who put 
a dog to slecji lasl year after 
Beemcr (liscovered it won-ying a 
ilock of sheep in their pen, 

"We'Vc.lost .somewliere between 
eight and 10 sheep in the last two 
years," Becmersaid, "I know which 
dogs Ihey are and 1 know whose 
they arc. We don't want this to con­
tinue, 1 do not tolerate dogs that 
kill animals. They're getting lo the 
point where they do it just Ibr 
sport." 

Zayti said he has been wrongly 
targeted as ilcing the owner of the 
wild (logs. 

"I don't own any dogs," he said, "1 
believe there's a little bit of a coyote 
thing here. Tills is really getting to 
me because I'm being blamed for 
eveiythiiig here and I don't think 
it's right. The lasl ki l l ing, the dogs 
that 1 had were locked up," 

He said he merely feeds a beagle 
that strays into his yard from time 
to lime, but doesn't know who 
owns it Ilecause it doesn't have any 
tags. 

Although he said he is opposed 
to tying his dogs up, he does have 
a large white feilce around his

not effective. What ani­
mal control officer is 
going to be in your 
backyai'd to see it 
happen?"

They could j ump over if they 

want to l3ut ihey don't," Zayti said. 
"I've been in Ihe countiy all this 
time and don't lie nly dogs. I won't. 
If they want to come after me Ihey 
can come after me," 

Ziiyti said he called a vet after a 
beagle and shepherd injured three 
deer at Mayhurj' last year 

"My dogs were responsible for 
hitting three sheep at the pet farm 
but that morning 1 was up there 
taking care of it," he said. 

Because of (he pet farm incident, 
he said he put a dog to sleep, 

"Believe illc, 1 don't want nly dogs 
killing anybody or anything. My 
dogs haven't done anything since 
then," 

Lt. Ron Leake, of Oakland Coun­
ty Animal Control, confirmed that 
Zayti ciirrcnily doesn't have any 
(logs registered to him.. 

In order to hel]) Northville Town­
ship, which handles its own animal 
control, Leake said he would fur­
nish live traps to catch the dogs 
without hurting thenl. 

Although il is k'gal in Michigan 
for people to shoot dogs that kil l or 
worr}' their livestock, lie said that's 
an unlikely solution in Northville 
and Novi. 

"They couldii ' l shooi them 
because there's loo many houses 
and it's too po])ii latcd around 
there," U-ake said. 

Oakhind County Animal Control 
can only take action if someone 
sees the animals during an attack, 
a fact tllat doesn't sit well with 
Margaret Schmidt, a Novi resident 
who said she lost two sheep to Ihe 
beagle and the shepherd in May, 

Schmidt said she was awakened 
one night by a whining sound and 
found the sheep vir tual ly torn 
apart, 

it look Animal Control oOicials 
hours to get from their base in Pon­
tiac to her small farm at Eiglit Mile 
and Wixom roads. 

The n(\\t night, she heard Ihc 
same whining and .saw the beagle 
and shepherd, 

"The big one just jumped our 
fence and the beagle just found a 
way out," Schmidt said. 

She had borrowed ihc lambs 
from a friend to use in traveling 

educalional programs at area 
schools, 

"II was terrible, I had been lloll le 
feeding them for two months," she 
said, "I'm aiigiy because it's still 
continuing, 

'This law that (soiiieonc) has lo 
sec it lia])i)ening and can't take the 
word of other people, I think it 
stinks, it's not cITectivc. What ani­
mal control officer is going to be in 
your backyard to see it lia[)pen?" 

Canines of America re|)orls lhat 
chasing and killing pnj ibr Ibod is 
a predisposed behavior in dogs. 

The instinct surfaces if they are 
mismanaged by their owners or not 
managed at all. 

According lo the organization, 
predatory aggression can l)e direct­
ed toward a small animals or chil­
dren. 

Although Schmidt and other res­
idents said they ore concerned that 
the dogs may sometime harm a 
child, they are reluctant to name 
the owners they suspect. 

"if this were a child 1 would naillc 
names but 1 don't think I'm will ing 
to do that over an animal," she 
sai(l.

Even though her appeal for a 
new trial is not coiilplete, KathI 
Herren is trying to move on and 
repair her family. 

Herreil was cotivlcted last fall, 
following a highly controversial 
tr ial, of assaulting her 14-year-old 
daughter, Amber Herren contends 
her (laughter was being uncontrol­
lable and Herren slapped her in 
order to discipline her 

The Judge and Jury saw other­
wise and found her guilty of 
domestic assault. 

