O w n e r c i t e d ; d o g s r e m a i n a t

Northville Township has taken 
action to prosecute the owner of 
vicious dogs, but the dogs them­
selves may still be at large. 

Northvllle Township police 
charged Novi resident James Zayti 
with a misdemeanor for harboring 
a vicious animal after a citizen 
witness identified a dog on his 
property as the same one that 
killed at least three sheep last 
l l lonth. 

'Tt's all going to end up in a 
court case," said Det. John Sumn­
er. 

A beagle and a shepherd type 
dog have been blamed by 
Northville Township and Novi res­
idents for kil l ing livestock In the 

area of Beck and iMght Mile roads. 
According to an unofficial esti­

mate, 20 animals llave been killed 
In the last two years. Including 
lambs, pregnant ewes, geese, 
ducks, a goal and deei'. 

In lnany eases, the animals' 
throats were ripped out. 

Livestock owners and Maybury 
park olTicials said they've spotted 
the beagle and shepherd on or 
near their property around Ihe 
time of attacks. 

Although Zayli denied owner­
ship of the dogs, Beenler saw Ihc 
beagle on Zayli's property eighl 
times after Ihe July 31 killings, 
which he documented for 
Northville Township police. 

The day alter receiving Beemer's 
report, Northvllle Township police 

submitted the warrant for Zayli. 
"In this case, in my mind, we 

have proven It. Mr. Beemer did an 
excellent Job," Sumner said. 

However, township police said 
lhat they have not picked up any 
(logs fi-om Zayti's property. 

"Who knows how nlany dogs he 
has." Sumner said. "If the animals 
aren't there then whal is there to 
follow u]) on?" 

Since Zayti lives in Oakland 
Counly and the ki l l ings have 
orcurred there and In Northville 
Township, animal control for two 
jurisdictions have been working 
on the case. 

Oakland County Animal Control 
officers picked up a beagle in the 
area on Aug. 19 which no one has 
since claimed. 

I^endlng a behavior review, the 
beagle will cilher be put lo sleep or 
adopted. 

Oakland County officials picked 
up a shepherd registered to the 
Garden City residence of Zayti's 
girlfriend, at Zayti's Novi home. 

Beenler confirmed lhat the 
shepherd was not the one he had 
seen the night of the killings, and 
later lold police he was sure only 
that he had .seen the beagle in 
Zayli's yard. 

"They didn't bring out Ihe bea­
gle, they brought out the shep­
herd and it wasn't the sanle shep­
herd," Beemer said. "1 don'l want 
to destroy any anii l ials and I don't 
want our animals destroyed. 1 just 
don't want them loose and .some-

The six gamblers caught by 
police In Ihe midst of a nickel-dlme 
poker game Friday, Aug. 14, at the 
Maples of Novl wil l not be charged 
or ticketed, Police Chief Doug Sha­
cffer said this week. 

The prosecutor's office has con­
cluded it wi l l not seek charges 
against those players. 

But a complaint to the slate 
Liquor Control Commission against 
Maples management is still under 
review, Shacffer said, because It 
allegedly allowed the gambling to 
continue on the premises despite 
liquor license regulations which 

specifically ban gambling on the 
premises. 

Novi police raided the poker 
game wilh the help of the Soulh 
Oakland Narcotics Intelligence 
Consortium (SONIC) task force. 
Having received a complaint about

Riinkln said this would Include 
many of the children who live In 
Chateau Novi. She added the |)lan 
would put many of those childrerl in 
danger. 

Rankin said there are no side­
walks for the children to walk on In 
Chateau Novl, which would force 
them to walk In the sireet. Since 
some of the children who live In the 
back portions of the subdivision are 
far enough away from the school lo 
be bused, Ftankin sakl busses will 
be traveling through the subdivi­
sion. Increasing traffic the walking 
children would have to negotiate 

through. 

Rankin added, since children 
would then have lo cross Thirteen 
Mile Road to gel lo the school, they 
would be placed in hirlher danger. 

Currently,there is no cross walk 
for studenis to use al Ihe intcr.scc-
tloii of Thirteen Mile and Meadow­
brook roads. Rankin said Ihere will 
be construction of a cross walk 
.soon, but even Ihcn children will be 
put at risk. 

She added during the fall and 
winler, children who walk to .school 
would have lo do so in llie early 
morning hours, many tiriies when it 
Is slill dark oulside. Added to the 
Impaired visibility caused bv dark­

ness, children will also have to cross 
the road during peak rush hour 
times, 

'The traffic Is a great concern for 
me as a parent, bul tlial Is not Ihe 
onlv filing 1 worry aboul," Rankin 
said. 

According lo the stale sexual 
offenders list, there are Iwo convict­
ed se.xiial offenders living in 
Chateau Novi. Rankin said Ihis 
greatly concerns her. because many 
of the children who have lo walk to 
school, may have to walk b\' one of 
these offenders lioii.se. 

James Geisler. superinlendeni of 
Walled Ulke Schools, said Ihe par­
ents concerns will be assessed, fie 

said Ihc students who live in 
Chateau will continue lo be bused 
on a lemporaiy llasis, iinlil the 
scliool is satisfied all of the .safely 
concerns are nicl. 

"We are concerned about sludenl 
safely as well," Geisler said. "At the 
same time we want lo make sure we 
arc treating them as we treat olher 
students across llie school dislriel." 

Geisler added a sidewalk is being 
coiislnirted from Clialeaii Novl to 
the school and a cross way, with a 
stop light and crossing guard, is 
going to be bui l l al the Thirlccn Mile 
and Meadowbrook roads lillerscc-
lion. 

Geisler said conslruelion of these 

safely features will lake a monlh or 
two. 

However, Rankin disagrees wilh 
Geisler's lime line. She said she has 
contacted MDOT and they said H 
will lake al least six lo eighl months 
lo put a light and crossway al the 
Thirteen Mile and Meadowbrook 
intersection. 

