Brewer branches 
out into winemaking

Believe it or not. not everybody's 
a beer drinker. 

So now I.ocal Color Brewing 
Company, Novi's only micro-brew­
ery, is turning its attention to a 
different beverage — wine. 

Monday, owner Peter Paisley 
was granted unanill ious Novi City 
Council approval for a small wine-
maker license, which will perlllit 
the trendy Gi-and River Avenue 
watering hole to produce its own 
vintage. 

"My wife didn't put you up to 
(his,"did she? I'll get to spend 
more time there if she can have 
wine," Council Member Craig 
DeRoclle said. 

Since the business opened in 
January , customers have been 
asking for wine, Paisley explained. 
Local Color will produce one red 
and one while. 

"We feel that the ability to make 
the wines Merlot and Chardonnay 
will offer vaiiety to people who 
don't l ike the beer," Paisley 
explained. 

With a small winemaker's 
license. Local Color will pay less in 
state taxes than If the company 
had a wine-making permit for 
Iligher production. 

"We want to make sure the 
product is excellent," Paisley said. 

"We don't have the ability to do 
a high-producing volume. The 
wine will be of the small, boulique 
variety." 

Wine will only amouilt to one 
percent of the niicro-brewer)''s 
production and Is expected to be 
on sale both at l.ocal Color and at 
some area specialty grocery and 
party stores. 

However don't expect Local 
Color lo now leave area beer 
drinkers thirsty for their lager and 
ale. State licensing limits micro-
breweries to 30,000 barrels per 
year. 

Local Color's high-tech equip-
menl can churn out 100 barrels in 
a 24-hour period. 

"The facility Is doing 30.000 
barrels of wine or been T'llal's the 
limit. It's all we can produce at 
that facility," Paisley said.

'The relationship with Iran deteriorated as the relationship with 
China improved. China was happy and eager to do business in Amer­
ica." 

Hagopian imports rugs directly from China, India, Turkey, Pak­
istan and Romania. 

In addition, the colnpany has its own factory that employs 500 
near Alexandria, Egypt. 

But while the Hagopian family has established their name in the

The Michigan l-egislature can't 
pass bills rcfiuiring Itself to give tax 
i likes a 60 percent "siipermajorlly," 
Attorney General Frank Kclley has 
I uled. 

On almost party-line votes, the 
Senate GOP this year pas.sed four 
bills to require such supermajority 
lo hike the single business tax, 
.'.ales lax, use tax and personal 
Income tax. The bills would have 
applied lo bolh the tax base and 

rates. 
Only one Republican senator -

John Schwarz of Battle Creek -
voted no, and il was Sidiwarz who 
reqriesled Kelley's ruling, which 
has the force of law until over­
turned by a court. 

'The Legislature is powerless to 
limit the conslitutional authority 
granted to itself with respect to Ihe 
votes required for adopting, 
amending, and repealing public 
acts," said Kellcy. 

Legislature may nol, by 
sl.iliile, re(|uire a lliree-liflhs vole 
lo eiiad legislalioii for wbirh llie 
coiisii lulion oibenvisc rci|iiires a 
simple niajoiHy vole." 

Nor may one l.egisl.'ituie pass a 
law rei|uiriiig a fulure Legislature 
lo obey a (iO percent sii|)ermajorily 
slalutc. Kelley .said. 

"Through Ihe Senate bills 
deseiibed in your letter, the Legis­
lature is piirporling lo limit its own 
(onsli l i i l ional ani l ior i ly, thereby 

restricling itself as well as future 
Legislatures." Kelly said. 

Kelley's opinion was issued Aug. 
10. more l i ian a month after the 

legislati\'e .session ended. Lawmak­
ers will hold a brief session begin­
ning Sept. 12. 

Kelley iioled Ihe current consti-
tulion, adopted in 1963, requires 
superinajoi-ilies for several kinds of 
legislation. But the constitution 
was approved by the people, not 
the Legislature, Ihe attorney gener­

al said.

• Spending public money for 

local or pi'ivate purposes |3/4). 
• Spending more lhan the rev­

enue limit (2/31. 
• Overriding a governor's veto 

[2/,3). 
• Designating stale-owned land 

as reseiVcs (2/3). 
• Convict ing an official 

impeached by the House (2/3). 
• r-iepealiiig a local or special act 

(2/3). 
• Rejecting a pay increase pro­

They require 
immobilization for 14 days for a 
second drunk offense and six 
months for a third suspended-
license offense. Sponsor of HB 
4961 is Rep. Pan Gochaux. R-
Birminghani. 

