A slate Court of Appeals panel
upheld the right of the Michygan
Department  of Correcliens o
restricl visitors {o women's prison
Inmates. The women's suil had
been dismissed by Wayne Cireuit
Judge Diane IHathaway, who was
upheld by the appellale panel.

DOC direetor Kenteth MeGinnis
in 1995 issued 4 new visitation pol-
fey Nimiting visitors to the inmate's
imimediate family and 10 other peo-
ple. A person under 18 was not
allowed on the list unless (he per-
son s a child, stepchild or grand-
child of the inmate.

Former prisoners may not be on
the list unless they are immediate
family members.

I a separate suit, a federal court
held there were no violations of
constitutional rights. That per-
suatled Judge Hathaway lo reject
the inmates’ claims of violation of
state civil rights laws,

The Court of Appeals panel
included Hikla Gage, former Oak-
lad cireuit Judge: Maureen Pulle
Reilly and Kathleen Jansen. They
held that “these regulations rea-
sonably relate to prison adminis-
lration and management concerns”
and don't violale the rights of elther

Chamber plans 2nd summit
to chart economic progress

In May, chamber representatives

mel wilh Brent Bair, managing

direclar of the Oakland County

Road Commission, who then was

the guest speaker al a chamber
luncheon last month. lmproved

traffic vorridors are a key compo-
nenl in packaging Novl as an
altrartive business destination.

Willard sald that Oakland Coun-
ly is an expensive place to buiid
oads, due 1o (he high cost of real
eslate and therefore needed rights-
al-way.

“One way to speed things up and
gel miore road for your money s 1o
help get right-of-way donatiens.”
she explafned.

Along those lines, the chamber
held three August meetings with
propertyowners along Grand River
Avenue, 1o discuss their viewpoinl
on widening the road. Mosl prefer
seelng Grand River expanded to
five rather than six lanes, primari-
ly because some 43 businesses
would be lost 1o a six-lane boule-
vard. Willard explained.

The commitiee also mel with
developers whe build here, to learn
any gripes they might have about
doing business in Novi. In past
vears, Novl's had a repulation as a
rough place for developers to do
husiness.

“The nice thing was, in talking to
the developers, so many of them
said, this is so encouraging thal
people are ksiening (o us and ask-
ing our concerns,” Willard said,

“It's not thal people don't want to
bulld n Novi, they get lrustrated.”

On the clty side, much has been
happening since the first economic
summit. In May, the Novi City
Council rezoned 1,140 acre to the
olfice-service-technology category.
with the aim of making the proper-
ty more altractive to high-tech
businesses.

In addition, the cily hired a new
development director, Kerreen Con-
ley, who will aversce both the Plan-
ning and Community Development
and Building depariments.

Coneerns ralsed by the chamber
committee sparked the first sum-
mit, after the Economic Develop-
menl Commitlee reported that res-
Idential growth is double that of
light industrial, high-tech growth

in Novi.

The jssue came belore the Novi Plan-
ning Conundssion reeently when they
hadl to decide on a plan to butld a per-
manent road wough wellands near
the Orchard Hills Subdivision, Plan-
ners gave iU tie go-abead, They wade
the vight call. bul it was a close vote,

The row s parl of a larger construe-
tion projeet localed sonth of Ten Mile
ane west of Meadowbrook roads. Con-
troversy has surrounded The issue due
to @ large tract of woadlands and wet-
lands loeated there,

The road was needed to provide
aceess o Meadowhronk Road doring
conslruction, bul i commilter conelud-
ed thal a permanent road should e
built lo address salety issues, Because
the development would bring addilion-
al traftie to the area, and thal area also
has an clementary school. the cormit-
tee decided the road should be made
permanent.

Al issue was a fitde under an acre of
wellands impacted by the road. Some
residenis argued the road would allow
more consteuction in the area. Others
conlended that if it was a choice
hetween the wetlands and the salely of
children on their way lo and from
school, they'd pick safety.

Thal indeed is the way it should be,
As we said, in this case, the conunis-
sioners made the right call.

Of course, such questions need to he
looked at o a case by casc basis, There
Is always the question of whether the
salety issuc is real, or il it is just an
exense to go ahead with construction.

Keep in mind thal wetiands are whal
we used to call "swaups” — place seen
as good [or nothing but breeding pond
scunt and  mosquitos, They  were
drained and filled witk abandan, People
could hardly wait {o put parking lots
over them.

Much  of  the  metropolilan

Government
Detroit /soulheast Michigan arca used
(o he exactly that, For some of the inner
suburbs, entire communities were huill
over lilled-in swamp,

Today, we're more enlightened .. and
no we oyt want te go back 1o the days
when drain-and -fill was standard aper-
ating procedure. But the value of wet-
lands has to he kept in perspeetive,

Today we recognize thal wetlands
provide valuable foodplain space, hold-
ing @ real deal of run-all before it
drains away inlo rivers and lakes.

