“When we did the Lodge a few
years ago. we first did the roadway
andl then hixl to corme baek and do
the bridges,” shie said. “That wasn't
necessarily the best way ta do
things. Now. we're taking a loak at
the tolal project.”

Tenlatively, Peak said, most of
the worlc will be done from (he
months ol March through lafe
November and (hen closing down
for the winter months.

The first thing you notice aboul
Parmenter's Clder Mill is e smell
of autumi.

The indeseribable mingling of
apples, fresh donuis and reasted
almonds hints of coul temperanres
and Talling leaves, and beckons vis-
itors Lo enter the old red harn and
take a taste.

As of lasl Saturday, the cider
presses and donul  [ryers at
Northville's hisloric cider mitl were
roused and Parmenter's was offi-
cially opened for the season,

“Fall Is here. s kind of a thing
(o do in Southeastern Michigan, 1o
think about cider and donus,
‘There are a lot of good mills aroumne
and we think we're one of them,”
said Diane Jones, who owns the
mill with her sister, Cheryl Nelson.

The duo purchased Parmenter's
eigght years age from Vern and Ruth
Bodker, who owned the 125-year-
old mill since the 1960's,

°1 always wanted 1o he a cider
mill owner when 1 grew up,” said
Jones, who {ormerly ran a tanning
salon and also worked as a teacher
and school counselor. *I'm kidding.
Wwho would have thought?”

Operation of the mill truly
became a family affair aller Nelson
and Jones enlisted the help of their
three other sisters,

All five of them live in the High-
land Lakes subdivision in
Northville Township and come fall,
they all work al the mill.

Time to turn in your homework.

The Novi Chamber of Commerce
handed out “homework assignments”
10 various officials in the city during ils
Economic Summit meeting back In
Mareh.

And now the Chamber is getting
together again for a fall session. The
Economic Summit 11 is scheduled for
Sepl. 24 starting at 5:30 p.m. at the
Novi Civic Center.

The meetings are an off-shoot of the
Chamber's "Crossroads of Develap-
ment” report which identified, among
other things, that high tech develap-
menl was avoiding the city. The Sum-
mits have been aimed at starting a dia-
logue belween the business community
and ety officials about how they can
work tagether betler.

And we'll get to hear what progress
has been made on those homework
assignments over the past few months,

Frankly, the word is all the assign-
ments have been done, or at least
progress has been made, The first con-
ferenee pinpointed lour goals; the
Chamber and EDC weuld work wilh
developers to identily specily issues
that can he addressed; Ihe city would
look al empowering ils planning and
buitding administrators: the city would
pul in ptace an oflice-service-lechnolo-
gy zoning: and the chamber would tar-
get voad issues,

When the  dust seilles next Thurs-
day, its likely the Chamber will have
handet oul some additional assign-
ments, to keep Lhings moving along,

Only one thing is missing — resident
participation.

Yes, the last Summil was well atiend-
ed by business people, developers, city

Development

olficials and planners. And yes, some
residents were presend, but not nearly
as many as cither the Chamber or the
city had hoped for.

Perhaps the reason was thal it was
on a Saturday morning, So this lime.
the Chamber's going o (ry a weckday
evening,

Residents should be involved. Alter
all, it is their community. And exactly
how Novi's economic seclor is devel-
oped will have a tremendous impacl on
life here in the fulure. ls easy to point
oul two prime exampies. More business
here means more {raffic, already a
major cancern for hoth businesses and
residents. Less business here would
mean residenls would have to pay a
greal deal more in taxes to have the
same level of city services,

So yea, it has a greal impact.

We would not want {o see residents
avoid such a Summit out of a mistaken
heliel that. it's only tor the Chamber, or
only for business. We would not want
to sce residents miss an opportunity (o
have a say in how the economy is
planned and developed here in Novi,

City residents should be encouraged
1o speak on these issues. And we would
hope theyll make use to the coming
Summit to do thal.

Council on right track in
deciding Kroger soon

Faced with strong public opposition
(o his plan [or a shopping center at Lhe
corner of Beck and Eighi Mile roads,
developer Stuart Frankel has asked for
a lime out.

He's sent a letler asking that the
city's review of his rezoning request be
pul on hold while his company is
“reviewing eur zoning and development
plans for this sile. For this reason, we
would respectfully request that this
mattér not be brought to city council
until we can complete this review and
provide supplemental inlormation to
the council”

Council is not inclined to delay.
Rather, the cily said Lhis week it should
proceed with ils review of the request in
the next available meeling afier the
planning commissioners malke their
recomiendation.

The reason is that so many residents
have cxpressed opposition to the plan.
Some 1,600 on both side of Eight Mile
Road, in both Northville and Novi,
signed petilions against the rezoming,

Residents of the area say they would
much rather see the land developed
under the current Master Plan and
zoning designation, which calls for res-
idential. AL present, Lhe land is occu-
pied by the J.J. Zayli Trucking Compa-
ny, a non-conforming use.

