Not all entertainment in Novi
revolves around a strip mall, Jusi
ask the growing legions of moun-
tain hikers taking advantage of
trails al he old Novi Tree Farm,

Little known {o many residents,
a 6.4 mile (rafl was canstructed at
the North Novi Park, nerth of
Twelve Mile Road and wesl of Novi
Road, inlate 1996. The rails were
finished and ready for mountain
biking enthusiasts in May 1997,

Unlike much of Novi's current
conslruclion, this project took
very little money and was com-
pleted by six voluntecrs from the
Michigan Mountain Biking Associ-
ation.

Lynda Racey, vice presidenl of
the Southeaslern Chapter of the
Michigan Mounlain Biking Assori-
ation and & volunteer who worked
on the trail, said the trail has been
seeing an Increase In riders this
year.

“Gradually people are slarling
to caleh on to ii. From a personal
slandpoint, whenever [ ride it, |
run inlo another rider,” she satd.

Racey tries to ride the trails at
least once a week,

While the trafl is somewhat
technical in parts and perfect for
the advanced or intermedlate
biker, Racey said other seclions of
the trail a greal for the beginner
who is not looking for tight trails
and hills.

We laud Republicans and Democrats
in both chambers of the Legislature
and the Engler administration for
putting aside parlisan posturing and
coming up with a proposal to clean up
Michigan lands, waters and parks.

Proposal C is a $675 million bend
issue. About half, $335 million, will go
for "brownfield redevelopment and
cnvironmental cleanup.” The rest will
go to the Clean Water Fund, state parks
revitalization, local parks and recre-
ation, waterfronts, control of lead haz-
ards and contaminated river sedi-
meits.

Just one quesfion has been raised
about the package - the “browufield”
portion. Its lone eritic, Geoffrey Fieger.
and others raise an honest question
about whether it's "corporale welfare.”
We think not. It's inn the public interest
of cities, suburbs and farmlands.
Here's why:

The 1992 Poltuler Pay law backfired.
it imposed such strict [ability stan-
dards that anyone who ever had had an
interest in the property could have
been stuck paying a cleanup bill.

Of course, the real polluter - who
may be dead or bankrupt - couldn’t be
touched.

Result: Business and industrial
developers paved over “greenficlds,”
meadows and croplands that used o
provide food and recreation. This is
known as “urban sprawl.” not growth.

The council's communications committee proposed
the meeting as a way to meet residents and hear thejr

That can be perplexing ta the
speaker, who wonders if he or she has golten the
point across. It can aiso be frustrating for the coun-
cil mentbers, who wani 1o express their viewpoinl,
. But all in all, it works just fine, which is probably
why (he Town Hall meeting was a residential no-

show,

Frankly, the city has to jazz things up a bit if they
want to get a crowd out on a weck-night serious pur-
poses. Santa Claus. for example, works just fine each

December.

Most recently, we've seen how much sex and gov-
ernmenl makes people pay attention. One way to lure
the citizenry in should the cily decide to hold anoth-
er Town Hall meeling is to simply advertise "Live

One potential resolution of the discon-
neet between the business and university
conmmundlics is fo creale an Institutional
structure that regularly brings together top
leadership from bolth. Many other slates,
for example, have some version of a busi-
ness-university roundtable.  Attendance is
confined 1o CEOs or presidents, people
who can commit {hefr institutions. The
agenda is flexible, although usually orga-
nized around the theme of bhusiness-uni-
versity collaberation,

There were some hesitant steps toward
slarting a higher education-business
roundtable taken while Jimy Dudersiadt
was president of the U-M, but the effort
never really got off the ground. Maybe the
time has come for another (ry.

Anocther more concrele approach is to
look hard at the barriers to technology
(ransfer from university labs inlo the pri-
vate seelor, Many universities, for exam-
ple, have an academic culture that dis-
courages  professors  from  becoming
entreprencurs.  Others have confliet of
interest rules that hobble researchers from
fetting inlo business.

