It's not the berries for Meyer Farm

If Peler Piper wanted to pick a

peck of pickled pumpkins, he'd
probably head straight te the
Meyer Pumpkin Farm.

Il Debbie Bostwick, who grew
up on the Meyer Berry Farm.
wants (o piek Iresh strawberries,
she drives to Hartland,

While the 40-acre spread on
Eight Mile Road built its fame on
berries, these days ended four
years ago and pumpkins and
gourds are whal remain for those
who eijoy going out inlo the fickds
to harvest by hand their own pro-
duce,

And they <o show up, driving
their cars and UVs on the rough
track lo the back felds.

“On weekends, we get undreds
of peaple in here,” Dostwick said,

“Last Saturday, we had cus-
lomers come in & 10:30 at night.
bul there was in {the money ia box
in the morning, so they picked the
pumpkins in the dark.”

Some 8,000 or more pounds of
pumpkins were sold on Sunday,
hut thal was an exceplionally
good day. On a rainy afternoon,
sales will be equally bleak.

The Meyer Farm has been a
family husiuess for four gencra-

tions, Hoslwick's grandparents,
Sherry and Howard Meyer hought
the farm in 1942, The couple liverd
in the yeltow house on Eight Mile
Read and she ran an antique slore
in whal is today’s Antiques Barn,
now under other ewnership.

n (972, (heir son and Bost-
wick's father, Larry Meyer, decided
to plant the berry farm. The firsl
year included strawberries, rasp-
berries and currants, bul Lhal was
toe much work, so only slrawber-
ries were sown i future years,

A second home, secluded Trom
the road, was buill laler and (hat's
whete Bostwick now lives with her
hushand, Tim and their three
daughiers. They've heen faking
care of 1he husiness for a year
Andl the city-bred T Bostwick
has found out that's Tun fo drive a
tractor,

a five-acre home in South Lyon,

The road Issue in Michigan Is primavily a state government fssue, and the deplorabie con-
dition of our roads is best addressed Al that level, The federal government does, however,
have input inta the Tunding aspect of Michigan's roads. The Transportation Equily Act fort
the 21st century. or T-21 legistation. provides approximately 95 percent of the federal fund-
ing for roads acress the country. The bill provides over $200 billlon for road infrastructure
development over a six-year period. The money for T-21 comes primarily from the Highway
Trust Fund paid by federal gas taxes. Michigan's finding situation has improved with T-21
leglslation. Michigan, while still a “donor” state, receives approximately 91 pevcent of monies
paid by Michlgan lo the Highway Trust Fund. 1 would work Lo increase “demonstration pro-
Jucls™ o bring extra funding 1o Michigan and work to gel back 100 percent of the money
Michigan contributes.

Michigan is a creditor state, in that more federal tax revenue leaves our state than Is
refurned. We need to be more aggressive in ensuring that Michigan taxpayers gel thelr fair
share of government services, and that funds provided in block grants o other states are
adeguately monftored. In fiscal year 1997, Michigan laxpayers received only 77 cents for
every dollar sent to Washington. Michigan therefore had the 13th highest tax burden in the
country. However, Michigan is a relatively wealily slale which generates subslanital federal
Lax revenues. Therefore, aur feeus should be on whether familles in Michigan wha need fed-
eral serviees are receiving them, nol on how much of each tax dollar returns (o Michigan.
The problem Is that Republicans have tried (o cut federal programs such as welfare benefits,
Medieare and Medicald, [oed stamps, and others, and thereby threatened to deprive Michi-
fan cllizens federal services,

Frem whal has been reported by the media, [ do not believe the indiseretions of the pres-
ident rise o the level of impeachable offenses.

sitlered part-time.

INTERNET ACCESS

This decision was ebaled by the board and administralion several
years ago. We kirew that the technology would be available and fell it
would ceriainly be a service to the public and private enterprises, it would
also updale and speed up access. We alse found out ihat it would cost us
millions in hardware, software and personnel. Then we found that a pri-
vale business was going Lo pick up our data and sell il We felt that if we
commilted this money and time lo this huge process, we would have to
have some kind ol pay back for the expenses. it was our belicf that instant
gratilication by making it accessible and charge for #t would be of greater

benefit 1o everyone.

As il is noled in No. 1, Lhe District Court and Walled Lake are now in
my disrict alone, We have road commission yards in Milford and Farm-
{nglon. Also as noted in No. 4, many services can be handled by the Inter-

nel, fax and phone.

We have Jowered our millage rate from 4.35 10 4.19, the lowest level In
the (ri-county area, We know we are a very prosperous county and we do
not objeet 1o sharing our wealth with less financially solvent counties,
Semelimes, as we do the right thing to lower costs and save the stale
roney instead of being rewarded for our success, we are punished for our
good deeds, You cannot promise incentives and then ignore the results
abiaincd. We have the most efficient Road Commission in the state with
administrative costs lower than the Michigan department of Transporta-
tiont (MDOT) and MDOT wants to dictate to us what r0ads we should fix
or improve. Keep (he decision process at the tocal level. Unfunded man-
dates from the [federal and state government along with regulatory fines

and unaccountable solutions.

