F i r e f i g h t e r s u s e s i m u l a t o r f o r f l a s h o v e r t r a i n i n

As Sgt. James Katona of the 
Metro Airport fire department took 
off his helmet, his face was lobster 
red and sweaty. 

"Condilions in there go from tol­
erable to intolerable in a matter of 
seconds. You can see the heal and 
lire over the top of your head," said 
the 14-year veteran Wayne County 
firefighter. 

By "in there" he meant the new 
Swedish Flashover Simulator, a 
training device in dealing with 
building fires. The Auburn Hills 
pampus of Oaklalid Community 
College has one. / 

To t l ie urltValn<^ci. eye, the 
Flashover Simulator looks like a 
modified railway boxcar or ship­
ping container. It is. The $35,000 
room was developed by a Swedish 
company to introduce modern fire-

fighlers lo a phenomenon few have 
seen - or, if they've seen i l , havcil'l 
lived to tell al)oul i l . 

Matt Sabol, director of the hre 
technology program al OCC, 
explained "llasbover." In a building 
rlre, heat mounts unti l all com­
bustibles - including glues in parti­
cle board - go off, "The gases rise 
and come behind the lirefighlers. 11 
lakes two to five nli i iules for 
flashover to occur. 

"Firefighters used to get lo the 
scene after llasiiover occurred. Now 
they're getting to the scene before 
flashover hits. Firefighters were 
getting hur l , Indianapolis, Denver, 
Dallas - all lost fli-efighters lo 
flashover." 

He pointed to the dark red s imu­
lator that was blackened near roof 
level by flames. "For the first tinle, 
they (students) can see how a 
flashover happens," Sabol said. 

So far, OCC is Iraining chief and 
officers i'roin deparlniciits in 
Wayne, Oakland and Macomb 
counlicH. They wear clothes, boots 
and helmets lhal are fire-rcsislanl 
to 400 degrees :ind' eariy SCHA 
gear (self-eoiitaiiied breathing 
apparatus), looking like a diver's. 

About a dozen Irainees al a lime 
go into the sinuilalor for aboul 1,5 
minules. An inslniclor igniics a 
Irash baiTcl of kindling wood al one 
end. The bla/.e spreads to particle 
boards in the ceiling. 

Heat I'iscs, as any science s lu-
dcnl knows. In the simulator, lem-
peratures al the ceiling are 1,500 
degrees F, and 200 (legrees at Ihe 
floor 'This is mostly for siruclural 
fires," added Nels Olsen. site direc­
tor. Ti'ainees work on Iheir knees in 
a lowered lloor area. They lake 
hirns "penciling" a hard sli'cam of 
water on Ihe walls. Bi i l when Ihc 

going gels loo l iol, llicy're lokl lo 
gel on I. 

The Swedish Flashover Sinuila­
lor liiis Ijccomc particularly impor-
lanl since a 199,'! hre drill on an 
old house kil led Ihree Milford 
Township nrchghlcrs. The slale 
elTeclively prohibits the use of old 
hnildings tor firehghler Iraining. 
I5csides, they lake days lo prepare 
for burning and can be used only 
once. 

Using the Swedish device is 
cheaper, fasler. safer and more 
instructive. The usehil life of the 
sinmlalor is 10-15 years. 

All e(|uipmcnl is lecliiiologically 
advaiicrjd, but Ihe leaching princi­
ple is elenieiilaiy: "hands-on expe­
rience."

• Property taxes wil l generally be 
capped at 1.6 percent In 1999 
because of the voter-approved Pro­
posal A of 1994. 
' Tl iafs the amount of consumer 

|)rli.c Inflation by which taxable 
property values will be allowed to 
rise. Prior to 1994, property values 
rose with the booming real estate 
market, and some prime areas saw 
I heir state equalized valuations ris­
ing by 10-20 percent. 

Your Dec. I property tax bill will 
have two numbers; "state equalized 
value," which Is supposed to be 
half the market value; and a lower 
"taxable value,' the cap Imposed by 
Proposal A. The taxable value Is 
capped at 5 percent a year or the 
rale of consumer price iniJatlon, 
whichever Is less. 

Your taxes could rise more than 
1.6 percent If: 

• You recently bought the proper­
ty. When property changes hands. 
It Is reassessed on the current mar­
ket value. 

• You have physically changed 
the property by an addition. (The 
value would drop If you have 
demolished part or all of the struc­
ture.) 

• Your area voted new property 
tax rates, such as for school bonds 
or municipal parks. 

"Proposal A really is the tax cut 
that Just keeps on giving," said 
Gov. John Engler. "We're hitt ing 
lows that would have been 
unheard of a decade ago during the 
days of double-digit assessment 
increases." • 

Meanwhile, Engler signed a 
school aid bill of $9.5 billion plus a 
one-time increase in per-pupll 
grants of $91.4 mill ion for the fiscal 

1999 school year. State aid plus 
local property la.xes means Michi-
gan will pump a record SI2.3 bil­
l ion Into kindergarten ihrough 
12th grade schools, up 56 percent 
since 1990. 

