Missing boys found in mall

A couple of Novi parents received the scare of Lhelr
ltves, when two 8-year-old boys disappeared Saturday
from home.

Happily. the bovs were found unharmed three and
hall hours later in the Kaybee Toy Store at Twelve
Oaks Mall.

LL Tim McNamara of the Novi police depariment
said anc of the hoys was visiting the other at his home
on Meadowbrook Read, when the mother noticed they
were missing aroand 4:30 p.m,

She searched for the chiildren and could not find
them, so she contacted neighbors, who searched the
surrourkling woods. Around 5:30 p.m,, they called the
Novi Police Department requesting help.

MceNamara said the departiment staried a search at
the Meadowbroak home and radiated oul. The boy's
homes and the suwrromuding woods were searched
twice, he said.

Novi police Urent ealled for additional help, hringing
in the Novl Fire Department, Farminglon Hills police,
West Bleomtield police, canine units from Van Buren
and West Bloomfield, and a helicopier from the Detroit
police departnent. The Michigan State Police helf-
copler was placed on standby in case il was needed.

Based on further questioning of one of the boy's :
mothers, the Novi police discovered the youngsier had
laken his backpack and seme money when ke went
missing. .

McNamara safd it was delermined the boys may
have walked to the Twelve Gaks Mall, located about a
mile away. :

A store-ta-store search of the mall was conducted by
Novi police, mall security and concerned neighbors. It
was a neighbor wio located the boys in the toy store.

“When (the parents) showed up there was a lol of -
hugging, kissing and erying,” McNamara said. :

He added the police never lectured the boys about
their disappearance, bul offered to speak to them, The
families said they would probably talk to the boys
about the implications of their disappearance them-
selves.

McNamara said this is an exampie of how parents
should always remind their children they should never
leave home without telling their parenls were they are
golng.

He added that many Novi resldents heard about the
boy's disappearance on the (elevislon news and there
were numecrous offers o help,

While MeNamara said they were not used in the
search, he wanted them to thank them the offer.

single adulls.

In reference to a roaclway run-
ning close 10 the section, Bundofl
sald, "I hate to think that people
would he driving over gravesites.”

Geer admitted the read has been
moved closer fo Lhe graves in that
area, but added none of the graves
wiil be covered.

He said, even though the road is
closer, it Is still 1010 15 [eel away.

But this did nol ease Canup’s
mind. who expressed displeasure
with the creation of a new main
enlrance.

“By closing (hat {other] maln
enlrance, you have commilled a
betrayal of trusl to the people thal
have hought siles in there, includ-
ing imysell,” he said Lo the develop-
ers and owner of Lhe cemelery.

However, Canup sald since there
were no ordinance violations with
the project, he had to vote tn favor
of the development. bul added it
was a very reluctant vote of

approval.

A motion to approve the develop-
meni was made by Commissioner
Louis Csordas and seconded by
Commissioner Roberl Churella.

Den't compare the 1998 test
scores to carlier public school
results on the Michigan Education-
al Assessment Program results, say
state officlals.

“They arery'l comparable to previ-
ous years' resuits,” Chris Schram
of the Department of Education
staff told the Stale Board of Educa-
tlon Nov. 5. “The tesls are shorter,
They're given al a different time of
year (April through June to 11th
graders). And we haye different def-
initlons of the standards.”

Nevertheless, the board's news
release sald, “We are pleased by the
contlnued progress shown by the
number of students who mect
Michigan's standards. There are
stll too many sludents who are not
able to reach those standards, and
we are working to cotrecl thal.”

Slate officials see three prubl
lemns:

+ Large pockels of students who,
with parental approval, refuse to
take the tests in math, science,
reading and writing.

“l keep hearing thal college and
businesses don't pay attentlon Lo
the test resulls,” said Dorothy
Beardmore, R-Rochester, the
board's senfor member. "Neither (s
accurate. The husiness community
in Berrien County has made con-
certed efforts to use them. Some
higher educatianal instltutions are
using results for placement pur-
poses.”

Herb Moyer, D-Temperance, one
of the newer members, agreed that
siipping the tests "ls a phe-
nomenon of the last two or three
years.”

fbund loophole in Novi's wetlands ordi-
nanee asd other eity afficials are question-
ing his molives,

I two recent site plan requests, Capello
pushed tor a waiver of wellwuls miligation
requircments. even though the cily's wet-
lands consultant had concluded those wel-
lands were environmentally valuable,

According to Capello, Novi “has plenty of
wellands.”

