It seems the Novi Parks and
Reereation department has Jost
one of their parks. In fact, if you try
to finud i, you'l) likely fail.

In 1993, when the Parks hond
issue was passed, the north Novi
park urea was referred o as “the
park for our children’s [uture aid
the fulure of Nevi.” Five vears laler,
ke preperty is nearly naceessible
cue 1o locked gates al Lakeshore
Park and ne signage to direct those
who don't know where to access
this extraordinary piece of land.
This land olfers miles of bike and
walking trails which are isolated
because we can'l afford signs, The
THVOr sdvs Signs are expensive.
Doesn't the eity DPW make signs
for the city? Is the council pur-
posely trying to keep ils citizens in
the dark?

Many members of our city coun-
cil wish Lo use 180 (o 185 buildable
acres of this property to buitd a goll
course that the citizens of Novi are
making clear they dont want. This
acreage has been confirmed by two

. consuliants, Does this mean our

e Children only get five acres for thelr
future? 8o where do the ball fields,

. plenic areas, playgrounds and bike
trails go. The Dikers, as quoted hy
the Nevi Director of Parks and
Recreation, can use the wetlands.
All other areas are gone from the
plan lo miligale the wetlands for
the new mall next to West Oaks at
Novi Road and Twelve Mile.

Is this whal we the residents of
Novi want? A Nouvi News survey
indicaled nearly 90 percent of
those polled opposed Lhe goll
course. A Planning Deparlment
survey showed the residents
opposed lhe city owning a goif
course, The Parks and Recreation
survey put (he course sixth among
the desires of the community
behind Lhe togped ranked needs of
bike and hiking trails.
