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St. Joe’s
hospital put
on hold by
planners

Due to cleventh howr changes
made hy the developers, the Novi
Planning Commission was foreed
te labie Samt Joseph's Merey
Heallh Systent's prelininary hos-
pital site plan.

The changes to the site plan
came Wednesday, Rov. 18, the day
of the planning commissioners
meeling. This gave the ity plan-
ning consultants very little, il any,
time to invesligate the leasibility
ol deviations lram the orlginal site
plan.

The changes were the primary
result of negative site plan rerom-
mendations from Planning Con-
sultant Rod Arroyo and Wetlands
Consultant David Wickens,

Salnt Joseph Merey Health Sys-
tem is proposing to develop a
health care campus in a three
phase plan. The finished product
wotlld be a three story 300.000-
square-fool ambulatory care facil-
Hy aad a two-story 150,000
square-fool offlee building.

A {ulure phase is also heing
planned for a 75,000-square-foot
medical office building,

The campus would be located
soull of Tweive Mile Road and
East of Meadowbrook Road on a
70 acre parcel of property that is
curvently horme to woodlands and

5 pockets of wetlands, Of these,
five of them are regulated.

Wickens conecerns revolved
around the hydrology of a wetland
on the southern portlon of ihe
property.

According to Wickens, the pro-
posed development would cut off
the water supply to this regulated
wetland, A drastic change in
hydrology, such as this, would
greatly impact the habitat of the
area,

He safd he was also concerned
about the projects plans to fill in
another regulated wetland and
turn il into a parking lol,

Jeff King, wetlands consultan(
for Saint Joseph's Mercy, sald
while this particular welland was
deemed valuable, it was of less
value than the larger wetland
whose hydrology was going to be
effeeled.

He said the Michigan Depart-
ment of Envirenmenial Qualily
reviewed the site in 1996 for
another project that was proposed
and sald these particular wet-
lands were expendable. According
to King, the DEQ said they would
rather have the large wetlands
saved.

Wickens responded to this say-
ing, “The state informallon was
based on a site plan that was dif-

Power As evervhody
knows, our ccono-
my flaurished in the
1990s. Il we have two more years of job
growth, Michigan will have experienced the
longest run ol job creation in the past 50
years.  The forecast suggests this might
well be possible, although at a somewhat
stower rate of growth than in the past.

The forecast assumes no big national
strike by the UAW against General Molors.
It takes into account the GM plant closings
in Flint and Kalamazoo, offset apainst a
boom in construction activity in the Detroit
area slemming from new easinos and sta-
divis and the $).5 billien renovation of
engineering and research facilities at the
GM Tech Center in Warren,

The forecast is for job growth over the
next two years, hul slowing i the ycar
2000, with only mederate inflation.  Con-
versely, unemployment is expected Lo rise a
bit, to 4.2 percent in 1999 and 4.5 pereent
in 2000. I these rales arc sustained,
Michigan unemployment for the four years
sinee 1997 would e the best since 1970,

What's the big worry? As anyhody who
reacds the Help Wanted section in this
newspaper knows full well, it's the labor
shortage, especially intense in the higher
skills categorics. “The risk posed by labor
shortages Is that they can impede job
growth,” the RSQE forecast dryly notes.
Most employers would snort, “Impede, my
foot!” What they're faced with is absolute
labor shartages and increasing costs, espe-
cially for skilled workers,

Traditionally, ceonomies get new workers
trom three sources: From the unemployed;
Irom increases in participation in the lator
loree [lor example, women deciding to go to
work Instead of staying home); and from
increases In dhe working-age population.
But in Michigan unemployment is at
record low levels, and job growlh over the
past years ltas sucked about all the women
who want {o work into the job market,

So the peol of labor supply is drying up,
especially at the higher education end of
the spectrum, where most of the higher
wage Jabs are concentraled. The U-Mdata
show tha! people who never got to an asso-
ciate degree from a community coliege are
three times as likely to be unemployed as
those who have an associate degree and
ahove. Unemployment for those with a col-
lege degree will be at only 1.1 percent; for
those with a master's degree, 0.6 percent,

Readers with kids who are thinking of
drapping out of high schoal or getting a job
after getting their high scheol diploma
would do well to urge them to think again!

This also goes for those who are thinking
of getting UAW Jobs in the aulo industry.

UAW membership peaked al 1.51 million
members in 1979 and has declined steadi-
ly to the present level of 760,000.

How come? The UAW lost the auto sup-
plier seclor during the 1980s, when the
percentage of unjonized workers felf from
52 percent in 1979 to 21 percent today.
Why? A 100 percent wage gap hetween for
Big Three-UAW parts plants and indepen-
dent non-union parts plants,

This, in turrn, lorces altention on GM and
the UAW, GM wants to spin off its Delphi
parts operation hecause 1t faces far higher
parts labor costs than Ford or Daimler-
Chrysler. The UAW faces the bind of elther
seeing parts plants spun off (and, poten-
tially, decertified} or consenting to a reduc-
tion of wages.

