Then | had a test
aboul mid-November that indicat-
ed there may be a problem,” he
sald.

Further lests revealed Brown
needed Lo underge surgery for
prostale cancer. The surgery was a
suceess and removed all of the can-
rer from his body,

However, Brown's clean Will of
health did not last long,

On Jan. 2, while doing some
work around his home, he suffered
a hearl attack. Three days later,
Brown had a triple bypass.

He stayed off work to recuperate
until April and then went back and
finished ot thie vear.

“Because of (he uncertainly of
my healtl, it became elear thal
mayhe il was wise o relire,” he
said.

Brown turned in a leter of resig-
nation, elfectively calling it quits lo
a job he had held since 1968, the
year he became (he elementary
school's very first principal.

But people kept questioning him.
They pressed him for reasons why
he felt it was time to leave.

The questions, along with a suc-
cessful rehabilitation, a doclor's

declaration of a clean bill of health
and a strong faith In God, caused
Brown to rethink his decision to
retire.

He added, “The prayers, encour-
agement and support from the
communiiy was a real faclor in my
healing "

“This ts my passion. This s my
Jov." hie saidl, “As the (health) tests
continued to e excellent, retire-
ment and the casy life did not
appeal to me at all.”

Brown sald he determined he
would have mare joy in continuing
Lo work with an “excellent stalf and
the wenderlul children” than tak-
ing it casy in rellrement,

This vear, instead ol staying at
houie aid speading his days play-
ing terns or relaxing In retirement,
Brown came back 1o the job he
loves.

[t November, he appealed to the
Novi Conunttmily School's superin-
tenden; and the scheal board to
rescind his letter of resignation.

They did and Brown was back for
tood.

He came back to a job thal
invulves being there [or parents
who have cencerns: being there for
problems that might occur on the
playgrounds, such as the raccoon
that would not leave Monday
marning: attending a lot of meel-
ings on curriculum and Novi school
district husiness: and heing there
for the staff arcl children.

“Ninety-cight percent of the peo-
ple who work, should feel the way |
do aboul my job.” he sald.

As for the future, Brown said he
does nel know when he will call i
quits.

“As long as 1 can contribute in a
guality way to the children of this
community,” Brown said he will
stay on the Job.

Such programs, of course, need more
than just donatlons, They'll be looking

1 for volunteers to help them prepare and

distribute their gifts too.

The haoliday season brings charities
and the need lo give o Lhe less fortu-
nate to the forefront. But this should

serve as a remind of needs that exisl all
year long, not as a replacement for
year-round communily service,

Volunteers ean he very hard to come
by. Just ask those who run volunieer,
communily service programs. A few
nccasionally have an over abundance of
help, but that's a rarity. Usually, every
civie organization and charity has room
for more help.

We're lucky in Novi, We have a dedi-
cated core of active parlicipants in local
civic organizations, Nol cvery commu-
nily has as much volunteerism.

But it is still primarily a core of the
city population. On the whole, volun-
teers are a relatively rare hreed.

If you would like Lo volunteer, it real-
lv doesin’t lake much o gel involved.
Look around. There are a number ol
civic groups locaily you can join 1o
work in your communily. Got an arca
of special interest? There's a civic orga-
nization for just about every inferest,

The holidays scive as a reminder of
the need for communily service. They
encourage and celebrate the art of giv-
ing.

But we'd do well Lo remember those
needs exist all year long.

Game time is over:
make MEAP mandatory

Game llme is over. Enoupgh 11th
graders have skipped the state tests.
They've acted oul their juvenile rebel-
llousness and thumbed their noses at
the principal. Now it's lime for officials,
parents and sludents lo get serious.

The Michigan Educalional Assess-
ment Program high school proficiency
lests have a scrious stale purpose. It is
lo make sure kids did more than sit in
a classroom X number of hours; il’s to
make sure they learned what they need
lo function afler graduatlon as college
sludents, as workers and as cilizens.

