After 51 years of giving lo children. Toys for Tots is 
going stronger than ever. 

The program, started in 1947 by Marines Major 
Bill Hendricks in California, collected 5,000 toys for 
needy children in lis first year. Itebecea Yarbrough, 
vice chairman of the board for southeastern Michi­
gan Toys for Tots and local coordinator, said lasl year 
50,000 toys were collected. 

So far, she said she has collected 2,000 toys from 
southern Oakland County and northern Wayne 
County. After she counts the toys gathered fronl a 
drive Tuesday, she expected that number would rise 
dranlatically. 

Plus, Yarbrough said the quality of the toys are 
extrenlely good with a lot of "high-end" and educa­
tional toys. 

YarbrcJugli said the Toys for Tots program Is a true 
charity that gives 100 percent of ils contributions to 
needy children in Ihe surrounding area. 

While Ihe charity does not usually accept money, 
some contributors do donate casll, Yarbrough said 
that all money donated is used lo buy toys, which are 
in turn given lo the children. 

T o y s f o r Tot.s p i -ogram is a t n i e c h a r ­

i t y t h a t g ives 100 p e r c e n t o f i t s c o n ­

t r i b u t i o n s to n e e d y c h i l d r e n . 

To find the needy children of an area, Yarbrough 
said Toys for Tots works closely with other local 
charities, such as Head Start and the Jaycees, 

Each toy that Is donated stays In the community 
until all of the children have received gifts. The 
remaining toys are then distributed to other eommu--
III ties. 

Yarbrough said this year, 1,200 toys have been 
requested for children in'the areas of southwestern 
Oakland and northern Wayne counties. 

It Is very common for the cllality to collect more 
toys than It needs for a community, especially In this 
area, she said. 

These are affluent comniuillties, she said. With 
cities like Farmington Hills, Novi and Plymouth in 
her area, Yarbrough said there are not as many 
needy children as communities such as Detroit and 
Inksler. 

With many schools and businesses wanting to help 
out and volunteer as drop off points, most of 
Yarbrough's toy di'op off points are in Novi,

They often get a lot of pLiblicity, 
but not eveiy legislative bill makes 
11 through both chambers. Here are 
some of the major losers of 1997-
98: 

ELECTRIC DEREGULATION -
Sen, Mat Dunaskiss, R-l-ake Orion, 
didn't introduce SB 1340 to dereg-
iilale electric litilities until mid-
Novenlber, and many lawmakers 
were unhappy that Gov, John 
Eilgler tried lo ram it through in 
just a few days. 

The Senate on Dec. 3 passed a 
token, watered-down measure that 
would have given statutoty status 
lo a Public Ser\'ice Commission 
order. The House let it die without 
a vote, 

SUPERMAJORlTY - Sen. Mike 
Bouchard, R-Birminghain, spon­
sored a constitutional aillendillent 
to require that all tax increases 
have a 60 percent majority. Instead 
of 50 percent plus one, to take 
effect. It never got a Senate or 
House vote, though Gov. Engler 
drew applause wlleil he llientioned 
It in his State of the State address 
in February, 

GAY BASHING - Senate Reinibli-
eails refused lo act on a House-
passed bill enhancing penalties for 
assaulling homosexuals and les­
bians. It would have added "sexual 
orientation" to the Ethnic Intimida­
tion Act, which currently covers 
race, color, religion, gender and 
national origin. 

The Senate voted 20-18 to delay 
action until Dec. 30 and then 
adjourned for the year. 

Voting no were all 16 Deniocrals 
and two Republicans, l.oren Ben­
nett of Canton and Bob Geake of 
Northville. 

Sen. Garj' Peters, D-Bloomfield 
Township, protested the Senate 
action, saying "hate crimes against 
gays and lesbians have iilereased 
12 percent." 

DRAIN CODE - After years of 
discussion, the House never voled 
on HB 4337, Ihe first revision of 
Ihe state Drain Code in 40 years. 

Michigan United Conser\'ation 
Clubs objected lhat the sixth and 
last version failed to niandale lhat 
drain commissioners consider 
watershed protection and alterna­
tives to engineered drains, MUCC 
also said the bill didn't allow 
laildowners to register opposilion 
or provide procedures to stop a 
petition. 

The Michigan Environmental 
Council objected lhat natural flood 
control should get greater empha­
sis. 

