Nichols, sheriff and Novi resident, dies

QOakland County Sheriff and
Novi resident, John Nichols, died
early Friday morning after a two-
week hospitalization.

‘Nichols was 80 years old when
he died.

Nichals became sheriff in 1984,
bul started his career in law
enforcement in 1942 when he was
24 and joined lhe Detroit Police
Department.

He took & brief brezk from law
enforcement o serve in the Army
where he eemmanded an {nfantry
company in Europe.

After the war, Nichols worked
his way to the top of the force and
was named police commissioner
in 1970,

In 1977 Nichels was named
police chief in Farmington Hills, a
position which he held until his
election as sherilf.

Novi Police Chiel Doug Shaeffer
said he worked with Nichols since
Shaeffer came {o the Novi police
department  seven-and-a-half
years ago.

“He certainly saw it all through
the early days of law enforcement
up unlil the current technigues,”
Shaeffer said. "He certainly con-

iributed to his society.”

He addec. Nichols had a real
commiliment to the communily
and cared about his job,

“He was really something spe-
cial to law enforcement. 1L will e a
great loss,” Shaeffer said,

Oakland  County  Sherifl's
Department Captain  Douglas
Eader said Nichols was the driving
force behind Lhe effort Lo turn the
Qakland Countly Sheriffs office
into the best in Michigan.

By crealing many programs
designed to lower the depart-
ment's return prisoner rate, Eader
said Nichols, "always seemed to be

a slep ahrad of everyone else.”

Eader also described Nichols as
a hard man who was a strict dis-
ciplinarfan. but was also extreme-
ly compassionale and “one of the
mosl henest people” he has ever
met.

Oakland County Proseculor
David Goreyea released a state-
ment saving, “Sherill Nichols' life-
long dedication to law enlorce-
ment i3 an inspiration te all (he
men and women who serve in {lis
profession.”

Michiganians, like most Americans,
were foreed 1o wallow in the news of
President Clinton's sex scandal for the
helter part of a vear. Il became a Lopic
of erude guifaws as jokes cireulaled on
fax machines, Internet and the water
cooler.

And yet 62 percent of voters think
Clinlon should be allowed to finish oul
the last 256 months of his term. The
vasl majority seem o think he has
done nothing (o call for the drastic
measure of removing him from office in
mid-lerm,

[nstead, a clearly partisan U.S.
House of Representatives voled two
articles of impeachment against im on
Dec. [9and sent them to the Senate for
trial. Republicans voled 98 percent for
nmpeachnien(; Democrats, 98 percent
against, Our Qakland represenlatives
stuck with their parties - Republican
Joe Knollenberg for, Democrats Dale
Kildee and Sander Levin against.

Who was representing the heavy
majority of plain people oulside the
Beltway who think Clinten's mishehav-
ior fails to rise to the level of forcing oul
ol office a man who won election (wice?

Only one other president was cver
impeached, and the Senate failed {o
convicl him, so Andrew Johnson served
oul his lerm. The judgment of history is
with Johnson. As president, he had

every right to remaove Seeretary of War
Edwin Stanton  without Congress'
approval and to vele Congress’ harsh
reconstruetion measures.

In comparison, the charges againsi
Clinton - perjury in a sexual harass-
ment suil the judge dismissed, and
ohstructing juslice in the same eivil
suil - pale.

The House slarted impeachment pro-
ceedings against President Nixon in a
seandal involving dirly eampaign fricks
and money. Congress talled aboul
impeaching Presiclent Truman when he
sefzed the steel mills. Those issues at
least had some impaet on (he lives of
the American people. Clinlon's skirt-
chasing, thewgh disfasteful, does not
impaet the lives of the American peo-
ple. and the people said so Lo the poll-
sters wh asked,

Clinton’s trial will take days, weelss or
even months, Who, then, is cenfirming
the tederal district and appeliale judges
to fll dozens of vacaneies? Wha is
walching 1he future funding of Social
Security? Who is walching he impact
ol international bank mergers and the
mergers of (clecommunications giants?
Who is guarding against the erosion of
our national parks?

