F r a n k B r e n ­
nan. a resident of the area sa id 
about the poss ibi l i ty the project 
wi l l decrease the value of homes i n 
the area. 

Ci ty consul tan ts agreed that the 
site cou ld best be used to meet res­
idential needs. 

C i ty Engineer Schr ie r ' s sa id i n a 
letter to the p l a n n i n g c o m m i s s i o n . 
"It is ou r op in ion that further con­
siderat ion shou ld be given by the 
appl icant to explore a res ident ia l 
use for this property that w o u l d 
e l iminate the lla7.ards present With 
deficient sight dis tance." 

Sch r i e r s a id the site has poten­
t ia l to be divided u p into p lo ts for 
two resideIi t ia l homes. 

However, i n the end . p l a n n i n g 
commis s ione r s rejected the idea 
based p r i m a r i l y on the safety con­
cerns .

Ci ty Manage r E d Kr iewal l a n d 
iVIayor Kath leen M c L a l l e n agreed 
that the communi ty must keep 
moving ahead as p lanned, w h i c h 
inc ludes a Feb. 1 sale of S3 .5 m i l ­
l ion i n bonds to rebui ld the police 
headquarters . 

"Obviously, the cit j ' i s going to do 
some ser ious looking at i ts f inan­
cia l pos i t ion a n d risk management . 
We fully expect to cont inue With 
bus iness as usua l . " M c L a l l e n s a id . 

Novi 's bond rating determines 
the level in teres t the c i t y c a n 
e.\pect to pay o n the sale of bonds 
for projects s u c h as road upgrades 
and b u i l d i n g golf courses.

"We're go ing to a l l ow some 
changes i n the development and 
the parcels w i l l be larger, too." 

D a t a o n wha t S i n g h and F r a m 
p a i d S a n d s t o n e .Associates , the 
previous owners , for the l a n d is not 
yet avai lable . Nov i , C i t y Assessor 
G l e n n L e m m o i i s a id . 

The l and sale Went th rough after 
the tr ial was conc luded , but before 
the judge rendered h i s verdict .

In rtiling against t i le Ci ty of Nov i 
in the lawsuit brought by S a n d ­
stone .Associates. O a k l a n d C o u n t y 
Circui t Court J u d g e Bar ry H o w a r d 
wrote a scathing commenta ly on 
Novi City Manager E d Kr iewal l a n d 
Novi Director of Pub l i c Services 
Anthony Novvicki, saying that the 
city officials deliberately obstructed 
the development of The Vis tas . 

The judge found that Novvicki 
and Kriewall "repeatedly failed to 
abide by orders of this court" a n d 
"consistently failed to recall their 
involvement in key decis ions con­
cerning Plaintiffs development." 

"It is evident to this court that 
these two executive officials creat­
ed a policy a n d pat tern of delay 
and obstruction of p la in t i f fs devel­
opment. They intended to delay the 
project and (ieliberately ignored the 
property rights o f p la in t i f f . " 
Howard wrote. 

Kriewal l sa id he was shocked by 
the verbiage of the J a n . 21 j u d g ­
ment. 

"He didn't even cite that we per­
sonal ly d id a n y t h i n g wrong . We 
approved a project. We're i n a con­
tract wi th that P U D (planned un i t 
development). We cooperated fully." 
Kr iewal l sa id . 

"I th ink he j u s t d idn ' t k n o w 
where else to point . We d i d no th ing 
wrong." 

M a y o r Pro T e m H u g h Crawford 
a n d C o u n c i l M e m b e r B o b S c h m i d 
defended the act ions of the two ci ty 
adminis t ra tors . 

"1 feel our staff has done every­
th ing they were supposed to do. 
They don't sit a r o u n d a n d say how 
they louse up the developer." C r a w ­
ford sa id . 

"I don't th ink anyone on counc i l 
b lames the staff for that Judg­
ment." 

S c h m i d sa id tha t the Judge 
seemed to be angry at the city from 
tlie onset of the t r ia l . 

"Right at the beginning he made 
it clear that he was not happy wi th 
the C i ty of Novi . H e blamed some of 
ou r officials for be ing prepared lo 
delay the project. T h i s was not the 

case." S c h m i d sa id . 
B u t S c h m i d sa id c i ty staffers 

weren't t ry ing to impede t l ie neo-
t radi t ional development bu t were 
rather "very excited" by the concept 
a n d h a d no reason want it to fai l . 

"There w a s a lot of e n t h u s i a s m . 
The archi tec t at the t ime made a 
good case for it ." he added. 

