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for senior
housing

A publicly-financed senior cili-
zen housing project in Novi may
be set to go ahead. but on a small-
er scale than earlier planned.

Monday, the Novi City Council
rezoned 18.6 acres at Meadow-
brook Road and Cherry Hill from
single family to low-density high
rise and authorized a notice of
intent to sell up to $19 million in
bonds te finance the project.

T will support this, recognizing
that this mav or may not be a go
project. The information doesn't
suggest that we can provide
affordable senjor housing. which
is what we intended to do,” Coun-
cii Member Bob Schmid said,

Now under consideration is a
scaled back city project. with 171
units. rather than 199.

On a waiting list for the housing
are 570 seniors. 90 percent of
them residents of Novi.

Projected construction costs for
the project have jumped from $12
million to $19 million, leading to
concerns that monthly rents will
be too high. City Finance Director
Les Gibson estimated that for
every S! million increase in the
bonds gold for the project. rent
rates would need to go up $50 per
month.

Original discussion focused on
rents in the $450 to $750 per
month range.

Singh Development Company,
which is also building a senior
hiousing project. sent 2 letter to
the city indicating that by thelr
calculations, a senior would need
an income from $43.000 1o
$48,000 to afford a rent of $900 to
$1.000. Schmid said the ecity
should seek to accommodate
senjors with an annual income of
$18.000 to $25.000.

“If we can’t build housing for
this group of people, then I think
we shouldn’t be in the business,”
he added,

Recently, the planning commis-
slon gave site plan approval for
the original project. which fea-
tures a 159-unit building with 82
one-bedroom apartments and 77
two bedroom apartments. In addi-

tion, this design calls for 40
detached ranch houses.

A revised blueprint for a $15
million to §16 million project
would reduce the main building
size by 35 percent, down to 115
units. In additien. the number of
ranch houses would be increased
to 56. The niew plan would feature
ane courtyard at the main f{acility.
rather than two.

“The ranch houses are the most
desirable units. They've got inde-
pendent entrances. The rent could
be as much as 51,600 te $1,100
for a ranch.” Novi Assistant City
Manager Craig Klaver said.

With more ranch houses, the
smaller units could have rents
down to $500 per month or less,

The Novi Building Authority.
which is in charge of the praject,
will discuss the new design on
Feb. 11. The project will then be
back at the Novi City Council by
its first meeting in March or earli-
er.

“We feel we can bring it down to
where council will approve it”
Klaver added.

An approved site plan is a con-
dition for the sale for.city bonds,
Novi's bond attorney Dennis
Neiman said. However, after issu-
ing its notice of intent, the city.can
still decide not o go ahead with
the project, Neiman expiained.

In discussing the rezomning,

Council Member Kathy Mutch
wondered what would happen if
the city backed of the senior hous-
ing and sold the vacant land, now
rezoned for high-rise multiple.

“All IT'm looking for is some
assurance to people in the com-
munity that it wouldn't be on the
market as a mutiple-zoned site,”
Mutch said.

Assistant City Attorney Dennis
Watson sajd the city would have
the option of either rezoning the
land back to single-family residen-
tial first or selling it with use
restrictions. .

While the proposed rezoning as
residential-multiple-1, at Council
Member Laura Lorenzo's sugges-
tion, the counci] opted for residen-
tial-multiple-2. This means the

Sticky situation

Series of mishaps plagues Twelve Mile Road

Twelve Mile Road was closed
from 4 p.m. Monday to 4 p.m.
Tuesday, due to a series of road

ohstructions. between Beck and‘

Novi roads.
In a period of 24-hours the road

was closed while crews worked o

free a excavator stuck in a sink-
hole, had firefighters clean mud
off the road for inspection and
then had te clean wires off the
road when a truck accidentaily

snagged them, pulling them from
their poles.

Lt. Tim McNamara, of the Novi
police department, said problems
for commuters began around 4
p.m.

On Sunday, a large excavator
used by a consituction crew on
the north slde of Twelve Mile Road
got stuck in a large mud-filled
sinkhole. The crew left the

$800,000 excavator in the mud,
until Monday afternoon, when
they realized it was slowly sinking.

McNamara said it had already
sank up to the operators cab and
was still going down by the time
officers arrived at the scere to
help control traffic,

After six hours of tugging on the
large piece of equipment with two
heavy-duty tow-trucks, it finally
came free. But, because of the
excavator's weight, the shoulder of
the road was severely torn up and

the integrity of the road was in
question.

McNamara said county road
inspectors were called out. Due to
the darkness, heavy fog and ques-

_tionable strength of the road, it

was decided the road should be
closed until the next morning.

“We didn't want anyone to get
hurt. The number one thing is
safety, aiways,” McNarnara said.

Howard: The opinion deals with the

Barry Howard says he doesn't like anger-
ing his own consttuents by adding to their
tax bills through a $10 million judgment
against the city of Novi.

Howard ruled heavily against the City of
Novi recently in a lawsuit brought by
Sandstone Associates over the fallure of a
development known as The Vistas. along
Decker south of Thirteen Mile. He awarded
the sum after concluding the city had “cre-
ated a policy and pattern of delay” with the

The award is based on a governmental
“taking” of the land. due to Howard's con-
clusion that access was blocked to the par-
cel, and the developer's lost profits. The
Judgment may add $100 to the tax bills of
Noevi homeowners for the next 1¢ to 15
vears, according to city officials.

Howard answered questions in an inter-
view in his offices last week with Novi News
staff members Mike Malotr, Jan Jeffres
and Jeremy McBain. Prior to the interview,
Howard explained he is restricted In what
he can sdy about the case by Judiclal

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Conley Novi’s not a dlfﬂcult place for developers

With a booming econemy leading
1o throngs of development in Novi,
city olfi clals looked al wWays o
improve the planning and building
pracess int Novi for the future.

Part of their solution was the
August hiring of Kerren Conley as
direcior or Developmental Services,
He job will be to streamline the
planning and building process and
take some of the confusion away,

Novi News stafl writer Jeremy
McBain sat down with the new
director earlier this vear to discuss
her views and plans flor the Novi
planning and building depart-
ments,

News: How do vou believe the
public and developers have per-
ceived the Novi Planning Depart-
ment in the past?

