H u r o n -
C l i n t o n M e t r o p a r k off ic ials are 
proposing to b r ing i n a sharpshoot­
er to thin the whitetai) numbers . If 
approved, this would be the first 
l ime park officials ha-.'e author ized 
deer to be sho l at the park. 

It's es l imated there are 528 deer 
at Kens ington Met ropark . w h i c h 
comes out to about 117 deer per 
square mile.

Navv. J e f f Leininger 's not a hero. 
He was j u s t taking care of bus i ­

ness w h e n he and other rescue 
workers hauled 17 ice fisherman 
out of L a k e St. C l a i r in Decenlber. 

O f course . Leininger. a former 
Novi r e s iden i who's now a Harr i son 
Townsh ip firefighter, spent 70 min­
utes i n the freezing water h imse l f 
The Discover , ' Channe l plans to 
interview h i m for its "Wonders of 
Weather" program, .-^nd Monday, 
he' l l be pinned" wi th Harr i son Town­
ship 's Meda l of Valor, the highest 
award for a l iving firefighter. 

B u t really, a l l these accolades are 
inc identa l to taking each day's work 
as it comes, Leininger insists. 

"It's m y job . 1 guess an outsider 
wou ld see what the luss is about. 
We do it a l l t l ie time." he sa id . 

"It was j u s t the luck of the draw. 
It cou ld have been anybody else i n 
the department." 

If Leininger 's modest about h i s 
accompl ishment , h is dad. a past 
N o v i c i ty c o u n c i l member E d 
Leininger. is beaming. 

"1 thought, wow. that's my k i d . 
my baby. 29 years o ld . heroically on 
the job . He ju s t gave me a new 
grandson , too. what more could a 
dad ask for?" he said. 

Leininger graduated from Novi 
H igh School i n 1988 and was look­
ing for a part-time job when a friend 
suggested he try out for the Novi 
F i re Department 's paid-on-cal l pro­
gram. 

"I found out ven,' soon after that 
this was going to be my career." he 
sa id . 

He spent eight years as a Novi 
pa id-on-ca l l firefighter and worked 
full- t ime as paramedic w t h the 
a m b u l a n c e company C o m m u n i t y 
Emergency Medica l Service. 

Twp a n d ha l f years ago. Leininger 
became a full-t ime f ireman i n Har ­
rison Townsh ip , where he took the 
t ra in ing needed to j o i n the depart­
ment 's d iv ing team. He n o w teaches 
ice rescue classes. He's been o n

eight ice rescues i n uvo years to 
retrieve hockey-players, snowmo-
bilers. ice fishermen a n d drivers of 
four-wheeler, a l l - terrain vehicles . 

O n Dec. 29 . Leininger a n d fu-e-
fighters from H a r r i s o n a n d Ira 
townsh ips , as wel l as the U . S . 
Coas t G u a r d , got the 4:30 p . m . cal l 
that 150 ice fishers were trapped on 
a n ice floe that was drifting from the 
shore of Lake St. Clair , near Metro 
B e a c h . Ac tua l ly , there were only 17 
a n d one of t hem used a cel l phone 
to ca l l for help. 

Two boats were tied together to 
reach the ice floe a n d as 14 fisher­
m e n a n d one fisherwoman were 
removed to shore. Leininger and 
Sgt. F r a n k Share , also of the Har r i ­
s o n T o w n s h i p F i re Depar tment , 
stayed o n the migrat ing ice floe to 
c a l m the r emain ing three. 

" A couple of them thought they 
were going to die. They didn ' t th ink 
anybiody was going to come back for 
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16-pound bowling ball, it 
can handle all your above 
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them. Y o u reassure them that peo­
ple are coming back w h e n they're 
not ca lmed d o w n . " L e i n i n g e r 
explained. 

A t the time, the temperature Was 
i n the 20s . the wind was b lowing 3 0 
miles per hour a n d it was snowing. 
The four - inch th ick ice floe c r u m ­
bled, tossing the two rescuers a n d 
the three v ic t ims in to the water for 
hal f a n hour before a n Ira Townsh ip 
Hovercraft came to p i ck them up . 

