1997. T i m e Warner cur ren t ly pro­
vides s e n i c e under a 1982 con­
tract. 

The fornlal request from the 
cities of F a r m i n g t o n . F a r m i n g t o n 
H i l l s and . \ o \ i gives T i m e W a r n e r 
60 days to respond w i t h a propos­
al that w o u l d meet the needs of 
the c i t izens . S W O C C then has 120 
days to respond . 

T h i s is the only way we can 
at tempt to force i l . It has been a 

series of frustrat ions w i l h T i m e 
Warner . Negotiations began three 
years bei'ore the contract expired 
in 1997 and we have yet to get a n 
agreement w i t h T i m e Warner . " 
C o u n c i l m e m b e r Bob S c h m i d 
sa id . "I u i s h we cou ld br ing i n 
cotnpel i t ion. bu t i l is so difficult to 
do wi th the federal regulat ions we 
have." 

.•\ccording to C o u n c i l M e m b e r 
Kath leen M u t c h , due to Federal 
C o m m u n i c a l i o n s C o m m i s s i o n 
regulat ions there is a l imi t o n 
what the city c a n do about T i m e 
Warne r ' s ac t ions . However, the 
ci t izens of the communi t i e s m a y 
be ab le to g e l more effective 
resul ts by send ing a letter to their 
congressman.

T h i s Was the general consensus of a s m a l l 
group of l andscape archi tects a n d developers 
t l iat met w i t h the Novi envi ronmenta l commit­
tee Feb . 18 i n a r o u n d table d i s c u s s i o n . 

" H a m g flexibility w i l l end u p i n a good j o b 
done i n the design." H e n l y Sasoon . a Novi 
developer, sa id . 

Sasoon sa id the Woodlands o rd inance that 
requires r ep lan t ing of trees uprooted due to 
cons t ruc t ion w i th a n equal n u m b e r o f trees, o r 
pay ing a fee to the city, needs to be changed to 
al low a developer to b r ing i n bigger trees a n d 
more variety. 

A p roper development takes beauty into 
account Wi th its des ign, he sa id . Cur ren t ly , 
the city 's o rd inance requires a developer to b u y 
s m a l l trees, of the same species, to replace 

W e j u s t w a n t ( a d e v e l o p e r ' s ) p r o

trees lost d u r i n g cons t ruc t ion . 
W h i l e the trees may look nice i n the future, 

at the time of plant ing, they do not. he sa id . 
In m a n y cases. Sasoon sa id , developers 

w o u l d rather b r ing i n more mature , larger 
trees to give the development more beauty. 
P lus , he sa id , a variety of trees w o u l d "give the 
development c h a r m and good feel." 

In order to do this . Sasoon suggested the c i ty 
change its cur ren t ord inance to count trees by 
their size rather than the n u m b e r when deter­
m i n i n g how many to replace. 

G a f y Roberts , a landscape designer i n Nov i . 
agreed s ay ing larger trees a n d a variety helps 
to enhance a project a n d gives designers more 
op'dons. -

"When y o u have a n ord inance that is so 
uny ie ld ing and firm, it takes away the very 
ab i l i ty of the designer to design." added A r n i e 
S e r i i n . another developer in Novi . 

L i n d a Lemke. N o \ i envi ronmenta l consu l ­
tant, sa id the reason for u s i n g smal le r trees i n 
development, as the ord inance requires, is that 
the smal le r trees grow faster because they 
experience less "shock" from the t ransplant . 
Larger trees are i n short supp ly this year. 

Roberts , who also owns h i s own nursery , 
responded to these reasons a n d sa id a larger 
tree v- i l l s hock a li t t le more than a smal le r tree. 
" B u t at least i n the beg inn ing we w i l l have 
someth ing large."

Rod Ar royo . Novi p l a n n i n g con­
sul tant , sa id t radi t ional ly res tau­
rants have been excluded from the 
L o c a l B u s i n e s s d i s t r i c t d u e to 
smel ls that m a y be associated With 
food preparat ion. 

To e l iminate the p rob lem, the 
ordinance restr icts the food prepa­
ra t ion to -pre-cooked or prepack­
aged i tems, accessory baked goods 
cooked on si te i n a convect ion 
oven, microwave or s imi l a r process 
that does not require ven t ing to the 
outside a n d s i m i l a r functions."

Too Chez received preliminary 
approval from the No\1 Cit}' Coun­
cil -Monday to move ahead with 
plans creating a catering business 
behind its restaurant on Novi 
Road, north of 1-96. 

