informing them a man called the 
drugstore claiming to be a represen­
tative of the drug company that was 
delivering the order. 

The man said he was going to 
come to the store to pick up the 
delivery because it was made in 
error. Gatt said. 

The man actually was not a rep­
resentative of the drug company, 
but the same man that called in the 
bogus order. 

"We didn't have a lot of time to 
prepare," Gatt said. 

Gatt added the department had 
no under-cover officers available 
and the Drug Enforcement Agency 
does not work on the weekend. 

To make matters more difficult. 
Gatt said he also received informa­
tion that suspect had a previous 
drug conviction and may be armed 
and dangerous. 

"We didn't know what to expect," 
he said. "Within an hour we had to 
come up with a plan of action." 

Gatt pulled Officer Kevin Rhea off 
his normal street beat, had him 
dress in civilian clothing, gave him a 
Walgreen's employee's apron and 
placed him Inside the store. 

While Rhea waited inside for the 
suspect. Sgt. Gatt and Officer Keith 

Woutlnen waited nearby in their 
police vehicles. 

"By 5:30 p.m. we had everj'one in 
place." Gatt said. 

Around 6:30 p.m.. the suspect 
finally arrived. Wearing black Jeans, 
a black WSU Pharmacy jacket and 
carrying a clip board, the man 
entered the store and approached 
the counter, not knowing he was 
standing next to a undercover offi­
cer. 

Samu. the suspect, told the phar­
macist he was there for the "mixed-
up" order consisting of various con­
trolled drugs totaling 82,869.05. 
WTiile the pharmacist was gathering 
the order for Samu, Officer Rhea 
moved to the front of the store and 
alerted the officers waiting outside. 

When Samu exited the store, he 
was Iminediately greeted by four 
officers, including Rhea. 

Within seconds he was against 
the wall and handcuffed, Gatt said. 
"It was a textbook operation." 

Samu was searched for Weapons 
and found to be clean. 

However, while placing Samu 
under arrest, a police dog was 
brought In to search his vehicle, 
Gatt said. During the search, the 
dog found two rocks of "crack" 
cocaine. 

Samu was transported to the Novi 
Police Department and was ques­
tioned. 

Gatt said, Samu revealed he 
attempted to take the drugs in order 
to pay off a 82,000 debt he had with 
some drug dealers. 

Samu said he almost left the store 
out of fear of being caught, but he 
v.'as afraid of what the drug dealers 
would do to his wife if he did not get 
the drugs. 

He added he has committed simi­
lar crimes in the past and has spent 
18 months in prison for a related 
type of crime. 

Samu was arraigned and charged 
for taking the drugs from the Wal­
greens and possession of the 
cocaine Monday at the US District 
Court. 

Although Samu was arraigned on 
federal charges, Gatt stressed the 
entire bust Was set up and executed 
by members of the Novl Police 
Department. 

"I want to assure eveiy one of 
your readers that Incidents like this 
prove, once again, that the men and 
women employed here are the finest 
officers in the country," Gatt said.

Legislative capsules affecting 
public schools: 

TOBACCO POT 
State officials have no end of 

ideas on how to spend the $8.1 bil­
lion pot that tobacco companies 
are due to pay the .Michigan Trea­
sure'. 

Gov. John Engler was first in 
line, suggesting in his state of the 
state adfjrcss that it be used to pay 
for Michigan Merit Award Scholar­
ships. Eligible for up to S3.000 
would be students who had good 
scores on the Michigan Education­
al .Assessment Program (.'WEAP) 
tests in communications, science, 
math and social studies. 

Democrats. hoWe\'er. say tobacco 
harms the public's health, and the 
money should go into public health 
programs. 

Two key Republicans on the Sen­
ate Appropriations Committee -
John Schwarz of Battle Creek and 
Harrj' Cast of St. Joseph - offered a 
compron1isc. Here's lioW it Would 
affect two-thirds of the lirst year's 
$383 million of tobacco money: 

• Scholarships and Merit Award 
Commission - S l 0 4 million. 

• Tuition incentive program -
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$5.3 million. 
• \1EAP testing -- 813 million. 

The first three items are in Engler's 
proposal. 

• Life Sciences Research Corridor 
- $50 million. This is a proposed 
collaboration of the tliree major 
research universities (U-.M. .Michi­
gan State and Wayne State) and 
the Van .-^ndel Institute for Medical 
Research in Grand Rapids. "It will 
l ink Michigan's best scientists, 
scholars, inventors and venture-
capitalist specialists in such areas 
as genetics, chemistry, biology, 
neuroscience and pharmaceutical 
develop." said their news release. 

• "Health Michigan Fund" 
increase - S8.6 million. 

• K-12 infrastructure revenue 
bonding - S45 million. Local units 
Would have to put up a 33 percent 
match. 

• Local public health grants -
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S20 million, a 50 percent Increase. 
• Senior citizen prescription 

drugs - S30 million, on top of the 
current $20 .million. 

"On target." said House minoritj-
leader .Michael Hanley. D-Saginaw, 
usually a sharp critic of the GOP. 
Hanley praised the proposal for 
senior citizen prescript drugs and 
grants to public health agencies. 

Meanwhile, state Superintendent 
of Public Instruction A n Ellis 
praised the Engler plan for scholar­
ships to students who pass MEAP 
tests. It gives greater importance 
and an incentive to take the .MEAP, 
which many suburban students 
have been skipping. 

Using MEAP will guide school 
districts to teaching the core cur­
riculum. Ellis added. "They Will 
never teach it unless It's tested." he 

told the State Board. 

M O R E C.C. MONEY 
Sen. .-̂ Ima Wheeler Smith. D-

Salen, and Cast unveiled a pack­
age of bills to provide free tuition to 
the vast majority of community col­
lege students using some of the 
tobacco money. 

Smith's bill would create a sup­
plement to the federal HOPE pro­
gram called HELP, for Higher Edu-
cadon Learning Promotion. HOPE 
provides a tax credit for the first 
two years of college education. 

The Smith-Gas't package Would 
allow any family that qualifies for 
HOPE to'get state HELP, a state tax 
credit equal to Whatever portion of 
community college tuition is not 
already covered bv the federal cred­
i t 

"Making community college more 
affordable for young people Will 
make it easier for prospective 
workers to be trained for the high-
paying Jobs that companies are 
striVing to fill." said Smith in an 
April 15 news conference. 

A Cast bi11 Wm allow HELP to pay 
for textbooks With a tax credit 
equal to 10 percent of tuition. 

They estimated the HELP pro­
gram will cost "less than $30 1nl1-
lion" and aid more than 120.000 
students. Eligible Would be stu­
dents fi-om families With incomes 
lower than $50,000 for an IndlVld-
ual filing and $100,000 for a joint 
filing.

Now school board members fear 
a "scary" new plan to allow non­
public school sludents. to take pan 
in public school acU\iUes ulll hun 
public school students. 

