This is the second of two NoVl proper­
ties on the National Register for Historic 
Places to become the target of Incendi­
aries.

mansion on Eight Mile Road Was razed by 
a set fire.

"(Richard's) commitment to the 

FOL\ and Open Meetings Act and 
(his) tireless work behind the scenes 
to protect these measures will stand 
as a model for Michigan Journalists 
for years to come." Soffln said. 

Phil Power, owner and chairman 
of Hometown Communications Net­
work Inc.. wrote in his nomination 
letter that Richard is the "single 
most competent" political and gov­
ernmental reporter in Michigan. 

"Tim's journalistic output is truly 
prodigious," Power said. "He regu­
larly writes core stories on sigi11fi-
cant events with localization possi­
bilities scattered throughout." 

Power also cited Richard for sin­
gle-handedly reporting policy Issues 
associated With the State Board of 
Education and With its attempt fun­
damentally to change the nature of 
Miclilgan public schools. 

"He is particularly the greatest 
example 1 know of a disciplined, 
serious and perceptive reporter 
relating stateWide events to the 
needs of individual readers in their 
hometown cotnmunltles." 

But today Richard doWnplays his 
role. "I Was glVen the lion's share of 
credit, but I Was part of a movement 
for open government." 

In 1966. Richard. Who Was a 
reporter With the Kalamazoo 
Gazette. Was excluded fi-om secret 
meetings of the board of Western 
Michigan University. Richard asked 
for minutes of past meetings and 
the board secretaty accidentally 
gaVe him the minutes of the secret 
meetings, during Which It had made 
policy decisions. 

Richard Wrote the story and the 
editor killed It. Which gaVe Richard 

"a fire in my belly abiout the issue of 
open government." 

The unpublished WMU expose in 
1966 led directly to his advocacy of 
the Open Meetings Act and activity 
in the Society of Professional Jour­
nalists and Michigan FOI Commit­
tee Inc. to defend the "sunshine" 
laws and teach people hoW to use 
them through seminars and 
neWsletters. 

In 1971. Richard wrote about the 
"age of majority" and sold the idea to 
Gov 'William Milllken. Which result­
ed in the state laWs lowering legal 
ages fi-om 21 to 18. 

"People are physically matiuing 
yoimger by two or three years than 
they were in the 19th century." 
Richard said. Richard reasoned that 
18-year-olds Were fighting In -wars. 
'Let's give them a chance to Vote." 
Richard said. 

Richard's most admired politi­
cians are former Gov. 'William M i l ­
llken and Lieutenant Gov. James 
Brickley. "They were moderates. 
They solved problems Without 
adherence to Ideology. There Were a 
lot of good people in tioth parties." 

Richard also admired former GoV. 
James Blanchard's knoWledge of 
facts and his "feel for history." 

Richard says the press and the 
public shoiild continue to Watch 
goVemment With attorneys noW 
chipping away at the FOI and Open 
Meetings acts. 

"The biggest abuses We are seeing 
Is in the hiring of the chief execnitlve 
process and the second biggest 
bimch of abuses are in the FOI in 
the charging high prices for docu­
ments and the long delays i n pro­
cessing the documents."

Bishop brushed aside the criti­
cism. Tr l ls debate has been open 
hundreds of years," the freshman 
lawmaker said. The Senate (hear­
ing March 23) did an educational 
Job." 

It takes a two-thfrds vote of both 
chamtiers to put a proposed consti­
tutional amendment on the ballot, 
but it Was clear the proposal was 
going down about 3-2 in a sea of red 
(no) lights on the House tally board. 
There is no official record of the vote 
other than reporters' hastily-written 
notes. 

But in a procedure often used to 
save leaders from the embarrass­
ment of defeat.

David Jaye, R-Macomb Coun­
ty, said of Raczkowski's move. Jaye 
supports a similar measure in the 
Senate. 

Bishop said the maneuver means 
House Joint Resolution H. as it's 
formally known, is still alive and 
can be brought out of his committee 
any time before Dec. 31, 2000, But 
House Speaker Chuck Perricone, R-
Kalamazoo, said there aren't 
enough votes to wairant another 
attempt,

R-Troy, didn't 
speak but put up a green light as a 
yes vote. 

Gilda Jacobs. D-Huntington 
Woods, said the cost of executing 
inmates ($2 million) Is greater than 
the cost of incarcerating them for 
life ($250,000). "and We're supposed 
to be the tax-cutting Legislature." 
She noted that at the Senate com­
mittee's hearing, several families of 
murder Victims opposed the death 
penalty. 

Bruce Patterson. R-Canton, voted 
no Ijecause "My core belief is that 
the death penalty is wrong," 

Laura Toy. R-UVonla: "I believe in 
the right of the people to vote on 
this. Ifs time to give the people a 
chance." Toy put up a green light. 

Gerald Law. R-Plymouth, didn't 
speak but put up a green light, 

Paul DeWeese. R-Wllllamston. put 
up a red light. "Oi1r criminal Justice 
system fails the test Wealthy defen­
dants can hifre the F. Lee Baileys 
and Johnny Cochranes (top defense 
lawyers) of the Worid." but others 
run a greater risk of conviction and 
execution. Nationally, there have 
been 500 convictions since the 
death penalty Was a11owed by the 
U.S. Supreme Court in the late 
1970s, but 75 convicts on Death 
Row tiaVe been exonerted. Illinois 
has executed 11 and exonerated 
nine, he said. 

Susan Tabor, R-Delta Township, 
voted yes because prohibiting the 
death penalty "places a premium on 
the life of violent offenders" but 
cheapens the lives of victims. "One 
innocent victim who is brutally 
murdered is one too many." 

Valde Garcia. R-St. Johns, voted 
yes and referred to a "despicable, 
cowardly, premeditated" murder in 
Sunfleld Township of Ionia County, 
Cassandra Sanborn, 20, was slain 
last year by three male filends who 
wanted her car for cocaine money. 
Her parents, Ed and Evelyn San-
bom, sat in the gallery and made a 
strong impression on House mem­
bers, 

Lyime Martinez. D-Lansing. voted 
no. arguing the death penalty "is not 
a deterrent" and is applied with 
"race bias and economic bias. A per­
son of color is more likely to be 
questioned, detained, arrested, tried 
and sentenced to death." She. too. 
complained that the measure was 
rushed through Bishop's committee 
and to a floor vote less than a week 
after It was introduced. 

Laiura Baird. D-Okemos. opposed 
it because "the criminal Justice sys­
tem makes mistakes. This is a deci­
sion fi^ught With the possibility of 
error. If there Were a foolproof 
method of determining gtillt I might 
re-t11ink tills. The best you can do is 
lock people up and restrain them."

In ancient China, the mental and 
physical discipline called Falun 
Dafa was passed down from one 
master to one disciple. 

T h a t may be an ordinaly worker 
at a factory, but he may be a mas­
ter of the practice. People who have 
truly cultivated themselves may be 
unknown to the public, but they 
are very great," said Tim Sun, a for­
mer Novi resident now living in 
Bloomfield Hills. 

Today, Sun, a student of Falun 
Dafa for two years, is offering a free 
introduction to the exercise form at 
both the Novl and Northvllle 
libraries. A General Motors engi­
neer, he has been a practitioner of 
Falun Dafa for two years and now 
says he wishes to share what he's 
learned. 

Falun Dafa is a set of four exer­
cises done standing and a fifth 
floor exercise that leads to medita­
tion. In appearance, it is similar to 
Tal'Chl or Yoga, Sun said, but is 
fundamentally different. 

"It's slow movements. I would 
call the movements pretty elegant. 
•When you do them standing up. 
you don't move your feet," he said. 

"You don't h a v e to s p e n d a p e n n y to l e a r n this ."

"You enter into the state of tran­
quil exercise and you stay in the 
same position for some time," 

Falun Dafa was first introduced 
to the general public in 1992 by Li 
Hong-Zhi. Enthusiasts say it eases 
tension and ai1xiety, strengthens 
the body and mind, and reverses 
the aging process. The ultimate 
goal is to follow the principles to 
achieve enlightenment. 

