As a working farm. ToUgate was 
operated with the best scientific 
methods of its day and boasted 
prize-winning corn. 

Today, the farm has a high-den­
sity orchard, and several display 
gardens, including the rose, chil­
dren's and heritage gardens. The 
heritage garden features plants 
that were popular in the late 
1800s. early 1900s. 

Ten years ago. ToUgate offered 
community gardens around the 
pond, but that ended when the 
pond was developed as an area for 
aquatic plantings. 

v e g g i e s 

g a r d e n s 
This summer, along with the 

leasing fee. a refundable S50 
deposit is collected, lo reimburse 
ToUgate for the costs of plouing 
under any abandoned plot. 

Renting a garden can be a 
delightful family projecl, Tiberio 
finds. Some gardeners come in the 
evening with picnic lunches lo sur­
vey their crops and hike around 
llie property. 

ToUgate has a few reslriclions on 
planting and spraying, to avoid 
cross-pollination among gardens. 

'We tr\' lo run a peslicide-free 
community. We do little spraying 
unless there's a real infestation." 
Tiberio said. 

"The best herbicide is H-O-E, a 
hoe. All you do is rake this up and 
the weeds disappear." 

Tiberio. a Farmington Hills resi­
dent who's retired from General 
Motors, sees tlie community gar­
dens as a fantastic educational 
e.\'perience for children. He also 
lead kids on lours of the farm's 
own gardens.

"1 think they should not fool 
around with the charier. The char­
ier is a very important document," 
Schmid e.xplained. 

However. Schmid said he under­
stands why this group chose a 
charter amendment, pointing out It 
would take fewer signatures to get 
placed on the November ballot. 

As for the issue itself. Schmid 
stressed, plans for a golf course on 
that properly arc slill up in the air. 
Bu l . Schmid said he believes a golf 
course would be good lor the city 
by providing quality recreation for 
ail ages al a reduced cosi and also 
would generate money for other 
recreational activities. 

"11 would be a win-win situation." 
he said. 

Mayor Kathleen McLallen agreed, 
saying PARKS petition may tie too 
prenialure. 

V\Tiile McLallen said she com­
mends the group on its use of ihe 
democratic process, she stressed 
there is no plan to put a golf course 

In that park and no ciirreni plans 
to fund the development. 

The council has looked at ihc 
possibilily of putting a golf course 
and several studies have been com­
missioned by the city. 

"My concern Is lhal ihey are 
going oul and closing the doors of 
opportunity prematurely." 
McI-allen said. 

Tindall disagrees and said he is 
hoping this issues will inspire vot­
ers in the city to get out to the bal­
lot boxes this fall.

UTa.it started out as a Saturday 
night barbecue dinner destroyed a Novi 
family's Olde Orchard condominium 
home. 

And now that the season of outdoor 
cooking is firing up. .\'o\1 Fire Chief Art 
Lenaghan is urging residents to use 
care and keep Uieir equipment in good 
working order 

In this case, the fire department 
received a call at 6 p.m. on May 29 that 
a bacJfv-ard gas grill had ignited, but 
that Rus quickly upgraded to a house 
fire that left a $150,000 or more loss to 
the residence and its contents. Three 
ncKhboring condos had smoke dam­
age. 

"I could see the smoke from my 
house,' Lenaghan said. 

"It's a total ioss. Eveiything will have 
to be replaced." 

The condominium Is owned by the 
O'SuUit-an family is at 24683 Olde 
Orcharde. one of four two-stor\' 
dwellings with the building. 

"In talking to them, they said they 
had a malfunction in their gas grill 
located outside next to a door-wall," 
Lenaghan said. 

U^ea the flames burst out at the 
portable grill, which was placed under 
a wooden balcony and next to a door-
wall, the homeowner attempted unsuc­
cessfully to move it away from the 
home. But the flames were too Intense. 

From there, the (Ire spread to the 
kitchen and living room. 

Neighbors in three condo units are 
left with smoke damage. The depart­
ment has to chop open the wall of one 
of these units to make sure that It was 
not smoldering. 

