The termination will be effective 
August 25. 

In the letter. Davis wrote that: "the 
revenues generated for the ice arena 
will not be sufficient to pay all direct 
expenses and all required debt ser­
vice payments. 

With' the ice arena's S302.000 
deficit in less than one year of oper­
ations and other concerns. Davis 
said it was justified to notify Seyler 
his contract was up. 

But. Seyler does not agree. 
T h e city is all screwed up and 

they need a scapegoat." he said. 
Seyler has been involved with the 

ice arena from the very beginning 
and prepared the initial feasibility 
study for the facility. 

The $8.5 million arena opened in 
August 1998. Built with revenue 
bonds issued by the Novi Building 
Authority, the arena is under the 
control of the volunteer board Com­
munity Clubs of .Novi, which 
includes a representative from Cen­
ter Ice Inc. 

Among the e.xamples listed in the 
letter. Davis said the maintenance of 
the inside and outside of the arena 
Was "deplorable."

This week he reporl.s thai the 
bacterial samplings in the water 
were at a count of four. This is 
down i'rorn the previous level of 2. 
265. The standard E. Coli baeleria 
count for lake water is 300. 

This dramatic reduction in the 
levels is good news to Lakeshore 
Park-goers especially with the tenl-
perature ncaring 90 this week.

A spokesman for the Wayne County Prose­
cutor's office said, this week, he isn't "100 
percent certain" a letter that prompted the 
four-month investigation of a Northville man 
exists. 

Richard Padzieski. chief of operations for 
the Wayne County Prosecutor's office, said he 
isn't sure whether or not his ofiSce has a copy 
of the letter. Also, he couldn't confirm or deny 
that a letter even exists. 

Deputy Wayne County Prosecutor Ray 
Walsh refiised to answer questions r^arding 
the lett;er this week. 

"Until all appeals are finished in a criminal 
prosecution nothing is available under the 
Freedom of Information Act" he said. 

Michigan ^tate Police are,inVestigating, 
NorthvDle buslnessniaii J i m Nidd for alleged­

ly using Northville School Distiict equipment 
to support efforts by Families for a Better 
NorthvUle. 

The group had threatened the recall of 
township supervisor Karen Woodside, an 
assistant Wayne County Prosecutor along 
with several trustees, if a lawsuit filed against 
Northville Public Schools pertaining to the 
construction of the new high school wasn't 
dropped. 

The investigation was prompted by Walsh 
i n early March. Accordtag to Walsh. Who 
recently made an unsuccessful bid for elec­
tion to the NorthviUe school board, a citizen 
sent him a leflier alleging Nield had improper­
ly used school district equipment to prepare 
literature for mailings by Families for a Better 
NorthviUe.

the letter have been denied by the state police 
because the case is still trader investigation, 
state police ofiBdals said.

Japanese and Spanish. In addi­
tion, students gain exposure to 
lIiiisic. art. physical education 
and the media center once a 
week. 

\ jus likes the basic curricu­
lum, but already has plans for 
proposing some changes, He 
would like to see a full day for 
kindergarten students, which 
would include Spanish lessons. 
These classes would continue 
through fourth grade, .nccording 
to his plans. 

He would also like to see what 
is called " multi-aged families." 
which is the integration of grades 
K-4. 

He would also like to get as 
much input as he can from 
teachers, administrators, and 
parents throughout the district. 

"We are not aI7 island unto our­
selves," Njus said. 

" I want to push the envelope 
and be more innovative, while 
sharing and developing a team 
spirit."

Northrille and Novi police are

But. because of the losses, the 
insurance pool had lo raise its pre­
mium and deductible for Novi. 

According lo Klaver. MMLPP sent 
two quotes for the city to consider. 
One was for a rate with a 
deductible of $75,000. the other 
had a deductible of SI00.000. 

Last vear. Movi had a deductible 
of SI0.000. 

Klaver said this was a one time 
olTer onlv and he never e.xpected 
MMLPP "to offer the $10,000 
deductible this vear.

The difference in the dedtictibles 
greatly influenced the cost of the 
premium. The rate lvllh the 
S75.000 deductible had a premium 
of 8349,998. while the $100,000 
deductible had a premium of 
$299,727. 

