Hate found its way to the front 
lawns of several Novi residents last 
Week. 

A group calling Itself The Ameri-
can Nazi Party spread racist flyers 
throughout the city Friday and 
scattered them on laWns in several 
subdivisions. 

The NoVl Police said they are 
looking into the lnatter. but are 
unable to charge the White PoWer 
group With any crime, other than 
littering. HoWever. tlie pohce must 
first see the group in the act of lit­
tering before charges can be made. 

Police say there is no evidence 
the group Was targeting anyone 
specific in the area and they do not 
know if anyone from Nov! is 
InVolved With the group. 

According to Novi Detective John 
Nelson, the group is run by a 
RoclQf Suliayda out of Eastpointe. 
He has been InVolved in Neo-Nazi 
organizations for twenty years. 

f l y e r s c a s t t h r o u g h o u t 

N a z i g r o u p l a s t w e e k 

Nelson added both the East­
pointe Police Department and Anti-
Defamation League are keeping an 
eye on him. 

While police say the literature 
was not targeted at any one per­
son, it has left some Novi residents 
uneasy, especially minorities. 

The flyers contained messages of 
"White PoWer" and left a phone 
number and address on hoW to 
reach the American Nazi Party. 

Using the "Lincoln Rockwell Hot­
line" Suhayda leaves messages 
urging listeners to take action. 
According to the most recent mes­
sage. 10.000 flyers were distribut­
ed by Ills group in Novi. 

One African-American Novi resi­
dent. Who Wishes her name to be 
withheld for fear of retributlop. 
said she found the pamphlets 1ylng 
in the street arotmd 7 a.m. She 
said she Was Very nervous after 
finding it and Woi11d not a11oW her 
children to go outside that day. 

"You see it on T.V. as a news 
report, but When you actually hold 

it in your hands, it's a shock." she 
added. 

Donald Cohen, director of the 
Anti-Defamation League. Michigan 
Region, said Suhayda has been 
associated With eVery major 
extremist group, including the 
National Alliance, the National 
Association for the Advancement of 
WTiite people (NAAWP). the Ku Klux 
K1an and the World Church of the 
Creator. 

"We Work at monitoring these 
groups consistently." Cohen said. 

"Besides being a public nui­
sance. Suhayda is protected by 1aW 
to distribute materia1s. Some cities 
vary, but the police may be able to 
arrest him for littering." 

Cohen added the American Nazi 
Party is one of a dozen different 
hate groups organiited fa Michigan. 

"It is not just one area, one per­
son or one group." Cohen sald. 

"It is the true believers that come 
together. They may become Very 
dangerous."

The $40 million legal judgtnent 
against the City No\1 has dwindled 
by about sixteen percent. 

Oakland County Circuli Court 
Judge Barry Howard issued a new 
ruling July 8 lowering lhe the 
amount of damages NoVl must pay 
Sandstone Associates by approxi-
matelV $6.7 milHon. This new 
amount totals $33,229,287. 

However, the city still plans to 
appeal the original Judgment. 

According to City Attorney Den­
nis Watson, the Judge basically 
agreed with the city's argument 
that Sandstone's land sales after 
the trial Indicated the Value of the 
land ti'as higher than the Judge 
originally thought. 

Because Sandstone sold off part 
of its property to other developers, 
its damage award Was be lowered. 
Watson said. 

Watson said Sandstone sold land 
to Singh DeVelopment of Bloom-
field Hills. Fram of Toronto and SR 
Jacobson of metro Detroit for 
about S16 million. 

Due to fees and commission 
costs. Watson said Sandstone's net 
proceeds fi-om that sale Were prob­
ably someWhat less than $16 mil­
lion. 

While saying the the Judge's deci­
sion to lower the damage award for 

Sandstone by $6.7 million may 
seem insignificant. City Manager 
Ed Kriewall pointed out at least the 
amount Is going down. 

"It is a long way from zero, but 
we intend on making this a zero 
dollar Judgment." he said. 

However. Novi Just may end up 
owing more than this new amount 
in the end. Lawyers still must 
argue before Howard concerning 
Sandstone's award of legal expens­
es and interest on the the Judg­
ment. Some reports suggest the 
amount Novi will end up owing 
Sandstone will be closer to $60 mil­
lion after legal expenses and inter­
ests are factored in. 

Kriewall disagreed with this 
amount, but added. "It is hard to 
tell." 

The total amount of money to be 
paid to Sandstone by the city could 
be decided by Howard by the end of 
tills month. 

Along with lowering the damages 
Nov! must pay in his July 8 ruling. 
Howard also denied the city a new 
trial. However, the city is planning 
on appealing the original decision. 

Watson said the appeal will be 
filed within the required 21 days 
after Howard's ruling. 

The appeal will take at least a 
year-and-a-half to two years based 
on the history of the Michigan 
Appeals Court. Kriewall added. 

If the city were to lose its appeal. 
Kriewall said. NoW taxpayers will 
have to pay the award. 

"Provided the insurance is still in 
place and is good to about $20 mil­
lion in coverage, there will be about 
a $13 million cost to taxpayers," he 
said. 

This cost will be added to proper­
ty taxes, which Will equal about 
$50 a year for an average home in. 
Novi. 

One of Novi's insurance carriers 
are suing the city over payment of; 
this award. 

According to Kriewall. the insur­
ance company. Michigan Municipal; 
Risk Authority, contends that part 
of the lawsuit had to do with a 
breach of contract, which they Will 
not cover. But, he argues, this 1aW-
si1it went far beyond Just that 
issue. 

Because of this, the city attor- • 
neys have assured Kriewall the city' 
does haVe coVerage. 

The results of this related insur­
ance lawsuit Will not be knoWn for 
some time. 

"They Won't do anything on that" 
until after all the appeals are done. 
It W111 be a couple of years."' 
Kriewall said. 

If the insurance companies do 
Win the laWsuit. Kriewall added, 
"We Wou1dn't have coVeragc.peri-
od."

and having an open inlo.Klcanl in 
his vehicle at a hearing July 8 ill 
the 52-1 District Court. 

Wahl was scheduled lo he in 
court for the first day of his Jury-
trial for a drunk driwni; charge and 
a charge of open Into.xicants. How­
ever al the last minute, a plea bar­
gain was reached between his 
lawyer. Kim Thomas Capello — 
who is also a No\t Planning Com­
missioner — and Novi Prosecuting 
Attorney Dave Gilliam. 

In the plea bargain. Wahl pled no 
contest to a lesser charge of 
impaired driving and no conies! to 
open into.\ ic£lnts. The drunk driv­
ing charge was dropped. 

Capello said this deal was made 
because the prosecution could not 
prove Wahl was drunk, because of 
the 0.08 percent blood alcohol con­
centration on his chemical breath 
test at the time of his arrest. For a 
drunk driving conviction a person 
must have a b.10 percent BAG. 

Whi1e he said he was confldent 
he could prove Wahl was not intox­
icated. Capello said it was too risky 
to put before a jury. So. in order to 

ki'cp an alcohol conviclion off of 
Walil's record. Capello and his 
clieni chose lo make a deal. 

Capello said Wahl has accepied 
ihe plea: "He. of course, is not 
100 percent happy, but he 
understands the risks of going to 
trial." 

Gilliam agreed the breath test 
supported Capello's argument 
Wahl was .guilty of impaired driv­
ing and not drunk driving. But. 
he pointed out a portable breath 
test given to Wahl at the traffic 
slop indicated he had a blood 
alcohol concentration of 0.10 
percent. 

However, under Michigan law. a 
portable test is inadmissible in 
court. 

Wahl will soon be scheduled for a 
screening and assessment as part 
of his plea. This will determine if he 
has any alcohol problems. 

In the meantime, a pre-sentence 
report will also be given to the 
judge by the probation department 
about Wahl. Gilliam said the 
department usually recommends 
probation. 

If Wahl completes his probation 
successfully, there is a chance the 
impaired driving charge Will be 
turned down in favor of careless 
driving.

In response to high numbers of 
drunk drivers on No\t roads, the 
No\1 Police Department and Local 
Color Braving Company are hosting 
a town meeting on liquor laws and 
alcohol enforcement. 

-All business owTlers -ivith liquor 
licenses in Novi are Invited to the 
town meeting at 8:30 a.m. July 19 
at Local Color Brewing Company. 

"Forty percent of the drunk 
drivers We arrest are coming from 
establishments in our city." said 
No\i Police Officer Mark Stone. 

