Like all aspirations, the initial 
vision was just a dream. 

A dream of a thrlVlng downtown 
area filled with offices, restau­
rants, retail establishments and 
people. 

.Now the dream has become a 
reality. Main Street Novi. a $150 
to $200 million development, is 
standing tall and many stores 
have opened or are on the Verge of 
opening. 

As in a11 dreams, creating the 
reality was not easy. B u t with the 
help of three architects, the Vision 
Was designed and the structure 
now dominates NoVi's downtown 
landscape. 

Greg Eitleman of Greg EiUeman 
Design, Inc. based in Femdale 
and Charles E . Fosse and William 
J . Eland of Wah Yee Associates 
Architects and Planners located In 
Farmington Hills, are three of the 
architects who helped design the 
Main Street NoVl plans. 

"We designed the downtown 
(Main Street Novi) to haVe an old-
feshioned feeling of many Midwest-
em downtowns.' Eitleman said. 

"When all the phases are com­
pleted, the downtown should haVe 
an intimate street scene." 

Eitleman recelVed his a rch i ­
tecture degree from North Car­
ol ina State Universi ty and 
attended the Cranbrook Acade­
my of .Art. He has designed 
Flood's Bar and Grille in Detroit 
and the restaurant ZOOPJ i n 
Farmington Hi l l s . 

He is responsible for the exteri­
or concept of Main Street while 
Eland and Fosse developed the 
interior structure and retail plan­
ning of the doWntoWn project for 
developers Evergreen III. 

Elanti. Vice-president of archi­
tecture for Wah Yee .Associates, 
recdved his architecture degree 
from Lawrence Institute of Tech­
nology. .Along With Main Street 
Novi. Eland Worked as project 
architect on more than 15 differ­
ent mall developments expansions 
and renoVatio11s. 

According to the architects, the 
plans were Introduced to them in 
1993 and it took them about a 
year to complete the designs.

A proposal to Oie Novl School 
Board plus tlie need for upidated 
iriathcmatical teaclilng equals new 
math books and a new iriatli class 
adignment for Novi Middle Schiool 
students next year. 

Middle scliool maUi teacher 
Michelle Galeclta on May 20 asked 
the school board to bijy the new 
books for students and review the 
current teaclilng methods. 

Galeclca said the math book now 
being used by middle school stu­
dents is out-of-print and does not 
allow teachers to bring new Jeam-
liig tools to the classroom. 

•Today's math teachers perceive 
technology, liigher order thinlcing. 
deep Jmowledge. substantive con­
versation, connections to the 
world, literacy and process as fun­
damental to students learning." 
she said. 

-The current math book does not 
include these." 

Middle school teachers are eval­
uating their mathematical teaclilng 
plillosophy to allow all mathemati­
cal topics, such as algebra and 
geometry, to he taught as cormec-
tive, GaJecIca said, while doing 
tills, they also want to link other 
subjects, such as sclence. social 
studies and the arts, with math to 
pique interest levels. 

Galeclca said the book "Passport 
to .Algebra and Geometry." pub­
lished tllis year by McDougal Little, 
will meet all of these needs. 

wliile getting all of this from one 
boolt. teachers in the middle school 
will also find tJiis the textlsook is 
diverse enough to teach students of 
all math sldlls. she added. 

Thus will be done by realigning 
the math classes, starting at sev­
enth grade and using just one book 
for tioth seventh and eighth grade 
math classes. 

Students In seventh grade wrlU lie 
split, according to their math skills, 
into either "Math A" class or "Math 
AB." Students in Math A will leam 
from the first seven cJiaptcrs of the 
Passport lxiok. whiile students in 
Math .AB -will leam the first 14 
cliaptcrs. 

Eighth grade math classes will 
also cliange alignment. Students 
•who were In Math A ki seventh 
grade vvill move to "Math B" in 
eighth grade. There, thqr will stucty 
chapters eight tlirough 14 of the 
same Passport lxrolc 
>^udenti>..jwbo.vverî .lxi.,;:Ma.th. AB 
ln s«rvaitii"'grade wlll'ItJe moved up 
to an .Algebra dass In d ^ t h grade. 
Pre-algebra class will be ptiased 
out. Caleclca said. 

