City won't
settle road
lawsuit

The Adell Brothers Children's
Trust may have tried to end thelr
land squabble with the City of
Nowvi early.

While both parties are currently
awaiting the outcome of a lawsult
over Novi's condemnation of some
of the Adell's land for a new ring
road, City Manager Ed Kriewall
said the trust had tried to settle
the lawsuit with a hotel proposal a
few months ago.

However, Kriewall said the
Adell's “demands” were “totally
unacceptable.”

According to Kriewall. the Adells
affered to drop the lawsuit If the
city were to allow the building of a
hotel on the Expo Center property.

The Novi Expo Center Inc. leas-
es the 21 acres and the 290,000
square foot building owned by the
Adell trust,

The Adells wanted the city to
“fast-track” the hotel project, pay
for all permits and “take care of
any probletns related to the site
plan,” Kriewall said.

However, H. Adam Cohen.the
.attorney for the Adell Trust, Ltakes
exception to Kriewall’s statement
of the proposed settlement.

While Cohen did not deny that
the Adells offered to settle the law-
suit with a hotel plan, he said the
terms of this discussion were not
as Kriewall presented.

*I think it is terribly inappropri-
ate for (Kriewall) to attempt to air
settlernent discussion in a news-
paper, especially when he failed to
give you an accurate picture of
what the discussions reaily were,”
Cohien safd.

love — M5 opens

Novi tralfic congestion received
some reliel Monday with the open-
ing of the M5 cenncetor between
Twelve Mile Read and Fourreen
Mile Road.

An estimated 50.000 vehicles a
day will be using the new roule in
an atempl to avoid the traffic on
Haggerty Road,

“The opening aof the conneclor is
going to really change the wav peo-
ple drive thraugh the citv,” Nowvi
Mavor Kathleen Melallen said.

"People are going to travel in dil-
lerent traffic patterns and sec more
of our citv.”

The conneetor will  provide
drivers on 1-275 u highwiy 10
transfer o when heading for Four-
teen Mile Road uand Commeree
Township. instead of forving vehi-
cles o exit onto other north and
southbgund roads.

Novi City Manager Ed Kricwall
said the 823 million highway pro-
ject has been under construction
since 1997. The M5 interchange
opened in 1994, after two years of
construction.

“Improvements for Novi continue
with completions of projects like

this" Kriewall said.

“Eventually people will e able to
exil off of every mile road and gain
casier access to Commerce Town-
ship, Walled Lake, West Bloomfield.
Wixom and Wolverine Lake.”

Kricwall safd the M5 connector
will extend all the way to Pontiac
Trail. with plans 10 begin construc-
tien later this vear or early next
spring,

The M5 vonnector is a stale high-
way road. built by the Michigan
Department of Transportation.

Oaklond County Read Commis-
sioner Managing Director Brent
Bair said the new road will provide
more salety for drivers.

“Safely is our number one prior-
ity.” Bair safd.

“We strongly support projects
like this which reduce traffic Jevel
on some of our busy roads, thereby
making the road svsiem saler for
matorists.”

A second roadway improvement
for Novi will open todayv as Mead-
owbrook Road between Twelve Mile
Road and Thirteen Mile Road will
be accessible for traffic. This pro-
ject was done as part of a Novi
voter-approved road bond package.

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Off-duty cop causes scare at movies

A 24-year-old off-duty Dearborn
Heights poiice officer caught some
attention around 7:30 p.m. Aug. 1
when he entered the movie theater
in Twelve Oaks Mall with his Glock
in full view,

Novi police recefved a call that a
man described as a “skinhead-
type” was in the theater with a gun,
while watching a movie.

Officers arrived on the scene and
met a Sears security officer who
said he personally saw the man
walk past him on his way 1o the
theater with a handgun in his
pants.

into the theater while the movie
was playing. Officers originally
asked that the lights be left out,
but because the theater was com-
pletely dark, the lights were turned
on.

While officers waited for the
lights to be turned on. several
patrons in the theater pointed out
the man. When the lights were
turned on, officers asked the man
to stand up.

