Following a four-hour debate, 
lhe Novl City Council approved 
contract negotiations with Subur­
ban .Arena .Management of Farm­
ington Hills Monday night as the 
new management firm for the N'0\i 
Ice .Arena.

Their 
roncerns were met head-on with 
matter-of-iact answers from Sub­
urban's President Tom Anastos, a 
former Montreal Canadien. who 
said the ai'ena needs "tough love" 
but could be pulled out of the red 
in a year.

"Your facility has an arlei^- that 
is cut open. It is bleediilg severe­
ly...." .Anastos said. 

"I have seen the budget created 
for this (arena) in (Center Ice's) 

busnlcss plan, in my opinion, it 
was licliiious." 

Currently, the ice arena, now 
wrapping up the first year of oper­
ations, has a deficit pushing 
S400.000. 

Council members' concerns 
were centered around Suburban's 
ice arena in Farniingion Hills, tile 
process used to pick Suburban by 
Communitv Clubs, the lack of a 

new business plan. Suburban's 
lack of management e.\-perience 
and Suburball's potential abilitA' 
to bring the Novi Ice Arena out of 
its current deficit. 

"It is frustrating we are being 
brought forward one nominee. 
This is tr\ing to back us into a 
corner. You have already made 
your mind up and just want a 
rubber stamp." DeRoche said to

TTie next step in the formal pro­
cess is for each dty to pass a res­
olution to either accept or tenta­
tively deny Time Warner Inc.'s 
proposal before Aug. 25. 

As negotiations continue, 
SWOCC members are discussing 
the possibilities of other cable 
companies entering the market 
place. Novi's contract with Time 
Warner Cable is non-exclusive. 

Tom Bjorklund. vice president 
and regional manager for Time 
Warner, said his company is nego-
Uating With SWOCC to settle the 
differences. 

"There are legalities (the 
SWOCC is) concerned about and 
federal regulations We have to 
comply with." Bjorklund said. "We 
have responded With an attractive 
proposal. In the interim. We haVe 
been making good process during 
the Iriformal negotiation process." 

In February, acknowledging 
that the informal negotiations 
process With Time Warner had 
collapsed, the councils of the 
tliree cities Issued a formal 
request for a reneWal proposal. 
This Was described as an attempt 
to force the issue With Time Warn­
er. 

According to SWOCC Executive 
Director Caren Collins, the next 
step Time Warner may do is 
request an administrative pro-
cceding to reView Time Warner 
Cable's proposal.

But Dr. Hurwltz 
also said the fumes 
and dust churned out 
in places Where roads 
being Worked on amplified 
problems held by those With 

allergies. 
'Air pollutants, per se, are not 

healthy tilings," he said. 
"The hot and humid 

Weather We've had this 
summer has made 
things even more 
diffifnilt on people." 

Dr. Hurwltz said mild, 
temporaiy relief can be 

found for persons with 
allergies after a heavy rain. 

When the air is largely Washed 

of the dust particles. .Alr condi­
tioning helps, but drivers Who are 
allergic to molds may not be as 
happy as they could be. Dr. Hur­
wltz said. 

"In some models of Veliicle alr 
conditioners, molds build up and 
are spread through the interior of 
the car," he said, adding that for 
the most part, he nonetheless rec­
ommends people With allergies to 
"use air conditioning liberally"

S e n i o r h o u s i n g b r e a l < s g r o u n d

Affordable senior living in Novi is 
a step closer after Tuesday's 
ground breaking of the city's first 
senior housing complex, Meadow­
brook Commons. 

L.ocated on the west side of 
Meadowbrook Road, north of Ten 
Mile Road, the S16-million inde­
pendent living complex is finally 
being constructed. Thirteen years 
ago, the city formed a Senior Hous­
ing Committee to plan the project. 

•It is a big deal to get the complex 
built after not being successful in 
the past." said Novi Special Recre­
ation Coordinator Kathy Crawford, 
a leader of the project. 

"In the past we have asked our­
selves — why shouldn't we build 
something for our residents? It is 
great to finally get started." 

Concerned with the rising cost of 
living and escalating housing 
rentals for seniors, different com­
mittees spent more than 10 years 
looking for a site and a facility for a 

city-owned complex where rent 
would be affordable. 

More than 600 seniors have con­
tacted the city through the Parks 
and Recreation Department show­
ing Interest in living in Meadow­
brook Commons when the project 
is completed. 

City Manager Ed Kriewall said 
once the actual site was donated, 
by the developing firm Holtzman 
and Silverman Co., the project was 
able to move forward. 

"The community has been wait­
ing a long time for this." Kriewall 
said. "We were waiting to find a site 
where we could keep prices down 
— now we have that site and the 
housing will be affordable." 

The City of NoVl Will manage all 
aspects of construction on the 16-
acre, 175-unit complex. Which will 
take about two years to construct. 

There will be one-bedroom apart­
ments of approximately 565 to 630 
square feet and two-bedroom 
apartments ranging from 770 to 
900 square feet. 

Also available will be ranch-style 
units about 950 square feet in size, 

Crawford said the price range on 
the different units has not been 
determined yet. but the rent will 
pay for the costs of the complex. 

She added the city's building 
authority will issue bonds up to 
$16 million to pay for the initial 
construction and management 
costs.

Crawford said there will be many 
on-site amenities, including a 
home theater area, exercise rooms, 
laundry facilities, lounges and 
recreation rooms. 

"We have visited many different 
senior housing projects in a num­
ber of different communities." 
Crawford said. 

