Suburban
skates with
ice rink deal

It's a deal.

After smocthing out some rough
spots, the Novi City Ceuncil and
Suburban Arena Management
have agreed on a final contract
transferring managerial control of
the Novi Ice Arena to Suburban.

Last week the Novi City Council
approved a contract with Subur-
ban. with several concerns to be
addressed. The council’s and Sub-
urban’s concerns were hashed out
in a meeling Monday morning
between Suburban President Tom
Anastos and city officials.

The results of these negoliations
were then approved by the council
in a special session Monday night.
As of Tuesday afternoon. Anastos
had not seen the approved official
contract.

Assuming what [ heard is the
case, | think we are prepared to
move ahead,” he said.

Anastos’s concerns came after
the Aug. 23 council meeting. He
said council members talked a lot
about what they wanted to see in
the contract. but did not get to his
business plan.

He said the contract was only
part of the deal and he wanted to
make sure issues in the business
plan were addressed before he

went forward.

“I lagk at it this way. when [
walked oul of the council meeting
(Aug. 23) there wasn't a deal in
place. There were proposed
changes. In addition 10 that.
issues that | brought to the floor

T expressed to the city, in order
1o move forward, the issues af the
contract and the business plan
needed Lo be addressed.”

His main issues were the Pro
Shop. specificaliy the poor quality
of the skate sharpener, and the
lack of accounting software,

According to City Manager Ed
Kriewall. another issue ol impor-
tance was who Anastos was deal-
ing with at the city level.

“He wanted to make sure he
was dealing just with Dan Davis
(Director of Parks and Recreation),
We assured him that Davis is the
only person he was going to deal
with,” Kriewall said.

These points were added into
the contract Monday night. The
cantract was changed to include a
budget for a new skate sharpener
and the software, as well as a'cap-
ital reserve. The capital reserve

L-awsuit delays rebuiid

of Grand River bridge

The fight between the City of
Novi and the Adell Brothers Chil-
dren's Funded Trust has caused
another construction delay.

Due to the Impending lawsuit
between the city and the Adells
over the proposed taking of Expo
Center land, the Oakland County
Road Commigsion was forced to
delay reconstruction to next sum-
mer of the 1920s-era CSX bridge
on Grand River Avenue, fust west
of Novi Road.

“It was originally scheduled to
do this year. but moved in part to
coordinate with the City of Novi
project. It would make sense to do
these projects together,” said
Craig Bryson, spokesperson for
the Oakland County Road Com-
mission.

The road commission will be
completely reconstructing the
bridge from April to November
next year at a price of $3.2 mil-
lion. Grand River Avenue will be
closed for during the work.

Earlier, the road commission
planned to tear the deteriorating
structure down in fall 1998, The
price tag then was $2 million.
When done, the work is expected
to take a full year and convert the

bridge from four lanes of traffic in
nine-foot wide lanes to five, 12-
[oot wide lanes. This would be the
biggest road project the count}
has undertaken.

However, the Adells — owners of
the Expo Center property — filed a
lawsuit against the City of Novi
over the proposed condemnation
of some Expo Center land for a
road spur. The spur s part of the
Crescent Boulevard project, also
called the rng road. This road is
expected to ease congestion at the
Novi Road and Grand River
Avenue intersection.

The Adells say the spur is noth-
ing more than a driveway for the
neighboring Progressive Taal on
Grand River, while the city says
there is no other way to engineer
the road without the spur.

City Manager Ed Kriewal] said
without the spur, Progressive Tool

"would lose all access to any road

after reconstruction of the Grand
River bridge, adding that the Expo
Center is also planning on build-
ing a parking lot next to the spur,
thus making it useful to another
business in the area. -

“No other design than this
makes sense.” Kriewall said.

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Fountain ahead

City creates park at Grand River, Novi Road

Novi's plans to place a fountain
on the corner of Novi Road and
Grand River Avenue are a splash
and some big bucks away from a
reality.

In a special meeting Manday
night, the Novi City Council
reached a consensus to go forward
with a plan to place a $350.000
fountain on the northeast corner of
Novi Road and Grand River Avenue
and create the Novi Millennium
Park. The site was the previously
the home of an Amoce gas station:

“This would be a focus for the
enire community. We are really
taking an old gas station and
reclaiming it for the community.”
said Novi City Manager Ed
Kriewall.

