Even While the Cit>' of Notl 
explodes With growth, the crime 
rate has gone down. 

According to Novi Police Depart­
ment records, overall crime in 
Novi has dropped 27 percent in 
the last ten years. 

"Nov! is a vefy high-quality 

community. People move here 
with that attitude and expecta­
tion." said Police Chief Doug Sha­
effer. 

Most crime in Novi occurs in the 
city's regional shopping mecca. 

"Fiftv-lWo percent of crime 
takes place in 10 percent of the 
locations." Shaeffer said. 

In Novi. the top area for crime 

was in the retail district sur­
rounding Twelve Oaks Mall and 
Novi Town Center. 

This area represents about 20 
percent of our calls for service." 
Shaeffer said. 

That is not to infer that area is 
a bad area — it's not. It's a 
healthy area. But it does bring in 
a lot of people, some of which 

bring problems with them." 
Novi experienced a peak in 

crime in 1995 with 5.594 Inci­
dents reported. Last year, that 
number was down to 4.082. 

Ten years ago. 4.240 incidents 
were logged by the police. 

Crime data shows where trou­
ble spots are. giving the depart­
ment an indication of where their 

resources should be concentrat­
ed. 

Shaeffer pointed out that even 
though crime statistics are going 
down, the department was ver>' 
busy handling calls for help from 
a growing community. 

The ci^''s estimated population 
in 1998" was 48.000. While in 
1988 I t was 28.807 — an increase 

of 60 percent. 
With the city's population in 

mind, calls to the police depart­
ment have increased from 15.936 
in 1988 to 26.600 In 1998. Keep­
ing pace with the population 
growth, this is a 66.72 percent 
increase over 10 years.

Politics or business as usual? 
On Friday. Novi Council Mem­

ber Craig DeRoche Will ask the 
cotmcll's Consiiltant Review Com­
mittee to request bids for attorney 
services for the city and setup a 
process Where other city consul­
tant's contracts Would be bid out 
eveiy three years, The committee 
Is composed of DeRoche.

The Michigan weather is any­
thing but predictable. 

One day the sun may shine down 
providing a sweet warmth to the 
body and the next day Mother 
NatlKe may take out her anger and 
conjure up a thunderous storm 
with torrential rains. 

Sometimes the weather patterns 
may shift and funnel cloud forma­
tions may present the serious 
threat of a tornado. 

Strategically placed throughout 
Novi. tornado sirens offer a warn­
ing to the majority of the city's pop­
ulation during critical Weather con­
ditions. But there are sigi1Iflcant 
areas within Novi city limits Which 
are not covered by the existing 
siren network. 

"We keep our eyes and ears open 
dilrlng bad Weather, but We can 
only hear the tornado siren When 
We are outside." said southwest 
Nov! resident John Avdoulos. "It 
concerns us. We could definitely 
use more coverage." 

The familiar sound Avdoulos is 
referring to Is the tornado siren 
test Which registers for three min­
utes the first Saturday of the 
month at 1 p.m. 

Using the computerized Geo­
graphic Information System of the 
Department of Public Services. 
Novi has developed a tornado siren 
coverage map showing the exact 
locations of each siren In the dty 

and neighboring communities. 
According to the CIS map. three 

lapses of out-of-range regions 
occur in Novi: the southwest quad­
rant of the city: the center of the 
city induding the heavily- populat­
ed Twelve Oaks Mall, Novi Town 
Center and Novi Expo Center area; 
and the the northwest quadrant of 
the city, running along die Hagger­
ty corridor. The southwest region 
Includes the Community Sports 
Park. 

.As the erratic tornado season 
winds down, improvements are 
being made In order to better Warn 
the city's population When a threat 
of oncoming fuimel cloud forma­
tions presents Itself. Novi experi­
enced serious tornado damage In 
1990 and 1987. Including one 
death. 

The city purchases tornado 
sirens through the Oakland Coun­
ty Emergency Management Depart­
ment." said Public Services Direc­
tor Tony Nowldd. 

"The city budget has been in 
effect since July 1 and the city has 
approved funds for a new siren." 

Colleen Prosynlak. Oakland 
County Emergency management 
specialist, said the county has 
received the letter of request for the 
new tornado siren from Nov! and 
as long as the county board of 
commissioners approves the stan­
dard agreement.

Like the wide variety of fruits and 
vegetables that grow in a garden, 
trouble also comes in many differ­
ent shapes and sizes. 

In an attempt to provide defen­
dants a substitute to jail sentenc­
ing. Judges Michael Batchik. Den­
nis Powers and Brian MacKeIizie 
from the 52-1 District Court in 
Novi are offering misdemeanor 
offenders a chance to participate in 
an alternative sentencing program. 

The program allows non-felony 
criminal offenders an opportunity 
to work in supervised groups 
throughout the community, 
instead of spending time in prison. 

"The program is something that 
we are very proud of." Batchik said. 

"The program has been vel̂ ' suc­
cessful offering a win-win situation 

for all the panics. Thi- communiiy 
benelits and so do the dci'ondani.s." 

Soillf of the dilTereni programs 
the work crews have pariieipated in 
include cleaning of community 
buildings and parks, snow shovel­
ing during the winter and garden­
ing at the 52-1 District Court com­
munity service garden. 

Supen'ised by retired Michigan 
State Trooper Bill ChaUield and 
retired No\1 policeman Bill Brown, 
the program has been offering 
alternatives to prison sentencing 
since 1993. 

Chatfield said the garden pro­
gram has more than 100 partici­
pants during the summer growing 
season. 

Located off of Pontiac Trail Road, 
the three acres that make the dis­
trict garden was donated by the 
Huron-Clinton Metropolitan Park 

Auiliorii)-. 
"We do weeding, hoeing, picking, 

harvesting and the deliver\- of the 
food we grow," Chatlieki said. 

'The program has been highly 
successful u-ith no problems Irom 
the participants." 

The probationan- farmers of the 
community garden have been 
growing cabbage, peppers, egg­
plant, cauliflower, green beans, 
lima beans, cucumbers, carrots, 
beats, zucchini and even pump­
kins. 

Ranging from citations for oper­
ating a vehicle under the influence 
of an into.xicating liquor to retail 
fraud, the defendants look at the 
gardening program as a chance for 
redemption and growth compared 
to the option of being locked up in 
a cell. 

"We do a lot of picking of vegeta­

bles and other ihiiigs around the 
gaixlen." said a Waterlbrd proba­
tioner, who is working his second 
day ai the garden, and asked that 
his name be withheld. 

"So far it has been a good experi­
ence and has kept me out of trou­
ble." 

The probationers work on the 
community garden from 4 p.m. to 7 
p.m. Mondays, Tuesdays and 
Wednesdays and work Saturdays 
from 8 a.m. to 1 p.m. 

"Instead of sentencing someone 
to jail which costs Ihe taxpayers 
$70 a day. they can work off their 
jail time in the work program." 
Batchik said. 

"The program helps the commu­
nity in many ways — one of which 
is the distribution of hundreds of 
bushels ol' produce to many of our 
local charities." 