Judge Brian MacKeuzie said in 
his sentencing statement, evidence 
showed Herrell was dnink at the 
time. 'Thus, 1 am satisfied, that 
this was a drunken assault, not as 
you have characterized, a matter of 
parental discipline," Mackenzie 
said. 

Mackenzie placed Herren on two 
years probation, required her to 
enter family counseling and out 
patient substance abuse counsel­
ing, and forbid her to use alcohol or 
any other illegal drug, while sub­
mitting to random drug tests. 

Plus, any money Herren received 
in regards to the case was to be 
placed in a escrow account to be 
used for counseling for her daugh­
ter and family, alcohol counseling 
and further education for her 
daughter 

Furthermore, Herren's daughter 
Amber went to live with her father

and grandmother in Pontiac, 
But, Herren appealed the case. 

Herreil contends her original attor-
iley was Incompetent and he did 
not allow her to take the witness 
stand in her own defense. 

Her new attorney, Frank Yian-
natji argues, 'The decision to not 
h.we her testify was detrimental." 

But, while Herren waits for the 
results of her appeal, she Is busy 
with bringing her family together, 
starting wi th her daughter 

Once her daughter. Amber, 
moved In with her father and 
grandmother, Henren said Amber 
stopped going to school. Then, 
Amber's father was arrested, this 
led Herren to want to check up on 
her daughter, where she discovered 
Amber was no longer ll\'lng with 
him. 

Hen-en desperately tried to find 
Amber and asked Amber's father to 
reveal her whereabouts. But, Her­
ren said. Amber's father did not 
legally have to reveal Amber's loca­
tion to her 

Eventually, Amber was found liv­
ing with a friend. And six weeks 

ago, Anlber moved back in with 
Hen-en. 

"1 think she figured otlt it wasn't 
bad here," Herren said. "It is a hard 
lesson for her to learn." 

She added it Is stil l too soon to 
tell how her and Amber's relation­
ship will pan out. I l l the meantime, 
Herren drives her daughter to job 
Interviews and gives her support 
while Anlber undergoes court hear­
ings for an alleged shoplift ing 
offense and a tnlancy offense. 

"She seems will ing to try," Her­
ren said. Herren Is currently 
Involved in a custody trial for her 
daughter 

Willie making strides with her 
daughter, Herren Is also patching 
up the rest of the family by seeing 
a family counselor While Herren 
cannot get Anlber to see the coun­
selor, Herren has been taking her 
10-year-old son. 

Hen-en said she has found the 
sessions helpful and has noticed 
they are having a good effect on her 
son. 

But Herren can't shake the anger 
she feels after her trial. 

"It Just leaves a knot in your 
stomach," she said of the trial. "I 
didil 't do anything wroilg." 

HetTeil said she has spent her 
life trying to never be the type of 
parent that would abuse her chil­
dren, and It sickens her that she 
was accused of It. 

As for her appeal, Herren said 
even though It Is vety costly she 
thought her trial was not fair and 
sfle accused the Judge of lying in 
his sentencing. 

She pointed to MacKenzie's sen-
tenclilg statement that said she 
was drunk at the time. 

Herren said none of the police 
offers who were at the scene that 
night ever mentioned in their 
report that she was Intoxicated. 

"(MacKenzie) was allowed to say 
this to make his sentencing look 
better" she said. "It really bothers 
ille that they are allowed to get 
away with It." 

Herren said she has filed a com­
plain against MacKenzie for Judi­
cial misconduct. 

Because he Is hearing Helxen's 
appeal, MacKenzie said he could 
not give many comments on the 
case. 

He said he was happy to see Her­
ren has not violated any of her con­
ditions of pl-obation. 

"Hopefully she is gainillg Insight 
Into the problems that led her Into 
my courtroom," MacKenzie said of 
Herren's counseling sessions.

The lacl that il is 
Il lgll ly iliohllc iiidlcates lhat it is 
relatively uiislablc. The stability of 
not only the mobile shoulder joint 
tnit all joiills are critleal factors to 
be considered during weight train­
ing or any other movenienl. This 
unfor tunate ly docs not happen 
nlosl times. Most people want to 
use imisele to move a given rcsis-
tanec from point A to B to reach a 
goal with little or no concern about 
their joiills. Muscles move joints. If 
the j o i n t Is beyond i ls n o r m a l 
range of motion or Impinges during 
reslstai lce nioveii lei i ts, you are 
asking for trouble. 

Unfortunately, improper training 
usua l l y does not correct i t se l f 
Immediately, like say putt ing our 
hand on a Ilot Ilurner. We usually 
lea rn lha t one pret ty q u i c k .

The rotator cuff is actual ly a 
group of four muscles in Ihe shoul­
der area.