Plus, Tami l.enoir, another parent 
in the park, said she met wilh the 
Novi Police about a crossing guard 
al the intersection. She said she was 
told a crosslllg guard has nol been 
assigned or requested by tile school 
for the intersection in question. 

The Now Police could not conlirni 
this at the fime of publication.

"Hils Is a lean and mean bud­
get,' stilted RCOC Managing Direc­
tor Brent Balr. "Just as we have 
done In 1998, for the 1999 budget, 
we s(|ueezcd our expenses every­
where possible so that we can put 
cveiy available dollar directly into 
repairing our polllole-riddled paved 
roads." 

Board of Hoad Commissioners 
Chairman Richard G, Skant l t con-

• cLirred. "This budget clearly repre­
sents the board's mandate that 
rcp;ilriiig our paved roads is the 
Road CommLsslon's lop priority," 
SkaiTllt said. 

Board Vice-Chalrman Rudy D. 
I.ozaiio added that there are no real 
surprises in the 1999 budget. 
"Thanks to the Michigan Legisla- .^^u.,,.'^ 
lure's decision this year to extend 
the roads hindlng formula through 
the yciir 2000, we were assured 
coiislstenl slate funding for this 
budget and the next one," he 
explained. 

Commissioner Larry P. Crake 
noted that dcspile no substantial 
Increases In fiindlng for 1999, the 
Road Commission expects to con­
tinue its aggressive program of 
f-cpairing and resurfacing roads 
across tiic county. 'This is a 'roll 
up your sleeves and gel down to 
work' budget." he said. "We're going 
to get out there'and fix as many 
roads as we can." 

As with previous budgets, the 
largest single revenue source for 
the 1999 budget Is RCOC's share of 
the stale fuel lax and vehicle regis-
t ration fees, which accounls for 
S53.6 nll l l lon, or 58.8 percent of 
total revenues. Another $11.5 mil­
lion represents federal fui lding, 
while $8.7 mill ion comes from the 
Michigan Department of Trans-
j)orlalloil to cover the cost of main­
taining the state highways In Oak­
land County. 

The largest expenditure Is the 
Road liilprovement Program (RIP), 
which identifies RCOC's construc­
tion projects for the year. The 1999 
RIP accounts for $24.5 mil l ion 
(contractor payments and right of 
way acquisition) and designates 
funding for safety road widenings 
(S13.9 million), safely Intersection 
Improvements ($1.2 million), reha-
bllllallon and rcsurfaclllg projects 
($3.15 mill lonj and more. ^ 

Managlilg Director Balr noted 
that, despite all the publicity about 
Increased federal road funds, the 
proposed budget Includes only 
$1.5 nllllion more in federal fund­
ing than the 1998 budget - and 
S2.2 million less than the 1997 
budget. Bair added that while the 
new fedeial roatls legislation 
approved by Congress this year 
called for a 61 percent Increase in 
roa(l funding for Michigan, Oak­
land County as a whole (the Road 
Colnmlsslon and all cities and vi l­
lages), saw only a 2 percent 
Increase in 1998 and expects only 
an 18 percent increase in 1999. 

The budget calls for the following 
(luring the 1999 construction sea­
son: 58 miles of preservation over­
lays (asphalt caps that help to 
ensure tile road lasts for Its pre-
-scribed useful lifetime), nearly 10 
miles of major reconstruction and 
resurfacing, regraveling 45 miles of 
gravel roads and $500,000 worth of 
concrete repairs. 

Tile total amount of preservation 
overlays, regraveling, reconstruct 
and resurface projects and con­
crete repairs planned for 1999 is 
less than the amount RCOC is 
doing in 1998. That's because the 
1999 budget does not Include the 
various one-time increases that 
bolstered RCOC's 1998 budget. 
Among the major 1999 construe-
tloil projects Included In the bud­
get are:

• Widening Cooley Lake Road 
from Union Lake to Williams Lake.

Nancy Brown (il(in't think she'd 
stop teaching English at Northville 
High School unt i l she was 100 
years old. 

She loved everything about her 
Job, the sludents, the books, cre­
ative wri t ing and chairing the 
English department. 

But In 1971, at age 35, Brown 
was diagnosed with rheumalold 
arthritis, a chronic disease that 
caused her Immune system lo turn 
against her own body, 

Slatislics show thai rheumalold 
arthrit is forces most people lo quit 
working within five years. 

But Brown beal the odds. 
Because of her work. Die Arthri­

tis Foundation named her one of 
52 "Michigan Heroes Overcoming 
ArthrlUs." 

Keeping details of Ihe disease 
from most of her students, she 
made adjustments to compensate 
for the pain, fatigue and inflamma­
tion of her Joint tissues, 

"1 learned how to print on the 
board wi lh my left hand. The stu­
dent's couldn't read my writing on 
their papers," Brown said. 

T h e students knew I had had 
surgeries, bul Ihey didn't really 
know why. They didn't fuss when 1 
didn't return their papers right 
away. It lakes forever to write with 
your left hand." 

Sti l l , retir ing In 1995 wasn't 
easy. 

"The first year I couldn't go back 
my husband look me on a trip so 1 
wouldn't hear the school bells," she 
said, 

"1 couldn't even drive by the high 
school, 1 felt so bad. Now I'm excit­
ed every day." 

Brown is excited because she 
has returned to leaching. Now her 
field is anatomy and her students 
are al the University of Michigan's 
medical school. 

As part of a program sponsored 

by Searle Pharmaceuticals, Drown 
spent 100 hours learning about the 
human body alld the affects of 
arthritis, 

Wilh 16 others who were certified 
through the program, she trains 
future doctors lo diagnose arthritis 
and understand it's Impact on dally 
life. 