• Allow courts to order vehicle 
forfeiture for drivers convicted a 
second time of any alcohol-related 
traffic offense. Sponsor of HB 4959 
is Rep. Fl-ank Fitzgerald, R-Grand 
Ledge. 

• Allow the secretary of slate lo 

suspend licenses of repeal offend­
ers and make iTinslaleiiienl of 
driving privileges tougher. Four 
bills are in this package, sponsored 
in part by Fitzgerald and Rep. Bob 
Browil, D-Dearborn Heights. 

• Allow felorly charges to be 
brought against any third drunken 
driving charge, whether for 
"impaired" (0.08 percent blood 
alcohol count) or drunk (0.1 per­
cent). Sponsor of HB 5956 is Rep. 
Rose Bogardus, D-Davison. 

• Close a loophole under which a 
repeat offender can be chained as a 
first-offender in drunk driving, HB 
5951 is sponsored by Rep. George 
Mans, D-Trenton. 

The package heads to the Senate 
in the session starting Sepl. 12. 

R E D LIGHT T R A P 
Sen. Michael Bouchard, R-Birm-

ingham, has a bill to catch drivers 
who run red lights at southeast

His SB 1257 calls for a two-year 
test at five of the worst intersec­
tions, especially Southfield Road 
and 1-696. which has averaged 82 
ci'ashes a year since 1993.

War and re|)ression have uilroot-
ed iliany traditional rug weaving 
communities. In Pakistan, many 
weavers are refugees from the war 
in Afghanistan. Tibetan rugs woven 

by Tibetan refugees in Nepal, have 
become very liopiilar here

The RoadRunner 
Classic, which has 
been run through 
Northvllle the past few 
years, is one of the 
biggest local running 
events of the year. 
Originating in Livonia 
in 1984. it has been 
held in Norlhvil le 
since 1993, attracting 
thousands of runners 
from all over. 
Another statewide 
event is the Detroit 
Free Press Interna­

tional Marathon. This 26.2 mile race lhal runs 
through two countries, began in 1977. These 
are just two of thousands of races held through­
out the country which challenge the goals of 
runners. 

Foot races have been around a long, long 
lime, and challenges to racing have been part of 
the fun for centuries. 

Long-distance racing has an ancient history, 
dating back to the Greeks and the first Olympic 
games in the 8th century B.C. In fact, the veiy 
word, "marathon." commemorates the refilled 
feat of the Greek who ran from Marathon to 
Athens bearing news of the victory against the 

Persians in 490 B.C. The (listance between Ihe 
Iwo (;ities was exactly 26 miles, 385 yards. That 
measurement has delernllned the length of a 
marathon race ever since. 

The 19th centiiiy saw a rash of races, with 
Edward Payson Weston becoming possibly the 
most renowned "pedestrian," or professional 
runner, around. Weston ran from Portland, 
Maine to Chicago in about 25 days in 1867, and 
inspired races Ihrouglloul the nation. 

In November 1867, a particularly novel race 
was held in Dclrol l , when three Native Ameri­
cans raced against three horses. The horses ran 
a relay of six miles, while the Indians ran 3 1 / 4 
miles. 

A l the Hamtramck race course, Ihe three 
Indians, Deerfoot, Steeproek and Stevens, lined 
up with mares Lamplighter, l,ady Ellis and Vic­
tor Hugo. The $300 wintling purse served to 
make things a bit more interesting. 

One of the hldians had (juite a reputation on 
the running circuit. According to 'The Detroit 
Advertiser and Tribune, 'The Indians are well-
known throughout this countiy as very fleet 
and enduring, but of them, Deerfoot is by far 
the most famous, having been celebrated for his 
feats in this respect for over ten years, both in 
this country and in England, As a ten-mile run­
ner, he unquestionably has no superior in the 
worid." 

Deerfoot, also known as Louis Bciliict, was 
America's llrsl great long-distance runner. In 
1863, he eslablished two new standards for the 
one-hour run, the last of which remained lor 
over three decades. 

John Steeproek was also nalionally known. 
He had corne in second in the lirst distance race 
of any kind in the U.S.. held in 1844 in llnbo-
ken, N.J. 

Traditionally, footraces were usually spon­
sored by horse-racing tracks, and Ihe Dclroil 
race was no cxceplion. 