Today we recognize the wetlands pro-
vide an important water filtering fune-
lion, eleaning walers belore they indeed
reach rivers and lakes,

And we've come fo appreciate (hat
wellands save as hahital for a wide
variety of plant and animal life that can
anly niake their Bomes in swatpy cavi-
rons, Endanger those species and you
alse pul at risk the ceo-system of which
they are a part,

But you might also notice that this
new lound apprecialion of wetlands
also keys an whad value swamp lands
hold lor us humans. They keep floods
away. They liller our waters. They pro-
vide habitat for species necessary Lo
our ceo-sysiem.

Ultimately, wetlands don't have value
in and ol themselves, Really, (hey get
their value from what they deliver to
socicty. I we value them now more
than we did, it is only hecause we rec-
ognize that they do more for us than we
ange thought,

In thal perspective, it becomes a
ciearer choice, which will deliver more
henefit — the road or the wetlands.

In al least this case, il's the road.

On Saturday, Sept. 12 from 9
am. to 3 p.m. the city will be aceepling
hazardous wastes that are normally
hard to det rid of.

Here's a list of what the cily will be
taking off the hands of its residents:
bug sprays, floor carc products, furni-
ture polishes, metal polish with sol-
vents, expired medicines, fungicides.
herbicides, inseclicides, pesticides. rat
poison, fluerescent light bulbs, painl

bruslr eleaner with solvents, cutting vil,
solvent-based  glue, oil-based paint.
auto painl. paint thinner, paint strip-
per, primer, furpeniine, aulomatic
transmission fluid, auto batteries or
batlery acid, brake fluid, car wax with
solvenls.  diescl  fuel, gasoline,
kerosene, melal pelish with solvent,
motar off, other oils, artists’ paints. dry
cleaning solvents, fiberglass epoxy,
gun-cleaning solvents, lighter fluid,
household balteries, moth balls, wood
preservatives and varnish.

magine il you had lo find places to
get rid of all those items one al a time.
You could spend your life at the task.

The program is he brainchild of
cowncil member Laura Lorenzo. Bright
idea. She argued (o have the program
mcluded in the budgel. it should
hecome a regular part of the city's fiscal
plar.

In the future, il should be expanded
lo include a few things that can't he
handled now. like smoke detectors.

Still, it is a great program. One we'd
like to see continued, If we want resi-
dents to be envirommentally conscious,
let's make as easy as possible for them
lo be.

Lots ol poliey wonks wondered what
would happen if (he economy wenl into
recession fust as the new welfare-to-work
policy hit. Most folks on welfare have limit-
ed skills, the argument went. If a recession
ceanomy were 1o denerate few Tow-skill,
entry-level johs, lots of Tolks would be in a
terrible Cateh-22: No skills, no jobs, no

wellare chueek, no income.

But the lueky stars shone on welfare
reform. The ecenomy was humming, and it
kept humming, Demand for labor was high
and went higher, The mighty engine of eco-
nomic growth started sucking previously
unemployed folks off the welfare rolls and
into productive jobs,

Taday, as |he manager of any fast [ood
store will tell you. the big prablem is o get
tabor of any kind. And as the manager of
any company in need ol skilled workers will
tell you, the biggest problem is 1o find any-
body with skills to hire, In some classilica-
lions, there is an absolute labor shorlage,

[n Michigan, where for the first time in
decades the unemployment rate is less
than the national rate, it’s fair to say that
the biggest barrier to economic growih is
the stiort supply of laber.

That's why Oakland Universily and Pub-
lic Palicy Assaciates were smarl [o co-spon-
sor last week a cenference on “Untapped
Resources - National Solutions to a Tigh
Labor Market.” Beeause I'm both an
cmployer {through this newspaper] and a
job training fan (I used to be chair of the
Michigan Jeh Training Coordinating Coun-
cil], they asked me to make some remarks
after luneh to keep people awake enough to
get to the aflernoon sessions.

As an emplayer, 'm not particulatly
interesled in reeeiving corporate wellare, in
this case government subsidies Lo hire
folks off welfare. That just labels them as
damaged goads and provides an excuse for
some government bureaucral 1o starl nos-
ing around inside my company.

The big task. both for employers and for
folks coming from wellare to work.is find-
ing ways to go beyond the low-skill, low-
pay. enlry-level job and get to the higher-

skill. higher-paid scrond or third job,
That's hew lormer welfare recipients can
carn enough noney to suppert their fami-
lies. And that'show employers can find peo-
ple with suitable skill seis to help them
grow their companies,

The key 1o this,in lurn, is training.