Council is on the right track. If the
city thought the propoesal could he
made acceplable — il il could be
brought inlo line wilh the Master Plan.
zoning or the general almosphere of the
arca — with a few adjustments, then a
delay might be in order.

But the difference here is between a
grocery store and homes,

It would nol be fair 1o the developer,
the land owner, or the residents to drag
out consideration much further if there
is little hope the plan can be made
palalable.

Frankel always has the optien of refil-
ing later should he come up with a
design he thinks would get a warmer
receplion.

Brands kept cattle from straying

When we (hink of
“runaways” loday, we
generally  pleture o
troubled youth hiding
from parents. In the
old days, however, Lthe
lerm “runaway” usu-
ally referred to an ani-
mal - such as a cow or
sheep - who had
strayed.

Early selllers were
careful to brand their
slock with identilying
marks. The marks
: may have appeared
similar in appearance, bul their subllelics made
all the difference in ownership.

For cxample, Novi residenl William Yerkes
preferred a “swallow fork” in the lelt ear of his
calle, not Lo be confused with the same in the
tight - that cow would belong {o L.W. Andrus.
Benjamin Hungerford displayed a hole in the
iefl ear of his caltle, while Sally Thornton used
a squared crop off the lell rar and a slil in the
end of the righl o identify hers, Samuel
Hungerford's mark was a hall-crop under the

lelt ear, and Phillip Shaw used a holl-crop on
the underside of both cars,

Nevertheless, during the 1830s and '40s, a
“Record of Stray Animals” for Novi Township
included numcrous reports of lost and found
animals.

In 1842, Asa Sha discovered “two yearling
heilers without any car marks, one a light
brindle. the other red.”

Samuel and Dexter While, who lived on the
farm along Nine Mile Road west of Talt, veport-
ed finding “(hree okl sheep and two lambs™ on
Ltheir property i the summer el 1845, Since the
animals were marked, e owner of sail sheep
was "requested Lo prove properly, pay charges
and take the same away.”

The constable of the communily was usually
the one in charge of collecting the runaways.
One of Plymoutl’'s first setllers, Abraham
Markham, held such a position at one time. In
his memeirs, he deseribed his work:

I was afler runaways a good share ol my
time, and i lound every one I wenl afler - never
lost one, When | found them | would seize them
ang bring them {o jusiice.

Smokers have higher risk of infertility

Everyone knows that smoking causes lung
disease, cancer. and cardiovascular disease. So
why would an abstetrician/gynecologist care
about your smoking? Here are a dozen reasons
of which you may not he aware,

Let's starl with getting pregnant. Sriokers,
both wen and women, have a signilicantly high-
er risk of infertility. They also have at least
twice the rate of cctopic pregnancy as non-
smokers (a potentially fatal condition in which
the embryo develaps outside the womb)., Mis-
carriage rales are also much higher for smok-
ers. Il the pregnancy continues past the lirst
trimester, the problems centinue.

As the fetus develops, 1t s exposed to the lox-
ins in cigarette smoke. Nicotine decreases blood
flow to the placenta and carhon monoxide
decreases the amount of oxygen available to
fetal tissues, The result is a baby who does not

grow properly, Add that to the increased risk of

preterm delivery and premature rupture of
membranes, and the risk of having a small
baby wilh immature lungs becomes dramatic.
The placenta itself has a higher risk of sepa-
rating [rom the uterine wall before the baby
delivers [placenlal abruption} or implanting over

the cervix [placenta previa). Both of these con-
ditions can result in severe hemorrhage and are
potentially fatal {or both the mother and baby.

Bul what if pregnancy is not an issue for
you? There's still plenty to worry about.
Because smoking impairs ovulation, there is an
increased risk of abnormal vaginal blecding,
sometimes {o the poinl of severe anemia. Smok-
ers also go through menopause about two years
earlier than nonsmokers, which increases the
risk of osleoporosis.

Since smokers over the age of 35 can't use
birth-contro! pills because of the risk of stroke,
the ability to treat heavy hleeding and prevent
unintended pregnancy beeomes limited. If
surgery then becomes necessary, smokers carry
an increased risk of pneumenia, poor healing
and a difflcult time coming out of anesthesla.

Finally, the very common problem of precan-
cerous and cancerous leslons of the cervix is
also alfected by smoking. Probably because of
the presence of nicotine and other toxins in cer-
vical mucous, these conditions are much more
dilficult to eradicate and are more likely to per-
sisL, recur or advance to a more setious level,

The "Dirty Dozen” reasens to quite smoking:

* Infertility

* Ectopic pregnancy

* Miscarriage

+ Fetal growth retardation

+ Pretermi labor and premature rupture of
membranes

» Placenta previa and abruplion

+ Abnormal vaginal bleeding

* Premature menopause

* Osleoporosis

* Increased surgical risks

» Decreased medical options

+ Cervical abnermalilies