1 god inderested in this part of the prob-
lem back in 1996. U-M interim President
Homer Neal {a world-class high-energy
physicist) drew my atleniion to the fact
that the U-M bylaw on lechnology transfer
failed to stale that moving discoveries out
of the lab to the private sector was a prop-
er objective for the university. Morcover,

the rules were unclear about whether pro-
fessors conld properly receive royalties
from their inventions while still serving as
members of the faculty.

So there were few Incentives at the U-M,
whether financial or cultural, to encourage
professors {o behave like their cournter-
parts at Stanford or MIT and commercial-
fze their research work.

I had a hand fn rewriting that bylaw,
Transferring discoverics from the lab to the
private sector was set oul as an appropri-
ate mission for the U-M, while the disin-
centives  in the  policy  governing
researchers and royallies were reduced.
The Board of Regents adopied the new ver-
slon unanimously.

It seenis to have worked. In 1998, rev-
enues related to U-M fechnolegy jumped to
§6.8 million, compared to less than $2 mil-
Hon in previous years. The university
granted 43 licenses for companies to use
U-M technology discoveries, up from 27 in
1994

Start-up companics using U-M technolo-
gy arc now a gossip staple in Ann Arbor
bars, while the University of Michigan has
made it clear that venture capitalists and
entrepreneurs are an important and wel-
come pariners.

Uslog the above data and a reli-
able caleulator, we can easily
determine how absurd these fig-
ures and the fantasy figuring is to

are $500,000 per year; season is
six months (or 26 wecks} of opera-
tion (April through September} per
year; and with an average charge of

The justices sald the federal law was meant to
protect debtors from bankruptey and block
“predatory extensions of credit. By limiting the
amount thal can be garntshed from a person’s
earnings, Congress sought io allow a debtor the
means to avoid falling further behind,” the jus-
{ices said.

“The present case, by conirasi, Involves a
prisoner who is properly required to compen-
sale {he cilizenry for the cost of incarceration.
He is not the viclim of a debtor-crediter rela-
tionship gone bad. Rather, he Is simply paying a
portion of his current iving expenses.”

Attorney General Frank Kelley's staff argued
the case on behall of the treasurer.

On a county matter, however, Kelley said a
county prosecutor can't require a defendant to
pay costs as a condition ar plea-bargaining,

His Sept. 16 oplnion, requested by Rep. Allen
Lowe, R-Grayling. draws a line between those
who have been convicted and those who are
merely charged.

“If a defendant has been found gullty ... the
court may place the defendant on probation. As
a condition of probation, the court may require
the defendant to pay costs.

“Such costs, however, are limited to expenses
specilically incurred in prosecuting the defen-
dant, in providing legal assistance to the defen-

dant, and I providing probation supervision of
the defendani,” Kelley said.

But costs can't be imposed before someone is
convicted.

“The reason: for this is clear. The use of such
a power by a prosecutor could give rise o the
unseemly appearance that justice was for sale,”
he said. In other words, a defendant can'i agree
to pay money in return for reduction or dis-
missal of criminal charges.

Kelley's legal opinfon reveals none of the facts '

underlying Rep. Lowe’s question. But one can
use a little Imagination and guess that some up-
north prosecutor was putling a price on plea-
bargaining down a serious charge.

Some folks denounce plea-bargaining ~ the
practice of offering to plead guilly {o a lesser
charge to aveid golng lo trial and prison on a
greater charge. But it's here to stay, the atlor-
ney general sald.

“This is not to suggest that a prosecutor can-
not engage in plea bargaining with a criminal
defendant, including negotiations as to what
conditions a convicted defendant’s sentence
might include. The Michigan Supreme Court
has acknowledged the prevalence of plea bar-
gaining, its constitutionalily, and the reality
that a defendant's senterice is the primary focus
of such bargalning.”

This should provide a reality check for folks
who watch too many lawyer shows on TV,