As indicated in No. 10. we have steadlly decreased our millage over the
pasl ten years, from 4,6391 in 1989 to 4,19 today. Our budget for the
year is $573.000,000 and has provided help to the locals by taking $5
million from the Delinquent Tax Revolving fund to return to local com-
muniites for infrastruclure improvements such as drains, sewer, water,
bridges and roads in addition lo our $1.25 million for the Tri-Party road
jmprovements. We have just approved a Community Mental Health [CMH)
Aulbority to manage Uie 90 percent state funding responsibility of the
stale and keeping our malch at 10 percent. As menUant;d above regard-
ing roads, local millages should not pay for CMH Services. This is the
responsibility of the state. They have and do use all kinds of taxes to raise

moncey.

Wit the growth in Oakland County, it is not surprising that dernands
on the courls as well as other county services such as jail overcrowding
will demand that we review our staffing. Fifty-second Distrlet Court, Divi-
sion 1 {Novi Court) has the fargest court docket in the county. The gover-
nor makes the decislon on whether we hire or elect more judges. We will
be reviewing this in the next year. Teleconferencing, automation and

information technology will also help solve this process.

The proposed police bond will
take the cxisting garage and
increase its number of bays by two

However, space Is not the only
problem wilh the current bullding.
In many places, structural prob-

el Kriewall, Novi City Manager,

Bust, these taxes may rise very
stghtly after (he Novemher ele-
tion, if volers decide for a police
hand improving the existing police
department building,

The police bond proposal s for
0.15 mills a year. This means the
owner of a 5100.000 home would
piy $7.50 (I additjonal taxes per
vear or 63 cents a month more in
laxes.

Since most people have thelr
property taxes paid (hrough escrow
aceounts set up by their banks
along with thelr mortgage, Kriewall
said banks will probably not even
adjust these accounts to match
this new miliage. due to it being
sueh a low amounl.

Nowvi is split into efght different
lax zones, according to school dis-
Irict.

+ Residents living in the Novi
School districd, pay a total of
36.3017 mills per year. Commnicr-

The Farm is a classic case of

No'ville. While the property is firm-
v planted in Novi, the mailing
address s Northville and the Kids
oy o Northville schools.

The oldest, Vaterie, 15 and a stu-
dent al Northville High, s the keen-
est pumpkin saleswoman, her
mulher sajd. Bul her  sislers,
Mg, 11 ad Lavra, 9, students
al Moraine Elementary School, are
nnt far hehind.

“The kids worle their litile tafls
ofl,” Bostwick said,

While the farm offlcially opens
the first weekend in October, some
euger  shoppers  turn out  n
Seplember. On weekends, the fam-
ily is out plopping the pumpkins
onle the scales and taking the
cash, 25 cents a pound. But on
weekdays, this s strictly a sell-ser-
vice operation.

Customers welgh in their own
pumpkins at the shed and leave
wstly cash.

"It's surprising amd it's hearten-
ing 1o go oul anet see the money in
the cash box. Sometimes, 'l bring
hack $100 from it, feeling good to
know peaple these days will do
that.” Boslwick said.

“They write checks 1f they don't
have the right amounl of cash.”

Mol all the customers are sq
serupulous, however. Deer are fond
of taking nips oul of the orange
fruit. Somethues, the pumpkin
“sear Hssue” prows over the bite
mark, which stlll remains visible.
Aller Halloween, hunters huy the
leflover pumpkins, (o use as deer
bait.

For those secking last minute
jack-o-lantern material. the farm
wilt be open on Halloween.

Meyer pumpking range in size
Irom four to 15 pounds, but sume
as hig as 50 1o 60 pounds.

Motorsports Museum
to roll out of town for
state fairground site

In the mid-1980s, a group of
Novi residents, including City Man-
ager Ed Kriewall, had what they
thought was a great idea — 2
Motorsports Museum and Hall of
Fame.

It is a greal idea, Gov. dJohn
Engler and the folks at the Detroil-
based Michigan Slale Falr agreed.
Last week, they offered more space
and 1.5 indllon as an Incentive for
ilie museusn to race oul of the Novi
Expo Center and into the poultry
Dullding at the Woodward Avenue
fairgrounds.

“I vany’t think of a more appropri-
ale Jocatlon for (his museum than
the Mator Clty,” Engler sald.

“Teurists will come to Motown
from miles around 1o see this greal
showease of the achievements of
motarsports threughout history.”

Novi City Manager Ed Kriewall,
one of the founders of the museum,
saitl he was advised in advance of
the propesed move,

“This clly initiated the museurn. 1
think it's pretty sad [rom our per-
spective. Il that kind of money had
been pledged in Novi, we would
have the same success,” Kriewall
said.

“We'd hate to see them go. We'l
still attempt to keep thent here,
unless that deal is too pood for
them 1o pass up.”

Navi s not about lo write a §1.5
million check for the museum. he
added.

Representaives of the slate (air-
grounds and the museum reache
a preliminary accord last week.

“There is a leller of inlent I
place. There {s an agreement in
principle. There stifl has lo be a
lense negotialed,” said museum
director Ron Watson. .

At the Novi Expo Cenler, the
muscum has 10,000 square feet
and for rent, pays a sum essential-
ly amounting 10 Ils own utitilies
cosis. At the state fairgrounds, the
museum would gain 38,200 square
feel.

*Qur lease explres in 1999,
That's kind of why we have been
looking at other locations,” Walson
said,

A press release from the gover-
nor's office refers o the museum's
“temporary location fn Novl,” but
that's not how the locals see it.