ROAD MONEY 
Five coinmunllies wi l l receive 

another S6 million in road fimds 
from the Stale Infraslruclure 
Bank, which distributes federal 
and state loan funds to match local 
funds, according to James DeSana, 
director of the Michigan Dcpart-
menl of Transportation. 

Among recipients: 
• Village of Holly, Oakland Coun­

ty, which will get a $504,000 SIB 
loan. It will begin phase one of a 
three to five-year efforl U> improve 
Saginaw and Broad streets. The 
SIB loan wil l fill the gap on lli ls 

$4.7 million projcci; Ihc village will 
repay llic Irian a1 4 pr'rcr'iil interest 
over .six years. 

• Citv of Poilcivilie. Eainn Coun­
ty, which will get a 835.000 SIB 
loan to nil (he gaj) on a S323.000 
project. The project adds a lef l - t i i rn 
kmc on Old US 27 from Old b lns-
ing Road lo Royslon Road. The pro-
j c r l will be speeded up by nearly 
two ycai's. The cily will lepay ihe 
loan at 4 perccnl over seven years. 

DRUNK PACJiAGE 
Tough new l;iws will be on Ihe 

books In a year to |)unish repeal 
drunk drivers more severely. 

The 20-bill packagejakes effect 
Oct. 1. 1999. said Rep. Frank 
Fitzgerald, R-Grand Ledge, who 
guided Ihc package through the 
Legislature and attendecl Gov. 
John Engler's signing ceiTlnony. 

He singled out Reps. Penny 
Ciis.sman. H-Rochestcr, and Patri­
cia Godchaux, R-Birmingham. for 
helping to sponsor the package. 

"Ilarsh penalties send a clear 
message that drunk driving is 
unacceptable in Michigan," said 
Filzgerald. He pointed vehicle 
immobilization, vehicle forfeiture, 
license plate confiscation and 
licensing actions by the Secretaiy 
of State's office. The package will 
stop repeat offenders without a 
driver's license from obtaining 
plates. A third offense is treated as 
a felony.

Michigan is maklnii massive 
changes in the way 11 sends eon-
vicled cii i l l inals lo prison, bii l no 
one can say wlial il will alTcel 
spending and prison eonslriictioii. 

•The fiscal iilipael of senleilcing 
guidelines and Irulli-iii-senleileing 
is indelerinlnale," says a Senate 
Fiscal Agency analysis of the long-
debalcd package of laws takiug 
elfecl Dec. 15. 

••Iildelermiuate" is the bottom 
line. 

Some .say legislators eliaiil of 
"tough new laws" will swell iirLsoii 
|)opulaliona, sucking moiKy fnim 
colleges and other senices lor good 
folks, Others say the ch;mges l;ike 
Ino much power from circuit 
judges. 

Here's a look at where the state 
has bec îi, what has happened dur­
ing the 1990s, and where we're 
going with the 1998 laws. 

WHEla; WE'VE BEEN 
l"or decades, the slalc has 

allowed sentencing jiitlges wide 
discretion — too much discretion, 
perhaps. So in 1979 the stale 
Sii|)renie Court set up an advisoiy 
committee and in 1984 adoiiled 
"senteneiiig guidelines" based on 
what the bulk of Judges actually 
were doing. 

In 1988 the high court adopted 
the guidelines by order. A Judge 
could depart from Ihe guidelines, 
but would have to Justify ills depar-
tui-e In writing. 

l\m problems emerged. The 
Supreme Court hesitated lo m;ike 
the guidelines too sirici bccau.se its 
action lacked the force of law 
enacted by the Ix'gislalure, And i l 
didn't consider the impact oil slate 
jlrison capacity and local Jail bud­
gets. 

Matters came lo a head in a 
landmark case from Eaton County 
in which Judge Richard Schuster 
ignored the guidelines and threw 
the book at Scott Milhourn for ter­
rorizing an ex-girifriend. The 
Supreme Court, in a 4-3 decision, 
sent back tile case for re-scntenc-
ing. Schuster gave Milboiirn Ihe 
same sentence. 

The appellate courts became 
immersed in a Hood of appeals 
based on sentencing guidelines. So 
the Legislature began to act. 

THE 1990S 
In 1994 the I.egislature set up a 

sentencing commission to [•ecoill-
nlend new guidelines. The goal: to 
make prison sentences proportion-
ale to the seriousness of the crime, 
the convict's prior record and 
prison capacity. 

The commi.ssioii look a 12-3 vole 
as it ailproved Us report Oct. 22, 
1997. 

Meanwhile, Ihe Legislature in 
1994 ])assed a "Truth in Seulcne-
ing" law ending Ihe practice of 
",goo(l time" --- releasing :i well-
heliavecl inmale before he had 
served his min imum seiilcnee. 
Often, said the crit ics, these 
l)arolees committed new crinies. 

But the l.egislalure added a fea­
ture called "discipliiiaiy time" for 
breaking prison rules. Tlie iiiiiiale's 
sentence could actually be Icngth-
enecl. nol hy a Judge bul by a 
prison ollicial, tor violating pri.soii 
rides. Inmates call lllcse "flops." 

iM'om 1982 lo dale, Ihe stale 
prison population more than 
Ir ipled. from around 13,000 to 
43,000. Social crilics say Ihe U,S., 
with Michigan as a typical stale, 
iliil.s a greater j)er('ciilage of its 
])opulalion behind bars than 
almost any coii i i l iy in the world 
except Russia. 