In the case of the Novi Research Park
preperly, which came up in a Seplember
Planning Comnmission meeting, Capefio
sajd he fell the wetlands were “useless.”
Capello argued the science surrcunding
wellands s complelely theoretical.

“T (bink oul of alt of the consullants the
[wedands consultant's) specially is more
vague or abstract than any of the olhers,”
Capclio saidl,

The information given by all the cily con-
sullanls o the planning commission is
always anly an opinion, he said. ILis up lo
{he commission te decide which opirion lo
iake. '

But according o David Wickens, envi-

ronmental consultant and wetlands spe-
cinlist for the City ol Novi, Capello’s view ol
wellands and Wie science surraunding
themn are all wet.

T eannot 1zake heads or lails put of that
stalement,” Wickens sait) of Capelle’s view
{hat Novi has plenly of wetlangds. "Relative
to a desert, ves. we have oo many wel-
lands. I you want Lo xve the rity solid
with biacktop, then ves we have too many
wetlands,”

According o Novi's wellands ordinanee,
wettands are defined as any “land eliarac-
terized ty the presence of water al a {re-
quency and duralion sufficient o support,
and under that normad rvircumslances
tloes support, wetland vegelalion or aquat-
e lilke ..

See. 12-151 of the ordinance states that,
“Throughout the slale, consideraide
acreage ol these importan!  nalural
resources [wellands) hos been lost or
fmpaired by draining. dredging,  ling,
excavaling, building. pollulion and ather
acts nconsistent with the natural uses of
such areas.”

“Michigan has losl 50 pereent of ils wet-
lands since the turn of the century. 1 am
not aware of any project 1 have been
involved with where someonce says we have
too many wellands,” said Andrew Hartz,
Department of Environmental Quality land
and water managemeni analyst.

“Most of the wellands in Novi are very
imporiant,” he said, because Novi lies in
the geographically fmportant headwater

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Capello’s actions
were a stupid move

I you listen very hard, you might just
he able to fignre out that Planning
Commissloner Kim Thomas Capello
has i poinl.

The gnestions he is raising aboul the
City of Novi's wellmds protection ordi-
nance are worlh consideralion.

I the city overregulating wellands? s
il requiring property owners 1o save
more small wetlaxl areas (han are
really needed? Is that costing landown-
ers more money Than it's worth? Is the
definition of an envirammentally “valu-
able” wetland clearly spetled ont in the
law? Dovs the definition of & wetland
have the support of seienlilie rescarch
that would show that environmental
value? And is the eity gelting enough
information from its consultants (o
make clear judgments on whal truly
are valuable wellands and which conld
be filled in without conscgquenee?

All are fair questions, even if they've
been asked belore. They deserve
answers, even If the envirenmental
experts (ind they have to repeat them-
selves.

valid though the questions may be,
Capelio raised them in a completely
wrongheaded fashion.

If he really wanted (o raise such
issues, he should have done It straight
up, in the policy formation portion of
the process, not in Lhe implementation
phase. Yes, even though the policy has
heen set, it always fair to reconsider.

But once the policy has been decided
— by the Cily Conneil, which is the
Planning Commission's boss, we might
add — then he should not have
attemplted 1o undermine il while deeld-
ing Individual sile plans. He shouldnl
have resorled to procedural slight of
hand to push his point of view,

And he shouldn't have raised il in
arcas related to his own development
inlerests, raising the speeter of al least
a pereeplion of a conflict of inferest.

Capello now is on the receiving end of
a ot of linger peinting, but he is not the
only one who made the mistakes that
lead to the current cruplion of contro-
versy over wetlands mitigation.

Had Planning Commission Chair Eda
Weddington been belter versed in rales
&f order and insisied that commission-
ers lollow them, the enlire conlroversy
might have been nipped in the bud.
Commission Andrew Muteh, a vocal
critic of Capello now. has been back
and forth on this issue, at enc time vol-
ing lor the wetlands waiver, then asking
reconsideration,

The remainder of the Planning Com-
mission. keep in mind, supported
Capello in his attempls to waive those
miligation requirements.