The situation is even tougher when i
comes to Big Three plants versus the
Japanese lransplanted plants.  According
to Sean McAlinden of U-M's Transportation
Research Institute, the labor cost advan-
tage for a Japanese transplanl is 51,670
per small car manufactured,

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World better place with ‘useless’ ponds

To the Editor:

Alter reading The Novi News ov-
erage of the planning commisston-
er/wellands controversy, it is very
ohvicus to Novi resldents that
Flanning ~ Commissioner  Kim
Capello has a persomnal agenda and
no regard for lhe Novi wellands
regulations, There s an obvious
conflicl of interest with his law
practice representing the developer
for whom he is atlempting 1o waive
wetlands pralection. Our local wet-
lands, which Mr. Capello regards
as "uscless ponds” aned “kabital for
mosquitoes,” are much more valu-
able lo Novi restdents than he
could possibly understand.

I am a resident of Walden Woods
[l and our backyard horders a
wooded wellands (hat falls under
the oty wetlands pollcy {less than
two acres). This land would aclual-

ly be considered a "season” wet-
land, as"it ‘uisually contains water

from approximately December
through May and becomes relative-
ly dry the remainder of the year.
[ivery spring. our wetlands become
& sanctuary for both resident and
migratory wildlife. Each year we
have witnessed one or more broods
of mallard ducklings, hatched and
raised in the wellands. After dis-
covering that wood ducks were fre-
quenting the area, I erecled lwo
nesting boxes on the site, Wood
ducks are very beautilul waterfowl
ihat are extremely shy, fleeing at
even the sight of a human. You'can
jmagine my surprise one morning
last spring when [ counted six
pairs of wootl ducks present at the
same time.

We also look forward to the
nightly chorus of frogs each spring
jncluding spring peepers, wood
frogs, western chorus frogs. green
frogs. and others. My wife and I
were awakened one night by a pair
of Great Horned Owls calling back
and forth and have heard sereech
owls on several occasions, We have
walched red-tailed hawks, sharp-
shinned hawks. wootlpeckers, and
a long and varied list of birds
atlrapted to the sanctuary that the
wetlands pravide for them.

Besides the Dbenefit 1o wildlife,
our wetlands are very forgiving, fil-
tering much of the chemical runoff
from our green lawns. Whenever
we recejve heavy rainfall, these
wetlands become a catch basin for
the excess water, sparing our
homes from flooding after storms.

I would like to hink that the
world is a better place thanks lo
the "useless pond” that borders my
backyard, I hope that someday Mr.
Capello will appreciate how impor-
tant small wetland habltat is lo
wildlife, as well as residents within

weakens a person's bones, mereasing the risk of

fractures,

To understand osleoporosis, you must first
understand the norat structure and funeton
of hone. Bnne Is a lwing tssue which provides
hoth mechanleal supporl and a repository lor
minerals. Your benes actoally get their strength
from a structure thal resenibies reindoreed con-
crete. Hard calelum erystals. catled calcium
hydroxyapatile, are reinforeed with strands of &
tough protein called collagen.

But bone Is more dynamic than concrete is,
thanks lo those same calcium crystals - which
respond to Jarring mechanieal forces generated
through your datly activitles. Whether you're
strolling around the block or straining lo 1 a
heavy box, your henes respond by constantly
reinforcing and remodeling themselves.

Bone remadeling, In fact, is a contlnuous, life-
long process. It invelves two steps: drilling and
hullding, Cells called nsteoclasls will dissolve an
area ol bone, {ollowed Ly other cells, called
osteoblasts, that rebulld it anew. The pracess
resernbles road repair, where an ol street is
lorn up, only Lo be replaced by {resh pavement,

You can also help relain bone mass through
your diel - by including milk and other dalry
products, along with calclum-fortified orange
julee and dark-green Jeafy vegetables. Bul even
then it can be diffteult to gel all the caleium
your banes need. Caleium si:pplements will help
provide hone with its basic building blocks (read
the product label for dosage indications or con-
sult your doctor].

There are medical options as well. For

menopausal women, the first preventive medical
remedy for osteoporosis was hormone replace-
ment therapy. While it will not replace the calei-
um a woman has already lost, HRT can prevent
the sudden surge in the rate of calclum loss that
cotmes with menopause. [L will also slow down
post-menopausal loss of hone,

There are now additional cholees when it
comes lo medical treatment of osteoporosis.
Medications arc now avallable that actually
bufld bene. They stop the osteoclasts from
drilling and, over time, allow the “builders” lo
catch up. Treatment results can be monitored
through & test called bone densilomelry.

Meanwhile. other theraples to slow or reverse
bone loss are under development. For now,
though, the best prevention strategy against
osteoporoests is to include regular weight-bearing
exercise In your life and eal a dlet rich in calei-
um, using calcium supplements as an addition-
al source,

If you think you may be at high risk far oslco-
porosls, or you have questions about this disor-
der, you should consult your physiclan to see I
any of the medical trealment options is right for
you,