It's no secret that many high schools
in Michigan have been diploma mills.
That's why the siate designed proficien-
cy lests in math, reading, writing and
science. Setting the standards, during
years of work, were employers, college
admisslons people, school officlals and
parents,

The tests are here {o slay. Michigan is
not going back to the flabby old days of
local standards. Michigan's tests have
won high praise from Dr. Willard
Daggett, the New York State, interna-
tiopally known guru of teaching for
real-world  employability.  Daggeti
warns against “nay-sayers” who would
sabotage slate lesling.

Daggett notes that a major goal of
MEAP high school tests has been to
emphasize mulli-step problem solving
rather than one-step calculations and
memorization. Another goal has been
lo integraie academic disciplines rather
than test them in isolation.

In partleular, Daggetl praised the
communications tesis (reading and
writing) for "requiring the complex cog-
nitive skills of analysts, synthesis and
evaluation within real-world problem

situalions.”

So why doesn't the state just pass a
law requiring able-bodied kids o take
(he MEAP proliciency lesls? In part it
has to do with the Headlee amendment
lo the state conslitulion that requires
{he slate lo pay for anything it man-
dates. [n parl it has lo do with right-
wing paranoia about any kind of slale
requiremends.

What can cveryone do lo make surc
kids take the proficiency tesls?

o The Legislature could adopt the
House bill, languishing on the agenda,
lo require college officials to consider
an applicant’s MEAD test scores.

» The Legislalure could have adopied
the amendment, rejected by the Sen-
ale, requiring that a high school senior
wishing to take vocational courses in a
vac-lech academy or community col-
lege, to have at least minimal passing
scores {tevel 3] on MEAP {ests.

s School hoards could exercise their
highly-touted “local control” by printing
lest scores on diplomas.

¢ Al graduation time, school boards
could award colored lassels on mortar-
hoards or colored stoles lo gradualcs
who passed MEAP (ests.

* Parents could and should refuse to
let kids “opt oul” of MEAP lests. They
need to make kids realize that the edu-
cational system can't [unction unless
there is accountability; that the schools
themselves can’t evaluate (heir own
ellectiveness without accountability;
that meeting and, hopefully, exceeding
state standards should be a source of
personal satisfaction.

Game time is over. MEAP high school
proficiency tests are here Lo stay, Take
them.

He attended Detroit
University Sehool and graduated from Har-
vard, where he lorged lriendships with John 7,
Kennedy, his classmate, and Sargent Shrjver,
his roommate, whe would go on to marry «
Kennedly sister and he the first director af the
Peace Corps.

Dow's career was in public relations and
fund-raising, His firm, TR Counselors, was
one of the best, Afler he retirec. he was chair-
man ol the board of directors of Blue
Cross/Blue Shield.

But his love was public service, a blazing
commitment that lasted his entire life.

When President Kennedy asked him to raise
maoney for the National Park Service, hie estab-
lished the National Park Foundation that
recently raised more than §1 million to refur-
bish Isle Roval National Park. He was a'kev
lund-raiser for the resteralion of Orchestra
tall and the bullding of the Center lor Cre-
ative Studies. He was executive assistant 1o U,
S. Sen. Blair Moady, a consultant (o Secretary
of the Interior Stewarl Udal! and an advisor 1o
Seeretary of Commerce Elliot Richardson, e
was a regent of the University of Michigas,

I remeimnher years ago going to his home in
Grosse Pointe — clegant, lasteful, disereel —
for a party 1o introduee Richardson, then con-
sidering a run for president, to the movers and
shakers of the Michigan Democratic Parly, It
seemed as though everybody whe was any-
body was there, drawn by Don's inlectious
enthusiasm and prodigious web of acquain-
tances.

Don was a member of a remarkable and
small group, mostly men, members of distin-
tuished families who fell to their bones the
obligation o use their talents in disinterested,
valuable public service. [t seems as though
thelr stature and slanding freed them from
the ego necds that cheapen the careers of so
many, liberating them to devote their tulents
Lo henefit their entire sovicty.