Michigan Taxpayers United's Bill 
McMaster said the bill would have 
given "unconstitutional lax-and-
spend authority to county drain 
commissioners to increase drain 
maintenance assessments by 100 
percent while diseilfranehising vot­
ers." 

BLIND HUNTERS - The Senate 
passed a bill allowing blind persons 
to hunt with crossbows wilh a laser 
sighting device when assisted by a 
person with eyesight. But it got to 
.the House too late in the year for 
action by the Conservation Conl-
mittee. 

The Senate vote was 21-16. 
Among opponents were Bob Geake, 
R-Northville, Alma Smith, D-
Salem, Mike Rogers, R-Brighton, 
and Mike Bouchard, R-Birming-
hara.

Four new Intilan gambling casi­
nos lllay be built In Michigan alter 
the House of Representatives 
grudgingly approved contracts 
negotiated by Gov. John Engler 

The late-night Dec. 10 vote was 
48-47, with 13 members ab.sei)t. 
The measure, a resolution, required 
Just a tnajorlty of those voting, ilot a 
55-vote majority of those elected 
and sen,dng. The Senate must also 
agree. 

"We can't anlend the eoilipaet. We 
concur or not," said Rep. Pat 
Gagliardi, D-Dnimmond, niajority 
lloor leader who sponsored the res­
olution. Casinos are planned for 
Batde Creek. New Buffalo, Manis­
tee and Mackinaw City. 

Engler and Gagliardi argued that 
If the Ixglslature falls to approve 
the compacts, with state regula­
tions, tile tribes could win ;\ federal 
court suit, and the state would lose 
all control. 

Opponents argued that host coiii-
mulllties should have a voice in reg­
ulating casinos. A New Buffalo area 
lawmaker asked for an amendment 
glWng the host township and con­
tiguous townsiiips the right to vote 
on whether to allow a casino, 
Gagliardi blocked the vote with a 
"clear the board" call as green (yesl 
lights went up. 

"Enough is enough! We will have 
more casinos than universities," 
said opponent Harold Voorhees, R-
Wyoining. Michigan has 15 stale 
universities; when three Delroil 

casinos and the four new lildian 
casinos are added, Michigan will 
have 21 casinos, 

I'jiglcr sought to persuade Oak­
land lawmakers tllat the conlpacl 
would acttiiilly protect them fronl a 
casino's being located In Hazel 
F'ark. 'Hie governor spcilt literally 
hoiiis (-ajoliiig Rep. Andrew 
Raczkenvski. R-Farmington Hills, 
scheduled lo gel Gagliardi's job as 
ma|ority lloor leader next yetir.

9. How do the cities, villages 
and townships flgure they have 
that right? 

A. They held a ni'ws conference 
In l-anslnft last week and pointed to 
Art. VII (local ;rovernnienl) sec. 29

says: Xo eoinpaily operating a puh-
llc utility has the right to use roads 
and alley rights of way for wires or 
"to transact local business therein 
without first obtaining a franchise 
from the township, city or village." 

Q, What's a frajjchlse? 
A. It's the privilege of doing busi­

ness lhat a government gives to a 
company. Other examples are 
operating a ferry or railroad, 

9. Can a government grant 
more thajl one company a fran-
chlse? 

A. Yes. The length Is limited lo 30 
years under the constitution. 

9. Presumably the government 

will ask for fees? 
A. Yes, but the locals prefer to 

call It "an application fee,.. a one­
time charge to cover the legal costs 
of the municipality Incurred as a 
result of entering Into a contract 
with a public utility," according lo 
the MML and MTA haildout. 

Said MTA's Pat McAvoy: "We've 
heard local governnlents are poten­
tial obstruettonlsts. It's not our 
Intent." 

g. Will I as a homeowner Lave 
the right to plck and choose 
between electric generators? 

A. Il doesn'l look that way. Cus­
tomers would work through an 
"aggregator" to Join Ihelr electric 
loads In order to have a load big 
enough (at least one iiiegawatt) to 

negotiate a better rate. It would 
take 500 households to re(iulre one 
megawatt. 

An aggregator must obtain a 
frailchisc froln each local utlit In 
order to transact business, accord­
ing lo the state Public Seî 'ice 
Commission. Aggregators look on 
local franchises as a barrier to 
conlpetltton, according to MML and 
MTA. 