Those are issues that alfect the lives
of ordinary Americans. Congress
should have listened lo them.

It was a proud day in Farming-
ton's history when one of ils
nalive sons hecame the highest
ranking official in the siade of
Michigar,

Fred Malthy Warner, who was
raised by foster parents In Farm-
ington, served as Michigan's 26th
governor {rom 1903 to 1911,
Belore atlaining this exalted posi-
tion, however, Lic started owt with
a slightly more modesl back-

Barbara gromnd.
» The future governor was born in
LOUIe Notlingham, England in 1865 to

Joseph and Eliza Malthy. The
amily emigrated to America when
the haby was jusl three ionths ol The trip must lave
been a trying one. for only a few months after arriving in
this country, Eliza died, leaving her infant son in the care
of her husband. The child was subsequently adopted hy
Pascal and Rheda Warner of Farmington, Michigan and
Given their name.

Growing up in rural Farmington, young Fred Warner
allended the local schools and gained his first business
experience by working in his father's general slore. He
altended the Michigan Agricultural College (later to become
Michigan State Universily). and took over the general store
business on his father’s retirement.

Not satisficd with a single enterprise, Warner soon
branched out. cstablishing a dairy and cheese factory. This
company made his name almost as well-known as did his
later political career.

The Warner Cheese Faclory was an early chain comipany,
with [2 faclories Iocated throughout the state, from Novi to
Clinton Township.

Warner's enlry to the world of politics began locally. He
marricd Martha Davis, also of Farniinglon, in 1888, and
lwo vears later began what was (o hecome a nine-year slint
on the Farmington Cily Council.

During the next few years Warner gained popularity and
was elected 1o the Michigan State Senate in 1894, By ihe
turn of the century. he was elecled as Serrelary of State,
serving in this position lor four vears.

Active in the Republican party, Warner was nominaled
by his conslituents to run for governor in 1904, He won he
clection with an overwhelming victory of over 60,000 voles
and went on to serve a tofal of three terms,

While in office, he was generally praised for his progres-
sive outlook and was instrumental in a number of stale
reforms. These included uniform laxation of such corpora-
tions as the railroad and telephone and telegraph compa-
ries, the “food roads movement.” and regulation of child
labor laws,

Despite these well intended reforms, critics of the gover-
nor ciled “corruption and laxity in his administration.”
According to The Encyclopedia of Michigan, when Warner
lefl office in 1911, the slate was nearly $1 miilion in debi.

After retiring Irom politics, Warner retumed to his dairy
farm Husiness, which continued to hoom during his days
in Lansing thanks to the diligent operation carried on by
his sons.

Fred M. Warner accomplished a preat deal in what was,
by today’s slandards, a relatively short life. He died on a
trip to Florida in 1923, at the age of 58. He had many
friends and, as any politician, several eritics, but Farming-
ton remains proud of one of their local boys who made
good.

Township residenis who pay spe-
cial assessmen(s will get a break
under bill sponsored by Sen. Bill
Bullard dJr., R-Milford. I requires
that such bills be based on the
“taxable value” of property. which
tends 1o be lower thun the “state
equalized value.”

Townships and villages use spe-
cial assessments Lo pay for specilic
purposes such as waler. Sewers,
lighting and street paving. Under
the 1994 Proposal A package.
increases in properly valualions
were limited to 5 percent or the
rate of consumer price inflation.
Thus, “{axable value” is capped.
but {he old "stale equalized value”
is nol.

But Attorney General Frank Kel-
ley ruled that the law applicd only
te taxes, net special assessmicnls.
Bullard's Senate Bitl 428 applies
taxable value (o asscssments, too.

The Senate passed it 37-0 on
May 28, bul the House waited until
Dec. 11 to pass it on an 89-1 vole,

BILLBOARD BAN

Tobaceo ads would be banned
from roadside hillboards beginning
Jan. 1 of 2000, under House Bill
4343, The Senale approved it 28-9
afler a sharp debate.

The persan who was intlerfered
with would he ineligible for the
reward. Money would come ftom
the Wildlife Resource Prolection
Fund, Currently, only poaching is
subject to reward money.