N o W i c k i a n d K r i e w a l l were 
n a m e d as par t ies to the l awsu i t , as 
was Nov i F inance Di rec tor Les G i b ­
son. H o w a r d found that none of the 
city staff were i nd iv idua l ly l iable . 

H o w a r d penned i n h i s op in ion 
that K r i e w a l l a n d Novvicki were 
protected f rom l iab i l i ty i n the law­
su i t because most o f tl ie ac t ions he 
found interfered w i t h Sandstone 's 
developnlent rights were done by 
s u b o r d i n a t e s a n d K r i e w a l l a n d 
Novvicki were p ro tec t ed due lo 
"se l f -descr ibed l a c k o f act ive 
involvement." 

The judge ru led that; 
"It is the op in ion of t h i s court 

that the C i t y of Novi repeatedly 
used its government powers and 
o rd inances to impede p l a i n t i f f s 
right to develop its l a n d . Defen­
dants Kr iewa l l a n d Novvicki were at 
a l l t imes a l lowed to m a k e a d hoc 
decis ions about the fact of p l a i n ­
t iffs development w i thou t refer­
ence to the larger h a r m they were 
c a u s i n g . S igni f icant overs ight of 
these ind iv idua l s Was absent a n d 
resul ted i n the exercise o f govern­
ment power wi thout regard to the 
law." 

S c h m i d . who read the 33-page 
document , doesn' t agree w i t h the 
judge 's in terpreta t ion of the testi­
mony . 

"The c o u n c i l does w a t c h a d m i n ­
is t ra t ion. A lot o f t ime, i f they are 
not c r i t i c a l , they m a k e sugges­
t ions." he sa id . 

In h i s op in ion . H o w a r d con t in ­
ued: "If the tes t imony o f Kr iewa l l 
a n d Novvicki were to be believed, 
nei ther official had any in t imate 
knowledge of the da i ly operat ions 
of their depar tments a n d nei ther 
believed that they shou ld shou lde r 
any respons ib i l i ty for the dec is ions 
made by those persons to w h o m 
significant t a sks are relegated."

C h i e f J u s t i c e J o h n .Marshall, w h o 
said i n 1803 that "legislators, hav­
ing taken the same oath as we 
take, sure ly are as committed to 
fidelity to the cons'utution as we 
(judges] are." 

T a y l o r s a id the act ca re fu l ly 
de l inea ted , the dut ies of the chief 
Judge a n d the coun ly : "(T)he 
employer (county] retains author i ty 
mih respect to l is ted fiscally relat­
ed subject mat ters , and the chief 
Judge re ta ins au thor i ty over a l l 
other personnel matters." 

B u t Mal le t t a n d the majority 
found the grant of power to the 
county so broad that there i s "no 
set of c i rcumstances" under w h i c h 
the act "does not violate the sepa­
rat ion of powers doctr ine."

Forget the $10,420 they lost. 
Dawn and Mark Bostwick are lucky 
they were not seriously injured, 
according to one Northville city offi­
cial. 

Rick Starling. Northville building 
inspector, said had the spa the 
Bostwlcks bought from (̂ Id Coast 
Spas Inc. last October worked in 
their home, there could have been 
trouble. 

A report to Starling from the city 
electrical inspector on the spa and 
basement wiring done by Gold 
Coast indicates among otlter things: 
\vrong wires: dangerously placed 
wires: missing fittings and missing 
ground wires. 

This isn't Just an issue of pulling 
the proper permits," Starling said. 
This is an issue of life safety." 

Gold Coast received four civil 
infracdons and one misdemeanor 
from the city of Northville for the 
electrical job Starling called "abso­
lutely scary." 

Steve Newton, owner of Gold 
Coast, said no one was ever in Jeop­
ardy of being harmed. 

"How could anything happen With 
a tub that wasn't finished being 
wired?" he said. 

The citations are one in a line of 
problems between Gold Coast Spas 
Inc.. 126 Main St.. and the Bost­
wlcks. 216 Falrbrook St.. Which also 
includes the Bostwlcks suing Gold 
Coast, and Gold Coast filing a 
counter-suit against the Bostwlcks. 

Steven Pltzer. the BostWlcks" 
attorney, said he blames Gold Coast 

"Gold Coast Spas has had severa1 
opportunities to fix the situation 
and failed." he said. 

Newton said he blames the Bost­
wlcks. and is filing a lawsuit of his 
own against the couple 

"I've offered and offered and 
offered to come out to their house 
and get the tub fired up." Newton 
said. "But tliey would not let me 
prove my side of the story." 