Conley: [ think some of the chal-
lenges we have had 1o over-come
with the developers is really how
we have been perceived. Novi has
been perceived as really being a dif-
ficull community to develop in. We
haven't had an open door for
development. We haven't really
made it easy {or people (o come in
and bring prajects in and make it
through the process and under-
stand the process,

I think we have some definite
challenges to overcome, We do have
a lot of challenges with ordinances
that are different from other com-
munities, that's a very unique
thing. We have a great opportunity
to work 1o change our process and
make our process a belter process.

News: How are the departments
presently achieving their goals?

Conley: The creation of my posi-
tion was a direct result from some
concerns that had been brought up
at the economic summit with the
cooperation of the Chamber of
Commerce. Basicelly, they identi-
fied that there was some difficuliies
i the development arena and there
needs to be a bridge between build-
ing and planning, so we could be
more user friendly and stream-
lined. I think we are really working
hard to do that. We are working on
revising our site planning, we are
working on educaling people on
changes and new developments.
Internally the stall is taking a more
customer service approach te our
jobs. The customer comes first and
we need to take the time to com-
municate to them and go the extra
mile to help them through the pro-
cess.

News Do you believe the Novi

planning department and building
depanment is perceived as doing
its job of being more open and cus-
tomer friendly?

Conley: [ would lilke to think that
it is. The Department is really try-
ing 10 make every effort to have
that perception and reality. They
are working very hard to make that
commitment to the applicants in
the process. I can't tell you that
that is a 100 percent but 1 think
that the department is making
every efforl to make that perception
happen.

News: What are vour plans or
goals for the department in the
future?

Conley: My goals are to obtain
that pereception. But meore impor-
tantly to help eliminate that per-
ception that we are a closed door or
that we are difficult.

I would like Novi to be viewed as
a welcoming community that has
some unjque ordinances, that has
really a different perspective to the
quality of life that other communi-
ties do. But overali to change that
perceplion (of a closed door) and
provide assistance that is open to
the developer and change the pro-
cess to help get people in the pro-
cess.

News: How are you going to elim-
inate the closed door perception of
the building and planning depart-
ments?

Conley: The tool we use in the
planning departmen! {s the site
planning that’s the initial process
that a builder must go through.
The second is the building depart-
ment operating procedures. A lot
of it is coordination and a lot of it is
really taking a fresh approach to
how things are actually being done.
We are Jooking at automating our
department and integrating the
departments.

News: What do you mean by
automating the departments?

Conley: ] mean by automating
basically we are looking at a pro-
gram which will enhance our build-
ing department. We already have
the software, we will just enhance
the program with GIS -- a mapping
software designed to show changes
in a community — which will also
be able to be accessed by the plan-
ning department. It also brings in
the treasurers office to make that
department more efficlent as well.

News: Some people have said the
planning department works too
close with developers. what do you
think about that?

Conley: [ like to think we don’t

work for the developers. Qur job in
planning community development
is really working with those plans
that are coming through and to
make sure they meet our master
plan.
" If they don't we take that angle
as well. There are projects that
come through that don't fit the zon-
ing, they don't fit the master plan,
they don't fit any of those, we alse
deal with that component as well,

We don't control what projects
come to the departmen! from the
standpoint that someone may or
may not like the project. If a persen
buys a piece of property and they
think that they can develop it with-
in the zoning that is available, that
is what we seek,

We also have to be in tune with
what is working and what is not
working within  our ordinances
and sometimes there are changes
that have to happen because what
was once thought was an ordi-

"nance that captured everything

and met all the criteria that we set
out 10 do. doesn’t always happen.
You don't always learn that until
you have worked with an ordinance
for a while. So. [ think we are get-
ting this reputation that we are
making changes for the developers.
I think it is more changes lor the
better development of the commu-
nity. We are very consciendous
when we make changes that we
look at the city perspective and the
developers perspective.

News: How are we looking as far
as land in Novi? Is there still vacant
land to develop in Novi?

Conley: There is still vacant
land. There are many parcels that
are challenging that do not fit the
nice sqguare piece of prop that has
all the setbacks required and pro-
vides easy parcel to develep. So it
creates challenges of what can and
can not do on parcels.

News: What are your predictions
for planning and development in
Novi in the next year?

Conley: | would predict that we
will continue at a pretty fast pace. [
think there will be a number of pro-
fects that come forward frem a
wide spectrum.

News: What would you tell some-
one who laughs at Novi’s planning

“As a result we
have nothing to do with the law-
sult.”

According to the complaint fiied
in Wayne Circuit Court, Coutts was
injured with “permanent. painful
and severe burns to her left leg
which resulted In serlous and per-
manent scarring.”

Nadis said the company may
change its name to signify new
ownership, but that it has nothing
to do with either of the two lawsuits
pending against the old owners of
Motor City Bagels.

In ‘addition to the coffee spill
suit. Anthony is being sued in the
35th district court by AlHant Food-
service Inc. for about $12,250.

City seek restitution for gas main leak

dents of the area and parents of
children at a school located across
the streer from the site, were the
only members of the public allowed
near (o the scene.

Arthur Lenaghan, Novi fire chief,
said several fire engines from Novi
were at the scene.

He said while there were no
injuries. emergency officials were
concerned that the gas had gouen
into the city sewer lines, because it
was bubbiing through cracks in
cement across the street from the
digging. However, sewer lines were
unaffected.

Making matters more interesting
fur the crews was that Novi Road
needed 10 be shut down until the
gas leak was controlled during
peak traffic time. Te control traffic.
additional police  officers  were

called in to assist.

The road remained closed while
Consumers Power made emergency
repairs. While making these
repairs, the eastbound lane of Ice
Arena Drive needed to be torn up.