Leininger a n d Shore Were Wear­
ing water-buoyant Ice C o m m a n d e r 
exposure sui ts a n d two of the three 
fishermen had life preservers. A 
th i rd didn't . 

"He was hanging onto me. I Was 
b a s i c a l l y h i s life preserver." 
Leininger said .

In h a l f a n hour, a helicopter 
picked u p two fishermen a n d a n Ira 
Township Hovercraft wi th two fire­
fighters p icked u p the last fisher­
man . Leininger a n d Share . 

Hi t by six-foot h igh h igh waves, 
the motor of the Hovercraft was 
swamped a n d the vessel deflated, 
tossing the radio equipment a n d 
lights to the bottom. B y then, it was 
dark outside. Three t imes, a he l i ­
copter passed over a n d couldn' t 
locate them. One of the Ira Town­
s h i p firefighters to ld Le in inge r 
about a searchlight on the vessel 
and he dove underneath to retrieve 
it. 

"After the s ix th time. I worked the 
light out w i th my feet." Leininger 
said. 

At about 8:30 p .m . . the last ice 
fisher was taken out by helicopter 
and the four rescue workers were 
rescued from Lake St. C l a i r them­
selves by a Coast G u a r d boat. 

One of the fishermen suffered 
from hvpothermia. A n d LeiI1ingeL 
a long vvlth Share, w i l l be honored 
as heroes next week. 

You might e.vpect that wi th the 
lives of 17 people saved, at great 
risk to others, the Ha r r i son T o w n ­
s h i p Fi re Depar tment w o u l d be 
swamped wi th thanks a n d tokens 
of appreciat ion from the fishermen 
a n d their families. B u t that hasn' t 
happened. 

"We haven't had a lot of people 
come back. Out of the 17. less than 
hal f came back. That 's okay. T h e 
gratitude we had was that nobody 
died." Leininger sa id . 

Le in inger lives i n C o m m e r c e 
Townsh ip wi th is wife. B e t h a n d the 
new baby. Brandon , five months 
old . 

He decided to become a fu-emen 
because he wanted to help people 
i n cr i s i s s i tuat ions. 

"It's j u s t something that gets into 
y o u r blood and y o u can't get rid of 
it. A n y firefighter y o u talk to wou ld ­
n't trade the job," Leii1inger sa id . 

T h e Novi Fire Depa r tmen t i s 
k n o w n for its excellent t ra in ing pro­
gram, he added. 

"His work ethic a n d his t ra in ing 
a l l come fi-om (Novi F i re Chief} A r t 
L e n a g h a n . There ' s a lot o f A r t 

Lenaghan popp ing up over there 
that even A r t doesn't know about." 
E d Lein inger s a id . 

A!umi1i of Novi 's pa id-on-ca l l pro­
g ram are ful l- t ime firefighters i n 
L ivon ia . Redford a n d other states, 
i n c l u d i n g A r i z o n a a n d Texas . 
Lenaghan sa id . 

"Jeff d i d a real good job for u s 
here.

"I thought we 'd go out there, get 
some fishermen off the ice. maybe 
make the evening news. I d idn ' t 
k n o w we were going to be seen i n 
A l a s k a a n d New York . " Leininger 
sa id . 

"It won' t change me as far as how 
1 do things. I've a lways done things 
120 pe rcen t " 

Las t week, the temperature w a s 
i n the six-ties a n d ice fishers were 
out on L a k e St. C la i r . Le in inger 
doesn't agree w i t h proposed legisla­
t ion that fine the v ic t ims to r e im­
burse some of the costs of a rescue. 

"If they Want to risk their l ives, 
that ' s fine. It j u s t m e a n s we ' l l 
a lways have bus iness . People are 
warned to Wear their seat belts a n d 
they don't." he sa id . 

"People take chances , we're here 
to help i f they get in to t rouble."