Too Chez is planning to lurn an 
e-Kisting building behind the 
restaurant into to a catering busi­
ness. City Council approval allows 
the final site plan for the project to 
be renewed administratively, if 
they receive needed ordinance 
waivers from Novi's 2Jor1ing Board 
of Appeals. 

However, a lack of changes to the 
building's current facade caused 
debate among council members 
over whether they have the power 
to require facade upgrades to an 
existing building. 

The debate started after the gen­
eral contractor for the project said 
a limited amount of the public will 
have access lo the cement-block 
faced building to place orders for 
events they would like catered. 

While the project calls for many 
upgrades in parking and land­
scape, it does not include many 
changes to the facade of the build­
ing, except for some painting to 
make the building fit in with the 
current Too Chez restaurant. A few 
windows are also planned to be cut 
into the cement wall. 

This caused Council Member 
Laura Lorenzo to question why the 
city's planning consultants did not 
request more facade changes to the 
building, especially since the pub­
lic will have some access to the 
building. 

According to Denriis Watson, city 
attorney, he believes the city's ordi­
nance dealing with changes to 
existing buildings in special land 
use districts does not allov/ the city 
to require facade changes. 

The building in question is locat­
ed in a the special land use district 
for conference centers. 

City Manager Ed Kriewall added,

the general traffic of the area and a 
person would really have to be 
looking for it in order to find il. 

"It really doesn't make much 
sense to beaulily this location 
much," he said. 

Bu l , Council Member Robert 
Schmid said he too had a similar 
opinion as Lorenzo and was con­
cerned about the city's lack of 
power in requiring facade upgrades 
to exiting buildings in special lanfjl 
use districts. • 

Schmid said if the ordinance 
does not allow the cily to require 
facade changes to building, theh 
the ordinance must be changed to 
allow them this power. 

Watson said he will look into the 
issue further. 

In the meantime. Schmid sug­
gested since the building will 
receive some traffic from the pub­
lic, it should include a higher qual­
ity entrance. 

Too Chez is planning to use the 
building as a sort of "food prepara­
tion location" for a catering e.>:ten-
sion to the restaurant. Most of its 
customers will be business and 
social groups. 

A motion to approve the prelimi­
naiy site plan passed unanimous: 
ly. as long at it receives ZBA 
approval for parking lot setbacks 
and parking space variances.

W h e n I took over the L iv ­
i n g / O u r Town sections four 
and a ha l f years ago. I inherit­
ed the restaurant poll wh ich 
had already appeared four 
t imes since 1990. 
Firs t my computer decided i t 
d id not have enough memory 

• to r u n the software I use to 
tabulate the ballots anymore. 

So I got on one computer or another, when they 
were free, trying to tabtJate the ballots electroilicaUy. 
I finally gave up and counted them by hand . C a n y o u 
imagine, about 200 bal lots , wi th 17 categories for 
some 125 restaurants.

Despite the glossy 
promises Mack inac 
Center and Gov. 
J o h n Engler made 
about char ter 
schools, the bene­
fits haven't 
appeared. To cor­
rect the governor's 
campaign s logan: 
"Promises made, 
promises broken." 
The notion of char­

ier schools, as developed by the Regional 
Laboratory for Educat ional Improvement of 
the Northeast in 1988, was lo liberate good 
teachers and free them from the rigid 
dogma of school boards and educationists. 
There wou ld be innovations in cu r r i cu lum, 
more parental choice, improved learning 
for motivated students. IRah. rah, r ah . 

Two scholar ly reports on Publ ic School 
Academies, commissioned by the Legisla­
ture, tell u s that PSAs, or "charter schools." 
have fallen short, for the most part. Again . 
I remind you that not al l charter schools 
are bad: about one-fourth have better 
M E A P test scores than the traditional pub­
lic schools i n the surrounding community. 

Bu t failures exceed successes. Engler 
was cheered twice i n his State of the State 
address when he agreed with President 
Cl in ton that "all states and school districts 
must t u r n around their worst performing 
schools - or shut them down." A n honest 
governor would start shut t ing down many 
of d ie 137 incompetently run . unimagina­
tive, low-performing, low-paying charter 

schools. 
Publ ic Sector Consul tants Inc. (PSC) of 

Lans ing and Western Mich igan Universi ty 
repor ted,back Feb. 18 on the first four 
years of the charter experiment. PSC's 
report made a lot of excuses for the poor 
performance - they had to struggle to sur-
\ i ve - but the patterns showed through i n 
both reports: 

• Test scores - T h e percentage of s tu­
dents scor ing 'satisfactory' at char ter 
schools is lower than at a majority of local 
t radit ional publ ic schools." said P S C . It 
could have bought this newspaper and 
saved the state $149,999.50. 