In effort to protect e.vtra-currlcu-
lar activities in Novi schools, school 
board members will \'oie on a reso­
lution condemning a state bill to 
open extra-curricular acti\ities at 
No\1 schools to outside students. 

"This is a scarv' bill. It is not fair 
to the students in our district and it 
takes away opportunities from our 
children," board member Carol 

Elfring said. 
According to Elfring, if the state 

legislature votes in support of this 
upcoming plan, e.xtra-curricular 
activities at all public schools 
would be open to students attend­
ing private, parochial and charter 
schools. 

E.\tra-curricular activities 
include school sports and academ­
ic clubs, such as a school yearbook 
or newspaper. Under the state plan, 
students attending these schools 
would be allowed to take pan in the 
extra-curricular actinties of a pub­
lic school, even though they are not 
public school students. 

"How do I explain to a parent why 
their child was cut from a school 
team to make room for a student 
from another school." she said. 

Elfring added, the bill is very 
open-ended and does not include 
additional operating money for a 
school that has private and 
parochial students taking part in 
its programs. 

Plus, she said, under this pro­
gram, league rules would no longer 
apply and the Michigan High 
School Athletic Association would 
have no power. 

With students from other schools 
taking part in their extra-curricular 

programs, school districts would 
not be able to enforce their partici­
pation rules such as grade-point 
requirements. Elfring said. 

Upon hearing this, board mem­
ber Ann Newton e.xpressed her out­
rage saying she has always been 
impressed with the emphasis Novi 
schools place on athletes grades. 
T o not have that emphasis put on 
all our athletes is a crime." she 
said. 

Board members all oqjressed 
there concerns about the program. 
Most saying it is unfair to public 
school students. 

"It takes away opportunities from 

our students. It is not proper," said 
Board member John Streit. 

While the board did not have a 
draft of this resolution before them. 
Board President George Kortlandt 
said one will be written by the May 
6 board meeting. 

Members Will vote to approve or 
disapprove of the resolution at that 
time. 

"We may want to take action on 
this as soon as possible." Elfring 
added. She said the bl11 may be 
brought up for a vote sometime In 
the next six to seven weeks.

A bill to regulate changes of 
address turned into a bitter parti­
san battle before it passed the state 
Senate on a 23-12 vote. 

Sen. Mike Rogers, R-Brighton. 
sponsored the bill that would 
require the Secretary of State, when 
changing the address on a person's 
driver's license, also to change the 
address on the state qualified voter 
file. 

"It says vou are going to vote 
Where you live." said Rogers, adding 
It Would help prevent voter fraud. 

Democrats, such as Dianne 

Byrum of Onondaga, said the bill 
would work a hardship on college 
students, the militan' and merchant 
marines. "We should be about 
encouraging people to participate In 
one of the most basic rights - voting. 
We should not be discouraging that 
participation." 

Sen. Alma Smith, D-Salem, 
objected that the bill "makes it very 
inconvenient for voters to exercise 
thefr right to vote In a jurisdiction 
in which they choose to be political­
ly active." 
' Byrum and Smith called the Sec­
retary of State's master Qualified 
Voter File "a work In progress" that 

is unfinished and flawed. 
Sen. Chris Dlnge11. D-Trenton, 

twitted Republicans about the resi­
dences of former President George 
Bush. "While he Was president. 
Bush hadn't anymore of a residence 
in Texas than a hotel room In 20 
years. He'd lived in China (as envoy), 
frl NeW York City (as UN ambas­
sador), he'd been head of the CIA -

but he claimed to be a domicUIary of 
Texas." 

Voting yes were 22 Republicans 
and one Detroit Democrat. Al l no 
Votes were cast by Democrats. Two 
Democrats and one Republican 
were absent 

Sens. Bi11 Bullard Jr. of Milford. 
and Thaddeus McCotter of Uvonia. 
Voted yes. 

If approved by the House and 
signed by the governor. Rogers' bl11 
also wouJd amend the Vehicle Code 
to: 

• Provide for changes of address 
by electronic mall or telephone.

The Novl Community School dis­
trict is looking at Joining other dis­
tricts in fighting leglslaUve bills 
they believe are harmful to public 
schools. 

Due to a surge in education leg­
islation this year, the Novi school 
board will vote at its May 6 meeting 
on a resolution supporting the Tri-
Counly Alliance. 

The alliance combines forces of 
the superintendents of Oakland, 
Wayne and Macomb counties. They 
would work together as an entire 
region to affect educational Issues. 

According to the proposed reso­
lution, this alliance has taken posi­
tions on several issues, such as: 
local control of schools, public 
funding for non-public schools, 
special education, pupil account­
ing. Proposal A follow-up and 
statewide testing. 

The resolution also states each of 
the positions taken by the alliance 
are done so after being studied 
through research and the use of 
experts. Based on these, the 
alliance has designed positions on 
issues that "will improve the equity 
and excellence for all our stu­
dents..." 

The board's resolution urges leg­
islators to follow the advice of the 
Tri-County .Alliance by passing leg­
islation that is equal to the 

alliance's position. 
Superintendent Emmett Lippe 

said recent legislative controver­
sies, such as school tax vouchers 
and the extra-curricular legislation 
allowing students of non-public 
schools take part in the activities of 
public schools. Would be prime 
examples of how the alliance can 
be utilized. 

Unless the schools have a group 
working together to educate legisla­
tors on Issues such as these, many 
of these plans will be passed, he 
said. 

Board members had veiy little to 
say about this proposed resolution. 
Most said the resolution fully 
explains their feelings. 

"I don't think we need too much 
discussed on it." board member 
John Streit said. 

The board Will vote on the reso­
lution at its May 6 meeting. 

According to Board President 
George Kortlandt. it is tradition for 
tht board to introduce a resolution 
in one meeting and vote on It in the 
next to give the community time to 
react. 

If the resolution is approved, a 
copy of it Will be sent to boards of 
all other schools Within the Tr i -
County Alliance, all elected offi­
cials, the State Board of Education 
and the Micliigan .Association of 
School Boards.

The tuition hike, vice chancellor 
Clarence Brantley told the board of 
trustees April 19. recognizes "the 
State Tax Commission's determi­
nation that inflation last year was 
1.6 percent and the board's resolu­
tion that tuition increases are not 
to exceed inflation." 

NeW rates will be $47.70 per 
credit hour for in-district students, 
up 70 cents: $80.70 for other 
Michigan residents, up $1.20: and 
$113.20 for out-of-state students, 
up $1.70. 

Chief goals, said Brantley, are 
holding personnel costs to 80 per­
cent of operations, allowing more 
for building renovations and pro­
gram improvements, and improved 
student senices. 

Brantley and Chancellor Richard 
T. Thompson again criticized a leg­
islative state aid formula that 
shows OCC '•needs" only $19.9 mil­
lion this coming fiscal year "or $3 
11iil1ion less than last year." 

"Politics has given us $21 mil­
lion." BranUey said, referring to the 
amount voted for OCC in the 
House budget bi l l .