"A lot of things in China, they 
can't Identify the origin. A lot of 
things are inherited from Very 
remote ages." he said. 

"That is Why a lot of ideas are dif­
ferent, it is so different from our 
current thought." 

A native of Hefei, China Who has 
lived in the U,S. over six years. Sun 
said he is interested in sharing the 
doctrine With non-Chinese Ameri­

cans. 
"I'd like to use their practices of 

thought to introduce them to this 
exercise, why it has a different 
reaction than running around and 
doing aerobics," he.said. 

"If they're interested, they can 
form their own group or practice at 
home." 

Materials to learn Falun Dafa 
can be downloaded at no cost from 
the Intemet, he added. 

Practitioners of Falun Dafa have 
study groups in A i m .Arbor, Farm­
ington Hills, at the Detroit Chinese 
School and in Troy, but Sun said 
that if enough people in this area 
are interested, he will volunteer to 
set up a local group. 

"You don't have to spend a permy 
to learn this," he said. 

Along with the exercises, devo­

tees follow a book called Zhuan 
Falun. Sun said he spends most of 
his after work hours studying the' 
text. 

Born during China's Cultural 
Revolution, Sun said the traditions 
of his country have been desu-oyed 
over the past 30 years, but he 
hopes to recapture the best of the: 
past. An ancient pracUce like Falun 
Dafa has survived, he said: ' 
because it offers true benefits to: 
those who follow it. 

Falun Dafa has three basic prin­
ciples: truthfulness, benevolence: 
and forbearance. 

"To do everything according to 
those three words is not that easy.": 
he said. 

"In ancient times, people had 
higher moral Values than We do; 
when you compare the traditional' 
Values of the Chinese culture and • 
the Western culture, they're so . 
close."

Gov. John Engler is using a 
money bill to see policy changes 
erasing the lines between school 
districts and between public and 
private schools. 

It's called a "supplemental" 
appropriations bil l because it 
Would supplement the regular $10 
billion school aid bill With $188 
million. 

Big item is requiring K-12 public 
schools to alloW students from 
charter schools, private and 
"home" school to participate in 
sports and other extracurricular 
activities in their district of resi­
dence. 

The idea is encountering fierce 
opposition from public school 
coaches and school administrators. 
The big.'fear: It's a foot-in-the-door 
form ofparochlaid. 

The sljfite PTA bulletin this Week 
reported that "A groundsWell of 
opposition has spurred Hose 
Republicans to issue the "abandon 
stilp' order" for this portion of the 
b i l l . , Two ,o f the 15 Republican 
spoiasota have Wlthdra'wn thelr 
sijipport because of opposition by 
piibllc schbol groups. Rep. Paul 
DeWeese, R-Wlllamston. faVors the 
concept but has called the Idea "a 
dead issue." 

A second big Item Is a neW 
"blended" method of counting 
pupils r one day i n February Worth

Purpose Is to reWard schools that 
retain students beyond the first 
Week of classes. 

A school "day" is defined as at 
least flVe hoiJrs beglrmlng in fiscal

Engler also calls for "schools of 
choice" beyond Intermediate (coun­
ty) district boundaries. 

Finally, there's more money for 
schools. Basic funding In fiscal

ENVIRONMSNT C H E C K S

Even though some commissioners 
hated the plan. Meadowbrook Commons 
senior housing project's revised prelimi­
nary site plan passed the planning com­
mission in a unanimous decision April 
21. 

A site plan for the project, located near 
the intersection of Meadowbrook Road 
and Grand fJlver Avenue, came before 
the commission earlier this year and 
passed. 

But. this plan proved to be too costly. 
The N'ovi Bui lding ,A.uthority had it 
redesigned and scaled back development 
from having 199 apartments to 175. 

According to architect for the project, 
" .Alan Tuomaala, the redesign also includ­

ed the addition of more one bedroom 
apartments. 

A majority of the plan will stay the 
same as the first plan, he added. 

Even so. commissioners expressed 
concern over the changes and the entire 
project. Most of this revolved around the 
length of the residential buildings — 
requiring a Zoning Board of Appeals 
waiver — and a chalned-off entrance 
along Cherry Hill Road. 

Due to changes in the one and two 
bedroom mix of the complex, residential 
buildings in the project are 17 feet longer 
than city ordinance allows. 

T h i s Is a city project, right," Commis­
sioner G. Brent Canup asked Tuomaala. 
"Why can't you find 17 feet?" 

Tuomaala said he has tried, but Just 
can't do it. 

Clearly angered at this answer. Canup 
said evefy developer that comes before 
the planning commission that does not 
meet ordinances gives the excuse they 
"tried" but can't meet city ordinances. 

But . when pressed, the developer 
always seems to find a way to meet city 
ordinances, he said. 

The city should at least try and meet 
its own ordinances, Canup added. 

The other major concern among the 
commissioners was a planned "stub" 
street running alongside a public park on 
the northern side of the development. 

This street ended at Cherry Hil l Road. 
But vehicles traveling on Cherry Hill 
could not access the public park or com­
plex from this road because the entrance 
was blocked by a chain that was strewn 
across It. 

Because of this. Commissioner Andrew 

Mutch made a motion lo change this Into 
a regular road and remove the chain. 

Mutch said it is pointless lo build a 
public park and not provide parking for 
the users. 

Tuomaala protested this move saving 
the residents of the senior home would 
be angry because non-residents visiting 
the park would use parking spaces in the 
complex for their vehicles. 

"Also, you are compromising the secu­
rity of the project by allowing another 
entrance to this site." Tuomaala said. 

Tuomaala's statement generated sharp 
criticism from Commissioner Philip 
Koneda. "If you are going to call it a city-
wide park, then you better provide park­
ing." he said. 

Regardless of uhese concerns, commis­
sioners granted approval of the revised 
preliminary site plan, with an added 
motion that the chain blocking entrance 
to the park and complex along Cheny 
Hill be removed. 

.After the meeting. Commissioner 
Canup said he still does not like the pro­
ject. He stressed it was passed only on 
the condition that the project receives 
needed ZBA variances. 

"It is kind of out of our hands." he said.

House Republicans are giving Uie 
Engler administration a hard tiine 
on its efforts to let non-public 
school students take part in public 
.school sports and clubs. 

Lawmakers also are casting a 
wary eye at the governor's idea of 
letting school districts cross bound­
aries lo set up competing "satellite" 
schools in other disuicts. 

It's widely believed the House will 
strip out tile section allowing non­
public students to take part in pub­
lic school sports. Administrators 
fear lhat athletes with low grades 
will be "home" schooled, graded eas­
ily by their parents and become eli­
gible for sports. "The day we adopt 
this, every high school dropout 
would become eligible for athletics." 
warned freshman Rep. Mike Pum-
ford. R-Fremont. 

'I 'm bothered by the satellite 
school idea," said Rep. Patricia (Pan) 
Godchaux. R-Birmingham. as the 
House Appropriations subcommit­
tee on school aid took up the bill 
April 21. "'We've tried to get school 
disuicts tc collaborate. This will cre­
ate an adversarial relationship 
between them." 

Rep. Tom Kelly. D-Wayne, agreed, 
recalling the bitter fight when 
Romulus School District set up a 

"charier" school inthln Detroit's 
boundaries. There was animosity 
and acrimony. There were problems 
wilh recruitment and sports." he 
said. 

"No one's pounding on my door, 
begging Ibr satellite schools," said 
Rep. Teny Geiger, R-Lake Odessa, 
chair of the full House Appropria­
tions Committee. 

Replied Robbie Jameson of 
Engler's budget office: "The gover­
nor has had districts complaining 
they can't compete like charter 
schools do. This is a way to provide 
choice for parents. It's another step 
in the choice-competition continu­
um." 

Another Engler idea is to stretch 
out pupil counts over the year so 
that state aid could be cut to dis­
tricts with high dropout and absen­
teeism rates. 

Brian Whiston. who represents 
Oakland Intermediate School Dis-
Uict in Lansing's lobbies, explained 
how it works. Historically, school 
aid was based on attendance on the 
fourth Friday in September. Then 
the state went to a blended count: 
50 percent weight to February. 50 
percent to September. 