He said the Novl Fire Department 
frequently gets calls for advice on out­
door grills from residents who live In 
apartment units. To avoid an accident, 
don't cook on a sccond-stoiy balcony 
or under and overhang, he uised. Move 
the grill at least ten to 15 feet from a 
building and also any wooden fences. 

Above all . he added, read the 
instnicUon manual carefully and pay 
attentlCQ to maintenance suggestions, 
espedalty for cookers using propane 
tanks. ' 

•Somttlmes. the. manufacturer will 
suggest that the fud tank not be left in 
the hot sun. 

"We strongly urge people to do main­
tenance checks and read the manufac­
turer's manual." Lenaghan said.

A n d it p rovided 
te l l ing evidence of 
why publ ic expendi­
tures al located by 
the legis la ture so 
often waste taxpay­
er money. 
A s part of the over­
a l l $1 .5 b i l l ion-p lus 

appropriat ion for state universit ies that 
received legislative approval last week, 
spending $ 5 0 m i l l i o n on bas ic research 
into the life sciences is peanuts. B u t Sena­
tors J o h n Schwara. R-Bat t le Creek, and 
Har ry Oast, R-St . Joseph , wanted to pro­
mote a "life sciences corridor" where medi­
cal research cou ld both save lives a n d pro­
vide h igh tech jobs for Mich igan . 

The original idea was to target tliree of 
the state's 15 publ ic universi t ies — U - M . 
M S U a n d Wayne State — together wi th the 
new V a n A n d e l Research Institute i n G r a n d 
Rapids wi th money for research support . 

The idea made good sense: Focus the 
spending on the place where it 's most l ike­
ly to get a good re tu rn . Tha t meant con­
centrat ing funds on the imiversi t ies wi th 
a n establ ished t rack record i n research. 
The U - M is the top pub l i c research univer­
s i ty i n the country, w i t h a research budget 
of $ 3 6 0 mi l l i on i n 1997. A t $ 1 4 5 mi l l i on . 
M S U r anks second i n the state, while 
Wayne at $87 mi l l i on r a n k s th i rd . 

Enter , however, legislative pol i t ics , w h i c h 
i n practice means delivering pork for the 

locals before bothering wi th concentrated 
investments. Many legislators th ink it's 
their job to represent the universi ty In their 
district, whi le others want to grab support 
for their a lma mater. For example. House 
Speaker C h u c k Perrlcone, who represents 
I^ lamazoo (where Western Mich igan U n i ­
versity is located) objected to the tight 
focus of the proposed research cor r idor 
"The corr idor is too narrow," said Perr i-
cone. 

So the or iginal idea was watered down. 
The appropriat ion i s s t i l l for $50 mi l l ion . 
B u i instead of tightly focussed support for 
life science research at three state research 
universit ies, a 14-member commiss ion wi l l 
be appointed to decide wh ich research pro­
jects deserve state funding and report 
annual ly to the legislature on its work. 
Supposedly, indiv idual legislators w i l l have 
no direct say i n which projects are funded. 

If y o u believe that. I've got a nice bridge 
I'm wi l l ing to sell you . 

It was ever thus. B a c k i n the early 1980s. 
I was appointed a member of Governor 
Blanchard ' s Commiss ion on the Fu tu re of 
Higher Educa t ion , chaired by legendary 
former M S U president J o f m H a n n a h . Th i s 
was when times were tough and funding 
for M i c h i g a n publ ic universit ies h a d suf­
fered. 

I suggested someth ing ca l led the 
Research Excellence F u n d , a pot o f money 
designed to be doled out to state univers i ­
ties i n proport ion to their demonstrated 
abil i ty to c a n y out f imded research. A s a 
pract ical matter, this wou ld have focussed 
the l ion 's share of ext ra money o n state's 
four m a i n research un ivers i t i es : U - M . 
M S U , Wayne State a n d M i c h i g a n Tech . 

The Commiss ion agreed w i t h the idea 

and made It a part of our final report. B l a i i -
chard endorsed the proposal and senl ii to 
the legislature. 