Novi's premium last year was 
$267,825. 

Klaver said he recommended 
that the city council accept the rale 
with Ihe '$100,000 deductible, 
because of its lower premium rate. 
The council agreed to this at its 
June 22 meeting. 

.'\ccording to Klaver, the big 
insurance losses incurred over the 
last five years by Novi were due 

iiioslly to del'ense costs from law­
suits, l ie .'idded this expense is not 
iilypical for a city. 

Klaver said due to laws taking 
away municipal immunity from 
cities, cities have to defend them­
selves more and accumulate more 
costs. 

This makes it hard for the city to 
i i i id insurance companies, other 
than the MMLPP. 

T h e private sector really doesn't 
want to touch municipalities,' he 
said. 

In .Novi's case, tvhen Klaver 
found out the city's premium was 
going up. he called a few insurers 
who ail said they could not gi\'e a 
lower price than the MMLPP. 

Klaver said in order to bilDri lln-
insurance co.sls down in iIk-
future, the city is going to have lo 
manage all lawsuits iiivolvinn con­
troversial issues more carefully. 

"I would think council wouici 
review cases that drag on and they 
might think of sellling more cases." 
he said. 

Klaver added the high deductible 
would be a factor in this decision. 

However, he was quick to add lie 
does not believe this potential 
could open up the city to more law­
suits, because Novi would s t i l l 
acti\'ely fight frivolous lawsuits.

Continueid from I 
generally have other anger issues 
lo work out in other arenas, such 
as home or work, he said, and also 
lend lo be people with very few con­
structive relationships. 

These, he said, are the seldom-
experienced but nonetheless noto­
rious cases Where drivers may stab 
or shoot one another. 

"They tencJ to be competitive peo­
ple who want to "beaf other 
drivers." he said. They believe that 
other people who do things wrong 
ought to be punished. They have 
vely punitive personalities." 

Though such people are more 
dangerous to be around, they're 
fewer in number than the other 
kind of roadrager Keller mentioned: 
persons wi lh a TVpe-A personahty 
disorder. 

"With these people, there's an 
ongoing sense of urgency about 
things," he said. They feel as if 
they always have to be somewhere 
soon." 

Keller gave the e.\-ample of such a 
person drinng from Six Mile to 
Eight Mile roads. Under normal 
circumstances, the trip might take 
five minutes to complete. If a traffic 
backup or detour caused the com­
mute to take any longer than the 
prescribed time, the driver Would 

likely become excessively agitated, 
he said. 

Keller said drivers with this kind 
of complex tended to drive faster 
than other people and had much 
lower frustration tolerance levels 
than other people. 

"They become angr>' when road­
blocks stand in the way of where 
they want to be." Keller said. 

The treatment for drivers who 
have such characteristics is to 
establish a new belief system. 
Keller said. 

"What we teach people is to say 
"It's not awful 1 don't quite get there 
on time"." he said. 

".Any time that you can antici­
pate encountering frustration 
ahead of time, you raise your toler­
ance level for it." he said-

Most importantly, though, Keller 
said the trick from a psychological 
perspective is in learning the differ­
ence between what's acceptable 
and What isn't while you're behind 
the wheel. The feeling of isolation 
and anonymity experienced while 
driving gives drivers a sense of 
invulnerability and control over a 
situation. When situations occur 
that disrupt that state of being, 
roadragers react in inappropriate 
Ways. 

"This is a matter of learning emo­

tional propriety." Keller said. 
"We gel people to go from anger 

and rage to annoyance and distur­
bance. Those are more appropriate 
and acceptable emotions to have." 

For example. Keller said drivers 
who find themselves in a construc­
tion zone behind a line of other 
cars may experience intense peri­
ods of anger. The properly-treated 
driver, he said, won't \iew the tieup 
with such a bitter outlook. Instead, 
it's an inconvenience, but an 
opportunity to listen to a favorite 
song on the radio or make a call to 
a business associate on a cell 
phone. 

One effective technique Keller 
said he recommended to patients 
dealing with road rage was a com­
bination of rela.xation breathing 
and visualization of a peaceful set­
ting. The trealment. he said, was 
effective, but needed to be prac­
ticed at home before a person 
would get back out on the road. 