"We have a problem with busi­
nesses over-serving their cus­
tomers." 

According to Stone, the Novi 
Police arrested 466 people last year 
for dn.u1k driving, compared to 252 
arrested in Farmington Hills by its 
pol'ce department. 

This year, Stone said Novi already 
has had 240 drunk driving arrests 
and that number is expected to dou­
ble by the end of ± e year. 

This trend has been a steadily ris­
ing one. Starting five years ago. Now 
has eqjerienced an average 11 per­
cent increase per year in drunk 
driving arrests. Stone said. 

"And that is only the ones We 
catch," he added. 

The town meeting Will have pre­
sentations by the Novi Police, Moth­
ers Against Dn1nk Driving (MADD). 
The Michigan License Beverages 
Association. TIPS, the Lansing 
Police Department and the Mlctii-
gail Liquor Control, eoininission.. 
Eiach of these presentation are 
designed to teach the liquor license 
owners a little more a iou t liquor 
license laWs and how to spot poten­
tial alcohol problems. Stone said. 

"Intoxication doesn't distract from 
liability for these bars and restau­
rants." Stone said. 

"You can't serve lnta\:lcated peo­
ple and you can't have them on the 
premises in Michigan law." 

If a patron is given alcohol When 
they are already intoxicated and 
that patron Were to later get Into an 
accident the business that so1d 
them the alcohol could be liable. 
Stone said. 
. "But. We can't hold them 100 per­
cent responsibie. There are some 
people that you can't te11 are intoxi­
cated." he added. Due to this, part 
of the discussion Will focus on hoW 
to identify an intoxicated person 
that at first look doesn't seem 
drunk. 

However. Stone said the initial 
problem that still must be dealt With 
Is people are consuming alcohol 
beyond the legal limit and the num-
ber of people doing this Is'rising in 
Novi. 

•With only an average six officers 
on duty In the dty duirlng prime 
drunk driving times, the officers 
simply cannot catch them all. 

The reasons drunk driving num-
bers In Nov! are rising can be any 
one of a ni1mber of factors. First of 
a l l . Stone said many of the bars and 
restaurants in Novi are located In 
one area and it is growing enor­
mously. 

In addition, he said, public trans­
portation i n Novi Is almost nonexis-
tenL Novi does have a taxi service, 
but that company also serves Ann 
Arbor and sometimes it can take up 
to 45 rolnutes to get a cab. 
• And , perhaps one of the most 
taHuentlal effect on the rising drunk 
driving numbers, Novi police officers 
are aggressively going after drunk 
drivers. 

In Novi. Stone said, liquor viola-
tlons are strictly enforced and o£B-
cers are Well trained at Identifying 
drunk drivers. Once they are 
caught drunk drivers are always 
ta len ln to custody, he added. 
; Ifa drunk person is not taken into 
custody and Were to later get into an 
aciddent the police department 
could be held responsibJe Stone 
said.

B1a1ce Jerome Imows this dou­
ble life Well. Not only is he Novi's 
superintendent of sewer and 
Water, but he also serves in 
Mlc}1lgan National Guard. In 
June he participated in what was 
called the "Baltic Challenge" 
held ln Grayling. Michigan. The 
acUVltles ran from June 5- 26. 
The exercises were completed by 
June 23. with the rest of the 
time devoted to social eVents and 
clean-up of the area. 

Latvia, Estonia and Lithuania 
troops all took part in the chal­
lenge With their U.S. counter­
parts from Michigan. PermsVK-a-
nla and Maryland. 

Here, platoons of approximate­
ly 30 men each Were assembled 
and put through a rigorous 
series of competitions. They were 
Judged on rifle marksmanship, 
grenade-tossing, road marches 
and land navigation exercises. 
Each platoon is then rated on a 
point system. 

At the end of the exercises the 
points are added and a percentage 
Is reached. The awards are given to 
those Who ranked the highest out 
of each Individual countiy. 

The aimual multinational exer­
cise. Was established to integrate 
and standardize al1 three Baltic 
mllltaiy forces With those of the 
NATO countries. The three tiny 
countries border the Baltic Sea to 
the north of Poland and south of 
Finland and St. Petersburg. Rus­
sia. 

"I managed to come home with all my fingers and

Bruce Jerome, 

Novi superintendent of water and sewer 

With the split-up of the former 
Sonet Union, the newly-indepen­
dent states sought help from the 
west. Jerome explained. They 
wanted to create small armies 
equivalent to the U.S. .Mational 
Guard. So far two of the 19 former 
Eastern Bloc nations and republics 
tlave been admitted into NATO 
since 1993. 

For Jerome's part, he has been 
involved in the National Guard for 
over 23 years. He began his mili­
tary career in 1968. He spent most 
of his active duty in Frankfurt. 
Germany. 

"The .Krmy had been very good to 
me. " Jerome said. 

Jerome's .National Guard head­
quarters is the Regional Center out 
of Battle Creek. This is the 
"schoolhouse" for the Michigan 
National Guard. 

Here he was asked to lead the 
grenade-tossing and land naviga­
tion exercises for the challenge. 

"It was a great honor to be cho­
sen." Jerome said. 

Jerome said that overall the 
experience was a positive one. 

"It 'was like a high school athlet­
ic competition." he added. 

"1 managed to come home with 
all my fingers and toes!" 

Though he jokes. Jerome 
explained that everyone took the 
competition very seriously and 
"they were all very competitive." 
He mentioned that the Michigan 
team had an extra pressure on 
them because they were hosting 
the event. 

Once the Challenge had ended 
there was plenty of time to get to 
know the other men ( and one 
woman) involved. 

"It gives you a sense of apprecia­
tion of the opportunities that you 
have." Jerome noted. 

Most of the participants, with 
the exception of those from 
Lithuania, were not professional 
soldiers, 

In fact they came from all walks 
of life. "They were everything from 
college students to factory work­
ers." he said. 

Jerome traveled to Latvia 
through the .National Guard. Where 
he learned a bit of language and 
made Latvian friends. 

-It is like the US in the 1930s." 
he said. 

The people were very friendly 
but that terrain and cities were 
considerably less advanced than 
those in the US. 

The water supply is an open 
pit well with a bucket on a rope." 
Jerome said. 

As part of the Challenge, he 
also had the opportunity to be a 
host for a few L.atvians. He said 
that they were dazzled With the 
level of variety and seeming 
abundance in the U.S.

In the police report. Walsh said a 
concernt-cl riii/.en contacted him 
through a letter making the allega­
tions 

The allegations accuse Nield of 
usinu .school copiers, paper and 
labor to Ix-nelit Families for a Bet­

ter North\ilIe. The group threat­
ened to recall Township Supenisor 
Karen Woodside. an assistant 
Wayne County Prosecutor, along 
with several trustees if a lawsuit 
filed against Northvilie Public 
Schools related to the construction 
of the new high school was 
dropped. 

Nield said the group later 
focused on helpI.ng facilitate a set­
tlement agreement between the 
school district and township. 

.\'ield paid for the mailing of 
23.000 district residents to raise 
support at a community rally 
.March 18. a regular township 
board of trustees meeting. 

Walsh told tlie Record that he 

received a letter making question­
ing Nield's use of district equip­
ment and that he passed it on to 
N'onh\ille Police. 

.Vorthville Police Chief Jim Petres 
and State Police Detective Tim Hei-
deman told the Record they don't 
remember seeing the letter 

.•\nd the Wayne County Prosecu­
tor's office also has told The Record 
the letter is either missing or may 
not have even e.̂ dsted after saying 
some form of written complaint 
would be required for such an 
investigation to be pursued. 

Petres said he passed the inves­
tigation on to Michigan State Police 
to avoid showing any kind of 
Impropriety. 

The investigation by Heideman. 
the original officer in the case, 
included a visit to Nield's home 
where he was asked to produce 
receipts for all materials bought 
relative to the Families for a Better 
Northvilie. 

Additionally. Leonard Rezmiers-
ki. superintendent of Northvilie 
Schools, and Thomas Gudritz. 
president of the Northvilie School 
boai'd. Were interviewed in the 
investigation. 

Nield said he couldn't comment 
on what action, if any. he Would 
take as a result of the investigation 
until the report is completed.

ciiv council and a represenlaiive of 
Center Ice Inc. 

Sevier's letter conlends that the 
area:! st;irted with a large deficit to 
overcome, which he attributes to 
decisions made by the \'o\-i Build­
ing .-\uthoriiy. This deficit was cre­
ated when the Building .•\uthorily 
.set back the Ice .-\rcna's opening 
date from the fall of 1997 lo 1998, 
he said. 