"This one tcxtlx>ok would more 
than adequately prepare students." 
she said. 

Galecka explained 'tliat students 
who discover they are in the -wrong 
math class for their sltills can be 
switched. If a seventh grade stu­
dent in Math .AB is learning at a 
slower rate than clafinrnatrft. that 
student can be transferred to Math 
B when they enter eighth grade. 

Seventh grade students are 
placed in the appropriate math 
class tiased on recotrunendatloas 
from math teachers at the elemen­
tary schools, their study sldlls and 
grasp of mathematics. 

Since tills is a new approach to 
teaclilng math to students. Calec­
lca stressed math teachers will con­
tinually be studying the program 
and listening to student inpuL 

Novi school board members 
agreed this new look at Middle 
School math classes la promising 
and many memticrs liked the Idea 
of Integrating other topics with 
TnatH. 

"I think It Is going to be veiy suc-
cessfuL This book has so much eye 
appeal." said Board Vice President 
Julie Abrams.

Then, 
depending on Congress' schedule, 
he Would go to the "Cloak Room" at 
the Capital.

For Jones it

issue. "When you lie to your nation 
and lie to your people that's got to 
hold some Weight..-. I felt that it 
Was very good that he Was 
impeached." he said. 

Though he said that it Is now 
taboo to speak of the impeachment 
in and among the Congress, while 
It was going on there was plenty of 
talk to Which he Was privy. With 
his job in the cloak room, there 
Were several occasions When he 
heard ihe phrase " I can't say any 
more information." However. Very 
often members of Congress did say 
more. 

There were some things that 
Jones could not comment on. but 
he did say that he -iras told things 
such as certain pieces of key evi­
dence in the Impeachment trial. 

"Jane Doe #5 was a big RepubU-
can secret and the pages in the 
cloak room knew about it before 
eveiyoile." Jones said. 

She was the Witness Who a11eged 
that President Clinton had raped 
her several years ago. 

Furthermore. Jones Was Wise to 
the fact that there Were several 

members of Congress that did not 
approve of President Clinton's 
cliolce to bomb Iraq. .According lo 
Jones, much of Congress thought 
It was a ploy to divert attention 
from and delay the start of the 
Impeachment trial. He went on to 
say that ."Congress was upset he 
was doing this and Trent Lett came

Jones Was i n charge of canying 
the War resolution to the House. He 
said that after the vote came as a 
tie, there Was chaos on the floor. 

"Members started yelling and 
throwing things," he said. 

"The chair had an interesting 
time calming them down. 1 was just 
back there laughing." 

For al l his intelligence and 
charm beyond his years. Adam 
Jones is still a k id . He delights In 
the fact that When he and several 
other pages were invited to the 
NATO SOth anniversary ceremony, 
he stole English Prime Minister 
Tony Blair's name tag and pro­
gram. 

This is not even lo mention the 
time a resolution was not signed 
and thus was deeme'd invalid and 
thrown away. Jones fished 
through the trash to find it. 

"It's a piece of history." he said 
with a grin in his defense. 

For now. Adam Jones' political 
aspirations arc on hold for a year 
This fall he will be a senior at 
Northville High School and his goal 
is to Just " live through senior 
year." His biggest hurdle, he says, 
will be. "not being able to go where 
I want to for lunch." 

Though he must set aside his 
year in the hallowed halls of 
Congress for the hallowed halls of 
NHS. he does have veiy definite 
plans for a political future. 

" I'd love to be in politics some­
where. Being in Washington 
cemented that for me." Jones said. 

The selling point for him came 
from hearing the members of 
Congress debate. 

" That these guys can say just a 
few words and effect the lives of 
millions of people drastically., .with 
just a few words." he explained. 

He plans to have a sort of family 
values platform that Was influ­
enced by the incident at 
Columbine. He has his own spin 
on the Colorado teens charged with 
the killings. 

"These are hollow people, 
because they don't eat dinner with 
their family, because parents don't 
IcnoW their kids, and 1 think tllat's 
What we need to focus on before we 
can effectively start a gun debate." 
Jones said. 

.As far as his dreams of running 
for president i n the future he 
chuckles and said." the presidency 
is really a pipe dream for me." He 
did, however mention what he 
believes a president should be. 