A handgun was clearly seen
sticking out of the man’s pants.
The man made no attempt to con-
ceal his weapon, which was a
Cleck Model 23.

The man also had a police badge
in his hands and identified himself

as a police officer. Officers dis-
armed the man and removed him
from the theater.

A check was made of the man's
credentials, and officers confirmed
he was a member of the Dearborn
Heights Police Department. He had
been a member of the force for two
months.

The man was advised by officers
that no matter where he was in
public, he was to keep his gun con-
cealed while he was off-duty to
avold sftuationts such as this.

Officers further advised the man
that he and his date should Jeave
the theater "since everyone would
now know he was a police officer
and more problems could arise.”

Lt. Tim McNamara said while
Nowi police officers are not required
10 carry their weapons when they
are off-duty, other departments do
make this requirement.

Generally, he said, when an offi-
cer does carry a weapon when off-
duty, they try and keep the weapon
from being seen. “You don't want to
draw attention to yourself.,” he
said.

Lt. Dave Butler stressed this offl-
cer did nat break any laws.

A lieutenant from the Dearborn
Heights police department request-
ed for his review a copy of the Novi
police report detailing the Incident.

A theater manager took officers

Novi attempts to solve water pressure problems with tank

Novi's water pressure problems may get some
help once plans for a water storage tank for Novi
are finalized by the city and the Detroit Water
and Sewer Department.

Superintendent of Novi's Sewer and Water
Bruce Jerome and City Manager Ed Kriewall
said they are planning the installaton of an
underground water storage tank in Novi.

However, a Detrolt department spokespersen
said plans are not quite that far aleng.

°I know they have been talking about it. But,
they haven't made a decision on the type of stor-
age,” said Awnd Qaqish, assistant director of the
Detroit Water and Sewer Department.

Because Novi gets its water from the Detroit
department, as do other communities in Oak-
land and Wayne countes, all impacts to the sys-
tern must get approval from both Detroit and
the Michigan Department of Environmental
Quality.

Whatever is decided, Qaqish said, it is the pol-

icy of the Detroit Water and Sewer Department
to give it to them.

Qaqish added that while Novi officlals talk of
an underground storage tank. a pump station is
being built in the Novi area that will help out
with the water pressure.

Kriewall said the progress is actually further
along than what Qagish indicated. He sajd the
city talked previously with the Detroit depart-
ment about placing a water tower at Fourteen
Mile and Hagger*y roads. However, Detroit
Water and Sewer thought a pump would be the
only thing needed, not a tower.

However, a few weeks ago, a Detroft Water
and Sewer official wrote the city a letter indicat-
ing a willingness to build a tower at that very
location, Kriewall said.

Now, the only thing complicating Novi's efforts
to get a water storage tank — underground or
above ground — is the construction of a water
tower in Wixom, Kriewall added.

Jerome also potnted out Novi has actually
been discussing this water storage issue with

Detroit for some time.

But the Detroit Water and Sewer Department
fnitially did not lack favorably on storage tanks.
Jerome said because Novi could store water in
the tanks at night and use them during the
peak times during the day. Detroit would have
to change its rate structure or los¢ maney.

This was something Detroit officials stmply
earlier did not want to do. he added.

However, this does not seem to be the case
anymore.

“In the last five years the philosophy of the
department has changed and it is looking more
favorably towards water towers,” Jerome said.

Jerome said Novi is planning more for an
underground storage tank than a water {ower
for economical and aesthetic reasons.

“Some pecpls 8nd (water) towers offensive.”
Jerome said.

Currently, Novi is home to three privately-
owned water towers; one at the Expo Center,
one at Twelve Oaks Mall and one near Trans-X
Drive and Novi Road.

Kil."

There were some scared people
in that theater Sunday night. And
a lot of them had reason for a
queasy stomach before the plot
got heavy.

Perhaps a badge does not auto-
matically equal responsibility.

Highland dancing costumes also
differ from those worn by their
Celtic  cousins, the Irish.
Burkhardt sald she has a kilt for
her Eightand Dances; a dress, with
a sash for Scotland's National
Dance; a washerwoman's outfit for
the Irish Jig and a British sailor-
type costume for Hornpipe dances.