"We are taking all the good things 
we have seen and will apply it to 
the senior living at Meadowbrook 
Commons..

The petition (drive, barring any 
golf course or banquet facilities on 
land now owned by the city With 
voter approVal. Was started in Apri l 

by the organization People About 
Reserving Kids Space. 

"I am ^ a d It has been approved." 
said Angle Bruder. one of the lead­
ers of PARKS. 

"I hope the people Will come out 
and Vote for It." 

Needing a minimum of 5 percent 
of the 31.191 NoVl registered Vot­
ers, or 1.560 Votes. P.ARKS Was 
able to file 2.095 signatures for the 
charter amendment With the NoVl 
City Clerk's office before the Ju ly 
20 deadline. 

After Validating the signatures, 
the dty clerk's office sent the peti­
tion to the governor's office In 
Lansing. 

Shafer said upon receiving the 
letter, the governor's office sent the 

petition to the Michigan Attorney 
General's office. Where the legality 
of the language Was approVed. 

Upon approval of the legality. 
Shafer said the petition Was sent 
back to the governor's office the 
same day and Was approved for 
placement on the November gener­
al city election ballot. 

The approved charter amend­

ment reads: 'Development of City 
Property: No property owned by the 
City as of Nov. 2.1999 may be used 
for the purpose of a golf course 
and/or a banquet facility. The city 
may develop a golf course and/or a 
banquet facility only on property 
acquired after Nov. 2. 1999. specif­
ically for such purpose after voter 
approval at a general city election."

Oakland has had the largest 
population gain in the region since 
1990 — with 110.000 persons tak­

ing up residence in the county — 
but Livingston County's growth led 
the pack when the number is cal­
culated by percentage, 27.4. 

In Novi alone, the population has 
grown by 13.057 in ten years. 

On the other hand, the fastest 
growing communities in the 
metropolitan region are located in 
Macomb County. 

Those are the conclusions of a 
review of population and house­
hold grow issued by the Southeast 
Michigan Council of Governments. 

The report, providing an OverView 
of growth from 1990 Uirough July 
of 1998, should provide an early 
indication of What head-counters 
are likely to find here when they 
conduct the U.S. Census in April of 
2000. 

That will affect the flow of money. 
Many federal and state programs 

use population figures as the basis 
for the distribution of funds, 
including Community Development 
Block Grants. 

Overall, the southeast Michigan 
region grew by more than 140,000 
people, lo 4.73 million persons, an 
increase of 3.1 percent. 

"Though this decade represents 
the longest period of continued 
population growth the region has 
seen since the early 1960s, south­
east Michigan's growth rate from 
1990 to 1997 was well behind both 
the overall U.S. rate (7.6 percent) 
and that of Michigan as a Whole 
(5.1 percent)," the report conclud­
ed. 

Oakland County was the big 
gainer in terms of raw numbers. 
Macomb County Was second With 
an increase of 33,000. Wayne 
County however showed an offset­
ting decline In population, losing 
82.000 residents. 

Nonetheless, the only Oaldand 
County community to make the list 
of the fastest growing co1nmi1nlties 
Was South Lyon and It ranked 

third at 60.3 percent. 
A number of Oakland County 

communities showed population 
declines: Berkley, down 1 percent; 
Beverly Hills, -1.6: Clawson. -0.7; 
Farmington, -1.1; Ferndale, -1.4; 
Huntington Woods, -1.7; Oak Park, 
-2.2; Pleasant Ridge. -1.7; Royal 
Oak, -1.2; Royal Oak Township. -2; 
Southfleid. -0.5. 

"The number of people in a com­
munity is not the most useful indi­
cator of that community's Well 
being." the SEMCOG report point­
ed out. 

"A more useful Indicator of sta­
bility is the number of households 
in the community. This indicates a 
stable housing stock with heaJthy 
turnover, including the introduc­
tion of young families With children 
into neighborhoods With older 
households. Other Indicators 
include rising housing values and a 
diverse range of Income levels pre­
sent in the co11imunlty." 

The decline in the size of house-
holds Is happening throughout the 
region. The report noted that Wltile 

the region's population grew only 
3.1 percent, the number of house-
holds across southeast Michigan 
rose 7.1 percent since 1990, grow­
ing at more than twice the rate of 
the population. In fact, since 1950. 
the population here has grown only 
41 percent, but the number of 
households Is up 112 percent, the 
report concludes. 

In Oakland County since 1990, 
the big population gainers haVe 
been Auburn HiUs. with 2,257 new 
residents, or 13.2 percent growth; 
Farmington Hills. 6.013. 8.1; High­
land Township. 2,294. 12.8; Inde­
pendence Township.

"The building design presents 
some challenges." 

Ailasios informed the Novl City 
Council of these problems at the 
meeting Monday night. 

But Anastos has not been the 
only one to find flaws with the 
arena. Mayor Kathleen McLallen 
said she heard tJie same com­
plaints from J R V Management, a 
company that was also being con--
sidered for the management posi­
tion. 

It is unknown at this lime, who 

would pay for the arena's 
upgrades, if these problems are 
found to be true. 

Anastos said one of the biggest 
problems of the facility is its traffic 
flow. 

People are constantly having lo 
climb stairs and they are led away 
from the concession shop, which is 
a source of revenue, he said. 

"This is not a good thing." .Anas­
tos said. 

In addition, with all these people 
climbing rather steep stairs, Anas­

tos said he will need illore people to 
supervise lllem. costing more 
money lo the fnciliiy. 