The fountain is composed aof
three water jets shooting water up
to 12 feet in the air on a platform
raised about eight feet above a
lower pool of water. The lower pool
will have six additional “bubbler”
Jjets that can shoot water aboul six
feet in the ajr. The entire structure

will be illuminated and have the
City of Novi symbols adorning it.

During the winter the jets can he
trned off, and the park area can
be used for winter activities, such
as Christmas light displays.

The highly-visible corner has
undergone an extensive environ-
menial clean-up. In the early
1990s, it was cited by the Depart-
ment of Environmental Quality for
leaking underground storage
tanks. the result of many decades
of gas station operations on the
land.

Kriewall said the park the foun-
tain will be located in will be com-
pletely developed and paid for by
AETNA, which is building three
new bhusinesses nearbv in Novi
Town Center.

AETNA will also pay for all main-
tenance costs ta the fountain.

In addition, AETNA will donate
about $40.000 to the fountain
itself. The city must pay for the
rest.

This deal was made by the city
with AETNA. In exchange, AETNA
was allowed expand the Town Cen-

According to Kriewall, the addi-
tional cost to the city can be raised
through the sale of brick pavers
that will surround the fountain.
Corporations or families can have
their names inscribed on the bricks
and placed around the fountain to
be viewed by visitors for many
years, he said.

The city could start marketing
the bricks within the next 60 days.
he added.

The fountzin may be constructed
by next summer.

Council Member Kathy Mutch
said it is important to emphasize
the idea for a municipal fountain is
as old as the Town Center.

The current idea for a fountain
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came from the Thirtieth Anniver-
sary Committee as a millennjum
project, Mutch said.

“This is not a council-initiated
projeci. This is a community-initi-
ated project,” she said.

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GORP tax cut a windfall for rich Novi Chamber

When Michigan
Sen. Spencer Abra-
ham and his fellow
Republicans passed
the $792 billion tax
cut last month, they
thought they had a
winner,

After all, there's
neoihing better than
trumpeting  your
support for a tax
cut, especially if

voure a first-term
GOP senator facing
a tough carnpaign for reelection. And Abra-
ham didnt waste a minute after the final
vote, going on a 13-day bus tour through
27 Michigan communities and attacking
his opponent, Rep. Debbie Stabenow, as a
liberal whose support for outrageous
spending and high taxes led to lost jobs
and big government.

Abraham claims the big tax cut will lead
1o an even bigger government surplus, as
lower taxes stimulate economic growth that
leads to more tax receipts. And he argues
that the government surplus, estimated by
some to be as high as $3 trillion over the
next 10 years, ought to be returned to the
taxpayers.

Stabenow. who favors the more modest
$295 billion tax cut. claims the GOP tax
cut incorporates a windfall for the rich,
threatens destruction of Social Security

and Medicare. and risks going back to the
billion-dollar deficits of the 1980s. She
argues that we have a once-in-a-lifetime
chance to get our economic house in order
and we shouldn’t squander .

At this point, Stabenow appears to have
the advantage in the argument.

On economies. the Institute on Taxation
and Economic Policy estimates the GOP tax
bill would bring a $157 average annual tax
reduction for the bottom 60 percent of tax-
payers, while these earning more than
$89,000 a year — the top 10 percent —
would reap annual savings of §7,520.

Politically, Ed Sarpolus, vice-president of
EFIC/MRA, a Lansing polling firm, says his
polls show that voters do like the idea of a
tax cut. But when given a choice between
a big tax cut and protecting Social Security
and Medicare or paying down the national
debt, most voters change their priorities.

The risk for Abraham is that, contrary 1o
the usual political calculus, he may wind
up being placed by the tax cut argument in
the worst of all possible worlds: Financially
irresponsible; a threat to the stability of
Social Security and Medicare; a political
panderer out of touch with the feelings of
most voters. Getting on the wrong side of
an emotional issue like this early on could
haunt the rest of the Abraham campaign,
even though it will have the support of Gov.
John Engler and an enormous war chest.

For months, I've been wondering just
how the Senate Republicans got stamped-

ed into supporting such a big tax cut.

After all. the country’s big national debt
was incurred largely as the resull of the big
mililary build up when President Reagan
essentiallv challenged the Russians to
compete with the world’s biggest economy.
“We put a mortgage on our future to
bankrupt the Soviets,” is the way one of my
Washington-based Republican friends puts
it. And we did exactly that.