T e a c h e r s c a n s u s p e n d s t u d e n t s f o r s a f e t y v i o I a t i o n s

In the Wake of Aprils Columbine 
High School shooting in Colorado, 
the Michigan State Legislature 
created new laws taking a tougher 
stance on school violence. 

The package of laws, passed in 
June, defines discipline and 
school safety issues, forcing the 
Novi School Board of Education to 
recently adopt local policies com­
pliant with the state law. 

A six-person committee was 
formed over the summer to look at 
the laws and recommend a model 
policy for the Novi Board of Edu­
cation to adopt. 

"Parts of the laws 'have been on 
the agenda for two or tliree years 
but With the school shootings in 
Colorado the legislature passed." 
said Oakland Schools Legislative 
Affairs Director Brian Whiston. 
"The Governor has signed it and 
everj' school district both charter 
and public have to develop a poli­
cy." 

Two of the laws that were 
passed would require the school 
district to expel a pupil in grade 
six for causing or attempting to 
cause physical harm against a 
school employee or student. If the 
physical assault is against an 
employee, volunteer or contractor 

and the physical assault is report­
ed to the school board, school 
superintendent, or building prin­
cipal, then the school board or the 
designee of the school board 
would expel the pupil from the 
school district permanently. 

The new law states tlie rein­
statement procedure is the same 
as in weapons cases, but the 
offender can be ex-pelled up to 180 
days. 

Anotlier law. called the "snap 
suspension" law. permits the 
teacher to suspend a student from 
the teacher's class or activltj' for 
up to one full school day, if the 
teacher feels suspension is neces-

Novi Director of Planning and 
Community Development Jim Wahl 
was sentenced Aug. 24 for 
Impaired driving. 

According 10 52-1 District Court 
Judge Michael Batchik, 'Wahl 
received a "normal" sentence for 
the charge. 

Wahl was put on sue months' 
non-reporting probation, was 
required to attend a substance 
abuse alcohol education program 
and a vlcUms" Impact panel. Wahl 
entered a plea of no contest to the 
impaired driving and no contest to 

a charge of open intoxicants In a 
July 8 hearing before Batchik. 

At the victims' impact panel. 
Wahl will hear how drunk driving 
has effected the lives of victims of 
alcohol-related accidents. :'e will 
also see videos of actual drunk 
driving accidents. 

"It's veiy enlightening and a very 
good program. It also makes you 
aware of the havoc a drunk driver 
can cause." Batchik said. 

The panel is set up by Mother 
.Against Drunk Drivers. 

If Wahl is in compliance with the 
sentence for six months, his 
impaired driving charge will be 

reduced to careless driving. The 
reduction would take three points 
off his license. 

"I'm confident this was a one 
time happening." Batchik said. 

"With these educational pro­
grams it shouldn't happen again." 

Batchik stressed he gives out dif­
ferent sentences for first-time 
offenders, based on the situation. 

While he may have given Wahl 
probation and sent him to educa­
tional program.s. others have not 
fared so well in Batchik's court. 

'I've had first-time offenders 
where I have put them on proba­

tion for 14 months in intensive care 
in a hospital to dry out because 
they were such alcoholics. You 
have got to fit the sentence to the 
situation Involved." he said. 

According to a police report. 
Wahl was arrested around 1 a.m. 
March 12 near the Intersection of 
Grand River .Avenue and Meadow-
brook Road after police noticed 
Wahl's vehicle weaving and cross­
ing the road's centerline. 

On contact with Wahl, a police 
officer smelled an odor of alcohol 
coming from the inside of the vehi­
cle. 

The report further stated that the 

officer saw a beer bottle wedged 
between the driver's seat and front 
console of Wahl's vehicle and a sec­
ond bottle in front of the passenger 
seat, within arm's reach. 

Officers also allegedly found a 
Pepsi cup filled with beer on the 
floor of Wahl's vehicle, in front of 
the passenger's seat. 

The police report said that Wahl 
told the officers he had a few 
drinks earlier in the evening. Offi­
cers also noted he had slurred 
speech and demonstrated a lack of 
balance during part of the required 
sobriety test. 

A portable breath test given to 

Wahl during the sobriety test Indi­
cated he had a blood alcohol level 
of 0.111 percent. 

Howe\'er. a chemical breath test 
— which has been determined to 
give nlore of an accurate reading — 
given at the Novi police department 
indicated Wahl had a blood alcohol 
content of 0.08 percent. 

Because of of the results of the 
chemical breath test, the charge 
was dropped from drunk driving to 
Impaired driving-

City Attorney Dennis Watson 

said this was the first time he 
heard of this plan and declined to 
give comment. 

The other contract DeRoche is 
targeting is one held by JCK. the 
citj's engineering firm. I.ast year, 
the firm made S4.15 millioil for 
work for the city, which includes 
fees paid by developers. The com­
pany's annual retainer is $52,000: 
hourly rates for engineers have 
been raised from 875 to S77. 

DeRoche stressed the matter 
would be a little different than pro­
cess for a attorney contract, 
because the city has been so 
reliant on JCK for the past 20 years 
it will take a while to bid out. If 

another firm won the contract, the 
transition period would be longer 
than that of the city attorney con­
tract.

A request by .Michigan Consoli­
dated Gas to be allowed to change 
Its billing practices — and as a 
result change the billing practices 
for all state gas and electric utilities 
— will proceed this fall despite 
complaints the proposal was not 
adequately publicized. 

Gary Kitts. Chief Administrative 
Officer for the .Michigan Public Ser­
vice Commission, said the stan­
dard notification procedures were 
used. He noted that while no com­
ments were made about the plan at 
a public hearing earlier this year, 
some 15 state organizations — 
from the utilities themselves to 
consumer advocacy groups and 
environmental organizations — 
filed written comments about the 
proposed changes by the deadline 
in August. 

Residents can still submit com­
ments. Kitts said, but the PSC may 
not consider them in its delibera­

tions. 
Attorney General Jennifer 

Granholm complained last month 
that the change hadn't received 
adequate publicity because it was 
labeled as just a change in billing 
practices. Instead, she argued, it 
was tantamount to a rate increase 
because the effect would be, in 
some cases, an increase in fees and 
deposits by a third to 50 percent of 
their current rates. 

MichCon is asking that due 
dates for utility bill payments be 
cut from 21 days to 17. The grace 
period for late payments, before a 
late fee is charged, would be cut 
from five days to one. Reconnect 
fees would also be increased. If the 
customer has been disconnected 
once previously in the last tJiree 
years, the deposit required for 
reconnection Would increase to 
three times, rather than two, the 
amount of the customer's peak 
monthly bOl, rather than the aver­
age bill. Deposits for new cus­
tomers would increase from twice 

the average bill to three times the 
peak monthly bill. 

If approved for MichCon. the rule 
changes would apply for all Michi­
gan gas and electric utilities, 
including Detroit Edison and Con­
sumers Power. 

MichCon spokesperson Amy 
Messano explained the reason for 
the change is that some customers 
have been "gaming the system," 
taking advantage of the utility's 
"lax collections," by Waiting until 
just before shut off to pay their 
bills. 