"It's an exciting thing because 1 
lake sonlething negative in my life 
and make It positive," Brown said. 

"1 hold out my hand alid say 
'what do you obsen'e,' The differ­
ence Is, instead of learning from 
slides, the students learn froill me, 
a person who has it and lives with 
It. The sludents are tremendously 
exclled about i l . For second-year 
medical sludents, It's generally 
their first experience with 
patients." 

The Searle group also trains pri­
mary care physicians and occupa­
tional and physical therapists. 

The Arthr i t is Foundation also 
named her volunteer of the year In 
1993 for her work speaking pub­
licly and volunteering one day a 
week at the Aj-thrills Foundation's 
Michigan Chapter in Southfield, 
where she provides support and 
Information for new patients. 

"I feel like I have almost this mis­
sion, like i f anyone's out there, we 
can make your life better. We can 
do it," she said. 

When Brown was first diagnosed 
wilh rheumatoid arthrit is, she said 
she often wondered 'why me?' 

"1 was fine one day and the next 
1 had i l . 1 said things to myself like 
This can'l happen to me, I'm too 
young'," Brown said. "I didn't know 
enough about it then to be fright­
ened. You learn as you go along so 
there were many steps for me." 

Rheumatoid arthritis, the third 
most common of more than 100 
recognized types of arthritis, can 
strike al any age. It is classified as 
an autoimmune disease that caus­
es the Joint l in ing to become 

inflamed by the boily's own 
immune system. It affects mostly 
women. 

Although there is no cure, there 
are ways lo ease the pain. 

By naming the heroes in honor 
ils 50th anniversary', the Arthritis 
Foundation aimed lo combine peo­
ple's personal stories with stalls 
tics about arll irit is. 

"We believe t l lal logelher Ihey 
lllake a compelling case lor adding 
arthrit is to our country's natumal 
health agenda and research fund-
ing priorities," said Dr. Justus 
Flechlner, chairman of Ihe foiiiida 
tlon's Michigan Chapler. 

Brown said education abolil the 
disease has empowered her and 
credits her close friend Teriy Doyle 
with referring her lo the Arthritis 
Foundation. 

Doyle was a nurse and counselor 
who was diagno.sed with riieiiiiia 
lold arthrit is as a teenager. 

"She's the oile who lold mc 1 had 
lo lake charge of my disease. Up to 
that time I wenl to a physician and 
did what 1 was told and didn't know 
a lol ." 

Now Brown recommends e.xcrcis 
ing in water, a healthy diet and 
medication. Two promising dnigs 
are expected lo be on the markcl 
laler this year, after 15 years of 
research, she said. 

'There are very literally hii i i 
dreds of things you can do to help 
the disease and lo Improve your 
quality of life. The very first thing lo 
do Is seek a rheumatlsl. You need 
to be managed. It's an ongoing 
thing," Brown said. 

Her doctor, David Fox. the cliici 
of the Rheumatism Division at the 
University of Michigan medical 
center, has been very supportive, 
she said. 

So have her husband of 43 years. 
Bil l, and her daughters Sheri Cash-
man, 38, and Caralyn Brown, 35, 
who both show signs of the hercdi 
tary disease.

Both sides threw verbal har­

poons when the Michigan Supreme 
Court decided a teacher pension 
case in favor of the teacher and 
agalilsl school districts. 

The high court spil l 4-3 along 
parly lines In decicililg lhal Adrian 
teacher Bessie Traylor was entitled 
to pension credits for the year she 
lost from work due to a broken hip 
and collected workers comp bene­
fits. 

A( issue is the philosophy of 
"Judicial activism" that helped 
Traylor. 

Supreme Court Democratic nom­
inees, wilh Justice Marilyn Kelly of 
Bloomfleld Township writing, .said 
Traylor should get pension credit 
for the time she received worker's 
conip. That will give her 30.8 years 
of seniority and an extra .$250 a 
month In her pension check. 

Skiing with Kelly were Michael 
Cavanagh, who is seeking reelec­
tion this year; Palricla Boyle, who 
Is retiring; and Chief Justice Con­
rad Mallelt Jr. of West Bloomfleld. 

Republican nominees disagreed, 
with Justice Clifford Taylor pen­

ning a sharp dissent. Under their 
readillg, the teacher would get Just 
the 29.8 years of credit she accu­
mulated al the lime of her fall. Tay­
lor said workers comp shouldn't 
have beelv counted, and doing so 
will throw off all school districts' 
pension calculations. 

Taylor has been on the high 
court a year as a Gov. Engler 
appointee and is expected to get 
the Republican nomination Aug. 
28 to finish the rest of the term. 
Agreeing wi th him were James 
Brickley and Elizabeth Weaver. 

Kelly wrote that the law said 
"compensation" Includes Invest­
ments in annuities, longevity pay, 
overtime pay, vacation pay, holiday 
pay and "sick leave pay while 
absent from work." But the law 
doesn't mention worker's comp 
benefits. 

Kelly noted that the state pen­
sion board, Ingham Circuit Court 
and a Court of Appeals panel came 
to different conclusions as to 
whether worker's comp should be 
counted." 

To determine the law's meaning. 

Kelly said, the retirement board 
looked at a legislative analysis of a 
1980 law. That analysis said, "Out-
state members (teachers] would 
also gain the right to count time 
spent on sabbatical leave and time 
receiving worker's compensation as 
service credit. Both these benefits 
are now enjoyed by Detroit mem­
bers.". 

Meanwhile, Kelly said, as this 
case was pending, the Legislature 
in 1996 amended the law specifi­
cally lo include worker's comp ben­
efits In calculating pension time. 

Taylor said the majority erred "bv 
failing to fulfi l l its duly lo ailjily Wv 
statute as written." 

If the law didn't specifically men­
tion "worker's coillp" as part of Ihc 
pension base, then the court 
shouldn't add i l . 