Deerfoot started the relay, reeling o i l a 64-
seeund quarter mile. The horses were nol to be 
outdone. Lli i ipl ighter galloped lo a 2:25 first 
mile, Ibllowcd by b idy Ellis in 2:45 and Viclor 
Hugo in 2:35, Tile l inish was close. 

"IJpon the horses and men coming." reported 
The Adverti.ser and Tribune, "each parly loudly 
claimed the race, but after careful invcsligalion 
and deliberalion, it was awarded lo the Indi­
ans..." 

Assuming the race course was a lypical horse 
track with poor footing, Deerfoot ran a cred­
itable quarter mile. And in 1867, $300 went a 
long way.

D e a r b o r n c a s e s e t s a p r e c e d e n t 

The city of Dearborn 
won a major victoty in 
Federal District Court 
on Friday, Aug. 14. 
"It is likely" says Dear­
born's Mayor Guido, 
"That it may help set 
national precedent for 
the way telecommuni­
cations companies 
can use public rights-
ofway." 

This is imporlant to 
you, as a taxpayer, 
because had the case 
been decided the 

other way, you may have been expected to sub­
sidize the use of public rights-of-way by a pri­
vate, profit-illakiilg coiripaily. 

The case involved TCG, a telephone company, 
that sued the city of Dearborn insisting it 

shouldn't have to pay to obtain a franchise or 
pay a franchise fee to run cable through the 
public rights-of-way. U.S. District Judge 
Lawrence Zatkoff rejected TCG's claims that 
under Federal law, it could nol be required lo 
obtain a franchise aiid pay a franchise fee. 

This is one of the first court decisions inter­
preting section 253(c) of the 1996 Federal 
Telecommunications act. It is quite favorable to 
municipalities on compensation and rights-of-
way matters by recognizing that municipalities 
are entitled to charge rent for the use of public 
rights-of-way and lhat a percentage of gross 
revenues based franchise fee is valid. 

Franchises are necessary. Simply stated, a 
franchise Is proteclion. 

Franchises are designed to manage growth. 
This is necessaly because many utility poles are 
already at or near capacity. Franchises also pro­
tect citizens from fly-by-night operations, and 
anti-l-edlining discrimination and unacceptable 

wiring conflgurations. 
More imporlanlly, franchises protect local 

Jurisdictions and their residents from enormous 
financial losses associated with the costs of dig­
ging up and repairing roadways, damage lo 
e.xisting utilities, Ihe safe diversion of tralfic al a 
eonslruction site and the resolution of priority 
disputes between different users. 

And, while fees associated with francllises 
may be passed on lo the end user, these fees are 
minimal in comparison with the cost of reacting 
to the many problenls encountered in an envi­
ronment of unmanaged growth. The bottom line 
is that we simply eailnol expect taxpayers lo 
subsidize the use of public righls-of-way by pri­
vate, profit-making corporations.

In American folklore, 
businessmen — par­
ticularly financiers — 
were fiscally conser­
vative. 
They deplored our 
nation's "tobogganing 
Into the murky valleys 
of deficit finance," 
according to a novel of 
the 1950s. They 
shrieked at the "sea of 
red ink" in which the 
federal government 
was awash. A Repub­
lican joke of that era 

was about the Gov. Soapy Williams cocktail — 
"Michigan on the rocks." 

"A family can't spend more than it takes in for 
veiy long," they used to say, "and neither can 
the government." 

Families, too, were advised to "pay as you go." 
Conventional consumer wisdom warned against 
borrowing for anything but the house and car; 
then lllaybe for durable consumer goods. 

In the 1970s, however, we began hearing that 
we were an entire nation of squanderers. The 
government's debt was so large that it was 
soaking up all the available new capital. 

Results: Young couples couldn't get loans for 
a new house, or else had to pay interest rates 
that an earlier generation would have consid­
ered usuiy. People starting businesses couldn't 
get capital. Women entrepreneurs. In particular, 
were bitter at the financial system for failing to 

make capital available for the kinds of service 
industries women were wont to enter. 

Suddenly this year we are seeing an explosion 
of invitations to go into debt. What's more, the 
financiers are inviting us to mortgage our 
homes for non-necessities. 1 quote from UC 
Lending's "special offer" to get its MasterCard 
(Rl: 

"Go out to dinner. Take a vacation," it says 
begulllngly. "Eveiy time you use it, you access 
your home equity loan," 

Naturally, the company wants to protect Itself 
doubly. When you blow a bundle in Hawaii or 
Vegas, you put up your home as security. If you 
die or change identities, you can "add peace of 
mind by adding lllortgage protection insurance 
to your UC Lending loan." 