Ambilious entry-level employees have Lo
gel enough information on where the high-
skill. high-pay jobs are coming from in
order to get themselves positicined and
trained. Most public agencies don't do a
good job at this.

And wise companies, already experienc-
ing labor shortages, might begin to thnk
about training and re-lraining the ones
they already have.

My company. [or example, has had a pol-
fey for years that allocated one percent of
payroll for training. 1t's nol an expense. It's
an investment in human capital that [
believe will pay off better than buying new
equipment or buildings.

And while we're at it, we just might keep
our lingers crossed the ceonomy stays
healthy so the experiment in welfare
reform. now so promisingly started, can
have a chanee to surceed.

More are reading state constitution

You hear lots of sto-
ries about county
gun hoards, They
have power to issue
permits ta CCW
{carry a concealed
weapon).

There arc 83, all
dominated by three
law  enforcement
people. Some issue
permits, but others
conline permits {o
cops and ex-cops,
in the style of a
third world police state. Some are so bad
they flagrantly violale (he Freedom of Infor-
mation Act by refusing o reveal who has
CCW permits.

Few who complain about county gun
boards keep good records. An exception Is
Donald K. McClure, a retired Alr Foree lieu-
tenant colonel who lives in Traverse City.
He has a case thal will bear watching

berause, he tells me, he plans to go all the

way in the courls.

We start with the broadly-worded right in
the Michigan Constitution: "Every person
has a right 0 keep and bear arms for the
delense of himself and the stale.” Note:
naothing about a “need.” It's a “right.”

MeClure ort March 18 was denied a gen-
eral unresiricted permit by the Grand Tra-
verse County gun board. He sued and won
on an Open Meelings Acl charge that the
hoard refused ta let him {ape-record the
proceedings. {That shows you how much

He is awalling circuit court action on the
rest his suit: That the gun hoard arbitrari-
ty and capticiously denied him a permit,
His case will drag into 1999 and beyond.

McClure argues thal the slate law saying
one must have a "need” before being issued
a CCW permit violates the state constitu-
tion, “the superior authority for all state
government functions ... Indeed, [ make
the argument that my need Is the conslitu-
tional righl to bear a firearm flor sel
defense. You (the gun board} cannol legally
or marally take the position thal you have
the authorily lo regulate my right of self-
defense out of existence.”

He sees two different scenarios al work.
“Law enforcement is involved in the physi-
cal apprehension of a suspect. Self-defense
is cntirely different. My goal is to keep a
dangerous threat at a distance.”

Al this point, many people on both sides
of the handgun issue get bogged down in
the crime argument. Some say murders
and armed robberies decline when gun

permits are more easily available, Other

say In-home accidents and domestic
squabbles resulting in death increase with
the availabilily of guns.

The statistical arguments can be used
both ways and are unimpressive. What
we're dealing with is a constitutional right
- a right, mareover, thal is more strongly
protecled in lhe Michigan Constitulion
than in the U.S. Constitution.

The origin of the right is the people's
desire 1o protect themselves from govern:

ment - nol [rom cronks or savages. Early
Americans wanied (o prolect themselves
from King George's lebsterbacks and then
from their own governments. Thomas Jef-
fersen said il repealediy.

So where does the slate gel the notion
that you must demonstrate a "need” before
you may have a CCW permit?

“The last time [ met this board,” MeClure

lold the Grand Traverse panel, "l was
asked i 1 had ever been threatened. Not
directly, theretore, according (o this hoard,
} do not need to carry a firearm.”

I don't know that anyone cver has chal-
lenged the constilutitionalily of a state law
saying you must "need” a handgun before
you may carry one. Perhaps McClure's case
will make case law thal will set a prece-
tlent.

The Michigan Legislature currently is
embroiled in a dispute over the CCW Jaw.
One side says t's great that three law
enforcement people can deny anyone a per-
mil for any reason or no reason, The other
side says Michigan should hecome a “shall
issue” stale - that you shall be issued a
CCW permit if you meet basic qualifica-
tions: no criminal record, pass a salety
course, and so on.

It appears more than a few people are
reading the plain words of Arl. 1 sec. 6 of
the state constilution, And those with a
police state mentalily don't ike il.

Halch, city of Northvllle dispalcher.