Political candidates this year 
spent a lot of lime arguing al)oiil 
whether to Jusl keep building mon' 
prisons or to release less danger­
ous inmates. 

At Ihe .same lime, Ihe Legislature 
soflened the 1978 "(i.'iO drug lifer 
law," under which young "mules" 
in ll le drug hade were gettingalilo-
malic life sculeiices with no hope of 
jjarole. The U.S. Supreme Court 
upheld Ihe law's conslitulionalily, 
but a majority of peoillc llioughl il 
was loo harsh. 

THE NEW U\WS 
After long debates, the Senate 

and House Ji idieian' Coiuniiltees 
prochuTd a set of bil ls l l ial passed 
muster in bolh chambers and were 
signed by Ihe governor — bul sllll 
have an "indelerminate' impact on 
Ihe prison po|)ulation. 

• I'liblie Acts 315-317 enunierale 
felony crimes and set sentencing 
guidelines lhal lake eff'eel for 
crimes committed aher Jan. 1. 
1999. 

• The same laws e.xlend lllesc 
giiiflelincs to all crimes comiiiitlcd 
on and after Dec. 15, 2000, 

• They delete Ihe Deparlmeiil of 
Corrections' ability lo issue "Hops" 
— additions to an inmate's .sen­
tence for violating departmental 
rules. Instead, Ihe inmate's prison 
record wil l be reviewed by the 
parole board when he is considered 
for parole, 

• PA 319 inodihes the 650-lifer 
law. II requires a prison sentence of 
at least 20 years for intent to deliv­
er 650 grains of cocaine or similar 
narcotics. TVo drugs are added lo 
the list. 

• PA 311-312 amend Ihe penal 

code lo increase penalties for larce­
ny, properly damage and bad 
cheek offenses. 

• I'A ;i20 i-equires innialcs lo 
earn a high school diploma or gen­
eral education development (GLDl 
eertilicale as a condition of parole. 
(It won't a])ply lo those over age 
65.) Liusing hasn't heard the last 
of Ihis i ssue , because innialcs 
eomplaiu thai schooling opjiortuni-
lics are loo liinilcd for the OKI) 
rc(|iiireiiienl lo be realislic, 

JUDGES' VIEW 
In handing out sentences, eircuil 

Judges will deal with a "grid" of 
offenses and (•oiiditioils. 'I'liey will 
have some leeway, but less than in 
Ihe past, in sending convicts lo 
prison, Here's a simplified outline: 

Oil one side of Ilic grid, I'A ,'117 
classifies more than 700 oll'enses 
into nine cri i i ie classes. Some 
allcmi)ted crimes tire iiiehided. 'I'lie 
old Supreme Couri guidelines list­
ed 100 ol lenses. 

On another side of Ihe grid are 
19 olTensc variables and seven 
prior record \'arial)les. \V;\s there 
aggravated use of a weapon'.-' Phys­
ical injury to the vicliin'' I'syiiiolog-
ical injuiy to the vicliiu or the vie-
lim's family'.'' Captivilv'.'' Criiniiial 
se.xual penelniliou'.^ Alcohol or 
drug abuse'.' 

If a cerlaln crime retiuires a 
mandatoiT inininiuin senlence. the 
judge iiiusi impose it —- no discre-
lion. 

Prisons are to be used for oflcnd-
ers whose ininiinuui seuteuce is 
greater than 18 iiionllis. For short 
senlences. Ihe convict may be 
housed in a county ja i l . The law 
rc(|uires Ihe Deparlmeiil ofCorrec-
lioiis to reimburse counties lor jail 
use. The Lcgislalure wil l get a 
(diauce to debale litis in the annu­
al DOC hudgel bill. 

How will all these clijuigcs 
imilact Ihe Corrcclions budget and 
prison populalioii'.'The Senate Fis­
cal Agency quotes Dr. d ia r ies 
Ostrom of Michigan Stale Uiiiversi-
ly and Dr. James Austin of Ihe 
Nalional Council on Crime and 
Delinquency. 'I'heir projecliou 
shows a 1.323-inmnlc increase 
over baseline year 2007. 

Hul many variables are al work 
— the parole rale; the elfecls of ere-
aling new crimes: Judges' behavior 

The projections assume lhal , on 
average, prisoners will serve 13 
perceiil additioual l ime beyond 
their miuimuin sentence for disci-
plinaiy inl'ractious. Bul that's up lo 
the parole board. 

Thai's why the iinpacl of Ihis 
year's new laws is, in the Senale 
Fiscal Agency's words, "indetermi­
nate."

David Shayt, collec­
tions manager for the Smithsonian 
National Museum of History's 
Deparlmenl of Cultural l l is to iy 
said people plan trips (o Washing­
ton, D.C. just lo press their noses 
agaiilst the showcase holding the 
ruby slippers, the scarecrow cos-
lunle and one of the illovie's 
scripts. 