Even City Coundil. ol which sowe
members are now cilling for Capello’s
resignation, shares o part of the blinne,
The loophole through which: Capeilo
went was not a surprise. An ordinance
amendment which waould hive closed it
has been Languishing in the Ordinance
Review Commiliee for months withort
action.

The issue is over whit wetlands the
city shoulk! attempt o save. Wetlands
larger than two acres in size are rego-
Jated by the skae. Smaller areas fall
under ¢ily erdinance, and rurrent Novi
law requires developers 1o save them il
they meet any one of 10 eriteria.

In September, Capello urged planners
(o waive miligation requirements for
Novi Research Park. The motion was
aciually  made by commissioner
Michiael Walza, and when other com-
nissioners asked that (he mitigation
waiver be deleted, Capelle used the
rules of order to keep them from mak-
ing that amendment (o the motion.

Capello tried the same thing this
maonth on a site plan tor the Bright-
moor Tabernacle. This time, however,
he got shot down when the city attor-
ney pointed out that any commissioner
could amend the motion,

Capello argues that the cily is lrying
lo save "uscless ponds.”

Environmental aclivists in (he city,
however, poinl out he has other inler-
ests, For one, he is involved with the
development of an office ecomplex (hal
has wellands on the property. City
council members also noted Lhe Capel-
lo has a contract with a firm which
docs eontractual work for the developer
ol Novi Rescarch Park.

In our minds, those are not elear can-
Nicls. Having a confract with a contrac-
tar is a relationship many olhers in the
city are likely to have. And it turns oud
the wetlands an his own development
are probably large erough o be slate-
regulated, and therefore unlikely 1o be
alfected by anything Capello may do at
the planning commission level.

Those who suspect 2 eonllict should
he eneotiraged to continue looking into
the malter, frankly. Bul for now, while
the pereeplion persists, there is no cevi-
dence Capello's inlerests constilule
conflicl.

Nonetheless, his actions on the plan-
ning commission do constitute a stupid
move. If Capello wants lo re-raise the
issue of what wetlands should be
saved, e should be doing it in a more
appropriale way.

Not only did he act counter to the
ordinance as set hy city council. he lit
the fuse on the controversy thal s now
blowing up it his face.

Lessons from bond vote

[s there a lesson to be learned from
the resuits of the hond request for the
Novi Police Department building? There
probably should be. .

Considering that the queslion pro-
duced no organized opposition, that it
was for a department that clearly has
the support of the communily, and it
was clearly necded, it may be surpris-
ing that it passcd by such a slim mar-
gin. And that should tell us something,

The police department went to the
ballot last Tuesday and asked for
approval {o take a 83.2 million loan, in
the form of a bond issue. to expand and
renovale its headquarters on Ten Mile
Road. The plan was 1o revamp the
depariment's lock ups. give the officers
more room to operate in what is now a
very crowded building, add car repair
bays needed to maintain the cily's
growing fleet of vehicles, and generally
repair and renovate Lhe building.

Still, the bond request barely passed,
7,008 to 6,893. That's a difference of
115 votes, less than one percent of the
overal] vote.

Keep in mind, it's also not the first
time the city had to ask voters for the
funds. A previous altempl at passage
was rejected.

So what does that mean? Our best
analysis is that it should serve as a

reminder to tocal government officials
— not just lhose in Novi, bul municipal
leaders cverywhere — of the need to
keep the cost of government low.

Think about it. A rale of 0.15 mills
was needed lo renovale the police
department building as the city had it
planned. And that would cost the
owner of a $100,000 heme only $15 per
year. if you pay your laxes Lthrough an
escrow accouni, as mosl homeowners
do these days, the cosl would come Lo
nothing more than 62 cents per month.
Even if the bank did adjust your pay-
ment, most homeowners  prohably
wouldn't even notice.

Even then. the request barely passed.
So imagine how voters would have
responded had the cost been a higher,
even by a little.

The vole [rom last week should drive
home the message to local officials.
Voters vote their pocketbooks. We can
only wonder how last that 115 vote
wmargin would have dropped off had the
cost been any higher.

The conclusion for government offi-
cials should be clear — keep the cost of
government as low as possible. and
volers are much more likely to give a
positive reaction. They did that in this
case, and were rewarded with a yes
vote from taxpayers.