Nafional examples abound, beginning with
John Kennedy and Elliot Richardson, both
Don Thurber's friends.

Two Michlgan models come quickly (o wind.
G. Mennen Williams, six tmes elected gover-
nor and the founder of the modern Demoeral-
ic Party, was a blue blood, an helr to the Men-
nen toiletrles company fortune, William G
Milliken, the son of a distinpuished Traverse
City retailing family (Milliken's Stores), is still
revered to this day for his sane, thoughtful
moderation,

In a famous passage from “The History of
the Peloponnesian War,” Thucydides, the
ancient Gres< historian, velates Pericles’
Funcral Oration: "We are lovers ol beanty
without extravagance, and lovers of wisdom
without unmanliness. Wealth {0 us is nol
mere malerfal for vainglory but an opperluni-
ty for achievement.”

Don Thurber did not quote Pericles in the
fimeral service he designed in the few weeks
alter he came home from the hespital to dic.
But he would have recognized it as a {ouch-
stone of his own life and philosophy.

{ grieve Don's passing, nol just hecause |
was lucky cnough to be a [rlend, bul also
because his death diminishes yel again a
small group of vallant, productive citizens of
our slate.

Educate public about ‘hospice care’

I the wake of the defeat of (he
physician assisled suicide ballot
praposal [Proposal ), and more
recently, the shocking and sadden-
ing viceo of Jack Kevarkian inject-
ing lfe-ending chemicals into a
man suffering from Lou Gehrig's
disease, hospices ali across the
country face an important and
daunting challenge:  we  musl
redouble cur efforis 1o educale the
public about the "hospice alterna.-
tive,"

Until Kevorkian began making
headlines across Michigan, few
people  had ever given much
thought about the need to plan for
their own end of dife. Tragically, the
fdea of "end of Hle planning’
seemed o encapsulate only the
concept of relying on a physician lo
end miserably pain and sulfering,
The public debale over Proposal B
brought 1o the fore the “hospice
alternative” Lo end of life care - thal
is, the absolute promise of pain

~ and symplom control, a.death with

dignity and peace, and emotional

support for the entire family during
the terminat iltnene and on through

Lhe bereavemnent.

Pespile the public’s introduction
to the concept of palliative care. the
challenge remains for those of usin
hospice to more fuliy educale, fo
answer questions which are of
great concern for all people - sick
or not. What do we mean by “com-
fort care?" Is there ary value to the
terminal phase of one's life?

In the Thursday. Nov. 26 edition
of The Novi News, an arlicle on
Page 10A titled “Inpul sought on
cahle” included a statemenl, “You
will have an ecpportunily to ask
questions and provide your views
on curren! cable services and
potential fiuture services.”

[ am a resident of Novi whe pur-
chases cable service cach month. |
purchase video access o sports,
news, and family eniertainment
programs. 1 would like to purchase
through a cable service company
high speed Internet access and
local dial tone [telsphene service].
These are services presently avail-
able o residenits of other muniei-

palities  from cable service
providers,
I reviewed the eight “interest

groups” in {hat article: arts, culture
and heritage organizations; public
access users; city and county gov-
erament; educatien; community
service and non-profit organiza-
tions: youth and senior organiza-
tions; business and business orga-
nizalions; and diversity and reli-
gious organizatiens.

These interest groups appear io
be limited fo those services provid-
ed to users of the current cable ser-
vice company. The interest groups
don't seem to inciude any for pur-
chasers of cable services. These
interest groups don't include for
purchasers of cable service "... an
opportunity to ask questions and
provide your views on current cable
services and potenlial flure ser-
vices” unless you are a user of the
services pravided by the current
cable company whoe falls within
these narrowly defined interest
groups.

Accordingly, regarding the nego-
tiatlons for a new franchise agree-
ment with Time Warner, [ suggest
that the commission add twe addi-

tional interest groups:

* Current and Potenlial Pulure
Services - the purpose of this
group Is for the commission lo
learn {rom the purchasers of Lhe
Time Warner products what we
request with respect lo video, voice
and data services, This includes an
evaluation of the current services
that are provided by Time Warner
and an assessment of the services
lo be provided by Time Warner in
the future.