An aggregator could deal uith a 
class of customers — say, all the 
downtowrl letailcrs, or the govcril-
inent itself, especially cities lhat 
operate a sewage treatinenl planl. 

g. Where is the Michigan Leg-
Islature in all of this? 

A. It's hard to say. There has 
been no public debate in the lame-
duck session. 

En\'lronil)ental groups say Rep. 
Barbara fJobb, R-Union L,ake, and 
Sen, Mat Dunaskiss, R-l.ake Oi1on, 
arc crafting legislation "behind 
closed doors" with Gov. John 
Engler and "make no iliention of 
environmental or residential cus­
tomer protection." 

9. Why are environmental 
groups sounding off? 

A. Michigan United Conservation 
Clubs and friends say, "Competi­
tion In electiicily iilarkels will cre­
ate additional markets for old, dirty 
coal plants, which are the largest 
single source of harmful air pollu­
tion In the colmtiy aild i-espoilslble 
for about 40 perccilt of Iluillan-
caused mercury einlssloils In 
Michigan." 

Former Seil. l.ana Pollack. D-
Ann Arbor, now president of Ihe 
Michigan Environmental Couilcil, 
said, "Wc could vault lo the lop of 
the stales tr>'lng to pi-olcct the 
environment by reducing coal 
burning, or tumble to the boltoin 
and become a dtrty-coal state." 

Environmentalists warn against 
the Legislature's taking hasty 
action In two or three days of a 
lame-duck session. 

9. Where's the Michigan 
Chamber of Commerce In ell of 
this? 

A. The chamber on Nov. 16 
released Its own study that concen­
trated entirely on prices — with no 
mention of the environment or 
dirty coal. 

The chaillber's view Is that elec­
tric energy is a major cost of doing 

business — S3.8 billion per year 
versus Just $2 billion for llle single 
Inisiiicss tax. The chamber long 
has said Michigan's high electricity 
costs are an impcdlinent to attract­
ing business. Michigan rates are 
15 percent higher than states like 
Alabama, Ohio, Indiana, Kentucky, 
the Carollnas and Wisconsin. 

T'he chamber hianles one utility 
— which It doesn'l name -- for 
administrative costs that "are dou­
ble the industry average." 

A major issue still Is "stranded 
costs" — that is, the investments 
utilities have made In plants that it 
couldn't recover if customers 
switch to another generating com­
pany. Utilities want to recover 
those costs at customer expense. 

Edison, for example, said resi­
dential customers could pay 8 per­
cent less in a competitive environ­
ment, but it wants lo collect 13 
percent illore to recover stranded 
costs. In olher ivords, you'd pay 
more to switch than yon would 
save. 

9. What happens next? 
A. Your guess. A lol of the dis­

cussion will go on in back rooms.

One Christmas, the Parhat's 
seven children chiijped in and

The Farhat's mentioned to own­
ers Don and Susan Mroz lhal they 
were interested in bidding if the 
now private home ever went up for 
sale. 

II happened sooner than they 
thought. 

Four months later, the Farhat's 
took over the hoii.se and reopened 
It as a bed and breakfast last fall. 

Since then, they've made it a 
home not only for themselves, but 
for hundreds of guests who visit 
each year. 

"It's an education," Dave said. 
"Both Sherry and I are really out­
going people. It's been very reward­
ing." 

Visitors to the 4,600-square-foot 
home are greeted to an antique fur­
nished parlor adorned with a flow­
ery Rococo mural of women loung­
ing in Victorian garb. • 

To the right is a library, decorat­
ed in rich woods and easy chairs. 

To the leh, an obscured kitchen 
and a bright sun porch wilh green 
stained wood Iloors and llower-
upholstered wicker hirniture. 

On two levels, a total of 6 bed­
rooms accommodate guests in 
decor that's loosely based around a 
Victorian theme. 

"We want to create a comfortable, 
livable environment, not something 
so defined and rigid lhal you're 
afraid lo sit in a cliair," said Dave, 
who still maintaln.s four separate 
packaging businesses. 

"I think that's what makes this 
place homey," his wife added. "It 
appeals to every taste." 

While soille bedrooms ha\'e walk­
out balconies or fireplaces, the 20-
by-18 foot master suite features 
the i-onlance of a gournlct break-
last in bed. 

A sample menu, ser\'ed in Ihe 
dining room to >ill the guests, may 
Include a fluffy vegetable omelcl, 
sausage cakes, home fried potatoes 
wilh fresh salsa, spiced baked 
apples, steaming coffee and orange 
juice. 