The Bostwlcks bought one large 
spa. one smaller spa and a gazetio 
from Gold Coast Oct. 30. 1998. The 
large spa was delivered and 
installed in the Bostwlcks' deck dur­
ing Thanksgiving Weekend, when 
they were on vacation. 'When the 

Bostwlcks returned home Nov. 29 
they found the tub fiill of water in 
their backyard, but it didn't work. 

Gold Coast personnel made two 
trips to the Bostwlcks" home that 
week, but Were unable to get the tub 
to work. The smaller tub and the 
gazebo never Were delivered. 

On Dec. 3, Mark Bostwick can­
celed the order for the spas and 
requested a refund of the $10,420 
they paid for the tubs and gazebo. 
Mark Bostwick said giving Newton 
three chances to fix the tub vras 
"more than enough." 

"Within a one-week period he 
came out here three times." he said. 
"After the third time he was here we 
decided to cancel the order." 

Between Dec. 3 and Dec. 21. 
Bostwick made several attempts to 
get the money back from Gold 
Coast. 

On Dec. 21, the Bostwlcks filed 
suit in 35th district court against 
Gold Coast for failure to refund pur­
chase price, misrepresentation and 
\1o1aUon of the Michigan Consumer 
Protection Act. 

Also, the Bostwlcks are suing for 
attorney fees and Interest on the 
amoimt of money they paid to Gold 
Coast Spas. 

But Newton said the spa and 
accompanying equipment Works 
fme, he just can't get to the items to 
fix them. 

"All I Want is one thing and that's 
the chance to go over there and 
prove that the equipment I sold 
them Works." Newton said. 

Newton said the spa's never 
Worked because of "old wiring" in 
the Bostwlcks' home, Which was 
bui l t in 1919. Newton said he paid 
an electrician to update the fuse box 
in the Bostwick home Nov. 20 before 
the spa was delivered so It wou ld be 
ready When the tub was delivered 
during Thanksgiving weekend. 

The initial Work done on the elec­
trical "wasn't bringing up enough 
ctlrrent" to non the tub. Newton 
said. But Newton said the Bost­
wlcks haven't let him go Into the 
tiasement of their home to do any­
more Work to get the tub running 
and that's part of the reason as to 
Why he Won't refund the Bostwlcks 
their money. 

If the tub did Work. Newton said. 

T h i s i s n ' t j u s t a n i s s u e o f p u l l i n g t h e p r o p e r p e r ­

m i t s . H i i s i s a n i s s u e o f l i f e s a f e t y . "

he would take the tub back and be 
willing'to work out a plan to give 
them their money back despite the 
"all sales fmal sign" that hangs on 
the wall of Gold Coast Spas. 

But Bostwick said there was "no 
chance" of v.iorking with Newton 
outside of a court room to fix the sit­
uation. 

"I want my money that I worked 
hard to save for two years so I can 
go get another tub somewhere else." 
he said. 

Bostwick wants a refund so bad, 
he's made several trips to the Gold 
Coast store to try and get his money 
back. 

On Dec. 18 he went to the store 
and asked Donna Illitch. part owner 
of the business, why they won't give 
them the money back. 

She ended up flagging down a 
police officer wjio was walking by. 
The officer asked Bostwick to leave. 

"He was being rude in front of a 
woman who was here and 1 asked 
him to leave." lllltch said. 

But Jan. 24. Newton said. Bost­
wick went Into the store and told 
some Gold Coast customers not to 
buy products from Gold Coast. 

"I was' beginning to calm down 
fi-om this whole thing," Newton said. 

. "Then he walked Into the store and 
told my customers not to buy any­
thing from us." 

Bostwick couldn't be reached 
after the alleged incident took place. 

As a result of the Jan. 24 inci­
dent. Newton said he plans to fl1e a 
lawsuit against the Bostwlcks. 
Philip Fabrlzio Sr.. Gold Coast's 
attorney, said the counter-suit like­
ly will be for trespassing. Interfering 
with business and possibly defam­
ing the business.

he said. 

As far as getting the proper per-
. mils is concerned, Newton said he 
didn'l know he had to get peritiiis 
because he was using a licensed 
electrician. Starling said the elecui-
cian is licensed, but not with the 
city of Northville. 

The Bostwlcks alid Gold Coast do 
agree on one thing: both parties arc 
ready for court. 

"I'm ready to just let the lawyers 
battle it out."