Novi City Manager Ed Kriewall
said. because of the high number
of eity personnel needed to control
the situation and the need to tear
up lce Arena Drive, which is rela-
tively new, the city will be seeking
payment from the engineering flrm
responsible for breaking the gas
main.

“They really messed up a brand
new road we put in there,” Kriewall
sald. Due to the damage, he sald,
the eastbound lane of Ice Arena
Drive will have to be repaved.

Anthony Nowicki, Nevi Director
of Public Services, said the costs
the city wil] seeking are estimated

arpund $20.000.

On top of this., Nowicki said he
can not find a applicaton for 2
right-ol-way permit for the Detroit
Edison sub-contractor responsible
for breaking the gas main.

This means the subcentractor
did not apply or receive a permis-
sion to dig under Novi Road. which
would be a direct violation of city
ordinances.

Nowicki said, along with seeking
an estimated $20,000 in costs. the
city will also be seeking punish-
ment for this violaton of city ordi-
nances,

He added the city will pursue
this matter "by any means we can.”

Some of these include working
with Detroit Edison or not issuing
the electric company any right-of-
way permits until the matter is
resolved.

However, Nowicki said he was
oplimistic that the matter will be
resolved quickiy. becaunse the city
has a good working relatonship
with Detroit Edison.

Lew Layton. spokesperson for
Detroit Edison. said the subcon-
tractor — the Corby Company —
had obtained a county permit for
the project, but he acknowledged
that they did not get a city permit,

He said the centractor had
applied for a city permit, but start-
ed the work before that permit was
granted.

“We believe this was some mis-
comamunication.

ny showed, and the reason for the
delay in construction of the road
was {0 coordinate the road con-
struction between this project and
the project immediately south of
that, which would have been the
Department of Transportation pro-
ject (to widen Novi Road).

News: My understanding is that
Les Gibson (Finance Director for the
City of Novi] testified the money is
there and Is segregated.

Howard: The money. according to
the testimeony of Gibson, is lumped
together with other funds There Is

no special, segregated individual
fund for this preject. SAD 132.

News: But the opinion notes that
within that fund. it is discreetly
labeled.

Howard: Absolutely correct. It is
not within gereral revenue.

News: The opinion refers to what
it describes as a “vindiclive strug-
gle.” Earlier i1 talks about a “policy
and a pattern of delay.” and
obstruction. And it seems to me
that every case cited in here is an
instance in which the city was
allempling 1o get the developer to
follow its own ordinances. ln addi-
tion. the city did a-number of things
that furthered the development. It
provided the SAD. it approved the
{Planned Urban Development]. it
approved every variance that went
before ...

Howard: That's nol correct. It did
nol approve every variance. And
that is not in the opinien.

News: How many variances ...

Howard: You are going beyond
the opinion. What you have done is
talked to the developers and the city
and ...

News: The city is telling me that
every variance Wwas approved.

Howard: Thal's not true.

News: The only variance [ see
{mentisned) in the opinion was
granted.

Howard: That's not true. It's in
the opinion. The material, and Il
stick with the ocopinion. the city
would not approve things. they
would not open the road. They
would not follow court orders. They
gave false testimony with regard to
opening up the road. They blocked
the developer from pgoing forward
after the court ordered it. The court
went out there. The {estimony is on
the stand that Mr. (Ed) Kriewall

(Novi City Manager] was erroneous
in who was responsible for the con-
struction and finally the court had
{o go out there to do this. The infor-
mation that has been given to you i3
not supported in the record and is
in fact false.

‘News: There were a number of
citations in here in which the city
was seeking 1o gel the developer to
comply with erdinances. In particu-
lar, there was the addition of land-
scaping berms and the application
of architectural standards. Accord-
ing to my reading of the opinion.
they weren't mentioried in the PUD
agreement and therefore they
weren't permissible.

Howard: That's not supporied by
the testimony.

News: How am | reading your
apinion wrong?

Howard: The purpose of a PUD
agreement is contract zoning, Con-
ract zoning means that you are to
take and have special conditions
put forth so that you don't have to
rely and go back on every ordinance
that the city has. And it is testimo-
ny that the city would require them
to do things that went beyond their
obligations under the PUD And also
with regard to the architectural
review committee. the opinion talks
about the requirements that were
not there. Furthermore. in the
requirements  with regard to
berming, and use of side berms cn
houses, they were required to do
things that there was not authority
for. And in fact the court assessed
damages of $500.000 based on the
testimany. They were required to
puldirt in and take it out.

News: So once there is a contract,
no additional ordinances ¢an apply?

Howard: No. no, that's not cor-
rect. The testimony was in this case
that there were certain require-
ments and the PUD agreement pro-
vided for certain things. The test-
mony was that the city required

them to go beyond what the agree-
ment called for.

"News: Right. What I'm wondering
is once a PUD is cut. can the city
reasonable expect other ordinances

lo apply?

Howard: 1t depends on what the
contract says. It depends on, if
there's an emergency situation. yes,
There are essential things that have
to be done, if there’s a showing. but
their was no showing here. The
court deals with, as a matter of law.
when a contract when 2 municipal-
ity can enter into a contract and
then vary [rom the terms of the con-
tract when there are essential
agreements. For example, cost aver-
runs, and that's cited in case law.
Emergency situations. Nothing was
shown here that required that.

It was alleged one time that the
developer had to stop construction
because of damage to the water
main. The court entered into an
order that said to conduct construc-
tion, you have (o do certain things -
limit the number of equipment
that's there. the speed. etc. The
order is signed, keeping the road
opened, and the city then goes In
and has their contractors do every-
thing that they complained about in
terms of the size of the equipment
and the speed and everything that
they say the developer can't. And
they just do it and that is cited in
the (opinion).

News: So they went ahead with
the repair in a manner that they
had told the developer that they
could not proceed?

Howard: (Yes). '

News: There is also a reference to
setbacks. It is cited in here that
{Building Officials Code Administra-
tors International Inc.. a non-profit
association which develops stan-
dards for construction} had signed
off on those setbacks and that the
city required that to go before the
Board of Appeals. That was a vari-

News: One of the eriticisms that
you had in the judgment of the city
was regarding some failures to fal-
low court orders. One of them
revolved around the posting of some
signs. They apparently were ordered
to post signs and the judgment says
they did not do that. Is the city nor-
mally responsfble for posting signs
for businesses?