B u t it a l so h o l d s some comple.x 
i ssues , w h i c h judges wi l l have to sort 
t h rough as they use this sy s t em more 
in the future. 

There is potent ia l i n this new technol ­
ogy. There is potent ia l for abuse a s we l l . 

A n d because technology, once invent­
ed, c a n never be un inven ted it seems 
pretty clear this w i l l be a topic the j u s ­
tice sys tem w i l l have explore i n the near 
future.

Ti le first w o m a n elect­
ed to that post, she went on to make h l s t o i y as the 
only woman In Mich igan to hold leadership posit ions 
i n the state house, senate a n d the executive office. 

Binsfleld served as .Assistant Repub l i can Leader In 
the house and Ass is tant Majori ty leader In the sen­
ate, where she was referred to as the den mother of 
the senate. Then , this grandmother went o n to serve 
as l ieutenant governor firom 1990 to 1998. 

A m o n g her accomplishments was tha t she spon-
sored the first domestic violence legislat ion In M i c h i ­
gan. 

She broke. G o v J o h n Engler said, m a n y glass ce i l ­
ings-

told the crowd at the event. 

Binsf le ld . who confessed to feeling "humbled" by 
the event, sa id that: "Politics is a n honorable profes­
s ion ... pol i t ics is about helping people."

If you want to know 
What a politician's real 
priorities are, forget 
the window dressing 
contained in the State 
of the (you mi in the 
blank) Speech. 
Instead, look to the 
budget when it's final­
ly submitted. 
Gov. John Engler pro­
vides an instructive 
example. 
In his widely praised 
State of the State 
speech at the end of 

January, the governor made education his top 
priority, arguing that Michigan had to be a 
"smart state" to succeed in the economic com­
petition of the future and proposing all maimer 
of lnnovaUons in education. 

His budget, unveiled last Week, had a dis-
Unctly different emphasis. In it, Engler recom­
mended giving state prisons a budget hike near­
ly four times bigger than the one for public uni-
versiUes. 

Engler called on the Legislature to increase 
appropriations to the Department of Correc­
tions by $110 million, more than 8 percent, 
much of the money going lo open 4,712 new 
prison beds. Fifteen public universities would 
be guaranteed increases of 824 million - a 1.5 
percent increase - While another seven schools 
Would d lwy up an extra $14 million from a new 
funding formula. 

If adopted. Engler's proposed budget would 
put total state spending on prisons at nearly 
$1.57 billion, nearly equal to the $1.63 billion 
he wants to spend on higher education. If past 
priorities are any guide to the future, the Engler 
budget for 2000 will be the first In Michigan his­
tory to spend more money to warehouse crimi­
nals than to educate young people. 

1 don't get it. Or, more accurately. I didn't get 
it until I read a series of articles recently pub­
lished In the Atlantic Monthly magazine Writ ten 
by Eric Schlosser. 

Ta.king his text from the famous warning 
about the "mllitanr-industrial complex" in Pres­
ident Eisenhower's 1961 farewell address, 
Sc.hlosser suggests the real reason behind the 
enormous increase in prison spending nation­
wide is Lhe workings of the "prison-industrial 
complex - a set of bureaucratic, political and 
economic interests that encourage increased 
spending on Imprisonment, regardless of the 
actual need." Not a conspiracy, the prison-
industrial complex is "a confluence of special 
interests that has given prison construction in 
the United States a seemingly unstoppable 
momentum." 

Schlosser cites these components: 
• Politicians, both liberal and conservative, 

who regularly pander to a public fearful of crime 
by voting for new prisons. If you can get them to 
stand still for a moment, ask your state repre­
sentative and senator under What circum­
stances they would vote against prison con­
struction and staffmg and for more money for 
colleges and universiUes. Don't hold your 

breath. 
• Poor rural areas, where prisons have 

become the main engine of economic growth. 
There are legislators from northern Michigan 
and the UP who never met a prison they - and 
their unemployed constituents - didn't like. 

• Private companies riding the current fad for 
privatization, that regard the $1.57 billion spent 
in Michigan on prisons not as a burden on our 
taxes but as a lucrative market. 