When public schools had decl ining test 
scores, their enemies shouted this over the 
airwaves. Bu t when charter schools (as a 
group) flop, their a l ibi is that they are jus t 
too new and somehow attracted the bottom 
of the public schools' academic barrel. 

• Parental i i ivolvement - "Parents had -
or exercised - less infiuence over (charter) 
schools i n the upper grades, and c o m m u ­
nicat ion wi th the home was perceived to 
decline in the upper grades." said W M U . So 
m u c h for the big fib of "parental choice." 

• C u r r i c u l u m - Michigan got cheated. 
Instead of getting charter schools that spe­
cialize in science or the performing arts, 
"there are limited innovations being devel­
oped and applied i n the PSAs ," said W M U . 
Many charter schools hire business man­
agement firms and revert to "canned cur-
riculums." 

• Dropouts - "On the whole, the PSAs 
had higher dropout rates than d id their 
host communities." In short. PSAs dumped 
the problems back into the tradit ional pub­
lic schools. 

• Personnel management - W M U found 
"e-xtensive nepotism i n employment of rela­
tives" and "high rates of attrition among 
teachers, students and even principals ." 
said W M U . 

• Organization - Instead of motivated 
teachers and concerned parents start ing 
charter schools, the biggest group of appl i ­
cants came from tlie ranks of private 
schools, wi th only a "handful" from publ ic 
schools. 

• C h u r c h and state - Charter schools are 
supposed to be l ike publ ic schools, wi th no 
"established" religion. Yet P S C noted that 
ministers often were among organizers, 
and "WMU quoted students a s saying ' th i s 
is a Chr i s t i an school ." though leaders 
denied any proselytizing. Many of u s s t i l l 
suspect charter schools are a subterfuge 
for fundamentalist parochiaid. 

• Minori t ies - T h u s there is support for 
those who argue that the charter schools 
are sk imming and increasing segregation 
... there is a clear trend toward fewer and 
fewer minorit ies i n the PSAs." 'WMU said. 

• Finances - Char ter schools moan than 
they don't have capital and startup costs. 
Yet they get the same $5,600 per pupi l as 
do publ ic schools, but they often don't offer 
expensive h igh schoo l courses , school 
lunches, transportation, special education, 
enabling them to t u rn a $ l , 000 -pe r -pup i l 
profit. 

Engler should keep h is promise and shut 
down the bad ones.

ZBA n e v e r h e a r d of t h e c o n s p i r a c y 
To the Editor: 
While a large number of ques­

tions arise out of Judge Howard's 
$40 million slam dunk against the 
city of No\i taxpayers, first and 
foremost is: What if there were a 
government conspiracy, so ultra-
secret, so covert, and so sophisti­
cated that even the alleged govern­
ment conspirators didn't know 
about it? The collateral question is: 
what a silly, bumbling conspiracy if 
key government agencies didn't 
even know about the plot. 

If there was a "Conspiracy" 
against Sandstone, one would have 
truly expected the Zoning Board of 
Appeals to be head and shoulders 
deep in the conspiracy. Sur­
prise. ..surprise. ..for over four 
years, the ZBA never learned there 
was a secret conspirac>' against 
Sandstone. 

In fact, the minutes of ZBA meet­
ings from October 1994. November 
1995, January 1997. and March 
1998 conlIrm that 25 critical vari­
ances requests were submitted to 
the board, and (surprise) 25 were 
approved. Of the 25 approvals. 24 
were the subject of unanimous 
votes of the board. 

A key component in the favorable 
ZBA response was the technical 
input, and at times'near heroic 
effort, from the very Novi Building 
Department that was a target of 
Judge Howard. The undersigned 
will take this opportunity to com­
mend and endorse the building 
department staff for their profes­
sionalism and competence over 
nearly a decade, including but not 
limited to the Sandstone project.

However, another question asso­
ciated wltll the Sandstone Mas­
sacre arises out of recent press 
releases trumpeting the hiring of 
so-called "legal big guns" now that 
the case is on appeal. An idle 
thought Is. of course, "Where were 
the big guns $40 million age?" Did­
n't tl1e city of Nov! deserve the "big 
guns" at the beginning? 