Schools would be discouraged 
from starting classes before Labor 
Day under a bill before the Michi­
gan Senate. 

If passed, the bill would require 
that public schools and academies 
be closed on the Friday before 
U b o r Day for the years 1999-
2001. That would set up a four-
day Labor Day weekend but 
Wouldn't prevent a pre-Labor'Day 
opening. 

Meanwhile, a seven-member 
task force Would be created to 
report back to the Legislature and 
governor by the end of 2000. 

The Senate Labor Committee 
reported out the bill April 14 on a 
3-2 party line vole. Supporting, it 
were Republicans Loren Bennett 
(chair) of Canton. Joanne Emmons 
of Big Rapids and Leon SUUe of 
Spring Lake. 

"Its a local control issue." 
objected Democrat Gaiy Peters of 

Bloomfleld Township, joined by 
Burton Leland of Detroit. 

Sponsor is Walter North. R-St. 
Ignace. whose districi includes 
some of Michigan's prime vacation 
land - the eastern Upper Peninsu­
la and the northeastern counties of 
the lower 

Resort owners have pushed for a 
post-Labor Day opening. They 
argue that August openings cut off 
a choice hunk of their summer 
season. 

The task force would be required 
to sludy "the economic and educa­
tional impact" of 1) no classes on 
the Friday before Labor Day and 2) 
no opening until after Labor Day. 

The governor would appoint 
members. They would be picked 
from lists submitted by teachers 
unions. Michigan Association of 
School Boards. Michigan Associa­
tion of School Administrators, the 
Travel Michigan unit of the Jobs 
Commission. Travel Commission. 
Michigan Chamber of Commerce 

and general public. 
Peters submitted the amend­

ment to let the Michigan Educa­
tion Association and Michigan 
Federation of Teachers nominate 
teacher members. 

A similar bi l l , sponsored by 
then-Rep. Pat Gagliardi, D-Drum-
mond Island, died in the House 
last session. It was generally 
opposed by area school districts 
because: 

• School calendars often Were 
part of collective bargaining con­
tracts. 

• Teachers Wanted to make K-12 
calendars match university calen­
dars so they could Work on mas­
ter's degrees during summer. 

• The state has mandated a 
longer school year. 

• Schools need flexibility to make 
up for closures during "snow 
days."

No school vouchers. 
This is the message sent to state 

lawmakers last week by the Novi 
school board. 

The Novl school board unani­
mously approved a resolution, at 
its April 15 meeting, condemning 
a possible proposal to create a 
school voucher system in Michi­
gan. 

According to board member 
Carol Elfring. groups from outside 
the state are pushing to have this 
issue placed on the 2000 ba11ot. 

Under a school voucher system, 
portions tax money previously 
sent to public schools Would be 
diverted to private schools, Elfring 
said. 

This is done by issuing tax 
vouchers to students. Tax vouch­
ers take the tax money that the 
student's family would normally 
pay to a general state public edu­
cation fund and send it only to the 
school the student attends, 
regardless if it is a public or pri­
vate school. 

Elfring said under this plan mil­
lions of dollars Will be lost for pub­
lic education. 

Elfring added, because It takes 
away money for public education, 
school vouchers are outlawed in 
the Michigan State Constitution. 
Because of this, the constitution 
Would have to be changed. 

To combat school Vouchers, the 
Novl school board drafted a reso­
lution condemning the plan at its 

April 1 school board meeting. 
The resolution Was brought 

back up at Thursday's school 
board meeting as an action item 
for board discussion. 

"I am rea11y in faVor of taking 
action of tills as quickly as possi­
ble," Board member John Streit 
said. "Right now. it is unconstitu­
tional to eVen (have school Vouch­
ers). That a1one shou1d be enough 
to not support this." 

Board members signed the reso­
lution after the vote. It W111 noW be 
sent to schoo1 boards in other 
Oaldand Coimty schoo1 districts, 
the Michigan AssoclaUon of 
School Boards and elected 1oca1 
and state offlclaJs. indudlng Gov­
ernor Jo lm Eng1er.

Some people contacted by Tne 
N'ortlwille Record didn't want their 
names used, but confirm losing 
money to Gold Coast Spas. 

Otliers 'like N'orthviUc TowTiship 
resident Rebecca StoU. are more 
than willing to tell their stories 
about how they lost money to the 
smooth-talking car/hot tub dealer. 

"He comes across so fiiendly." 
StoU said. "He uses all these stories 
about his personal life, almost like 
he's building a v/eb to trap you in." 

Stoll said she was looking to buy 
a hot tub last fall, but couldn't find 
a company that could install the 
necessary porch In her backyard. 
During the Victorian Festival,'Stoll 
said she walked through the doors 
of Gold Coast Spas out of curiosity. 

She told Gold Coast personnel of 
her situation, and Stoll was told by 
company employees that the busi­
ness was willing and able to arrange 
for the porch installment and a sub­
sequent tub Installment, which 
would be purchased through Gold 
Coast. 

Additionally. Stoll was told she 
would be given a free gazebo if she 
paid cash for the hot tub. 

"I kind of felt sony for (Newton)." 
she said. "He told us a story- about 
his family and how he Was just get­
ting his business going. I believed 
every w^ord'he said." 

The $7,000 porch was installed 
last fall up to Northvllle Township 
code. Stoll said.

Th i s guy tells you he can work 
miracles," said Da\id DuRoss. Red­
ford resident. "And you believe i l . " 

.About mne monllls ago. DuRoss 
and his girlfriend Chere Woodrow. 
walked into Gold Coast Spas, not to 
buy a tub. but to conduct a car deal. 
DuRoss was put in contact with 
Newton through a contractor who 
knew Newton did some business as 
a car dealer. 

In fact, DuRoss was handed a 
business card that read "Wholesale 
to the public, .Newton: New and 
Used Cars and Trucks Boats and All 
Watercrafts." 

"He told me that his father has 
been in the car business forever but 
he himself wanted to get out of it 
and go into the spa business." 
DuRoss said. ".And that he would do 
car deals by appointment only." 

In the deal. Newton was to take 
W(x)drow's 1989 Lincoln Continen­
tal, sell it and connect DuRoss with 
a financial institution to finance a 
new car or find DuRoss a 1996 
Chrysler LHS. Also. DuRoss Would 
pav Sl.OOO to Newton for a "broker's 
fee"." 

DuRoss admits to being skeptical 
at first, especially When he saw a 
"Jailhouse cross tattoo" on Newton's 
forearm. 

"But he's such a smooth talker I 
thought 'Ail right. I can trust hlm." 
DuRoss said. 

As a result, he gave Newton the 
car and title, but didn't sign i t In 
exchange. Newton agreed to take 
over the car payments on the 
$4,000 or so still owed on the car 
imti! it Was sold. 