This helped districts losing popu­
lation but hurt suburban growth 
districts. So last year. Sen. Bill 
Bullard Jr.. R-.Mi!ford. and then-

Rep. Barbam Dol)b. R-Unioii l.ake. 
got it changed to -10 percent weight 
for Februai^'. 60 pereent September. 

Engler is proposing 20 percent 
weight for Febniary and 10 percent 
weight for each of lhe eight months 
from September through May. The 
funding would more closely follow 
the child." said budget spokesper­
son Jameson. 

"This is going lo add a lot of 
administrative cost." predicted God-
chaax. "You're telling us it's rev'-
enue-neuu-al." She noied that Pro­
posal A. which made every district 
dependent on state aid. requires all 
29 Oakland K-12 districts to submit 
reports. Prior to Propo.sal A. howev­
er. Just three of 29 needed lo report. 

"It took 15 or 16 people added to 
the payroll to audit the reports." 
Godchaux said. (Proposal A cut 
property taxes and substituted a 2 
percent rate increase in the sales 
tax to fund public schools.) 

Pumford agreed with Godchaux's 
criticism. "For five years. 1 was-a 
school attendance officer. Il's not. a 
popular Job. That's the reason 1 ran 
for the Legislature." he said to loud 
laughter. 

Engler's plan would require nine 
separate head counts and 10 "sup­
plemental" count days for each of 
those. Pumford said.

The Novi Planning Comillission 
uiumimously approved Ikon's pre­
liminary site plan and granted a 
wetlands penllil approval at its 
April 21 meeling. This paves the 
way ior Ikon lo build a 63.777 
siiuare foot building localed north 
of Eleven .Mile Road .liong i-96 Just 
e;is! of Meadowbrook Road. 

.-\i-cording lo a representative of 
the company preseni at llie meet­
ing. Ikon is .$6 billion organization 
wiih olllces aild employees world­
wide. 

CurI-ently. there are 800 people 
eiIlpIoyed by Ikon in Michigan and 
this new development in Novi will 
add another 300 to its list of 
employees. 

But. before the planning com­
mission approved the projects site 
plan, commissioners e.\pressed 
concern over the current condition 
of the site. 

Saving he had visited the site 
recently. Cominission Andrew 
Mutch commented on seeing an 
e.\cessive amount of garbage Ijlng 
around. "It looks like a junk yard." 
he said. 

Commissioner Kim Thomas 
CjipelJo added a recent court deci­
sion against the previous owners of 
the property' ruled it must be 
cleaned up by May. Capdlo ques­
tioned Whether the site Would tie 
cleaned up ln time. 

Architect for the project. Chris 

McQuail. said he was unaware of 
the litigation, but assured Cappello 
and .Mutch the site will be cleaned 
up. "Ikon does not want to see that 
a junk y;u-d." he said. 

As for cleaning up the site by 
May. City Attorney Paul Weisberger 
said the court order to clean up the 
site is against the previous owner. 
Ikon is not involved, he said. 

With the garbage question out of 
the way. Ikon architect McQutiil 
expressed concerns over planning 
consultant's insistence on a side­
walk along 1-96. 

iMcQuail told the commission 
Ikon would rather not put a side­
walk in that location. He said there 
was no room for one. 

However, city engineering con­
sultant V'ictoria Weber, said a side­
walk could fit in that location, 
therefore Ikon must build one. 

McQuail responded, designing a 
sidewalk for that location would be 
e.\iremely hard because it has a 
steep slope. Plus, a sidewalk would 
impact wetlands in the area. 

Regardless of the sidewalk 
debate and garbage issue. Plarmlng 
Commissioner G . Brent Canup 
said the Ikon project Is an "asset to 
the city." 

"I looks like you did a nice Job to 
it." he said to McQuail. 

Because of these points. Canup 
made a motion to give prellmlnaiy 
site plan approval to Ikon and 
grant a Wetlands permit. He added, 
as a condition Ikon must haVe the 
site cleaned up biefore moving Into 
the building. 

"If its not cleaned up. you Wont 
moVe in." he said to Ikon represen-
tatlVes.

River and WLxoin Ftoad. Novi and 
Ten .Mile roads. 

While trends show higher retail 
and residential developments in 
.N'ovi. it does not seem to have 
caught on with ofi'ice and industri­
al developinents. 

.-According to the Master Plan, of 

thr I.7fl0 ,icrrs zoned for industri-
. i l . *if) pcrcfiil of it is still vac;lnl. 
However, of that vacant land. 30 
percent ol is has cnvironmenlal 
limiiaiioiis to development, .-\rroyo 
s.iid. 

To help fi.\- this. .-Vrroyo said. 
1.200 .icres of forim.'rly I'esidenlial 
land was rezoiied lor Office. Service 
and Tcrhnologv' (OST) uses. 

To further make more landdevel-
opable to OST and industrial devel­
opment. .-\rro_vo said an extension 
to Taft Road north of 1-96 is cur­
rently under conslruction. 

Bui with each of these factors 
cre;iling a higher populaUon. all 
roads in Novi are seeing higher vol­
umes of traffic. 

The mosl traveled surface street 
in Novi is .Novi Road. .Arroyo said, 
with a average-per-day traffic load 

of 55.000 vehicles. Tlie highest vol­
ume iwo-lane road is Haggerty 
Road, which has 33.000 vehicles 
per dav. 

To address this, the Master Plan 
looks at u-affic throughout the city 
with studies addressing volumes of 
traffic on major roads in Novi and a 
Bicycle and Pedesuian Safely Path 
Plan to make it easier for people to 
use their bikes instead of cars to 
get around the city. 

Part of this plan also includes 
the creation of four-lane boule­
vards on Beck. Ten Mile and Hag­
gerty roads to ease traffic conges-
Uon. 

While a higher population and 
the creaUon of more commercial 
and retail developments creates 
more u-affic, all these people living 
and working in Novi bring with 

them a higher tax base, making 
Novi's total' State Equalized Value 
(SEV) second highest among ciUes 
in Oakland County with a popula­
tion over 10,000. 

This also creates lower taxes for 
the ciUzens, as Novi ranks the 
fourth lowest of all large ciUes in 
Oakland County, the Master Plan 
states. 

All of this informadon was pre­
sented by Arroyo to the Novi Plan­
ning Commission at the .April 21 
meedng in a draft of the 1999 Mas­
ter Plan for Land Use. 

AcUon will not be taken on the 
plan unUl it is presented in a pub­
lic hearing at the May 5 planning 
commission meeting. 

Arroyo said at the meeting the 
public WiU be able to give their 
input on the plan.

F u e r s t b a m c o u l d n ' t b e s a v e d 
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An arson invesUgator from the 
Oakland County Sheriffs Depart­
ment was called to the scene and 
arrived at the preliminary conclu­
sion that the fire was deliberate. 

"Were claiming it as arson. There 
was no other source of igniUon in 
the building." Lenaghan added. 

•Its too bad. The barn wasn't 
bothering anybody. It was a his­
toric site." 

ComplicaUng the matter, at the 
same Ume. the department was 
noUfied that smoke was detected at 
the 52-1 Disuict Court on Grand 
River Avenue. .A unit was dis­
patched there, but no fire was 
found. 

In the past several weeks. Assis­
tant City Manager Craig Klaver 
heard reports that teens Were in 
the barn, which was by far the old­
est of the three at the Fuerst site. 
But Department of Public Works 
employees checked the barn and 
found the doors and windows 
securely fastened. 

"Quite frankly, the condition of 
that wood was so poor you could 
have pulled the siding off There 
were some spots where you could 
put your hands though the wall of 
the barn," Klaver said. 

"Obviously the barn is a com­
plete loss. We're going to fence it 
off-

Klaver was one of the first to 
detect the fire. He was standing at 
the window of the nearby police 
staUon. polnUng out the localion of 
the township hall to the architect 
commissioned to design the 
department's renovaUon. 

"I was trying to explain Where the 
township hall is and he said 'that's 
just where the dark smoke is,'" 
Klaver explained. 