G u e s s what? Legislative pol i t ics look 
oven Firs t , lawmakers argued tha i it would 
look "bad" i f only a few universit ies got the 
b u l k of the extra funding. Next, indiv idual 
reps a n d senators started p i tch ing for their 
own schools. The final outcome vvas a 
Resea rch Exce l lence F u n d that was 
watered down beyond all recognition. U - M . 
M S U , W S U and M T U got some extra 
money, bu t a lot of it went to a lot of other 
universi t ies that h a d no par t icular history 
of car ry ing out research. 

In other words, a lot of the money got 
wasted. 

Mos t effective business executives say a 
key part of good management is always to 
focus scarce resources where they can do 
the most good and not to scatter them h i th ­
er a n d th i ther B u t that's bus iness think­
ing , w h i c h takes place i n an environment 
where resources are scarce and bottom line 
resul ts are all-Important. 

That ' s hardly the way the pol i t ica l system 
does business . A n d that's why so many 
folks are so deeply suspicious of the poli t i ­
ca l process as a way of a l locat ing scarce 
pub l i c resources.

Growth, can't live with or without it 
O n e m a n ' s - " u r b a n 
sprawl" is another 
m a n ' s "economic 

-development" 
One person's "ram­
pan t development" 
i s another ' s "job 
creat ion" a n d "low 
cost hous ing ." 
The i ssue of sp rawl 
h a s been d iscussed 
for years, certainly 
ever s ince I've been 
cover ing s u b u r b a n 
communi t i es i n the 

metro Detroit region. T h a t dates the i ssue 
at more t han 2 0 years o ld . A c t u a l l y i t goes 
b a c k m u c h furthen It's the i ssue that never 
goes away, never gets resolved. 

Somet imes that 's h a r d to unders tand. 
Eve ry t ime we dr ive b y yet another field 
freshly cleared a n d bul ldozed i n prepara­
tion o f yet another s t r ip m a l l o r subd iv i ­
s ion, we often note w i t h disgust that the 
cons t ruc t ion never seems to end. We m a y 
wonder a loud w h y it's permit ted to go on . 

One c i ty manager brought the i ssue into 
s h a r p focus for me no t l o n g ago b y 
denounc ing the entire an t i - sprawl move­
ment . C o n c e r n over u r b a n sp rawl , he 
argued, i s j u s t a pol i t ica l "ploy" used b y 
i i m e r ci ty interests to steal economic devel­
opment projects avray from growing subur­
b a n communi t ies . If they c o u l d redirect 
those projects b a c k toward the u rban cen­
ters, he contended, those i i m e r c i ty officials 
w o u l d reap the benefits — increased tax 
base, j o b creat ion a n d the taxat ion and 
boost to the loca l economy that goes wi th 
i t . 

H i s comments po in t out that the i ssue of 
s p r a w l i s one of compe t ing in teres ts . 
"Sprawl" i s not a negative for everyone — it 
represents a conflict between the rights one

P a u l Ta i t . Execu t ive D i r e c to r o f the 

Southeast M i c h i g a n C o i m c i l of Govern­
ments, to ld me recentiy that sp rawl has 
on ly recent iy become a n i s sue for the gen­
eral pub l i c . Yes. the i ssue h a s been a r o u n d 
for years, b u t the pub l i c has come to rec­
ognize the i s sue a n d share the concern 
about i t only i n the pas t two or three years. 

W e l l sure ly hear more about i n the 
future . V i c e Pres iden t A l Gore h a s 
p romised to make a n i ssue of i t i n h i s b id 
for the presidency. Gov. J o h n Engler has 
shown increas ing concern over sprawl of 
late. 

A n d growth itself w i l l increase the con­
ce rns . S E M C O G recen t iy projected a 
600 .000 person increase i n the populat ion 
of southeast M i c h i g a n over the next 20 
years, necessi tat ing the development of 
some 600 ,000 homes here, not to ment ion 
the job-provid ing businesses a n d goods-
supp ly ing stores that go a long wi th it . A l l 
that b u i l d i n g w i l l b u m u p 2 4 percent more 
l and i n the metro region, the report con­
cluded. 