Keller said a few of the cases he 
has handled for treatment have 
been court-appointed. He also said 
road rage has not been recognized 
by the psychological community as 
a separate mental condition in and 
of itself. Rather, he said, it's a 
symptom that other anger issues 
may be present in a person's life.

This lawsuit started in 1995, 
over The Vista's DeVelopment north 
ofTWelVe Mile Road. 

The developers of The Vistas, 
Sandstone Associates, claimed the 
city ruined the project's chances of 
success by keeping Decker Road 
partially closed. In an agreement 
With the city. Sandstone financed 
the road through a special assess­
ment district. 

Sandstone said the delay limited 
access to the site and made it diffi­
cult to sell homes in The \^stas.

manager himself. 

But. because he already had a 
contract with the city that predated 

the current council, DeRoche said 
the city had to go with Seyler. 

"This gentleman was already 
doing all the work and things were 
already being bought." said 
DeRochle. He added the building 
was already built and the taxpay­
ers would have gotten hit harder if 
it did not open.

As for the $62,000. DeRoche said 
he intends to see every cent of that 
money paid back to the city. 

DeRoche added this whole ice 
arena problem is jus t a prime 
example of why the c1t>' should not 
own businesses. Especially in light 
of a recent proposal to build a golf 
course on the North Novi Park, 
which has spawned a petition 
drive to amend the city charter. 

"As the city looks at going into 
the golf course business. I think 
this is a very e.xpensive but impor­
tant lesson for people to learn. I 
think this prettj' much puts an 
exclamation point on the petition 
drive," DeRoche said.

Novi may have a Ilew downtouTl 
clock, but Northvllle's lonfitime 
ticker is down for t11c' count. 

But NorihWlle's landmark clock 
hasn't been permanently replaced 
u l th the milk crate now in the 
place of honor at the neighboring 
community's Main Street. 

Tlie clock, like two other 
Northville landmarks, is in the pro­
cess of being refortlHed after years 
of abuse from nature and, in the 
case of the clock, a car dri \ ing into 
i l . 

The other two landmarks in a 
state of repair are the Waterwheel 
and the gazebo around the well on 
South Main Street. -

Gary Word, Northville city man­
ager, said he Wants the new clock 

Installed within threi- iiionilis. 
'The clock i.s a Northville icon." 

ht- siiid. "It's :in itlciiliiyiiig i!i:ir.ic-
icristic of the comiiluiiity i\v.\\'s lo 
remain indefinitely." 

The clock was damaged May IH 
when a 55-ycar-old IJvonia woman 
traveling eastbound on MalIi Si reel 
drove into the clock. She w.is driv­
ing about 40 mph when she di-o\'e 
over the curb, over a rock and into 
the clock. She told police she was 
lost. 

In addition to her being lost, 
though, so was sonle of the func­
tionality of the clock along with 
brickwork and landscaping ;i round 
the base. 

The casing of the clock vi-ill be 
entirely replaced with some of ihc 
salvageable mechanisms reused. 
Word said. 

"It's interesting the price to 
replace the clock has not gone up 
much since it w;is first installed 18 
ve:ir.s ano." Woi'd said. 

The cost is $18,000. he said. But 
with shipping ;lnd handling and 
the brickwork replacement the pro­
ject cost will be between $25,000 
and $26,000. Word said. The 
insurance company of the woman 
is paying for the project. 

AIi'other less costly project, yet 
also an inlportanl Northville l.ind-
mark. Is the replacement of the 
shelter around the citv's infamous 
well. 

.Mel Newdiggen president of the 
Northville Rotary Club, said the 
project will cost slightly more than 
S5.000. It's being paid for by an 
cndowTIienl left just for the well. 

"We thought the old shed did not 

give the true Inliige Norlhvllle 
should h.-ive," he said. 

"It was ;i very old shelter." 
The new gazebo is made of cedar. 

Newdigger said he'd hoped to have 
the gazebo up in early sprinfi. but 
the project ran into delays with 
weatlier. finding workers to help 
and other unexpected obstacles. 
Progress also is being made on 
Northville's waterwheel. 