Seyicr adds that further deficits 
were created when the city admin­
istration instructed Center Ice to 
move up its opening date from 
.-Vugust 28. 1998 to July 1. 1998 
and assume opera lions. 

This dale was eventually set 
back lo the original August date, 
after a wall at the Ice Arena became 
unstable and was rebuilt. 

"WTiile such a decision may have 
seemed reasonable at the lime. Lhe 
failure lo deliver the rink lo man­
agement for the operation until late 
.\ugusi meant that the current 
operating deficit includes all the 
e.Kpenses incurred during the tivo-
monlh period, wilh none of the rev­
enue we might liave e.^ecietj lo 
earn had we been operating." 
Seyler's letter staled. 

"...the actions of the Building 
.Authority were responsible for 
S310.000 to $340,000 of the cur­
rent deficit now being attributed lo 
Center Ice. a difference of $910,000 
to SI .240.000." 

Novi Parks and Recreation Direc­
tor Dan Davis doesn't support 
Seyler's version of the case. 

"Basically. I disagree wilh Mr. 
Seyler's opinion as to the reasons 
foI- the Ice .Vena deficit." Davis 
said. 

The city council has received the 
letter from Seyler. Davis said. He 
added that "Seyler is a little con­
fused on the process. It wasn't an

action I look individually. It was an 
action directed by city council." 

To address the Issue, the Novi 
City Council has scheduled a spe­
cial meeting for 6 p.m. July 19 in 
the Activities Room of the Novi 
Cn1c Center. This will be a Joint 
meeting between the council and 
Community Clubs of No\1. 

Seyler said the arena lost more 
money due lo actions taken by 
Community Clubs. With tllis and 
the deficit from the Building 
Authority, combined With compeU-
tlon from other rinks in the area, 
the arena's lirst year Was doomed. 
Sevier said. 

"Disregarding this deficit and the 
impending problems fronl such 
stiff competition. Comtnunity 
Clubs over-njled our recommenda­
tions, recommendations originally 
presented in 1997 in our business 
plan then reviewed and approved 
by the admililstratlon and by Com­
munity Clubs, and instituted the 
management policies which are 
primarily responsible for today's 
deficit." Seyler Wrote. 

Seyler said in his letter that 
Community Clubs Was controlled 
by youth hockey interests. Which 
allocated aU of the best Ice time to 
the youth leagues at the lowest rate 
possible. 

"They gave It away." he said in a 
phone interView. 

"Rather than maximizing the 
benefits from our prime market, 
winter season youth hockey. Com­
munity Clubs granted highlly favor­
able terms to Novi Youth Hockey 
and to the Cwo high school pro­
grams." Seyler Wrote. 

But DaVls said Seyler knew of 
the ice rates and times for Novi 
Youth Hockey earher than he is 
stating. 

Magan F1ynn. a member of Com­
munity Clubs board of directions, 

said Nori Youth Hockey does nol 
control the group. "I ijon't know 
why he would say that." she said. 

These favorable terms given to 
youth hockey included some of the 
best ice Ume al what Seyler said is 
less than a "premium price." 

"Wliile new rinks are charging as 
much as $200 per hour for their 
youth programs, management was 
Willing to settle for $170/hour but 
were forced to accept a rale of 
$160/houn While most rinks write 
ice rental contracts for 26 to 28 
straight weeks, inclusive of every 
day and excluding only the three 
major holidays, we were forced to 
provide two weeks hiatus during 
school holiday periods, during 
which we had no alternative but to 
a substantial portion of the less 
desirable ice hours." Seyler wrote. 

According to Seyler. part of this 
included the taldng of the arena's 
Saturday and Sunday evenings. 
cosUng the rink about S2,000 a 
week. 

In addition. Community Clubs 
gave very late times to senior hock­
ey programs. Seyler said the mar­
ket is very saturated \vitll rinks 
that offer adult hockey leagues at 
earUer times, resulting in an addi­
tional loss of revenue for the Novi 
Ice Arena. 

"Seniors would have played and 
paid a lot of money for an earlier 
time." he said. 

Seyler added, in respoilse to pre­
vious comments from city council 
members that Center Ice owes the 
city $62,000 for a start-up loan, 
that this is simply not true. 

HoweVer. he said, the city owes 
Center Ice $40,000 to $60,000 for 
feasibility studies and legal work. 

Davis said Seyler Is right in his 
statement he does not owe the city 
$62,000. but he is completely 
Wrong about the city oWulg him 

any money. 

"I have no idea what he is talking 
about," Davis said. 

In fact, in April or May of 1998, 
Seyler presented a budget for the 
1998-99 year that included the 
same ice rates and hours he com­
plained about in his recent letter to 
the city council, Davis said. 

In that budget and using the 
same numbers he discusses In his 
letter. Seyler indicated there would 
be gains in revenue. Davis said. 

He added, while Seyler's letter 
dealt completely •with the financial 
Issue, the decision to terminate 
Center Ice's contract was "for rea­
sons more than financial." 

According to Davis' original letter 
of termination to Seyler, Center Jce 
did nol keep the arena clean on the 
inside or outside, it did not secure 
a locker room for senior hockey 
players resulting in thousands of 
dollars in thefts and allowed a Rus­
sian summer hockey coach to stay 
in the locker room for a night 

Flynn agreed that Seyler's man­
agement tactics Were less desir­
able. But, she did say the interior 
of the builiiing seemed to be main­
tained to her. While the outside 
needed some maintenance, wllich 
it eventually got. 

"But he (Seyler) Was not as 
responsive as he should have 
been." Flynn said. 

She said he Would Walt maintain 
the outside only after the grass 
grew long and it started to look 
bad.

N'orthville school district author­
ities announced Thursday they had 
received a letter from .N'onhnlle 
Township's board of trustees that 
made official the end of litlcalion 
between the two bodies. 

School district attorney Bob 
Lusk said the letter was a disposi­
tion of the case, which took the 
matter out of the legal system. .He 
said he e.vpected to receive a notice 
from the courts soon acknowledg­
ing the agreement between the 
toumshlp and the district. 

The township board began its 
backing down from the la\t'sult in 
late .March, when the group Fami­
lies For A Better .Nortliville packed 
the Civic Center chambers and 
asked for immediate cessation of 
the suit, and also strongly hinted 
at seeking recall of township super­
visor Karen Woodslde and other 

board members if lhe suit wasn't 
dropped, 

,'\ series of modifications to the 
.March settleinent coniinued being 
debated between lhe disirlci and 
the township before the disposition 
was forwarded. 

The lawsuit, which look nearly a 
year to resolve, revolved around 
zoning Issues pertaining to the new 
.N'orihvillc High School. In both 
instances in which the matter was 
debated in a courtroorn. judges 
ruled in favor of the school district, 
but not before Injunctions had 
been filed to halt the construction. 

Thursday's announcenlent did 
not mean the end of all legal action. 
Lusk said the district is still in liti-
gadon with some of lhe residents of 
the nearby Woods of Edenderr}' 
subdivision, who dispute the plans 
for lighting of soccer fields at lhe 
school. 

"(Woods of Edenderrv residents 

are) still hanging around and pur­
suing this." Lusk said. "It seems to 
nle that If the township has things 
settled in their mind, then the 
Woods of Edenderr)' folks should 
probably feel comfortable as well. I 
don't see what moral grounds their 
contention is based upon," 

Lusk .said the district and town­
ship worked closely together to 
negotlale lhe placement and height 
of soccer field lights, as well as the 
hours they would function. 

Lusk said the original litigation 
filed by the township was done so 
with the Woods of Edenderrv kept 
most closely in mind, as it was the 
only residential area within close 
pro.NJmity of the new high school. 

"I think that the settlement 
should should satisfy (the Woods of 
Edendeny), but it hasn't." Lusk 
said. "I'm hoping that In time 
the\''ll come around as well."

The maddening season of road 
construction has made Its mark 
not only on the psyche of the sub-
urbanlte driver, but also on cars. 
Jim Davis, owner of Davis Auto 
Care, said he's seen more than his 
share of vehicles coming into the 
shop With tires and wheels dam­
aged because of road construction 
or had roads. 

-\Vhat happens With some of 
these roads is that it causes stress 
on the tires and will actually begin 
damaging the interior of a Ure." 
Davis said. "The treads get out of 
line, you might get ply separaUon, 

and the next thinf̂  you know 
there's a blister that's formed on 
lhe outside of lhe lire." 