"We need a president Who can 
speak to us about idealism and 
speak to us about etJiics and We 
Won't laugh about it." he explained.

NorthViUe school dlstrtct authorlUfts pushed con-
structlon of the new NorthVllle High Schiwl into high 
gear Thursday, adding as many as 100 new Workers to 
the project. 

Assistant superintendent for Instructional services 
DaVe Bolltho said the new faces Were needed In an 
attempt to get the project back on schedule. At pre-
sent, the high school project Is some nine Weeks 
behind Where It should be. 

Those extra bodies, Bolltho said, spent the last sev­
eral days pouring concrete In several areas throughout 
the building. He sald the corridors on the seci^d floor 
of the building have been poured except for the hall­
ways outside the theater. The swimming pool floor has 
also been poured, as has the theater stage, he said. 

With a good portion of the concrete work completed 
on the interior, Bolltho said lt Was now possible to 
moVe ahead and begin calling In dfyWallers. plumbers 
and electricians to construct tl1e Walls for classrooms. 

The academic portions of the bulldinfi were of primarj-
ljnportance. he said. 

"We have to have the classrooms ready for that Aug. 
1 move-In date." Bolltho said. 

Also on the horizon for the project. Bolitho said, is 
the awarding of bids for carpeting and resilient tile in 
the building. 

"Those are two fairly substantial bids we're talking 
about." Bolltho said. "They're very important compo­
nents to the project." 

Carpeting Will be installed In the hallivays, resilient 
tile ln science labs, and porcelain tile in the "Main 
Street" portion of the building — a glass-enclosed cor­
ridor spanning from the western side of the high 
school into the cafeteria. 

The project is being funded by a multi-million bond 
Issue approved by Northville voters, which not only 
covered the cost of the high school, but also capital 
improvements to many of the other buildings in the 
district.

Continued from I 
beginning ol'the projeci in 1993. 

According io Novi Parks and 
Rfcrcalion Deparlmcnl Direclor 
Dan Davis. Seyler was basically 
involved wilh the Ice Arena project 
since 1993. He said proposals were 
requested by the city for the project 
and five of six proposals were 
received. 

Da\is said Seyler's proposal was 
the only one that Included design, 
construction and management of 
the facility, something sought by 
ihe city. Seyler's only drawback, at 
the time. Davis added, was that he 
did not have any cx-perience in 
managing an ice arena. 

"Even though this particular per­
son did not have any e.xperience in 
managing an Ice area (we hired 
him)?Ve didn't go out and look at 
someone with e.icper1ence?." asked 
Council Member Laura Lorenzo. 

Daws responded, saying the city 
was looking for someone that could 
give them the "full package." He 
said Seyler was checked oul and 
one of the provisions of the con­
tract With him gave the city the 
right to reject his management 
contract. 

Council members also ques-

iioned letters Seyler had sent to 
Davis in February and March 1998 
informing him of potential prob­
lems with the revenue the ice arena 
was bringing in and suggesting 
ways to improve it. 

Davis said he did not forward the 
letters to the council or City Man­
ager Ed Kriewall because they were 
management concerns that could 
be handled by Conlmunity Clubs. 

Community Clubs trustees 
looked at the letters and deter­
mined Seyler's concerns were prob­
lems that could be dealt with on an' 
annual basis and decided to stick 
with Seyler's original business 
plan. Davis said. 

One of the problems Seyler 
pointed out In his March 16 letter 
to Davis was the ice time given to 
No\i Youth Hockey. He suggested 
its allotted 92 hlours per week, 
could be svv1tdle<:1 to 72 hours to 
make better revenue for the area. 

Pointing to this. Lorenzo said she 
saw this as an adjustment of 
Seyler's business plan. "I stand by 
the decision to terminate his con­
tract. (Seyler) didn't have the expe­
rience to run this operation and he 
proved It from the past year. How­
eVer, this Issue of greatest concern

is we had a group of very dedicated 
volunteers basically second-guess­
ing management." she said. 

Davis answered that this was not 
the case. He said Community 
Clubs was only overseeing the 
operations of the management and 
making sure Seyler kept to his orig­
inal business plan. 

Seyler's original business plan 
was submitted in 1996. 