Most of these costumes are made

. out of heavy wool and are not very
- cool in the surnmer.

“No one in the world is hotter
than I am. I'm in a 100 percent

.~ wool kilt,” Burkhardt said,

Burkhardt became interested in
the ancient dance form through
her aunt, Janice Burkhardt, a
teacher at Qrchard Hills Elemen-

tary Schoo! and Scottish dancing .

instructor for the last 40 years.

"Luckily she was willing to take
me on as a student.” Burkhardt
said.

Burkhardt takes weekly lessons
fram her aunt that last two to three
hours. She must also practice each
day for at least an hour.

Lessons take place in the base-
ment of Burkhardt's horne, where
she studies with three other Scot-
tish daneing students.

“It's a huge commitment that |
am really glad I started.” she sald.

All of this work does pay off when
Burkhardt competes at Highland
Games, such as this weekend's in
Livonia. In these competitions,

Burkhardt has won several tro-
phies and medals and she ranks in
the tap level of Scottish dancers.

However. she is quick to point
out the Novi area is ripe with other
Scottish dancers who are very tal-
ented.

“It's really difficult {in her level)
because everybody is good. Nobody
{s ever easy anymore. You can
never guaraniee if you are going to
win.” Burkhardt said.

In order to compete in her hobby.,
Burkhardt has had the opport. .ni-
ty to travel to many places
throughout the United States and
Canada. She said next year she is
planning on going to Scoﬂand to

Burkhardt said when she is com-
peting it is very important that she
remain dancing on the balls of her
feet. If she were to dance “flat-foot-
ed” the judges would lower her
score,

By dancing on the balls of her
feet, the dancer seems to spring
with energy.

*You want to look like you could
do this a thousand times,” she
said.

For Burkhardt, she almost could
do these dances 2 thousand times.
Not just from her stamina and tal-
ent, but also her complete love of
them.

When Burkhardt was younger
she said she broke her toe and

could not dance. Burkhardt said
she couldn’t stand staying on the
sidelines during this period and
begged her mother to let her step
out.

“I just had to dance,” she said.

As for the future, Burkhardt said
she will continue to dance and has
thought about someday taking on
students of her own ar becoming a
judge for dancing competitions.

"It would be a challenge.” she
said,

Bob Schmid and Craig DeRoche. as
well as challengers Steve Reed,
Michelle Bononi, Brooks Decker and
Lou Csordas.

By now each of them must be ana-
lyzing the impact this week's election
will have on his or her own campaign.

Decision to back out of
hospital fight providentia/

Novi oflicials were delighted in 1989
when Providence Hospital of South-
lield launched its crusade to transfer
188 hospital beds west to a new facil-
ity in Novi. The proposed medical cen-
ter seemed to be just another sign
that the city was on its way.

Less than enamored with the idea
were leaders of Detroit-area unions,
insurance companies and other hos-
pitals, who argued persuasively at a
public hearing on the issue that a
new hospital, with duplication of ser-
vices and equipment, would drive up
health care costs.

Most importantly, not convinced of
the necessity for the Novi hospital was
the Michigan Department of Public
Health, which is empowered to deliver
the mandatory Certificate of Need
before a new hospital can be built.

Providence argued that it was mere-
ly shilting beds from Southficld to
Novi. The state agreed with the hospi-
tal's opponents that the region is
“over-bedded.” Cynics wondered if
Providence was marching to Novi to
serve wealthier patients and reduce
its Medicare/Medicaid load.

Since the battle began, Providence
has built Providence Park on Grand
River, a local medical shawplace

where the new $16 million Michael
and Rose Assarian Cancer Center
opened last week. The existing $40
million Novi campus offers patients
everything but hospital stays longer
than 23 hours.

As a corporale citizen, Providence
has been a great asset to Novi. As a
citizen of the state, the hospital's
bullheadedness in fighting the health
department was questionable.

Noting that the non-profit entity
spent $1 million in fighting the state’s
ruling, Providence’s new CEO Rob
Casalou withdrew from the [ight,
which was a wise business decision.
The goal is to now work with the
region’s business community as Prov-
idence reevaluates its service plans.