Another blast to profits is the low 
quality of the arena skate-sharpen­
ing machine. "Thai is a revenue 
source and is important lo 
skaters." he said. 

In addition, Anastos said both of 
the rinks are built over a sand 
base, rallier than a cement base. 
This makes i l hard for a a rink to 
be shut down in slow months and 
used for drv'-land programs. 

If cenleni was under the ice. the 
ire rould simply be thawed out. 
With sand, overlays — like those 
used in Detroit's Joe Louis .^ena 
— would be used. Overlays are 
more expensive. 

/\lso. .'Vnastos whiffed out some 
sewer or drainage issue creating a 
snlell. he said. He was unsure what 
caused it. but added that it needed 
to be looked into. 

Another problem is air circula­
tion in the facility. This is making 
the air pressure ver>' low. causing 

doors to slam shut. 
And the landscaping outside lhe 

arena has become an issue. 
Because there is no sprinkler sys­
tem, the grass and other planis are 
not verv' attractive or vibrant. 
Anastos .said. 

While he pointed out these prob­
lems. .Anastos added it is verv-
unfair for him to say if ilie overall 
design of the building is good or 
bad. because he does not know at 
this poinl what went into building 
the facility.

know what they are doing, set up, 
get on the water and preform a res­
cue," Johnson said. 

For the ice rescue training. 
Jolinson said firefighters dress in 
the cold Water suits, cut a hole in 
the ice and practice puUing some­
one fi-om the water who has fallen 
tlirough the ice. 

During the summer training, 
firefighters take their boats out 
onto Walled Lake and practice tak­
ing an "injured boater" from the 
Water. The Victim is strapped onto a 
spinal injury long-board in the 
Water and Carefully pulled into the 
rescue boat. 

Johnson said because the victim 
must remain in the water until he 
or she is strapped to the long 
board, tliis t>'pe of rescue is very 
difficult, because the rescuers are 
floating along with them. 

"The object is to get Ihem 
strapped onto the board and get­
ting them on a boat and transport­
ed for treatment." he said. 

In each session, firefighters take 
turns as the "victim." Johnson said 
this gives them the chance to learn 
what victims undergo when they 
are being rescued. 

"It is good for the firefighters to 
see what the patient will txperi-
ence. so they can explain what they 
are doing and relieve the patient's 
worries." Johnson said. 

Depending on the type of injuries 
and weather conditions. Johnson 
said it takes about five minutes to 
complete this rescue. 

Winter training is essential in 
Novl, due to the large number of 
ponds in the city. 

"If someone were to venture out 
onto the ice and fall through, we 
Would have the capability of rescu­

ing them." Johnson said. 
He pointed out that while Novl 

firefighters do train for water res­
cue, the department can not take 
part in some rescues because it 
does not have the correct equip­
ment and may not be the depart­
ment in charge. 

Whether or not a rescue attempt 
can be made depends on the type 
of rescue and how far away from 
the shore the victim is. Johnson 
said. 

All water rescues in Oakland 
County fall under the jurisdiction 
of the Oakland County Marine 
Division. This division has a high­
ly-trained dive team and all the 
equipment necessary for a water 
rescue. 

"We will work with them to effect 
a rescue." Johnson added.

with sore Jaws and may eventually 
be diagnosed w-ith temporal 
mandibular Joint dysfunction, a 
condition that seemingly causes 
pain in the inner ear and Jawbone. 
In rare cases, the condition may 
worsen to the point where a person 
is in a constant state of pain. 

"Some of the patients 1 see 
describe the sound as two cement 
blocks rubbing together." Dr. Lynn 
said. 

From a dentist's perspective. Dr. 
Lynn said signs of grinding teeth — 
also knov.Ti as bruxism — include a 
flattening of the biting surface on a 

tooth and tenderness in the Jaw. 
Grinding does happen in the wak­
ing hours, but Dr. Lynn said pent-
up stress often comes in the form 
of grinding lecth unconsciously 
during sleep. 

"When I see someone with the 
signs of bru.'cism. the first question 
I ask a pauent is if they wake up 
uith bruised nbs." Lran said. 

"I get this look, and the patient 
asks what I'm talking about. I tell 
them their ribs might have gotten 
hurt from their spouse jabbing 
them in the side when they make 
the sound with their teeth." 

Lynn said people who catch 
themselves grinding their teeth 
should Immediately stop and 
remove themselves from stress-
filled situations. He said listening 
to soothing music or chewing gum 
are two simple steps that can be 
taken to lessen the damage done to 
jaw ligaments. 

If the grinding happens during 
the night. LvTin said dentists can 
furnish patients '.vith dental splints 
— thin, vinually imisible plasUc 
shields, that prevent tooth surfaces 
from rubbing against one another 
and also stop the stretching of 

Jaw s ligaments. 

"By treating the frustration, 
you're in a sense providing a cure." 
LvTin said.

SWOCC started renewal talks with 
Time Warner several years before 
the franchise was set to expire. 

Crawford said SWOCC has been 
conducting numerous surveys and 
locus group studies to determine 
the three cities' needs and interests 
from what they desire in their cable 
company. 

The studies have determined 
that the communities' desires 

included Internet cable capabili­
ties, more government and public 
access, addidona! channel capaci­
ties, and I-Net services that link 
schools and other networks togeth­
er. 

"We are looking for a level playing 
'•ield of language," Crawford said. 