Now. with the Russians bankrupted, we
have the opportunity o pay offl the mort-
gage by cutting down on the national debt
— in effect. paying us all back for the
deficits we accepted in order to beat the
Russians. Moreover. the benefits for every-
body of reducing the national debt are con-
siderable, running from lower interest rates
produced by a reduced national debt to
greater flexdbility to deal with the problems
facing Social Security and Medicare.

There's an old line that provokes musing
about the difference between friends and
enemies: "With friends like that, who needs
enemies.”

[ wonder if Spencer Abraham ever thinks
about that.

Don't be surprised if
the two lawsuits
pending against the

ence and the Arts and the other by the U-
M Law School — are very different. That, of
course, has everything to do with how affir-
mative action is applied. And it could have
a significant impact on how the courts will
view those practices.

Race relations has never been my issue. |
got tossed cold into the midst of a very hot
debate when Chuck Stokes invited me to
appear on Channel 7's “Spotlight on the
News™ to question U-M Law School Dean
Jeffrey Lehman aleng with Trevor Coleman
of the Detroit Free Press. The segment
aired Sunday, Aug. 29. .

The Center for Individual Rights, a Wash-
ington-based advocacy group. has filed the
suits on behalf of three white students who
were not admitted, they say, due to affir-
mative action. According to CIR, less well
qualified minority students were admitted
and tock their slots.

Lehman is eager to get this matter before
a judge because he strongly believes it's a
winner. He puts up a convineing argument
for the need to continue affirmative action
programs. Race is still a factor in American
society, he says, and it still impacts how
minerity students do at school and in their
lives. '

I'm willing to-accept that. Those who
argue against it forget the history of our
country’s uniquely bad treatment of
African-Americans. It is hard to imagine
that 30 years of civil rights legislation could
erase the stain of 300 years of segregation,
discrimination and slavery. I can find no
objective measurement by which the argu-
ment can be made that Blacks have caught
up to the mainstream of American society.
Are catching up, yes; have caught up, no.

As Lehman says, it would be a shame to
stop the process now. There will be a day
when affirmative action can bite the dust.
But we're not there yet.

Most importantly, the U.S. Supreme
Court has endorsed it, concluding that
quotas are illegal but affirmative action is
valid if it encourages diversity and redress-
es past discrimination. So the school’s gen-
eral undergraduate policy appears to pass
muster. It converts each applying student’s
information to a 150-point scale. For
instance, straight As in high school will get
you 80 points. Other factors are consid-
ered, including tests, essays, community
involvement and leadership. The suit
comes from the fact that in some cases 20

school, there is no peint scale, na attempt
to quantify the admissions process at all.
Lehman defends that. The number of appli-
cants to the law school is small enough —
3.500 each year for a total of 340 seats —
so that administrators can review each file
individually. Administrators look not just
at grade point and test scores, they also
consider the difficulty of classes taken,
leadership, involvement and essays, which
are {mportant since lawyers must be artic-
ulate. Letters of reference count for a lot,
Lehman said. And yes, race is considered.
But much of that is also accounted for in
the university’s general admissions policy.
Perhaps this makes me the only person in
the state for whom race is less the issue
than the lack of an objective measure.

It may be all right for a private club to
select members that way, or even a private
sector company choosing employees, but
this is a public university operating on tax-
payer dollars. We all have an interest in
making sure fairness and consistency are
applied. whether race is considered or not.

A system based on individual judgment
like that is ripe for abuse. I'm not saying it
is, only that it could be. How could an out-
sider, be it an applicant or just a taxpayer,
ever tell? And how will the judge be able to
tell?

Hazardous materials from Novi
residents may have been dumped
into the Detroit sewer system.

A federal investigation is under-
way on City Environmental. Inc..
Novi's contractar for hazardous
waste disposal. The company
allegedly pumped untreated haz-

ardous liguids into the Detroit
sewer system lor two vears and
dumped materials in a Van Buren
landfill.

Because of this. the city has bro-
ken off its relationship with City
Environmental and canceled the
Novi Household Hazardous Waste
Coliection: Day that was scheduled
for Sept. 18.