Kitts said the PSC Will take up 
the request this fall. If it agrees to 
at least some of the changes, it will 
turn the plan over to the Office of 
Regulatoiy Reform and the Secre­
tary of State for review. Sixty days 
later, the PSC will reach a final 
conclusion. Approved changes 
Would go Into effect by the end of 
the year.

In the standard agreement with 

Oakland Count\'. the city has to 
pay 75 percent of the siren costs, 
or S 12.750. while the county picks 
up lhe remaininf:; 25 percent, or 
S4.250. 

Noulcki said in addition lo the 
new siren, the cin will also look at 
acquiring one more siren the fol­
lowing year, if a need for it is 
shown. 

"There is a big overlap in some 
areas and our purpose is to figure 
out how best to cover the commu­
nity." Nouncki said. ".Along with the 
new siren, the city is going to hire a 
contractor who will take a look at 
the existing situaUon and possibly 
revamp the current placement of 
the e.\isting tornado sirens." 

Although the critical Novl/Twelve 
Mile/Grand River Avenue sector of 
the cit\- may not be in the coverage 
zone for the tornado sirens, prob­
lems due to the lack of coverage 
have not occurred, local business 
leaders say. 

"Personally, I believe we can hear 
the sirens when they go off here at 
the Expo Center." said Novi E.xpo 
Center president Blair Bowman. 

"Most of our functions are held 
inside, but from our standpoint it 
Would be beneficial to have more 
coverage." 

Ttvelve Oaks Security Director 
Terr\' McCauley said the mall has­
n't had any problems with tornado 
conditions in the past. 

"As far as emergency prepared­
ness, we have a weather warning 
alert radio which is like a direct hot 
line with the police department." 
.McCauley said. 

"In the past, if there was severe 
weather the police would let us 
know. We will always be in the 
loop. We have separate generators 
which run if there was a power out­
age. We have shelter areas on the 
lower level of the malls and the 
anchor stores have shelter areas, 
also." 

Prosyniak said the City of No\-i 
has had three tornadoe's in Lhe 
past with the one in 1987 resulting 
in si.\ injuries. 138 people left 
homeless and $1.7 million in dam­
ages. Hard hit then was Chateau 
Estates mobile home community, 
where one man was killed and his 
wife was left with a spinal cord 
injury that put her in a wheelchair. 

In September 1990. a tornado 
cut a destructive path through 
Yorkshire Place and Simmons 
Orchards subdivisions, as well as 
the cine cenler area. 

While no significant injuries 
occurred, ten houses suffered 
structural damage. One home then

and a second $164,000 residence 
could not be occupied after the 
siorm. 

Novi High School, the libraiy. the 
police department and the Non 
Ci\ic Center were also worked over 
by the twister. 

"Cities like Novi. Highland Park 
and downtown Nash\ille have been 
hit recently by tornados." ProsjTii-
ak said. "People are becoming 
aware that tornados are not dis­
criminating against cities." 

Prosyniak said Michigan is a hot 
spot for tornados with the 1953 
Flint-Beecher tornado being the 
eighth-deadliest of all time. 

She said the tornado was the last 
one to kill more than 100 people 
resulting in 115 deaths and 844 

injuries. 
Prosyniak said Michiganders 

should be conscious of the dangers 
of tornadoes and be knowledgeable 
of safety precautions during the 
tornado season. 

"The tornado season shifts but 
the main threat is during the 
months from April to September." 
Prosyniak said. 

The tornado siren tests during 
these months serve two functions 
to the members of the community. 
One is to check the equipment to 
make sure everything is opera­
tional and the second is to serve as 
an educational function. We want 
people to become aware of the 
familiar sound and think about 
where they should be seeking shel­
ter if tornado conditions existed." 

Tornado Season 
Tornadoes have been known to 

occur at anytime of the year. In 
southern states, peak occurrence 
is in March through May. while in 
Michigan and other northern 
states, peak months are during the 
summer. 

Tornadoes are most likely to 
occur between 3 p.m. and 9 p.m. 
but have been documented during 
all hours of the day. 

Watches Vs. Warnings 
When the NaUonal Weather Ser­

vice issues a "watch" it means tor­
nadoes are possible in the area and 
to be alert for approaching storms. 

When the NWS issues a "warn­
ing" it means a tornado has been 
sighted or indicated by weather 
radar. When a tornado warning 
has been issued for your area and 
the sky becomes threatening, the 
NWS recommend moving to your 
predesignated place of safety. 

Fujita Tornado Intensity Scale 
The Fujita Scale is designed to 

identify the speed of a tornado and 
the type of damage it is capable of. 

Categories include FO: a gale tor­
nado (40-72 mph). F l : a moderate 
tornado (73-112), F2: a significant 
tornado (113-157 mph). F3: a 
severe tornado (158-206 mph). F4: 

a devasialinji iorn;ido (207-260 
mph) and a F5: an int-redible tor­
nado (261-3IS iliph] in which 
incredlbk' phenoIiicnn and dam­
ages will occur like sU'ong frame 
houses being lifted o!T of ils foun­
dations, automobiles being flown 
through lhe air and trees being 
debarked. 

Micl1igan Tornado Statistics 

1896: A tornado in Ortonnlle 
(Oakland and Lapeer Counties) 
resulted in 47 deaths and 100 
injuries. 

1976: A F4-F5 nolenl tornado 
ripped through West Bloomfield 
resulting in one death and 55 
injuries. 

1987: A tornado in Now resulted 
in one death, six injuries. 138 peo­
ple homeless and $1.7 million in 
damages. 

1997: A Springfield Township 
tornado struck two mobile home 
communities resulting in one 
death. 26 homes des'..royed. 125 
people left homeless and more than 
$2 million in damages. 

Since 1950 tornadoes in South­
eastern Michigan have caused 
1.783 injuries and 166 deaths.

.Not only does .-\rlliur Fischer 
have a new school year to look for­
ward to. bul he also has a brand-
new position. 

Fischer is the new supei-tisor of 
the Old Village School in downtown 
.N'onhville. 

With a couple of weeks to his 
credit, he is already inundated with 
challenges, from building renova­
tion projects to the task of moving 
his now-overcrowded special edu­
cation students from Moraine Ele-
mentaiy to the Early Childhood 
Center 

"There are lots of things to do." 
he said caJmly. as he went to 
answer the phone that had already 
interrupted him several times. 

After 29 years as an educator 
and administrator, Fisher's mettle 
has been more than tested. He 
taught at all three education levels 
for the first 16 years of his career 
and spent 13 years in administra­
tion. Allen said he is driven by the 
dichotomy that is intrinsic to spe­
cial education. 

"The needs of special education 
kids are greater They need more 
support and intensity of involve­
ment," he said. 

But Allen also said that the work, 
however demanding, meant some­
thing special to him. 

"I Wouldn't be doing this for 29 
years if it wasn't personally 
rewarding," he said. 

The program at Old Village 
School is what drew Allen from his 
former administrative position in 
Waterford. OVS houses 115 special 
education students from 14 dis­
tricts in Wayne County. These stu­
dents are referred to Old Village 
School after they have been diag­
nosed With a mental, emotional, or 
combination of impairments. The 
school's mission is to teach their 
students to "reach their potential, 
as Independently as possible. With­
in the home and community." This 
involves community and parental 
participation.