Taylor argued that all school 
boards wil l be hurt by the Kelly rul­
ing.; "Michigan's school board have 
budgeted and contracted with their 
employees with the legitimate 
expectation that ,.. no pension 
funding liability was tied to work 
er's compensation benefits."

The Michigan Supreme Court 
has ordered a new trial for convict­
ed Oak Park drug canrier Douglas 
L. Crawford, finding Oakland Cir­
cuit Judge Gene Sehnelz improper­
ly admitted evidence of Crawford's 
eariler conviction for cocaine deliv-
eiy, 

'The next step is for the prosecu­
tor lo demand a rehearing or 
decide whether lo re-try," said 

' Arthur J . Rubiner, the Bingham 
Farms attorney who won a 4-3 
decision for Crawford. 

The high court's decision, written 
by Justice James Brickley, drew a 
harsh dissenl from Justice Patricia 
Boyle. Both are former prosecu­
tors.. 

A Jury in 1993 convicted Craw­
ford of possession with intent lo 
deliver 50 lo 225 grams of cocaine. 
Sehnelz imposed a mandatory life 
sentence with no chance of parole. 
Oak Park police in September of 
1992 obseiVed Crawford leaving 
the Embassy Motel, which made 
police suspicious, slopped him for 
a traffic violation on Eight Mile, 
and discovered two bags of cocaine 
in his car. 

During the trial, Sehnelz allowed 
the prosecutor to admit evidence 
"in great detail," that Crawford was 
convicted of delivery in 1988 after 
he sold an Oakland County Nar­
cotics Enforcement Team 500 
grams at the Diplomat Towers 
Apartments in Southfield." 

His arrest in the second case 
came 10 months afler his parole 
from prison for the first offense. 

The legal arguments were entire­
ly about whether evidence of the 
first case prejudiced the j u r y 
against Crawford. 

Brickley - joined by Chief Justice 
Conrad Mallelt Jr. and Justices 
Michael Cavanagh and Mari lyn 
Kelly - argued it was improperly 
admilted because the prosecutor 
failed lo establish a valid purpose 
for admitting it. 

"Evidence of other crimes ... is 
inadmissible to prove a propensity 
lo commit such acts," Brickley 
said, thought it may be admissible 
for "proof of motive, opportunity, 
intent, preparation, scheme, plan 
or systelTl." 

Brickley added: "Underlying the 
rule is the fear lhal a July will con­
vict the defendant Inferentially on 
the basis of his bad character 
rather than because he is guilty 
beyond a reasonable doubt.. . 

"We believe the 'reverberating 
clang' of the evidence that the 
defendant sold drugs in 1988 
drowned the 'weaker sound' of the 
other evidence properly before the 
ju iy , leaving the July to hear only 
the inference that if the defendant 
did it before, he probably did it 
again." 

Boyle derided the majority. 
"(Ajll relevant evidence is admis­

sible unless expressly precluded, 
and the corollary policy (is) that the 
appellate court must defer to the 
primacy of the trial bench, con­
strained by the broad discretion" i n 
court rules," Boyle wrote. 

In past years, teachers wi th 
classes of that size were provided 
an aide for only two hours a week. 

However, in an effort lo provide 
first through fifih-grade teachers 
with more help, aides for kinder­
garten classes were cut. 

Now, an aide is provided for 
kindergarten classes only if they 
have 25 or more students, while for 
the past two years, aides were pro­
vided for classes of 23 or more. 

"What this does is equalize the 
issue out for everyone and that's 
what the building administrators 
requested," said school superinten­

dent Leonard Rezmierski, wllo said 
building principals, board mem­
bers alld assistant sliperintcndenl 
for instructional services Dr. Linda 
Pitcher all approved the proposal. 

Bu t al least one Kindergarten 
teacher protested the change, 
which was voted on by the board al 
a June 8 nleeliilg. 

Mariene Roney, a Kindergarten 
teacher at Anierman, said many 
teachers weren't aware of the 
change until it was announced on 
their first day back lo school 
AugusI 20. 

She wrote a lelter asking the 

board to reconsider scaling back. 
"Our district's own Elemenlary 

Day C:nmniillec', people who have 
worked veiy hard lo research and 
come up Willi Ihe best opiions for 
educallon, recommended an aide 
in kindergarten when class size 
reached 18 or above," Roney's lel­
ter said. "Why did the adniluistra-
lion make the decision to increase 
this number lo 2,5'? Where Is Ihe 
logic and wisdom in this latest 
decision'r'" 

Alllioiigh her class has a man­
ageable 21 students tin's year, 
RoiKw said she is speaking out for 

the good of Northville students. 
Kindergarten classes use sta­

tions where small groups of ehil-
drim take part in hands-on projects 
or lessons. 

"We work in ceilters all over the 
roonl. What happens i f you don't 
have (aidesi in place, is that your 
main job becomes supen'ision for 
safely reasons. When you know 
you i'lave someone to lake care of 
this .squabble or supervise this 
area over here then you are free lo 
work with a small group aild really 
leach," Roney saitl. 

Research by the National Associ­

ation for Educators for Young Chil­
dren recomnlend a class size of 15 
to 18 for five-year-old students, 
she said. 

The national average is 17 stu­
dents per teacher, while metro 
Detroit schools average roughly 23 
students per teacher. 

In Northville, elementary classes 
average 23 students In grades 1-5. 
Kindergarten classes average 21.5 
students. 

Average class sizes are highest at 
Thornton Creek. The largest class 
is Janet Rigney's fifth grade class 
at Silver Springs, with 32 students.

$100,000 in. To reslore tills home, 
the costs are going to be astronom­
ical," City Manager Ed Kriewall 
said. 