In other words, you borrow not to finance the 
business you are starting to produce your 
patented invention; you borrow not for the shel­
ter of your family; you mortgage your family's 
shelter for banquets and vacations. 

Metropolitan Financial Inc.'s brochure has a 
picture of a beach umbrella, a sand easUe and 
an oceanic cloud formation, "Want to pay off all 
your bills right now? Go on vacation? „. It's 
easy! With summer here, now is the time to 
make your dreams happen!" it begins. "We'll 
custom design a Second Trust Deed home loan 
up to 125 percent of your home value, no equi­
ty required," 

One can only shudder at the prospect of naive 
consumers, who think the good times will roll 
on forever and Northwest Airiines will never be 
struck, getting sucked into the morass. In the 

past, Ihey lost their purchases to the repo man. 
Now they are Invited to lose their houses. II 
strikes me as a bad way to run a household. 

And it's all the more shocking because busi­
ness — not a socialist labor-run government — 
is encouraging i l . 

For some folks with strong eyes, there is a 
way to keep these invitations lo extravagance 
out of your lllailbox. One of the companies, in 
very liny, gray type, has pul this nolice on the 
bottom of its alluring advertising: 

"You were selected for this offer basetl on the 
information in your credit report which salisfies 
the Melropolilan Financial, Inc. criteria for 
creditworthiness ... You have the right to pro­
hibit information contained in your credit report 
from being used in connection with any credit 
or insurance transaction that is nol initiated by 
you. You may exercise this right by contacting 
the ci-edit reporting agencies notification sys­
tems at: 

"EXPERIAN Target MarkeUng, PO Box 919, 
701 Experian Parkway B2, Allen, TX 75013, 1-
800-353-0809; Equifax Optioi ls. PO Box 
740123 Atlanta, OA 30374-0123, 1-800-556-
4711; Trans Union Corp., Attn, Marketing Opt 
Out, PO Box 97328, Jackson, MS 39288-7328, 
1-800-680-7293." 

That, they say, should keep the loan sharks 
out of your mailbox.

The nlega-strip center is a Joint 
project of the Southfield-based 

I i^amco-Gershensoii, Inc. and the 
Taubman Company. Since plans 
for the project were unveiled late 
last year, Taubman became an 
iilvesting partner, but Raiiico 
remains the partner in cliarj<e of 
developing, managing and leasing 
Ihe property. 

Council Members l>orenzo. Bob 
Schmid and Ed Kramer, sought 
unsuccessfully to postpone a deci­
sion on the site plan, but were 
overruled. 

Ranlco-GershensoIl's Chief 
Operating Officer Mike Ward said 
the developers were eager to have 
the West Village site plan approved 
this week, because they need lo 
have the project up and running no 
later than spring 2000. 

If not, the partners would have to 
pay out what Ward described as "a 
verj' substantial, serious peilalty" 
to Galyan's Trading Company. 

Major tenants in West "Village are 
a 5,200-seat, 22 screen Sony Star 
Theatre and a 100,000 square foot 
anchor depai-tment store, the 
Columbus, Ohio-based Galyan's 
Trading Company. Galyan's is par 
of the Limited Corporation. 

The movie house is expected to 
surpass Star Theatre's ilew South-
field location. 

"What we are getting here is a 
step-up from what they did there 
with a lot of special amenities and 
features," Ward said. 

As part of the project. Twelve 
Mile Road will be widened to a 
four-lane boulevard from Just west 
of West Village to east of Novi Road.

two-lanes. 
Twelve Mile is already a divided 

boulevarrl in Farmington Hills and 
near the expressway in Novi. 

Kramer and Schmid felt that the 
current congestion would escalate 
where the road will narrow. 

"The drawing shows a pinch 
point and that's not appropriate," 
Kramer said. 

"We have daily one-half mile to 
three-quarters of a mile backup 
that occurs right now." 

Another expected major change 
to the Twelve Mile/Novi Road area 
are Taubman's plans to expand 
Twelve Oaks Mall, said Novi Plan­
ning Consultant Rod Arroyo. 

"If we could get away with it, we 
would have l\velve Mile Road a slx-
laile boulevard all the way to Beck. 
Maybe we should find a way to 
assert community pressure on the 
Taubman Compally," Mutch said. 