They were able to tell not only by the amount
of grease in the botlom of the cardboard box,
but by the type and size of the denuts from
Dunkin Donuts’ uniformity to Tim Horton's
maple ingredient,

In Narthvilte, donuls for the poll were pur-
chased from Donut Scene, 314 N. Center, $3.95
a dozen; and in Nerthvitle Township from Tim
Horton, 17899 Haggerly. $3.99; and Meijer,
20401 Haggerty. $4.20. In Novi, Orphan
Annie's, 24291 Novi Road, $5.40; and Dunkin
Doruts, 39415 Ten Mile. $3.99 per dozen, were
stlected,

One of the participants in the poll was Chip
Snider, Northville Township Public Safely Direc-
tor who has 21 full-time personnel. He said he
used the ‘sclentific’ process of elimination
method of ranking the donuts he ate - he sam-
pled four out of five,

Reporting the opening of the
Yarnall Gold Cure Company. The

1892, the same vear Dr. Yarnall
branched ezt on his own,

In March, 1892, Rev. L.G. Clark
of the Northville Baptisl Church
debated the merits of the therapy
in The Record, Clark conveded thal
some people thought the cure was
"an evil and a fraud.” while others
prenounced it "an unspeakable
blessing to the world,”

The reverend noted that: "About
180 persons have received treat-
menl in the Northville (Keeley)
{nstitute, Among these have been
men of marked ability and high
soctal standing, wen who, but for
the blight of intemperance, might
hope to {ill places of hanor and
usefulness.”

Clark concluded that alcohelics
were successfully purged from the
demon rum by the three- to four-
week long gold cure. Backsliders,

Refuting this, Dr,
arnall advised The Recore that he
was lreating patients with a “chlo-
ride of gold and sodium,” which
produces "no stimulation ol the
Drain.”

Dr. Yarnall stated in the April §
edition of The Record that sinee
1880, 50,000 mer and women had
heen cured with the gotd treat-
ment,

"Our cld men will remember the
skilllul doctors of their youth, who
preiended to treal drunkenness in
the hy-gone days, the days of blis-
tering, bleeding and hramdy,” the
daclor told The Record.

Again, as | have stated on
numereus occasions in this col-

umn, the answer lies in how a
given individual's body functions,
arwl his or her goals and lifestyle,
not with another opinion by me or
anyone. There are over 39,000
diels registered. No one plan is
right for everyone.

Let's start with your goal. Every-
thing slarts here with a basie
understanding of fat loss versus
weight loss. Never use a weight
scale alone to gauge your suceess.
This is not smoke and misrors
language in action. Your weight
resides In one of three hasfc areas
.. water, lean muscle mass, or
body lal. To lose welghl [rom
water and lean muscle mass
leaves you with what? Temporary
weight loss and more unheality.
On the other hand if you lose hody
fal, gain a little fean muscle mass,
and stay properly hydrated you
may only have a lew pound reduc-
tion on the traditional weight
scale, bul have lost inches, feel
better and be more healthy and
much further zhead.

Sccondly, realize it is calorles
thal help us lose or gain weight.
High pratein diets have a number
of questionable assumptlons and
are nol right for most people.
Some of these claims include the
following:

+ Carbohydrates cause obesity,
These plans state when we eat oo

many carbohydrates we essential-
ly send a hormonal message, via
insulin, 1o the body ... the mes-
sage to store fal. Experts refute
these claims. Gerald Reaven, an
emmrinolngist at Stanford Uni-
versity {s one, slating: “[ disagree
slrongly with the notion that hav-
ing high blood insulln by itself,
makes you gain weight.” Weight
gain is the result of excess calo-
ries -~ not Insulin.

* Americans are getting faiter
even though we are ealing less fat.
Yes. we are eating less fat and yes,
we are getling fatler but not
because we are eating less fat but
rather we are eating an average
100 to 300 more calories daily and
moving less.

The bollom line is not losing
weight, but at what price? High
prolein dicts, especially animal
prolein, Is associated with an
increased risk of heart disease,
some cancers, osleoporosis and
kidney damage. Carbohydrales,
fals and protein each play a vital
role In overall health, The exact
balance of each for an individual
really is based on their rate of oxi-
dation. (Defined for our purposes
as the speed in which you cxidize
or convert food to usable energy)
Matching the proper foods to the
rale you convert them to energy
will allow you to produce energy

hach diets are the best for you?

oplimally and consistently. These
rales can he delermined in a cou-
ple of ways. A simple way lo get
an estimale is by a queslionnaire.

This is a simple process where a

fitness prolessional evaluales a
scries of questions and with the
help of a compuler soflware pro-
gram can gain a {air eslimate,
Short of having this information,
realize ils nol any cne of these
nutrient categories on its own but
rather your iotal caloric intake,
Not knowing your individual oxi-
dallon rate or lifestyte, 1 would
recommend a basic 60-20-20 ralio
~ 60 percent carbohydrates, 20
percent protein, 20 percent fat.
Get an {dea of how many calories
you burn in an average day (a M-
ness professional or books at the
Itbrary can help here) and shoot
for ahout a 500 calorie-a-day
deficit. In other words, burn 500
more calories than you eat each
day.

Lastly, pet your body composi-
ilon checked on a monthly rale to
assure you are loosing bhody fat.