"It mysliries us, the incredible 
fascination with the land at the end 
of Ihe rainbow, the escape froin 
eveiyday, the hope that there is 
such a place," Shayt said, 

"it's, just one of those classic 
tales (hat is going to be loved a long 
lime beyond our curl-ent tornadoes 
and witches and tales of Emerald 
Cilies." 

"Oz" set (he padern for (he ehil-
.dren's movies lo follow, with its 
theme of the lost child yearning for 
home, Shayt added. 

For many, "Tile Wizard of Oz" 
has become a major American cul-
lu ra l icon, Northville resident 
Nelda Morrison is all grown up, but 
has watched (he movie annually 
since she was a small child. 

"ll 's a veiy American thing to (lo. 
It's right up (here with 'Gone With 
The Wind' or 'It's A Wonderful Life.' 
If (hey're on TV, you wa(ch them," 
Morrison said, 

Friday, a new genei'ation of kids 
will have (heir owll wide-screeli 
encoun(cr wi(h (he fantasy, when 
"The Wizard of Oz" opens at local 
cinemas with "new, digifally remas-
(ered sound," 

Stewart's easy (o pick ou( in (he 
mol'ie. Afler Dorothy, played by 
Judy Garland, lands in Oz, he 
springs out of a manhole cover al 
her feel, one of the i,ollipop Guild 
who welcomed the traveler from 
Kansas to Munchkinland. Now 68, 
he was the serious fellow in the 
bright blue shirt with two little 
horns of hair on his head. His com­
panions were both teenagers. 

Few actors from the movie are 
now alive, Shayt said; 'There's a 
Munchkin living in Florida, every­
body else is gone." 

This was the firsl acting role for 
Stewart, whose on-camera work 
has included spols on "Hogan's 
Heroes," "Perry Mason," the movie 
"Hoffa" and a 1960s "I'd Rather 

Fight Than Swilcl i" Tarcyloi i 
cigarette ;id where he .sported a 
black eye. 

Life after Oz led Stewart lo the 
Arnly, the paratrooilers, Ihe rodeo 
and Ihc stage, but in 19.'i(3, afler 
his buddy, Siiniiny Davis, J r , 
inti'oduced him to his hidire wile, a 
Michigan woman, he sedled down 
here. 

"I've done so many things, but 
they were such litl le things, 
nobody wil l ever remember what 
you did," Stewart said, 

"1 never go( anywhere. 1 thought 
thai maybe some day I'd gel some­
thing good, but 1 never got any­
thing good, I got li((le par(s." 

To(lay, S(ewart's somewhat hesi­
tant about telling strangers thai he 
played a role in the MOM iilusieal, 

"It went against me because a lol 
of people said, 'you couldn't have 
been in the 'Wizard of Oz' because 
all the Munellkins were a litl le peo­
ple,'" he said. 

Most of (he 130 or so Munchkins 
were adults, but some 15 children 
besides the 16-year-old Gariand 
were employed, MGM was quiel 
aboul tha i , because the kids 
weren't attending school during the 
two weeks of filming, 

A nalive of Pennsylvania, Slew-
art's father died when he was only 
a year old and bis uncle invited the 
family out lo California. His moth­
er spotted a casting call in the 
newspaper for litlle people and 
took her young son to the studio. 
He was then sent lo learn (he U l -
lipop Guild routine before a second 
audition. 

Stewart had no singing, acting or 
dancing experience, he was just a 
kid eager to take on the job. 

"They said, 'we'll have you do this 
little dance and .see what hap­
pens,'" Stewart said. 

"We were called the Utile Tough 
Boys." 

He was paid 335 a day - a lot of 
money then -- for two weeks of 
work. Each morning, he was at the 
studio at 5:30 a.m. for two hours 
worth of niake-up; his coslume 
included a skullcap wi th the 
whacky hairdo. Filming continued 
to 9 p.m. 

"We'd go to this chair and thai 
chair One guy would do (he (^ars, 
one guy would do Ihe nose," Stew­
art said. 

Here's how Hollywood worked in 
the Golden Age. A child named 
Bobby Stewart walked into tile 
gales of MGM and an actor named 
Harr)' Doll got all the credit for the 
work. SlewarCs name was 
changed, to avoid any confusion 
with another ac(or. Jimmy Stew­
art.

b o d y . T h e r e w e r e a l l t h e s e l i t t l e c o t t a g e s , a l l t h e s e

"Wizard of Oz" cast member 

•file first name was borrowed 
from one of the directors. The sur­
name was descriptive. 

"The director said 1 looked like a 
litt le doll," Slewarl .said. 

MGM spent the most the .studiii 
had ever budgeted Ibr a movie until 
Ihen, $3 million, creating a dream 
world that would eaplivate genera­
tions of kids. But Stewart was one 
of (he first children to fall under 
the spell of Oz. 

"1 remember when 1 first went lo 
the set. 1 was in awe of everybody. 
There were all those little collages, 
all tliose little people wandering 
around, I'd never seen litlle people 
like this, I didn'l know (hey exist­
ed," Stewart said. 