+ Alternative Cable Service
Providers - the purpose of this
group is learn from other cable
companies what can be provided
with respect to video, volee and
dala services.

! believe the commisslon would
have a representative response to
these two additional interesl
groups I these groups met hetween
7 and 9 p.m. on a weekday and
hetween 1 and 3 p.m. on a Satur-
day. Holding these meetings during
the weekday appears to exclude all
purchasers of cabie service who
work during the day.

I have friends that purchased
high speed Inlernet access through
Cox Communications in California.
They say it Is equivalent to the
laslest telephone Inlernel connec-
tiens (T-1; and cos!s $30 a menth.
It also includes their local dial
lonte.

Why can'l L living near “automa-
tion alley," expect the same from
my cahle company?

Course would
improve Novi life

I read the front page article, the
editorial, and the letler to the edi-
lor on the potential golf course in
lhe Nortlt Novi Park in last week’s
newspaper.

Does that mean we shouldn't have
buill them? No, we need that type
of facility. Therc's nothing to say
that every pask in the city must
offer recreational opportunities
anly to the young and physically fit
and active. There are a lot of people
who would get cutside and enjoy
the park as a golf course who
would otherwise stay inside or visit
the Senior Center. Maybe not 51
percent of the voters, but more
than enough o support the golf
course.

Lastly, our elected city officials
and appolnted commissioners
aren’! trying to anlagonize their
constituents, They'Te honestly ry-
ing to improve our quality of life,
for as many of the residents that
they can. Flease let them do their
Job.

" can gel any harn on the race
triack [ want beranse they kind of
cater tone.” sald Berry, wha's
chosen the same barn for about
20 years because It has the only
adjolning paddock area.

A new shower was recently built
and Is located next to Berry's barn
for the help with the wemen's
facility on one side and the men's
on the other,

Berry's unbeated barn is also
the adopted home for several cats,

. Certainly one of the most com-
‘mon reasens thal a palient sees
. physiclan §s because of a sore
throat. in fact, sore throat is the
fourth most common reason why
ssoleone goes to a doctor.

. In spite of Lthis commonness
‘though, sore throat and its
:treatment plan confuses many
patients. There ure many mis-
-conceplions about the condition
‘and proper (reatment.

From a physiclan’s viewpoint,
«iagnosing the cause of the sore
‘throal is most important. Many
patients think of any had sore
Ahroat as being a strep throal.
“This Is not lrue. A sirep throat
is a bacterial infection caused

by a particular type of hacterla
called sireptocercus. It is signil-
fcani because in some cases, a
strep infection may lead to
rheumaltic fever and damage the
heart. [n some cases, a sirep
infection can also lead to a fiery,
red rash which is known as
searlet fever,

Fortunately. streptococeal
infections are generally very
easy to {reat with simple anlibi-
otes, They can also he quickly
dlagnosed with an office visit
and simple Iab tests, It is impor-
tant {o note that the sooner the
diagnosis Is made, Lhe quicker
appropriate antibiotics can be
staried.

Sore throals can also be due
to a varlety of non-streplococeal
causes. These can include other
bacterla, as well as viruses. In
about one aut of three cases, the
exact cause of the sore throat is
not found. The lypes ol bacteria
can be many and varied and
include other Lypes of strep,
chlamydia, mycoplasma, the
now very rare diphtherla as well
as gonorrhea.

Viruses which can cause sore
throat include the flu virus, her-
pes, the virus which causes
mononucleesis as wel} as others.

An important fact that many
people do not know about virus-
es is that bacterial antiblotics

such as penicillin have no effect
on a virus. Antibiotics generally
enly play a role in Baclerial
infections. A few ant-viral medi-
cations exist but they are not as
common and are used only in
certain circumstances.

Other rare infcclious causes of

sore threat also need Lo be con-
sidered. They can include aljer-
gies, congestion, local irrilation
and tumors.