Sherry is a longtime cook who 
once owned a southern-style 
restaurant in Atlanta called Shad­
ow's. 

Between Ihc food and the lu.xuri-
ous decor, the Atchison house radi­
ates comfort and hospitality draw­
ing a wide range of clients. 

Some come from around the coi­
ner, looking for an overnight get­
away in the grand home on W. 
Dunlap St. 

Since it's listed on the Internet 
and in B&B directories, others 
travel much farther, like the Bel­
gians who stay there once a month 
after business meetings. 

A journal in the master suite 
records the reasons people find 
their way to the inn. 

Many couples write in it about 
celebrating wedding nights or 
anniversaries. 

Others received overnight stays 
as gifts from siblings or friends. 

The Atchison House has accom-
modaled everything from overnight 
niolher and daughter lea ])arlles to 
e.xi'culivc conlerenies lhal use Ihc 
ciilirc home lor weeks, 

•The hm pari of a B&li is all the 
guests and the cnnveisalioils lhat 
coiiie up," Sheny said. 

Vet while some relish meeling 
other guests in the silting rooms, 
others prefer lo keep lo themselves. 

Sherry said the BSfi has become 
a haven, for example, for stressed 
out women who use it as a refuge, 
borrowing the I'arhat's sports 
c(|iilpinenl or visiting the g\'m by 
day, and by night, retreating to 
read In peace and quiet. 

Whatever Ihelr moth'cs. guests 
who visit the Atchison house dur­
ing the holidays will Ond it even 
ninie charming.

The ordinailcc selves as proleclioil lo 
iTSidents.

The issue of secui-ily in local stoi'es 
has become an isslie of late. The nl i in-
bcr of instances in which area i-elailers 
have caught shoplifters as a I'esuit of 
siiiveillance, up lo and includiilg mon­
itoring activity in dressing rooms, has 
bi'ougill the issue to public allenlion. 

For law-abiding shoppers, the issue 
is troubling. Polled informally I'ecenlly, 
silftppei's seemed offended by prospects 
Ihey might be watched by security per­
sonnel while Ihey wel-e i l l di-essing 
rooms. 

And there is a legal question. Accoi'd-
ing to the prosecutor's office, the law 
requires that monitor ing of private 
ai-eas, like dressing rooms, be done in a 
way that patrons are aware of i l . Either 
llie ilieans of monitoring must be obvi­
ous or a sign must be posted lo warn 
customei-s. 

Sti l l , those shoppers bristled at the 
idea of being watched. 

B u l shoppers need lo realize that 
store security personnel are not the bad 
guys. They are iilerely trying to do their 
jobs, lo protect their slores from ram­
pant shoplift ing. The bad guys are 
those shoplifters, sometimes profes­
sionals, who target local stores. 

Secuii ty spokesmen also said Iheir 
efforts are aiilled at protecting those 
law-abiding shoppers as well . And 
that's true in two ways. First, a shopper 
could indeed be vicil imized in a dress-
itig room. Secondly, siloppers have to 

"realize that the costs of shoplift ing gel 

passed along to tilein. The store is stil l 
going lo nlake a profit. If i l loses enough 
to thieves, it's goiiig lo have lo increase 
prices to i-ecover the value. 

Ull inlalcly, shoppers can and should 
vole with their feel. If they ever feel 
uncoil i foi ' tablc in a sloi-e, either 
becalise of nloil i lori i ig by sccuriiy or for 
some other reason, they have the 
option of shopping elsewhei-e. 

One shopper sufjgested a bright alter­
native. Buy the clothes and try theil i on 
at home. If you discover they don't fit, 
bring thenl back. Tllat avoids the need 
for shoppei-s to go inlo the dressing 
roonls in the first place. Slil l that nlight 
not work for evelyone. especially those 
who would have trouble getting back lo 
the slol-c to i-elurn iteins. 

Rctailei-s also need lo i-ealize thai 
monitoring is bolhei-soille lo shoppers, 
even the law-abiding ones. No oiie likes 
to be watched. No one likes to be 
obseived in a dressing rooili. 

Tllere may be laws regulatilig securi­
ty and what an(l how Ihey can keep an 
eye on those dressiiig rooms. Violations 
might cost Ihe coilipany a fine or a law­
suit. 

B u l the î eal impact would be a loss of 
customers who feel uncomfortable with 
the scrutiny. 