In tact, my friend, who has an impress ive array of 
degrees in m u n i c i p a l p lanning , was bal'fied as we l l . .Accord­
ing to her. proper city p l a n n i n g inc ludes h o u s i n g for a l l 
people. 

B u t . .\'ovi is only bu i ld ing res idenUal developments for 
one class of people...the rich. 

.Ml oUler economic classes do not have a chance of buy­
ing .'i home in i l i i s town. In fact, it is dovvTiright ha rd for any 
fanlily l i l a k i n g less than $100 ,000 a year to b u y a home i n 
Novi . " 

.My real-eslale savvy friend told me she has h a d to tell 
people who cal l lo inquire a b o u l hous ing prices in Novi . 
"Tllere is no affordable h o u s i n g i n Novi . " 

Whi le these big homes look beautiful to some people — I 
mus t admit the idea ol' l iv ing w i t h i n two feet of m y neigh­
bors house does not appeal to me — by b u i l d i n g only to 
this one class of c i t izen, the city of Novi may be p u l l i n g 
i tself in a big wor id of hurt . 

Th i s is because of ihe inevitable cycles i n every econom­
ic systems that a lways cause a economy to s l ide. It is k i n d 
of l ike su r f ing a wave, sometimes y o u are up on lop of the 
wave and olher Unles y o u are eating s a n d . 

Now. y o u make s m i r k at this idea. Especia l ly s ince the 
na t ion has been exper iencing one of tl ie best economies it 
has ever seen. 

Bu t . one shou ld remember their h igh-school histor}' 
lessons, the nat ion was a lso e.xperiencing great economic 
satisfaction right before a s lock market c rash i n 1929' that 
led to the Great Depress ion . 

Wi th the current res ident ia l development trends i n Novi . 
some ser ious problems w i l l smack the cit\- when the econ­
omy turns sour. Noi ice I wTole "wi l l " because it w i l l happen, 
his'torv' a n d economics tell us the economy wi l l go sour, 
however it is not k n o w n "when." 

Acco rd ing to a h ighly regarded c i ly ofl'icial friend who has 
e<perienced i h i s verv' s i tua t ion I a m poin t ing out, Novi 
cou ld become a ghost- town du r ing a nat ional economic 
low-point . 

Th i s friend, who 1 w i l l leave nameless , sa id this same 
type of problem can be seen in m a n y towns across the 
couniJ} ' that l l l r ived d u r i n g economic h igh-points a n d 
designed i l s hous ing to accommodate only the "uppers" of 
society. These cities became towns-with-real ly-big homes-
sel l ing-for-real ly-cheap-prices when the economy headed 
sou th . 

Th i s friend pointed lo the example of O k l a h o m a Ci ty . 
O k l a h o m a . D u r i n g the o i l - lus t ing days of Twent ie th C e n t u ­
ry A m e r i c a n hist()rv'. this o i l -made town was thr iv ing. The 
town bui l t i tself a r o u n d oi l companies a n d to the one c lass 
of people. 

However, then oil pr ices fell. Ci t izens of the cit}' w h o had 
it good, soon found themselves l iving in huge homes w i l h 
no money. 

Needless to say. h o u s i n g became real cheap as people 
packed their bags and boogied out of towTi. 

T h i s makes me wonder what wi l l happen to this town. 
T h i s automotive-e.xecuiive-loving b ig-home-bui ld ing tov.m 
cal led Novi . 

O n the brighter side, when the economy goes sour, i t w i l l 
be real easy lo buy a huge home in Novi at" barga in pr ices .

the MDEQ. 

Novi Police Chief Doug Shaeffer 
also said Ills department met the 
imderground tank requirements 
several months ago. Instead of 
removing the tank, he said, it was 
updated to code. 

.Arthur Nash, chief of the Stor­
age Tank Division of the MDEQ, 
acknowledged the list of "non-
compliant" underground fuel-
storage tanks issued by the 
department may not be fully 
accurate. 

He said In many cases errors 
have been made on paperwork 
submitted by operators of the 
tanks regarding changes and In 
other cases the paperwork prov­
ing the changes Were made has 
simply not been submitted. 

Nash said tills is the case With 
the Nov! Police Department. 
While the police department may 
have made modifications to Its 
tanks, he said he has not 
received any paperwork proving It 
Was done. 

Because of tills, the NoVl Police 

Department Is still listed as hav­
ing a underground fuel tank on 
its property that does not meet 
state codes. 

Chief Shaeffer said as far as he 
knows the paperwork Was sub­
mitted. 