Howard: Of course not, but when
they take and close down access
and do things where vou can't get
into the access, they've got to do it
somehow. And this was one of their
obligations.

News: Talking to the cly's attor-
neys. they say they did comply and
did post signs. | in fact recalt seeing
those signs.

Howard: Uh-huh, yeah they did.

News: The attorneys say the judg-
ment appears to confuse two differ-
ent disputes over signage. orte in '94
when signs were posted and one in
‘96 when the posting of the sign was
left to Sandstone to pursue a vari-
ance.

Howard: I'l] tet the opinien stand
for itself.

News: You say signs were indeed
posted?

Howard: At a subsequent time,
yes. See what was happening was
that they were closing down access to
the praperty and the court took into
accourt the other construction going
on. That's a different procedure.

News: Two more questions. on
the basis of this. Really, the prima-
ry emphasis of the lawsuit revolved
around Decker Read. To what
degree is the city responsible and
what latitude can it have when it is
executing an SAD as to when it

determines the road is ready for
use?

Howard: The city controlled the
process. Testimony is that this is
the main thoroughfare. The city
wanted the developer to put in the
road there. The tastimony was that
the developer wanted to start the
project, phase one. along the
perimeter, Thirteen Mile or Novi
Road. it would have been cheaper
for them and they would have had
complete access. It was within the
city’s long-term program to conduct
a north-west-south access. For the
city, this was their major thorough-
fare and that's why it was done,
under the insistence of the city.

The testimony is replete with that.
The reason why Decker Road was
buill was to accommodate the city,
not the developer, It was the inten-
tionn of the developer to put his
phasing along the perimeter of the
parcel. They (the city} contrelled the
whole ball of wax. the testimony
reflected.

News: But wasn't it part of the
PUD for the developer to put in the
road like that?

Howard: Sure it was, at the insis-
tence of the city. [t cost them mil-
llons of dellars te do it. And they
could have developed this area
without doing it.

News: My understanding was
that that was quite a trade. They
traded off right-of-way fer PUD
approval. They traded off putting in
the road for increased density cred-
its, increasing the number of hous-
es frem 280 to 1,200,

Howard: Not 1,200, it was 703.

That was all part of the negotiat-
ing package. vou're absolutely rght
on that. But the developer, based
upon the cost, wanted to put this in
at the perimeter. It was far cheaper,

even with the density and every-
thing, to do il. And the incentive
was to put in the higher density.
Right, it is a trade off.

News: One of the big issues was
restricted access to the site. [ go by
there all the time. The majority of
the time, there was at least some
access even if there was a construe-
tdon road. In most subdivisions,
there's some construction that buy-
ers have to ge (through). | noticed
that in the opinion it (states that)
drivers would have had to be willing
to risk a ticket by going the wrong
way on the road (to get to the prop-
erty, so access to the parcel was
restricted), and thal leads to my
question - if | am directed in a con-
structlon site to go down the lane
that is normally considered the
wrong lane, am [ truly risking a
ticket? Am I at risk to follow the
directions of the construction work-
ers and barricades?

Howard: The law requires, with
regard to a laking, certain things to
be done. And that example was
based upon what the court per-
celved the law to be. Going beyond
that is argument. The fact is the tes-
timony did reflect that for a great
deal of that time, absent court inter-
vention, that road was not accessi-
ble. And, with the cut on Novi Road
you couldn’t go in and out.

News: During that time, access
was provided from the north.

Howard: For part of the time.
because then it was construction of
Decker Road between Thirteen and
Fourteen. Remember that time?
Remember doing it, that part was
closed too. It's the testimony that
the general access to the project
was substantially impaired.

News: So the developer made
some money In townhouses -that
people are moving in up there.

Howard: There's no townhouses.

News: There are two different
housing developments, One is very ...

Howard: No, phase one is regular
housing, single family dwelling,

News: And that is primarily done?

Howard: (Yes). The townhouses
were never started.,

News: Why did you award $40
millien instead of $30 million.

Howard: The other wasn't sup-
ported. The others had to do with
tort takings and there was no
authority to do it.

News: In a column (published
Jan. 28) by Brian Dickerson of The
Detroit Free Press, he stated that
you were once the law partner of
Sandstone attorney Robert Carson
and that you freely disclosed that at
the trial's outset. According to the
city's attorney. that was not dis-
closed.

Eoward: It was disclosed at the
beginning of the proceedings. It was
Jmown. | was a partner of his from
August 1988 to February *89. And
another thing I might add, the
Canons require automatic disclo-
sure for two-year afterwards. This
occurred six years after and there
was full disclosure of all the infor-
magon.

News: How does such disclosure
happen? Is that put in the record or
is that ...

Howard: Could be or it could be
in chambers. The other thing that
you will see if you ask ... who's your
lawyer? Ask them what happens
when they go before somebody who
has been a partner. how they're
treated. The problem fs when you
have somebody who is a former
partner, they take It ... you want to
make sure there is not the appear-
ance of Impropriety. They are
judged differently, at a stricter stan-
dard.

News: So Carson would have
come under tougher scrutiny?

Howard: (Smiling.} I think he will
say that.

-.. Let me tell you what I've been
told. I'll be very candidate with you
guys. I've heen told this is going to
be a hatchet job, that you guys are

mouthpieces for the city, and that
I'm not going to get a fair shake. The
opinion is not going to get a fair
shake.

News: Would a Q&A from this
interview be a fair shake?

Howard: Hey, my feeling is you're
entitled to an interview. If [ get
burred in the interview, I'm a big
boy. But I'm putting it straight on the
line. that's what I've heard, that your
relationship with the city is such that
we will not get a fair shake.

That's what I've been told. They
sald 10 me, "Why did you do 1t?" |
said, "Because they've got a right to
hear it.” And I'm not afrajd to go
through the opinion. as long as you
understand the rules that I cant
discuss things that are going to
come before me in the future,

News: Is there anything you
would like to say to the peaple of
Novi about this case? ] mean ...