• State government bureaucrats, in charge of 
ever-increasing pots of money and power. 

The data are clear. Nationwide since 1991. 
the rate of violent crime in America has fallen by 
about 20 percent, while the number of people in 
prison has risen by 50 percent. 

The logic is unstoppable. If crime is going up. 
we need to build more prisons. But if crime is 
going down, it's because we have built more 
prisons. And. most certainly, building yet more 
prisons win drive the crime rate down even 
more. 

When the Legislature finally passes the 
Engler budget, you'll see that growth in state 
spending on prisons easily will surpass spend­
ing on colleges and universities. You may not 
like it. but at least you'll understand why.

D i a r i e s g i v e u s l o o k a t p a s t l i v e s 
Time travel back to 
the past can seem 
almost real When 
reading diaries or let­
ters Written long ago. 
The diaries of early 
settlers paint a Vivid 
picture of What life 
Was actually like at a 
point in time, as it 
Was taking place. 
Often, however, daily 
activities tended to be 
rather mundane, 
tedious, and down­
right boring. But they 

still give us a good idea of life In a different age. 
One such manuscript concerns the life of 

Henry Larcom of West NoVl. 
The West Novi Post Office Was located on the 

Detrolt-HoWell turnpike (later called Grand 
River AVenue) near today's Providence Park 
medical facility. In the mid to late-1800s. 
according to the Oakland Coimty Pioneer and 
Historical Society. "West Novi was a thriving 
town. With post office, furnace, etc. 

"... The furnace Was built by N.G. Pinney ...

then sold to Daniel Smoke and C.P. Larcum 
(sic); When the railroad missed them they moved 
it to WLxom." 

Heniy Larcom's older brother, Chauncey. ran 
the "furnace." or foundiy. With Henry and other 
neighboring men as helpers i n the shop. The 
1860 census lists both He11iy and Chaimcey as 
"machl11ist and pattern-maker." Heniy's diaiy 
for 1865-66 tells of a hard-WorkIng life. With no 
vacations or days off - except Sundays. 

Most days, Monday through Saturday. Heruy 
wrote. "Chauncey. Peny (neighbor and co-
oWner Lemuel Perrigno). George (hired hand) 
and I all in shop to Work." 

A typical entry Was like that of Monday. May 
8: "I Worked In shop good 3/4 of a day and mlxt 
(sic) my morter (sic)." 

On Sundays he usually, "Staid (sic) home all 
day" With his Wife Emellne and thefr young chil­
dren. 

Sunday. J ime 4: "Emellne. the children and I 
all Went to Novi to meeting and the Lake to see 
them baptise (sic)." 

Thursday. Aug. 10: "... Em. the chUdren. 
Maiy Entercan and Jane Bentley (Neighbors) 
and I Went up to Hlckville at night to traid (sic)." 

As the Weather Warmed and the snow melted. 

the men began to do more outside chores. 
Friday. May 12: "Cass Sanford ploWd (sic) our 

gardens ... I Worked in my garden In foumoon 
(sic) and In shop in afternoon." 

Saturday. May 13: "... I draWd (sic) hay and 
worked in shop till 9 1/2 o'clock (at night), then 
Worked in my garden." 

By the autumn, much harvesting Was being 
done. 

Monday. Oct. 16: "Chauncey and I got redy 
(sic) and thrashed our oats." 

Henry's diary ends on March 12. 1866: 
"Chauncey. Dave and I all to Work for company. 
Willlams Worked for us In afternoon, made 
Whistletree and draWd (sic) one load of hay." 

Chatmcey Larcom later moved to Wlxom Wife 
his Wife. Jane, and daughter Kate. HeiuV. how­
ever, could not be found after his last entry in 
1866. By 1870. he no longer appeared to be Lv-
ing in Michigan, the survival of his 1865-66 
diary has kept his memoiy alive.