As both a business and residen­
tial taxpayer in the city of Novi. 1 
bitterly resent having my taxes 
explode because "little guns' lost 
the Big Case. There should be the 
strictest accountability for the 
Sandstone catastrophe - at all lev­
els. Clearly, the city council Was 
sold a bill of goods regarding the 
exposure it faced in the trail court, 
and some $400,000 in attorney 
fees later, the taxpayers have to be 
sold $40 million in bonds.

This is the second column in a 
series focused on the truths and 
techi1iques of strength traii1ing. In 
our last column we covered the 
chest area. In this column we are 
going to concentrate on probably 
the most famous bodypart of 
al1...the abdominals, or midsection. 
Again, our goal is to give you some 
facts on the specific tiodypart We are 
covering and the ke>' components of 
one or two movements to train this 
area with the highest benefit and 
lowest risk. .As always, we keep our 
opifiions to ourselves (or at least tiy 
to) and base our information on 
how the human body works. We are 
using an average person with no 
specific injuries in our example. 

The on-going incredible desire for 
a flat, toned mid section has 
prompted the usual hype and mis­
information. Not a day goes by that 
we do not hear or see everything 
from the "magic pill" to the "magic 
machine or gadget" to instantly give 
us super model abdominal or abs 
with little or no work. The truth of 
the matter Is we need exercises to 
create and keep our abdominal 
muscles strong and functional. 
They hold the stomach and 
intestines in place and are critical to 
good digestion and elimination. 

The "abs" also play a key role 
along with the lower back as insur­
ance against lower back pain that 
60-80 percent of us will suffer from 
some ttae in our life. As to the point 
of flatter and more toned abs, that 
is a different and often i1iisunder-
stood stoty. Short of the affect tI1at 
the stronger abs will Jiave by hold­
ing the internal organs more under 
contro1. and improving our posture 
thus l iaVing a slight flattening 
affect, the key here is reducing txxiy 

Ii^e_11aVe a layer of tiody fat 
covering our abs We can crunch for­
ever and the excess fat will go along 
for the ride. Body fat is another col­
umn, but t l ic fact I am trying to 
make Is to train your abs for the 
reasoi1s I haVe stated here. Howev­
er, to flatten and really show tone, 
look to bcKly fat reduction and stop 
looking for the 1naglc solution, there 
is none. 

Let ' s break doWn beginning 
abdominal training to three levels. 
These key components are pointed 
out t y Helena Salatl. a certified per­
sonal fitness tastiuctor. Level one -

get in touch with your abs make the 
mental connection. Without master­
ing this, the movements become 
much less efficient. 

Level One: 
• Lay on the fl(X)r with voior knees 

bent: 
• Push your lower back flat 

against the floor, arms at your side: 
and 

• Think about your abdominal 
muscles and work to conu^ct that 
area without tightening any other 
area. 

Work on this until you feel you 
can accomplish this under control 
relatively easy. 

Level Two: 
• Lay on the floor with your knees 

bent: 
• Back flat against the floor 
• Retract your shoulders or pinch 

them together 
• Arms held up to your temple 

area or straight out in front of you: 
• Chin up off the chest as if you're 

holding an orange under your chin: 
• Look at the ceUlng: 
• Think of a line across your lower 

rib cage and one across your upper 
hips: 

• Move your body forward trying 
to bring the two lines together, you 
will only come up a few Inches or 
so: and 

• Return slowly to the starting 
position and repeat. 

Level Three involves the fitness 
balls. These can be purchased at 
most sports stores, relatively inex­
pensive and very effective. When 
you analyze the abidominal muscles 
you realize they perform spinal flex­
ion or the forWard movement We 
described in Level Two, but they 
also perform spinal flexion or move­
ment in the reverse direction. Unfor­
tunately, the floor stops this full 
range of motion. Utilizing the fitness 
balls alloWs this full range, thus 
becoming very effective for this area, 
as well as utilizing other muscles for 
balance. 

Level Three 
• Make sure you have the proper 

size ball. When you sit on it your 
knees should be straight and level 
(90 degree angle). 

• Walk your body down and for­
ward al lowing the ba l l to move 
around your lower back area. Work 
on maintaining your balance in this 
position. 

• Repeat the set up and steps in 
Level Two. 