Howev-er. Newton made the $200 
car payment once in the last nine 
months, took the $1,000 broker's 
fee, along with a $500 fee to clean 
up the Lincoln and hasn't sold the 
car yet. Du l^ss said he has since 
bought another new car but he has 
no idea where his Lincoln is. but Is 
certain that It is still in his glrl-
filend's name because of the money 
still owed on It through Its original 
financing.,

Additionally, Newton said he's lost 
about $300,000 In his Gold Coast 
Spas venture and Illtch said that the 
business Is in the process of filing 
for bankruptcy. 

As of April 19 though, the U.S. 
Bankruptcy Court for Eastern 
Michigan had no record of Newton. 
Illtch or Gold Coast Spas filing for 
bankruptcy. 

Additionally. Northville Police 
Chief J i m Petres said the depart­
ment has begim investigating Gold 
Coast Spas for fiaud after a formal 
complaint was filed against the com­
pany. 

Illtch said Gold Coast Spas "abso­
lutely" Will work with its older cus­
tomers to Wrap up existing business 
deals. 

Additionally. Illtch said the possi­
bility of Gold Coast moving onto 
another dty and opening shop isn't 
likely.

A group of area ta.\payers is 
asking the stale Court of Appeals 
lo force the Slate Department of 
Treasury to return $172 million 
in properly la.\ o\'erpayments over 
two years.

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that (monopole) is not exempt from 
zoning ordinances." 

He added he believes since the 
tower is not for educational pur­
poses, the cit>' should assert Its 
Jurisdiction. 

This issue began after AT&T was 
turned down on its monopole plan 
by Lhe city. When this happened an 
AT&T attorney. John Riley, 
approached the school board In 
October with a similar proposal 
they submitted to the cltj'. He said 
AT&T needed to lease land in order 
place the 180-foot monopole on 
Nov! High School grounds, in order 
to meet a need for cellular coverage 
in this area. 

The board said it was interested 
in the plan and asked .Assistant 
Superintendent of Business and 
Operations J im Koster to look into 
it further. 

Since that October meeting. 
AT&T has been working with 
Koster on a lease deal to propose to 
the board. 

Its final proposal was presented 
at April 15 to a favorable school 
board. School board members 
received a copy of the fmal draft the 
night before the meeting. 

"It has been, as we all know, a 
long, hard negotiation. This pro­
posal is favorable to the district 
and I tliink we should move on it," 
Board Member Bruce Bagdady said 
of the final proposal.

Board President George Kort­
landt added he thought "the final 
proposal gave more to the school 
district tlian what was originally 
proposed by AT&T. 

"I think it is going to be a win-
win situation." he said. 

According to the plan. AT&T 
must complete construction on the 

ISO-foot tower by August 11. in 
addition to having cellular anten­
nas and equipment, the pole must 
also have stadium lights hooked up 
to it so it can ser\'e as a light pole 
for sports events. 

AT&T must also pay the school 
district $40,000 at the e.\ecuUon of 
the lease and make another pay-

illent of $60,000 on July 1. 
Additionally, it will also pay a 

yearly rent of $11.250 for the next 
ibur years. 

At the end of the four-year lease. 
AT&T will have an option to renew 
its lease with the school for a pay­
ment of $11.071.20 a year until the 
year 2009. 

In 2009, it wUl get a chance for a 
second renewal, which will cost it 
S13,464 a year unUl the year 2013. 

-AT&rs third renewal in 2013 
will cost the phone company 
$16,368 a year until 2018, When 
the price will Jump to $19,924. 

As part of the deal. AT&T will 
also be able to rent out tower space 
to other cellular companies. 

School board members Joked 

that this space could be rented out 
to the city. 

KrieWall said the city has no 
need lo rent out space on the 
school's new tower. The city has all 
the space It needs on its towers at 
the Department of Public Works 
Building on DelWal DriVe. 

Novi Superintendent Emmett 
Llppe said the school district does 
not have any concrete plans on 
how to spend this additional 
money yet. But, he said, the monej' 
may be used to build a new con­
cession stand at the football field.

Connie Sabol. director of the 
Kids Center, said her charges love 
their new decor, especially the fish. 

"It's great. Everybody who comes 
ln comments on it. It brightens up 
the room." she added. 

This is the second mural Banks' 
students have painted: another 
was completed two years ago at the 
Baby. Baby store in Northville. 
This spring, they crafted a paper 
sculpture display for the window of 
Rebecca's On Center restaurant, 
also in downtown !Vorth\'111e. 

Some 60 kids, from first graders 
through high school students, take 
private an lessons .'"rom Banks, an 
artist and former advertising agen­
cy designer with a degree from the 
Center for Creative Studies. 

After staying home with her own 
children for a few years, Banks 
sketched out a dream career for 
herself helping other people's chil­

dren realize their potential in the 
visual arts. 

'Sometimes the kids w^ll say, "Is 
this what you do for a job?.'" 
Banks laughed. 

Seven years ago. she and her 
husband converted an old garage 
at their Seven Mile Road home. Her 
classes have growTl by word-of-
mouth, no advertising. While kids 
who love sports, music or dance 
have plenty of opportunities to 
pursue their Interests, youngsters 
who enjoy painting, drawing and 
sculpting don't have as many 
opportunities, Banks said. She 
tries to offer the kind of Instruction 
she would have loved in her own 
youth. 

"I've done a lot of soul-searching 
about What's important to kids." 
she explained. 

Classes have an enro11ment of 
ten to 12. Banks believes glVlng 
her students right from the start 
high-quality art supplies, includ­
ing, charcoals, aciylics. pastds. 
pen and ink. Water colors in tubes 
and all the proper brushes. 

"No stock school paper and 
newsprint. The kids are Just 
thrilled. They produce the most 
beautiful things." she said. 

"You can see them groW through 

the year." 
Kids choose their own subjects. 
"When they leave here, they have 

something unique to themselves. 
.And they don't have to look across 
the table and say. 'I'm not as 
go<:)d," Banks said. 

For the Sports Club mural, the 
young artists first sketched out the 
castle, treasure chest, fish and 
other marine critters. Then. Banks 
transferred It onto the Wall With 
carbon paper. 

Not only Is the public exposure 
for their talents good for the art 
students, but in learning how to 
paint a mural, each acquires a new 
skil l . 

"It's a wonderful Way for me to 
teach them that I can't do over 
here." she said. 

TWO assistants helped Banks do 
the prep Work and organize the 
thirteen-hoiIr, two-day blitz: her 
daughter. Katie Ba11ks. 15 and 
Jessica Bechtel. 14, both students 
at North\111e High School. 

Non-toxic and washable wall 
paint that Would not be damaged 
When touched by the small fingers 
of the regulars at the Kids Center 
Was used for the painting. 

"It Was a lot of hours, but it's def­
initely Worth it When you see the 

final product. I knew they were 
kids who were up to the product." 
Banks said. 

There's only one drawback for 
Banks about the success of her 
classes. SomeUmes it's hard to find 
time for her own work, which 
Includes commissioned portraits of 
homes and children executed In 
pencil and pen and ink, as Well as 
water colors. 

Still, she has the satisfaction of 
helping young people develop a 
love of art that, with any luck, will 
enrich the rest of their lives. 