"By the time I got there, it was 
just smoke at first and within 15 
seconds, it shot into flames. In 
three minutes, the barn collapsed." 

Through the morning, cold rain 
showered on the fire fighters and 

observers, including Public Infor­
maUon Director Lou .MarUn. MarUn 
found it fortunate the adjacent 
Fuerst house, an early 1900s bun­
galow. Wasn't endangered by the 
destmcUon a few feet away. 

"The wind direcUon is in our 
favor. It's all venUng over to the 
next field." he said. 

"The thing that smack me most 
when I heard it was burning is that 
it's raining like craz>-." 

Clouds of smoke billowed 
through the rain and down Taft 
Road much of the morning, 
although the fire Was under control 
in 30 minutes. The fire department 
cleared the scene at 1:28 p.m. 

.Although the barn itself is barely 
\'lsible from city hall, the fire was 
large enough to ej'e from the Win­
dow of die No\1 Civic Center. 

"You could see the flames shoot­
ing all over the top of the school. I 

think it's sad. it's history going 
down." said Maureen M^one. a 
city administrative assistant. 

"1 had at first thought it was the 
house and I thought it was horri­
ble. I think the house is so cool, it's-
kind of a relief it wasn't the house." 

In a historical and architectural 
building assessment conlmissioned 
by the organlzaUon PreservaUon 
NoVI. the 1876 barn was deter­
mined to be in the worst condition 
of the three bams. However, histor­
ical architect Dane .Archer Johnson 
noted in his report that the old 
barn "should be retained to what­
ever extent possible." 

When the Fuersts farmed the 
site, the old barn's loft housed 
workers who picked fruit in the 
Fuerst orchards during haI"t'est-
time. In later years, the lower floor 
Was relegated to chickens and cars. 
On a foundation of fieldstone, the 

26 foot by 28 fool 
structure was 
built of tongue-
and-groove wood­
en, with a hand-
hewn log floor. 
"It's a link 
between the house 
and the newest 
barn. Now you 
have a huge gap," 
Mutch said. 
"I think there are 
some people who 
would have sacri­
ficed this one 
because it's the 
one in the worst 
condition, but it's 
the link we had to 
the farm in the 
1800s." 
One reason the 
cit>' was able to 
win support from 
the state and fed­
eral historic regis­
ters for the Fuerst 
site was the intact 
complex of farm 

buildings. illustraUng a rural Way 
of life now vanished from Novi. 
What's lost to the future now is the 
pastoral view from the house on 
the hilltop, down a path lined by 
three barns. 

"When you go by and there's this 
big hole, it's kind of depressing, 
how there's something you're used 
to seeing reduced to ashes. ' 
Bartholomew said. 

Mutch said the contents of the 
bam had not been inventoried, but 
left pretty much intact as in the 
days of the Fuerst sisters. Included 
in the mix were antique farming 
tools. 

"The barn's the last thing that's 
actually in its original state," said 
City Council Member Craig 
DeRoche, who raced to the scene in 
his exercise clothes. 

"To me, I think you lost the the 
most Valuable thing. I saw the most 

value in what is least common in 
the area." 

The key to security- for the site is 
for the cit}' to begin using it as 
much as possible, .Mutch said. 

"A lot of time and effort have 
been put forward to get this close 
to doing something with the farm," 
she saitl.

Because his Insurance doesn't cover it, he's 
out of pocket $1,000 per month on the o.xy-
gen he needs to survive. 

Last year. F1y Was president of the Novi 
Rotary Club. A ten-year Novl resident and 
commercial Realtor doing business In the 
city, he moved to a home on Lake Shannon 
m Fenton in 1997. 

As he talked in his kitchen Monday, 
whenever the phone rang. It could have 
been the crucial call. Once a lung js avail­
able. Fry has a four-hour envelope to get to 
Ann Arbor and be prepped for surgery at 
the University of Michigan Hospital. 

According to the American Lung Associa­
tion, pulmonary fibrosis can be emiron-
menta1 and is found in those Who work with 
asbestos, in mines or in agriculture. 

In Fry's case, the condition was labelled 
idiopathic, or of unknown origin. While Fry 
was a smoker, doctors say that that didn't 
trigger the ailment. Which destroys the 
lungs' ability to circulate air by stiffening 
the tissue. Without a transplant, death can 
come Within in five years from the onset of 
the disease. 

By a sad coincidence his physicians can't 
explain. F iy Was diagnosed with pulmonarj' 
fibrosis in 1994. While his mother. Jean, 
was dying from the same disease. 

"She Was 76 and in marvelous physical 
condition. It Was totally unfair. If anybody 
should have lived to 90. it should have been

my mother." FIy said. 
"You should have seen her face when I 

told her I had it. You could have hit her 
with a load of bricks." 

Fry. then 49. had gone in for a standard 
physical exam when his doctor recognized 
pulmonaiy fibrosis. 

.After watcliing the disease killing his 
mother, who was too old for a transplant, 
he immediately began researching the pos­
sibility of a replacing a lung. He also quit 
smoldng. 

To enter the Waiting list for a transplant. 
Fry learned that his illness had to worsen. 
Because a transplant recipient must be in 
otherwise good shape, he went through a 
series of tests, including a CAT scan, heart 
catherization and "every blood test known 
to manJdnd." 

When a match is made, along with blood 
type and tissue compatibility, the lung 
must have belonged to a donor whose heart 
is similar in size to Fiy's. The Waiting list is 
managed by the Transplantation Society of 

Michigan, but those who wish to donate 
organs can register at any Michigan Secre­
tary of State's Office or with the Gift of Life. 

When Fr>' was at the Rotary Park dedica­
tion in summer 1997. he was already 
breathing With the part-time help of an o.\y-
gen tank. Since Christmas, he's been 
hooked up to two oxygen systems around-
the-clock. The clear plastic tube in his nose 
leads to a machine that transforms the air 
in his environment to ojQfgen gas. The tube 
he places in his mouth is for supplemental 
o.xygen. stored as liquid in a tank. Fry said 
he goes through 200 pounds of liquid o.\y-
gen a week. 

"It's amazing how much o.xygen your 
body uses to do the simplest things, just 
combing your hair. UIIloading Lhe dish­
washer - my God. that's a marathon." he 
•added. 

On hls kitchen counter, Fry has a daru-
ma. a small Japanese do11 given him by 
another, former Novl Rotary president. 
Steve Myers. One of the white eyes has a 
black eye drawn in. to sigi1ify a Wish, in 
Frey's case, a lung. When the wish is grant­
ed, the second eye will be blacked in. 

When that day comes. Fry will be on the 
operating table for about six hours. His new 
lung, if his bixly doesn't reject it. will begin 
to work instantly, but he will be on a respi­
rator for 24 hours. 

"They claim that before they sew you up. 
the blood is flowing in and out and the tis­
sue turns pink - it was real gray - and they 

know it's functioiiiil!>." lie (-.\]iLiin''(l.

Although in his healthy drlys Fry donated 
some eight gallons of blood, ili- \wvvy regis­
tered as an organ donO!'. Tiial's a iircisi;)n 
he now regrets. 

"I wasn't sure if you witc siipi5osed to 
have your organs attached wht-n you went 
to the pearly gates, but there isn't a religion 
in the world that attaches that iliueh sig­
nificance to the body, it's lhe spirit." lie 
said. 

once donors are declared brain dead, 
their next-of-kin must agree lo the trans­
plant. Fry explained, lie has become 
involved in support groups wilh other 
patients awaiting new lungs and wilh those 
who have sunived the operation. 

Frequently, someone whose life was 
saved by a new heart, lung, liver, pancreas 
or colon will seek oul the relations ol the 
organ's original owner in an cmoiional 
reunion of strangers. 

"You hear them talking all Ule lime about 

liijw they gol ;i chance lo meet With their 
donor l':iniily." he said. 

"Von can't believe how the people arc 
transl'orined. It's like they undergo a splri-
inal aw.ikening or uplifting." 

Illness has tx'en an eye-opener for Fry. 
"1 have no particular fear of dying. I can 

only ilumk the I>ord for that." he said. 
"1 have gained a real awareness of people 

and things around me. This has been a 
blessing for nle." 