B u t cur ta i l ing that growth w o u l d c a n y a 
price. One of the oft ment ioned ways to 
control sp rawl w o u l d be to give S E M C O G 
more authori ty to determine where con­
s t ruc t ion w i l l occur a n d where i t w i l l n o t 
Cur ren t iy . w h e n it comes to p lann ing , 
S E M C O G i s a n advisoiy agency a n d the 
authori ty rests wi th i nd iv idua l mun ic ipa l i ­
ties. 

The effect o f a regional p l ann ing agency 
control l ing growth has been seen i n west-
e m communi t ies where the approach has 
been t r ied. The result i s h igher l a n d a n d 
hous ing prices. Anyt ime y o u restrict the 
supp ly a n d a l low demand to out pace i t 
prices go up . 

Tha t sounds fine, un less o f course y o u 
are the one look ing for a new house i n the 

' T h e Detroit area has always had a n 
advantage over other indust r ia l ized sec­
tions of the country because of i ts low 
hous ing costs and its relatively low cost of 
l iv ing . Cur ta i l ing growth might end that. 

State lawmakers have recentiy noted that 
m u c h of what i s fueling growth is the eco­
nomic pressure on fanners. W i t h very nar­
r o w profit margins, farmers are often better 
off financially to t u r n their l and over to 
developers for new subdivis ions. It's also a 
heck of a lot less work. 

To el iminate the pressure, metro area 
residents are going to have to be wi l l i ng to 
pay more at the supermarket for the food 
they e a t 

There are costs to sprawl too. Develop­
ment i n greenfields requires dupl ica t ion of 
infrastructure that is zdready being under­
ut i l ized i n the already developed u r b a n 
centers. 

S o there's the choice — s ink money into 
h o u s i n g a n d food, o r into water a n d sewer 
l ines . 

B u t i f we are going to make progress i n 
deal ing w i t h u rban sprawl, we cannot s i m ­
p ly denounce the other side as the bad 
guys . 

New residents and developers aren't evil. 
Envf ronmenta l i s t s a n d g rowth con t ro l 
advocates have very val id concerns about 
the loss of open land i n the region. 

We' l l make no progress on the i ssue u n t i l 
we recognize it as a conflict between rights 
a n d interests, and then start m a k i n g the 
h a r d choices about how we wan t our com­
muni t ies to grow. We mus t a lso recognize 
the costs ou r choices w i l l c a n y .

A n invcstlgatloii of a Northvllle 
man accused of Improperly using 
Northvllle school district property 
continued this week and should be 
completed and forwarded to the 
Wayne. County prosecutor's ofBce 
Within two weelcs, Michigan State 
Police officials said. 

The reason for the delay, police 
officials maintain, Is that the lead 
investigator on the case. Detective 
Tim Heldeman has been suspend­
ed and another detective has been 
assigned the case. Hddeman said 
this week that the suspension "has 
nothing to'do wltih the case." 
• Thcrinvestlgatioa was launched 
after J i m NIeld, a retired buslness-
nian and Northville Township resi­
dent, was named In a March 10 
Northvllle Police Department com­

plaint that alleges he used equip­
ment i n die Northvllle Public 
Schools administration building to 
prepare mailings for the Families 
for a Better Northville organization. 

The organization attempted to 
end the legal standoff between 
NorthvlUe Schools and NorthvlUe 
Township over the construction of 
the new NorthviUe High School. 
The group l iad threatened to lecaU 
Township supervisor Karen Wood-
side, who is ^ s o an assistant pros­
ecuting attorney for Wayne County, 
and several board trustees i f the 
board didn't drop Utigation against 
the school district 

This week Nield, who is the hus­
band of school board member 
Martha Nldd , adamantly denied 
abusing district property and said 
he's taken "absolutely nothing." 