Rick Cox. owner of the Water-
wheel building, said the wheel is 
"very close" to becoming fully-oper­
ational. 

Getting the wheel to this point 
involved using four 10-ton jacks to 
lift the wheel into operational posi­
tion, he said. 

"We'd hoped to have it running 
by this weekend, but I don't that 
will happen." Cox added.

Who can blame them. 
Michigan Democrats plan 
to try again to move up 
their presidential caucuses 
to February 12 next year. 
Last week, the Democratic 
National ComInittee reject­
ed the state's request to 
hold caucuses earlier next 
year. Right now. the rules 
committee bars any state 
other than Iowa and New 
Hampshire from holding 
caucuses before March 7. 
Michigan Dems say they'll 
try again this summer. 

After all. .Mlchigall Republicans just moved up their 
primary election four weeks to February 22. 

The point of all this calendar Jockeying is to get 
more attention for Michigan voters. The new date for 
the Democratic caucuses would have put Michigan 
Dems right behind Iowa and New Hampshire In 
selecting their presidential nominee. The Republican 
move would also make GOP voters here the first 
among major states to cast their primary ballots. 
With Michigan's primary balloting in late March as it 
had been, so the complaint went, the election and 
caucuses here were mere afterthoughts for most 
presidential contenders. Earlier ballots would get 
more attention for state voters, bring candidates to 
.Michigan more often, and. well yes, convince candi­
dates to spend more campaign money here too. 

.Makes perfect sense. Unfortunately, it's'all terribly 
v.Tong headed. 

What it all means to you and I. dear voter, is that 
we get to endure at least another month of cam­
paigning by 30-second sound bites and horse race 
stories from the media. 

We already know who the front runner is — polls 
already show voters clearly favor George W. Bush 
over A l Gore. They also show few of us know What he 
stands for. Bad as that soimds. few of us know WJlat 
Gore's platform is either, and he's been our Vice pres­
ident for six years. 

These presidential contenders were both in town 
last week stumping for votes ... and saying veiy little 
about their positions on the various issues. 

Some will argue, like the political party leaders do. 
that it's still all for the good for Michigan. .As long as 
the primaries and caucuses are set by the parties 

and the states, it Is going to be a competitive process. 
After all, we are electing someone to a very important 
position. 

That's where I part ways. I say we overemphasize 
the presidency. We've built around it a cult of per­
sonality in which charm and appeal count for more 
than policy. We've come to treat the president as 
nothing less than elected royalty. 

Compare all this presidential election hoopla to the 
mundane way in which members of Congress are 
selected. There's a primary, held as late as August in 
.Michigan. It's even later in many other states. The 
ivinners head straight off to the November ballot. The 
winner goes to Washington. 

It is clear the framers of our Constitution thought 
Congress was the more important of the two. Yes. 
they are co-equal branches of goVemment, but it was 
Congress that was vested with the power to raise 
taxes, regulate foreign and interstate trade, raise 
armies, declare War. launch prografns and pass laws. 
The president is supposed to be the executive, the 
administrator. 

We all seem to understand that at the local level. 
We all pay more attention to the city council because 
it the decision maker. The mayor or the city manager 
simply follow those decisions. 

At the state level, it's the Legislature that gets the 
focus of our attention. The governor gets plenty of 
attention too. but most people seem to understand 
his job is to run the biu-eaucracy while policy is left 
to the House and Senate. 

At the national level, however, our attention seems 
unnaturally focused on the actions of one man. And 
it has a strange influence on the way our country 
conducts its business. 

Despite the nearly una111mous approval in Lansing, 
the consensus — as near as I can tell — is that the 
change Will do little except spur other states to move 
up their primary balloting as Well. 

I'm Willing to give credit Where It's due. Leaders of 
Michigan's political parties, both Dems and the GOP. 
can given themselves a big pat on the back for further 
fouling up America's interpretation of its own Consti­
tution.

This is scary, really scary, one of the 
most frightening things that has hap­
pened in Non in a long time. Faced with 
the possibility of a reduced judgement in 
the case of Sandstone .Associates Limited 
Partnerships Versus the City of NoVi. the 
city has decided to move forward with its 
appeal. 