Davis said a sure sign that a tire 
has been damaged is the feeling of 
repeatedly drMng over a bump. 

"It's like a dog wagging its tall." 
he said. 

.More cosily and trickier lo repair 
are beni rims, Davis said. Those 
items on a car become damaged 
when a car hils a chuckhole or a 
big bump. 

Repairing rims will cost a pretty 
penny with steel rims, but alu­
minum rims. Davis said, get espe­
cially costly. 

"In a lot of those cases wilh the 
factory aluminum rims, you can't 

even fix them. They Just have to be 
replaced." Davis said. 

Not as frequent but nonetheless 
expensive are damaged exhaust 
systems, which Davis said get beat 
up when vehicles drive along roads 
where sudden dips occur, causing 
the car to bottom out. 

That kind of damage happens 
with greater frequency on older-
model cars where parts may have 
become loosened over the years. 

"We've seen exhaust systems 
dropped out because of hitting bad 
bumps," Davis said. 

But what about driving When 
you're not going anywhere? Davis 
said Idling a car in a traffic backup 
with newer vehicles shouldn't be 

that big of an Issue, assuming a car 
has had regular oil and engine 
coolant changes. 

Where problems could occur is If 
sensors or electronic connections 
In vehicles which a have tempera­
ture-activated fans become dam­
aged, or if air scoops -— the plastic 
grates on the front end of cars 
which extend a few inches below 
the bumper — become bent 
Inward. The scoops are designed to 
draw cool air inward when a car is 
in moUon. 

"If that happens, it can cause 
some serious (damage to your car. 
particularly if It becomes overheat­
ed." Davis said. 

D r i v e w i t h c a r e t o s a v e y o u r v e h i c l e f r o m w e a r 

Here are some construction-
related driving tips mechanic Jim 
Davis suggests: 

• Watch your vehicle's tempera­
ture gauge. It's normal for a car's 
temperature to rise if It's hot or if 
you're in a traffic Jam. but be cer­

tain the needle doesn't move into 
the "hot" zone. If It does, open your 
car's windows, turn on the heater 
full-blast, and get to a garage as 
soon as possible. 

• Drive slowly in construction 
zones, for the safety of both your 

car and workers in the area. Bad 
roads are made Worse with high 
speeds, cramped conditions and 
impatient driving. 

• Know your route ahead of time 
so you can avoid rapid multiple-
lane changes. Which are difficult on 

tires and alignment at high rates of 
speed. 

• Follow your car's maintenance 
schedule, including oil changes, 
tire rotations, tune-ups and 
coolant flushes and fills.

The construction is sure to 
provide more summer construction 
delays once the project gets rolling. 

Jim Gallogly. Northville depart­
ment of public Works (director, said 
the project is needed. 

"They're out here all Winter With 
cold patch," he said. "So We Wanted 
to tiy and Work something out dur­
ing the summer." 

Gallogly said the road is "really 
rough" and that many of the con­
crete Joints are crumbling. 

In a report to city coimcil. Galy 
Word, Northville city manager, said 
repairing the intersections is 
Important because they "are in 
poor condition and particularly 
hard to maintain during the Winter 
months." 

Work should begin Within the 
month, Gallogly said, and it could 
take imtll November. 

The city requested Wayne Coun­
ty consider the project. Which will 
stretch almost all the Way fi-om the 
intersection of Eight Mile Road and 
Taft Road to Center Street. 

The project calls for about 2.900 
feet of the road be repaired through 
the intersections. The internal 
paving program of the Wayne 
County road division Will perform 
the Work and since the Jurisdiction 
of Eight Mile Road is shared 
betWeen Wayne County and Oak­
land County, each WiU share in 
one-half the cost for the Work.

.Monday nil^hi. without (iebate. the 
Kiivi City Collncll approved the settle-
nie-ni ot' a law.suit brought by former 
Nori Police Officer June .MullinLx. 

.Mullinl.\ ancd her police dog were 
arnoilg the flrsi members of tile .Novi 
Police Departments Canine Unit. At 
the lime, the police dogs and Lheir han-
(ilePii were a big deal locally, with much 
publicity attachctj. Then, life with the 
forct- soured for .VlullinLK. 

She becanle the third of three female 
officers lo file a scvual harassment suit 
agalilst the City of Non. She also 
charged the city with wage discrimina­
tion and .se.x discrimination. 

Three women, three different stories, 
ihrce legal battles. 

Of them all. MullinLx has achie'.'ed 
the largest settlement. The cit^' council 
agreed l.hat Xovl will give her $162,550. 
In return, she may not seek employ-
nleni with the city again and MullinLx, 
her husband and her attorney must 
not (discuss the case with the media. 

In .April, her case had been dismissed 
without prejudice by a federal court 
judge, which meant she had the option 
of starling the lawsuit all over again or 
reaching an accord uith the city. 

.-\voiding the press was not an issue 
when 11 came to the sexual harassment 
suits filed by her predecessors. The 
first was brought by Karen Koester, 
who was denied light dutv' by the 
department while pregnant and 
claimed that she was se-xoially harassed 
because of her condition. In 1992. the 
judgement was in Koesters favor at an 
OaJdand Count}' Circuit Court trial. 
She was awarded the small sum of 
$5,000 and attorney's fees. The City 
appealed this decision, but the Michi­
gan Supreme Court last year upheld 
the lower court's ruling and granted 
Koester a new trial. 

After the high court's (decision. 
Koester told "The Novi News" how 
embarrassing the whole incident had 
been for herself and her family. A for­
mer Novi DARE officer, she is pursuing 
a career in law enforcement elsewhere 
and said she hoped that her legal his­
tory did not follow her. 

Koester said last year that she truly 
loved her job at the Novi Police Depart­
ment, where she served for 12 years, 
but felt she was forced out because her 
peers and superiors put pressure on 

her because o.*" the lawsuit. 
Deanna Hall, who filed a similar law­

suit against the city during her preg­
nancy, briefly becanle a national media 
star. She was even photographed and 
interviewed by "People" magazine. 

After the Koester verdict, the city and 
Hall settled out-of-court. Compared to 
MullinLx's av/ard, she won a paltry 
$25,000 for herself and $45,000 for her 
lawyer 

\Vhile it's unfortunate that MullinLx 
will not have the chance, if she wishes, 
to lell her stoiy. the city is to be praised 
for not attempting to keep the settle­
ment from public knowledge. Council 
members and city officials discussed 
the case with "TTie Novi News" and 
approval of the settlement appropriate­
ly came in a public forum. 

For outsiders, it's hard to determine 
what really happened here. Were No\1 
wom.en police routinely subjected to 
harassment and discrimination on the 
job during the late 1980s and early 
1990s? Or did someone's sensiti'vities 
clash with someone else's not neces­
sarily ill-meaning insensitivlties? 

Does the fact that the city agreed to 
setUe two of these three cases amount 
to a tacit admission of guilt? Or is it 
just a good business decision to cut the 
losses and move on? 

Wliat is clear is that some good has 
come out of the disruption of these 
three women's lives, although they 
themselves will not benefit from this. 

In the wake of the Koester and Hall 
complaints. Novi drafted a new employ­
ment policy that permits pregnant 
fenlaJe emjployees or disabled employ­
ees of either sex to request temporary 
light duty assignments. 

.As another move in the right direc­
tion. Mayor Pro Tern Hugh Crawford 
said that the city sent its staff to train­
ing seminars with a focus on avoiding 
sexually harassing behavior. 

"Hopefully, this Won ' t occur any­
more." Crawford added. 

We echo Crawford's sentiments- It's 
unfortunate that it took a good deal of 
stress and suffering on the part of at 
least three women to bring the city into 
the modem era. But it appears that the 
city leaders are stepping firmly into the 
real wOrld.

This 
is the Louisiana band that has per­
formed for no less an audience than 
President Clinton. If you're not a Demo­
crat, you'l l be more impressed to leam 
that Buckwheat has been an opening 
act for Er ic Clapton. Other blues leg­
ends appearing here include Buddy 
Guy. Muddy Waters' son Big B i l l MOr-

ganfield and B.B. King's daughter.

It's only fair to give trustees and 
the committee a round of applause 
for completing their task and 
releasing a report that suggests 
that not having an accessible, on-
site manager is a detriment to the 
future of the township and its tax-
paying residents. 