Parks and Recreation Commis­
sioner Robert Shaw, who sits on 
the Community Clubs board, fur­
ther defended the group's actions, 
saying Seyler's letter Was only pre­
dicting problems in the future. 

"We Were just sticking with his 
original business plan. We were not 
overriding him." he said. 

Community Clubs Trustee Gra­
ham Ward further said Community 
Clubs" position With the Ice Arena 
was originally designed to be more 

active in the management of Ihe 
facility. But this role changed to 
more of an advisory board before 
the arena opened. 

"One of the reasons we are here 
is to act as a buffer between citi­
zens and city council." Shaw said. 

By being a "buffer" Community 
Clubs settles disputes between 
issues such as ice time allocations, 
how many hockey teams are based 
at the arena, logos for those teams 
and making sure the interests of 
the city residents are met by a var­
ied programming. 

But Council Member Craig 
DeRoche pointed out the frustra­
tion lies not in Community Club's 
role as a "buffer", but In the deci­
sion to not change the business 
plan. 

"•When you get a business plan in 
business that's fine and good, but 
when you manage you have to 

adapl iiiifi clianRi'." he said. 
DeRoche said Seyler was looking 

al the ;ireila in terms of making 
money and paying back its debts, 
not in terms ol making sure partic­
ular group's interests arc satislIcd. 

"1 guarantee this council is going 
io take action on this if this contin­
ues lo happen." DeRoche said. 

Schmid agreetl and said to Com­
munity Clubs trustees and Davis: 
"You need to change by hours, not 
days." 

He added that Seyler's sugges­
tions should have been looked into 
a while back and implementeid if 
they had validity. 

Council Member Kathleen Mutch 
disagreed with DeRoche and 
Schmid. saying Novi resident's 
interests should come first, before 
the money question. 

"Of course We want to make 
money. But. I'm sorry. If there is no 
room for residents in a program, 
the people of this community 
would be outraged and rightly so," 
she said. 

Mayor McLallen stopped the 
debate, saying the issue of dys­
functional management has been 
curtailed and now the biggest issue 
the council should be looking at Is 

making the arena successful. 
She said this can be done by 

improving communication among 
of all those involved, enhancing the 
marketing for the arena and hiring 
a new management firm, quickly. 

"All is not lost, this is a good 
facility," she said. 

According to Davis, four firms 
have submitted proposals to take 
over management of the Ice Arena. 
He said Community Clubs is look­
ing favorably at two of them. 

These firms are: Suburban 
Hockey out of Farmington Hills 
and JRB Management out of Ann 
Arbor. Davis stressed the door has 
not been closed on the search and 
he is looking for more proposals. 

Community Clubs is expected to 
bring an recommendation for a 
new management company to City 
Council in, the next two Weeks.

To each officer. What is reason­
able and prudent may differ Lieu­
tenant Tim McNamara of the Novi 
City Police Department said he has 

I a two-second rule of thumb in nor-
; mal driwng conditions. 

"If people are worried about tail-
gating another vehicle, find an 
inanimate object along the road­

side and begin counting when you 
see the car in front of you pass it." 
he said. 

"If two seconds pass before you 
reach the object, you should be 
fine. In poor weather conditions, 
up the time to four seconds." 

Snider said that although there's 
no clear-cut rule of thumb to tail-
gating, he allows one car length of 
distance for every 10 miles per 
hour that your vehicle is traveling, 
under dty conditions. 

"NoW 1 know that's not alWays 
pracUcal. just go out to 1-275 at 5 
p.m. and see if that happens." 
Snider said. 

Both McNamara and Snider 
agreed that they haven't seen an 
increase in the number of problems 
because of the current construc­
tion throughout Northville and 
Novl. 

"A lot of people like to blame it on 
the construction, but it hasn't made 
it any Worse." McNamara said. 

"You mainly see it at the rush 
hours in the morning and after­
noon. We are all In a hurry these 
days and people always have 
something on their plates. 

"How many people do you see 
driving around with car 
phones?" 

McNamara said tallgating can 
sometimes lead to a bigger prob­
lem, road rage. 

"It's Irritating. It drives you 
crazy." he said. 

"If you see sonieone come right 
up on you and get right on your 
bumper, just move aside. You have 
io allow a safe distance betWeen 
you and the next car. especially at 
the busy times of the day." 