While everyone has the right to pur-
sue an appeal to the courts, we can't
help but wonder what ten years of a
refusal to accept the word “no” from
the Michigan Department of Public
Health cost the taxpayers. The state
had to defend its case with attorneys
and MDPH officials, a courtroom and
judge at the Ingham County Circuit
Court were tied up.

Stil, Providence is building a future
here and it'll be interesting to see its
upcoming development plans unfeld.

after all. a matter of much gravity.

Reconvening the next morning. we found the defen-
dant guilty on one count and acquitted him on anoth-
er. The judge, who seemed to be happy with our con-
clusion, assured us afterwards it was highly unlikely
that the individual would do jail time.

The really fascinating part of the experience was
when four of us met for with the defense and prose-
cuting attorneys to critique their performances. My
client says he really is innocent. the defense attorney
said of the charge for which we acquitted the man. But
both lawyers told us they didn't know who was on the
up and up, they just prepared their cases and did their
respective jobs.

So while the verdict is in. the members of the jury
will never really know if the truth prevailed. We just
know we did our best.

Subject:Shaky, shaky ground for
senior housing

Now, I am not against affordable
senior housing. The years are
creeping up and one of these days
1 may be old enough to live in
senloir housing. But last week's
“Novi News™ article got me to fire
up my trusty little electronic calcu-
lator and some amortization table
computer software,

This newly proposed $15.3 mil-
lion affordable senior housing
development project would provide
175 dwelling units, costing
$871,428.57 per unit.

If the $15.3 million is financed
with a 20-year bond issue with an-
interest rate of five percent, the
monthly payments will be
$100,973.23 or $1,211,678.70
each year. : :

With a yearly rental income of
$1.548 million, minus a mortgage
{bond) payment of $1,211,678.70,
the difference is $336,321.30.

This $336,321.30 (2.2 percent of

$15.3 million) will have to pay for .

heat, insurance, -utilities, interl-
or/exterior maintenance, ete.

Now $336,321.30 is a lot of

" money. But spread that amount

over 175 units' and .it comes to
$1,921.84 per unit per year or
$160.15 per unit per month to pay
for heat, insurance, utilities, exteri-
or/interior maintenance, ete.

"As-a comparison, consider a

each year.

With a yearly rental income of
$1.548 million minus a mortgage
(bond) payment of $1,262.961.10,
the difference is now $285,038.90
(1.86 percent of $15.3 million) and
It comes’out to $1,628.79 per unit
per year or $137.73 per unit per
month to pay for heat, insurance,
utilitles, Interior/exterior mainte-
nance, ete,

The city council and city admin-
istration will need to look very hard
at: 1 - the interest rate for the bond
issue; 2 - the projected yearly costs
and future yearly costs for heat,
insurance, utilities, exterior/interi-
or maintenance. etc. and 3 - exarn-
ining the financial books of some
similar operations to ensure that
all of the data from the consul-
tants, staff, etc. is realistic and
sound.

This community does not need
another ice arena flasco and yet
another outlandish expense for
weary, tax-paying Novi residents.

A Leader in the Making

Student attends eye-opening conference at Nation's capitol

it lets vou know whal kmd of
people are out there, When you get
despondent about how everything
is going and then you meet all
these interesting people. it's a lot of
fun.”

That's how Powen Shiah. a
returning Northville High School
student felt about the National
Young Leaders Conference in
Washington. D.C. He was chosen
by a teacher at his former school in
Oregon based on academic excel-
lence, community involvement. and
leadership experience.

The conference ran from June
20-30.

The Congressional Youth Leader-
ship Conference, ‘>e sponsor of the
conference. is a nonprofit. nonpar-
tisan educational organizaiion. It
was founded in 1985 and is com-
mitted to [osiering and inspiring
young people to achieve their full
leadership potential. Each vear
there are only 7.000 outstanding
youth nationwide chosen lo partici-
pate in the 20 sessions of the
NYLC.

The participants had the unigque
opportunity to visit the {loor of the
House of Representatives.

“It was really neat,” Shiah said.