"There is a difference in opinion, 
but we are 90 percent closer now 
than we were. We will continue to 
negotiate in the informal process 

and work out the issues." 
Collins said possible companies 

joining the competition could 
include cable operators Ameritech 
or .MediaOne. She added that there 
is current competition to Time 
Warner Cable through satellite ser­
vice providers like PrimeStar and 
RCA. 

"The contract is non-exclusive 
with Time Warner and Ameritech 
has contacted us." Crawford said. 

"Everybody would like to see 
competition, but right now we are 
concentrating on our negotiations." 

.According to Collins, if a different 
cable company would enter the 
market, the company would have 
to build an entirely new and sepa­
rate cable system. ' With possibiil-
des of only receiving half of the 
available market, not many cable 
companies are willing to make that 
business move, she said. 

"There is veiy little cable compe-
dtion across the country." Collins 
said. 

"If a new cable company would 
want to enter the market, it Would 
be solely as a business decision on 
their part. SWOCC can't force any 
cable companies to come Into the 
market."

Michael Harris has a hard time 
finding a good parking space at 
Twelve Oaks Mali. 

Harris. Government Relations 
Director for the Novi-based Para­
lyzed Veterans of America. Michi­
gan Chapter, must park in a hand­
icapped space with enough room 
for l i im to use his wheelchair lift. 

However, the mall and many 
other local shopping centers, peo­
ple who are not handicapped are 
taldng up handicapped parking 
spaces, he said. 

"I am usually forced to park in an 
area Where nobody parks around 
my van," he said. 

Due to an increasing number of 
non-disabled drivers moving into 
parking spaces reserved those witJi 
for handicapped parking designa­
tions, the Novi Volunteer Handicap 
Parking Enforcement Team is 
recruiting more volunteers. 

AI Slonim. volunteer for the 
team, said he has seen a definite 
increase in the number of people 
un1aWfu11y using handicapped 
parking spaces. He attributes this 
rise to too many peopie with the 
"me" attitude. 

"They have no respect for the 
law." he said. 

"Most people don't realize when 
they talce up a handicap parking 
space, they are depriving a handi­
capped person from using that 
space." 

For Harris, the handicapped area 
is far from the mail and does not 
guarantee he W111 continue to have 
enough space to use his 
Whedchalr-Hft. 

Many times. When he leaves the 
mall. Harris will find another vehi­

cle has parked next to his. This 
cuts off access for him to his van, 
forcing him to ask complete 
strangers to back his van out of the 
parking space so he can get inside. 

Others have difficulties, too, 
Slonim related a recent incident in 
which he was placing an Ucket on a 
vehicle illegally parked in a handi­
capped space and a woman using a 
walker approached him. 

He said she told him she wished 
he was in that parking lot the day 
before, because someone apparent­
ly without authorization had 
parked in a handicapped space, 
leaving none for her. 

Because there were no other 
handicapped spaces for her to park 
at, she had to park at the far end of 
the parking lot and struggle with 
her walker to the entrance of the 
business. 

When she arrived at the front 
door, she looked at the vehicle and 
noticed it did not have a permit. 
Seeing that a man was sitting 
inside the vehicle, she asked him to 
move. He refused. 

As soon as she Walked into the 
business, the man left the parking 
spot. 

"With the more people We have 
out there, the more We can catch 
these kinds of instances." Slonim 
said. 

Slonim said he Joined the Nov! 
patrol at it inception two years ago. 
This Was a way for him stand up 
and fight for what he felt was right. 

"I've got so much to be thankful 
for. There are some that have less 
than me and I have got to help 
them.- he said. 

Slonim said practically anyone 
can volunteer for the patrol, they 
Just need to be able to donate four 

hours of their time each Week to 
patrol parking lots throughout the 
city for handicapped parking viola­
tors. 

The parking patrol surveys Novi 
parking lots five days a Week, eight 
hours a day. 

New recruits are trained by Novi 
Police in a lour hour, in-house ses­
sion and a two-hour session on the 
road. 

During the tralnlng.the recruits 
are taught about the handicapped 
parking law. where to look for per­
mits in vehicles and how to look for 
handicapped parking signs. 

Slonim said a sign has to be 
posted next to the handicapped 
parking space or a ticket cannot be 
issued to an illegally parked car. It 
is not enough if the handicapped 
parlcing symbol is merely painted 
on the ground inside the parlcing 
space. 

Over the two years the team has 
been patrolling Novi parking lots, 
members have written about 525 
citations. 

"That is not Indicative of all the 
people we have obserVed in handi­
cap parking spaces. Wc glVe out 
just as many Verbal Warnings as 
citations." Slonim said. 

Slonim stressed giving out tick­
ets is not the goal of the patrol. The 
goal is to educate people about 
handicapped parking laws, he said. 

People need to realize that they 
are breaking the law and taking 
away these parking spaces from 
those who really need them, he 
said. This is Why Slonim and the 
other members of the patrol Would 
rather give Verbal Warnings than 
Write tickets. 

But be Warned — Ifyou are being 
ticketed by a member of the patrol.

it is best lo treat them with respect. 
Ifyou are obno.xious or belligerent. 
Slonim said the chances of getting 
a ticket are greater 

"We had a situation in Farming-
ton HUls a few weeks ago where we 
went to tell a driver he was illegally 
parked and this guy got out and 
started cursing at us and had an 
attitude." Slonim said. 

"We are not left with any alterna­
tive. That person is going to get a 

ticket." 
Slonim added many people are 

angry when the patrol gives them a 
Ucket. 

People need to realize that if they 
are not handicapped, they are not 
allowed to park in handicapped 
spaces. Slonim stressed. 