“In that the alleged actions by
City Environmental. Inc. are seri-
ous and contrary to the goals of our
program. a continued relationship
does not appear 10 be in the best
interests of the city.” stated Direc-
tor of Public Services Anthony
Nowicki in a Aug. 26 letter.

According to Nowicki, the city is
considering contracts with other

A nightin the life...

Not much is true on television.

! quickly learned this, especially with
regards to television police.

The real life of a police officer is extreme-
ly varied. Seme nights, the officer could
find himself running from one call for help
10 the next. Other nights could be extreme-
ly quiet. without even a speeding driver to
contend with,

This was the case Aug. 20, when |
accomparted Novi Police Officer Jim Bran-
don from 7 t¢ 11 p.m. as he patrolled the
southwest corner of the city.

The evening started with a tneeting with
Sgt. Matthew Conquest, who explained
what the start of an officers shift was.
Since | was coming in during the middle of
a shift, I would not get a chance to see
this.

When an officer comes into work. they
must first be briefed on what has been
happening in the city that day. Conguest
sald this briefing takes anywhere from five
to 15 minutes.

Alter finding out the latest news from the
cutgoing officers, Conquest said the officer
then prepares his assigned car for duty.
. The officer checks the fluid levels, lights
and general running of the vehicle, as well
as stocks it with equipment such as his
. shotgun and paperwork.

After getting my own little briefing from
Conquest, | met Brandon, who had just
found out 1 would be riding along with
him.

The officer had come back. into the sta-
tion from his patrol to work on some brief
paperwork for a crime he was investigat-
ng.
sai“gaperwork is a big part of the job," he

But thanks to the latest in computer
technology, Brandon was able to write all.
of his reports inside of his patrol vehicle:
Getting us out on the road where he could
keep an eye on his assigncd sccuon ofthc

clty.

“It's nice. It kceps us on the roads m
- -Novi and saves time,” Brandon said. -

. Getting into the car, I was- amazcd at

detector, a laptop computer sat between
both {ront seats and various types of
radios and other electronic equipraent took
the place of an arm rest between the iront
seats.

To top all this equipment off was the
placement of a menacing black shotgun,
-on a Plexiglas wall behind our heads that
separated the front of the vehicle from the

‘ back.

The back seat of the vehiclc was a cold

sight. Instead of the cushioned seats in the:

front, the back seats were made of a hard
black plastic. There were no locks and no
handles: on the inside back doors and the
d::jor could only bc opcned from the out-
side,

The backseat was basically a traveling
jaﬂ cell,

After I took a look at what 1 wou]d he rid-

-ing ‘in for the next four hours, Brandon

started up the car and we were off,
patrolling the city. |

-Instantly; 1 noticed the behavior of other
vehicles on:the road. As soon as they saw
the police car, drivers immediately slowed
“down, even if they were already travcllng at
the'speed Hmnit. - -

-Tm nOt"SC'ing to stop them f they are

going a little over the speed limit,” Brandon
said as he clocked the vehicles traveling

‘around him. .

Each time a vehicle passed his patrol
caf, the radar ssued a loud alarm and
gave a reading of the vehicle's speed. The
faster a vehicle was traveling, the louder
the radar alarm was.

This evening, the vehicies were not trav-:

eling too far over the speed limit.
.Brandon's evening is spent basically dri-
ving around his section of the city lookmg

- for trouble and stopping it. He tries to

drive every road and visit every subdivi-
sion, even the subdivisions under con-
struction.

“l never though anyone could. steal big
construction equipment, until someone

“stole a bulldozer from a construction site
in Novi,” he said, half laughing. The thief

was captured as he tried to sell the bull-

-dozer to an undercover officer. .

" Brandon’s patrols also make him more
visible to the residents and any criminals
that may be lurking in Novi. If the police
are highly visible, there is a chance that

" this could stop a crime bcfore it even hap-
-pens, he said.

Durlng this tdur-or-duty in Novi, I also

had a chance to talk to Brandon and learn
a little about a Novi police officer.

Brandon has been with the Novi police
for three years. Before that. he was an offi-
cer in Detrott,

During his service in Detroit. Brandon
saw the darker side of crime. He saw the
aftermath of drive-by shootings and the
death they caused, the effects of drugs and
half-decomposed bodies in alleyways.

QOn a lighter note, he said saw the weird-
est sight of his career while on patrol in
Detroit. It happened when he came across
a stolen Mustang convertible parked in an
alleyway.