Shaeli'er stressed many of the 

calls were nol directly related to 
crime, but calls for other police ser­
vices, such as people locked out of 
their vehicles, loud music com­
plaints and parking \iolatlons. 

.^ong with an increase in calls, 
the department has also grown 
from 38 police officers in 1988 to 
58 police officers currently on the 
force. 

"This is a lot of speculation, but 
if the community grows another 
15.000 people, we should probably 
add another 10 officers," Shaeffer 
said. 

Much of the cost of these new 
officers will come from federal 
grants, he added. 

U'hlle Shaeffer was happy about 
the decreasing crime statistics, he 
was wary about pointing out caus­
es for this. 

"There are so many causes and 
factors in a crime picture, it is very 
hard for a police department to 
take credit," he said. 

Crime is reliant upon national 
economy, quality of recreation cen­
ters, public attitudes as well as

police presence, he explained. 
"There are a lot of factors Well 

beyond police control." he said. 
One of the successful contribu­

tions the Novi police have made In 
helping reduce crime is the use of 
community-oriented policing. 

Through his program, Shaeffer 
assigned officers to patrol certain 
districts in the city and got to know 
the people living and working With­
in that disUict. With the officer 
patrolling just one district and 
becoming familiar with its inhabi­
tants, citizens became more Willing 
to work with the police in fighting 
crime. 

Additionally, technology also 
helped the department fight crime 
by speeding up paperwork, thus 
keeping officers on the road more

Yes. e;lrlier I his year, as Mayor Kalhy 
Mcl^illen phrased it. the .Mom's Net­
work was workin<< over-time, keeplnc; 
an eye out for a creep in a red truck 
who was accosting area kids. .•\nd this 
viiiilance paid off. the suspect was 
cauiihi. The community and area police 
departments were a model of how peo­
ple working togeijier can solve a seri­
ous problem. 

Overall, however. No\i Police Depart­
ment statistics show that the local 
crinle rate has gone down by 27 per­
cent in the last ten years. This while • 
.Movi has become home to thousands of 
new citizens. 

From 1988 lo 1998. the city grew by 
to an estimated 48.000 residents, for a 
growth rate of 60 percent. 

Calls to the department for various 
reasons have pretty much kept pace 
with the development, increasing by 67 
percent, police statistics say. A call 
would include ever\'thlng from a report 
for shoplifting to a request to help a 
driver who has locked him or herself 
out of a car. 

Statistics, of course, don't mean 
everything in terms of individual 
human lives. If. for example, there's 
only one murder in Non in three years. 
an<i the \ icUm is a friend or relative, it's 
hardly a comfort to learn that the city 
has a low homicide rale. 

Compared lo many parts of the 
world, however. .No\i is a relatively safe 
and peaceful haven. Al least when 
you're not driving at rush hour. 

While the police department could 
use this an opportuni ty for some 
grandiose self-promotion. Police Chief 
Douglas Shaeffer says he Can't really 
hand Non's finest tJie Credit for why 
there are fewer crimes in town these 

days. It could be the healthy economy, 
he suggested, public attitudes and 
even the qilality of recreational oppor-
lunilies. 

The lasi deiermlnani thrown out by 
Shaeffer is a neat one. It's easy to imag­
ine someone planning a free afternoon: 
"What shall I do today? .Racquelball al 
Ihe club? Or armed robbery?" 

Novi police, however, desen'e credit 
for ihe active community policing pro­
gram. They have also been proactive in 
working with the city's significant retail 
community. Ceaainly. Uicir \1gilance 
plays a role in ihe reduced crime rate 
hc-e. 

W'Tiich gets down to the real picture 
of Kovi crinle that emerges from 
recent inier\'iew with Chief Shaeffer 
Fifty-iwo per('ent of the crime thai hap 
pens in this city takes place in ten per 
cenl of the locations, he said. 

By far the most prevalent of the 
crinles committed last year was larce 
ny. with 1.273 cases, as opposed to 
homicides, zero and Peeping Toms 
two. Other business-related crimes 
thai topped the list were fraud. 467 
and embezzlement. 95. 

Twenty percent of the calls for police 
assistance come from the retail core of 
the city, the area bounded by Twelve 
Mile.Grand River and Novi Road 
Translate that to perhaps 20 percent of 
the tjudgel of the .\'o\1 Police Depart­
ment goes towards policing the shop­
ping, e.xposlllon and restaurant dis­
trict. 

The entire area is a regional draw, 
meaning thai while some of the culprits 
apprehended at the shopping centers 
wtre-local residents, most of them like­
ly weren't. 

While it's nol comforting to business-
owTlers. to the rest of us. it's reassuring 
lo think thai those who break the law 
are more likely to do so ripping off what 
they perceive to be fair game - a corpo­
ration - as opposed lo private citizens. 

.'\nd although you can't help but raise 
your eyebrows when you learn that 
most police tax dollars assist the retail­
ers, to be fair, this district also pays 
No\i some hefty taxes. 

Novi's shopping district is one of the 
safest in the nation. Shaeffer said. .And 
thai is worth pa\ang tax dollars for. 

But while local police have worked 
closely with retailers to combat crimes 
such as shoplifting, maybe a different 
approach is needed. Of course it's 
unfair to single out young people, but if 
shoplifting as a crime has tendency to 
be favored by teens, perhaps the 
department needs to get proactive in 
this direction, too. 'with more educa­
tional programs in the schools. 

Because in the long run. everyone, 
not jus t laxpaying local residents, pays 
for crimes against retail with higher 
price tags stuck on mci-chandise. 

Ever encounter a mountain in 
your travels? 
It can be a real challenge lo 
find a way over, around, under 
or through such a mountain so 
you can continue on your way 
to your destination. But the 
important thing to remember is 
that the mountain bears you 
no ill will. For the mountain, 
it's nol personal. You're 
insignificant lo it. 
On the other hand, don't 
e.\'pect it to be accommodating 
either. It won't smooth your 

path, no mailer how much you might deserve a break 
as a l-esuli of your valiant effort. 

Utilities are a lot like mountains. The gas. electric 
and telephone companies just do what massive corpo­
rate bureaucracies do. They follow policies. No one 
working for lllem. I'm sure, sets out purposely to tor­
ment customers. It's nol personal. But anyone who 
has had a service or billing problem with a utillt\- com­
pany, especially if the customer is asking for some 
kind of departure from policy, knows how frustrating 
it can be. A single customer can rage against the uti l­
ity all he or she likes, i l will likely remain unmoved. 

That's why we have an organization like the Michi­
gan Public Service Commission. Speaking for cus­
tomers collectively, and with the weight of state gov­
ernment behind it. the PSC is significant enough to 
get the mountain's attention. 

Over the course of the coming month, the PSC will 
hold a series of six Consumer Forums across the state 
to chat with uiillty customers — that includes all of us 
— and gather input on upcoming issues. 