While some council members 
said they'd be willing to have city 
staffers spend llilie writing grant 
applications for the property, oth­
ers l l iougli l asking the voters to 
agree to a bond Issue lo restore the 
house and barns niigli l be the path 
to take, 

A variety of uses have been dis­

cussed for the fariiilioiisc. While 
placing Ihc Novi Youth Assislaiicc 
ofhces Ihere isn't feasible, a hitiire 
possibility mlgl i l he using llic 
ilulldiiig as Ihc lica(l(|iiarlcrs of 
lhe Coiiii i innlty That Cares Coiili-
lion youlh program, Klaver said. 

"Whal you do is presence the out­
side as absolutely as possible, but 
even the most ferocious prescn'a-
tlonlsls realizes lhal buildings 
need to be reused," he added. 

Aiiollier inlcrcslcd group Is lhe 
Novi Youth Theatres, an growing 
program that Is running out of 
space at the Novi Civic Center. 

•'To suggest that you're going to 
restore a building and have a his­
torical house and then give it lo a 
teen club, it blows my mind. If 
you're going to do 11 as a historical 
home, you've got to do it as a sliow-
place," Schmid said. 

Six architects specializing in his­
torical pi'esen'alion have gone over 
the home and found it has merit 
both architecturally and historical­
ly. Council Member Kalliy Mulch

Phil Jerome, a Northville resident 
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and Executive Editor of ITonie'Towii 
Newspapers, pointed to the packed 
audience and said, "If yon iook al 
this little group of citizens, you will 
see most of us have nice luiireuls, 
most of us have clean clothes and 
not one of us suffers I'rom malnu­
trition," 

Rex Shaffner, a resiclent of the 
area, summed up the opposition to 
the plan by turning to the audience 
and asking, "Do we need (a new 
shopping center)?" The crowd then 
responded to his question with a 
resounding no. 

Included in tile fray against the 
development were the city consul­
tants assigned to investigate the 
proposal, 

Rodney Arroyo, city planning 
and ti-affic consultant, said lie does 
not recommend the rezoning for a 
variety of reasons, 

He said the proposal is not con­
sistent with the city's Master I'lan, 
it could negatively impact the exist­
ing and planned resulential uses 
surrounding the site, and he said 
Frankel has not provided any iiil'or-
illatlon Indicating there is a market 
for commercial land uses in thai 

area. 
Arroyo added that Frailkel stated 

ill his application for the rezoning, 
"llie ])resence of environmental 
contaniinalion will make it very dif-
licult and expensive to comply with 
Ihe environmental requirements 
lor single residential develop-
niciils," 

However, Arroyo said, Frankel 
has not [irovided any suppoiding 
docunienlation showing and areas 
of containiiialion or provided an 
environmental assessment to sup­
port this (Taim. 

But, while there may have been 
large crowd at the meeting, Mike 
Zayli, whose mother owns the land 
in queslion, said he has a list of 
100 signatures of residents who 
want the .shopping center. 

fle said, after ttle meeting, Ile is 
planning on bringing about 10 peo-
])le who are in support of the plan 
to the next Planning Commission 
meeting in September, 

Mike said this action Is in 
response to the people at the 
August 19 meeting, "It was like 
walkiilg into a hornets nest," he 
said. 

Mike said his family is nol oul lo 
hurt anyone, Ihey just want "their 
fair shai(e." 

He said his faiilily has lived in 
the area for 50-plus years and Ihey 
have not opposed any of the new 
subdivisions lhat have mQ\'ed in 
around them over this lime.

Recently. I toui-ed palaces in 
Russia that i l lade Meadowbrook Hall look l ike the 
se lvants ' quarters. W h a l was t ru ly remarkable was 
not merely the splendor of the bui ld i l igs, b u l the fact 
tha t many of them — Pavlosk, Peterhof, the Cather-
i i ie f^alace — were tota l ly destroyed by the Nazis dur ­
ing Worid War I I a n d rebu i l t by the Russians v i r t ua l ­
ly f rom the groui ld up . Once the decision was made 
to restore the palaces as peoples' museums, vo lun ­
teers, inai iy of t hem s l i l l feeling the ravages of the 
war themselves, t u rned o u l by the thousands to help. 

Few palaces were ever bu i l t i n th is coun t ry , 
because we're a democracy, w i l h a nat ional approach 
to life that 's basical ly common sense and middle-
class in style. Most o f u s prefer i t that way. 

B u t because of tha t pract ical outlook, Amer icans 
as a people have never been m u c h infected w i t h 
pl-eselvationist fever. Un l i ke the Russians, the loss of 
our nat ional heritage has n o t been due to war, b u t to 
greed and the consumers ' perpetual yearn ing for the 
new. 

Monday n igh l , I toured the Fuerst farmhouse, 

sneezed in the musty basement, poked f l l i 'ough the 
i lpstai l 's bedroom closets. Right now, the city's grap­
p l ing w i t h the fact that if the col lect ion of barns and 
house at Taft and Ten Mile roads is going to be saved, 
sotlleone's got to pay for it. 

A t present, the place is rather sad, no l jus t because 
i t 's d i r ty and deter iorat ing. The pei-sonal belongings 
of a long-gone fami ly, i tems that wel-en't deemed wor­
thy by buyel-s at an early 1990s house sale, are j u m ­
bled in the closets and on the floor. The people are 
dead, bu t their tl-ash remains. 

I f you approach the fa rm f rom the Novi High S c h o o l , 
pa rk ing lot, wa lk ing up the h i l l to the house, y o u feel 
l i ke you've traveled back i n t ime to Lhe days when 
Novi was j u s t another t iny Mich igan fa rm town. 

That 's why many Novi residents, inc lud ing the 
members of Preservation Novi and Novi Ci ly Counc i l 
Member Kathy M u l c h , Mayor Pro Tern Hugh Craw­
ford and Mayor Kath leen McLal len, feel that i t 's v i ta l 
to save the fa rm as a relic of the communi ty 's past. 