"If it wasn't for Twelve Oaks Mall, 
a great deal of that traffic wouldn't 
be there. It's time maybe for them 
to step up and make a eommit-
ment." 

Arroyo categorized the road 
improvement package as "reason­
able" for the development, but con­
ceded that Twelve Mile Road will 
remain congested until widened 

east of Novi [toad. 
Left turns at Novi Road and 

Twelve Mile will be replaced with 
indirect turns on Ihe boulevard. 

"By eliminating the left turns, 
you will enable It to function in the 
most efficient manner," Arroyo 
said. 

West Village will be a regional 
attraction, the developers are pre-
dictiilg. 

The designers, JPRA Architects, 
have a project list that includes the 
Soinerset Collection and l / ical 
Color Brewing Company. 

West Village is described as a 
streetscape type of shopping center 
featurillg pinnacles, trellises, fabric 
awnings, sculptures and special 
lighting. The complex's color 
palette is planned to catch shop­
pers' eyes with shades of chocolate, 
mint and lemon, with dashes of 
blues, greens and rusts. 

"We are not tr>'ing to be different 
for dlfferent's sake, but this is a 
lifestyle, entertainment component 
of the shopping that brings people 
from all districts lo this area," 
architect JIln Ryan said. 

J im Chen, president of Ever­
green III, told the council he feared 
the new retail complex would be a 
rival to Main Street. 

"There's some indication you 
may be competing with Main 
Street, which to us Is an exciting. 
Important project that must be 
successful. It's In the heart of 
Novi," Schmid said. 

Chen has said he's lost potential 
tenants to West Village. 

"Main Street doesn't have a 
5,200 seat theater or a lifestyle 
department store. Main Street will 
be successful, not in spite of what 
we're doing. When we are done 
with this project, it will be the best 
thing that will happen to Main 
Street," Ward told the council. 

Lorenzo focused on the storm 
water management at the site, 
where basins are designed to hail-
dle a ten-year storm, rather than a 
100-year-storm. Wetlands on the 
land will be mitigated on a West 
Road property owned by the city. 

"I would tilink as we approach 
the year 2000 that we can find 
ways of allowing the wetlands to 
exist and eo-exlst with develop­
ment," Lorenzo said. 

"Are we going to fiood 1-96? I'm 
sure motorists are going to love 
that."

ince its b e g i n n i n g in 1994, t l ie 
Norlliville Hislorical Home Tour has 
been a smashing success. All 800 
tickets available for the first tour 
were sold out by tile time the doors 

opened tile morning of the event. 
Five homes within a two mile walking 

distance have been selected to be on this 
year's tour which is sponsored by the 
Northville-Novi Branch of the Anlerlcan 
Association of University Women. 

Tile fifth annua! home tour will be Sat­
urday, Sept. 19, from 10 a.m. unt i l 4 
p.m. and coincides wi th the Victor ian 
Fcslival. 

The archilectural styles of the homes 
on this year's tour, wh i ch were bui l t 
between 1875 and 1995, include Ital­
ianate, English, and Arts and Crafts, as 
well as a log home and a frame farm 
house. 

Only one liome on Ihe tour is a newer 
conslructioil. Three are over a hundred 
years old and one was built in 1935. 

Four of lile homes have had between 
one and four additions. 

Remodeling to one home, said to be 
the most most expensive new construc­
tion in Northville when it was built in 
1893, added a family room and sunroom 
on the first floor and master bedroom 
suite on the second. 

Renovations to a 988-square-foot cot­
tage-style home on the tour, which was 
built in 1935, added 1662 square feet in 
the last three years. 

A farm-style home, the oldest on the 
tour, might be unrecognizable to the 
original owners if they were time travel­
ers . F o u r add i t i ons , w h i c h i n c l u d e 
adding the downstairs guest room and 
bath; enclosing two porches to expand 
the living room and make a sunroom, 
and, two years ago, the addition of the 
f ront po r ch , have s e e n th is house 
change dramatical ly f rom its or ig inal 
frame structure. 

The Italianate style home has seen two 
additions spaced roughly half a century 
apart. The first in the 1930s when a liv­
ing room and mas te r bed room were 
added and the second when the kitchen 
and Savannah porch were added in the 
1980s. 

The newer home, a cedar log home 

This home was built in 1893 and stood on what was then the outskirts of the small Village of Northville. 

built in 1995, is also the only one which 
has been on the tour twice. 