"I would see (hem eyeball-lo-cye-
ball and they were 18, 20, 2,') years 
old. 

"I said, 'wow, this is great.'" 
In the movie, he was the last 

Munchk in to wave goodbye to 
Dorothy as she headed toward Oz. 
But (he yellow brick road proved lo 
be a dead end for Stewart. 

More roles for the young actor 
didn' l come, so at age 16 he enlist­
ed in the Army's I K l i Division Air­
borne Paratroopers. 

"Afler the 'Wizard,' 1 couldn't get 
any work. People figure if you did a 
movie as a kid, you have il made 
for life, but you don't," Slewarl 
said. 

"Only a few made it from young 
kids in (he movies to adults ... I 
looked older than 1 was, that was

one of Ihe reasons that they turned 
iiie down." 

Out of llic army and living in 
Brooklyn, the ciiy boy laekled 
another job, the rodeo. Afler 
;i|)prentieiiig al a ranch in upslate 
New York, he competed as a bull 
rider and bareback rider in rodeos 
al Madison Square Garden, 

However, he always had a fool in 
the singe door In 1956, Slewart 
was in a play at the Northland 
Playhouse in Soulhfield, in Ihe 
days when Hollywood stars came in 
I'or si imlncr slock. He met Sammy 
Davis, J r , who doing a show al Ihe 
Fisher Thealen 

'I'he (wo atlendcd a polo match at 
a local farm when Stewart was 
impressed by a young woman 
doing exhibition r iding between 
cilukkas. 

"1 .said to Sammy, that's a fine 
looking little gal. 1 kind of like her 
He said, 'would you like me lo 
introduce you lo lier? He said, "I 
could ^cl the owner to talk to hen 
maybe we can arrange something.'" 
Stewiirt said. 

A few inonlhs later and Slewart 
married bis wife, Kalblcen. 

lie coniinued working wilh the 
Norlbkind Playhouse and was on 
the boards with actors such as 
James Garner ii i id Ann Siidier-
land. Slewart also ap!)eared in 
commercials Ibr Faygo Po]) and 
Stroll's Been For the 20-year l i i i i i l , 
he collccled residuals Ibr "The Wiz­
ard of Oz." 

Today, he's a retired Seven-Up 
truck driver who remains active 
wilh the Gros.se I'oinle 'Hieater 
But he still pays his $42 annual 
mcinbcrship dues to the Scitcii 
Actor's Guild. 

Apileariiig in "The Wizard of Oz" 
may have been an over-lhc-rain-
bow kind of job. bul Stewart said 
his whole life hasn't revolved 
around i l . For many years, he kept 
his Munchkin costume and other 
.souvenirs of the movie in a trunk, 
bul it was later all destroyed in a 
Ore. 

Ill the 1960s, Ihe "Wizard" 
became a cull classic and Stewart 
and other actors would nleel for 
reunions. Many of his memories of 
the movie come from these later 
discussions, because he was so 
young in 1938. 

"1 remember Burt Lahr saying 
that was a terrible thing lo have lo 
do. They made Ilis coslume oul of. 
real lion skins and lhal was .so 
heavy, he had to sit down all the 
time because il was so taxing on 
him," Stewart said. 

In later years, he also met Gar­
land's daughter, Liza Minelli. But 
when the movie was being shot. 
Garland seemed like a grown-up lo 
him, because she was twice his 
age. 

Stewart is likely the only Novi 
resident lo be fealured in a figurine 

by the l^ranklin Mint. He's one of 
the few Munchkins portrayed in 
'"flic Wizard of Oz" colleelioii and 
Ihe ii ianiifaclurcrs made him a gift 
of the entire .set. 

While he may nol have landed 
Ihe role of his dreams, Slewarl will 
forever be a par( of movie liislor}', 

"1 didn't realize this was going to 
be a classic movie," he said. 

"Peo])le (ell you what to do, they 
tell you what (hings lo say. Later in 
years, you realize i l was .something 
i)ig."

Back in the days of eomnion 
place illitoi'aey. most shops were 
ideiililiefl l)y visual aids ralher 
Ulan printed sii.;ns. A lai'rte, 
somber wooden Indian si/inified a 
lobaeco shop; a giai i l boot hailg-
lii.H from a clinin denoted a eol)-
bler's shop: a eandy-slripped pole 
indicalcd a barber shop. 
In anotller shop of Ihc 19lh eon-
tuiy. one would f ind flrr.'cii and 
red rtlass globes han.ijiili* in Uic 
window. This was a synlllol of a 
pharniacy: Iht; green globe sup­
posedly indiraU'd Ihe bad (greenl 
l3loo(l thai went into Ihe slore 

while l l le good (red| blood left the store,with the prcseril^ed 
jllcdicine. 

Many of the early druggist's nlcdiclnal ingredients were 
extracted from licrl js and other Oillural elellients received 
from pllaril larcutical companies like Detroit's Parke-Davis. 
Tlley were (lelivercd in large tins, and llic pliarmacist kept 
the contellts in glass jars, stored in a large eabinel behind 
the routltcr. 