And that ultiiilately is how the issue 
wil l be decided, comparillg the cost of 
losses due to shoplifting against the 
cost of poorer l-elalions wi lh customers.

I will never shop at any 
slore that has so lillle respect (if 
any) for family values. 1 guess if 
freedom of speech can allow that 
type of advertising, it also allows 
me lo voice my opinion. You might 
consider this while you're Christ­
mas shopping.

At any suburban 
social gathering, 
when the talk turns to 
prisons, you'll usually 
hear, "Lock 'em up 
and throw away the 
key. Prisoners got no 
rights." 
A legislator pandering 
lo an audience often 
will advocate "lough 
new laws" because 
"prisons are turning 
into country clubs." 
You'd think they went 
to charter schools, for 

Ihey refuse lo learn from history. 
Michigan's prisons, in the 1980s and part of 

the '90s. were run under court orders fronl U.S. 
District Judge Richard Enslen because the slate 
was ignoring the inmates' rights. Enslen is a 
doclriilaire Kennedy liberal, a former Peace 
Corps adnlinistrator who didn't give a thought 
to what a solution cost. If in his Solonlonic wis­
dom he thought it was needed, then by the pow­
ers he would order it, and the state would pay. 
It cost taxpayers billions. 

It was an expensive lesson. Too bad we still 
haven't learlled it. 

Tracy Neal was lead plaintiff in a 1996 women 
inmates' class action suit against the Michigan 
Department of Corrections, MDOC director Ken 
McGinnls, wardens and officers at "facilities" in 
Plymouth and Coldwater. The inmates charged 

male officers had sexually harassed them, 
watched them perform basic hygiene and body 
functions, patted them down in their private 
parls, relalialed when the women complained, 
and requested sexual favors in return for good-
time credits and educaUonal opportunities. 

That's no way to treat a female, even if she 
may not be a lady. 

When 1 wl-Qte aboul this case last summer, I 
reported the Court of Appeals ruled they had a 
constiluUonal claim bul no claim under the 
Civil Rights Act, 

That changed Nov. 24 when the same panel 
reversed itself Actually, Oakland's own Hilda 
Gage switched her vote and came down wi(h 
Judge Barbara MacKenzie on the side that it is 
indeed a Civil Rights Act case. 

The narrow legal question was whether a 
prison is a "public service" subject to civil rights 
laws. I.ast summer the Court of Appeals said no. 
This time it said yes, 2-1. 

A Washtenaw circuit judge issued an injunc­
tion against further misbehavior by male prison 
guards, but awarded no money, MDOC, McGin-
nis, the wardens and officers Portmail and 
Robey appealed. The same court panel got the 
case in fall. 

'The constiluUonal equal protection guaran­
tee applies to prisoners," said MacKenzie and 
Gage. Inmates may be denied the right to vote, 
bul "a prisoner of the state does not lose all his 
ci\il rights during and because of his incarcera-
Uon ... (T)he due process and equal protection 
clauses follow him through the prison doors." 

And: "Nowhere does the language of the Civil 
Rights Act purport lo preclude its application 
because of a person's status as a prisoner or 
inmate." 

Gender note: The majority opinion was signed 
by two women Judges, MacKenzie and Gage; the 
dissent by a male judge, Peter D. O'Connell. No 
wonder so illany wonlen voters are ganging up 
to elect women judges. 

It will be interesting to see if MDOC seeks lo 
appeal to the stale Supreme Court. It will be 
even more interesting to see if our new female 
aUorney general, Jennifer Grailholm, appeals 
for her clients or follows her campaign slogan 
and tells McGinnls' bully boys to forget it. 

There is some advice for Granholm in Holy 
Writ. 

At tile Last Supper (Matthew 25), Jesus told 
us the King of Heaven would separate the sheep 
(good) from the goats (bad) and say to the sheep: 
"Come, 0 blessed of my Father, inherit the king-
donl... for I was hungry and you gave me food, 
] was thirsty and you gave me drink, I was a 
stranger and you welcomed me. I was naked 
and you clothed me, I was sick and you risked 
me, 1 was in prison and you came to me." 

I have a hunch certain legislators and officials 
in Engler's Department of Corrections will wind 
up with the goats.

Talking on the lelephotie, hanî inf* oul with 
tiicnds. and f;roup and couple daliiif; all repie-
seiil areas ol polenlial di.saiireeiiieni belwecn 
parents and Icciis. 