This did not surprise the 
MDEQ's Nash. Who said thls ls 
Just an example some of the 
problems his department Is try­
ing to Work out With enforcing the 
neW tank requirements. 

"We don't have any Idea how 
much Is In error," Nash said. 

To correct some of the errors, 
the M D E Q is doing on site 
inspections of all vmdergroimd 
fuel-tanks. 

Tanks that do not pass inspec-
Uon will be "red tagged" giving 
operators another chance to meet 
the requirements. If they do not 
after this inspection, operators of 
the tanks can be fined. 

HoWeVer. Nash added, due to 
the heavy snowstorms this 
month, the inspections are mov­
ing sloWer tlian expected. He said 
the department hopes to have all 
the inspections done by July 1. 
"depending on the Weather."

R e l a x , r e j u v e n a t e a t h o m e

Creating a personal oasis Was 
the topic at the North\'ille Wom­
an's Club earlier this month. By 
oasis guest speaker Nicole 
Richardson did not mean a pre­
ferred Vacation destination in a 
desert, but a little haVen in their 
own homes Where they relax and 
reJuVenate. 

Some of the members and their 
guests Who attended the interior 
designer's talk on "Design Trends 
- Creating Your Personal Oasis" 
no doubt Went home and took a 
look at their favorite spot to see if 
i t Would pass Richardson's sense 
test. 

"Modern conveniences can cre­
ate more stress and noise." she 
Richardson Who is an inter ior 
designer With Friends in down­
town Northv i l le . "To get away 
from this, you need a place Where 
you can sit and put your feet up -
a personal oasis." 

Richardson's personal oasis. 
Where she can relax and rejuve­
nate, is the family room Where 
she has a television and plants. 
For her husband, it is the study 
Which has a computer and books. 

Richardson is a natlVe of Salt 
Lake City. Utah, and graduated 
Summa Cum Laude f rom 
Brlgham Young University. She 
studied art and design as Well as 
enVironmental psychology. 

"Any place can be your person­
al oasis." she said. "It doesn't 
haVe to be a complete room." 

WlndoW seats, an overstuffed 
chair in a bedroom. eVen a car 
can be a haven, accord ing to 
Richardson. 

"As long as it is ai1 area Where 
you can think and relax and reju­
venate." she said. 

To create a soothing enViron­
ment. Richardson suggests incor­
porating all the senses - sight, 
sound, smell, taste and touch -
When decorating. 

"Our env i ronment can pro-
fo-nd ly affect how We feel," she 
said. "Whether we are aWare of i t 
or not. things in our environment 
can make us feel energized or 
uptight. I t can also help us feel 
calm and soothed." 

Colors. Which should be an 
impor tan t consideration When 
decorat ing, influence behavior 
and perception, help to set the 

N i co l e R i c h a r d s o n 

mood, and make an impact in a 
room, according to Richardson. 

Warm colors like oranges, yel-
loWs and reds are st imulat ing. 
But beWare some shades of yel-
loW Which make people n a u ­
seous. 

"(Warm colors) are great for 
focusing your attention outward," 
she said. "They are used a lot to 
stimulate conversation In areas 
like family rooms and kitchens." 

Colors on the cooler side of the 
spect rum - b lues, greens and 
purp les - are better for areas 
Where you Want to focus atten­
t i on InWard for act iv i t ies l ike 
reading and meditating. 

"Th ink about What type of 
act iv i t ies you per form i n tha t 
area." she sa id . " I f you are 
relaxed and calmed by talking to 
other people, choose the Warm 
tones. If reading is your Way of 
re lax ing , choose the cooler 
tones." 

Richardson sald that you can 
use a color you like but don't And 
soothing in smaller portions like 
in accent pieces. 

Also classified in the sight cate-
goiy is light. 

"Light can really create a mood 
In a room." she said. "Consider 
using softly-Ilt lamps around the 
room." 

Lamps can be used to highlight 
some of your favorite things 

like plants and photos. La1nps 
can also be made out of favorite 

objects. 
"Express your personality With 

your favorite objects or collec­
tions, things from yotir heritage," 
she said. "Don't buy paint ings 
and prints jus t for Investment or 
because they match the sofa." 

Soothing sounds Hke Water­
fal ls. Wind chimes, and music 
can help to offset the harsh noise 
of faxes, telephones and comput­
ers. 

"Music is like color, i t can help 
you to feel energized, i t can help 
you feel melancholy, l t can also 
help people feel Very relaxed." she 
sald. 