Howard: You see, that is really
what I'm .. I can't defend my
actions. My actions are based upon
the opinfon. And you know, when
I'm criticized, [ can't respond. My
ethics don't allow me to do that. I
can't explain. 1 have always felt it is
a better to have an open policy. If
vou have a question, come in and I'll
tell him.

But there is nothing I can say to
defend it or not. It's what the law is.
You know, as an elected judge,
believe me, I get nc great joy in tak-
ing and imposing an obligation on
my constituents. But the law is the
law and I've got to follow the law.
And if it's unpopular, that's the law.
1 gotta call it the way I see it.

If I'm wrong, an appellate court is
going to tell me I'm wrong. If I'm
right, the court's going to affirm it.
But being a judge means you've got
to make the hard calls. And impos-
ing potential obligations on con-
stituents {s a very hard call.

If it was a popularity contest. who
am [ going to cross? Two developers
or 50.000 to 60.000 residents? I
mean, I have nothing to gain, other
than doing my job. And [ will do it.
And Il make the tough call. This
took a long time to write, but this is
what the law is as I see it.

James Blanchard's years, to
vo this route.

And the merit awards have drawn
praise {rom the Democratic side of the
aisle. Democrats liken it to President
Clinton’s "Hope™ scholarships. It's heart-
warming to see the two parties close 1o
agreement on the use of monetary car-
rots o improve test scores. And it's food
that Engler recommended using tobacco
industry settlement money o set up a
trust fund whose earnings would support
the program.

We raise, however, two caveats before
giving Engler's merit award plan a full
endorsement:

+ Kids attending private, parochial or
“home” schools would be eligible to take
the MEAP tests and win the awards.
That's fine. But would nonpublic schools
be willing to publish their test results by
submitting them to the state Department
ol Education? Nonpublic schools have an
utifortunate habit of being tght-lipped
about their test scores. They should be
required to break that bad habit.

¢ Engler said the scholarship money
could be spent “at a Michigan scheol of
vour cheice,” not at a state university or
community college. There's no need for
the state o subsidize private uniersities,
colleges or trade schools, directly or indi-
rectly. We must beware of the private

Job not done on.roads

Ah, er, governor. while youTe talking
about mavors taking over failing schools
in vour State of the State message ...

Please, Gov. Engler, while youre talk-
ing about holdiug down business’ costs
and making Michigan competitive ...

Ah. sir - hey, John, old pal. while
vouTe talking about more income tax
cuts ...

We make so bold as to remind you of
some unfinished business. Roads.

Yes. vou finally broke down in 1997
and yielded to the inevitable, a gasoline
tax hike of four cents. It got a lot of work
going, a lot of orange cones on our free-
ways. highways and county roads.

But, sir. at the risk of annoying you:
The job is only partly done.

To begin with, some newly repaved
roads already are breaking up. I-275 in
western Wayne and Oaldand counties is
so full of potholes that traffic was slowed
to a snail's pace as drivers gingerly
dodged the craters.

Many say the worst spot. however, is I-
696 near the I-75 interchange in eastern
Oakland County. It's a promotional gag
on local TV to pick the most potholed
road in the region.

Our Michigan Department of Trans-
portation - remember. you pick the mem-
bers and the director - needs to set some
higher paving standards. Sure, they can
try to do the job on the cheap. But you
only pass the true cost onto drivers who
smash wheels and tires on the holes.

That's not economic efficiency. Not
from the point of view of the families who
depend on theroads. - -

In large part. the pothole problem is the
work of big trucks.

Ouch! You den't like to hear that, sir.
Yes. vou want the trucking industry to be
competitive. Yes, ves. And the truckers
sav it's not gross weight but axle weight
that is the telling factor.

Well. only the truckers and the law-
makers who got their campaign contribu-
tions belleve that. The rest of us, espe-

cially those who venture across state .

boundary lines, know differently.

Your excellency. look at some other evi-
dence, please:

s A 15-ton truck does $321 a year in
damage to roads: 38-ton truck does near-
ly $15.000 damage. according to CRASH
(Citizens for Reliable and Safe Highways},
a San Francisco-based “grassroots truck
safety organization.”

» Heavy trucks, being harder to stop,
cause more highway deaths. In

September, a monster truck crushed
an ambulance on [-94 because he could
not stop his rig in time. Those of us who
consult traffic reports on the radio hear
constantly of bad-weather tie-ups
because trucks have jackknifed. Even
when trucks aren't loaded, the big rigs
have a tendency to jackknife when
brakes are applied, according to CRASH.

The time has come, Mr. Engler, sir. You
don’t have to run for reelection, at least
for governor. You can ignore the trucking
industry and support 40-ton weight Im-
{ts for trucks. You can bite the bullet and

Because the
school can't hosi the larger events, that many more peo-
ple from outside of Nerthville don't come 1o lhe area.
including the township. to spend their money in retail
shops and restaurants.

The township will pursue this case to the end which
is both their right and prerogative.

But from the new guy’s point of view wha is forced to
use more common sense instead of experience with the
case, il would appear that the district and township
have both spent enough time and energy on this case.

Pro-yo

Rearty travelers of the 19th
century, heading from the port
of Detroit out through the
forests that led to the west.
eventually came to Novi.

By the early 1830s, the area
near Novi Road and Grand
River had been settled and
became known as Novi Cor-
ners. An enterprising Novi resi-
dent built a welcome sight for
the farmers and other settlers
heading into or out of Detroit.
The Novi Hotel became a well-
known landmark for many
years, providing a bit of ele-
gance and beauty to the exhausted, dusty travelers of
that early era.

Built around 1830, the hotel went up for sale in 1850.
Its prime location on “the Grand River Turnpike™ was
advertised as “the greatest thoroughfare in the state.”