E n g l e r i m p r o v i n g o n e n v i r o n m e n t 
Many envfronmental-
ists gasped With 
delight last month 
When GoV. J o h n 
Engler. In his State of 
the State speech, 
actually used the 
wwds "urban sprawl." 
In his first eight years, 
he didn't seem to 
know the meaning of 
the term that summa­
rizes how We're eating 
up open space far 
faster than our popu­
lation is growing. 

Could lt be true? Did a thunderbolt come 
from Heaven, as it did to St. Paul on the road to 
Damascus, and conVert Engler? Did he sudden­
ly become a believer In preserving our Woods 
and fields and Wetlands? 

Not quite. Here Is the complete quote. With 
emphasis added: "As We Work together to imple-
ment Clean Michigan, save farmland and 
reduce urban spraWl 

The operative Words are "save farmland." 
Farmers are in agribusiness. Thefr Voices are 
louder, believe me, than envfronmentallsts'. 

The Detroit papers missed the Feb. I I 
exchange between Engler's budget dfrector. 
Maty Laimoye. and Sen. George McManus. R-
TYaverae Clty. You don't see McManus' name 
much i n these papers because he focuses With 
laser precision on agribusiness issues the Way 
Detroit legislators focus solely on "urban" 

Issues. 
McManus first complimented Lannoye on 

putting some money In the budget for the 
bovine tuberc11Iosls problem In northeast loWer 
iMlchlgan. and he noted that 16 people died and 
72 Were hospitalized from eating tainted meat, 
much of it from Michigan. Then he moved to 
What Was really bugging him: 

"The agricultural economy Is the lowest It has 
been since 1929.1 hear complaints from farm­
ers that they're selling land to pay thefr mort­
gages. I hope agriculture Is higher on your pri­
ority list next year." 

Lannoye nodded: Message received. 
The same day. Senate majority leader Dan 

DeGroW. R-Port Huron, aimounced formation of 
a Senate task for on agriculture preservation to 
"examine the status and ftlture of Michigan's 
second largest tadustty." Headfrig it Will be 
McManus. of course, and a member Will be 
Dlaime Bj-rum, D-Onondaga. 

There folloWs a set of "fact sheets" notfrig the 
aging of the farm population. In the middle is a 
slgnScant envfronmental fact: "Michigan is los­
ing approximately 118 acres of farmland per 
day." 

Tha t number means little to us suburban 
computer hackers, so let's explore i t In 5.4 
days. Michigan loses a square niile of land. That 
We can understand. In a year We lose 67 square 
miles of land. That's almost two entire town­
ships. 

In a decade W e lose 670 square miles, or 18 
townships, or more than an average-sized coun­
ty. That's really a lot of farmland. And it doesn't 

count woodlands, wetlands and prairies.

List year, participants helped 
loc;iie frogs and toads in 52 square 
miles of the Rouge River watershed: 
Nonh\ille. Novi. Saleni Township 
and Walled Lake. 

'nlis year, the program's even 
more ambitious and uill focus on 
iOO sfjuare miles, including, along 
with the original communities. 
Caiiton. PlyIliouth and Superior 
aÎ .d \'an Buren louTiships. 

Tlie end result will be the mosi 
detailed map of frog and load distri­
bution available in North .-\nierica. 
Spears said. 

Each volunteer or group of volun­
teers reports data for a quarter-mile 
sqtIare surt'cy block. 

Overall, last vear's results 

showed tliai the communities are 
proriding good habitat quality, with 
some 30 of the 52 square miles sur­
veyed providing a home to three or 
more toad and frog species. 

Spring peepers were located 
through most of Novi and Northville 
blocks covered by volunteers and 
the Western Chorus Frog was fairly 
well distributed in the two cities. 
Tlie Wood Frog was prett}' much 
missing from the communities, 
e.vcept i'or soIne locaUons on the 
west side. Toads were found in less 
than half of Noti but through much 
of Northtille. 

Areas with few species were 
places full of roads and parking 
lots, as well as locations with lawns 
where Lhe water runs into streams 
or wetlands, rather than seeping 
into the ground. 