• Be sure to maintain stabilization 
In the hip area, this may take some 
practice to start. 

• The lower the ball on your back 
area the more range of reverse 
motion. 

Combine these starting move­
ments with good consistent posture 
and you are on your way to stronger 

abdominals. Good luck.

In 1969. half of all .Americans were 

under 27 and phrases like "genera­
tion gap" and "Now Generation' were 
coined to explain the phenomenon. 

Richard Nixon Was sworn in for liis 
first term in office i n January and 
the president's daughters. Tricia 
Nixon and Julie Eise11hoWer. were 
models of GOP deconun. But as 
i1iany as 50 percent of the college 
students Were Isdieved to be ejq)eri-
mentlng With marijuana. 

The Standard Reference Encyclo­
pedia Yearbook's "EVents of 1969". -
on sale in grocery stores tliroughout 
Mlcliigan i n 1970 - had this to say 
about 1oVe-ins and rock festivals: 

"Youth expressed in countless 
Ways its deep scorn for tile traditions 
and accepted values of the older gen­
eration. 'Do your own tiling: Was the 
cry. It Was ansWered both by rapt 
states and bizarre display. ' 

Accompanying this Were pictures 

of rapt and bizarre youth at the 
Woodstock music festival. 

Youth could coimter that it had 
reason for scorn. The question of the 

--era v.ras "One TWo Three Four What 
A1^e\\Ve Fighting For? ' The draft 
began in 1969. By then, some 40.000 
Americans .had been killed in Viet­
nam. 

In Novi. the World Was a quieter 
place, although all the business of 
becoming a city kept locals Worked 
up. It's Just that there Weren't too 
many locals at the time; the popula­
tion Was 9.600. The new dty boasted 
2.700 homes, most of them valued 
between $20,000 and $50,000. 

Statewide, under the governorship 
of William Milllken. the younger gen­
eration was a key issue, too. A Michi­
gan Office of Youth Issues was creat­
ed, as was a center to study drug 
abuse. In addition, the State Board of 
Education suspended the teaclilng of 
sex education in the schoo1s. until 
the board «:ould establish guidelines. 

Thirty years ago. the prime interest 

rate Was 8.5 percent and adults Were 
Worried about galloping inflation 
When the Consumer Price Index rose 
by 4.5 percent. At that time, the 
average hourly Wage in manufactur­
ing was $3.23.

KatJiy Mutch . NoVi C i ty Coun­

c i l Member 
'-• Mutch had a groovy youth. San 
Francisco. 196?" the" Summer of 
•Love - she was living in Haighl 
Asbury. working at a poster and 
candle shop. 

Like Scarlett O'Hara. she made 
her own dresses out of curtains. 

"One of my prized possessions 
was a real silver peace symbol 1 
wore on a chain." Mutch said. 
' V\Tien .Mutch wanted to party, 
one of the places she headed for 
was Janis Joplin's house. 

"Janis was just like she 
appeared, out of it. It's not like 
going lo a party and here's the 
hostess and isn't she sociable." 
Mulch said. "You're there and she's 
there, but in her own little cloud." 

By 1969. this hippie chick was 
.very ready lo settle down lo a more 
convenUonal lifestyle. 

Thai year, she was renUng a flat 
near Wayne State University. A 
friend wanted lo visit a guy who 
lived nearby and dragged Mulch lo 

•an apartment adorned with a bead-
.cd curtain at the door. She found 
'herself talking lo the cat's room­
mate, a fellow by the name of 
Charles Mulch , wl^o had lived in 
the Haighl. 

" "He was a perpetual student. He 
had a motorcycle and a beard and 
was so far from his computer 
image. He tells me 1 wore very short 
skirts," she said. 

The pair eloped and were mar­
ried on June 17. 1969. Mutch 
wearing a mini-dress bespattered 
with large roses. 

"I didn't wear flowers in my hair, 
or anything like that," she said. 

The Mutchs honeymooned in 
California. The first of their seven 
children was born in 1970.

••' Willard W a s a student at the Uni-
v'iersity of Georgia, at Athens. She 
lived in the Delta Gamma sorority 
house. Tara's architectural twin. 

The Beatles may have been 
singing about revolution, but tradi-
Uon eroded slowly in the South. 

"We were not allowed lo wear 
pants on campus during my fresh­
man year. Il wasn't ladylike. We 
wore mini skirts and boots. It was 
puUed-logether. hippie chic." she 
said. 