"Not all kids here are extremely 
talented in art. but they love it so 
much and we have such a good 
time. It's been extremely reward­
ing." Bai1ks said. 

"I hope they will look back fond­
ly on their experience here."

Up until 
two months ago, one of them was 
her uncle, Peter. Berishaj said she 
received word that Peter had died 
right about at the time the verbal 
conflict between Yugoslavia and 
NATO was escalating. 

"I Was very close to him." 
Berishaj said. "It hurt everyone in 
the family veiy much When he 
died." 

Willie Berishaj and her family 
dealt With Peter's 'death and made 
plans for a funeral and a close on 
his estate, the War of Words 
betWeen .NATO and Serbia Was 
groWlng more intense by the day. 
Berishaj said that she, along with 
thousands of other ethnic Albani­
ans were convinced that Serbian 
president Slobodan Milosovlc 
Would back down and not pursue a 
course of action that would lead to 
war. 

Believing that Mllosovic would 
take NATO to the brink but then 
give in to the demands of the allied 
coiintries, Berishaj made plans to 
join 18 other family members in 
the city of Podgorica. Montenegro, 
a republic Witliin Yugoslavia. There 
she would stay With the parents of 
her husband in a home only five 
miles from the airport in B e l ^ d e . 

"We kneW Mllosovic had a peace 
contract, but he never signed It," 
Berishaj said. "Had I known that 
things Were going to get that bad. 1 
Would have never gone over there." 

T H E SIRENS

Berishaj and her fa11il1y needed to 
remain i n Yugoslavia for a few 
additional days. She Was slated to 
leave the countiy and return to the 
United States on March 20. Those 
plans. hoWever, Would soon 
change.

"NATO kept issuing deadlines 
and Mllosovic Wou1d keep ignoring 
them, so another deadline Was 
issued," Berishaj said. "It Went 
back and forth for so long. We had 
heard that When NATO made Its 
final demand that (Milosovlc) cou1d 
still submit to the demands and 
avoid being bombed, even five sec­
onds before the missiles Would be 
fired." 

But when twilight fell across 
Podgorica on March 24 — one day 
before she was scheduled to return 
home — the Wall of air raid sirens 
pierced the sky over the grassy 
land. That sound Was repiaced tWo 
minutes later by the thunder of 
explosions accompanied by a red-
cllsh-W11ite gloW off l n the distance. 

No more talk. The time for NATO 
action had come. 

"It Was like a nightmare," 
Berishaj said, " l couldn't bellcVe 
tills Was actually happening to me. 
No one ever thought MilosoVlc 
v«>v11d t1y messing With the r ^ t of 
the World." •' " 

Almost as qulcldy as the attack 
had come, though, the attack 
stopped. Within a matter of sec­
onds. Berishaj said the roar of 
planes and missiles Was silenced 
and people scrambled to their tele-
Vision sets and radios to learn of 
What had happened. 

The news couldn't haVe been 
much Worse for Berishaj. .As it 
turned out. one of the alliance's 
first strike targets Was the airport 
she Was counting on using to get 
out of the country. NoW she Would 
be forced to find another route. 

Berishaj Was okay, physically 
spealdng. and she Wanted to 
assure her husband about that. 
Unfortunately, telephone commu­
nications Were such that she could 
only recelVe calls from the United 
states, but couldn't 1iiake an out­
going call, l n the days that folloWed 
the Initial attack. Berishaj said she 
talked With her husband four to 
five times each day. lt Was. for all 
practical purposes, her only con­
nection to the World beyond 
Yugoslavia. 

IT COMTINDES 
The morning following the first 

Wave of allied bombings and mis­
sile attacks, life Was subdued but 
nonetheless carried on In Podgori­
ca, Berishaj sald. 

"Llfe Jjad to go on." she said. 
"TOat Were We going to do?" 

What they did vras remain fixat­
ed on the news, Wlilch Was mainly 
CNN ..altered Into lofed"^ languiges.

Keeping up-to-date on the progress 
of the military conflict consumed 
the community. 

As evening approached, the 
sirens again permeated In the night 
sky, Berishaj said. 

"It Wasn't as scaiy tlils time." she 
said. "You kind of got used to it." 

As Was the case With the first 
Wave of attacks, explosions ripped 
across the region folloWed by 
another 23 hours of silence. This 
time, the nearby airport Wasn't a 
target. The pattern of siren-bomb-
ing-sllence continued for the 
remainder of her stay. 

"We had plenty of food and Water 
and electricity, but l don't tllink l 
slept four hours over three days." 
she said. "It Was so frightening 
being over there." 

Further complicating the matter 
Were grovrtng tensions among resi­
dents of Montenegro itself. The 
republic — similar to a state in the 
U.S. — kept a "hands-off policy 
vrtth regard to the conflict As time 
Wore on. hoWever. a rift developed 
betWeen those Who supported the 
allied attaclB and those Who sym-
patlilzed the Serbian uprising. 

Wltliln a veiy short time period. 
Berishaj said It became clear to her 
that an exodus from Yugoslavia 
Was absolutely necessa1y. Actually 
liaVlng that happen Was another 
story altogether. 

Amid tens of thousands of other 
refugees on the run. Berishaj Was 
looktag for her own Way out of the 
country. Going to SerblaTwas not 

an option, as she was of the Very 
ethnicity the Serbs Were fighting 
against. Getting into Croatia was 
impossible because that govern­
ment required her to cany a Croa­
tian visa, which she didn't have. 
(Sixteen other members of her 
group had such documentation, 
however.) It was feasible for her to 
get into Albania, but because of the 
bombardments, all civilian air traf­
fic had been brought to a screech­
ing halt. 

Berishaj Was now in the middle 
of an awful Waiting game. She Was 
held up near the Yugoslavia-Alba­
nia border, but she had been told 
that the earliest possible date for 
commercial air service from Tirana 
Was aroiJnd April 15. 

"There Was no Way 1 Was going to 
Wait that 1ong." Berisliaj said. "1 
had to get out of there." 

E S C A P E 
Back i n the United States, hus­

band Nick Was Working the phones 
With travel agents. To the surprise 
of no one — including Vick i 
Berishaj — Word had it that a11 
flights from Tirana. Albania to 
Rome Were booked solid for a long 
time. 

But realizing that getting out of 
the War-torn region Was going to be 
a sloW process. Berishaj said she 
volimteered to have herself placed 
on an airline Waiting list, in the 
event some passenger Would have a 
change i n plans. 

Whiie she Waited. Berishaj said 
she overheard conversations of 
refugees fleeing Yugoslavia. One of 
the saddest involved a pregnant 
Woman Who Walked for 48 hotirs to 
the border crossing, giving birth to 
twins along the Way. 

"There Were families Who had 
become separated maldng the trip." 
Berishaj said. "1t Was so depressing 
to see." 