When someone else's tragedy becomes 
Fiy's salvation, he will not squander that 
legacy, he said. 

He will be more patient with his kids. 
I'.-ike up golf again. Become active once 
more v.-ith Ule .Movi Rotary. Pay off his med­
ical debts so he can leave an estate for his 
ellildren. 

"i'm going to be a good person...rm not 
going to nlake the same mistakes." F13' 
said.

she or they had created on Lhe ver\' ra iny morn ing of 
Apr i l 23. What a way to give the whole cit>' a slap i n 
Lhe face! 

At die fire scene with my camera. noLepad and 
umbrel la in hand. I kept wondering i f someone was 
s tanding back, watching it al l and having fun. S u c h 
a paLhetic sense of power a puny someone must have 
fell. Lriggering lhe blaze and m a k i n g Lhe fire depart­
ment j u m p . 

Then, the arsonist had the added pleasure of 
pul l ing c i ly officials out of their w a r m offices and 
counci l members out in the cold to watch some por­
tion of their plans to save a bit of iVovi's ru ra l past for 
future generations become a mess of charred timber. 

.Never mind lhat a l l the e.\-perts said Lhe site was 
Novi's historic jewel, inc luding a senior field repre­
sentative from Lhe NaLional Trus t for Histor ic Preser­
vation in Washington. D .C . Too bad that the b a m is 
p a n of Novi's only intact site on both the state and 
national registers of historic places. Forget the fact 
that the city is struggling to find ways to preserve 
and use the collection of old farm bui ldings . 

.-\s City Counc i l Member Kathy M u l c h , an ardent 
local his tor ian, said, the oldest ba rn was a l ink that 

tied the news barns and the early 1900s house 
together and made the farm complete. 

Recently, city officials checked on Lhe security of 
lhe site be cause reporls came in of teenagers hang­
ing out at Lhe old barn , wh ich dated to 1876. 
Rumors are afloat lhat some Novi High School kids 
are behind the fire, because they wanted the Fuerst 
F a r m lo become an e.xlension of the student parking 
lot. But it's not fair to au iomal ica l ly poinL lo the kids 
a i the nearby high school Anyone could have set Lhe 
fire. 

WTioever d id . of course, isn't a prankster, or even a 
vandal . He or she is quite s imply, a c r imina l , 
because arson is a crime. Unl ike some arson cases, 
this one doesn't have a motive tha f s easy to under­
stand. The dishonesty of someone who h u m s down 
ihe i r bu i ld ing to collect insurance money is a l least 
comprehensible. C a s h is a better motive than k icks . 

Th i s was s imply a nasty act. .And l ike a l l c r imina l 
actions, it stems from a basic character flaw, arro­
gance. A person who walks into a mal l store, spots 
something he or she would l ike to own a n d s imply 
takes it without paying is looking through the eyes of 
arrogance. Th i s is a viewpoint l h a l says 1 don ' l have 
10 follow the rules, I'm above Lhe laws set by other 
mortals and somehow superior to the rest of the 
world . 

It is on the same wavelenglh. a l though of course 
nowhere near as far along it, as the menlal i ty that 
led to le r ror ism in Lit t leton. Colorado. 

Ka thy M u t c h sees the fire as a wake-up cal l to me 
city and she is perfectly right. IL's difficult to believe 
the c l a im tl iat the money to save the Fuerst F a r m 
isn't there, when Novi's one of tlie richest cities i n 
one of the richest counties i n .America. 

Meanwhile , every bu i ld ing there is is j u s t a l l easy 
target, wai t ing lo be picked off

The only road that travels 
complete ly pas t N o v i . 
Northvllle a n d several other 
communi t ies was named for a 
•Wayne C o i m t j ' Road ConlJi l is-
sioner. 
J o h n S. Haggerty was bora i n 
1866 In Greenfield flater to be 
called Springwells) Township . 
M i c h . , w h i c h was la ter 
annexed to the ci ty of Detroit . 
H e grew u p i n the area , 
a t t end ing s c h o o l w i t h the 
y o i m g Henry F o r d . Haggerty 
began h i s p o l i t i c a l career 

local ly, appointed as t l ie Spr ingwel l s T o w n s h i p 
school commiss ioner at the age of 30 . 

D u r i n g the late l 8 9 0 s . Haggerty worked as a part­
ner i n l i l s father's brickj^ard. eventually obta ining the 
prestigious contract for the bu i l d ing of the "Wayne 
C o i m t y Cour thouse . M e r h is father's death, Hagger­
ty cont inued w l t h ' h i s b r i c lanak ing company, b rand­
ing l i l s br ides w i t h l i i s own imt la l s . 

A s the new centtury progressed. Haggerty became 
tocreasingly involved w i t h poli t ics. The popular i ty of 
the automobile encouraged "ITie Good Roads Move­
ment" a n d the Wayne CoimQr Baad C o m m i s s i o n was 
created In 1906. Haggerty was appointed to the c o m ­
miss ion short ly after i ts formation. . 

The first project of the Wayne C o i m t y Road C o m ­
m i s s i o n was the pav ing of the old G r a n d River P l a n k 
Road, l t was paved w i t h macadam from West C h i c a ­
go to the Redford-Greenfield Townsh ip hne. 

The other commissioners favored b r i c k for the 
paving of the i r next project M l d i l g a n Avenue . H a g -
gcrty's b r i c k m a W n g experience, however, l ed I j lm to 
faVor the more durable properties o f concrete w l i i c h 
w o u l d ht able to wl t l i s ta i id the road's heavy traffic. 
Concrete was a lso cheaper, a n d Haggerty encouraged 
Its use . 

H e was out-Voted o n the M i c h i g a n Avenue stretch, 
w l i i c h was paved w i t h the then-femillai: b r i c k paving. 

He had h is way w i th Woodward Avenue, however, 
a n d it became world famous for being the first road 
i n the country to be paved w i t h concrete. 

B y the end of 1909. Haggerty vras made c h a i r m a n 
of the Road Commiss ion and advisor to the State 
Highway Department. 

A few years after h is in i t i a l success w i t h the Road 
Commiss ion . Haggerty branched out a n d went into 
the b a n k m g business . He became a partner i n the 
Springwells State B a n k , a n d later co-foimded the 
Umted States T rus t C o . . w h i c h spedal ize d i n s tocks, 
bonds and business loans. 

Whi le Haggerty lived in a stately home i n the d t y of 
Detroit, he mamtained a c o u n t i y residence i n r t i ra l 
Can ton . The Can ton retreat became a gathering spot 
for m a n y pol i t ical bigwigs of the era. 

Haggerty was dec ted Secretary of State In 1926. 
serving two terms. A t the same t ime he was also a 
Road Commiss ioner and b a n k official. The b a n k he 
h d p e d found In 1915, the Umted States T r u s t Co . , 
was among the first b a n k s i n Detroit to go i m d e r i n e 
S tock Marke t c rash of 1929. 

The C r a s h a n d subsequent Depression h i t Hagger-
ty's resources h a r d . H i s t ru s t c o m p a n y went 
bankrup t In 1930, affecting several local affiliated 
banks . H i s br ickyard also suffered, a n d h e was 
forced to sel l h i s degant Detroit house. Haggerty 
moved permanently to h i s 150-acre fa rm i n Can ton 
i n 1933. 

.After a br ief s t int serving o n the ClVQ Service C o m ­
mis s ion In 1939-40. Haggerty retired from polit ics, 
becomtag a gentleman farmer at h i s C a n t o n T o w n ­
s l i i p home. Though he never marr ied, he was the 
adopted father of at least ten oiphianed chi ldren . 

W h e n J o h n S. Haggerty died i n 1950 at the age of 
84 . h i s fimeral was at tended b y a numl jer o f leading 
pol i t ica l figures, i n d u d i n g former Gov. Alexander 
Groesbeck.