School district superintendent 

Leonard Rezmlerski said he was 
interviewed for about an hour with 
Thomas Gudrit: . NorthvUle board 
of education president i n Helde-
man's Investigation. 

"I was absolutely surprised and 
shocked at the allegations," 
Rezmlerski said. 

During the Interview, Rezmlerski 
said police questioned the district's 
policy on outsiders using district 
equipment i n the administration 
building and whether or not N l d d 
would have reason to be i n the 
building, 

"A lot of thi; interview was just 
realGBnning the fact that we don't 
allow Just a i ^ n e to come i n here 
and use our.: taxpayer-funded 
equipment" Rezmlerski said. 

Additional^, school board mem-
.bers do not have k ^ to the 
administration building, according 

to Rezmlerski. 
The investigation was instigated 

through a March -10 complaint 
made by Raymond Walsh, a Wayne 
County assistant prosecutor, who 
was also a candidate Monday's 
school board election. 

Richard Padzleski. chief of oper­
ations In the Wayne County prose­
cutor's ofBce, said he requires aU 
such complaints be i n the form of a 
written letter with as much evi­
dence as the person can provide 
and a signature. 

Padzleski also explained that let­
ters the office deems serious 
enough to be investigated are 
passed on to the local police chief 
i n whatever jurisdiction the letter 
comes from. 

However, no one remembers see­
ing a letter in this case.

Novl school board incumbents 
Ann Newton. Bruce Bagdady and 
Carol Elfrlng were reelected to their 
posts Monday by only 65 voters. 

There are 19.199 registered vot­
ers in the Nov! Community School 
District. 

Newton received 61 votes. Elfrlng 
received 65 and Bagdady received 
65. 

The candidates ran unopposed 
for their positions. 

J im Koster. assistant superin­
tendent for Business and Opera­
tions of the school district said the 
voter turnout was probably low 
because no one was running 
against the candidates. 

Elfrlng agreed with Koster about 
voter turnout. She added another 
possibility the turnout was low is 
because the election'was after the 
school year, during a time when 
there is less traffic at the schools. 

Regardless of the turnout. 
Elfrlng said she Is veiy happy to be 
reelected to the school board and 
will continue to Investigate legisla­
tive Issues that may effect the stu­
dents. 

"I have become very interested In 
legislative issues i n education In 
general. There is a lot of legislative 
Issues coming up. particularly in 
Governor Engler's administration, 
that wil l effect a l l public school 
students." she said. 

Elfring said the sichool-^trlct 's 
administration luckily has a terrif­
ic vision for the future. But, she 
added, that could be effected by 
what is done to public schools on a 
statewide level. 

Elfrlng specifically pointed at the 
school voucher debate and discus­
sions over raising the cap on char­
ter schools are two issues that 
could dramatically effect student's 
in the Novl school district. 

•We have to get in there and 
make sure our voice is heard." she 
said. 

Bagdady said he is simply look­
ing forward to next year, especially 
with a l l of the activity and con­
struction of new buildings In the 
district. 

On the topic of Issues. Bagdady 
said he will deal with them as they 
happen. 

Bagdady has a son who just 
completed his freshman year at 
Novl High School and a son who 
just completed kindergarten. He 
has lived in the district for 11 
years. 

Elfrlng has lived in Novl for 17 
years and currently has a daughter 
entering her freshman year at Novl 
High School. 

Newton could not be reached by 
press-time.

Voter turnout at June elections

Molding elections on Mondays 
ill June lends to discourage partic­
ipation, he argued. 

"And this year, the election (was) 
OM Flag Day. It's on a national hol­
iday and school boards have 
refused to reschedule i l . That's 
unconscionable." he said. 

Raczkowski isn't worried that 
consolidation could produce even 
larger November ballots, known as 
"bed sheet ballots." and make i l dif-
I'icull for voters lo gel lo know the 
candidates. 

"They don't know who their 
school board members are now." 
he said. 