Oaldand County Circuit Court Judge 
Barry Howard, who earlier came down on 
the developer's side, has a sealed deci­
sion that could reduce the $40 million, 
based on the fact that Sandstone sold off 
some of the land at a profit. But Howard 
aimed to give the developers and the city 
time to thrash out a mediated settlement 

Today, he will unveil his ruling. 
.And Tuesday, the city council in a cal­

culated bet tougher than that faced by 

most professional gamlllers, decided to 
let it all ride on the appeals process. 
They're not caving in to the chance of a 
lesser settlement. 

It would have been great to have been a 
fly on the wall when the seven members 
of the city council met in their executive 
session on Tuesday. 

Because they are discussing legal tac­
tics with the city's attorneys, the closed 
doors are permitted under the Freedom 
of Information Act. 

Council members cannot talk freely 
about what happens in these executive 
sessions, but their decision was gutsy. 

A failed appeal could raise that $40 mil­
lion up substantially. But city officials 
say they are confident they will win. . 

We say, go for it.

A 14-year-old girl walks across a 
railroad bridge trestle, loses her 
footing, and plunges 60 feet toto 
the Grand River. Miraculously, she 
survives. 

Each stoty i s true, sensdess and 
avoidable, l l i i s is why the Michigan 
Railroads .Assodatlon. the Mlchi-
gan Department of Transportation 
and Michigan Operation Llfesaver 
i s jototog forces for their annual 
campaign encouragtog people to 

"Know the Facts. Avoid the 
Tracks." 

Careless, irresponsible railroad 
trespassing results to far too many 
deaths. Injuries, and dose caUs to 
Michigan each year. In 1998. dive 
people died and seven people were 
tajured While trespasstog on rail­
road property. Although We've 
made significant progress to reduc­
ing the number of trespassing 
deaths and tajuries, one death or 
tojuty Is one too many. 

Now.,With the end of the school 
year approaching, lt^s time for'par-
ents'to'take'-4fl aictlve fole-lri'keJep-
tog children away from ralfroad 
tracks and railroad bridge trestles. 
Children need to know the facts 
atiout railroad trespasstog to help 
them avoid the tracks. 

Walktog along railroad tracks, 
playtog on railroad property and 
sWlmmtog or flshtog from railroad 
bridge trestles Is both dangerous 
and Illegal. Tratos are enormous, 
lumbering, u11forglvtog machtoes 
that cannot stop quickly. Usually 
there's no second chance When 
someone Is struck by a train. 
Sometimes, kids fall to understand 
that tratos can ki11. Parents need to 
exp1ato to their children that death 
or great bodily tojuty results from 
playtog on or near r ^ o a d tracks. 

Railroad tracks and bridge tres­
tles are private property. Police WlU 
arrest trespassers. Courts. wlU sen­
tence trespassers to ja i l terms and 
force them to pay fines. For kids, 
that's a criminal record that could 
affect thefr fijture. 

Know the facts. Avoid the 
Tracks. It's simple. More Impor­
tantly, It saves lives.

A year ago, as the high school baseball sea­
son came to a close, all the attention and hype 
was surrounding the sophomore sensation 
Brendan Hadley.

Once he was transplanted ahead of Hadley 
in the order, he was able to really catch fire 
anfd get into a groove. .After a brief, unsuc­
cessful stint back in the fourth spot, he quick­
ly moved back to second, where he remained 
for the remainder of the season. 

"I was definitely satisfied with the season," 
said Cervi. "But the slump in the beginning of 
the year was frustrating. However. I hadn't 
played baseball in a year, so it's bound to 
happen." 

By saying he ha(in't played baseball in a 
year, Cervi pointed out that he indeed was one 
of the game's rarities: he only played high 
school baseball and refused to play during Ule 
summer, instead choosing to concentrate on 
football. 

This dedication to football more than likely 
helped him. however, as he took the Winter off 
to liit the weights and improve his strength. 
He accredits much of what he accomplished 
this season to the diligence he displayed in the 
weight room in the off-season. 