The repori comes out of a study 
that was initiated by the township 

board of trustees in 1997. Fart of 
that study required input from 
township employees, many of 
whom agree that a ftill-time. on-
site manager is needed in order for 
the day-to-day operations of town­
ship government to run smoothly. 

.Neighboring NoVi has a full-time 
city manager form of government. 

The report recommends the 
township adopt an ordinance "that 
vests full authority, responsibility 
and accountability for administra­
tive operations in a ... chief execu­
tive officer." Additionally, the 
report suggests a resolution be 
adapted "that clearly defines the 
roles and responsibilities of the 
board of trustees and the chief 
executive officer." 

I would heartily agree with that 
recommendation. Because let's be 
honest here, in her position as 
assistant Wayne County Prosecu­
tor. Township supervisor Karen 
Woodside could never hope to be 
able to stay on top of eveiything 
going on in this growing township 

of ours. Not that she hasn't tried, 
mind you, but it's got to be diffi­
cult to manage the daily affairs of 
the township and juggle the 
responsibilities of her career. 

With the township growing by 
leaps and bounds we need a fuU-
time administrator managing the 
daily responsibilities. Taxpayers 
deserve have their interests safe­
guarded, their quality of life main­
tained. 

M we have to do is look to our 
neighbors to see what happens 
when affairs of local government 
aren't managed properly - roads 
fall into disrepair, the infrastruC-
ttu-e begins to crumble, and taxes 
begin to increase. 

Hopefijlly we won't get to that 
point. The report presented by the 
management committee has some 
sound and reasoned recommenda­
tions.

These days we venerate them 
as cu l tu i ^ icons — dlstinctiy 
.American events that help 
definite us as a people, that 
have become a part of our 
national identity. 
Poker ought to get equal 
billing. While no one indivldu-
al Is given credit for inventing 

the pastime, historians trace the game to New 
Orleans where it first became popular in the early-
1800s. From there it spread up ^ e Mississippi, on 
riverboats of course, and throughout the Old West 

Today there is hardly a one of us who hasn't played 
it at one time or another. 

.Ante up a dime to a hand of Seven Card Stud and 
you feel like you should be slapping the trail dust off 
your vest while pouring yoursdf a shot of rot gut Lay 
a big quarter bet drawing to an outside straight and 
it makes want to check your six shooter in case some 
varmint comes up with a flush. 

And oh. by the way, this national ritual is still Ule* 
gal in the State ofMlchigan. 

That's right Play for pennies around the kitchen 
table and you are technically in violatioa of the law. 
Throwing down nickels and dimes With your poker 
pals at your regular Saturday night home game could 
net you a misdemeanor conviction and a $500 fine. 

What kind of sense does that make i n a state hell­
bent on expanding gambling opportunities? From 
tribal casinos up norUi to three new casinos coming 
to Detroit wagering of all kinds is widely available 
here. .And the latest development is that the State 
Lottery Commission is concerned that the new;. 
Detroit gambling houses will cut into Its proceeds, so 
it is proposing new games. Unider consideration is a 
state-wide Vegas-style Eeno game, with drawiiigs 
every seven minutes throughout the d ^ . 

State Sen. David Jaye. R-WashbigtonTwp., noticed 
a siodlar discrepancy w i t f i ^ s p ^ Putting up 
$5 with a friend over ahandshake on the outcome of 
the Superbowd coidd get you in similar trouble wif l i ' 
the law. Throwing a buck into the March.Madness 

office pool technically makes you a criminal in Michi­
gan. 

Jaye proposed legislation this year to legalize such 
small wagers. Senate bills 422 and 423 would allow 
you get a little action on a sporting event, as long as 
the bet didn't exceed $5 and the potential wiimlngs 
didn't go over $1,000. 

Apparently, there are no similar advocates of 
kitchen-table card games in Lansing because no 
other bills have been offered to legalize low stakes, 
home poker gatherings. 

Even so. Jaye's Idea has been met with a collective 
yawn in the Capitol, in part because it is Jaye who's 
proposing i t But lawmakers also say they aren't 
interested because, thqr argue, putting a dollar limit 
on how big a bet has to be before it becomes illegal 
would require a periodic review to adjust the amount 
for inflation. Or they would have to install some "cost 
of living" formula in the bill to allow the betting limit 
to occasionally ratchet upward. 

Cops don't bust such low stakes games anyway, 
legislators aigue. That's not really true, considering 
police broke up a low-level poker game in Novi and a 
sports betttag party in Royal Oak Just last year. 1 pre­
dict that as M i d b i ^ residents get more used to gam­
bling, there wUl be more such incidents in the future. 
At this point cops have to dedde.what is illegal gam­
ing and what is so small that lawmakers really didn't 
intend to have officers bother with i t . 

More bizarre yet is the £act that while poker in the 
privacy of ybiir own home for ti ickds and dimes 
still tedudcally iUiegial. you can go play ttuit game in 
a casino card -room for stakes that are a lot higher. 
Poker g a m ^ requiring bets of $10 to $40 are com-
monplace in casinos. Of course the casino takesi 5 
percent of every pot. and the government gets its cut 
through taxation, or'compacts' in the case of tribal 
gandng hoiises. 

In the old days, there was another name for the guy 
who said what gambling games you could play and 
who m d e t h a t decision based on ndiether he colild 
get a cut of the action. He was refenred to as "the god-
&ther." Now It is Mldi lgan state governmdat that fiUs 
that role.

The news media 
buried It. so you prob­
ably missed "it. But to 
Michigan universities. 
It was certainly the 
most Important event 
of the year, 
I'm referring to the 
ruling of the Michigan 
Supreme Court that 
It's unconstitutional 
to apply the state's 
Open Meetings Act to 
unlVerslty governing 
boards seeking a new 
president unUl a Vote 

on a final candidate Is taken at a formal meet­
ing-

The 6-1 decision, announced last month, 
arose from a lawsuit filed in 1993 by the Detroit 
News and the Lansing State Journal against the 
Michigan State University Board of Trustees. 
The newspapers argued MSU violated the Open 
Meetings Act When it carried out a secret search 
process that Wound up seiectlng current Presi­
dent Peter McPherson. 

The Court reasoned that the Miclilgan Consti­
tution e.xphcit1y gives the power to control the 
Worldngs of universities to their respective goV-
enilng boards, not to the Legislature. The Open 
Meetings Act, however, is a creation of the Leg­
islature. Therefore, university boards are not 
required by the DMA to keep presidential 
searches open, a1 though any formal meetings to 
officiaily select a president must be open to the 
pubUc. 

The Court's key finding: "The Legislature does 
not haVe power to regulate open meetings for 
the (university) defendant in the context of pres­
idential searches, i.e.. it is institutionally unable 

to craft an open meetings act that Would not, In 
the context of a presidential selection commit­
tee, unconstitutionally infringe the governing 
board's power to supervise its institution." 

During the years I served on the University of 
Michigan Board of Regents, l was involved in 
searches for two presidents. James Duderstadt 
and Lee BoJlingen In both cases, the university 
was sued by the news meclia for violating the 
Open Meetings Act. So I've got some direct expe­
rience With this issue. 

Over the years, various DMA court rulings 
made It tough on pubiic university tioards to 
fmd good presidentlai candidates. I recall a sit­
ting university president and an excellent 
potential candidate for the U-M presidency 
telling me, "I admire your university and I'd love 
to be its president. But under no circumstances 
Will I let nly name be considered. Why? Because 
the way your Open Meetings Act has been inter­
preted makes it certain my interest will tiecome 
public. And that Would damage my presidency 
here, whether I'm selected or not." 

Michigan became known nationally in the 
higher education commuitlty as a state With a 
cra2y Open Meetings Act. Able people With uni­
versity leadership experience increasingly 
refused to let their names go forward in Michi­
gan university presidential searches. For exam­
ple, not one sitting university president allowed 
his or her name to be considered during the 
Regents' last search for a new U-M president. 

The constraints forced on lioards by the 
courts could be absurdly restrictive. During the 
Bollinger search process, memtiers of our board 
Were ordered by a circuit Judge not to interview 
candidates, check out their backgrounds With 
references or even talk informally among our­
selves without the public being present! 

The pubhc policy issues involved go far 

beyond momentary Inconvenlenre, Abk- and 
experienced unlverslly leaders arc a sc.̂ (̂'e 
resource, and compttitlon to recruit them Is 
fierce. Restrictlvely applying the OMA io presi­
dential searches systematically disadvantages 
Michigan public universities in compeiing with 
private schools for 11ard-to-find leadership ial-
ent. 