Following too closely is a mis­
demeanor punishable With a fine 
of up to $80 and two points. But 
it's the possible cost of repairs 
to a damaged bumper or front 
end Which should leave people 
WOrrJ'Ing. 

Doug Lyon, co-owner of C. 
Harold Bloom Insurance Agency in 
downtown Northville. said the aver­
age claim for a rear-end accident is

•Novi's dream of having its own 
downtouTi IS quickly coming true. 

J i i i i Chen, head of the project's 
(levelopiiient group Evergreen i l l . 
said several retail and restaurants 
;irr ready to come into the current 
buildiiigs. Grand opening should 
begin soon arid last until the end of 
the year. 

"In order lo meet the Christmas 
shopping sciison we will dis­
cussing Willi the Building Depart­
ment how to help each olher to 
m;ike the tenants build-out com­
plete." he said. 

Chen said the .Main Strc-ei de\-el-
opment came out of his desire to 
find a project that could make a 
profit and do something meaning­
ful. 

"We had a few other choices, but 
making a dou.-ntown would be very 
interesting. Nobody's done it 
before." he said. 

Chen said he approached City 
Council to lake on the project in 
1994, The project was presented by 
the city to other developers in the 
past, but se\-eral baciced out. 

However. Chen said even with 
the possibility of a slow economy 
facing him. the time was right 
because the economy was bound to 
turn around. Added to that, inter­
est rates were very loiv. Because 
Chen's business was new and 
smaller, hfs overhead cost is less 
than olher big devciopmcnt compa­
nies, he said. 

Stil l . Chen soon found while 
council wanted a downtown there 
stiii were many obstacles facing the 
project. 

The first of these lies In the very 
idea of placing a urban develop­
ment in the middle of a suburban 
de\-elopment. Chen said. This cre­
ated a lot of zoning issues that 
needed to be resolved and new zon­
ing had to l>e created. 

Secondly, he said, he •was chal­
lenged to build something t1ial nor­
mally takes years to achien'c. 

"We are trying to condense 50 to 
70 years of hlstor>- that a city 
would normally go through to a 12-
vear Ume frame to firilsh." Chen 
said. 

The last obstacle Chen had to 
face is the location of tlie develop­

ment. The .Main Street develop­
ment does not have any frontage 
on a major road. 

Chen said this causes concern to 
some retail. So. to combat this. 
Chen had to build up the area him­
self. 

I-ie did this by setUng up the pro­
ject into three'phases. The first of 
these phases was the construction 
of Vic's World Market and Local 
Color Brewing Company. 

They were built in separate 
buildings from the main part of the 
development, lo allow them the 
chance lo flourish on their own. 

"Should Main Street not go i l 
would not effect their establish­
ment." Chen said. In addfUon. i l 
gives Main Street two businesses 
wilh name recognition. 

After this was done, the Singh 
Development Company construct­
ed a residential area called Main 
Street village. By doing this, foot 
traffic for the area was built-in. To 
further Increase the pedestrian 
flow. Chen said he Is planning on 
building more residential around 
the project. 

.After these two pliases were com-

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pletc. Clien said he was ready to 
begin the Main Street/Market 
Street phase that brought in retail. 

Chen Is very quick to say he has 
not completely ehmlnated all of the 
obstacles In the vvay of hiis project. 

-We are still having difficulty 
convlncliig retailers to come to our 
project." he said. 

This is t>ecause a new competitor 
came to town and is competing for 
the same sort of retailer's Chen Is 
trying for. 

"Fountain Walk, that is the one 
which is the disappointment." 
Chen said. 

TTtIs project is l>eing deveiopied 
near West Oaks 11 across from 
Twelve Oalcs Mall by i?amco-CJer-
shenson and is expected to iook 
like a downtown. 

"Ifs a fact It is going to have 
some conflict. But. I hope by the 
time they fill up their tenants that 
will decrease our problem." he said. 

As for the other retail develop­
ments l i i the area, such as: Town 
Center. Twelve Oalts and west 
Oalcs II. Chen said they aje actual­
ly helping l i lm. 

Because they are close to his 

downtown project, this creates 
more traffic near Main Street and 
thus creates more interest in the 
development among retailers. 