The honor is usually reserved for
members of Congress and their

© special guests. Johmr Shimkus! a

U.S. Representative from [llinois,
met the students there and, after a
short history lesson about the
chamber, began
the proceedings,

Shiah and the
ather voung lead-
ers. sat in the
seats  usually
occupied by their
representatives
to iisten lo a
panel of special
interest group
members discuss
issues such as
same-sex mar-
riages as an
issue of constitu-
tionality.

"Il was a very
heated debate
between the
members ol the
panel,” Shiah
said. He went further to say that
there were several different issues
raised regarding
same-sex marriages,

“A lot of the people who were
against it felt that it would cause
the degradation of marriage,” he
said.

I had gotten used to
people being very open
minded. and it was kind
of a walce-up call that
there were people out
there who didn't always
agree with everybody,
who didn’t think of
everybody the way I do.”

After leaving the House [loor,
Shiah joined in simall group discus-

~sions about-the issues discussed

with the larger panel. Though
Shiah’s group had many varying
opinions. they managed 1o come to
a consensus.
“What was really
surprising was
that. while we
didn't all agree, we
eventually came to
a consensus,”
Shiah said. that
being the idea of a
pursuit of happi-
ness “Kids in gen-
eral seem to be
more  liberal,”
Shiah said. “The
majority came to
the mind set that
it was okay. and
the few people who
didn’t agree just
stopped talking.”
The last task for
the leaders-to-be
was a mode] Congress. Here. they
were given a fictitious district for
which to be responsible. They also
were glven some volatile yet topical
issues 10 debale. The first of these
was the question as to whether
marijuana should be legalized in
cases ol persens having AIDS or

glaucoma, and for the terminally ill.
According to Shiah, there were

many persuastve drfuments- lor

both sides. [n her own opinion,
Shiah said limited use of the drug
should be permitted.

“I think it i5 okay, but ] think
that it should be very, very reslrict-
ed.” he said.

Anather issue the group debated
was Lhat of bilingual education.
Shiah said he did not believe that
it was fair that a child should be
expected to learn an entire new
language in one year. in addition to
all of the other subjecl matter being
laught,

So what did Shiah think. overall?

“It was a very opening experi-
ence,” he said. "I had gotten used
to people being very open minded.
and it was kind of a wake-up call
that there were people out there
who didn't always agree with every-
body. who didn’t think of everybody
the way I do.”

Shiah also acknowledged that
while he did not always agree with
the others opinions, that it was in
hi= belief to accept them.

Shiah will be a Jjunior at
Northville. High School in the fail.
This comes after a two-year period
of living with his family in Oregon.

Northville,” he said. “T have a lot of

"Hé sald-he-antierpated being

Shiah
said. "Having to switch schools
and then having college in a couple
of years, | have to get the right
classes ifl.”

He also said he enjoys theater
and literature a great deal. His love
of communication comes through
when he speaks of the theater.

“You get to produce something
that you can be proud of and
makes people [eel something.” he
said.

Maybe this is why one of his
plans when he attends college is to
possibly study communications or
International business.

For now though, Shiah said jt's
tco soon to think about specific
universities.

“It's a little far away.” he said.

He also said that his parents are
also excited about the move back to
Northville.

*My mom felt really confident
about moving back to Northviile
because she feels that my educa-
tion and my twe sisters’ education
is in very good hands around here,”
he said.

‘Brown Bomber’
made Northville
home during reign

But for all the glory bestowed on
Louis, the late 1930s were also a
period ol substantial bigotry and
prejudice. Turnbull said that at
least part of the reason Louis
ended up living on a farm near
Eight Mile and Napier roads was
because it moved him out of pre-
dominately white communities 10
the west.

“In those days. blacks weren’t
thai popular.” Turnbull said.
~Louis was a dreat fighter in the
minds of many people, but outside
of the ring. they didn’t want much
1o do with him.”

Still, much of America embraced
Louis with an affection not before
seen. Louis’ ethnicity became a
rallving crv in 1936, when German
baxer Max Schmeling defeated
Louis. providing added propagan-
da for Adoll Hitler's assertion that
Germans were the superior race.
Legend had it that Hitler warned
Schmeling belore the maich 10
beat Louis or else. Once Schmeling
had claimed victory. the legend
also has it that Hitler 1elephoned
Schmeling in the locker room o
congratulate him.