"Ifyou are parked there, you are 
going to get hit by us sooner or 
later." he said.

"1 don't understand why we 
would want to see any of his busi­
ness around here. We should be 
competing with his business, 
including taking his customers." 
said DeRoche. 

DeRoche reasoned that if the 
economy became lough and .-^Jias-
tos were to decide between loca­
tions, if he was a good business­
man, he would pick his Farming-
ton Hills facility rather than .Novi's 
arena. 

.•\nasios assured them this was 
not the case. He said his current 
operation in Farmington Hills , 
working with the .N'ovi rinks, would 
be beneficial to 'oolh. 

In addiiion, Davis said the new 
contract will coni.iin .in incentive 
clause that will financially reward 
the new nianaj^eineni team for 
dome well in .N'ovi. 

The facility in Farmington Hills 
has several physical limitations to 
lhe types of programs .-iinastos can 
run. He said its biggest constraints 
are insufficient parking and 
bleachers. Because of this, he can­
not host tournaments and other 
big events at his facility off of Ten 
.Mile f-̂ oad in Farm.ington Hills. 

Proarams such as these are per­
fect for lhe Novi arena, he said, and 
the Farmington Hills rink can be 
used for overflow. Just by having 
the two arenas within a few miles 
of each other, .-\naslos .said, will 
create more demand. 

".New rinks create new cus-
tom.ers. I love to see new rinks," he 
said. 

Currently he market for ice Ume 
at these rinks is e.vtremely strong 
and there simply is not enough 
time to go around, he added. 

Funhermore, Schmid said he 
wanted to see a business plan 
included with the information 
about Suburban. 

Anastos said he hadn't drafted 
one. because Novl's speed in find­
ing a new manager for the arena 
didn't leave him Ume to finalize a 
plan. However, he said his compa­
ny is currently working on one. 

"I sat down with (parks and 
recreation) to understand your sit-
uaUon. It is not going to be easy." 
he said. 

L'sing this meetinii and iiieeUngs 
with hockey and figure skating 
Uroups, he said he had been work­
ing on details of how lo pull the 
arena out of trouble, but 'it is still 
evolving." 

He .said lhe Novi Ice .-Xren-i's 
problems that could be a concern 
10 Suburban are the lime frame the 
dty e.xpects to be out of the deficit 
and the condition of the building. 

The inherent design of the build­
ing is challenging, he .said. TJiere 
are problems with air flow and cus­
tomer traffic. TTie current design 
lakes visitors to the building aw.iy 
from the concession stands, thus 
draining poienUal profits. 

To meet these problems. .-^lastos 
proposed taking a ponion of the 
profits for a capital fund. This fund 
would be used only for building 
improvements. 

.•\nastos added he will be looking 
closely at designing the right pro­
grams for evciy hour the building 
is open, through further talks with 
the figure skating groups and 
hockey groups. 

The big plan is bringing hands-
on management to the facility. He 
said he would hire an e.\-perienced 
on-site manager and would visit 
the site himself throughout the 
week. 

Tha t is what is impoaant to us. 
That is what makes us successlul." 
he said. 

But questions surl'aced from 
some council members about his 
management e.vperience. 

Lorenzo said .^asios ' facilitv in 

Farinington Hills is only a year old 
and he has not been a manager for 
very long. 

.•\nastos disagreed with I^ren/.o. 
"1 have been in lhe business 

since lhe 1980s and lhe company 
was established in the 1970s. Over 
a period of 25 years we have been 
successful." he said. 

During this Ume. .-Anastos said 
iie has managed many different 
things from a competitive hockey 
league to Suburban's company. 

"We are vet̂ - proud of our suc­
cess I think we bring a strong 
name to Novi with strong manage­
ment." he said. 

"I think we are capable of turning 
around this facility. .-Mthough it is 
going 10 take some tough love." 

.-\nastos said his prelinlinary 
projects indicate he could make a 
profit on the facility alter a year, 
although he s'j^essed it would be a 
minimal profit. 

"The opporluniUes that e.Kisl for 
this facility are tremendous." he 
said. 

He added he will work with all of 
the user groups and promote the 
facility in a "very aggressive public 
relaUons campaign." 

People who are concerned about 
the progress he is making on Lhe 
facilitv- will be invited for a tour, 
.^astos said. In addlUon. if the citv' 
is not saUsfied with Suburban after 
60 days, .^astos said Uiere will be 
a clause in the contract allowing 
the city to terminate Suburban. 

"This is not an easy assignment, 
but from dav one we will go out and 

bring the community together. It 
will take some lime." he said. 

.•Vlavor Pro Tem Hugh Cravtford 
motioned to accept the nominaUon 
of Suburban, on lhe b.'i.sis that 
some sort of business plan is pre-
.sented al lhe ne.xt city council 
meeUng and upon approval of a 
conu-aci with Suburban by the city 
council. 

Schmid said alter hearing .Anas­
tos sincere interest in Novi he 
would support the motion. He 
stressed this is only the okay for 
Suburban and the city to draft a 
coniraci. not for complete approval 
of the company. 

Lorenzo said she was also 
impressed with .•\nastos presenta­
tion. 

"I commend you for stepping up 
to the plate." she said. 

The moUon passed unanimously: 
six-to-zero: with DeRoche excused 
due to a family emergency. 

After the IneeUng. Mayor Kath­
leen McLallen said the clincher for 
her support was the enthusiasm 
.•\nastos showed to the council. She 
said he seemed to be making a per­
sonal commitment to the success 
of the arena. 