The entire car had been stripped. Its
tires, its engine, the doors — everything
was gone. Except for the steering wheel.
with the anti-theft device “The Club” still
attached. Brandon laughed,

While he saw a lot in Detroit, things are
definitely different in Novl, he said.

The first difference Brandon said he
noticed was people actually waved at him.’

"I though that was strange,” he said.

He also pointed to the large amount of
wildlife that roams through Novi, saying it
is not uncommon to have three or four
deer cross the road in front of his patrol
car,

But by far, the biggest difference is the
Novi police department gives ils officers
better equipment. For example, in Detroit.
Brandon had to sign out a shotgun and
supply his own shells for it. Plus, he could
never be sure he had a fully charged radio.

Sometimes, when an officer was called to

a scene by dispatch, the officer never
arrived, because the batterfes in his radio
were dead and he never heard the call,
Brandon said.

Brandon and I continued to patrol the
southwest corner of Novi, stopping only for
his brief dinner break.

The night rematned quiet and we only
saw the large luxurious homes in Novi and
smiles from residents strolling through
their subdivisions.

Brandon was quick to point out that it is
not always like this, Sometimes it seemed
that everything happens a hour before his
shift is gver, he joked. -

Slick, tricky “Crown” is a modern gem

Money, seduction and foreplay
are all present in "The Thomas
Crown Affair,” but does this
remake of the 1969 Steve
McQueen/Faye Dunaway classic
live up to its vintage competition?
Indeed. it does.

Exhibiting the same chemistry,
but with different plot devices that
both of the original characters had
— exemplified by confident and
realistic performances by Pierce
Brosnan and Rene Russo — Lhis
high-society drama is a must-see.

Director John McTiernan [*Die
Hard,” "Medicine Man") translates
this recreation into the '90s.
changing only a [ew things to
make it more adept and alluring to
modern movie-going audiences.

However, the original stoty is left
a bit scarred. transforming the
relentlessly slick Thomas Crown
(Brosnan) into a brilliant business
man that moonlights as a part-

time art thief. Previously, Crown
was a high-scale bank robber.

Catherine Banning (Russo)
remains similar as the insurance
company employed manhunter
who seeks to throw Crown a bone
and catch him in the act.

But the unexpected, mutual
seduction of both Crown and Ban-
ning turnps into a tale of morality
and crime, ultimately leading up to
a very absorbing’ slick and- eye-
opening conclusion.

The poetic license taken with the
film's plot only furthers the allure
of the [ilm, making the hidden
attraciion between Crown and
Banning a much more prominent
part of the story.

Though the one modern liberty .

that enthusiasts of the original
might quibble about is the fllm's
explicit sexuality.

Presented much more conserva-
dvely, but sull controversial for its
day, direclor Norman Jewison
managed to exchange nudity with

a simple, yet strategically shot,
chess sequence that magnified the
character’s carnal appetite with
certain excellence.

Without any touching or open
dialogue. the massaging of a pawn
creates the same atmosphere that
the remake does with five minutes
of sweat.

“Tell a Friend” program is growing

Weight Watchers has joined with the Ameri-
can Cancer Society in an exclusive tri-state
breast cancer screening initiative.

“It's easy to tell friends about
the importance of checking their breasts every
month, This is 2 natural partnership. since
healthy living is what Weight Watchers is all
about, and it gives us an opportunity 1o give
something back to the community.”

Tell-A-Friend is simple. Women (or men) sim-
ply call at least five female friends, age 40 or
older, with information on breast cancer screen-
ing guidelines and encouragement {o get a
mammogram. The American Cancer Soclefy
estimates that it takes roughly 20 minutes to
make these impaortant, life-saving calls.

The American Cancer Soclety breast cancer
guidelines call for monthly breast self-exams
and clinical breast exams every three years for
women 20-398. Women 40 and over should fol-
low the same guidelines and add annual mam-
mograms to their health-screening regimen.

In 1997. a reported 65 percent of women 40
and older received mammograms throughout
Michigan; 61 percent in Indiana and 62 percent
in Ohjo. Through the partnership’s continued
efforts, Weight Watchers and the American Can-
cer Soclety hope to see the number of women
having mammograms in all three participating
states increase by at least 800,000 by the vear
2000.