The main topics of discussion will be deregulation — 
how deregulation has gone so far witli the telephone 
industry- and what consumers can expect from the 
coming deregulation of the gas and electric power 
industries. The PSC will come prepared with a pre­
sentation on deregulation. 

But members will open the floor up to discussion 
with local residents who have had concerns with their 
current utility service, such as problems with service 

deliverv or billing problems. It's an e.xcellenl opportu 
nity for area residents to speak their minds lo those 
appointed to oversee Michigan utilities. The forums 
begin September 15 and will run through October 5 
Forums to be held locally include one in Pontiac on 
Monday. Sept. 27. at 6 p.m. in the council chambers 
of Pontiac City Hall. 450 East Wide Track Drive, and in 
Wesdand on Thursday. Sept. 30. at 6 p.m. in the coun 
cil chambers of city hall. 36601 Ford Road. 

There are a great many issues for customers to dis 
cuss widi the members of the PSC. For one. southeast 
Michigan customers have been complaining for years 
about the frequency of power outages. Edison says it's 
made improvements, but some of us have trouble see 
ing them when the lights go out.This year, of course 
the stale also saw two incidents in which broken gas 
mains, apparently the result of construction work 
ignited serious fB-es. 

.And since the topic is deregulation, customers might 
want to chat about telephone deregulation as well 
Deregulation was supposed to be a benefit to con­
sumers and it has increased competition in some 
areas of telephone service. But customers still have a 
lot of trouble with the phone network. Evidence of this 
dissatisfaction over telephone service can be seen in 
the fact that complaints filed to the PSC against tele­
phone utilities jumped nearly 50 in 1998 over the pre­
vious year. 

And that experience with deregulation probably 
leaves more than a few people gun shy over gas and 
electric utility deregulation. Will it be more hassle than 
the savings are worth? Will dereguladon just make get­
ting gas and electricity delivered — now a pretty sim­
ple matter — terribly complex? 

For individual customers, dealing with issues such 
as these can be like trying to move a mountain. So 
much better to talk to people who decide how the 
mountain will be shaped and what the mountain will 
look like.

Not too long ago I was roaming 
through the public education 
hallways thinking about girls 
and — well, ttlinking about 
girls. 
I wasn't a terrific student but I

I was basically your typical 
shy adolescent wrestling with 
the terror of puberty. 
I attended two high schools 
and thinking back, 1 am not 
sure who my principals were 
at either school. The thought 
of being sent to the office terri­
fied me, and can honestly say I 

was never sent there. 
Now I fmd myself the school reporter to.- the Novi 

News and have been in Jennifer Cheal's office, Novi 
High School's principal, on a couple of occasions (not 
because I was in trouble). 

r am writing all of this now because the times are 
changing. 

The Michigan legislature has recently passed a 
package of more stringent laws on school Violence. 
Without a doubt our schools need to be safe, but I 
can't help but wonder about the children and the glo­
ries of being a youth. 

The new laws may result in expulsion up to 180 
days for physically assaulting or attempting to harm 
another student school employee, or practically any­
one else in the school. Verbally assaulting someone, 
although not as easily defined, can result In the same 
consequences too. 

Today, i f I were a student I may not have to worry 
about being sent to the principal's o£Bce. I can be 

suspended right in the classroom, thanks to the new 
"snap suspension" law. 

.Again, I vriR emphasize the importance of safety in 
our schools and for that matter, safety in our society. 

But being a child is about maldng mistakes, being 
insecure, saying the wrong things and learning about 
life from this adolescent mayhem. 

Mind you, I don't think children should have firee 
reign - 1 had a midnight ciIrfew my senior year - but 
I believe parental guidance, teacher supervision and 
the right amount of discipline should be balanced 
with the fireedoms and fun of being young. 

The Novi School Board of Education discussed the 
"snap suspension" law they needed to rule on during 
the last two school board meetings. .And I villi coin-
mend them on their lengthy debate, questions asked 
about the wording of the law and the emphasis they 
all placed on safety. 

The board voted and decided to accept the "snap 
suspension" policy with as little tinkering to the cur­
rent school district's policy as possible. Failure to 
comply with classroom safety njles could result In 
suspension by the teacher. .Again, they were empha­
sizing the need of our students safety and not neces­
sarily Just handing teachers more power to discipline. 

Not every school district wil l be as fortunate as the 
Nov! students and i t Is quite possible some of the 
school districts needed to Implement these kinds of 
laws. 

There have been horrible tragedies In the schools 
over the past few years and let's be aware of that But 
let us also allow our children to be children and learn 
about their life through living I t

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It's the iron law in 
the news business:

We saw a perfect 
example over the 
past week when the 
labor relations mess 
al the Detroit public 
schools made big 
news, while Wayne 
County Deputy 
E.xecutive Mike 

Duggan's success in Thxing up school build­
ings went largely unnoticed. 

that's loo had. because Duggan and his 
team of volunteers desen'e a big pat on the 
back for a job well done. 

Back in May. David Adamany, the school 
system's interim superintendent, tapped 
Duggan to spearhead a program to repair 
and renovate some 8.000 shabby, neglect­
ed classrooms in the district. 

"Duggan has a long record for getting 
things done." said Adamany at the time, 
"and he gets them done right." Widely 
regarded as WavTle County Executive Ed 
McNamara's house pit bull. Duggan had a 
high profile in brokering the deal to build 
two stadiums in downtown Detroit and in 
the county's $840 million agreement with 
Northwest Airlines to build the new mid-
field terminal at Metropolitan Airport. 

But. clearly, this job was not going to be 
easy. 

Leaky roofs, bathrooms without working 
toilets, broken windows, creaky floors and 
fallen ceilings all had contributed lo the 
educational failure of a 182.000-student 
district where less tllan one third graduate 
after four years of high school. Years of 
financial mismanagement bordering on the 
criminal coupled with micro-meddling by 
the Detroit School Board, that coddled 
building contractors and custodial staff 
alike, created chaos in the management of 
the district's 263 buildings. 

But Duggan quickly got to work, orga­
nized a top-flight team of volunteer man­
agers and coordinators, and called on con­
tractors throughout the region. Ninety-
three buildings with serious roofing prob­
lems were repaired. Ixackers and light Flx-
tures were put in. More than 10,000 new 
toilets and bath roof Lxtures were installed. 
Classroom doors were replaced and walls 
painted. 

•And by the time the school year was 
ready to start and contract negotiations 
between Adamany and the Detroit Federa­
tion of Teachers broke down, Duggan had 
completed the $80 million job, on time and 
on budget. 

I've known Mike Duggan, now 40, since 
he was a kid growing up in Livonia. He is 
the son of Pat Duggan, a successful lawyer 
and now a federal judge, and Joan, who 
was Ed McNamara's sparkplug while he 
was Livonia's mayor. He went to the Uni­
versity of Michigan, became a lawyer, got 
married, coached soccer. .And he contin­
ued the family tradition of working with 

McNamara when he got elected chief exec­
utive. 