While I agree w i t h t hem, I also t h i n k i l ' s necessaty, 
as Counci l Member Bob Schmid d id , to quesl ion the 
finances of the project. Donat ions of money, sk i l ls 
a n d suppl ies, vo lunteer work , grants , a l l these are 
appropr iate ways to shore up the col lapsing fa rm 
bu i ld ings. 

I f Novi people ral ly a round the Fuerst Farm today, 
even total ly preserved the site w i l l never be a magnif­
icent cu l tu ra l monumen t tha t w i l l at t ract v is i tors 
f r o m a round the w o r i d . ' 

W h a t a restored Fuerst Fa rm wou ld be is an exam­
ple of Novi's roots available to fu tu re residents and a 
testament lo the foresight o f loday's residents.

But there is al iother side lo th is story, one 
(hat introduces ai l uncomfortable shade of 
gray into something that looks black and 
white on the surface. It's a side that oftcil 
gels overiooked in the big city media, espe­
cially when i-eilorters and editors are getting 
their gri l ls about a stoiy. 

'nlere is a slate law that says that no gam­
bl i i lg shall take place i n a publ ic place 
uil less it's licensed by the state. Moreover, 
tllcl-c is ai lol i ler stale law that says that any 
establishnlei l t that serves l iquor may i lo l 
allow eri i l l inal acl ivi ly there, on pain of los­
ing the li(iuor license. A complaint had 
Illade to the police that i l legal gambl ing was 
going on. And by law, pojlce departments 
are obliged to illvestigate complaints duly 
Illade. 

The law is the law. And v.'hen police have 
the discrelion of decldit lg wh i ch laws they 
wi l l ellforce and which Ihey wi l l ignole, we're 
all i l l trouble. 

Lawil lakeis, of course, are seldol l i inter­
ested in this point when caught up in the 
frellzy of l l laki l lg laws. Novi Police Chief 
ShaelTer got it right when he said, "No one 
ever gave a police olficer a l ist oT laws they 
didn't want cnTolted." 

The U. S. Congress. Tor example, got its 
gri l ls in recent months by beat ing up on tlie 
Internal Revenue Service. OT course, there 

is considerable evidence the IRS has been 
over-zealous (to put It inl ldly) in going a l ter ' 
tax cheats. But Tew made the point that Ihe 
lax laws arc passed by the Collgress, r lo l the 
IRS, and that If anybody deserves the blanle 
Tor our unbelievably coll lplicated and eoil-
Tusing tax code it should be Ulc Collgl-ess 
that created the code in the first place. 

But the law is the law. And the poker 
players at the Maples were using chips, nol 
cash, so the police were ui lcertai l l j u s t what 
the stakes were. When they turned out lo 
be nlckel-and-dlnic, the cops were j us t as 
eli lbarrassed as atiyboely. 

And the police could have used more dis­
cret ion, as Maples manager Todd Ge i i i a r l 
pointed out. "Had an officer jus t said to l l le. 
"Listen, I'm goll ig to go finish my dinner and 
nly beer, and when I walk out of Ilere i l l five 
minutes I don't want to see any of that going 
on, ' fine. It would have been done." 

So where are we? Things are usual ly a l i t­
tle more complicated in real life l han they 
seem In the newspaper. 

And when you see a story that nlakes 
somebody look really sil ly, there's usual ly 
another side to i l . It's the obligation of col l l -
mun i t y newspapers like this one lo explore 
that other side, because real life usual ly is 
painted In shades of gray.

Write congress about rising rates 
You say you're upset 
about rising cable 
rates and you want to 
know whal you can do 
aboul it. Also, you're 
wondering, what, if 
any, control your city 
has regarding the 
cable company's 
charge to subscribers. 
The Southwestern 
Oakland Cable Com-
niission which repre­
sents the cities of 
Farmington, Farming-
ton Hills and Novi, 

•cannot legally prevent any rate increase by its 
!cable operator, so long as that increase does not 
•exceed the maximum allowed under a complex 
formula created by federal law and enforced by 

.the Federal Coillmunicallons Comlnission. 

The rale process is cumbersome and cosily. 
That's why Congress had originally called for a 
sunset of this regulation in 1999 when it 
'Ihoughl there would be effective conlpetitlon 
.that would regulate rates. But that conlpetitlon 
•has nol occurred. 
. And wllere i l has occurred here in the Metro 

area. FCC research and our own local surveys 
have found that rates did not decrease consid­
erably wllen other companies entered into the 
picture, sonle even increased. 

So now there's talk on Capitol Hil l of extend­
ing regulation until there is effective competi­
tion. 

An Aug. 3 issue of Mult i-Channel News 
reports what happened at a cable-rate hearing 
in July held by the Senate Commerce Commit­
tee under Chairman John McCain (R-Ariz,). 

Senate Majority l.eader Trent Lolt (R-Mlss.) 
issued a stern warning to Cable CEO's and lob­
byists that they would be inviting a new round 
of regulation if volers keep nagging lawmakers 
aboul soariilg cable rates and lack of choice in 
packages. 

In fact. Rep. Billy Tauzin (R-La.) has intro­
duced a bill that would allow cities to void cable 
deregulation next March 31 i f local operators 
fail to offer subscribers "an acceptable range of 
programming choices." 

The chairman of the Senate Commerce Com­
mittee Sen. McCain, also talked about planning 
to unveil a bill soon and shared Lett's view that 
cable regulation should conUnue by default if 
efforts to boost direct-broadcast satellite com­
petition sputter. 

Even the powerful chairman of the Senate 
Appropriations Committee Sen. Ted Stevens (R-
Alaska) promised that he would support rercgu-
iation, particularly if cable subscribers were 
denied the right to buy channels individually or 
In small, reasonably priced packages. 

So, it looks like Capitol Hill is hearing you. 
The best thing to do if you haven't already, is lo 
contact your represenlatives in Washington and 
express your concern.