The 32-foot long, half-cedar logs are 
combined with local stone, copper eaves 
and woven cedar twig railings with real 
chinking. 

Built up on a hill among some of the 
original trees on the lot, this home has 
been featured in "Log Home Living." 

Many of the 100 or so volunteers who 
will staff the home in two shil'ts have 
served as hostesses every year. Some are 
AAUW members, others are friends I'roiil 
the community. 

S ta t ioned th roughou t each of the 
homes, they deliver an informative nar­
rative on not only the h is tory of the 
home but of the owners and some of 

their rolleclions to the visitors who are 
a l lowed lo enter the home in smal l 
groups every few minutes. 

Floral arrangements in the homes are 
being donated by Carmine Bossio interi­
ors and Sparr's Flower Shop and Green­
house, both in Northville; fiowers & more 
in Novi; and Bea's Flowers and Gifts of 
Plymouth Town.ship and Emerald City 
Designs in Plymouth.

"This film Is about 
the choices we make, about two 
fr iends lac ing a life and dealh 
dec i s i on—cho ices that cal l for 
major sat-i-iliccs. But it really boils 
down to one essential qucs l ion: 
Would you put your life at risk for 
someone you knew for five weeks?" 

While Lewis' life literally liangs 
in the balance, it is Sheriff who 
becomes the focal point of the film. 
Casting Vince Vaughn in the role 
of such a layered, complex individ­
ual was a no-bralIler, insist Rubin 
and producer Steve Golin. "When 

Lewis (Joaquin Phoenix), Sheriff (Vince Vaughn) and Tony (David Conrad) wrestle with human sacrifice in "Return to Paradise." 

I saw 'Swingers.' I knew he had the 
chops to play Sher i f f . " G o l i n 
recalls, "He brings humanity and a 
sense of humor to the role that 
ullinialely defines Sheriff" 

In short. Vaughn sees Ibis as a 
film lhal is "aboni soinelhing vciy 
unfa i r and loi igl i happen ing lo 
three fi irly young guys. They are 
laced with e.xlrcnicly adult s i lua-
lions and how lo deal with them. I 
think il's a leeling most people can 
relate lo." 

E.xploring the depths of lhat feel­
ing , that level of trepidation and 
fear, is exact ly what a t t rac ted 
Ruben and writer Wesley Strick to 
th is d ramat ica l l y upda ted and 

altered retelling in the first place. 
It was Ruben who brought on 

Strick after reading Bruce Robin­
son's or iginal script. Robinson 
wrote "The Ki l l ing Fields," based 
on a I rue sloiy. 

"Willi I his, "l wanted lo do some-
l l i ing lhat was loosely based on 
reality," says Ruben. "It is a fic­
tionalized account based on 'What 
I f The reality is, 'What If is not 
l h a l far f rom the t ru th . Who 
doesn't remember Ihe Amer ican 
flogged in Singapore for graffiti? II 
shows how easily westerners can 
run afoul of the law," 

Picking the right Lewis was crit­
ica l lo the overa l l texture and 

believability of the film, "Joaf|uin 
has that vu l ne rab i l i t y Lewis 
needs,..that same vulnerability he 
showed in To Die For' and 'Invent­
ing the A b b o t t s . ' We needed a 
character the audience would rool 
for...one who would cven lna l l y 
break Iheir heart"

In the super hero movie hall of 
fame, "Blade" would definitely get 
the reward for best dressed—and 
maybe best toys.

Snipes ("New Jack City") stars as 
the f i lm's tragic hero B lade , a 
h u m a n / v a m p i r e hyb r id whose 
human illother gets a tough break 
when she is bilten by a vampire 
right before she goes into labor. 

Blade survives this encounter 
and becomes an orphan, spending 
much of his teenage years snack-
ing on homeless people unt i l he 
meets his only f r iend. Whis t le r 

(Kris Kristofferson), who adopts 
him and turns him into one mean, 
lean, vampire slaying machine. It's 
a per fec t super hero par tner ­
sh ip—Whis t le r makes the toys. 
Blade uses them. 

Blade devotes his life lo finding 
the one who bit his mother and 
protecting our poor, clueless world 
from evil swarms of vampli-es who 
l u r k a round every co rne r and 
apparently include everyone from 
corporate suits to Ihe guy behind 
the counter at Seven Eleven, 

Along the way Blade encounters 
a blood specialist— the beautiful 
Dr, Karen Jensen, who is saved by 
Blade after being bit herself To 
re turn the favor, she goes on a 
m i s s i o n to create a cure for 
Blade's vampire tendencies. 