On his seales he weighed the iligredieilts and. nlixing 
together a specific "recipe" froiil his preseriplioil books, 
would combine, smash and grind up Ihe variolis sub­
stances wilh his nlol'tar and ilestle that he kepi conve-
nienlly on the counter. 

Tile pharnlacy was a vital place for late 19th ceiltuiy 
indi i lduals, in fact, most people wellt to a pllarmarist 

before Ihe doelor when Ihey were il l. relying on tile (irug-
gisl's relatively Inexpensive expertise to allay their aches 
and pains. 

Pharmaoies wliere in an inlporlani plare in many early 
conlmunilics, including Northville. The Peoples Drug Slore 
was Ihe nanle of a pharmacy and laboratory in Northville, 
which opened in 1869. II was I'lin by Di'. C.C. King.sbuiy. 

Another early local druggist was Charles Stevens, whose 
store was located on Main SIrccl. He held a respected place 
in the community in the 1890s, wilh his large stock of 
drugs and related ilenis. 

Stevens also produced some of his own nledieiiles. wlileh 
reportedly sold well and were "recognized as strictly supe­
rior," according lo a promotional parliphlel issued by the 
cily in 1892. 

Many early pharnlacies ha(l, along witl l the prescription 
counter, a soda fountain or soda bar tended by a soda jerk, 
who "jerked" the soda fronl the laps. Typleal'soda bars at 
the turn of the century' had nlarble counters and a mir­
rored wall, wit l l fancy stools and small tables and chairs. 

Ice creaill was broiighl to the western worid by Marco 
Polo from China. By Dolly's Matlison's time, ice cream was 
Ihe naUonal dessert of the U.S. 

The combination drug store/soda fountain lasted well up 
through tile 1960s. Though together they are relics of a 
past age, individually both the pharmacy and ice cream 
shop stil l hold almost equally inlportant places in today's 
world.

This judg i i ic i i l pj-ocess can easily and 
Insidiously mi i la le in your own mind into an 
cvalual ion of your ul t imate wol ' th as a 
hin l lan beii lg. 1 suspect Ihal's why Ihei'c is so 
nluch,anxlely lo be read in Ihe eyes of most 
candldalcs. Winning validales who you al'c: 
losing means you, personally, are a lo.ser. 

That's why .so many politicians come across 
as being both so insecure and so se l f 
absorbed. They have good reason. 

Scconrl. a canlpaigi l , par t icu lar ly a 

statewide one. Is also an cxel'clse III Inslgnl l l-
cance. 

Michigan Is a big stale: nine mil l ion people, 
two peninsulas, 5,608 voting preclncls, 55'' 
school dislr icls. You are only one candidate, 

Yoli start out for a day on the campaign 
trai l , and If you're energetic and lucky, you 
shake hands wi th ll laybe 500 people. That's 
today, leaving only 8.999,500 lo go. With only 
34 days left un l i l Eleclion Day, you th ink, 
"Mow am I ever going to move all those peo­
ple to vote for iile!" 

Thai's why eveiy candidalc worth his or her 
salt al some point in the campaign experi­
ences ail ei)lsodc of frenzy — a feeling of over-
wheli l i ing urgen(y to knock on 100 more 
doors, lo buy y d another ad, lo put another 
5,000 pieces In the mail . 

The feeling of li lsignill( 'ance is especially 
illlense when you're l ' l inning for one of the 
stalewlde educational j losi l ioi ls, races that 
lake place largely in an informal lon vacuum, 
You'l-e hardly a household word, so there's 
I'clallvely Utile you can do lo effect the out­
come of your particular l'ace. So you plod on 
and on. sl i ihbornly l iopi / ig lhal each individ-
l lal contact yoi l have w i th a real voler wil l 
evenllially sui l inlalc by nlysterioiis alchci l ly 
into hulldreds of thousan(ls of votes. 

But by the eild of l l le day, having goile 
Ihrough the entire cal l lpaign, my predomi­
nant feeling is one of gi 'atit i ide. 

The great prir i lcge of a candidate is to llave 
entered, If only for a inoi l lent, into the ordi­
nary lives of other people. In Ihe clo(|uent 
words of James Agee, i l involves recognizing 

"l l le slalui-e of a portion of unimaglned exis­
tence ,,, an independent i i l ( |ui iy into certain 
normal predicaments of human divinity." 11 is 
a profoundly l iunlb l ing and i i loving expei'l-
ence. 

I i'enlelllber going lo an evening meeling of 
the Westslde Ministerial Alliance. 11 was in a 
tumbledown brick building on Llvernois, in 
the worst part of Detroit's northwest side. 
'l\vo bare light bulbs li l the stained ceiling. 
Some dozen Baptist pastors sat on folding 
wooden chairs, some broken, as Ihe presi­
dent of the alliance led I'lom Ihe lectern. 

After Ihe openlllg prayer, a reading from 
Scripture and an exegesis, Iheir talk turned 
to d rug abu.se and how their chuixhes could 
work wi th the dn ig I'ehabililation jlcople. 
Most of these pastol's were older mei l . Some 
looked bedrag/,'lcd; all looked t ired. But there 
was a sad aild deterlnlned hope in their voic­
es as tl ley struggled to deal wi lh Ihe epldeill-
Ic tha i continues lo sweep their community. 