Undcrslaiidiiiii the imporlance ol these aclivl­
tics in the lllc and developiiieni of your leenaScr 
e,iii h(dp pill them inlo projier pcr.speclive and 
enahic Ihe parcnl and leenafjerlo iief,>o!iale deci­
sions lhal Ihe.wholc I'aiiilly eml live wilh. 

Teeiiaî cis lliciiiselves also can benclil from an 
onooiilH rclalioiiship wilh a nledical professional. 
Some (|neslions are uileoniforlable lo ask of a 
parcnl. and friends often oiler laisc iiifonnation. 
Il,i\-in!;a Iriislcd outsider wilh aceiirale iril'oniia-
lion c'lii ,-illow each leenajjcr the abilily lo have 
open conversation on .sensitive issues. 

After answerini< any (|ucstii)ns, 1 and many 
other i)liysiciaiis will encourage each palieilt to 
repeal Ihe conversation al home, to gvl their par­

ents' v.iliies ,iiid opinions. IVlaiiy limes a \isil lo 
Ihe /ihysician can .spark iiicanintihil conversa-
lioiis about plans for Iheir liiliirc, scxiialily and 
individiKility. 

However, ihese conversations rarely develop 
oul of an appoinliiient made when the tceiiafier 
is ill. Al lhal lime, Ihe only relei'aiil inl'oniiiilioii 
the palieni wants lo hear, is when Iliey will feel 
better Often ill visits are scheiluled for short 
time Iraincs, and the ineaiiinf;hil conversations 
are nol f<iven enoufih time if they do occur. 

The best way to help your teenaĵ er is to sched­
ule .1 coiiiplele (Warn al a lime when Ihey are 
healthy. Lei Ihe olTiee know yon would like a 
longer ajlpoinlmeilt: I often f<iven each teellaî e 
routine e,\ain 30 minutes or illore. 

There are iil.so many unique medical issues for 
lei-nafters, includiiiji the need forsporl physicals 
and Irealnient of sporls injuries, acne, pnberlal 
chaiiijes and iiienslriial di.sorders, A pcdiatririan 
can ilrovlde many of these seiVices, and in Ihe 
.selling of a long-term relalionship can often do 
.so without undue embaiTassmcnl or diseomforl 
on llie part of the tceilagcf. Any full physical 
e.xaiii, and by law all sporls physicals, liced lo 
include a genital e.vam for males and females. 
When a j)alienl is already familiar with the doc­
tor, this is nol generally upsetting and often pro­
vides the oijportunify for asking ciuestions that 
would othenvise have remained silent. 

By having a full physical yearly, tlic doctor can 
assure eatii teenager of the continued pi'ogress 
through puberly and the wide variety of tinling 
tllat can be normal. 

Other medical issues remain from the child­
hood years, but can represent new problems as 
the teenager assumes more responsibility for 

llieir own care. This can include probleiiis such 
as asthma, diabetes, juvenile artlirllis and oth­
ers. Other coildilioiis change in the way l luy 
pre.seiit, such as Altention Uelicll DLsorder (ADDI 
and other behavioral and menial lieallli disor­
ders. An ongoing relalionship wilh a doctor can 
detect changes and counsel Ihe teenager before 
problems arise. 

Another major part of the routine, complete 
e.xaiil is monitoring Ibr health risk behaviors and 
provkling essential counseling on the avoklaiice 
of such risks, Wilh alcohol ii,sc, smoking nnd 
se,\iial actlvily ,so prevalent among teenagers, a 
yearly visit lo the physician is vciy inl|)ortant. 
Fortunately, teenagers rarely lie to llieir iledialri-
cian about their behavior, so that often the doe-
tor Is the first adult to know of'any risk behav­
iors. One of Ihc most iiiiportani parts of Ihe 
e.xam is asking the appropriale (luestions and 
then calmly responding to any risks in a manner' 
that hopefully allows Ihc patient lo sec the seri­
ousness of llleir own behavior. Any doctor can 
perform tile physical, but this pari of the e,\am 
requires someone with a true interest in Ihe li\'es 
and probleliis of teenagers. 

Ask your pediatrician if he or she likes lo sec 
teenagers, and if not ask for a referral lo some­
one who truly does like to care for adolescents, 

Ifyour adolescent has not seen a doctor lately, 
make an appointment loday, for Iheir continued 
good health,