Richardson suggests classical 
mus ic , opera , a n d songs by 
artists like Enya. 

Us ing a m u s i c a l m o t i f In a 
room is another Way to suggest 
music. 

Another sense, that of smell , 
can eVoke feelings and help you 
remember eVents. 

Use potpoiuTl. sprays and can­
dles in a scent you find soothing 
to help create a personal oasis. 

To satisfy the sense of touch, 
f u r n i t u r e s h o u l d be soft and 
relaxing. PllloWs that are down-
filled are also Wonderful accent 
pieces. Richardson said to choose 
soft. cEu-efree fabrics and don't 
rememl^er to co11slder an ottoman 
or a coffee table, something to 
put your feet up on. 

Lastly, there the sense of taste. 
"If you enjoy chocolates. haVe 

some in an attractlVe dish." she 
said. 

Citrus colors like lemon yelloW. 
chartreuse and orange can stim­
ulate taste. The smell of fiillt and 
f ru i t scented candles also also 
falls into the category of taste. 

"Any space can become a per­
sonal oasis," she said. "It doesn't 
haVe to match perfectly, and oth­
ers don' t have to approVe. I t 's 
What you like." 

Other areas might be a desk In 
the k i t c h e n Wi th g randma 's 
favorite recipes or a bathroom 
With plants, candles. Warm toW-
els, and lotions. 

"By decorating to stimulate aU 
of your senses, y o u r personal 
oasis should be a place Where 
you can get away firom the World 
and relax bo th phys ica l ly and 
emotional ly," she said. " I t can 
become a place you tn11y cher­
ish."

Shingles can be debilitating illness

For most f)eopIe. chicken po.x is no more than 
an itchy childhood nuisance that leaves fev.-
traces - other than perhaps a bad memory and 
a scar or two. But for some, the disease 
resurges in later life in its most virulent and 
debilitating form: shingles. 

The condition is caused by the varicella 
zoster wrus. the type of herpes \1rus that caus­
es chicken po.\. The virus. Which can lie dor­
mant for years in sensory nerve roots near the 
spine, can be reactivated by the effects of aging 
on the immune system (most cases occur after 
age 50). a back injury or stress to the spinal 
nerves, or general life stress. 

Immunosuppression from chemotherapy, 
radiation therapy or steroid use also can bring 
on an attack. 

Often patients bounce from doctor to doctor 
in a futile search for relief from their symptoms, 
which include skin blisters, swelling and pain 
that travels .along the path of a nerve on the 
chest, face or limbs. In some people, the Im'ec-
tion can cause "post-herpetlc neuralgia." chron­
ic episodes of jabbing pain that appear about a 

month after the other symptoms subside. 
The lingering pain and numbness is caused 

by nerve damage from poor circulation to the 
affected area. For those With neuralgia, even 
the lightest touch to the skin or breeze on tlie 
face can be agonizing. 

Standard pain management techniques -
narcotics and nonprescription drugs such as 
Motrin - deal only with the acute, short-term 
discomfort. But anesthesiologists at the Univer­
sity of Michigan .Medical Center's Multidlsci-
pllnary Pain Center are offering a little-known 
yet highly effective prescription for shingles 
pain that cannot only make patients feel better 
fast but can also speed healing and prevent any 
long-term misery. 

The treatment consists of sympathetic nerve 
blocks - injections of local anestheUcs such as 
Novocain - into the infected nerves every other 
day until the pain Is gone, usually Within three 
to four sessions. Nerve blocks prevent posther­
petic neuralgia because they stimulate blood 
flow to the nerves Involved and thus avoid long-
term damage. 

"We've found that With nerve blocks,' We can 
treat the acute attack and prevent both the 
temporaiy and long-term pain. It's much easier 
to prevent the pain from coming on later than It 
is to treat it once a patient's got It." says A. 
Michael de Rosayro. .M.D.. associate professor 
of anesthesIologr and director of the center. 
However, most shingles patients and their doc­
tors don't routinely think of turning to a pain 
center for relief 

"The pain c1i11ic is usually considered a court 
of last resort," says Jack M. Rosenhierg, M.D.. a 
pain fellow in the clinic. "But What is really 
ideal is for primary care pracUtioners to put 
their patients on the anti Vi ra l drug acyclovir to 
treat the Infection, and then send them to us 
right away so that We can do sympathetic 
blocks and talce care of their pain without the 
use of narcotics. If you treat an acute case of 
shingles Within three Weeks, the patient does 
really Well."