What became the oldest hotel in Michigan had a long
life, but it came to a dellberate end. In 1927, the owner,
Patrick Gaffney, opted for progress by tearing down the
historie building to buiid a gas station. A 1927 article
from The Pontiac Press described the landmark hotel
and its eventual demise: ' I

*...The Novi Hotel, which for more than a century has

stood on Grand River at the intersection with the.

Northville (Novi) ‘Road, is being wrecked by efficient
workmen. This historical landmark, so sturdily built,
has outlived-the days of its usefulness and must give
way to the march of progress.” .
The hotel held a great deal of sentimental and historic
value to the town, as the article went on to attest:

Novi hotel was noted landmark

“The steps of the Novi Hotel held firm under the tread
of soldiers during the Mexican War. for it was one of the
chief recruiting stations in the country, because of its
location, on a ‘good’ road. From its wide, spreading
veranda less than two decades later, the youths of Novi
were urged to enlist for the Civil War.

*In two weeks, after every vestige of the present build-
ing has been removed and proper excavations complet-
ed. a modern gas fllling station cornbined with a lunch-
room and auto accessory shop will be constructed on
the site.”

Henry Ford even made an appearance at the site of
the old hotel headed for destruction. Unable to save it,
he was able to garner the magnificent black walnut
staircase for his own purposes. .

The building which still stands today on the southeast
corner of Novl Road and Grand River was originally
designed as a bank. Built in the 1930s, it was complet-
ed just In time for the bank failures of the Depression
years and has never been used as a bank. It did become
The Novi Inn, however, erected on the site of Blan-
chard's Tavern, which was huilt 100 years earlier.

The Novi Inn remained in operation through the
1980s. Since then. the building has been used for a
variety of businesses. Nationwide hotel chains have
taken up where The Novi Inn left off, and today there are
at least half a dozen hotels and motels in the city.

But the old inns that were scattered throughout the
state, and the territory before that, provided a welcome
respite in replenishing the pioneer spirit of our hearty
forebears by furthering the settlement and commerce of
Michigan. .

Sounds like a recipe for success

Gov. John Engler's
State of the State
speech last week
got a lot of favorable
tomment, especial-
Iy for his Michigan
Merit Award plan
that would give
11th graders who
pass their state
MEAP proficiency
exams $2.500 each
for study at their
Michigan college of
choice.  Seventh

B and eighth graders who pass their MEAP
@ cxams would also get $500 placed in

escrow, kind of a down payment to encour-

,‘}.‘_ age the kids to keep studying.

“It is important we reward our students

§ who play by the rules, study hard, achieve
% on their tests and meet high standards,”

said the governor.

Money for the program is supposed to
come from the annual payments Michigan
will receive from the national legal settle-
ment between the tobacce industry and
various states,

Here's the math: If half the graduating
seniors each year qualify for the full $3,000
scholarship. the.cost would be around
$200 million each year. State officials are
estimating that Michigan's share of the
national tobacco settlement should be
around $8.2 billion over the next 25 years,
which works out to around $330 million
annually. In theory, this leaves some
money left over for anti-smoking programs.

After a week’s reflection, | still think
Engler's plan is on balance a good idea, but

is needing two changes.

First, kids attending private, parochial or
home schools would be eligible to take the
MEAP test and win the awards. Fine. But
if they are going to get public money for
their Michigan Merit Award, their test
results should be made public, just like
anybody else’s. Nonpublic schools have
had a bad habit of clamming up about test
scores:. now is a good time to break that
habit.

Second. Engler said the scholarship
money could be spent “at a Michigan
school of your choice,” suggesting it could
go to private universities, colleges or trade
schools. Private schools have been feeding
off the public trough for years, and there’s
no need now for further public subsidies
for private institutions.

Overall, in addition to encouraging kids
to study hard, Engler’s proposal also offers
a important incentive for kids to take the
state high school proficiency tests serious-
ly. In recent years, far too many kids in
well-to-do school districts have been skip-
ping the rigorous MEAP tests in reading,
writing, science and math. Those who skip
don't get state-certified dipiomas. but oth-
erwise they have been getting off scot-free.

The governor's initiative changes all that.
Even’ parents who have been whining that
their little geniuses can't possibly be asked
to take a MEAP proficiency exam in addi-
tion to the SAT and ACT tests they need to
take for college admission aren't likely to
toss a check for $3,000 out the widow.

What is needed now is for the business
community, whose complaining about
underprepared kids entering the job mar-
ket provoked the MEAP test in the first

place, to get on the stick. Ask most the
human resources folks who actually do the
hiring at Michigan businesses if they
require MEAP test results on their inter-
view forms; you're likely to get back a
bewildered stare. .

State universities shouid get the same
message, too. Admissions offices scorn a
state MEAP proficiency test on the grounds
the ACT and SAT scores predict likely aca-
demic success in college perfectly well.
Nobody knows. of course, and if colleges
actually required test results on their
admissions forms kids would realize peaple
are serious about taking the proficiency
tests in the first place.

Perhaps now is the time for everybody to
get together and cut a deal on the MEAP
test.

The governor has put a good idea on the
table. The State Board of Education, which
has been trying valiantly to get uniform
assessment of K-12 academic proficiency
accepted as the bedrock of school improve-
ment. has an interest in seeing the gover-
nor's idea adopted. The business commu-
nity should be invited to put up or shut up.
And the universities should be asked to
quit complaining and try to help solve the
problem.

Sounds like a recipe for a successful
summit meeting,

In Detroit, the problem is people. If
you've followed the Detroit papers coverage
over the years, you've read that young
black males have a disdain for schools
because they'te run by women. You've read
feature stories where girls who try to do
well in class are accused by classmates of
“acting white.”

A black friend who attained a managerial
post with a major utility told me how he
was ridiculed by other kids for taking
books home for study.

A white suburban friend teaches in
Detroit. She's excellent - I've visited her
class. Yet her hostile colleagues accuse her
of "taking a job away from a black man.”

You can hear the same kinds of stories in
white “Michigan hillbilly” areas, but they
are most pervastve in “urban” areas. You
don't hear those kinds of stories in Cas-
sopolis, where Dennis Archer was raised.