Studies have shown that water 
quality decreases when watersheds 
have 15 to 20 percent of these 
impervious surfaces. Spears said. 
This year's program will concen­

trate on the correlaUon between 
amounts of impervious surfaces 
and the number of amphibian 
species. Spears said. 

Now. as many as 300 volunteers 
are needed to check out the popu-
laUons. 

On their quest last yean the 
ChrisUiebs tj-pically ventured out 
with their mixed-breed dog. Jake. 

"We went out at night, prowling 
around neighborhoods and made 
little checks in our notebook." 
ChrisUieb said. 

They didn't hear much in 
Orchard Ridge and Brookland 
Farm subdi\isioi1s. but had great 

luck with frogs in Mystic Forest. 
"They were not only awfully loud, 

but there were a ton of varieties." 
ChrisUieb said. 

The couple didn't locate many 
toads at all south of Nine Mile 
Road. 

"The toads have the neatest song, 
it's like a song they sing." Christlieb 
said. 

'We used to wony about cutting 
the grass and hitting a toad, but 
not anymore."

that designed the tether and serves 
as the back-up monitoring station. 

Using a CIS mapping program. 
House Arrest can pinpoint Tester's 
exact location. If he enters certain 
"hot zones" - areas the court has 
ordered him to avoid, such as the 
vicinit}' of his victim's home -- a sig­
nal is sent to Tester's handheld 
receiver telling him to leave the 
area immediately. 

"This thing is so high tech that 
when Mr. Tester is driving his car. 
we will know how fast he is driv­
ing." Miller said. 

Local police and Tester's victim 
are also notified of Tester's pres­
ence if he enters a "hot zone." If he 
does not leave the area, he will 
immediately be arrested. 

An added bonus to this high tech 
system. Miller said, is it does not 
cost Oakland County a dime to 
run. 

"The defendant pays 815.50 a 
day. This money comes out of the 
defendant's pocket." Miller said. 
Currently. Oakland County pays 
$78 a day to house a prisoner With 
this system there is no cost to the 
county. Miller said. "It's a great 
trade off." 

Currently, the system can track 
a tethered person anywhere in the 
United States. Officials are hoping 
to expand this in the future by 
including CIS maps of Canada. 

Tester was chosen to be the first 
to be fitted with this new technolo­
gy due to an extensively \1olent 
past with girlfriends. MacKenzie 
said. 

Tester was being sentenced Fri­
day for attacking his girlfriend with 
a baseball bat. She escaped him

MacKenzie said at sentencing 
that Tester's past has shown he is 
not afraid to go to jail and that he 
will continue to beat up his former 
girlfriend. 

"You have a criminal histoiy that 
starts in 1992. You have an alcohol 
addiction problem. You are violent. 
You don't follow the law. you think 
it doesn't apply to you." MacKenzie 
said to Tester at sentencing. 

The Judge sentenced Tester to 90 
days in jail and 2-years of proba­
tion. Having served 30 days 
already. Tester will spend 60 days 
in jail, after which his movements

will be tracked by the monitor. 
MacKenzie also ordered him to 

go to domestic violence and alcohol 
abuse counseling and get a job. In 
addition. MacKenzie ordered Tester 
to have the satellite tether placed 
on him and to never set foot in the 
Village of Milford. Township of Mil­

ford and certain areas of Jackson, 
in order to protect Tester's e.x-girl-
friend from further attacks. 

"I want you to be clear you are 
going to do precisely what 1 order," 
MacKenzie said to Testen "If you do 
not obey me, some of those felony 
times you did will seem real short." 

To further explain how serious 
domestic violence is, MacKenzie 
referred to Tester's young daughter 
from a relationship with a previous 
girlfriend and said, "How are you 
going to feel when your daughter 
comes home at 21 with an engage­
ment ring and a black eye?" 

Tester's only comment was. "I 
wouldn't like that." 

Tester's victim. Theresa, said 
while she knows he will come after 
her again, she does feel a lot safer 
because of the satellite tether. 