Curfews were the order of the 
day for the sororiUes. Freshmen 
giris had to be in by 10 p.m. on 
weekdays and nlidnight on week­
ends, older giris got an e.\lra half-
hour oui. 

"Doesn't that sound weird now'.' 
W i y did we say 'okaj-?'" Willard 
wondered. 

"1 did have sorority sisters who 
challenged things, but we felt they 
were really liberal because they 
were from the north." 

Even the University of Georgia 
had campus unrest, however. In 
1970. an big anU-war protest was 
staged and her future husband. 
Bob Willard. was in the Marines 
officers' candidate school. 

"They started to burn the Ameri­
can flag and he ran up and and 
grabbed it. He ran all the way up 
the hill with ihem chasing him." 
Willard said. 

Now it must be asked. Was Lisa 
Willard in training as a Southern 
Belle in her sororitv? 

No. Willard said.' 
"You were expected lo have those 

things when you came in the gate. 
You wouldn't gel past the front 
walk if you were a clod." she 
e.XTilained.

This local attorney can tell you 

month by month where he was 30 
years ago. April - graduated from 
Western Michigan University. May 
- a draft physical. June - married 
his wife. Joyce. July - inducted 
into the U.S. Army. ' 

Quinn spent the rest of 1969 and 
half of the ne.xt year in training 
stateside as a combat engineer. 
From July 1970 to July 1971. he 
was in Vietnam, coming home as a 
staff sergeant in E6. He was sta­
tioned in the north of South Viet­
nam, in Hue and in nlore remote 
areas. 

"It was a beautiful counUy. At 
the time, we were just kind of tear­
ing i l up." Quinn said. 

Combat engineers were tile guys 
who went in first to consUilct a 
base camp. Their tools included 
bulldozers, chain saws and plasUc 
explosives. They were also charged 
with mine-sweeping roads and 
building underground bunkers. 

Kathy Mutch , now o n Ci ty C o u n c i l , was a West C o a s t hippy 
back in 1969. 

"We would junlp off helicopters 
and slide down i-opes onto a hill 
out in the jungle. Our job was to 
level lhe lop of the hill with explo­
sives." Quinn said. 

"That was rather exciting and hoi 
work. You can't really hide wlion 
you've got a chain-saw. 

"We would go so far off. we didn't 
e.x-pect iherc would be any N\'A 
around. We would gel rockets aild 
shot at." 

Plastic explosives arc fairly safe, 
if you know what you're doing, he 
explained. 

"They served as a really good way 
to heat your food. You put a dime-
sized sliver underneath your can­
teen and lit i l . " Quinn said. 

"You had a 3.000 degree lire, bet­
ter lhan a nlicrowave. WHien you 
put it out. you couldn't stamp on il 
tiecausc you'd gel vour foot blown 
off" 

Swinging 
Ar t CerVi. radio personality 
Not only was he the star of "The 

Bozo Show." once he pulled off the 
nose, big shoes and red wig. Cervi 
was right in the heart of Detroit's 
lively music scene. He was on cam­
era Ibr two live shows a clay. "Bozo" 
in the morning and "Swinging Time 

with Robin Seymour" in the ailc:--
noon. 

Tv'pically. he'd step out in a mod­
ified version of the BriUsh look 
such as a double-breasted suit or a 
Nehru jacket. 

"We probably dressed pretty 
much like hippies with long hair. I 
look at pictures we have in scrap-
books and say. "Oh. my God. 1 
looked like thai ." Cen i said. 

As a D.J . . Cervi did shows al 
local dance palaces for CKLW. 
including at Novi's own Walled 
L ike Casino. 

Some 1.500 teens a night would 
pack into the Casino. With an age 
range of 14 to 18. most of the kids 
were hip. but not hippies. This 
were well-behaved youngsters, not 
into psychedelic sounds or sub­
stances. Cervi said, although 
someone might drink too much 
Seven-Up. 

International acts like the Rolling 
Stones and Paul Revere and the 
Raiders were swooping into Detroit 
to promote their new albums and 
singles, but local talent on their 
way to stardom were favorites at 
the Casino, including the MC5. The 
Ralionals. The Woolies and all the 
Motown groups. 

"They W e r e doing record hops for

be, B o b . 

nothing. Barry Gordy would come 
by and say. 'I've got this group, 
they need exposure." Cen i said. 

"We did have a happening city, it 
was a great Unle." 