Finally, a break came. Nick 
caijed ^ V l c ^ L ^ o n Apr i l 3 and 
Inramed his Wife that planes from 

Tirana Would be getting off the 
ground earlier than had been 
expected — the fo11oWing day. to be 
exact. 

One major hurdle remained: get­
ting across the Yugoslavian border 
into the neutral territory. Unlike 
the border between the U.S. and 
Canada, many European nations 
are separated by a half-mile-wide 
international strip. 

Whether it was good moods held 
by border guards or just plain luck, 
Berishaj got the OK to cross. The 
final step was to get from the Alba­
nian border to Tirana, some six 
hours away. 

"We hired a taxi to drive us 
there," she said. "It would have 
cost someone in Albania an entire 
month's salary to take the trip, but 
for us, it vras alxiut 100 dollars, 
American." 

When her plane left the next day 
from Tirana. Berishaj said she felt 
a wave of relief Being in Rome vras-
n't exactly being home, but it was a 
long Ways from the front lines of a 
NATO bombing operation. 

Stops in Rome were followed up 
with other stops in Zurich and 
another in Chicago, where she had 
a foi1r-hour layover before her final 
flight to Detroit. 

"I didn't care at all ." she said. 
"When I was i n Chicago. It felt like 
I Was already home. It was so nice 
being back in .America." 

And though she took an extend­
ed weekend to catch up on some 
heaxlly-needed sleep and to reunite 
with her husband and other mem­
bers of her family, she was back at 
Joseph's less than a Week after her 
journey to Yugoslavia. 

"Northville is my home." she 
said, the trademark faint smile 
pursing her lips again. "This is 
Where I belong."

They set rules defming proper 
non-academic conduct for co-eds: d r ink ing 
(mostly a no-no), dress (ladylike), do rm 
hours (in by 11 p .m. on weekdays. 1 a.m. 
weekends), sex (decidedly a no-no, but rou­
tinely ignored). 

There were deans of men, too, who set 
non-academic rules for male students. 
These were a lot looser - boys wi l l be boys, 
after a l l - but you could get i n trouble for 
things l ike rowdy or noisy behavior or hav­
ing a n unregistered car on campus. 

T a k e n together, the rules governing non-
academic conduct for college students were 
based on the assumpt ion that university 
authorit ies were act ing as substi tute par­
ents - " in loco parentis' was the La t in 
phrase - while k ids were on campus. .And i t 
was the not ion that somebody - tmiversity 
authorit ies or anybody else - had the right 
to set rules for us students that made us 
mad. 

In due course we got rid of M i s s Bacon at 
U - M and . as well , the inst i tut ions of the 

dean of women and the dean of men. A n d 
over the next 10 years all a round the coun­
try, colleges and universities gradually rid­
ded themselves of deans and ideas of in 
loco parentis. 

B y 1980. the idea that colleges had any 
business trying to govern the non-academ­
ic behavior of their students was passe. 
Univers i ty boards of trustees amended 
the i r rules , e l imina t ing wholesale the 
authori ty of their insti tutions to discipline 
or expel students for d r ink ing or taking 
drugs or rais ing hel l or having sex i n unau­
thorized and inappropriate ways. 

Some - U - M among them - wound up 
wi th no rules whatsoever governing non-
academic conduct. If the k ids violated the 
laws of A n n Arbor or Michigan, i t was the 
cops' business to curest and charge them. 

The pendu lum started svringmg back 
about five years ago. when folks runn ing 
colleges realized that students could do a l l 
k inds of nasty things and get away wi th it 
as long as they didn't break some non-uni ­
versity law. 

A t the U - M . racist and gay-baiting flyers 
were occasionally distributed a ro imd the 
dorms. Some women were harassed and a 
few were raped . Thefts on c a m p u s 
increased. 

The adminis t ra t ion and the Board of 
Regents concluded that the safety and 
civil i ty of the academic communi ty were 
threatened. Against the vehement protest 
of some student radicals (not to mention 
The Mich igan Dai ly , m y old newspaperi. 
the Regents i n 1990 authorized armed 
campus publ ic safety officers and later 
adopted a l imited code of non-academic 
conduct . 

A b i m c h of well-publicized recent events on 
Michigan campuses suggest there is m u c h 
more to do. especially wi th respect to alcohol. 

The alcohol-lueled riot i n Eas t Lans ing 
three weeks ago involved not only M S U 

students but also students from campuses 
al l around the state. Last fall, a M S U stu­
dent died of alcohol poisoning after he con­
sumed 26 shots dur ing a night of d r ink ing 
to celebrate his 21st birthday. A t Central 
Michigan University, another student fell 
out of his apartment dur ing a party and 
was ki l led. 

Last fall . Courtney Cantor, a first year 
student at U - M , fell to her death out of a 
window in her dorm i n A n n Arbor. Traces 
of alcohol and a date-rape drug were found 
i n her blood. 

1 was on the Board of Regents at U - M 
when Courtney Cantor fell to her death. A 
friend whose daughter is a first-year s tu­
dent i n A n n Arbor called me. deeply con­
cerned. "What can you do to assure me 
that your university is taking appropriate 
care of m y daughter?" 1 couldn' t fully 
answer h is question. 

1 don't t h ink Mich igan colleges should 
re turn wholesale to the days of in loco par­
entis. Bu t . equally, 1 a m certain that un i ­
versity officials and boards of trustees have 
a greater responsibil i ty to their students -
and to the parents and families of these 
students - than merely warehousing them 
i n dormitories or fraternities, letting them 
do what they wi l l and hoping for the best. 

There may be protests and pickets. B u t 
university officials and governing boards 
should have the guts and the w i sdom to 
look probingly at their rules of non-aca­
demic conduct and carefully re-write them.

The Goofljal l a n d 
his bud(3ies arrived 
from the Det ro i t 
area about 1:30 
a.m. on an A u g u s t 
night i n 1995. Thei r 
destination was the 
Ambrose Lake State 
Forest Campgrotmd 
i n Ogemaw County . 
That 's u p north, bu t 
not Very far nor th , 
about 10 miles from 

maybe a three-hour 
tdp^from the Detroit area o n 1-75. So The 
Goolba l l -mus t have left home after dark. 

I k n o w the area a bit . It's not far from the 
Rifle R ive r c a m p g r o u n d s . I've scouted 
campsites i n t l ie past bu t rejected most 
because they are contaminated by people 
l ike The GoofiDall whose chief source of 
recreation is a gas-gi1zzling vehicle. Other 
writers also have reported how the hil lsides 
i n that part of the state are being ripped up 
by motorized Vehicles. 

The Cour t of Appeals opinion says the 
group intended to do off-road riding. The 
Goofball knew he was supposed to pay a 
camping fee bu t didn't . Pr ior to reaching 
the campground, they ate a pizza (no camp 
food over a n open fire for these softies) a n d 
bought a case of beer. The Goofball said he 
h a d "three or four beers" before arrival , the 
court record says. 