C h a n g i n g c u l t u r e i s l o n g p r o c e s s 

Mere's a capsule eco­
nomic historv' of 
Michifjan in jusl five 
p.-iraftraphs. 
Our first indusirv- was 
I'ur iradinqin ihe 17th 
and 18lh centuries. 
Furs were so scarce in 
Europe and yet so 
plentiful in the Great 
Lakes lhat the busi­
ness turned out to be 
verv- profitable, form­
ing the fortunes of 
many families back 
East, such as the 

.•\stors in New York. 
Mineral extraction was next. Tlie great copper 

deposits in the Upper Peninsula were knovvTl to 
the Indians bul not exploited commercially until 
the end of the ISth Centurv'. Profits from copper 
helped fund the iron ore mining that continues 
in the UP to this day. 

Much of Uie capital from copper mining also 
financed the lumbering boom that clear-cut the 
white pine across most of the northern Lower 
Peninsula in the 19ih Centuly. More money 
came out of Michigan's while pine forests than 
out of the California gold fields during the 
famous gold rush. 

Profits from lumbering formed much of the 
capital for the emerging automobile industry 
that began developing in Michigan at the start 
of the 20th Centurv. .•\iier the industry consoli­
dated in the 1920s, automobile manufacturing 
turned out to be an enormous worid-wide 
Industry with extraordinarily high profit mar­

gins. 
Since the automobile industly matured in the 

last half of this centurv'. "business folks, 
investors and public policy-makers have been 
casting around some new thing that might form 
the basis for the ne.xt great industry' to drive our 
state's economy - somelhing like the computer 
lndust.ry in Silicon Valley or the software indus­
try in Seattle. 

That's not as easy as it looks. 
First, you don't Just decide you're going to 

create some giant new industry out of wliole 
cloth and e.\-pect that intention alone will gel the 
job done. 

Lots of governors tried, going all the way back 
to Bill MlUiken, who in the early 1980s helped 
create publicly-funded institutions like the 
Industrial Technology Institute in Ann .Arbor 
and the Molecular Biology- Institute in East 
Lansing. These never worked very well, nor did 
J i m Blanchard's attempts to use the Michigan 
Strategic Fund as a sort of governmental ven­
ture capital firm. 

After a while, it became clear - even to gover­
nors - that new industries were nol going to be 
created as a result of government policy. The 
best government could do was to level the play­
ing field. 

Dominant Industries - In .Michigan's case, 
auto manufacturing - always tend to use their 
political muscle to set public policy in their own 
interests. 

The Michigan Single Business Tax is a classic 
example. Written in the 1970s by lobbyists from 
General Motors Who finalized their work at 2 
a.m. and rushed the complex bill tfIrough an 
exhausted Michigan Legislature that had little 

idea what it was voting on, the SBT benefits 
manufacturing companies with high margins 
and huris small business start-ups. 

Give credit to Gov. John Engler and Doug 
Rolhwell. CEO of the Michigan Economic Devel­
opment Corp.. for at last recognizing this prob­
lem and leveling the playing field. 

Last week. Rothwell announced a "Gold Col­
lar Jobs Tax Package" that will give high-tech 
companies the same sales tax e.xemptions and 
tax breaks on buildings and equipment now 
given to manufacturing firms. Rothwell esti­
mates the tax changes will save S5-$10 ml1Iion 
per year for Michigan 1iigh-tech companies. 

More and more, people are recognizing that 
the main barrier to finding and nourishing the 
next great industry in Michigan's economic his­
tory is cultural. 

We can't afford to think like giant manufac­
turing companies: we've got to cherish 
entrepreneurs and risk-takers. We can't just 
complain about lack of venture capital: We've 
got to create an environment that is attractive to 
investors. We can't depend on state government 
to do much more than level the playing field. 

Changing culture is a long, slow process. But 
there are signs that that process has started at 
last.

SWOCC recelVed numerous 
complaints that enabled us to file a complaint 
With the FCC. HoWever. it denied SWOCC's 
complaint and the rates stand. Broadcast Basic 
serVice [Channels 1-22) is $10.50 and the 
expanded basic tier (all other channels except 
pay services) rums $19.94. For the majority of 
subscribers Who take both services, this comes 
to a monthly fee of $30.44. 

BEWARE O F MISLEADING TITLES 
Recently, residents received flyers in the mall 

adVertlsing a neW "Cable" service. BeWare. It's 
not cable. That means you can't get the local 
channels (2.

school. 
"It can happen anywhere in the 

United States. There isn't some spe­
cial bad place where all this is hap­
pening." McNamara added. 

Both McNamara and Noti High 
School Principal Jennifer Cheal 
agree schools can not prepare for 
Violent situations such 'as the 
.school shooting in Uttleton. Colo, 
that left 15 dead. 

"1 don't think any one location in 
.America can be prepared for a situ­
ation like this," Cheal said. 

But. both also agreed there are 
some preventative measures that 
can tie taken. 

.McNamara said the Novi Police 
Department has tieen working hard 
for the last few years to be more vis­

ible and get to know the people of 
the community, especially stu­
dents, teachers and school officials. 

The officers also make them­
selves more \1sible to the schools by 
showing up at many school-spon­
sored community events, such as 
football or basketball games and 
always patrol school areas during 
the morning and afternoon, he 
said. 

As for suggestions to beef-up 
school security tvith metal detec­
tors, video cameras in the hallways 
and armed guards patrolling the 
school grounds. McNamara said 
they may be deterrents, but none 
are foolproof. 

"Metal detectors are a preventa­
tive measure." he said. 

"They will limit (weapons in 
school), but if somebody wants to 
create a problem, the metal detec­

tors won't be any good." 
The best weapon to combat 

school violence comes from the 
combined work of teachers, school 
offlciaJs. parents, students and the 
public, he said. 

"Its like a pie and everybody 
needs to take a share of it." McNa­
mara said. 

As part of its share, Cheal said 
the school is working hard to pre­
vent violent outbursts and keep the 
students safe. Most of those mea­
sures deal with improving the way 
students relate with others and 
making them feel accepted by soci­
ety. 

"We try very hard at Novi High 
School to malce each and eveiy 
child feel ImportarIt." Cheal said. 

This can be done in many ways, 
one of them is through achievement 
assemblies, where student talent in 

academics and extra-curricular 
acdvitles is recognized and cele­
brated. 

Another measure is by giving stu­
dents the ability to get to know their 
teachers and other students. Cheal 
said. By doing this, students get a 
chance to understand their differ­
ences. 

Additionally, if a student is show­
ing antisocial behavior. It can be 
identified right away and help can 
be given to that student, she said. 

Help for students showing these 
traits can be received in a number 
of Ways. If a student is displaying 
some Violent characteristics, the 
school has support services, such 
as counselors and social Workers, 
Cheal said. 

"We Will not compromise the safe­
ty of the students or staff in tills 
high school," she added. 

In addition to this, parents are 
always notified if their children are 
engaging in troubling behavior, the 
principal noted. 

Overall. Cheal and McNamara 
agree the biggest help to preventing 
violence in schools comes from the 
combined effort of our entire soci­
ety, starting with the family. 

"We all know it has to start at 
home first. You need to know what 
is going on with your kids all the 
Ume. To do this, you need to talk to 
your kids."-McNamara said. 

According to Cheal, another part 
to preventing these problems will 
come When the our society looks at 
the way it deals with violence. 

"Schools are just a cosmos of our 
society," Cheal said. 

"We are just reflective of what is 
happening in our society and 1 
think our society is becoming more 

tolerant of violence." 

While our society may look at vio­
lence differently today, McNamara 
said, it is his beUef that Violence is 
not any more unusual in our soci­
ety today than it Was in the past. 

He said there is more Violence but 
there are also more peop1e. 

"According to statistics there 
have been gangs for 200 years in 
the United States." McNamara 
noted. 

The difference is the media and 
police are on top of these Issues 
faster and the World has become 
smaller due to technology. Events 
that happen aroimd the World are 
reported in almost real time to more 
people, he said.

A n "armed liaison officer" Wouid 
be assigned to e\'ery public school 
ln Michigan if legislation proposed 
by Rep. Alan Sanborn. R-Rich-
mond Township, is eventually 
approved. 

He unveiled his plan last week 
one day after the shooting rampage 
at Columbine High School in Little­
ton. Colorado. 