Mortimer's proposal would l imil 
elections to four dates throughout 

the year, including special elections 
and inillage votes. Those dates 
would include the first Tuesday fol­
lowing the first Monday In Febru­
ary, a winter election: the first 
Tuesday following the first Monday 
in May. a spring election: the first 
Tuesday following the first Monday 
in August, the typical primaiy date:

Northville's annual art festiva 
scheduled for this weekenc 

Art lovers s t ro l l th rough 1998's Ar t in the S u n .

There were two things Laurie Marrs was hoping 
for wilh this month"s Art In The Sun festival: big 
crowijs and cooler temperatures. 

If both those things occur. Marrs will be one 
very happy woman. 

The 11-year Northville art tradition, which drew 
some 25.000 to the downtown streets in 1997. saw 
a dip in numbers last year, which Marrs attributed 
to hot and stick}' weather. 

Marrs. director of the Northville Area chamber of 
commerce, was optimistic 
this year's festivities 
would be better than last. 
Weather forecasts sug­
gested temperatures 
would be In the low 80s 
for the weekend. 

The Art In The Sun fes­
tival i s a two-day exhibi-
aon and sale of fine art 
from Michigan. Ohio. Indi­
ana, Florida and Ontario. 
Marrs said the festival 
began as a relatively low-
key arts and crafts fair, 
but its popularity pushed 
event organizers to expand 
it into a multi-faceted 
event. 

"As we added more and 
more artists to this thing, 
it grew into something 
much larger than we'd 
originally planned for." 
she sajd. 

An esUmated 120 
artists are slated to make 
appearances at Art In The 
Sun, she said. The event 
is an opportunity for arti­
sans from across the Mid­
west and Canada to show 
their wares, as well as 

afford art buffs — serious or casual — a chance to 
add a few new items for their homes, she said. 

One deviation from past years. Marrs said. Is 
that the focus for this year's Art In The Sun festi­
val was on fine art. such as painting, sculpture, 
ceramics and glass items. But. she said, an assort­
ment of lawn and garden art would also be on 
hand. 

"There are all kinds of people out there who are 
looking for a little something to add to their back­
yards." she said. "Art h i The Sun is a perfect 
chance for those people to find what they're look­
ing fon" 

The crowds, she said, meant big revenues not 
only for the artisans displaying their wares, but 
also for Northville businesses. She said conversa­
tions with business owners following previous 
years' Art In The Sun festival convinced her. that 
the event was a major boom for businesses In the 
downtown area. 

"They come here, they shop the booths, th«y cat 
In the restaurants, they stay In our hotels, they 
use our services and they get exposure to our com­
munity." she said. 'From that. It's a chance for us 
to convince them to come back again." 

Marts said creating a positive Impression for vis-

It was Ganis who initially came 
across the original screenplay for "Big 
Daddy." which was permed by young 
Los Angeles writer Steve Franks . 
Gan i s . h imself a father of four, 
thought that the premise of the par­
ent-child relationship was universal. 
It was also one of the many reasons 
why he liked the project and wanted 
it to be the debut film for his newly 
established production company. 

Who better than Adam Sandler to 
expand on this Idea of what happens ^ 

when a disciple of the single-guy 
lifestyle comes face-to-face with the 
challenges of parenthood. With long­
time writing partner Tim Heriihy. 
who co-wrote "The Waterboy." "The 
Wedding Singer," "Happy Gilmore." 

San­
dler fleshed out the story, adding 
layers, subplots and an array of col­
orful yet down-to-earth characters to 
the original concept of a bachelor 
who suddenly has a kid in his life. 
The team's unique brand of humor 
was ever-present as the dynamics of 
the relationship beiween Sonny and 
Julian played out. 

At the heart of Sonny's seemingly 
unconventional lifestyle and unique 
child-rearing philosophy is the rela­
tionship with his own father, a no-
nonsense attorney who set high 
standards for his son. Producer 
Jack Giarraputo. who served as pro­
ducer on other popular Sandler 
films felt the script offered a great 
opportunity to explore these facets 
of parenthood, part icularly since 
Sonny compares his father's parent­
ing s k i l l s to h is own skewed 
approach with Julian. 