"A lot of it goes to weight training." he said. 
"Probably a lot Was me not Wrestling and hav­
ing the whole winter for just lifting and getting 
a lot stronger. 

"I've got to mention Hadley because he 
helped me with my swing. He put my hands up 
more and that really helped." 

Overall, it Was an extremely successful sea­
son for Cervi. The junior came from virtually

I realize the truth about certain situations 
is not always well received. For example, how 
do these truths sit with you? "Lifestyle and 

eating habits alone 
will decide your 
physical appear­
ance." or "there is 
nothing you can do 
lo stop the genetic 
thinning of the hair 
0., top of your head, 
or grow the hair 
back." (1 am particu­
larly in denial With 
lhis one.) 

I also realize we as 
humans do and will 
always look for the 
•quick, easy fix." the 

"magic solution" if you will. But if 1 hear one 
more advertisement about the latest super fat 
trapper, grabber, dissolver. or whatever pill 
that simply involves ingesting this magic pill 
and you will be on your way to the body you 
have always desired. I think I might lose it. 

One cannot help to be bombarded with 
celebrities demonstrating these super pills on 
TV. Try to listen to the radio longer than 10 
minutes without hearing one of the disc Jock­
eys telling us by simply using these type pills, 
they have lost 20 pountJs in two weeks. They 
are advertised in all the popular magazines, 
for sale in special kiosks in all the malls, over 
the Internet, etc.. etc.. etc. 

The supplement industry is not regulated, 
which simply put means you and 1 could cre­
ate a pill and market it any way We Want. We 
could make any and all claims we desire. The 
need for regulation is a whole other debate. 

but the need for more thought and investiga­
tion on what we put into our bodies and why. 
in my opinion, is not. 

Human nature to seek the easiest solution, 
coupled with the overwhelming desire to look 
better, makes it easy to see how this situation 
has grown. I will openly admit 1 have fallen for 
the super shampoo or cream to add thickness 
to my decreasing crop of hair, and it is still 
decreasing. I mean, let's be realistic which 
option do you like for changing your body? 
Opdon .A: Take a pill x times per day. Opdon 
B: Move more on a regular basis, add some 
resistance exercise at least ttvlce a week, and 
alter your eating habits on a consistent basis. 

Three problems to consider with Option A 
(which I know you chose): 

• It does not work long term. 
If it dld.d 55 percent of the American adults 

would not be classified by the National Insti­
tute on Health as carrying so much extra 
poundage lilat their weight constitutes a seri­
ous threat to their health. If they worked we 
would all take the pills and have the body we 
want. It also goes against the way the human 
body functions. I mean, think about it...eat 
anything you want and take a pill? 

• It places physical appearance above and 
separate from oVerall health and wellness. 

Do we really want to look good aboVe all 
concerns for our quality of life and health? Is 
it not a package to look and feel your best 
long term? Taking a pill and not creating a 
healthy lifestyle short circuits this equation. A 
pill does not address the fact that 60 percent 
of Americans feel stress is negatively affecting 
their health. A pl11 does not address the fact 
every day millions of older Americans become 
pro^essively disabled due to inactivity. A pill 

does not address the fact we are moving less 
now than ever, sitting behind 500 channel 
super TV's and computers. It also does not 
address the fact the food industry spends bil­
lions of dollars encouraging us to eat more, 
drink more, and snack ever>' chance we get. 
American restaurants compete on seeing who 
can offer the biggest and greatest number of 
helpings, the fullest portions, and the most 
gargantuan menus. Teaching our kids to 
"Super Size" eveiything for pennies more. 

• This pill formula sends the wrong message 
to our younger generation. 

Our health care system is riddled with 
severe problems, spending 30 to 70 percent 
more on health care than any other industri­
alized nation in the worid (almost $4,000 per 
person per year). Ninety-eight to 99 percent of 
this spending is focused on diagnosis and 
treatment versus prevention and education. 
The message of pills versus lifestj'le improve­
ment to our young does not move us off this 
negative path. If we do nothing to change this 
health care trend, if we do not accept respon-
sibilit}' of our own health and set a positive 
example for our children, where will health 
care be in the next 20 years? 

The answer for a better body has been, is 
now, and will continue to be Option B.