The recent Supreme Court decision resolves 
this tangled situation. University boards in 
Michigan may now conduct searches for new 
presidents in private, opening up the process to 
the public only at a last, formal board meeting 
at which a final vole is taken. Our public uni­
versities can now compete on a level playing 
field for talented and experienced education 
leaders. 

The risk, of course, is that university boards 
might now t1y to use the Court's ruling as an 
excuse for keeping secret a slew of things now 
firmly in public view. Eastern Michigan Univer­
sity, for example, announced last month that its 
search for a successor to President William 
Shelton will be entirely closed. And some 
experts are Worried that ^ e application to pub­
Uc universities of other beneficial laws — the 
Micliigan Freedom of Information Act, for exam­
ple — might be threatened. 

But, on balance, the gain for our public uni­
versities — arguably Michigan's crown Jewels -— 
far exceeds the risks.

Whether cr 
not it is reduced, it is going to cost 
NoVl taxpayers serious money. It 
Was definltdy a poor decision to 
build the coimectlons to Decker 
Itoad and keep it closed for a year 
or so. Who made that dedslon? 

Next comes the loss of the $ l . l 
million grant for the ring road 
northWest of Grand River and Novi 
Road. An autocratic attitude by dty 
management has resulted In more 
lawsuits. Yes. sir. Novl loVes law­
suits. Our dty doesn't seem to 
knoW much about negotiating. If 
newspaper accounts arc correct, 
the attempt to condemn land With-
out compe11sation Is unjust and 
i1nreasonable. What quality of legal 
service ls Novl receiving? Sectns to 
be rather poor. 

NoW Novl has ter1nlnated the 
superintendent of oi1r DPW for not 
"Worldng out to the dty admlnls-
tratlon's satlsfactlorL" That Is a 
rather broad statement. -After 
observing recent events In Novl. I 
have to fed the flrlng had as much 
to do With politics as With ability. 

NoVl Is also spending several

thousand for yet another golf 
course feasibility study. Who is 
pushing tills and why? l am an 
avid golfer, but have y et to meet a 
.golfer (With the exception of dty 
employees) Who expressed any 
affirmative interest in a municipal 
coiu-se. Is there a group of dtlzens 
requesting a course? Haven't heard 
of any. Do We need a repetition of 
the ice arena. With overly optimistic 
Income projections?

If the golf course is such a great 
idea, put it to the voters ljefore 
spending another dime for some­
thing oiity dty management tlilnks 
is necessary. Either council Is 
afraid to do tlils for fear of failure, 
or too arrogant to trust the judg­
ment of^elrcaistltucnts. 

There is a^problein WhlfiB" 
management seems to Ignore. For 
hoW many more years Will our dty 
be on an odd-eVen water restric­
tion? HoW can so many neW subdi­
visions be added If there Is a short­
age of capacity? What are the 
administration's plans to Improve 
the situation? Do they have a plan? 
Is there a design flaw in our Water 
system? Does anyone care? Other 
dtles serviced by Detroit do not 
have ordinance restrictions. This Is 
something that affects the quality 
of life In our dty. more so than a 
lack of a golf course or operating an 
Ice arena. 

When you Vote in the August 
election, you probably Will be asked 
to approVe about $2S million in 
bonds for road construction. 
Remember that the proposed road 
projects haVe been selected by the 
city administration that has 
accomplished all of the aboVe. We 
&ce possible tax liability for the Ice 
arena. You can also count on a tax 
liability because of the Judgment 
won over the Decker Road fiasco. 
Even though It may be reduced, 
you can bet it is going to cost you 
some monqr. 

Before authorizing another $28

To the Editor 
A busted ring road! 
"A road project designed and 

ready to go" stated Novl City Man­
ager Ed KrlCTgUjnaJtily 6 news-

tion officials stlD wlthdreW the 
1994 grand for almost 28 percent 
of this $4 million ring road project 
-- considered essential for easing 
trafilc congestion and improVlng 
safety in the intersection. 

Our dcVer dty coundl or dty 
administration have been sitting on 
this $1.1 million grant for five 
years. Was tills matter put on the 
back burner While they contem­
plated the devdopment of munid­
pal golf course complexes on dty 
parks? 

The implications are that this 
crudal $4 million project Was 
ddayed because dty officials need­
ed or Wanted someone else's prop­
erty - Without offering to pay for 
the land. The owners refiised to 
gve up the land the dty adtillnis-
trators dedded to go to court. 

Yet all of the expenses to engi-
neer and design this crudal por­
tion of the ring road have ticen paid 
- With taxpayers' money. And the 
lawyers handling the legal Work 
and the condemnation laWsult 
have all been paid - again With Novl 
taxpayers' money. 

So, instead of offering the prop­
erty owners a reasonable amount 
for their property, the dty coundl 
and dty adnilnlstratlon have elect­
ed to spend the taxpayers' money 
on legal fees and engineering 

expenses. 

The financial picture gets eVen 
Worst. In addition to the SI. 1 mil­
lion recelVed from the state in 
1994. the city officials also received 
$1.7 milhon in 1996 from the Novl 
taxpayers. A total of $2.8 milhon. 
including at least tliree years of 
interest (say 4 percent times $2.8 
million times three years = 
$336,000 for a grand total of $3.26 
million). 

NoW if the dty has to return the 
$1.1 milUon plus at least five years 
of interest (say 4 percent times 
$1.1 million times five years = 
$220,000 for a grand total of $1.32 
million). 

But Mr. ltoeWall is not worried. 
In the Jtlly 8 "Novl News" artlde he 
is quoted as saying. "The road Will 
hdp solve tlie (traffic) congestion 
problem... But should the city not 
get Its grant, the dty could issue 
bonds to pay for the project.." 

Do they realize how foolish it 
looks to the Novl residents and tax­
payers when they plan to ask foi-
over $28.5 million In additional 
taxes while they forfdt a state of 
Michigan grant of $1.1 million (or 
$1.32 million)? 

ls this the Way tliis city' cotmcil 
and dty administration would han­
dle the proposed $28.5 million road 
bond Issue? Time, respect for tax­
payers' money, and conducting 
etliical arid proper business prac­
tices do not seem to matter With 
these elected and appointed offl-
dals. 

Yet, in less than a year, a signifi­
cant amount of Novl taxpayers' 
money Was quickly spent to con­
struct a semi-private road (Pork 
Barrd Avenue No. VI) - and Install 
a traffic light on a county load, for 
the Novl Ice Arena, the priVatdy 
oWned Sports Arena, and some 
other deVeloper-oWned parcds.

It's a question of fairness to busi­
nesses, according to State Rep, 
Robert Gossclln, R-Troy. He does­
n't Want a firm to move Into a 
Michigan community only to find 
out that some obscure local ordi­
nance Would restrict, hamper or 
even outright ban the enterprise. 

He says his proposed "regulatory 
-responslblllty' legislation. House 
Bill 4777, Would not overrule land 
use or zoning rules made by 
municipalities. Rather, he con-
tends, he ls simply attempting to 
restore the traditional dlVlsion 
between the regulatory authority of 
cities and the state. 

The tradition in Michigan is 
home rule," responded Dan 
Gilmartln, Director of State and 
Federal Aiialrs for the Michigan 
Municipal league. He is concerned 
that as written, the bill could pro-
hlblt residents fi»m adopting rules 
to. their own towns regarding the 
way businesses operate. 

Examples of the types of ordi­
nances that might fall by the Way-

side are restrictions on home busi­
nesses and local Wetlands regula­
tions, according to Glllmariln, laws 
that are common among Michigan 
communities. 

The two are scheduled to meet 
late this Week to see If thqr can iron 
out their differences. Gosselln said 
he Would like to have the support 
of the Michigan Munidpal L^igue 
when the.bill comes up for consid­
eration in the'House this fall. He 
said he is willing to make adjust­
ments to the proposal in order to 
get the Munidpal League's agree­
ment 

Gilmartln too said he will enter 
the discussions with *an open 
mind." But It is likely to be a° tough 
selL 

"Our concern is Its impact on 
home rule. We feel strongly It Is 
best to make the decisions about 
hoW a comqiunlty should be run 
closer to home. It Is best for the 
community to make those ded-
sions, rather than a one-slze-flts-
all approach' by the state," 
Gilmartln said. 

"It Is clear that firms looking to 
locate in Michigan will be repelled 

by a patchWork of competing regu­
latory schemes," Gosselln said. "All 
the tax cuts and state regukitoiy 
reform Will be for naught if busi­
ness shuns Michigan as a 'Bosnia' 
of competing, overlapping and 
duplicative regulations.' 