To further help Ills search for 
teriaiirs. Chen liired Realtor Jo lm 
Bernard In March 1998. Bernard 
was a consultant to big name 
developers and spent years leaim-
ing tlie in and outs of Nov! Plan-
nlng Department guidelines. 

Bernard said he came to the pro­
ject for its uniqueness and poten-
Ual. 

' -nils Is Just unique because you 
are building a whole downtown." 
he said. 

Chen heard of Bernard tlirough 
an acquaintance and hired l i lm on 
to take over the leasing. Wlti i the 
help of Bernard. Chen lias spent 
time talldng with potential tenants, 
trying to determine If they would tie 
a good fit for Main Street-

Chen's inspiration for tills pro­
ject comes from a variety of down­
towns, including Royal Oak and 
NorthvlUe. To acJileve tils -vision, he 
said he lias to tie choosy with what 
tenauits will get In. 

He said each tenant wi l l be 

unique and fit well •with tlie other 
tenants of Main Street. 

"We've turned down a lot of ten­
ants because of this." Bernard 
said. 

He said these tenants were nixed 
because they would overlap other 
tenants and "wouldn't mix." 

Even though he Is choosy over 
his tenants. Chen's Madn Street 
already has several retail and 
restaurant, as well as many office 
spaces, leased out. 

"Main Street tenant build-out 
has started right now. A lot of ten­
ants have submitted drawings for 
the city to review." Chen said. 

A s for Jthe future of the project. 
Chen saici he will be working with 
the city to come up with programs 
for the downtown such as special 
events and festi'vals. 

Chen said he vviU also be worldng 
to get a Downtown Development 
Authority estabUshed. 

"That is wliat a downtown needs. 
It opens It up to more avenues to 
receive help from state and federal 
grants." he said. ^

Soutliileld. walled Lake, wlxom 
and Lyon TownslIlp saved landfill 
space at a record pace this past 
spring, according to the I^esource 
Recovciy and I%ecycIlng Authority 
of Southwest Caldand County 
(I«?RASOC). 

Only 72 percent of a l l material 
set at the curb on garlsage days in 
RRRASOC's eight-member commu­
nities ended up In a landall. for the 
first time since I%KI%ASOC l>egan 
keeping records. During the month 
of Apri l , nearly IS percent of curb-
side material was recycled and 
more tlian 15 percent was com­
posted Instead of being burled i n a 
landfill. 

"The numbers reflect an impres­
sive Increase in both recycling and 
composting acUVlty i n RRRASOC's 
eight-meml>er commtinitles.' ' 
explained RRRASOC's General 
Manager Mike Csapo. 

"Last year at this time, more 
tKan-76-percent of material at the 
curb •went dlrectljr-to-tho-landflll. 
Residents of these communities are 
doing a great job.* 

RRI*ASOC now operates the 
recycling center i n Novi. at the 
ISepartment of Public Works yard 
on I3el'<waU IMve. 

.Although RIiRASOC's data show 
an Impressive effort on the part of 
area residents. Oakland Cotmty 
has delivered a reality check Via its 
aimtial certification of a-vallable 
disposal capad^ . It states. 'Exist­
ing landfill operadons wltlUn Oak­
land County will Jiave reached their 
ultimate capacity and be closed 
within five to seven years." 

The news translates into 
Increased costs for hatiling trash to 
landfills outside of the cotmty. 

In preparation for another poten­
tial landfiU o l s la . RRRASOC staff 
members continue to educate real-
dents about the importance of 
reducing the amotmt of trash set at 
the curb, recycling and properly 
preparing yard waste for compost­
ing.

While Billy Blanks has the entire 
nation clamoring over his new TaeBo 
Instructional videos. Sherri Robinson 
has ever\-one at the new Sports Club 
of Novi in a frenzy over a similar form 
of exercise known as TaeBo.xing. 

Unlike Blanks' highly-popular 
videos. Robinson's class has been 
around for a couple of years and offers 
a safe environment in which all those 
eager for a workout can get them­
selves in shape. 

Robinson first started the class at 
Novi's sister club In West Bloomfield 
back In 1997. When Novi's facihdes 
opened its doors last October, she 
brought the class with her to the new 
location, and saw its popularity soar 
within a matter of months. 