"Louis was just seething over
that ane,” Turmbull said, “He'd got-
ten pretty cocky around that time
ang it came back to hurt him. For
the vear or 18 months before he
had a chance to box Schmeling

again, he was very angry about
losing 1o him.”

Louis got the last Jaugh, as he
heat Schmeling by knockout in
less than two minutes on June 22,
1938,

Lotis's run al victories spanned
11 years before he abdicated his
title. However, Louis had run up
debts through the years and
returned to the ring two years later
in 1950. Ezzard Charles beat Louis
handily. Louis called it quits for
good in 1951 when Rocky
Marciane knocked out Louis in an
ecight-round fight.

Things got worse for Louis as
vears rolled on. Louis’ later years
weren'l nearlv as jubilant as his
vounger ones. Louis earned some
55 million as a fighter, but the IRS
demanded some $1.2 million in
back taxes and penalties, despite
the facl that Louis had volunteered
o serve in World War I1. He needed
io sign on for a stint in profession-
al wrestling to pay his debts.
which was followed up by hospital-
ization for cocaine addiction and
paranoia. Louis also worked for a
period of time as an official greeter
at Caesars Palace in Las Vegas.

Turnbull said Louis's notoriety
across America made him a leg-
end,

“It's something else to think that
Joe Louis carne to Northville dur-
ing nis glory years,” Turnbull said.

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Bowhunting fishing can be cheap

Several years ago
when a couple of
buddies asked me to
Join them on a night-
Ume bowfishing trip
thought they were
kidding. Who in their
right mind would
think about going
hunting for fish with
a bow and arrow,
and not only that,
they were planning
to do it at night. It
sounded to me like a
new twist on the old
“Snipe Hunting Trick,” and somehow 1 felt like
I was going to be the one left holding the bag,
waiting for the Snipe. As [ said. this event
took place several years ago. actually a lot of
vears ago, about 1963 if | remember right.

Discussions of this type no longer surprise
me. Shortly after that first experience, | pur-
chased the basic equipment needed and have
tried to get in a couple of nights of bow fishing
each year ever since.

Bow fishing is like many other outdoor
activities, it can be just what you want to
make it. You can get really involved and spend
a lot of money on top of the line equipment, or
you can be more like me and rework some of
your older bow hunting equipment to do the
job. Either way, bowfishing can be a lot of fun
for those who give it a try.

The basic equipment needed is no more
than a bow, a reel and a couple of arrows. |
say a couple of arrows because, although you

er
Posey

will probably be shooting the same one over
and over, keep in mind the water is usually
shallow and you are shooting at fish that are
backed up by the steny river hed. Each shot is
another chance o bend the arrow beyond a
usable condition and extras are usually need-
ed.

Although many archers like o bowfish dur-
ing the daytime and some prefer to do their
shooting from the banks of the river, or off of
a bridge, the group that got me started. did
their hunting from a {lat bottomed fishing
boat at night, and that is the way [ still prefer
to go about it.

Our system of one man guiding the boat
down the creek or river while the other fellow
stands in the bow with the bow ready to take
his turn at shooting, if the carp or suckers are
co-operating that night. seems to be the most
common. I a third person is along on the trip,
it is usually his job to keep the hot coffee and
sandwiches within reach of the others,

The shoeting area in front of the boat is well
lit with the use of a Coleman lantern that is
mounted to the bow where it needs little
attention other than an occasional pump-up.

The prey being searched for, is usually lim-
ited to carp or suckers that will ofien prove to
be an elusive target for the inexperienced
bowfisherman or woman. That is, until they
learn to adjust for the refraction, (I think it's
called). of the light rays as they sight in on the
fish below the surface of the water.

This causes the illusion that the fish is in
one spot while it is really in another, the vari-
ation or difference in the fishes actual location
and where it looks like the fish {s, will vary

according to the depth of the water. This can
make for some interesting shooting and a lot
of misses.