"He basically said. "I am putUng 
my reputaUon on the line and 1 am 
not going to do this if it is going to 
screw up my reputaUon." McLallen 
said.

Then , y o u are provided w i t h a choice between two 
things: to hear a l i s t o f outages a n d to report a n out-
age. E v e n If y o u hear that y o u r area i s out, i t i s impor ­
tant for y o u to report that y o u r house h a s n o cable,e, 
because the cable company h a s no Way of k n o w i n g If 
specific addresses are o u t They c a n only t r a c k out­
ages b y area, n o t b y address. 

A n d wha t i f y o u get a b u s y s ignal? H i e Southwes t 
O a k l a n d Cab l e C o m m i s s i o n ci t ies ' cus tomer-servlce 
s tands ordinance requires t h a t "Under n o r m a l oper­
a t ing condi t ions , the cuistomers m a y receive a b u s y 

s ignal less than t l iree percent of the t ime." However, 
n o r m a l operat ing condi t ions means those service con­
di t ions that are v i l t l i i n the control of the cable opera­
tor. So the cable company is off the hook, so to spealc. 
In the case of a large power outage, severe weather 
condi t ions a n d other loncontrollable s i tuat ions. Y o u r 
best bet i s to keep t rying. 

Repa i r answer ca l l s from 8:30 a .m. to 11 p . m . M o n ­
day th rough F r i d a y and from 8:30 a .m. to 7:30 p . m . 
o n Sa tu rday a n d Sunday . (These are more h o u r s t h a n 
are reqi i l red unde r the cit ies ' cus tomer service s tan-
deirds ordinance.) 

.After that, a l l ca l l s are answered by a n answer ing 
service. If y o u experience a n outage after hot i rs . y o u 
c a n s t i l l ca l l , bu t a technic ian won' t be sent ou t t l ia t 
evening unless they have received at least three 
reports from the same area. 

So you've reported y o u r outage a n d the cable has 
re turned . Now y o u c a n s i t b a c k a n d wai t for thiat 
r e l u n d to come to y o u . right? Wrong . Y o u are enti t led 
for a refund for the t ime y o u r cable service w a s out, 
b u t y o u m u s t ca l l the cable company to tie ellgflble. 
Once aga in . T i m e Warner has no w a y of k n o w i n g i f 
i n d i v i d u a l cus tomers have a n outage, even i f y o u 
cal led for repair. . The folks a t xepai r do n o t have 
access to y o u r account a n d canno t give y o u c r e d i t So 
y o u have to ca l l for a refund. T h i s t ime though , y o u 
need to c a l l the Cus tomer Service Depar tment at (248) 
553-7300 . 

W h a t i f y o u r cable service h a s re turned, b u t y o u 
on ly have bas ic cable w h e n y o u payed for expanded 
bas i c? C a l l the company. It m a y he as s imple as flip­
p i n g a s w i t c h to fix y o u r p rob lem. Tha t way, y o u won ' t 
be pay ing for a service y o u aren't getting. 

Remember that the cable c o m m i s s i o n can' t do any­
th ing for a n outage. We on ly hand le compla in t s t h a t 
are n o t resolved 1^ T i m e Warner .

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Big daddy wants your bills paid 
Remember dear old 
dad. You knew he 
always had your best 
interests at heart, but 
his lessons could 
sometimes be harsh 
when he was tiylng 
teach you one of those 
important lessons 
about life, like taking 
personal responsibili­
ty for yourself.

Why. your friends down at 
the local utility company. Right now they believe 
you need another lesson in responsibility. 

"As long as you're hooked up to my utility ..." 
MichCon has iiled a proposal with the state 

Public Service Commission to cut the time 
allowed for payment of bills from the current 21 
days to 17. Also part of the request is a propos­
al to shorten the grace period for application of 
a 2 percent late fee from five days to one. Fur­
ther, it would increase the deposits required to 
reconnect once a customer's service has been 
turned off. And it would aJso require larger 
deposits for new customers. 

IVIichCon is claiming it is doing it to get cus­
tomers to show a little more "personal account­
ability." 

The proposal is being made by MichCon. but 
the ruling of the PSC would apply to other state 

utilities that deliver gas and electricity, like 
Detroit Edison and Consumers Power, so 
they've all jumped on the bandwagon. 

The proposal was actually filed with Public 
Service Commission two years ago, but it was 
never publicized. The PSC has held only one 
hearing on the issue and no further hearings 
are scheduled. Michigan's new Attorney Gener­
al Jennifer Granholm is making an issue of it. 
She filed recently to oppose the proposal before 
the PSC. 

Granholm thinks the whole thing Is just a 
ploy by the utilities to get more of money out of 
their customers. 

That's just not the case, our friends at the 
utility companies assure us. Rather, they want 
to teach .Michigan residents to stop abusing the 
system. The utilities believe the incentives for 
on-time pajTnent — like the fact they'll turn off 
your power if you don't — just aren't adequate 
to keep customers acting responsibly. They 
believe" tflat the fact their bills are due in 21 
days versus the 17 days most other companies 
a11ow means you'll pay bills to others first. 

And MichCon wants a "level playing field" 
with those other businesses. 

It is a bit ludicrous to hear a monopoly talk 
about Wanting a level playing field With other 
businesses. The key point Is that if you or I don't 
like the billing practices of some other company, 
we can take our business elsewhere. 