For somebody who's politically ambitious 
— he'll run lo succeed longtime Wayne 
County Prosecutor John O'Hair next 
November — taking on the Detroit school 
assignment was a risk. M e r all, voters in 
Detroit's often race-based politics might 
resent a vvhite guy from Livonia messing 
around with their schools, while doing the 
job right wouldn't necessarily bring a lot of 
additional votes from the Wayne County 
suburbs. 

"I see a chance to improve the deplorable 
conditions these kids have to go to school 
in every day." Duggan said when he was 
appointed. "Ifs a personal thing with me." 

1 don't know what's going to happen in 
the Detroit school imbroglio: When strong 
willed people are trying to change a system 
that has taken decades to collapse, the sit­
uation inevitably becomes very volatile. 
Nor do 1 know how the election for prose­
cutor will turn out. 

But 1 do know that Mike Duggan has 
done his job and. by all reports, done it 
well. 

I fs just too bad that piece of good news 
got overtaken by the bad. But thaf s life in 
the news business, folks.

How utterly fascI11atlng to read 

that Novi is a leader In protecting 
our branch of the Rouge River. 
That Novi "...has a pretty good 
head start" and the "water quality 
is pretty good up here." Excuse me. 

but Just What exactly are We talking 
about? 

Some facts: Walled Lake is, geo­
graphically, the headWater of the 
Middle Branch of the Rouge River. 
Walled Uke, and In the City of 
Novi's stormWater master plan, is 
in fact a regional detention basin. 
Walled Lake has had increased lev­
els ofE. coll for many years, off and 
on, depending on the Weather, 
Water levels, etc. We have more 
than our share of Canada geese as 
Well as a very healthy population of 
sWans. We do not have "older, fall­
ing septic systems" around the lake 
as both the JVoui NeuJS and other 
media have stated. 

The entire area surrounding 

the cities of Novi and Walled Lake 
are serviced by a sewer system that 
Was installed in 1969-70. There is 
but one house — the island — 
that has direct Impact on these 
lakes that Is not connected to the 
seWer and the County Health 
Department has been called many 
times to test for contamination. 
They say It isn't there. Most of the 
houses in the area not on sewers 
are far enough aWay to have a min­
imal impact We are ve1y proud of 
the fact that Walled Lake is consid­
ered by mrmy to be the cleanest In 
Oakland County. .And even with 
the eutrophlcatlon of Shawood 
Lake. It's still a lovely, quiet place 
to live. 

Unfortunately, we as a city only 
give lip service to "water quality" as 
we encourage storm-water run-off 
directly from the many develop­
ments in our area, such as The 
Maples of Novi. directly into the 
lake without benefit of required on-
site de-/retentlon basins. 

.As stated in my last letter about 
the proposed Morgan Creek subdi­
vision, the "high quality" wetlands, 
which should be filtering the run-
o/T, will not be impacted: the water 
will go directly into the "creek" 
which is a culvert Into the lake at 
that point. This Is how we protect 
water quality and lead by example 
In Novi. It certainly Is cheaper for 

the developer this way. 
This summer, during all of the 

Water main installation In this 
area, JCK & Associates did not 
force erosion control, a require­
ment Within 500 feet of a body of 
wrater. .And. during the de-Watering 
of the Austin Water main at Old 
Novi Road, improper inspection 
allowed a diesel fuel spill of some 
proportion to run directly Into the 
Shawood Canal. JCK considered 
this to be a "minimal" event. So 
While we may. indeed, have "some 
standards that other commtmlties 
don't." What good are they If not 
enforced? 

We sponsored a Water quality 
study Within the last feW years and 
could have had the best in the 
region, Aquest .Associates, do the 
Work. But We settled for less and 
gave the project to JCK and paid 
more money for less credible find-
-ing5'-Np,t.only do^ JCK not have a 
limnoibgist on staff, but when 
aquatic plant samples Were being 
taken, a ShaWood resident asked 
for What purpose the plants Were 
gathered. The young man didn't 
have a clue. Later, after the study 
Was refused by (Novi public ser­
vices director) Tony Nowicki as 
unacceptable, this young man stat­
ed, "We didn't knoW Who We Were 
supposed to 'play' to," as if the 
findings depended on Who paid for 
or commissioned the study. .Again, 
no credibility for the big bucks we 
pay. 

It appears that the only work for 
which Novi is getting recognition Is 
that portion of the river south of 
Twelve Mile Road. 'Why don't we. 
the headwaters area, get oilr share 
of the grants and other attention 
the mere trickle of water south of 
the malls get? A simple look at 
ShaWood Lake In Its deplorable 
condition (eutrophlcatlon level) 
tells you the Whole stoty: nobody 
cares. Mr. Maurice says the public 
needs to be taught. No, sir. The 
"public" In tills area knows. It's the 
city that needs the education and 
be forced to enforce Its own ordi­
nances. We know from Whence the 
pollutants come. The city refuses to 
listen.

When the first hos­
tile shot was made 
on Fort Sumter in 
1861 by the south-
em Confederacy — 
an act that outraged 
Northerners — a 
Novi man was one 
of the first to react 
to the news. 

Reports of the 
attack on Fort 
Sumter reached 
Novi. Like other 

towns, an emergency town meeting vi/as 
called. Getting together at the schoolhouse, 
residents heard a particularly impasslon-
ate speech by one of their neighbors. Ellas 
S. Woodman, a self-educated attorney, 
became the first to present a war speech in 
the State of Michigan, as reported by 
Michigan Senator Zachariah Chandler. In a 
public address many years later. Chandler 
pointed out with pride that Woodman was 
the first to speak out against the Southern 
secession. 

Woodman reportedly "pledged himself to 
do all" in his power to put down the rebeJ-
l loa He kept his promise well, (and) enlist­

ed his ovm son..." J . Hamilton Woodman 
did his father's bidding and joined the U.S. 
Army as sergeant of Company "I ." 22nd 
Infantry R e c e n t Michigan Volunteers. 
As the war progressed. Sergeant Woodman 
did likewise and was honorably discharged 
as a captain after the war's end. The elder 
Woodman also aided in the war effort, 
spending time in Army camps and hospi­
tals, nursing sick and woimded soldiers. 

Ellas Woodman was bom and raised in 
Rodman, N.Y. Like many children of his 
era. he worked on the family farm dtuing 
the summers and attended school in the 
•winter months. He niade much of this half-
time education. 

At the age of 21, he joined his parents to 
travel to what was then called "the swamps 
of Michigan," settling In Novi. One year 
later his father. Dr. Joseph Woodman died 
suddenly, leaving the famfly penniless. 

' Relying on his own wit and resources, 
Ellas was able to keep the farm on Its feet 
and provide a satisfactory life for his moth­
er, brothers and sister. He married Mary 
Hungerford of Plymoutihi In 1840, and 
together they had five children. 

During breaks from farming. Woodman 
vras able to leam enough about the law to 
take the bar exam vilthout the benefit of 
law school. According to an account writ-
ten about Ellas Woodman in 1890: "...he 
•was admitted to the bar of this state and 
the State of New York on account of his 
actually being able to convince his examin­
ers that he had the knowledge of law requi­
site." 