They say large minds 
discuss ideas, medi­
um-sized minds dis­
cuss events, and 
small minds discuss 
personalities. 
By that standard, 
Aillericans and the 
media serving them 
have teensy-weensy 
minds wi th their 
noses buried in Moni­
ca's wardrobe or 
snickering at Fieger's 
kicking foot. 
Michigan voters have 

'some major decisions to make on state educa­
tion posts this year. It's not a matter of voting a 
straight ticket to "support" the gubernatorial 
candidate. These boards get their power from 
ithe Michigan ConsUtution, not a party platform 
or executive orders. 

• The two major pariies will meet this weekend. 
Republicans in Grand Rapids and Democrats in 
[Lansing, to nominate t̂ vo candidates each for 
State Board of Education and the governing 
boards of the University of Michigan, Michigan 
.State University and Wayne State University. 
; From experience. I will guess coverage will be 
poor. One Detroit paper has no Sunday edition, 
and the other has an early deadline. Detroit TV 
'doesn't cover the conventions at all any more, 
forget commercial radio. 
• Wliat coverage you the voter wil l get wi l l con­

sist of the Republican coronation of Dick 
Posthumus as lieutenant governor and the 
Democratic standardbearer's lip-shooting jokes. 

But let us follow Deep Throat's advice to 
Woodward and Bernstein and "follow the 
money": The state general fund budget is $8 bil­
lion-plus; the three universities have combined 
budgets nearing $4 billion. 

State employment is in the 60,000 ballpark. 
The three universities have enrollments totaling 
more than 120,000 (counting U-M's Dearborn 
and Flint campuses). 

That is a ton of money and a lot of young and 
emerging minds. 

The State Board of Education has rule-mak­
ing powers that many of its members don't 
grasp. The incumbent governor is strivirlg 
mightily to steal its potenUal thunder and gut 
its powers. He knows how important that board 
is, even if the small minds of the voters and 
news directors are limited to what part of 
Engler's anatomy Fieger wants to kick. 

So what are the issues: 
• Openness - Two of the university boards 

have been plagued by open meetings problems 
and document secrecy. 

• Tuition - Parents and self-supporting stu­
dents can't understand the long history of 
tuit ion and fee hikes in excess of the federal 
consumer price index. One university has a 
tuition gimmick that gives the Il lusion of hold­
ing rates under the CPI - for any one graduat­
ing class - but few people see through it. 

• Bias - One university is prepared to fight all 

the way to the U.S. Supreme Court to defend its 
"diversity" admissions standards that others 
consider anU-white and anti-Asian bias. 

• Expansion - One university is having major 
problems with its $1 billion-plus hospital sys­
tem. Another is hell-bent on expanding into 
academic areas justified by its yearnings for 
prestige more than the market's need. 

• Charter schools - Between them, the three 
major universities have chartered just one pub­
lic school academy of the 100 or so. What is 
their thinking? 

Clearly these contests are far more important 
than who issues license plates and who hire the 
assistant attorneys general who actually try the 
eases. But you can guess what kirld of coverage 
you'll get and what your friends will be gossip­
ing about at lunch. 

Into the breach is stepping the American 
Association of University Women's Livonia chap­
ter. .AAUW is inviting all the candidate - yep, 
Libertarian, too - to answer the tough questions 
on Sept. 24. Can't make it? The four boards wil l 
be videotaped by the local cable company which 
wil l make it available statewide. 

I'll be covering it, and I expect student jour­
nalists from the Michigan Daily wil l, too. Watch 
for the official announcement, and be ready for 
the coverage.

In Oakland 
County there are 
about 130 groups 
p a r t i c i p a t i n g , 
including schools, 
b u s i n e s s e s , 
chui'ches, courts, 
fire departments, 
Boy • Scouts, 
Rotary clubs;' 
Eastern Star, and, 
families. 

In Novi, volun­
teers are given 
orange vests and 
poker sticks. 
Craig Smith, 
superintendent 
with Novi's 
Departnlent of 
Public Works, 
supplies a DPW 
truck with flash­
ing lights, which 
is parked on the 
shoulder to alert 
drivers that clean 
up work is going 
on. Volunteers 
can toss debris 
rigtit into the back 
of tile truck. 

Smith recoillmends that volunteers 
look at the road they are interested in 
adopting ahead of time.

"A lot of times 
it's light weight 
materials - pop 
bottles fly out of 
the back of a 
truck bed, a lot 
of insulation, 
Styrofoanl, not 
intcnlional l i t­
ter," Smith said. 
"You'd be sur­
prised at the 
amount of con­
struction materi­
al 1 pick up." 

Among those 
who are partici­
pating in the 
program are 
Dennis Cieary 
and Rod Arroyo. 

"1 thought it 
would be a good 
eonimunily ser­
vice to be 
involved in," 
Cieary said. 

Cieary's group 
is set lo do their 
first official clean 
up in mid-

"Just picking 
up debris,'that's all they want us to do," 
he said. 

Since joining Ihe program, Cleaiy has 
a different view of'his' road. 

"I go up and down Ten iVIile a lot and 
now 1 see debris 1 never noticed 
before," he said. 

"If 1 see anybody littering I'll flag them 
down," joked Cieary who has a law 
practice in Farmington Hills. 

"I think il is a veiy good idea because 
it achieves two objectives - il gets peo­
ple in the comiilunily involved and 
helps keep the streets clean," said

Cleai'y, who along with his wife Ann, 
llave been Novi residents Ibr 11 years. 

Bircliler/Arroyo's eight employees will 
also be taking the poker sticks lo a Novi 
street. They have chosen Novi Road 
between Nine Mile and Grand River and 
are scheduled to work in September. 