Everything is seems to be going 
pretty well for Blade In his vampire 
war, until vampire party-nlan Dea­
con Frost (Stephen Dorffi shows 
up with his hand of not-so-meriy 
G e n - X vampires, Fros l has an 

agenda for world dominat ion (of 
course!) and needs the blood of his 
new arch-enemy Blade In order to 
execute his plan by calling on the 
powers of the mighty Blood god. 

The f i lm peaks w l l h a f ina l 
showdown between B l a d e and 
Frost thai inc ludes some great 
visual effects that keep you on the 
edge of your seat. 

The really gory scenes in the 
movie are reminiscent of some of 
the B-mov les we a l l grew up 
watching as kids, which k ind of 
clash with the dark, serious mood 
thai the movie is hying to convey, 

J u s l when you think you might 
start feeling sympathy for (he vul­
ne rab i l i t y of th is poor 
vampi re /human who spends his 
life killing people at parties instead 
of going to them, he'll turn a vam­
pire inio a crispy crit ter wi th a 
fiashlighl bulb. 

"Blade" is packed with explod­
ing vampires, melting vampires, 
decapitated vampires, vampires en 

fiambe, impaled vampires—even 
toothless vampires. It makes your 
stomach turn at first, but once 
you get used to It those scenes just 
become funny after awhile. 

The plot Is a bit laughable as 
well. Gen-X vampires calling on a 
Blood god does summon a chuckle 
when you th ink about It, bu t 1 
guess even vampires have to have 
something to pass the time. 

All in all, "Blade" really is a fun 
movie, especial ly for the 18-25 
year old crowd. The effects make 
it worthwhile, with excellent pho­
tography and visuals lhat coillbine 
lo give it a sort of animated feel. 

The great costuming add to the 
gothie niocd of the film. If only the 
story line would catch up, "Blade" 
would conlinue the legacy created 
by the dark comic-book based 
movies "Spawn" and "Dark City." 
"Blade" Is definitely too violent for 
children, but for adults who l ike 
their movies with a little bite, this 
one will do just fine.

In the 
past decade new information on 
hepatitis has surfaced that allows 
physicians to diagnose and treat 
the infection. In addition, several 
vaccines have been developed. 

I l e p a l i l i s causes the liver lo 
become inllanied. The liver's func­
tion is to process nutr ients and 
hepal i l is damages the liver so il 
cannot perform this activity. Hep­
atitis can be caused by infection, 
a drug reaction or excessive alco­
hol co i i s i imp l ion . The effects of 
hepatitis can be as simple as Un­

l ike .syinptoms or as serious as 
cirrhosis or liver cancer. 

Six lypcs of Ilepalilis h;ive been 
ideiilified. 'Hiey are referred to as 
A ,B ,C , l ) ,La i i d 'G . Only hepatitis B 
and C (•;m cause (4iroiiic liver dis­
ease which can lead lo cirrhosis 
and liver cancer, l l 's possible to 
have hepatitis and experience no 
.syinploins, But mosi patients suf­
fer from fatigue, liody aches, nau­
sea and loss of appet i te. Some 
patienls experience yel lowing of 
Ihe sk in and eyes. In acute or 
mild hepatitis, Ireatnieiit iiieliides 
licpiids and bed rest. 

Mild cirrho.sis is also treated by 

rcl iei ' i i ig symptoms. If cirrhosis 
progresses lo serious liver dis­
ease, a Iraiisplant may be neces­
sary. 

Chronic hepatitis B and C can 
be Ireated w i lh iiiterferon-based 
therapy. While there is no cure for 
chronic l ic| iat i l is, treatmcnl may 
cause the d i s e a s e to go into 
reinission. 

Vaccinations for hepatitis A and 
li are a v a i l a b l e but the best 
advice is lo try lo avoid contract­
ing the virus. Some lifeslyle activ­
ities increase the risk of ii i leclion. 
Those activities include: 

• drinking untreated water: 

• eating uncooked fish. I i i i i ls or 
vegcl;ih!cs in foreign cinmlries; 

• sluir ing loolhliruslies. razors, 
or d r i nk ing cups with soniemie 
who is infected: 

• unprotected se.x with someone 
who is infected: and 

• using uiisleri le needles.