In the ol'dinar)' course of my non-canl-
palgni l lg life, I never in a thousand years 
would have wound up at the Westslde Minis­
terial All iance and heard their talk. I enlered 
into a portion of uii i i i lagii lcd existence. 

A l ld I never again will Ihink ahotlt drug 
abuse and Baptist pastors in Detroit in quite 
the same way.

Keith Bond, a north-end resi­
dent, specifically, my subdivision, 
possibly doesn't realize the private 
golf course at the Maples of Novi 
has gone "bump in Ihe night" al 
least two times. Whal does this do 
to his claim lhat" . . . they all make 
money ...?" Would it not make bet­
ter sense for Ihe cily to purchase 
that course — it certainly should 
come cheap. Then, they could get a 
tree-spade and dig-out numerous 
trees, from llle Novi (Christmas) 
tree farrp,.pj9JrJL them in the appro­
priate places' on'jffi 'ejr' "new" golf 
course, make it a lovely site -— it's 
Qv/fnl (visually) now, and we could 
have a w in /w in situation. Possibly, 
the city could open it to all of the 
wonderful youth who seem so 
eager lo get on Ihe links, I've been 
told nine holes is undesirable, so 
let's take a litUe course for the little 
golfers. After all, this would be 
parkland for our kids. 

Isn't it ironic that our city coun­
cil has not yet got the hint: a pub­
lic vote. 1 would like to remind 
them that we had a smart little 
soiree some several hundred years 
ago ... something like a tea party in 
the Boston harbor. Didn't the 
theme have something to do with 
taxation without representation? I 
guess we dumb Americans haven't 
changed much, have we, Ihrough 
the years. We still want representa­
tion, 1 guess some things will Just 
never change.

Of course, this would be 
the best way to get everyone on the 
cily water system and I guess you 
could charge what you wish to con­
nect the few who are not already 
connected. 

Let's get into environmental 
impact: if we have so much money 
to spend wherever we want, why 
have we not yet obtained an Envi­
ronmental Impact Statement (EIS), 
1 know for a fact that several resi­
dents have requested and demand­
ed an EIS in this nlatter over the 
past two years. Many earlier print­
ed materials talk of how golf cours­
es bring wildlife back to an area ... 
we don't have to bring anything 
back. We have to keep it here. So, 
how much of the wildlife are you 
going to drive away? How close are 
you getting to the heron rookely on 
the west shore of Shawood Lake,, .

Mayor Kathleen McLallen stated 
there was no money in the parks 
budget for signs, yet the council 
came up with money for several 
studies on a golf course that is get­
ting a lot of negative input from the 
citizens.

To the Editor: 
I had the opportunity to go to the 

special council meeting regarding 
the further study of developing the 
Tree Farm properly into a city golf 
course. Residents were also given a 
chance to voice their opinions after 
about two hours into the meeting. 
What 1 came away with was the fol­
lowing: 

Some members of the council 
truly believe that Novi needs a golf 
course. The reasons were varied, 
but mostly personal, including the 
fact that it is often necessary to 
have to make a tee time up to a 
week to ten days ahead of time i f 
you want to play golf at a specific 
lime on a specific day. You can't 
jus t go to a course and immediate­
ly get on whenever you want, I 
knew life was tough, but 1 never 
had the idea that it was THAT 
rough ,,. I want my golf and I want 
it NOWl 

Some members of the council 
believe that a golf course is neces­
sary to subsidize other Parks and 
Recreation programs in the city of 
Novi, but will those be programs all 
residents can lake advantage of, or 
once again some special interest 
groups? Residents openly com­
plained during their speeches that 
they were unhappy about not being 
given a voice or vote when the issue 
of the Ice arena came up and that 
this was Just more of the same. The 
mayor even verified the fact that 
Novi cannot even afford to put up 
the necessary signs on the proper­
ty so the residents can find the 
park, I have noticed, however, that 
the llewer Rotary Park has quite an 
impressive sign in front of it. Park 
signs could be a project of the tech­
nology classes in our schools. 
There is I'eally no good excuse for 
not giving the park signs and the 
public access it deserves, unless it 
is because the city has not wanted 
up to explore and enjoy the land in 
its existing condition and then 
have the residents even more 
adamant about destroying it to 
develop a golf course. Out of sight, 
out of mind ,., 

Some members believe that a 
golf course gives a city and its res­
idents a quality of life not available 
to communities or residents wi th­
out one. It Is true that the 5-year-
old sign in front of the Tree Farm 
property still has a sign inferring 
such a thing. The exact words, 
however are ,,. purchased wi th 
municipal funds to enhance OUR 
quality of life. I have emphasized 
the word, OUR. because that is the 
key word. OUR means everyone. 
Not just your life, not just mine, 
not Just golfers, not jus t non-
golfers — everyone. Since the sign 
went up shortly after the purchase, 
i t also means that the city believed 
that just the purchase of the land 
alone enhanced quality of life. We 
already have a quality of life in NoW 
and the majority of residents seem 
to feel that the purchase of the 
Tree Farm property has enhanced 
it enough. 