The problem is people in a culture that
has little respect for education and teach-
ers. Unless Engler and DeGrow know
something that I don't, there is little hope
that changing the school board, the super-
intendent, the business manager and busi-
ness methods can help students learn.

In other words, I don't think top govern-
mental officials have a magic wand that
can change people’s attitudes. I hope I'm
wrong and they're right.

Robert Brateman. decided 10 open
a medical practice near Providence
Park, he followed him 0 Novi to
share an office. Today, Brateman.
who has an MBA from the.Univer-
sity of Michigan, is headquartered
in the Internaticnal Business Cen-
ter at Main Street East,

Originally a leasing agent for
shopping centers, he added leasing
offices and industrial building
space to his repertoire, then vacant
land sales.

Representing a landowner along
Grand River led Brateman to his
first venlure with local govern-
ment.

He's on the Novi Chamber of
Caommerce’s Board of Directors and
has been the chamber's Legislative
Alffafrs Chairperson for three years.

*I think you have to be creative.
you have to look at the situation. |
was trying to sell a piece of praper-
ty and 1 thought, no matter how
hard I tried. 1 couldn't do it. It was
due to the ardinance”” he
explained.

“You're a person who's bought a
plece of property and you've held
onto it for ten years, the property
has not appreclated. That's not
fair. that somebody should have a
very large investment of $100.000s
on Grand River and not have it
developable.”

The area was zoned for non-cen-
ter commercial and he convinced
both the chamber and the Nowi
Planning Commissicn that the zon-
ing category needed fine-tuning,
Last year, a revised NCC zaning
was adopted by the Novi City
Ceuncil.

“That makes for good lines of
communication. 1 ¢an understand
that the residents say we have a lot
of deveiopment here. But talking
with residents about community
development, they can understand
how business helps pay for the ser-
vices everyone enjovs.” he said.

Brateman's office is full of
mementos from Israel, including
rocks gathered at Masada,
Jerusalem and Galllee. The coun-
uy's welfare been an interest of his
since early childhood.

“When | was ten years old, [
explained 10 my fellow fourth
graders what was happening dur-
ing the Six Day War," he said.

That was In 1867. In 1973, with
his family, he visited the county
just before the Yom Kippur War
broke out. Since then, he's been
back 14 times.

“We have sc many {riends there,
! follow Israel on a daily basis, it
becomes so much a part of vou,
you're connected,” he said.

Brateman sells more than real
estate. He's been 2 leader in pro-
moting bonds for the development
of Israel's infrastructure. The
naton of four million has seen a
one million increase in its popula-
tion since 1989, he said, with
immigrants coming mostly from
Eastern Europe.

In 1996, he was one of six young
North Americans to win the
Jerusalem 3000 Award, for their
work in educating people about
Israel bonds. He was chosen to give
the acceptance speech on behalf of
all of them in Jerusalem.

"My family was there. [t was
quite a moving experience, some-
thing 'l always remember,” Brate-
mar said.

In 1897, he made another one of
his dreams become reality. creating
his own cable TV show.

*I was flicking the remote cantrol
and it said don't just watch TV, do
TV." said Brateman.

He signed up for a five-week
class on cable TV through the
Southwest Qakland Cable Com-
misston.

“When | got there 1 was really
nervous.

Brate-
man's done 35 talk shows, with his
brother and father, Irving Brate-
man serving as cameramen,
including ore shot in Israel and a
cooking episode with Botsford Hos-
pital.

“I love the show I did on Special
Olympics. It showed how parents
can be involved in making the chil-
dren’s lives hetter and what a won-
derful  organization  Special
Olympics is.” he said.

Expert gives advice
on personal finance
and investing

n a sometimes humorous. often
times serious, discussion on
“Women and Investing” Rick
Bloom told members of the
Northville Woman's Club and
their guests at a recent meeting
that it is never to late to start
investing.

“Investing is mandatory for everyane,”
sajd the attorney. financial planner and
_talk show host of both “Money Talk™ and
“The Rick Bloom Show" on WXYT,

“You are going to need more. not less,
down the road.” he said. “There's not a
person in this room. [ don't care how old
you are, that shouldn’t be investing
money in the stock market.”

The average woman in this country
lives on $14,000 a year at age 65 years
and on $9,000 if she’s 75, according to
Bloom.

People are living longer, are more
active and living better lives than their
counterparts did 30 years ago, according
to Bleom. Senior citizens are not working
because they want to, but because they
have to.

The cost of living is continually going
up. The style of living is also changing
and increasing the cost of Uving. What
were once considered luxuries - cell
phones, computers, ete. ~ are now
becoming everyday items.

“That's the reality, prices are going to

jump. we are living longer and we have to
keep up.” said Bloom, who is also a fre-
quent financial correspondent on WXYZ
TV Channel 7.

Bloom discussed the four areas of per-
sonal finance - estate planning needs.
taxes, risk management and investing
and had the [ollowing recommendations:

Estate planning

-It's not just pianning {or our death,”
Bloom said. "it's making sure we know
how to handle a family emergency.”

A medical power of attorney is a must.

“You need to put in writing what your
wishes are if you can't make a medical
decision for yourself,” he said. “Mosl peo-
ple in this country don’t have one.”

The Michiflan Patient Advocate Form is
free and available at local libraries.

Make a list of where your assets are
and look at your will. trust, eic., to make
sure they are correct.

“There’s $160 billion dollars in this
couniry that is unclaimed,” he said.

Taxes :

The main goal should not be to save on
taxes.

“Taxes are immaterial.” he said. “We
should all pay the least amount possible.
What our goal should be is to-put more
money in our pockets.”

Be aware of taxes. deduct what you
can, but never make a move just for tax
purposes, if you do you will always make

the wrong decision.

Risk Management

Video tape everylhing in your house
with a narration.

Shop around for a homeowner's policy.

The only reason to buy life insurance
is if there is someone who will loose out
financially if you die.

If considering long term care, read the
policy. not the brochure,

“You have to read those policies,
understand them and check them out
independently,” he said.