"No matter where he goes, they 
will know," she said.

An alliance between judges, 
police departments and a woman's 
shelter is proving to be highly suc­
cessful in lowering domestic 
assault numbers in the area. 

The alliance combines the efforts 
of police departments throughout 
western Oakland County, the 52-1 
District Court in Novi and HA'VEN -
a shelter for battered wom.en. It 
provides police with more training 
in domestic violence issues, inten­
sive counseling for the victim and 
the batterer, and a faster court pro­
cess that puts more emphasis on 
endlng'domestlcviolence.'-- " ' - • • 

The court put domestic assault 
ca.ses on a "fast-track" which 
reduced the average time between 

arraignment and pretrial from 40 
days to five days and between 
arraignment and trial from 113 
days to 13 days. 

Judge Brian MacKenzie, of the 
52-1 District Court, said the suc­
cess of the alliance can be seen in 
a 9.5 percent decline in the num­
ber of domestic violence cases 
since the program's first full year in 
1995. 

MacKenzie said the conviction 
rate for domestic Violence offenders 
is 90 percent. Additionally, police 
officers who used to Visit some 
homes three or four times a week 
before the alliance program began, 

-•find thatrnow-onfy 5 percent of the 
domestic violence cases are 
repeats. 

MacKenzie acknowledged that 

the declining number of cases 
could be the result of fewer women 
reporting assaults. However, most 
domestic violence cases are report­
ed by someone other than the vic­
tim, and most women still do not 
know about the alliance program, 
he said. 

"Everyone, including myself 
assumes everyone knows all about 
this program. The truth is. every­
one doesn't know," MacKenzie said. 

But when people do find out 
about the program, they discover 
its strength in ending domestic Vio­
lence. 

Accordtag to MacKenzie. the pro­
gram puts both-the victim and the 
batterer through counseling. For 
the batterer, he said. "The first 
eight weeks of the program is get­

ting the guy to understand he is 
nol the victim." 

The program also teaches victims 
that they are not at fault or guilty 
of any crime - the assaulter Is the 
one at fault. 

MacKenzie said that sometimes 
the batterer just doesn't get it. For 
example, he sentenced a man last 
week for his fourth domestic 
assault. 

"He didn't like what his wife was 
doing, so he put her over his knee 
and spanked her like a child." 
MacKenzie said. 

Since it was his fourth time in 
MacKenzie's courtroom, programs 
and counseling have proven them­
selves useless in tills man's case. 

MacKenzie said from now on. he'll 
receive a 90-day sentence in jail. 

While tJiis alliance program is 
being spearheaded by the 52-1 Dis­
trict Court, its success -is being 
noticed by other courts and police 
departments throughout the coun­
try. MacKenzie said Washtenaw 
Cou1ity. Saginaw and various com­
munities on the west side of the 
state have expressed interest in the 
program. He has given lectures 
about it in Georgia. 

Hedy Nuriel. executive director of 
HAVEN, said she is very pleased 
with the alliance program's results 
so far. 

"We wish it vrould happen in 
more courts. The exciting thing 

about what (the 52-1 District 
Court) is doing is they put a seri­
ousness on domestic Violence." she 
said. 

Nuriel said wliile the program 
glVes out quick jail-time punish­
ment to batterers, it also addresses 
the batterer's long-term tactics by 
putting them through a long-term 
program. 

Furthermore, as a result of this 
program. MacKenzie said. "The 
husband who assaults his Wife Will 
find himself subject to immediate 
consequences, designed to preVent 
his continuing behavior. Accord­
ingly, he will discover, if he does 

•not already know, that assaulting a 
Woman he lives With is a crime."

Purchasing at least one bo.\ of Girl 
Scout Cookies is as American as 
apple pie. 

We hear the announcement of 
some sales events so frequently we 
tend to tune them out . But for 
many, the Girl Scout Cookie Sale is 
one of the most anticipated events of 
the year. 

\\T1ether you prefer them better 
frozen, or right out of the box. it's a 
sale lhat most do not want to miss. 