For an entrance fee of S l . on a 
typical night, the youth of the six­
ties danced The Swim, the Mashed 
Potatoes and Motovvn-slyle line 
dances. 

For Cen.i. life has come full cir­
cle. In tlie early si.xUes. he was 
music director for WKNR. Keener 
13, where he originated the Keener 
13 Hit List distributed at local 
record stores. 

WKNR is now WYUR. where 
Cervi does a show about classic 
autos. "Let's Talk Cars."

Laura Lorenzo. NoVi Ci ty Coun­

c i l Member 
Eleven yeai-s old and growing up 

in Brooklyn. Lorenzo was hip to the 
beat of the 1960s through the 
Inlluence of her much older broth­

er and sister. Favorite groups 
included Mountain. Jethro Tul l 
and Cream. 

"1 appreciate aU kinds of music, 
but I Ihink the music of that era 
stood the test of Ume. 1 don't think 
the alternative bands We hear 
lodav will have the longevity." she 
said.' 

"In 2025 or 2030. W i l l you still 
hear the bands of the eighties and 
nineUes or the sixUes and seven­
ties?" 

While she went through the 
"girlie-girlie" 'little velvet dress 
phase in her younger years, by 1 1 
Lorenzo was on the cutting edge of 
the casual dressing movement.

C h a n g e h a s b e e n t o u g h , b u t p r o s p e c t s f o r c i t y a r e g o o d

^Vhi]e Lhe population of Novi 
climbs, causing new subdivisions 
to almost pop up overnight and 
creating traffic woes, it's almost 
getting hard to believe that the citj-
was once a small farming commu­
nity. 

Lee BeGole, No\'is first police 
chief, said he can remember a time 
when "everj'one knew ever>'one" 
and farming was a important busi­
ness in the little village of No\ i . 

Thirty years ago, Twelve Oaks 
Mall wasn't even a concept yet and 
there were only a few restaurants 
and gas stations in a town with one 
traffic light. Instead of a Denny's 
restaurant near Twelve Oaks Mall , 
there was a log cabin housing the 
Harrawood fa11iily. 

As far as traffic, the roads were 
pretty quiet, except for Grand River 
Avenue i n the summer. Grand 
River Avenue was the main route 
for Detroit tourists Wanting to go to 
and return from Kensington Park 
and the Walled Lake Casino and 
Amusement Park. 

Traff ic on Grand River was 
bumper-to-bumper." said Leo Har­
rawood. owner of several business­
es and properties along Grand 
River Avenue. 

But times change and No\i was 
destined to grow. 

"Someday it is gonna grow and a 
lot faster than today." Fra^er Sta-
man, a Now Township supervisor 
in the late 1950s and early '60s. 
said to fellow residents at the time. 

BeGole said the major push for 
change in Novi came with the con­
struction of 1-96 and Tu'elve Oaks 
Mall . 

With the opening of a freeway 
through Novi. the bumper-to-
bumper traffic on Grand River 
Avenue came to a halt. 

"You could literally lie down on 
Grand River for four or five hours 
without being touched." Halrawood 
said. 

Of course, that hurt business on 
Grand Riven Harrawood said 14 
were forced to leave due to a lack of 
customers. 

From the urging of other busi­
ness people and Harrawood. the 

state designed better access to 
Grand River Avenue, bringing back 
some of the traffic and the busi­
ness. Then came Twelve Oaks Mall , 
bringing shoppers from across the 
region to town. 

Other factors shaping Non were 
the land grabs by neighboring com­
munities. Both the City of Wixom 
and North\iUe annexed large por­
tions of land from Novi. causing 
then supervisor Staman to Worrj' 
tiiere may not be a Novi if the land 
grabs were not stopped. 

Harrawood and others respond­
ed, by pushing for the incorpora­
tion of the city. Staman. seeing the 
benefits to Novi if It became a city, 
parted with the feelings of other 
township officials and supported 
the drive. 

"After Northville took land. 1 said. 
•The hell with this, we are gonna 
stop them." Harrawood added. 

Becoming a city Was the only 
thing Now could do to protect its 
bo'undaries, he said. 

"Now as a cit}' it takes 60 percent 
of the vote of all the people of the 
city to release land. That will never 

happen now." Harrawood said. 

As for the current condition of 
Novi. tlie city these men helped cre­
ate, all three felt good about the 
outcome of their work. And tlley 
are positive about its future. 