"At approximately 2:30 a.m.. plaint iff 
(the court 's name for The Goofball) started 

his off-road vehicle (ORV). wi th the "inten­
t ion to w a r m u p the vehicle and check out 
the pa th and to come back a n d gear u p 
a n d t hen head out." Plaint iff was not wear­
ing any safety equipment, inc lud ing a hel­
met." 

The Goofball checked out the path a n d 
headed back to the campsite, traveling on 
the left side of the road, "when he sudden­
ly s t ruck something. The impact wi th the 
object caused the O R V to become afrbome. 
a n d vaul ted plaint i f fs body forward into a 
tree. F r o m his point of contact wi th the 
tree, plaintiff was thrown to the^ center of 

~tfie road and severe^fSjufed." i ~ . ~ 
"The object plaintiff s t ruck was a cedar 

post. S u c h cedar posts are used through­
out the campgroimd, and at other camp­
grounds a round the state, to prevent peo­
ple from driving through certain areas of 
the park . The posts s tand approximately 
18 inches high, are approximately s ix to 12 
inches In diameter, a n d are placed approx­
imately two feet apart." 

Get this : In the middle of the night. The 
Goofball has d r u n k beer, operates an off-
road vehicle wi thout a heknet, makes a 
racket for the forest creatures, l i l t s a post 
that i s intended as a barrier - and sues us . 
the taxpayers, w i t h a c l a im against the 
M i c h i g a n Depar tment of N a t u r a l 
Resoiu-ces. 

The Goofball argues that h is route was 
some k i n d of Jil^viraiy. Under a doctrine 
going back to H e n i y II of England , govern­
men t is i m m u n e from most l awsu i t s 
except, i n Mich igan , for defective highways. 

In the Cour t of Clzdms. the judge throws 
out the sui t . 

The Gooflaall seeks a reversal i n the 
Cour t of Appeals . Judges Stephen M a r k -
m a n . Joe l Hoekstra and B r i a n Z a h r a are 
unimpressed wi th The Goofball's logic, say­
ing: 

"We conclude that the na tura l grassy 
area is not an improved port ion of the high­
way. Consequently, the cedar post that 
plaintiff s t ruck constitutes an instal lat ion 
outside the improved port ion of the high­
way." They affirmed the Cour t o f C la ims 
judge. 

T w d t i l d M v e t r n e d The Goofball for what­
ever damage he d id to the cedar post, the 
tree he h i t and the grass he landed on . and 
charged h i m for the ambulance r u n and 
the law enforcement officer who investigat­
ed; then maybe tack on a $1,000 charge for 
the Non-Game Wildlife F u n d for d is turbing 
the vrildlife. Then Fd confiscate h i s O R Y or 
what 's left of it. un t i l he paid part of the 
$100.000-plus salaries of the three appel­
late judges. 

Certainly i t was no way to enjoy M i c h i ­
gan's e m l r o n m e n t . The conven t iona l 
method is to sit a round a campfire. sip a 
beer, p ick the guitar i1ntil 9:30 or 10 p .m. .

Howard found When the city bar­
ricaded the Decker Road extension, 
which was built as a special 
assessment district on land (donat­
ed by the Sandstone Associates 
Limited Partnership, home buyers 

could not find their way into The 
Vistas site, located between Thir-
teeri Mile and Twelve-.And-A-Half 
Mile roads. 

The city in essence "took" Sand­
stone's land without due process, 
Howard ruled on Jan. 21, because 
the closed road closed down the 
developers' business. 

The S40 million Judgment was in 
compensation for this. 

A brief from the municipal 
league, which represents over 500 
Michigan communities, and any 
others that accompany Novi's 
appeal will be importaiit in an 
appeal. Assistant City Attorney 
Watson said. 

"It can have a lot of significance. 
It depends on the issue before 
them and who the brief was filed on 
behalf of" he said. 

Howard is expected to rule today 
if Novi will be allowed to call Wit­
nesses for an evidentiary hearing 
as part of the motion for a new 
trial. Watson explained. 

In seeking the new trial, among 
the elements focused on by Novi's 
lawyers are the money that Sand­
stone made peddling The Vistas 
land to several other developers 
shortly after the trial concluded. 

Howard's ruling gave Sandstone 
"a Windfall," Novi's lawyers say, 
because the developers sold 117 
acres of their land to the Singh 
Development Company for S7.5 
million, addiUonal property to S.R. 
Jacobson for $3.5 million, as well 
as another portion of the site to the 
Fram Building Group. 

In addiUon, Sandstone kept tlie 
commercial portion of the site. 

Sandstone's expert Witness testi­

fied that in a "forced sale" of the 

land, the developers Would only 

make $7.8 million. 

Novfs lawyers are also protesting 

that the city Was not permitted a 

trial by Jury on the case. 

F o e s t o g o l f c o u r s e m a y s e e l < c h a n g e i n c i t y c h a r t e r 
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to change the city charter, but that 
is typically not the kind of issue 
that is used to change the charter." 

HoWever Council Member Craig 
DeRoche said Lh3t within the 
month he expects to "force" the 
golf course issue by bringing for­
ward a ballot question that he will 
ask fellow council members to 
place before voters. 

"1 believe It should be on the bal­
lot. I believe the original ballot that 
passed was for park land," 
DeRoche said. 

"I think the citizens who voted 
on it to purchase the land should 
vote on Whether or not they want 
to change the use from a park to a 
golf course." 

If the council doesn't opt to put 
it on the ballot, Tlndall said PARKS 
Will be "on the streets, taking this 
to the voters." 

The proposed charter amend­
ment would read; "Development of 
City Property-: No property owned 

by the City as of NoV. 2, 1999 may 
be used for the purpose of a golf 
course and/or a banquet facility. 
The city may deVelop a golf course 
and/or a banquet facility only on 
property acquired after Nov. 2 
1999, specifically for such puipose 
after voter approval at a general 
dty election." 

Ill the past, city officials have 
tinkered with the concept of a ban­
quet facility on vacant city-owned 
land on Walled Lake. A golf course 
clubhouse might also offer similar 
amerlitles. 

A draft update of the city's parks 
and recreation master plan recom­
mends that NoVi build a golf 
course. The master plan is expect­
ed to come forward for a public 
hearing Within the next 60 days. 
Parks and Recreation Director Dan 
Da\ls said. 

So far, the only formal action 
taken on the greens has been sev­
eral consultants' studies. If the 
council wants additional research 
on a golf and mixed-use plan for

the North Novl Park. Davis said he 
has preliminary figures for consul­
tants' costs. 

Tne council will discuss the 
Parks and Recreation Depart­
ment's budget at a 7:30 p.m. meet­
ing tonight at the Novi Civic Cen­
ter. 

Tlndall said a group of citizens 
opposed to a golf coi.irse on the 
North Novi park began plotting a 
strategy in December to get the 
question before voters. 

"We tried to be reasonable about 
it. We realize council people have 
just done what they're elected to 

do. research the issue." Tlndall 
said. 