"There is more merit to the idea 
than just placing a bodyguard in 
the schools. He coujd be a mentor 

- to the students. Or he could be a 

role model for students Who have 
not had positive relationships With 
police officers. He could teach 
DARE classes or anger manage­
ment classes. If he could have be 
active participation in the schools, 
that is Where he could have a major 
effect." Sanborn said of the bills. 
Which he expects Will be drafted 
Within the next six to eight Weeks. 

.An armed sheriffs deputy Was 
present at Columbine High When 
the shooting began Tuesday. Apri l 
20. According to press reports, the 

deputy - assigned to the school 
full-time - radioed for backup and 
then exchanged shots with the the 
youthful gunmen. 

Despite the apparent ineffective­
ness of having an armed officer in 
the building at the time of the inci­
dent, Sanborn said he believes a 
liaison - a sworn police officer affil­
iated with the local police depart­
ment - would have an impact. 

"I belie\'e a good ofScer might 
have recognized that there Was a 
problem. They made videos show­

ing themselves shooting fellow stu­
dents and turned them In as class 
projects. There Were many other 
clues and indlctors of What they 
planning to do ..." Sanborn said. 
"This (proposal) is primarily pre­
ventative in that a liaison could 
network With the students ... get to 
know them on a first name basis.. . 
and students may haVe informed a 
trusted officer." 

Sanborn said the proposal has 
already garnered the support ofthe 
Fraternal Order of Police and the 

Michigan State Troopers .^socia-
tion. Macomb County Sheriff Bil l 
Hackel has stated his support for 
the legislation. The representative 
said he Will soon be seeking sup­
port from Oakland County Sheriff 
Michael Bouchard. 

A financial impact statement has 
not yet been prepared, so Sanborn 
Was unable to suggest how much 
the proposal might cost school dis­
tricts. Commuillty grants are avail­
able Which may defray a portion of 
the cost. 

GellerallV, Sanborn said he 
opposes state mandates for local 
governments, but he belleVes safe­
ty of school children Is a 
paramount concern. 

"This Is something IVe Wanted to 
do for a long time. I have three chil­
dren in public schools. There have 
been lockdoWn situations in both 
Armada and Memphis this year 
due to potential violent situations," 
Sanborn said. 

"Parents trust that their children 
Will be safe in school."

"It can start out very innocent ly 
where you are asked if you Want to go 
out." LaRue said.

LaRue Will talk about safety strategy, 
case studies, profiles of stalkers and 
victims, and the hlsloiy and de\'elop-
ment of the stalking laws-

There is no profile of a typical Vic­
t im , according to L^Rue . .Most are 
Women. hoWeVer. i f the Vic t im is a 

man . he u sua l l y has a pos i t ion of 
authority such as" a police officer, boss, 
or congressman. Nation­
ally, one out of 12 Women 
and one out of 45 men 
Wil l be the V i c t i m of a 
stalker. A juvenile \'ictlm 
is usually stalked by an 
adult male. 

"A lot of crimes are not 
reported," she said. "We 
think the statist ics are 
much hligher." 

Northvi l le Ci ty Police 
haven't had any stalking 
cases In the l a s t feW 
years, according to Susan 
H a t c h , sen io r pol ice 
clerk. 

L a R u e has a back­
ground i n secu r i ty 
adminis t ra t ion a n d teaches at the 
colnmunit}' college level.

The Cosmetology Program there 
is finishing its last year in Walled 
Lake. 

"The Cosmetology Program is 
really unique," said Lany Barlow, 
principal of the Southwest Cam­
pus of OTC. "It requires 1.500 
hours Which is beyond the normal 
day of learning for students." 

The two-year program begins at 
the senior high school level. Stu­
dents re tu rn after high school 
graduation to complete the second 
year. 

"Over the course of a number of 
years, our population ended up 
being adults," Barlow said. "It was 
more like an adult ed program." 

The Cosmetology Program began 
in the late 1970s, according to 
Barlow. With decllnlng enrollment, 
it Was decided that the program 
would be terminated at the end of 
the school year on Jime 1 l . 

Barbero had l 9 and a half years 
of e.xperience With Walled LaJce 

Schools , whi le Briggs had 14 
years. 

Barlow said the elimination of 
the Cosmetology Program is a sep­
arate issue totally unrelated to the 
changes of ownersh ip of OTC 
which will talte place in July. 

Beginning July 1. the deed to all 
four campuses of the Oak l and 
Technical Centers will revert back 
to the county and the school will 
be operated by the Oakland Inter­
mediate School DisUict. according 
to Barlow. 

Previously. Walled Lake Schools 
held the deed and was financially 
responsible for the Southwest 
Campus of OTC. 

"Each d is t r ic t was given the 
opportu11ity to maintain the deeds 
and centers themselves." Barlow 
said, "lt frankly got to the point 
Where it was not p r ac t i ca l or 
responsible for a local school dis­
trict to absorb that cost." 

About 800 j u n i o r and senior 
high school s tudents from the 
entire southwest corner of Oak­
l and Coun ty , i n c l u d i n g N o v i , 
Northville, and Walled Lake attend 
half day classes at the Southwest 
C a m p u s of OTC and ha l f day 
classes at their respective schools. 

"The kids are here two and a'-
half hours a day in a block of time 
that tliey get to do things that are-' 
really more detailed and inten-"-
sive." Barlow said. 

The school offers 16 programs-' 
including electronics, medical and" 
dental, greenhouse nurserj'. flora', 
culture, desktop publ ishing and 
graphic ar ts , auto technology, 
auto body, heavy equipment ' -
repair, diesel repair, plastics and ' ' 
machine technology, culinary, and .' 
visual merchandising. 

"I t h ink it i s r e a l l y safe to ' 
assume that next year We Will be 
operating pretty mucl i as normal." 
Barlow said. "There Will be veiy' 
few changes for this coming year." -

Suz le Q on the sWim 
team, volleyball squad or track 
team may also be affected by it. 

B u t feW th ink of the other 
kids involVed: Sam the trumpet 
player. Dsa the student athletic 
trainer, or Cindy in the orches­
tra's quartet. Extra curricular 
actlVltles are not Just sporting 
eVents. they encompass a Van-
ety of before and after school activities. 

Wlilch leads me to believe that the Bi l l coiJld haVe 
an effect on hundreds of students, perhaps thou­
sands in each school district 

The first thought that came to my mind ivas the 
money issue. School budgets are based on per-pupil 
lunding from the state. The athletic budgets, as Well 
as the band and orchestra budgets, are based on a 
portion of that general budget Granted the parents 
of the non-publlc school student are taxpayers, their 
child is not bringing in any money to thls particular 
district. 

That in itself Is a big enough Issue. 
But after speaking With school officials, and read­

ing through a stack of opinions from sports •writers, 
athletic directors and Michigan High School Athletic 
Association representatlVes an Inch thick, I found 

That's; Why he made the team. That's Why he gets to 
play so much." 

Those Were con1mon phrases I've heard since the 
time 1 started playing scholastic athletics i n fifth 
grade an the Way up to a month ago. I feel that you 
get What you earn, and i f you're not happy With 
Where you're at. you can only blame yourself. 

If a non-publlc school student Is alloWed to choose 
not only the sport, but the school i n Which the sport 
is offered, there Will be problems. A kid Who started 
in the middle school lacrosse program at NoVi Mid­
dle School could be cut his senior season because a 
home schooler decided to join the team and took the 
last remaining spot on the roster. 

Or a NorthVllle pom pon girl could be bumped off 
the varaity team because a charter school student 
chose to go out for the NorthVllle team. 

Ifs not fair to the kids Who 
have spent years Working 
hard to become a part of a 
particular program, or athlet­
ic team. 

Those supporting the BUI 
W i l l argue that i t creates 
opportunities for more stu­
dents to participate. Bu t at 
What expense? At the expense 
of a public-school Violinist? 