"Basically, Sonny thinks about 
what his parents did wrong and 
tries to do the opposite." says Giar­
raputo.

Permanent relief is available for the millions 
of peop le suffering f r om the pain and distress 
of ulcers. And i t 's not i n the form of any of the 
dozens o f over-the-counter medications gob­
b led d o w n by those with stomach pain. 

Rather, a simple blood or breath test may 
well s h o w tha t ulcer sufferers carrv' a spiral-
shaped bacterium that causes the stomach 
d i s o r d e r a n d c a n be forever eradicated with 
antibiotics. 

The big,gesl challenge is not diagnosing the 
disease, but p e r s u a d i n g p h y s i c i a n s and 
patients to test for it. 

"If y o u have been told by your physician that 
y o u have had an ulcer, or currently have an 
ulcer, it's imperative that you go and talk to 
your doctor about getting tested." said A. Mark 
Fendrick M.D. . associate professor of internal 
medicine at the Universit>- of Michigan. 

Up to 90 percent of ulcer paUents are infect­
ed with an organism known as Helicobacter 
py lo r i , or H. pylori. The bacterium lives in the 
lining of the stomach. Not only can a diagnosis 
of H. pylori infection result In curing ulcers, it 
may reduce the risk of stomach cancer in ulcer 
patients. 

.•\n ulcer is a hole or a sore In the lining of 
the stomach. Common ulcer symptoms are 
burning and gnawing stomach pains. In Michi­
gan, anywhere from 15 percent to 40 percent 
of people e .Kperiencing stomach pain are infect­
ed with H. pylori. The disease typically is more 
prevalent a m o n g older people. African-Ameri­
cans . H i span ics and lower socioeconomic 
groups. 

Nationwide. 25 mi l l ion Americans suffer 

from ulcers. Ulcers exact not only a painful 
physical toll, but an economic one as well. The 
price tag for treatment, lost work and reduced 
productivity is nearly S6 billion, according to 
the U.S . Centers for Disease Conu-ol. That's 
why Fendrick believes it's critical to test people 
with ulcers for H . pylori rather than see them 
continue to spend money on temporary solu­
tions to ease their pain. 

"There are millions of Americans who cany 
the diagnosis of peptic ulcer disease for which 
many of them are taking medicines to control 
acid production once a day. twice a day. three 
times a day or even four times a day." Fendrick 
said. "This is a major inconvenience and it 
comes at a great cost." 

A blood test or a breath test detects the 
presence of H. pylori. Antibiotics are used to 
treat an Infection, along with medication to 
reduce stomach acid. It takes about two weeks 
to ki l l the bacterium in the stomach. 

"This discovery of H. pylori makes it easy to 
diagnose, easy to treat and may help paUents 
in a large majority of cases get off chronic 
medication. A real neat part of it is that In 
these patients it actually saves money in the 
long run." Fendrick said. "So it works for the 
hospital system, it works for the patients and 
it works for the physicians." 

It worked for Dale Heim of Ann Arbor. Until 
being diagnosed with an H . pylori infection, he 
believed his ulcer was due to stress. 

"When I first heard that it was a bacteria 
that probably caused this ulcer I was really 
surprised, because I thought all ulcers were 
caused by stress or else irritated by what you 

ate." Heim said. "It was a surprising shock to 
me when the doctor said I did not have to 
change my eating habits: I like Mexican food 
and I like spicy food, so this was a real relief to 
me." 

Studies have found that people wi th H . 
pylori infection are at greater risk of developing 
stomach cancer, the second-most common 
cancer in the world. The World Health Organi­
zation has classified H . pylori as a possible 
link to gastric cancer. While more research is 
needed in the area of H . pylori infection and 
cancer. Fendrick said there may come a day 
when testing for the bacterium Is as worth­
while as testing for prostate, breast and col­
orectal cancers. 

Not all ulcers are caused by H . pylori. Other 
causes are smoking, stress and the excessive 
use of nonsteroidal anti-inflammatory drugs 
such as aspirin and ibuprofen.