Gosselln said his bill would take 
nothing away fi'om local govern­
ments. Just prevent them fi'om 
passing ordiilances on subjects 
traditionally covered by the state. 

"I'm not tiylng to intrude on their 
authority. I'm Just trying to define 
What is the area for local regulation 
and What is traditionally the juris­
diction of the state." Goisselin said.. 
"We wouldn't allow a city to, say, 
adopt the death penalty. That's a 
dedslon for the state." 

The representative dted two local 
ordinances he believes crossed the 
line from a local responsibility to 
the jilrlsdlctioii of the state govern­
ment — Marquette's recent total 
ban of smoking in restauiants and 
'living wage" 'ordinances approved 
in Detroit and Ypsllanti. In Detroit 
voters approved a proposal in 1998 
to require businesses to pay a wage 
of $8.27 per hour with health ben­
efits or $10.33 per hour without 

As introduced. House Bill 4777 
states that, "A local unit of govern­
ment shall not enact an ordinance 
... that... regulates in any maimer 
subject matter that is described by 
state or federal law (or) duplicates, 
extends, revises, or regulates in 
any manner the provisions or sub­
ject matter of a state or federal 
law." 

That's a broad sWeep. according 
to Gilmartln. and could Impact any 
number of local ordinances.' One 
example invoIVes Wetlands. The 
state regulates Wedands of five 
acres or laiger through the Depart­
ment of Environmental Quality. 
Many conlmunities haVe adopted 
ordinances extending protection to 
Wetlands under fiVe acres. 

However, an aide to Gosselln said 
the Intent is to change tlie bill to 
specifically name those subject 
areas for Which local governments 
could not adopt ordinances. 
Munidpalitles Would then be btt 
to regulate areas not specifically 
named In the legislation.

The Novi City Council approved 
on Monday night the language to 
be' placed on the November ballot 
for the 1999 road bond proposal. 

After learning hoW a request by 
council raeinbers to list each road 
project in detail on the ba11ot would 
restrict the city, they voted unani­
mously for a shorter ballot ques­
tion. 

The proposal will read: "Shall the 
City of Novi. County of OaMand. 
.Michigan, borrow the princlpad 
sum of not to exceed Twenty-Eight 
Million Five Hundred Thousand 
Dollars ($28,500,000) and issue its 
general obligation unllitilted tax 
bonds therefore, for the purpose of 
defraying the City's share of the 
cost of paving, repaying, repalilng. 
Widening and improving new and 
existing bridges, streets and high-
Ways Within the City, including 
necessa1y rights of Way. sldeWalks. 
bicycle paths, traffic slgnallzation. 
curbs and gutters and proper 
drainage facilities therefore?" 

In order to proVlde more infor­
mation to the public about thie 
bond, the council originally 
expressed interest In listing each 
road to be Improved by tliis bond 
on the ballot. 

HoWeVer. City Manager Ed 
• lOleWall convinced the council lan­

guage such as this Would be too 
restrictlVe to the city, cspeclaltylf a 
federal or state grant Were to tie 
presented to the city for road 
improvements and this grant 
required some funding by the city.

The difference in the facade of 
the building is a matter of taste 
and style. The surrounding build­
ings are more contemporary, while 
the new hotel has a more tradition­
al look. 

Churella added t.hat ultimately." 
it should be a good mix." he went 
further to say that." nobody from 
Turnberry has anything to say 

about it." This is in reference to 
those livlnfi in the up-scale subdi­
vision near-by. 

.another plan that was given 
unanimous approval was the Prov­
idence Park P'.-xi-j. This project is 
located at the northwest corner of 
Beck Road and Grand River 
Avenue. It is expected that there 

will be a new Kroger, a gas sta­
tion/convenience store with auto 
car Wash, and a possible Home 
Depot. 

Similar developments near Eight 
Mile Road had previously been 
denied. Churella attributed the 
difference this time to , "200 people 
didn't want the one on Eight Mile." 

Last summer, a Kroger proposed 
for Eight Mile and Beck road was 
su-ongly opposed by a coalition of 
Novi and Northvilie residents. 

Churella added." It's about what 
the community wants." Further­
more he explained that the differ­
ence also lies in the fact that this 
development is In a highly commer­
cial as opposed to residential area. 

Churella pointed out that the gas 
stadon is going to be a state-of-lhe-
an facility and also "very attrac-
dve." 

Along with the new stores comes 
more road construction. Grand 
River will be expanded to five lanes, 
as well as Beck Road. 

Finally, the planning commission 
were all in agreement on the Town 
Center expansion. This project is 
located al the northwest corner of 
Now Road and Grand River Avenue 
In Novi Town Center Here there 
will be a new restaurant and retail 
building. 

Churella said that currendy this 
area is just weeds, so building the 
buildings there will be ,"very desir­
able to look at." 

There •will also be an additional 
lane put In at the nearby car wash 
to Improve Lhe car stacking prob­
lem.

U n i v e r s i t y of ."Vlichlgan 
researchers are helping children 
uith asthma learn to breathe easi­
er about the disease. 

.Alarmed by the rising rates of 
asthma among children living in 
i nne r c i t ies , educators and 
researchers from the U-.M School 
of P u b l i c Heal th are teach ing 
Detroit youngsters ways to manage 
Lheir asthma. Researchers also are 
educating parents and teachers 
about the chronic disease, which 
typically begins in childhood. 

Few things are as frightening to 
children and their parents as an 
asthma attack. The wheezing and 
coughing of an asthmatic child is 
the result of obstructed air tubes 
in the lungs. Air poIIuUon. tobacco 
smoke, humidi ty and allergens 
such as pollen or dust all can trig­
ger asthma. 

UTiile there is no cure for asth­
ma, it can be managed with medi­
cations, most often inhalants that 
relax the airway muscles. 

""Many parents don't under­
stand the benchmark of good asth­
ma care. A lot of children live ui th 
wheezing because families think 
this is normal in asthma." says 
IS'oreen Clark Ph.D., dean of the 
School of Public Health. "In fact, 
any child with asthma should be 
able to be put on a clinical regimen 
that will control the wheezing, the 
coughing or the other sv-mptoms. 

"Children ui th asthma should be 
able to lead normal lives. They 
should sleep through the night and 
they shou ld engage in n o r m a l 
physical activity. To achieve that, it 
takes a very good re la t ionsh ip 
between the family and the physi­
cian. 'she adds. 

That's where the U-M Open -•Air­
ways for Schools Program enters 
tJhe picture. On-site Workers are in 
14 Detroit public schools to help 
children - along with their parents, 
teachers, principals and doctors -
learn about asthma and how to 
manage it. 

Asthma rales among children In 
inner cities have Jumped up to as 
m u c h as 20 percent i n recent 
years. Clark says. Chronic illness­
es due to asthma are the No. I rea­
son children miss school, wilh up 
to 10 million school days lost every 
year. 

"Low-income, inner-city, minori­
ty c o m m u n i t i e s reflect these 
alarmingly high rates of asthma 
and. quite frankly, we don't know 
why." she says. 

The National Heart. Lung, and 
Blood Institute (.N'HLBI) has idenU-
fied a number of factors leading to 
the growing increase In asthma 
among inner-city children. .VHLBI. 
which has conducted numerous 
studies of asthma in young people, 
points to e.xposure to cigarette 
smoke, lack of access to medical 
care, poor housing and exposure to 
cockroach allergens as causes of 
asthina in children. 

The U-.M team members are 
teaching children to understand 
what happens during an asthma 
attack- Youngsters also talk about 
their asthma with other children 
with the illness. 

"So for many children i f s the 
first time they realize they're not 
the only one ui th the problem. Or 
thej'Ye not the only one feeling this 
way about having the problem." 
Clark says. ' A n d that i n and of 
itself is wonderful for these chi l ­
dren." 

The education process carried 
out by U-M researchers is touching 
rilany. Principals and school per­
sonnel are learning about building 
conditions that might be improVed 
to reduce asthma attac1(s. Parents 
receive materials about helping 
their chi ld manage the disease. 
Teachers learn about asthma and 
how it affects children's learning. 

"By educating the child and edu­
cating eveiybody in their World, We 
think We can make a real differ­
ence i n both t ry ing to reduce 
s}Tnptoms and helping the kids be 

able to go to .school and do belter 
in school." says Lise Anderson, 
program coordinator for the Part­
nership to Control Asthma i n Pub­
lic Schools (a U - M program in 
Detroit). 