From the beginning of this year 
through the present, the class 
expanded from a sma11 assembly once 
a week to six classes a Week of 15 to 
20 participants per session. 

"It's fun. It's a different way of exer­
cising." says Robinson. Who on top of 
being a certified aerobics. Tae KWon 
Do. and BoxerobIcs Instructor, is also 
a 3rd Degree Black Belt and Was 
crowned a Tae KWon Do World cham­
pion from 1988 through 1993. In 
addition, she is a certified personal 
trainer, so she brings it all to the table 
When she Works with her TaeBoxing 
class. 

"I think the biggest draW to this par­
ticular class is that these people get ln 
here and they're just having a good 
time." she adds. 

A big reason participants enjoy the 
class is the variety of exercises Robin­
son can throw at them in a short 
amount of time. The main feature of 
the class Is the kick-boxing, done by 
most With a pair of 12 to 16 ounce 
boxing gloves on hand-held bags, but 
the class often participates in abdomi­
nal and toning exercises as well. .All 
this is done With the hlghly-motiVa-
tional Robinson barking instructions 
to everyone in the room. 

"It's a fun class," says Shannan 
NorWood. a regular member of the 
class. "EVetytime she does it. she does 

something different. It's never the 
same class." 

Ditferent tl1as TaeBo 
Although the class is similar in 

many Ways to Blanks' videos that have 
quickly become the exercising craze 
throughout the nation, it Varies in a 
few Ways. Robinson claims that these 
differences are what make her class 
the more effective Way to get in shape. 

"I don't Want to put myself as pro­
moting TaeBo." she says. "That's 
Billy's deal. It's my style and because 
of the fact that I Was involved in mar­
tial arts for so long, they're getting a 
lot nlore technique and a lot more 
knowledge than I think they're going 
to get at home." 

She says she applauds anyone Who 
is Working out on their oWn. but for 
safety reasons, she recommends tak­
ing a fdass like hers. For example, her 
sister does TaeBo at home, and she 
hears all kinds of stories about people 
Who have been showing up at chiro­
practors from injuries that they've suf­
fered through unsupervised exercise. 

"[Safetyl is important." she says. 
"You can bloW yoiu- knee or blow your 
back, and then you're out." 

A great stress-reliever that shoWs 
results as any form of exercise Will 
proVlde. TaeBoxing gives anyone Who 
sticks to it a chance to relleVe a great 
deal of stress in addition to helping 
participants slim down and feci good. 

"It's helped me get a lot of stress 
out." comments Amy Blacli:. "especially 
With Sherri . She's actually there 
screaming in your ear. She's a Very 
positive motiVatoL It's great to scream 
after Work." 

Kristopher Berlin agrees, adding. 
"It's really helped out. especially When 
you're alloWed to punch the bag and 
get a little aggression out. With a lot of 
that construction on tl}e roads, it 
helps to get a little bit of that aggres­
sion and that anger out on a bociy bag 
and be able to hit something noW and 
then." 

"It's the best Workout IVe ever had." 
says an energetic Lorl Tremontl. Who

Deer herd growtli spurs culling 
effort in Kensington l\/letroparl< 
By SUZANNE SMITH

The hunt is on. 
The decision by the Huron 

Clinton Metro Authority Board of 
Commissioners Thursday 
approVed plans to trim the la1;ge 
herds of White-tailed deer In three 
of the Metroparks by means of 
controlled hunts and sharpshoot­
ers. 

The proposals to reduce the 
populations followed aerial 
coimts of the hards In Januaiy of 
this year that suggested there 
W a s an extreme overpoplolatlon 
problem. 

Kensington rang in as the most 
croWded with 528 deer. 

The Department of Natural 
Resources recommends 10 to 20 
deer per square mile. According 
to the counts, the metro park 
currently has more than 100 per 
square mile, creating an overpop­
ulation of more than 400 deer in 
the 6 square mile park. 

A combination shotgun/boW 
hunt is pla:tmed for Stony Creek 
and a controlled bow-only hunt 
Will take place in Hudson Mills. 
Hiring a shaxpshooter has been 
•the plan in Kensington, with 
changes being made to the.pro-

posal at the fi1ial presentation to 
the board. 