I don't care to eat the carp laken on any of
our nightly trips but it never goes to wasle, |
have several friends that are willing 1o accept
and clean any offerings that | may make. even
those that are made in the early morning
hours. Most of our bowfishing trips on the
river start after the sun sets and sometimes
continue unt{l we get tired or too cold to stay
out on the water, long after midnight.

I remember one lady in Albion that always
looked forward to our late night offerings. She
said that she would gladly cut the big carp
into smaller pieces and grind it up lo be used
as cat food for her several pets that always
seemed 1o be hanging around the house. Then
one afternoon, on the day following one of our
fishing trips and delivery of two nice sized
carp to the residence, I rarn into the lady’s
husband after work. He said he was in a
hurry to get home because his wife was fixing
salmon patties for supper and he claimed his
wife cooked up the best salmon pattlies in
town. Sounded kind of fishy to me.

Whether you feed the nights catch to your
pets or to your husband is one’s own choice
but the enjoyment that can be gained by
spending the night with a couple of buddies.
in a shaky old boat on the river and drinking
a nice cold ... coffee or two is hard to beat
and the memories will ajways be there, long
after the last carp is removed from the bent
arrow.

Anger may lead to strokes

Men who believe it's helpful to "blow off
steam” when they're angry may instead be
headed for a debilitating stroke.

Groundbreaking research at the Unijversity
of Michigan shows that middle-aged men who
express thelr anger by yelling, screaming or
slamming doors have twice the risk of stroke
than men who find a way to control their
emotions.

The picture darkens for men with a history
of heart disease. as angry outbursts can trig-
ger a blood clot that rockets to the braln and
causes a stroke. Men with heart disease who
explode with anger have six times the risk of
stroke than men without heart disease,
researchers found.

“The study ls significant because it's the
first to repot that outward expression of anger
is related to Increased risk of stroke.” says
Susan Everson. an assistant research sclen-
tist in U-M's School of public health who con-
ducted the study. “It's important to find risk
factors that are modifiable, and anger i{s one
of those things that is potentially modifiable if
people can recognize how they respond to
anger-provoking situations.

The third-leading cause of death in the
country. a stroke, occurs when oxygen is
unable to reach the brain because an artery
to the brain bursts or is blocked by a blood

disabllity in the United States. according to
the American Heart Association.

The more commonly recognized risks of
stroke include smeking, excessive drinking,
high cholesterol and high blood pressure,
Everson said.

Researchers are unsure about the exact
reason why anger can trigger a stroke. It may
be related to a blood clot being loosened dur-
ing an angry outburst, or an increase in blood
pressure. she said, There also may be hor-
monal changes brought on by anger that
relate 1o blood clots.

Everson’s study examined middle-aged men
from eastern Finland, who are participants in
an ongoing 15-year-study of risk factors for
heart disease.

Researchers are now locking for connec-
tions between anger and stroke in middle-
aged wornen, said Everson.

Moderation is the key to managing one's
anger, Everson sald. But that doesnt mean
suppressing too much emotion. While too
much outward anger increases the risk of
stroke, holding it all in has been found to
raise blood pressure.

“It really suggests that you should learn to
discuss your anger constructively and not let
it reach explosive levels, not let it get to the
point where you're going to express it in a
way that is very aggressive or very nasty,”

Everson said.

Suggestions for controlling anger are sim-
ple:

+ Take deep breaths;

* Become physically active - take a walk, go
for a run, ot shoot baskets; and

* Count to 10.

“All these things can allow you to calm
yourself down and then approach the situa-
tlon again in a calmer state. it will probably
allow you to discuss the situation rather than
explode,” Everson says.

Everson's research was conducted at U-M
in collaboration with the American heart
Assoclation and the University of Kuopio in
Finland.

Facts about anger and stroke:

« About 600,000 people suffer a stroke each
year:

+ Research shows men who outwardly
express their anger are twice as likely to suf-
fer a stroke as are men who manage their
anger. Men with heart disease have six times
the risk of men who don't; and

* Stroke warning signs include sudden
numbness on one side of the face or body,
slurred speech, blurred vision, and sudden
severe headaches.