Apparently, from the utilities' perspective, you 
are abusing' the system If you don't pay your 
uUlIty bills first. From their perspective, that 
makes you Irresponsible. 

You just thought you Were doing a thllng most 

of us call "money management." In part, that's 
the process in which most of us look at the bills 
that have come in. compare it to the money we 
have available, and decide which get paid first. 
You thought you were being smart because that 
keeps you from writing checks out of your 
account before there is actually money in there 
to cover them. 

Nope, that's abusing the system. MichCon 
believes your utllitj' bill should be your highest 
priority. Food, clothing, shelter — it turns out — 
should an be secondary to paying the utility 
bills. 

As you well know, utility companies have 
evefy reason to claim for themselves the right to 
be the final determiners of what is responsible 
behavior and what is not. Lord knows, they are 
extremely responsible organizations. 

It's not their fault that the electricity goes out 
every time the weather produces something 
stronger than a gentle breeze. 

It's not the gas company's fault If a contrac­
tor, digging around at a construction site, hits a 
pipeline. The gas company can't be expected to 
work a little closer with those construction con­
tractors to make sure they don't, say. burn 
down your entire neighborhood. 

Well, tills may not be veiy responsible of me. 
but I for one am hoping the PSC will decide to 
give the utilities a little fatherly lesson or two of 
their own in "accountability."

"I loved the sounds they made. It just 
sounded like they Were chort1ing. They do 
it al1 day and all night." Harris said. 

But it Was the lure of the laughing hye­
nas that captured tliis Michigan State Uni-
Versity senior When it came time to Volun­
teer for a research project. Harris. Who is 
Working on a degree i n animal behaVior 
and neurobiology, spent part of June In 
Kenya studying the behavioral ecology of 
.African mammals. This is the first time 
MSU opened the program to undergradu­
ates. 

It Was also the 20-year-old NoVi resi­
dent's first dme overseas. 

She came home eager to rehabilitate the 
su11ied image of hyenas. Vilified in movies 
such as T h e Lion King ." the creatures 
have gotten too much bad press. Harris 
finds. 

"They're definitely misrepresented. They 
get a bad rap. They're not a scaVenger. 
They're good efficient hunters and they 
compete viTlth lions." she said. 

The Journey firom Detroit to Nairobi took 
Harris 16 hours, but to her surprise she 
didn't leave the comforts of home behind. 

Roughing it in the bush included com­
fortable tents With indoor plumbing and 
quite luxurious lodges. 

D u r i n g her stay In Kenya 's N a k u r u 
National Park, folloWed by more time in 
the renowned M a s a i M a r a Na t iona l 
Reserve. Harris learned to identify a num­
ber of African mammals by gender. The 
antelope Were the most difficult, having so 
many Variations on a similar theme. 

But she chose the spotted hyenas for 
more IntensiVe study. Harris Joined a M S U

field research laboratoiy. imder the direc­
tion of Dr. Kay Holekamp. that has scruti­
nized the animals on site for 11 years. 

Her group Was assigned the task of 
defining the dominance 
h ie ra rchy i n the b i r t h 
den of 14 spotted hyena ., 
cubs , the progeny of H v e n a c h a t t c r 
seven or eight mothers. 
Hyenas are a s t r i c t 
matriarchy and the lead 
or alpha female's daugh­
ters outrank other cubs. 

"Their females are cool 
because they're domi­
nant to the males." Har­
ris said. 

The a n i m a l s liVe i n 
c lans of about 70. 
Females stay With their 
birth clans. While i1iature 
males are k i c k e d out . 
Hyenas take oVer the 
dens of porcup ines or 
Wart hogs. Their young 
then live i n a series of 
tuimels. 

The s tuden t s deter­
mined Which cubs Were 
leaders of the pack by 
tossing out biscui ts at 
them and Watching them 
fight over the treats. < 

"We Jdnd of prompted them to fight." 
Harris said.

As part of her research, she 
learned how lo I'ire tranquilizer 
guns that shoot nledication into 
hyenas. 

Harris also learned how to tell a 
hyena's age and pack ranking by its 
teeth. Hyenas yeal-Il I'or bones and 
those in high society get to eat 
more. Their teeth are therefore 
more ground down than those ani­
mals lower on the hyena social 
scale. 

"We didn't see too much carnage. 
We saw a hvena take do\m a zebra. 

l l was kind of gruesome, it was 
interesting, too." Harris said. 

Harris 's stay coincided with a 
trauma for the MSU researchers. 
Tile hyena clan's dominant female. 
Bracket Shoulders, died of old age. 
alter reaching appro.xlIilately 19 
years. 

"They were kind of attached lo 
her." Harris said. 

.'\s Harris left, it s t i l l had not 
been established who would replace 
Bracket Shoulders as top hyena. A 
dominant female's heir is usually 
her youngest daughter, but in this 
case, the second youngest daughter 
was coming on strong as a chal­
lenger.

Can you say "senior leader­
ship?" 

That"s what e\'eiyb(xly associat­
ed with the .Novi football program 
is saving in 1999. The Wildcats 
return a plethora of seniors — 31. 
to be exact — who were a part of 
.Novl's 5-4 squad of a year ago. 

And the burden of ending the 
millennium on a winning note will 
lay heavily on those 31 returnees. 
.Many of Novi's projected starters 
are seniors. 

"Last year we had j u s t 15 
seniors on the varsity team, and 
our sophomore class is just like 
that this year." coach J o h n 
Osborne said. "Hopefully, with all 
that experience back, it should 
pay some dividends for us this 
year. Everyone is bigger, faster 
and sU-onger than last year." 