By 1890, he had been practicing as a 
successful attomqr in Northville for some 
years. Some 40 years earlier, he had been 
appointed to the state Constitutional Con­
vention as one of its youngest members. He 
served with such distinguished notables as 
the Honorable J.D. Pierce and Isaac E. 
Crary, who were advocates and authors of 
the Homestead Exemption Law, as well as 
the R'ee school system for which Michigan 
became renowned., 

In later years. Woodman himself wotrld 
be known as a prominent figure.In Michi­
gan's educational system.

Not only do today's parents liave 
to vvony about strangers bearing 
candy, they also have to wony 
about .strangers ulth computers. 

Using an undercover Det. Tom 
Lindberg posing as a 15-year-old 
boy. Novi police captured two men 
whom they allege were using Inter­
net chat rooms to meet juvenile 
boys for se.xual encounters two 
weeks ago. 

".My hope is that someday in the 
future (the Novi Police Department) 
will have an independent computer 
and will have more time to investi­
gate these lypes of things. I think 
the community will demand it." 
Lindberg said after his week-long 
investigation. 

The men: Da\1d Forbes, a 39-
year-old Hartland resident and 
Gene Barnard, a 35-year-old Pleas­
ant Ridge resident, were accused of 
using the Internet to meet LJnd-

berg's 15-year-old niter-ego and 
arraigned Sept. I at 52-1 Districi 
Court. 

Lindberg encountered the men 
while he was taking a computer 
class for police officers in spon­
sored by the High Crimes Investi­
gation Association at Eastern 
Michigan University in August. 

WTnile in the class. Lindberg cre­
ated a lake proiiie on .-Xmerica On­
line of a 15-year-old boy. Using 
this, he entered several chat rooms 
where he was able to create a list of 
about 20 to 25 suspects in the 
Detroit area that wanted lo speak 
with juvenile males. 

Lindberg said a Ypsilanti officer 
taking the same class had a similar 
c-.x-perience. In Lindberg's situation. 
Forbes was the first to allegedly 
take the bail. Lindberg said Forbes 
read his fake profile and contacted 
him wanting lo gel together. 

"I put him off for a day. giving 
him a chsmce lo rethink it." Lind­

berg siiid. i - lDwevei ' , Forbes alleged­
ly ronliiiued to want ihe meeting. 

InsRMcl of a meeting with ;i 15-
vear-old. Forbes was arresied at 
the Non meeting place by Lindberg 
and members of the South Oak-
kind Narcotics Intelligence Consor­
tium. 

"The other (arrest) was unbeliev­
able." Lindberg said. While investi­
gating another suspect online 
using his 15-year-old persona. 
Lindberg allegedly received an 
"instant message" from Barnard, 
who wanted to meet tor a se.\ual 
encounter 

In less than 10 minutes of con­
versation. Lindberg allegedly 
agreed to meet Barnard in Novi. 
Barnard was later arrested. 

Lindberg said he used .AOL 
because it was the easiest lo navi­
gate into chat rooms, but he 
stressed most Internet services 
provide chat rooms that can pre­
sent the same dangers lo minors. 

In AOL there arc regular chat 
rooms set up l̂ y the company and 
chat rooms created by AOL users. 
Lindberg said it is these chat rooms 
thai seem lo be the "breeding 
ground" for i.hese incidents. 

Using Ihe profile AOL users cre­
ate when ihey sign up for tlie ser­
vice, many of Lindberg's suspects 
were able lo find out about his 15-
year-old fake persona and conlact 
him online through "instant mes­
sages." 

Because of this. Lindberg said 
parents should not let their chil­
dren give out personal information 
in Ihese profiles. 

.Another way parents can help 
keep their children safe from child 
predators on the Internet is by gel-
ting parental protection software 
and installing filters. 

But he stressed there are ways 
around these parental controls, so 
parents needed lo also keep an eye 
on their children while ihev are 

online. This could be done by 
putting a home computer station in 
a high-lralTic rirea that is within 
sight of the parents. 

Parents can also see what rooms 
their children are visiting by look­
ing up .-XOL temporarv' files. The 
location of all sites that have been 
visited are stored in this file. 

Even that route wasn't a guaran­
teed preventative step, because 
those files could be deleted. Lind­
berg added 

He suggested parents sit down 
with their children after they use 
the computer and ask to see what 
siles they visited. 

"Just "doing this once can be a 
good deterrent." he said. 

Overall. Lindberg said parents 
should communicate with their 
children as lo what the computer 
rules are and what dangers are out 
there. 

If an adult does contact your 
child, Lindberg said it's important 

that parents contact police With the 
dale, time, location of the incident 
and — if possible — a print-out of 
tlie conversation. 

Lindberg also suggests parents 
become educated in Internet. 
Before taking the class at EMU. 
Lindberg said he thought he knew 
what lo expect, but he learned he 
was wrong. 

"I knew a little, but It did not pre­
pare me for what I found." he said. 

After his latest experiences With 
the Internet. Lindberg said it fright­
ened him to think What his two 
young children might find on it. 

V.T1iIe his children are only five 
and sLx years old. he said. "It 
scares the hell out of me to tl1ii1k 
what could happen when they are 
10 or 11 years old. I WiU practice 
what I preach."

Many investors go to great lengths to lake 
care of their financial responsibiliUes. 'ITiey pre­
pare for their children's college education'costs 
and their own retirement, and perhaps have 
reduced income taxes where possible by invest­
ing in tax-free and tax-defenred vehicles. Hope­
fully, when these goals are reached, the respon­
sible investor will have accumulated enough 
wealth to pass along to heirs or to a favorite 
charity. 

However, many investors leave out one 
important element in their financial plan -
estate planning. It may be surprising to learn 
that much of your wealth may not reach those 
whom you intend. That's because without prop­
er planning, estate ta.\es could take as much as 
55 percent from your estate. 

Estate planning was once considered neces­
sary only for wealthy Individuals, but today 
many people can benefit from an estate plan. A 
simple WIU and a life insurance policy may not 
be enough. 'While a simple will outlines your 
wishes, it does little to protect your assets from 
estate taxes. 

.Married individuals can use the Unlimited 
Marital Deduction to postpone payment of 
estate taxes until the death of the second 
spouse. The Federal Unified Estate and Gift Tav 
1av,' gives each person a tax credit - the Unified 
Credit - which protects estates worth S625.000 
or less from estate tax in 1998. This amount 
increases to $650,000 in 1999 and gradually to 
$1 m111ion by 2006. In order to take full advan­
tage of the Unified Credit, wills of married cou­
ples should utilize the credit shelter trust, often 
called a bypass, or A/B trust, and the trust 
should be funded with assets that are individu­
ally owned. But for many married couples, up 
to half of the Unified Credit can easily be forfeit­
ed if asset ownership and wills are not properly 
structured. 

Individuals and married couples with a gross 

estate greater than the amount of the Unified 
Credil need to establish a comprehensive estate 
plan. Although many people underestimate the 
value of (heir estates, all assets tllat an inditid-
ual owns at the time of death are included: life 
insurance proceeds, brokerage accounts, real 
estate (including your primary residence), cars 
and home furnishings such as furniture, art. 
collectibles and appliances, to name a few. 