"II was a way Ibr us to do two things -
one, to give a little bit of our time back 
to the City of Novi because (Ihey) llave 
been a client of ours Ibr many years, 
and also partieipale in the program, Ibr 
corporations to become involved with 
and try to support Ihe elforls of the 
road commission," sai(l An'oyo. 

"My hope is that as this program gets 
more publicity, other eonlilanies in Novi 
miglll look to adopt olher segiiieills of 
roadways so tllat all of the available 
roadway segments become ado|)ted and 
lead lo an even moiT attractive commu­
nity and keep the roads as clean as 
possible." 

Volunteers complete a safety training 
program which includes waleliiiig a 
video with safely tips, instructions on 
what arc acceptable items to pick up. 
and where lo place bags. Allowable 

items which call he picked up by volun­
teers include litter, wood, tires, and 
brokeil conci'ete, according to IVlaloile. 

Volunleei's do nol pick up large iteills 
which can include appliances, furni­
ture, hypodermic needles, biohazards, 
dead animals aild empty drunls. 

"A lot of times we'll mil into whal we 
call a hot spot, an illegal dumping 
area. encourage (volunteers) to call 
us and we will work with tile local 
municipalities to get il cleaned up," 
iVlalonc said. "We're looking al the visi­
ble litter - the Slyrofoam cups and 
smaller items." 

Cleanups are scheduled al the same 
time through out the county and cities 
and coincide with the iVIichigan Depart­
ment of Transportation's cleanup days, 
which begin on a Salurday and contin­
ue Ihrough the Ibllowing Sunday, giving 
volunteers Iwo weekends lo clean up. 

Stretches of roadway arc usually in 
Iwo mile increments, wliieli means four 
miles of walking. 

When working on counly roads, the 
Road Commission Ibr Oakland County 
will supply l)ags and vests. Trui'ks are 

then scheduled lo pick up bags during 
the week or two following the cleanup 
date. 

"Everybody gets a sign at llle begin­
ning and ending of their stretch of the 
road," Malone said. 

Volunteers interested in participating 
in the Adopt-A-Road program can call 
either the city or county departments of 
public works and request an applica­
tion form. 

"One of our goals is lo get all of our 
roads cleaned up bul with our man­
power and tilne we can't do that," IWal-
one said. "It takes a lot of our lime to 
pick up the bags, if we had to do both 
we wouldn't be able to accomplish it 
wilh our work load." 

Malone has seen an inlprovelllent in 
the ailiount of debris on county roads. 

"11 is getting tough to find litter, it's 
looking pretty clean this summer." she 
said. 

Gravel roads are nol included in the 
program because with no designated 
shouldei', they are not considered safe.

Justiil Wright doesn't think il 
was any big deal, but his parents 
sure are proud of him. 

When Justin, 14,' read about 
Donovan IVIagryla in T/ie 
^orilwxWe Record in July, he 
sprang into action without telling 
a soul. Donovan's story also 
appeared in The NovvNews, 

"I just kinda sal down and did 
il," Justin said. 

Donovan suffers from Cyclic 
Vomiting Syndrome, a rare dis­
ease that causes disabling, recur­
rent and prolonged episodes of 
severe nausea, pain, projectile 
vomiting and prostration. Dono­
van also has severe allergies. The 
Magryta's are hoping lo build an 
environmentally safe house for 
their son which would ease his 
symptonls. 

Currently there is no known 
cure for the disease and although 
many children suffer less as they 
grow older, CVS never completely 
subsides. 

"I just went oul and did it," said 
Justin. "1 was expecting maybe 
$50 or $60 dollars in cans at the 
most and then it turned out 
lllostly everybody had pop cans. 1

sub." 

Justin's can drive was another 
way for people to help out the 
Magiyla family. 

"I think most people ilrobably 
wanted to contribute but were 
putting il off and this was a great 
way for theill to do it," said Karen 
Wright, Justin's mom. 

Justin and his helpers collected 
$260, which was donated to the 
Donovan Margyta Fund. 

"1 walked around the sub a 
week eariicr and put (the flyers) 
on the doors." Justin said. 

On July 30, with his monl at 
the wheel, the day-long project of 
collecting and returning bottles 
and cans began. 

11 took Juslin and his brother, 
Evan, 11, and cousins Stephanie 
Philips, 13, and Allison Philips, 
10, who live in Plymouth, about 
three hours to collect three mini-
van loads of pop cans. 

"We llarely had enough rooili 
for (the children) to get in (the 
van)." Karen said. 

Once collected, the job of 
reluming all the bottles and cans 
began. The group made three 
trips lo Farmer Jack to stuff all 
the returnables into up to four 
machines at a time. 

"1 think it really hit Justin 
because Hunter is three and see­
ing this little boy who is three 
years old going through every­
thing he's gone Ihrough, he can 
relate to tllat," said Karen. "With 
the two cousins it was a lot of fun 
Ibr Iheiii loo." 

A neighbor down the street 
watched the three younger Wright 
children, twins Dakota and 
Derek, 5, and Hunter, 3. 

About 75 percent of the neigh­
bors responded to the flyer, 
according to Karen. 

Donations ranged from a slliall 
groceiy bag full lo over two large 
trash bags. 

One neighbor, who had already 
donated to the Donovan Magryta 
Fund, wrote a check and gave it 
lo Jusl in because he was so 
impressed wilh Justin's effort, 
according lo Karen. 

Another neighbor saw llle flyer 

bul forgot about the colleelion 
and made a special trip to the 
Wright's house lo drop off cans. 

The first time Juslin's mom 
heard about the fund raising pro­
ject was when her son asked her 
to drive him to a slore with a 
copier lo make 200 flyers. 

"He did this completely on his 
omi, il was his owll idea," Karen 
said. "We are very proud of him 
for doing that." 

Karen and Greg Wright have 
been Northville residents since 
1990. 

Justin is a freshinan al 
Northville High School and a 
member of llle youth group at St.