On the opposite side, there were 
some members who realized the 
land was purchased with funds 
voted on by the residents of Novi 
for what they truly believed to be 
park land, NOT land for a golf 
course. These members believed 
that since the land was purchased 
by the voters for a supposedly spe­
cific purpose — park land, that i f 
any other use of the land was to me 
made, i t should be put before the 

voters again. Really, however, it 
shouldn't have to, because the land 
was purchased for use as a park 
and nothing else. Other members 
seem to believe that once Ihey are 
elected into office that a vote 
should never ever occur on any 
issue; that they were elected lo rep­
resent the best interests (golf 
course) of the residents and no 
mailer what residents nlight say, 
Ihey would do what is right for the 
people. The issue here, however. Is 
a golf course and not slaveiy. 1 
se'em to remember lhat when the 
issue of developing the proilerty at 
the corner of Teil Mile and Beck 
Roads into a large commercial 
complex came into dispute, it was 
put before the voters and the voters 
rejected it. 1 believe we still do have 
a say in how our representatives 
represent us, even after they are 
elected. If they do not believe In 
that, then we have a problem. 

One last thing ...the definition of 
the word "paI'ks" often came up 
during the evening and usually the 
members in favor of a golf course 
thought lhat parks included a golf 
course In its definition.

A new four lane road called Main 
Street West, costing $1,3 million, is 
needed as well as a four-lane Cres­
cent iJoiilevard East, costing $7,7 
million, 

A new Interchange is also needed 
on Beck Road to alleviate current 
and future traffic concerns some­
time hetwecil 1998 and 2000, The 

cost of this project is $30 million. 
Along Willi this, several interscc-

hon improvements are suggested 
lor city and county intersections. 

They are as follows, listed in 
order of importance and with their 
construclion costs: 

• Ten Mile an ilaggerly roads, a l 
a cost of SI.50,000, 

• Novi and Fourteen Mile roads, 
costing 8150,000, 

• Haggcrty and 'IVelve Mile 
roads, costing $200,000, 

• Grand River Avenue and Novi 
Road, costing $125,000. 

Arroyo also polllted to several 
road Improvements he said would 
be needed In 2001-2007. The 
Improvements Included road 
wideilii lg for city and county roads 
as well as new pavement. 

Some of those projects are: 

widening Beck Road from Ten to 
Eight Mile roads, costing $8 mil­
lion; widening Meadowbrook Road 
from Ten to 'l\velve Mile roads, 
costing $14 million; widening Thir­
teen Mile Road fronl M-5 to Hag-
gerty Road, costing $750,000.

• Tonni Bartholomew said that the 

state computer was bouncing some 
new Novi residents from Ihe sys-

" ^ tern. 

;•• "If you moved here from Farm­
ington Mills, it was showing you 
moved to Farmington Hills," she 

said. 
The indivklual was then can­

celled as a Novi voter in the com-
puler and had to be manually 
placed hack in the local voter rolls 
by precinct workers. 

"That caused sonic voters (o be 
very upset. II was a slate problem," 
the clerk explained. 

"We had lo go biick lo their can­
celled cards and renew them and 
let them vote. No one got disen­
franchised by this, it slowed people 
down." 

The state computer network was 
used for Ihe first time in the 
August primary. Once an IndUidu-
al moves, it automatically records 
the change in address, if all goes 
well. 

Earlier, the clerk's office notified 
4,000 new voters thai a problem 
might exisi with Iheir registration. 

but it wasn't possible to predict in 
advance who might be impacted by 
the computer error. In addition, a 
letter was prepared and handed 
out at the precincts to explain the 
situation lo those voters "lost" in 
the state system. 

In the future, Bartholomew Is 
confident that the stale's computer 
sel-iip will a boon to local cily 
clerk.s. 

"All in all. I think it's golllg to be 
slick. It pi'onilses to be a very good 
tool," she said. 

Beyond that, Tuesday's election 
was a relatively silioolh one, 

"I think Nov! had a very good 
election. The turnout was good. It 
was steady.

Even with the vote so Tuesday, 
it was a great turnaround. Cham­
bers said.

Chambers said. 

He added everybody lhat 
worked on i l In the committee 
should be really pleased with the

"Because II had gone down 
before, It showed people really 
looked at i l and gave i l some 
thought this lime around," he 
said. 

Mayor Kathleen McLallen said 
she believes the construction 
work wil l begin next spring and be 
finished by this time next year 
Because the changes to the build­
ing are a renovation and not a 
design enhancement. City Council 
will not have to appoint a commit­
tee to oversee the the architec­
ture, as i l normally would, she 

said. 
The department can just "take 

the money and fix the blessed 
building," she said. 

The city needs to get the project 
completed In a timely fashion to 
show the voters the fruits of their 
taxes, she concluded. 

Bonds will probably be sold by 
this spring, she added, giving the 
department all winter to work on 
the architecture of the expansion. 

As for volers seeing any addi­
tional police mlllage requests in 
the near future, Chief Shaeffer 
said that Is very unlikely. 

The current proposal will satis­
fy the Novi police department's 
space needs for at least the next