An agent can't explain a policy to you
when it is often: so complex that even he
ean't understand it, said Bloom.

Investments

“Leaving your money in a bank is not
an eption anymore. we live in a different
world,” he said.

The agricultural society {s long gone.
The industrial revolution is behind us.
We are living in a service and technology
economy. .

“We have 1o recognize that everything
else in our lives is changing.” he said.
"We have to change the way we think
about money. If you don't, you are going
to get left behind.”

Define your goals and objectives when
investing money and know your risk tol-
erance level.

Investing in the stock market is for a
goal 10 years down the road, regardless

of whether you are a conservative
investor or not. For something one year
down the road. you would not invest in
the stock market.

“1t's not whether you are a conservative
or an aggressive investor. but your own
goals and objectives that dictate how you
invest money.” said Bloom.

Don't worty if the stock market goes
up or down on any given day. Focus on
your goal.

“There’s no such thing as a risk-free
investment,” he said.

CDs and U.S. Savings Bonds are guar-
anteed to Jasse money. according to
Bloom. [n any 10-year period the stock
market has never lost money,

The only way to make money in real
dollars in the long run is to go into the
stock market and for the majority of
investors. it's mutual funds. Judge on
the return, not on what they are.

More information on mutual funds can
be found at the local Hbraries.

loom uses the following rules when
tnaking his own investments:

1. Don't invest in anything that you
can’t check out independently.

“If you can't check it out independent-
ly. walk away,” he said. “Some of the best
investment are these we don't make,”

2. Don’t invest in anything that doesn’t
have a track record. Look at three-, five-,
even 10-year track records.

“Projections are meaningless,” he said.

3. Don't invest in anything you don't
understand.

"I want te know how I can make
money. how [ can loose money, how I get
my money cut when | want t0.” he sald.

4. Don’t invest in anything unless you
understand the costs. Know the price
and the commission, Bloom recommends
no-load investments.

6. Do a “smell” test.

“If it smells too good to be true, it
smells.” he sald.

A portion of a portfolio should be in the
stock market. It is immaterial what the
stock market is at today.

“Women are actually better investors
than men. but too many women don't get
involved.” he said. Investing is not a
man's thing to do. People should look at
it as a hobby.

“It js the only hobby I know where you
actually can make money as opposed to
costing you money.” he said. “This is fun
stuff. You don't have to be an expert in
the market to do well in it.”

Don't sweat the day-to-day fluctua-
tions. Focus on your long-term goals. Do
research going into the fund. Follow it for
two years to check its performarnce.

“I don't fall in love with my invest-
ments,” he said. “[ fall in love with their
performance.”

Unlike the original event in
1989, everyone kept their clothes
on, it was reported. And what
clothes!

“It was fabulous. [t was the best
party ever. We had some people
who really dressed.” said Lynn
George, administrative assistant
to Novi's city manager.

George. the party-planner.
sported a get-up that included bell
bottoms and clogs. The bash was
held Jan. 23 at the DoubleTree
Hotel, where guests grooved to
appropriate hit music of the day,
such as “Hev Jude.”

Typically, guests are encour-
aged to dress in costume for the
annual event, based on each
vear's theme. Because Novi will
celebrate its 30th anniversary this
moenth, time-tripping back to 1969
seemed the righteous response.

Trucking away with first place
for costumes was Novi's wood-
lands and landscape architect
Linda Lemke and her husband,
Frank Leimbach. a consultant
who's worked on the city's master
plan. They won a copy of the
movie “Woodstock.”

Cocker and The Grateful Dead.

A buffet dinner was on offer and
a cash bar, but nothing to bring
back that genuine 1960s freaked-
out feeling.

Health Column

Resistance training done properly

Resistance training has never been
more popular among both men and
women. In fact, it remains one of the
fastest growlng segments of fitness
today, and rightfully so. The already
lengthy list of proven benefits from
this tvpe of exercise [for teens through
senjors) has all but killed the old
stereo-type of muscle bound men and
women staring at themselves in the
nearest mirror.

Most people do not realize that after
their early 20s they begin to lose
approximately one-half pound of
muscle every year through lack of
use. This can drastically affect one’s
guality of ilfe as well as personal
appearance. Scientific data supports
that adding at least a couple days a
week of proper and consistent resis-
tance training cannot only stop but
actually reverse these negative affects
{at any age).

Resistance training can take many
forms, such as completing exercises,
reststing one's body welght, using
rubber tubing, weight bearing
machines. or {ree weights (barbells
and dumbbells). The key to your plan
is to maintain or increase your
strenglh nesded for you to maximize
vour quality of life. Unfortunately,
along with the benefits of these exer-
cises come many risks if the rules of
the body are not obeyed: and that is
the essence of this column and the
series of columns to follow, To maxi-
mize the benefit while mirdmizing
your risk through proper execution of
key exercises. Obviously we cannot
cover all of the many exercises, but
we will include a key one for each

other chest exercises.

How to Align and Position *

* Lie on a bench with neutral spinal
curves, not flat.

* Position feet flat on the ground,
assuming proper posture can be
maintained, or en the beneh, to aid i
postural alignment.

* Position dumbbells over the mid-
dle of the shoulders, not cver the
head.

+ Lift chest while pinching shoulder
blades comfortzbly back inte the
bench.

Motion of the Exercise *

* Slowly, lower the elbows outward

and down while maintaining the wrist - §

position over the elbows.

* The motion should stop when
there is a loss of control or the upper
arms are level with the shoulders.

* To return, keep the shoulder
blades together, move elbows up and
in towards the center. This will create
a triangular motion when viewed from
behind.

Eey Safety and Mechanical
Puoints *

¢ Be sure elbows do not dip lower
then the shoulders.

« Wrists should maintain a neutral
positan, In other words, do not allow
the dumbbells to go forward or back-
wards to the forearm resulting in the
loss of stability.

 Maintain proper posture,

 Keep the shoulder blades back in
the bench (retracted}.

¢ Maintain the horizontal plane
[dumbbells aligned over the lower to
middle shoulder).