If you are an average household, 
according to Huron Valley Girl Scout 
Council statistics, you Will purchase 
appro.ximalely five boxes of coolcies. 

Booth sales began Feb. 13 and 
will continue through March 12. 
Cookies ordered between Dec. 17 
and J a n . 17 are being delivered 
through Saturday. 

Girl Scouts in both Northville and 
Novi are offering eight Varieties of 
cookies. The five standard varieties 
baked by ei ther .'VBC or Li t t le 
Brownie. Which is why some cookies 
have different names, are Caramel 

Delites or Samoas. Shortbreads or 
Trefoils. Peanut Butter Patties or 
Tagalongs. Peanut Butter Sandwich­
es or Do-Si-Dos and Thin Mints. The 
other three varieties vary by council. 

In Northville. which falls in the 
Huron Valley Girl Scout Counci l , 
along with the five standard vari­
eties.

Exercise addiction can cause physical and 
psychological damage. 

Consider it a good thing gone bad. 
While doctors and public health officials 

stress the importance of exercise, some people 
go too far with their physical workouts. They 
are exercise addicts, at risk of physical and 
psychological damage no less harmful than 
that afflicting drug or alcohol addicts. 

"If your life is altered, is harmed, is damaged 
by your commitment to excessive exercise, then 
you should consider that to be a problem." said 
Thomas L. Schwenk M . D . . chairman of the 
University of Michigan Health System's Depart­
ment of Family Medicine. 

E.xercise addiction can lead to broken mar­
riages, neglected work responsibil i l ies and 
ignored friendships. There also is a physical 
toll, as the body is so overworked it can no 
longer adequately fight disease aIid infection. 

Physicians don't want to dowTiplay the need 
for exercise. In Michigan. 56 percent of adults 
are physically inactive: 23 percent of Michigan 
adults had no regular e.xercise at all in 1996. 
accordijlg to the state Department of Coinmu-
nity Health. One-third of Michiganians are 
overweight - more than in any other state, 
according to the Michlgall Governor's Council 
on Physical Fitness. Health and Sports. 

Nationwide, the U.S. Surgeon General has 
reported thai more than 60 percent of adults 
neglect getting the recommended level of physi­
cal activity. In particular, women, blacks. His-
panics and older adu l t s do not exercise 
enough. 

"An increasing number of people are not 
exercising, a small number of people are exer­
cising more, and a veiy small number of people 
are actually exercising too much and overdoing 
it." Schwenk said. 

There is no medical test to determine exer­
cise addiction, but there are signs to watch for. 
People who over-exercise will continue to work 
out even if they're hurt or sick. Those Who jog 
or exercise outdoors will ignore storm warnings 
and bad weather. Others will neglect their fami­
ly and friends, isolating themselves solely to 
exercise. 

"'i'ou're gone so much or you organize your 
life around either training or competition, to 
the exclusion of the people around you or the 
re spons ib i l i t i e s a round y o u , " Schwenk 
explained. 

Control may be a motivating factor in exer­
cise addiction, he said. "E.xercise is something 
Lhat one can control. You can control the time, 
you can control how much you do. you can 
actually measure distance, time and weight. If 

you look at one's day-to-day life, there aren't 
too many places where you hav'e that sort of 
certainty." Schwenk said. "I think control is a 
big issue in exercise addiction." 

Over-exercising also can be related to eating 
d isorders , such as anorexia nervosa and 
depression. 

The greatest physical harin of over-exercising 
is that it creates fatigue and wears down the 
body's immune system. 

"•You're just more susceptible to infection -
just more infections, more colds, inore upper 
respiratory infections, always sort of s i ck . ' 
Schwenk explained. Psychological signs of 
over-e.xercising include fatigue, depression, 
irritability and lack of concentration. 

Schwenk said it is best for people to use 
moderation when exercising. 

"The biggest problein, by far. is that too few 
people exercise. In terms of numbers and In 
terms of impact on health, too little exercise is 
far more important than too much e.xercise," he 
said.