"No\i is still growing," BeGole 
said. "We haven't seen anything 
yet. Look around now an(l look 
around 10 years from now. i l will 
all be different." 

Harrawood said he thinks Novi is 
doing great and has nowhere to go 
but up. He said he has some con­
cerns over the treatment of devel­
opers "oy some members of the cur­
rent city council. If they do not 
start treating these people better, 
development will jump over Novi 
and developers will take their busi­
ness to communities further west, 
he said. 

But Staman thought olhenvise, 
saying Novi is going to grow no 
matter what happens. 

"1 couldn't help but think (Novi) 
Is on its way. It doesn't look as if 
your gonna stop it at all," he said.

The No\T Communitv School Dis-

Ulct has come a long "way froni its 
roots as a log cabin school house 
built in 1827. 

The first school opened in the fall 
of 1827 in a log cabin on the farnl 
of Pitt Taft. which was located in 
what is now the southwest secUon 
of No\i . 

The school was not a public one. 
unlike todays method of operation, 
but was supported by subscription. 
According to records, the i l r s i 
teacher was a Farmington m a n 
named Hiram Wilmerth. 

That first school was located in 
what was then West Farr.iington 
and was part of Bloomfield Town­
ship - one of the two townships in 
Oakland County. The area, which 
was sparsely inhabited by mosUy 
settlers from New York, did not for­
mally become Nou Township until 
.1832. 

Shortly after construciion of the 
log cabin school. Novi's first one-
room wood-framed school was built 
near "Novi Corners" at the intersec­
tion of Grand River and the NoW 
Road. But because the building 
and its records were lost in a fire, 
the date of its construction cannot 
be determined. 

That school, which was called 
School District No. 8. -tvas replaced 
in 1864 by another school just 
north of the four corners. An addi­
tion Was built the following year 
due to an increased number of stu­
dents. 

In 1907 School District No. 8 
again cauglit fire, but was saved 
from destruction by township vol­
unteer fire fighters. The school. 
W i t h repairs, lasted until 1928 
W h e n it W a s replaced by a new, 
modern building. 

In 1917. with nine school dis­
tricts inside its borders, NoW Town­
ship officials voted to form a town­
ship school district with Highland 
Township. However, because of lit­
igation, that township district was 
successful for only five years. 

By that time there were about 21 
members of the Primafy School 
Districts in Novi Township and all 
Wanted to remain independent. 

It Was from that premise that 
over the years the present district 
grew to become irregular, ihaving 
neither the same boundaiy lines as 
the city does currently, nor ha\Tng 
the same lines of the original Town­
ship of Novi. 

Beginning in 1944 - because of a 
Novi ToWnship population climb -
students Who desired a high school 
education (or those parents Who 
desired one for them). Were forced 

to travel or "take up" room and 
board in the nearby districts' of 
Walled Lake, Northville or Farming-
ton. No\1 had reduced the educa­
tion level offered to the eight grade 
and would not have a high school 
for decades to come. 

During those early years, par­
ents were required to pay tuition 
for their child's education. Howev­
er, after consolidation of four pri-
maiA^ school districts with Now 
Township in 1956. NoW schools 
were required to pay all tuition and 
transportation costs to other high 
schools. 

By the time No\i became a full 
kindergarten through 12th grade 
school district, it had paid 
Northviile more than $2 million in 
high school tuition. 

Because the school districts of 
Walled Lake and NorthWlle were 
more aggressive in establishing 
high schools, some of Novi's prima­
ry districts along those borders 
were anne.\ed or consolidated with 
those of Walled Lake and 
Northville. 

Novfs district lost so many of its 
primary districts to Walled Lake 
and Northville that by 1963 it was 
doubtful Novi W o u l d continue to 
exist as an independent school dis­
trict. 

Novfs district at that Ume cov­
ered 16 square miles, had 800 stu­
dents and still no high school. 

.\ proposal was even made to 
reorganize the district by dividing it 
along Grand River Avenue and con­
solidate those schools to the north 
with the Walled Lake district and 
those to the south with Northville. 

The change did not occur 
because in 1964 the residents of 
Novfs district voted to become a K-
12 district and to issue bonds for 
the construction of what Was to 
become the present day Novi Mead­
ows School. 

In June 1969 - one year after 
Novi achieved city status - Novi 
schools saw its first graduation of 
senior high school students. 

Today the Novi Community 
School District is recognized in 
educational circles as being among 
the best in Michigan and the coun­
try.