Because the council has not for­
mally adopted a golf course plan, 
PARKS can't opt for a referendum 
petition drive to force an election to 
overturn such an action. For a ref­
erendum. PARKS Would need to 
collect 4.800 signatures, from 15 
percent of the city's 32.000 regis­
tered Voters. 

But for a charter amendment, 
under state laW for home rule 
cities, signatures of fiVe percent of 
the Voters Would be needed, or 
1.600, Wotild be needed. PARKS 

afready was able to gather 750 sig­
natures of those opposed to a golf 
course on the park in an earlier, 
iiiformal petition drive. 

"We're going to give the coimcil 
two Weeks. If they don't take action 
by then. We will," Tindall said. 

"We're going to be out pounding 
the pavement. We have until 90 
days before the election to make 
the ballot." 

Charter amendments have not 
been common since Novi incorpo­
rated in 1969. City Manager Ed 
KrieWall said that about 10 years 
ago. the city council put a success­
ful amendment proposal on the 
ballot to update Novi's purchasing 
processes. 

Fifteen to 20 years ago. residents 
petitioned and passed two road-
related charter amendments. The 
first bars the city from assessing 
residents of mile roads for road 
improvements through special 
assessment districts. The second 
prohibits the use of S.\Ds for 
resurfacing subdl\1sion sU-eets. 

For supporters of the golf 
course, such as Crawford and 
Schmid, the money Wouldn't be 
coming out of taxpayers' pockets 
because the recreational facility 
Would be built With revenue Iwnds. 
A feasibility study Indicates a golf 
course would make money that 
could be used to develop other city 
parks. Not all of the North NoVI 
park Would be taken oVer by the 
I8-holes and club house: city offi­
cials haVe said they Want room for 
nature trails and other passive 
recreation. 

"The city Was not spending 
money for park land for a bacltyard 
for a minority of citizens," Schmid 
said. 

To DeRoche. NoVl has other, 
more pressing, needs. 

"I think a city that just lost a $40 
million Judgment and needs to 
spend tens of millions on roads 
should haVe priorities other than 
spending monej' on a golf course," 
he said.

Thirteen area resiaurants have been named lo the 
Honor Roll - they made the grade for ser\'ing healthy food. 

Not only did they respond to the Oakland County Health 
Divis ion 's annual survey, but they were selected as 
restaurants which offer a Great Option in Low Fat Dining. 

The Oakland Heart Health Coalition's annual G O L D 
Plate Restaurant Sun'ey was mailed to 2.000 establish­
ments in Oakland County. Of those. 132 responded. 

although not all Were named to the Honor 
Roll. 

Whether or not a restaurant completes 
the sun'ey and returns it to the Oakland 
County Health Division, is completely volun­
tary'. 

Questions on the one-page survey which 
is used to determine Whether a i-eslaurant 
becomes a Gold Plate Restaurant include 
whether items like dressings, sauces, or 
gravies can be served on the side: whether 
lowfat or fat-free salad dressings are offered: 
and if egg substitute or egg whiles are avail­
able for an egg entree. 

Other questions ask whether patrons can 
order a variety of entree serving sizes, if they 
can ask that a menu item be prepared with­
out salt or ask for a low fat substitute in 
place of a fried side-dish item. 

The res tauran t mus t also serve two 
entrees on a regular basis that are low fat 
which is considered three grams of fat or 
less per three ounce iserving. 

Novi and West Bloomfleld had the most 
restaurants listed With 10 each. 

At the Library Sports Pub & G r i l l , the 
healthy menu items include some grilled 
chicken breast entrees, according to co-
owner Bob Harnett. 

"We have a cashew chicken salad, it 's 
baked chicken that's diced up and cashews 
and diced tomatoes and green peppers."

.-\ simple but revolutionar}' diet can lower 
potentially deadly high blood pressure Without 
reducing the joys of eating. 

KnovtT, as Dielarj- .Approaches to Stop Hv-per-
tension (D.-\SH). the eating plan has been 
shown to reduce h>-pertension With the same 
effect as medications used by people with high 
blood pressure. 

One in four .-Vne.ncans has high blood pres­
sure, which is an overexertion of blood flow on 
the body's arieries. Left unu^eated. high blood 
pressure damages the arterv' walls and can 
lead to kidney disease, stroke, heart disease 
and death, it is a silent killer, with no symp­
toms and no underlying cause. 

The D.-\SH diei is welcome news to both 
researchers and people battling high blood 
pressure. It offers a reduction of or alternative 
to medications, which may cause side effects, 
while not I'orcing people to cut out favorite 
foods from their diets. 

"U1ial appeals to people about the D.-\SH diet 
is that they're not asked to lose weight. They 
are not asked to increase their exercise. They're 
not asked, yet again, to decrease the sodium in 
their diet, which is verv'. ven,' hard - especially 
if you eat in a restaurant or cafeteria setting." 
says Lynn Glazewski. a registered dietitian 
with the University of Michigan Health System. 

"So. this diet appeals to people because it 

eliminates all the negatives and really focuses 
on the positives." 

Researchers estimate that heart disease 
cases would drop 15 percent and strokes 
would plunge 27 percent if the U.S. popula­
tion's blood pressure was reduced to the levels 
seen with the DASH diet. 

The D.ASH diet is rich in vegetables, fruits 
and lowfat dairy foods, it is also low in satu­
rated and total fats. It emphasizes treating 
meat as one component of a meal, rather than 
the centerpiece wi th other dishes added 
around it. 

A diet low In saturated fat. complemented 
with an increase in fruits, vegetables and daii>' 
products, provides the perfect combination for 
lowering blood pressure. It offers the benefits 
of a vegetarian diet, with enough meat to make 
it an attractive plan for most people. 

T h e unique feature of the DASH diet is it 
permits you to eat good foods, and eating good 
foods in certain combinations We know vvill 
lower your blood pressure." says Margaret 
Scisney-Matlock. an assistant professor of 
nursing at U - M . 

The benefits of the D.ASH diet can be seen 
within one week and reach ma.\imum effect 
after two weeks. Blood pressure remains sta­
ble as long as the patient remains on the diet. 

"The nice thing about the DASH diet is that. 

unlike diets prescribed to people in the past, 
this is not an elimination diet." says Glazews-
k i . "It recommends eating more fruits, more 
vegetables, more other things: as people pay 
attention to increasing those foods in their 
diet, they leave some of the other foods by the 
Wayside." 

Not only does the D A S H diet lower blood 
pressure, it also can reduce the related risks 
of heart disease, certain types of cancer, and 
diabetes. 

"Untreated, uncontrolled blood pressure, 
even for as little as six months, can result in 
increased risk for heart disease, renal failure 
and stroke, as Well as coexisting with dia­
betes," says Scisney-Matlock. "So the problem 
is not jus t one disease, one condition. It's 
actually systemic - it affects all of our organs." 

The D.ASH diet was or ig ina l ly part of a 
nationwide research study by the National 
Heart. Lung and Blood Institute. Others ways 
to lower blood pressure include reducing salt 
intake, drinking less alcohol, losing weight and 
exercising.