Th i s i s sue has outraged 
thousands of people around 
the state, and It's not oVer 
yet. The M H S A A is publiciy 
aga ins t i t . The M i c h i g a n 

there's much more to the Bfil than Just monetary 

Interscholastlc Athletic Administrators .Association 
(MIAAA) is aVldly opposed to i t In fact those Who 
recently attended the MIAAA's annual conference In 
TraVersc City Voted 306 to 1 against the BUI. With 
one member abstaining. 

This Is the type of B i l l that does haVe a positlVe 
effect on non-publlc school children by offering them 
the opportu111ty to compete or participate i n school 
activities. But It has an equal, opposite effect on the 
public-school children Who WUl lose a spot or have 
thelr spot altered because of this change. 

If the status quo Was eVer the best choice, then 
this Is the time to keep things the •way they are. I 
may be late in Writing this opinion, but it's not too 
late for the opposed to speak up and stop this, 
before it is too late.

Legs have many key muscle groups

This is our fifth column in a 
series of columns focused on the 
truths and tech11iques of strength 
training. We have legs to discuss 
here and shoulders next for our 
final column In this series. 

.As throughout this entire series, 
our goal has been to glVe some key 
facts in reference to strength 
trali1ing of each main body part 
(maybe dispel some m3rths) and 
offer one or tWo key exercises. OiB-
exercise choices are purposely 
simple to accomplish at home or 
in a club setting. We are using an 
average adult With no injuries or 
111i11tatlons as our client. 

Legs have many key muscle 
groups to consider. There are the 
quadriceps, the large muscles on 
the upper top portion of the leg 
aboVe the knee; the hamstring 
muscles, the large muscle group 
on the upper rear of the leg aboVe 
the knee; and the ankle muscula­
ture, the smaller muscle group on 
the front and rear portion of the 
leg below the knee. When We talk 
loWer body We InVarlably hear the 
question. Which exercise Will 
change the shape of my hips, 
thighs, or bottom? This may be a 
good place to repeat the dispelling 
of the ever-poptilar spot reduction . 
myth. Much to the dismay of ttie-.. 
infomer/tilals, ,Witii ,thclr.latest.hlp.l^ 
and thigh shapcr or super pro-
gra1n to glVe you the shapely bot­
tom like the model on the pro-
gram, there Is no one exercise or 
exercises to accomplish this. 
.Again, for those of you Just tuning 
in for the first time With this col­
umn, this Is not my or any one of 
our trainers opl11ion...It Is a fact 
based on hoW the human body 
Works. You cannot spot reduce an 
area of your body. What you can 
do through a Variety of strength 
training, cardloVascular training, 
and proper eating habits is reduce 
body fat and strengthen or add 
muscle to bring out the best your 
genetics WlU alloW. 

Our moVements today are 
accomplished Wlth tubing and the 
Increasingly popular medicine 
ball. These Items are easily pur­
chased at most sports outlets and 
relatively lnexpenslVe. 

Standing Squat With Tubing 
• Stand With good neutral spine 

(posture) Wlth feet shoulder Width 
apart. Maintain a slight bend at 
theltnees. 

• Place tubing under the arch of 
your feet. Lift the tubing up to 
shoulder Width behind your 
shoulders (see picture for starting 
position). 

• While maintain­
ing neutra l sp ine , 
slowly bend at the 
knee down to roughly 
the 90-degree level 
and slowly return to 
the starting position. 
Repeat for the 
desired repetitions. 
Remember in our 
back d i s c u s s i o n , 
neutra l sp ine con­
sists of s h o u l d e r s 
aligned With ears and 

ankles looking straight ahead. 
Medicine Ball Lunges 
• Select a medicine ball With a 

Weight you can handle. Remem­
ber, in all strength training form is 

the key. 
• Stand in an upright position, 

while holding the medicine ball 
close to the chest, elbows close to 
your side (see picture for starting 
position). 

• T a k e a fu l l step forWard. 
Watching to keep y o u r knee 
aligned v.1th your large toe. 

• Bend sloWly at the knee and at 
the same time, push the medicine 
ball out and fully extend arms. Be 
sure you keep control of your step 
and do not extend the knee too 
far. 

• SloWly return to the starting 
position and repeat for the desired 
repetitions. 

Start With tWo-three sets of each 

movement. Use ten five repetitions 
per set. Waiting about 60-90 sec­
onds between sets. Start sloW and 
learn the moVements first. These 
exercises Will involve much of the 
entire loWer body area. Good luck 
and safe training.

Draft Number One In its entirety. 
The People of the State of Michi­

gan Enact: 
Sec. 1180. (1) A school-age child 

Who is enrolled in a public school 
academy or nonpublic school or 
Who is being home schooled may 
participate in any extracurricular 
activity offered by a school of the 
school district in Which the child 
resides i f al l of the folloWing 
requirements are met: 

lA] The extiacurricular activity is 
not offered by the public school 
academy, nonpublic school , or 
home school. 

(B) The child meets the same 
qualificatiorL behavior, and perfor­
mance standards for participation, 
other than enrollment and atten­
dance at the school, as required 
for pupils of the school at WI1ich 
the ex tracurr icu lar activity is 
offered. 

(C) The child meets equivalent 
academic standards for participa­
tion as required for pupils of the 
school at W l i i c h the extracurricu­
lar activit)- is offered. A ciilld Who 
is being home schooled s h a l l be 
considered to meet this require­

ment by demonstrating one or 
more ofthe following: 

• T h e chi ld has achicVed a n 
overall score that is at or atioVe the 
35th percentile on a nationally 
s tandardized norm-referenced 
acliievement test taJten Wit11in the 
previous year. 

• The child's schoolWork during 
the most recent marking period 
11as been reviewed by a certlflcated 
teacher chosen by the child's par­
ent or guardian and determined by 
the certificated teacher to have 
met the school district's academic 
standards for its pupils* partlclpa-
tiom 

• T h e ch i ld has received 
approVal to participate from the 
principal of the school at W h i c h 
the ex tracurr i cu lar a c t l V l t y is 
offered. 

(D) The child complies with the 
same requirements as required for 
pupils of the school at Which the 
extracurricular ac t lVl ty is offered 
concemlng.physlcal examl11atlon. 
lmmunl2atlon. Insurance, or age. 
The child sJian make documenta­
tion of meeting tllese requirements 
a\'allable to sdiool officials of the 
sch(X31 upon request 

(E) The chiid pays the same fees, 
if any, for participation as required 
for pupils of the school at Which 
the ex tracurr i cu lar activity is 
offered. 

• T h e school officials of the 
school district In Which the child 
resides shall alloW a child meeting 
the requirements of subsection (l) 
to participate in the extracurricu­
lar activity in the same manner as 
pupils of the school at Which the 
activity Is offered. The school offi­
cials of the school district stiall not 
p r o h i b i t or Interfere With the 
(jhlld's par t i c ipa t ion in the 
extracurricular activity based in 
Whole or part on the feet that the 
child is enrolled In a public school 
acaden1y or nonpublic school or is 
being home schooled or on the 
identity of the public schoo1 acade­
my or nonpublic school in Which 
the child ls enrolled or of the per­
son proVldtag the home schooling.. 

• If a clilld transfers during the 
school year firom a school district 
to a public school academy, non­
public school, or home school, or 
transfers during the school year 
from a public school academy or 
n o n p u b l i c schoo l to a home 

school, the child is ineligible for 
one semester to partic ipate in 
Interscholastlc competitions on a 
team or other group representing 
the child's school district of resi­
dence. 

• If an organization, association, 
or league that organizes, conducts, 
or regulates Interscholastlc events 
or activities has participation or 
eligibility requirements that are 
contraiy to tfjis section, the board 
of a school district shall ensure 
that the school district or a public 
school operated by the school dis-
frict is not a member of the orgam-
zadon. association, or league and 
does not participate hi contests, 
tournaments , or other events 
sponsored by the organization, 
association, or league. 

• .As used in tills sectiom 
(a) "Certificated teacher" means 

a person holding a valid Michigan 
teaching certlBcate. 

(b) "Extracurricular activity" 
Includes any actlVlty engaged in by 
pupils of a school district that is 
not part of the school district's 
academic c u r r i c u l u m but Is In 
some Way sponsored or endorsed