"They feel better about their 
asthma. They feel like they know 
what to do, "They fee! more in con-
uol of it. They're not so scared of 
their asthma, like when are they 
going to have the next a t tack. 
That's what we're looking for." she 
says. 

Facts About Asthma and Ch i l ­
dren: 

• Asthma is the leading cause of 
school absenteeism due to chronic 
illness. Ten million school days are 
lost every year to asthma. 

• Asthma affects more than 14 
million Americans, including 4 mil­
lion children 14 and under. 

• Asthma is more prevalent in 
black children than white children. 

• Asthma-related deaths in peo­
ple 25 and under increased 118 
percent between 1980 and 1993. 

• While there is no cure for asth­
ma, it can be treated With medica­
tion and good management by the 
patient and family.

If Buddy G u y typifies the icy 
north Chicago blues, then Buck­
wheat Zydeco is the firecracker. 
finger-poppiI1" t radi t ion of the 
s o u t h . Zydeco is bo rn out of 
sou the rn Lou i s i ana ' s F rench-
speaking Creole' accordion-led 
(dance music. N'ow this is not vour 

typical wedding style accordion 
polkas music. Instead it is a spicy 
fast-paced, herky- jerky ride 
through an amalgam of blues, 
rockabilly, country and an ele­
ment that call only be described as 
the spirit of pure zydeco. 

Stanley "Buckwheat" Dural. has 

had a long and varied inusical 
career. At the onset he would be 
found playing piano and organ in 
loca l bands around southeas t 
Louisiana. Throughout the 1970"s 
he dabbled in funk music in the 
bands The Hitchhikers and the lis 
Sont Partis Band. By the early 

90's Dural was ready to return lo 
h is roots . In 1990. he formed 
Buckwheat Zydeco. signed with 
Island Records and the rest Is his-
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The four time Grammy Award 
nominees, have been called. " one 
of the greatest party bands in 
America." Their brand of frenzied 
fun has earned them tours With 
U2 and Eric Clapton. They will be 
at Bluesfest Saturday night. Their 
show begins at 11:30 and tickets 
are $15. 

Then there is the blues that 
spans the map. Big Bill Morgan-
field's mus ic has World weary 
sound of the north mixed with the 
sultry smoky vocals found in the 
south. Though the name Morgan-
field may not ring any bells, his 
Dad Muddy Waters should Jog a 
memory or two. Big Bill Morgan-
field's music has been described 
as "hard edged " and "passionate" 
and has veiy often been compared 
to his late father's Work. However, 
he has not planned a trip on his 
fathers coat tails just yet. He has 
been known to say," It's pretty 
easy to copy something, so I didn't 
Want to j u s t re ly on that." 
"Instead," Morganfield sa id . " I 
r ea l ly want to exemplify my 
daddy's music through my Writ-
ings." 

His passion for Writing almost 
took him on a different career 
path. In college he studied Enghsh 
and even had a job as an English 

teacher. However, when his father 
died in 1983. Morganfleld decided 
to." dedicate his life to music." He 
has said of his decision." Everyone 
else was doing a tribute to him. 
and I thought it would be good for 
his son to do one. as well." 

Currently. Morganfield has com­
pleted h is first a lbum, set for 
release this year. Some of IWuddy 
Waters old band mates are also 
contributing to the album. 

Big Bill Morganfield will be per­
forming on Sunday at the Blues­
fest at 9:45. He will be joined by 
Pinetop Perkins and Steady Rollin 
Bob Margolin. 

Tickets are S5.00. 

Some of the other performers at 
the Bluesfest include B E King's 
daughter. Chicago's diva. Shirley 
King on Thursday night. Also per­
forming that night is the Jump 
blues and swing man. Big Rude 
Jake. Later on in the weekend. Bill

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B u t l e r has been to motorcycle 
r a l l y s t h r o u g h o u t t h e eas t e rn 
United States, taking h im dirough 
mountains and flat lands , while 
r i d i n g i n every form of weather 
Grom sunshine to hail. , . 

He added, while enjoying many 
of these r ides, he has stayed i n 
some o f the worst "dives" In the 
Uni ted -States. Motorcycle rides 

travel un t i l they get tired, many 
t imes four s t a r hotels a re not 
around, he said. 

"In one I didn't even sleep In the 
sheets and I got out my sleeping 
bag," Butler chuckled. 

But, he. has been to some 'very 
Interesting events on his travels. 
They have even taken h lm to Stur- . 
gls . Sou th Dakota , home of the 

largest Harley Davidson motorcy­
cle ra11y in the World. 

The ra l ly attracts motorcyclist 
from a l l over the World, B u t l e r 
said. 

"People even fly there bikes i n 
from Europe to ride them there." 
he said. 

Th i s week, B u t l e r took some 
t ime off f rom Work to a t t end 
another rally i n Greenville, South 
Carol ina . The trip Will take h i m 
throughout the moimtainous land­
scape of the Virginias. 

"I think what I like most (about 
the rallys) Is the people you meeL 
People come right up and talk to 
y o u about your motorcycle," he 
said. 

•While he speaks highly of the 
feeling of riding a motorcycle. But­
ler also cautions people about the 
hazards. Most of the danger comes 
not from the rider's ablllly to ride.' 
but from the sufrotindlng trafOic. 

"As a police officer I Work wi th 
accidents more and eveiyone In an 
accident wi th a motorcycle says 
t h ^ didn't see (the.motonycllst)." 
he said. 

Because of this, Butler strongly 
suggests a l l motorcycle riders take 
a r i de r ' s safe ly c lass . He. even 
retakes the class every two years 

as a refresher course. 
"Statistically, you Will see since 

these classes started motorcycle 
• accidents are on the decline. B u t 

that doesn't keep the guy not look­
ing at you from running you over," 
he said. 

Willie Butler has never been In 
an accident, he said he has fallen 
over on his bike before. 

"Most everybody that rides a 
motorcycle sooner or later falls 
down." he added. 

A s for the fu ture of B u t l e r ' s 
hobby, he said he really doesn't 
see an end. He pointed out a mem­
ber of his club who i s 72-years-old 
and puts more miles on his bike In 
a year than Butler docs. 

Because of th i s e lder r ider ' s 
inspiring example, Butler predicts 
he Will probably have at least 2 5 
more years of r iding before he puts 
his bike out to pasture. 

While he holds these ^ c c t a -
tlons for riding .Into h is old age, 
B u t l e f ' s d r eam i s to have the 
chance to combine his hobby and 
his job. 

"I Would love to be a motorcycle 
cop. B u t as a l i eu tenan t , I

Be advised — if it's just music 
you want, you won't get it in Dustv 
Rliodes. 

But if it's entertainment that 
you're looking for. the transplanted 
Michigan folk singer is probably 
right up your alley. 

Rhodes u1ll be one of the partici­
pants in douTitown .\'oah\ille's free 
suInmer concerts this weekend. 
He ' l l share the stage with 
.N'orthville computer techie Jack 
Rousch. 

Rhodes said, he'll be doing the 
sort of performance he'd want to 
see if he was the one in the crowd. 

"The shows 1 like the best are 
Ihe ones where you reach out to 
the audience and really interact 
with them." he said Friday. "I real­
ly like to put on a show. 1 often tell 
people I'm an entertainer first and 
a musician second." 

That's Iiot to say that his music 
is second-rate. Rhodes said he 
describes his music as extremely 
varied, though its foundations are 
In folk. A big part of that comes 
from his growing up in the late 
1960s. during Airerica's period of 
social upheaval. 

"The songs weren't Just a pas­
time or a hobby back then. They 
were making a political statement." 
Erodes said. 

His father's ambition as an ama­
teur opera s inger represented 
another Influence In his life. And 
though Rhodes readily admitted he 
wouldn't be jumping on The Three 
Tenors tour anytime s(x)n. he did 
say that he tries his hand at the 
theatrical Voice from Ume to time. 

"I'm rea l ly d ivers i f ied i n the 
sounds I try out." he sa id . "My 
repertoire is rather eclectic. I'd 
say." 

Rhodes plays banjo, flute, har­
monica, and guitar, botli foDt and 
classlca1-sty1e. He's also fluent In 
German. French. Spanish and Ital­
i a n , a n d uses those foreign 
tongues from time to time i n his 
songs. 

Mix those elements together, and 
Rhodes sa ld he ' l l play anything 
from blues, to jazz to shoWtunes. 
And folk, of course.