Originally the plan sought 
approval for hiring a professional 
sharpshooter. Dr. .Anthony OeNi-
cola, of Connecticut had been 
the prime source for Information 

- on this method of culling and Was 
on the list to be corisldered for 
hiring. Since the first prcsenta-
tlon, the sharpshoodng plan has 
been altered and adopted to 
lndude only Michigan game pop-
ulation control companies as 
viable prospects to bring into the 
park. 

According to the pew plan, the 
first option Would be to train 
HCMA Rangers in marksmaoshlp. 
and tiy to handle the cull inter-
-nally. The second option Would 
be to bid out thejobtoln state 
companies specializing in. deer 
euthanasia.

- of Interpretive Services -Dave 
.MoUanen, -the Way has already

Pavne also said neither dart contraception, nor sur­
gical sterilization had been proven lo be effeclive on 
free roaming herds such as are found in the parks. In 
fact, he said, no one has been able to do il on herds 
like lhese. 

But in the end. non-lethal methods in Kensington 
were not at issue with the majority of residents. The 
sharpshooter was. .Many felt if Lhe HC.M-\ wanted lo 
eliminale appro.ximalely 400 deer in the park, area 
hunters should be the ones to do i l. 

Milford Township residenl Pat Roan agreed. She 
said she has suffered e.viensive deer damage on her 
property olT Buno Road and is glad the issue is finally 
being addressed. 

'For three 3'ears I have not been able to have a gar­
den." she said. "(The deer) have twice wiped oul a 
King Crimson .Maple tree 1 planted 14 years ago. I 
agree wilh the need for control and permanent 
removal, but J would have preferred they let the 
hunters in the area have a crack at it." 

But .Milford Township Supervisor Jim Caswell 
agrees with tile proposed plan at Kensington. "I think 
it is the most humane way," he said. "My ne.ia con­
cern is what to do aboul the problem of deer overpop­
ulation in lhe whole township. This is a slail al Kens­
ington, but 1 don"l think it will help the east side of 
the township. We are keeping an eye on the progress 
at lhe park."

Tllree parks in the 13 park sys-
tenl were reromnlended for three 
different methods of deer manage­
ment. Stony Creek vnll hold a con­
trolled shotgun and bow hunt. 
Hudson .Mills u1ll conduct a con­
trolled bow han'esi and Kensing­
ton will employ a sharpshooter 
approach. The plans were adopted 
for one year and will lie evtiluated 
using ;i number of factors includ­
ing safely, nuinber of deer taken 
and cost. 

Past reports have placed the 
cost of a professional sharpshooter 
at close to $200 per deer With the 
recent changes to the proposal for 
Kensington. — training HCMA 
Rangers and bidding out to only 
Michigan based management com­
panies — new estimates are not 
available. 

Dave Moilanen. Chief of Inter­

pretive Services for HCMA. said 
the committee did research on 
both non-klhal and lelhal meth­
ods of control used by oilier agen­
cies who faced similar population 
problems. 

"We have not estimated what we 
think the costs would be for the 
controlled liunts or skilled marks­
men operations in the 
Metroparks." Moilanen said. "With 
the change in our recommenda­
tion on the marksmen, we believe 
il will be much less than lhe S200 
per deer that has been reported 
earlier." 

.According to studies, sharp-
shooting costs varied froln 891 to 
S260 per deer. Moilanen said one 
operation in Columbus 
Metroparks cost $207 per deer. 

Controlled hunting In (he same 
metropark system carried a 
S45/deer price tag. bul ranged 
from $160 io $622 per deer in 

other parks and cities. 

Figures for Trap and Relocation 
methods of control also varied 
from SI33 in Columbus (e.\c1uding 
costs to the independent contrac­
tor) with a mortality rate of 19 per­
cent to 79 percent to 8431 in Cah-
fornia with a mortaht\' rate of 85 
percent. Other studies. Moilanen 
said, ranged from $400 per to 
S2.930 per deer. 

The Columbus Metroparks also 
tried Immunocontraception With a 
price lag of $1. loo per deer. 

The cost of any game population 
management program Will come 
out of the HCMA general fund. The 
budget for 1999 is approximately 
$52 miilion. with 50 percent com­
ing from tax funds and the other 
half from operational revenues and 
investments.