This year's team v^ill have many 
of the offensive weapons that 
helped the team post 224 points 
in nine games last season. Unfor­
tunately, many of them will have 
to double up to help out an inex­
perienced defense.

Cervi Will captain the 1999 team.-
Both are returning starters from 
last season. Offensively. Kittle will 
start at center and will share Ume 
on the defensive line. Cervi is one 
of two starting running backs and 
Will double up as a linebacker 
when needed. 

O F F E N S E 
Without a doubt, this is the 

sU-engUi of the team. The enUre 
backfield returns from last year, 
so Osborne e.v-pects to score a lot 
of points this season. 

Senior quarterback Mitch Maier 
returns for his second season 
taking the snaps. Last year he 
was the first junior to start at 
quarterback at Novi High School 
since 1985. 

"Usually we look to a player 
who's had' some experience and 
who can lead the team." Osborne 
said. ".Mitch demonstfated a lot of 
leadership in his junior season. 
And this year he's stronger than 
last year." 

Maier. 6-foot-l. 180 pounds, 
threw for 972 yards and eight 
touchdowns last year. He also ran 
for another 542 yards and six 
touchdowns. His backup will be 
fellow senior Scott Mirlke.

There is a major trend conUnuina in the U.S. 
today called 'specializaUon." Specialization is 

the limiting of goods 
and services offered 
(versus generalization) 
to better meet a spe­
cific need. 

People are bus ie r 
than ever before, and 
the world in most 
people's op in ion is 
more complex than 
ever. When we find 
ourselves with a spe­
cific need 'jying to get 
from a point "A" to a 
point " B , - more and 
more of us are turning 

to a specialist in the area of our need. 
There are hundreds of e.\'amples of specializa­

tion. .Men no longer seeking a divorce lawyer for 
legal advice rather a divorce law\-er "specializ­
ing" in representing the man In the divorce. Peo­
ple no longer seeking a family doctor but a doc­
tor "specializing in a specific area." Specialized 
book stores are available, stores specializing in 
electronics, batteries, fishing items, even a store 
specializing in calendars are popping up. 

One could probably meet their need with a 
more general approach, but for the most effi­
cient, quick solution to a specific need, a spe­
cialist is the answer. The same is true with one 
of today's hottest trends in meeting people's fit­
ness needs...personal training. 

Boo Sadikot. director of fitness for the Water 
Wheel Health Club points out "This senice is 
now gradually shedding its former image of 
being an exclusive sen' ice. It is no longer 
reserved for celebrities, professional athletes, 
etc." 

The top two barriers stopping most people 
from starting and staying with a fitness pro­
gram easily point to why personal training is so 

hot. 
I} I ai11 not stire Where to start or Wliat to do 
2} I aii1 not seelilg restilts 

These two reasons really speak volumes on 
why we as a population are not at the fitness 
level we desire. I mean, think about it. the first 
barrier is huge. Most people have uied four or 
five different programs or plans from the latest 
video program, the latest super home equip­
ment piece or a membership to a club that does 
not match your needs. Many of these misguided 
starts lead people to give up on "e.xercise." We in 
the field hear it all the time. "I have tried an 
exercise program and it just doesn't work for 
me." .^so when you start an improper exercise 
program you r isk much more than lack of 
results, you risk serious injury. 

The second barrier is just as critical. Most 
people do not stay with the proper program long 
enough to see results, so these poor results lead 
to dropping out. If a person were set up on a 
proper program from the start, and were to con­
tinue with it for 60-90 days, the noticeable 
changes to their body would act as the motiva­
tion to continue. The answer to this dilemma for 
many is personal training. But how does a per­
son go about finding and choosing a personal 
trainer 

Personal trainers can be found almost any­
where these days. Look in your phone book. You 
will find a few types of ti-ainers. Independents 
working as their owrI business, tliose working in 
a health-club setting or those doing both. Where 
they work is not as important as finding the 
right one for you. 

We recommend e.xamining these key points as 
a starter.. 

A) Personality/people skills—This is the first 
for a reason. You could have the most knowl­
edgeable trainer in the world, and ifyou do not 
relate to. or trust him or her the odds for suc­
cess diminish. Good chemistry Will promote 

good communication. Many female clients pre­
fer i'emale trainers and some prefer trainers at 
or near their age. Do not skip this step. You are 
entrusting this person with your body. Once 
you locate a trainer, ask for a free consultation 
and turn it into an interview. .-Xsk yourself: can I 
see myself building a relationship with this indi­
vidual? 

B) Check certification and bac/cpround—Unfor­
tunately certifications have become a little 
watered down. It is estimated that there are 
some 250-300 certification programs available 
today. But many are dubious, consisting of little 
more than a one-day course or a mail-order pro­
gram. During your interview ask about this cer­
tification. Among widely respected programs are 
those offered by tlie AInerican College of Sports 
Medicine, ."imerican Council on E.xercise. Aero­
bics Fitness Association of America and the 
National Academy of Sports Medicine. 

Another good question is how much experi­
ence does the trainer have? .Academic degrees in 
a fitness field are not absolutely necessaiy. but 
call be important depending on your goals and 
background (i.e. past ilijuries. etc.) 

Once you establish these basics, the relation­
ship can be invaluable and your results will 
soon follow. Boo Sadikot adds. "Many of my 
clients have been training with me for two 
years, and continue to stick with their program 
and see regular changes. I am not sure they 
would have had this success without the per­
sonal guidance and relationship."