Considerations in Formulating an Estate Plan 
• Consult with an estate-planning attorney 

about obtaining a current, signed will. Some 
full-service investment firms can help through 
their own national networks of independent 
attorneys who are knowledgeable in estate 
planning issues. Utilize the credit shelter trust, 
if appropriate. 

• Appoint an executor and co-e.xecutor to 
manage your estate: otherwise the court may 
appoint one. 

• Transfer assets while you are alive. This 
may lower your ta.\'able estate. The .Annual Gift 
Tax Exclusion allows an individual to gift up to 
$10,000 a year to an unlimited number of indi­
viduals without incurring federal gift taxes. 
Married couples can gift up to $20,000 a year 
to each recipient. 

• Establish a trust, which is a legal arrange­
ment that transfers ownership of assets to a 
trustee who manages them for your beneficia­
ries. There are many different kinds of trusts, 
each designed to reduce income and estate 
taxes and meet specific estate planning needs. 

• Purchase life insurance. Life insurance pro­
ceeds can provide for your heirs and can also 
be used to pay estate taxes. 

• Review asset ownership to maximize the 
Unified Credit. 

• Arrange for the long-term health care needs 
of you. your spouse and parents. One option is 
to purchase long-term care insurance. 

• Provide someone you trust with power of 

Attorney. This person would manage your 
financial affairs in the event you become dis­
abled. 

• Consider applicable state inheritance lax. 
Some People Need to Plan More 
Wliile everyone benefits from estate planning, 

it is especially crucial for some to properly plan 
their estates or those of their spouse or busi­
ness partner: 

• Business Owners: If you own a business, 
plan for a successor. Estate taxes paid by a 
business after the death of the owner often 
cause the business, even a Uiriving one. to fall. 
Have a professional determine the current value 
of your business. Prepare a buy-sell agreement, 
if appropriate. 

• Women: Generally, women live longer and, 
according to the Bureau of Labor Statistics, 
earn less than men. Lower pay and time away 
from the workforce to care for children result In 
reduced Social Security and pension benefits. 
Women are more likely than men to depend on 
what their spouse leaves behind, so they are 
subject to more risk if a proper estate plan is 
not In place. 

Plan Today for Tomorrow's Uncertainty 
Many people put off planning their estate 

because it forces them to confront their mortali­
ty. It also raises sensitive issues about the equi­
table distribution of an estate. 'While many peo­
ple think about the subject, ifs important to 
discuss it and take action with family members 
and professional advisors. With the wide array 
of planning techniques available today, it's 
important to seek the adtice of estate planning 
attorneys, professional trust consultants and 
investment professionals who can help you cus­
tomize an estate plan to your specific needs.

With a scaiiered Uirusl of action 
and utterly mundane comedv, 
•Chill Factor" barely lifts ofl" its icy 
platform toward any form of enter­
tainment. 

I l is hard to believe thai an 
Acadetny Award-winner (Cuba 
Gooding. -Jr.) and a talented 20-
something (Skeet Ulrich) could be 
drawn to a been-done buddy pic­
ture that could not hold a child's 
attention if you nailed its foot to 
the floor. 

It may seem a bit drastic to 
make such a metaphor, but "Chill 
Factor" is another major Warner 
Bros.' accident. It's amazing that 
the studio is still standing upright 
after such wretched bo.\--office 
losers like "Wild Wild West." "Lost 
and Found" and "Goodbye. Lover." 

As for their most recent upset. 
"Chill Factors" plot sounds silly all 
in itself, offering a half-and-half 
genre picture split right down the 
center. 

The movie opens as an interest­
ing thriller, but abruptly cuts its 
pace, morphing into an uninterest-

The comedy is 
where the picture hurdles down­
hil l , beginning when the billed 
stars are introduced — an ice 
cream delively man (Gooding) and 
a shon order cook (Ulrich). 

Howevei-. the movie first opens 
on a militaly test island where the 
government is experimenting with 
chemical warfare. Bul a simple 
miscalculation causes nearly a 
dozen-in-a-half men to be acciden­
tally, yet brutally killed. 

Once military trials are held, an 
officer is falsely accused of crimi­
nal acts bul the scientist responsi­
ble (David PavTner) is set free aild 
left emotionallv scarred. 

Ten years later, revenge visits 
Pa\'mer in the form of a hardened, 
prison-plated inlnate, his old 
acquainlance that went to jail in 
his place. So after a violent siege of 
a research facility. Paymer escapes 
to make his way toward his fishing 
companion (Ulrich). handing off 
the deadh' chemical weapon lo the 
two leads. 

From, this point forward the 
movie transforms into a disastrous 
"Lethal Weapon." destroying any 
attraction "Factor" might have pre­
viously had. 

However, the irony of the picture 
colnes from its chilled yet deadly 
plot device — a chemical that can 
disintegrate the entire Midwest if it 
rises above 50 degrees. 

In essence. "Factor" carries itself 
like a reverse version of "Speed." 
So instead of fast-paced action, 
involving characters and even a lit­
tle se.K. "Chill Factor" packs idiotic 
running gags, monotonous dia­
logue and a script Cuba Gooding. 
Jr.'s girlish screams can't even 
save.

! am sure you have been aware of the old 
adage — somelhing good for you can"l taste 

great. The dilernma of 
finding foods that 
taste great and are 
reaJly positive for your 
health is very reaJ for 
both adults and our 
children. 

I continually coun­
sel clients and speak 
at seminars where I 
will poll the people to 
see who is eating 
close to the food pyl^-
mid. Which is lhe 
daily recommended 
amount of foods to 
assure barely ade­

quate nutrition. .Maybe 1 percent think they are 
getting close. When was the last lime you have 
eaten three to five servings of vegetables and 
two to three servings of fruit a day? Living in 
Lhe Midwest makes availability of a ulde variety 
of fresh fruit and vegetables year around tough. 
And todays busy, hurried, lifestyle adds to the 
challenge of coming close to this dally serving 
recommendation consistently. 

Many children and adults eat little or no 
fruits or vegetables, and when they do. it's usu­
ally the same one or two food choices they like 
each day.

"Smoothies for Life." a book written by 
Daniella Chace and Maureen B. Keane offers 
hundreds of recipe ideas, from stress reduction 
Smoothies to energy Smoothies, or stop by our 
club to check out the variety. 

There is one caution, and in a word it is calo­
ries. These Smoothies can range in calories 
from 250 to 2,000 and from zero fat to 10 to 15 
grams. So obviously you Will Want to exercise 
caution here depending on your goal. But calo­
ries versus nutrients makes Smoothies an 
excellent choice, especially When you consider 
an average, more traditional fruit treat like a 
banana split. You need to get through about 
600 calories and between 50 and 60 grams of 
fat to get the value of the banana. 

The simple reason We find people drinking 
Smoothies versus not is just getting over the 
age-old mental block of taste versus good for us 
and simply trying one. (Remember Mikey in the 
old cereal commercial?) So the next time you 
find yourself dashing out for an ice cream treat, 
consider a Smoothie, you Will not be disappoint­
ed and you will be healthier for it.
