An Oakland County Circuit Court's jur\' 
declared the City of N'o\i did nol compen 
sate two Novi business-owners properly 
when their land was "taken" for the cre­
ation of West Park Drive. 

The city originally condemned a half-
acre owned by Karen and John Woodson 
on West Road, as part of the Taft Road 
extension project, and offered them 
$38,000 for it. Karen Woodson said the 
couple could not find any comparable land 
in tiic area like it i'or under $250,000. ~ 

After the paperwork for the trial Was 
filed, the city upped its offer to $43,000. 
But, a jury said on Sept. 17 this was not 
enough and awarded the Woodsons 
$250,000 after a week-long hearing. 

"We don't know if we are getting anvtliing 
yet. The citv' may appeal." Woodson said. 

"1 think W h a t they put me through w a s 
really abusive. They could have settled this 
thing a long lime ago." 

In addition to the increase in that num­
ber could jump to $373,000 once attorney 
fees, court costs and interest are tacked 
on. 

Jonathan Frank, attorney for the Wood-
sons, said the break dowTi for this amount 
is as follows: $37,000 for interest, S83.000 
for attome>''s fees and $40,000 for expert 
fees and costs. 

The Woodsons used the property as a 
place to store trees for their u-ee service 
business. 

Woodson added she hopes the next time 
the cltj' considers condemning property, it 
has "the decencj' to talk to the owners 
before (il) starts the proceedings." 

City Attorney Dave Fried stressed the 
city did not actually loose the coiut case. 
The j u i y Just decided that the amount of 
compensation the city offered the Wood­
son's Was too low.

T m about lo ask her for her 
credit card and then ! heard the 
phone drop and heavy breailiing 
and 1 thought 'Oh no.'"' 

He immediately had a coworker 
dial 911 while he stayed on ihe line 
calling out for the woman he knew 
only as "Eleanor." 

Hallowell began to yell into the 
phone in the hope she could hear 
him: "Hey. Eleanor. Hang in there 
help is on the way." 

That's when Novi Police dis­
patcher Donna Royjumped in. She 
spent a few minutes with Hallowell 
and his colleague tr\ ing lo figure 
out how to track down the home of 
this customer with no last name, 
no .city and no caller ID on the com­
pany phone. 

"At the same time I'm asking him 
questions. I'm thinking we have 
nothing to go with here." Roy said. 

"Since he still had her on the line 
I thought 'Let's get a hold of 

Anieriterh ;ind .see if they can trace 
il . '" .she e.\pl;iined. 

.•\iilerilecii took lier information 
and l)egan to trace lhe line. A rep­
resentative called Ixick a lew min-
iiies laier. They h:id the number 
and were calling the Redford Fire 
Department to respond to the 
woman's home there. The entire 
.seai-ch took close lo 15 ininutes. 

Roy commended Hallowell's 
quick thinking and ability lo keep a 
cool head. 

"Had he disconllectcd there 
would ha\'e been no way we would 
have found her." Roy said. 

Roy's boss. Dispatch Manager 
Jne Burcheti commended his 
employee of 17 years. 

"Dispatcher Roy's professional 
handling of this emergency sets the 
standard for all others to follow." 
he wrote in a commendation letter 
to Police Chief Douglas Shaeffer. 

"Her quick actions, as well as 
thai of the employee al lhe travel 
agency, can be clearly credited with 
saving a life." 

Roy said the call is just one of 
many she's taken that require a lit­
tle e.xira thought. 

"A lot of the job is knowing what 
resources you have at your dispos­
al and using them." said Roy. 

.Hallowell. also a Novi resident, 
has since nioved the travel agency 
to Brighton. Sti l l , he wonders if 
Eleanor is okay. Neither he nor Roy 
have been able to track her down.

Plastic garbage btigs were almosl 
banned in the City of Novi. 

The Novi Cily Council received a 
request to anlend the ordinance 
requirement ibr rei'use receptacles. 
The change omitted plastic bags 
and required all garlwge lo be 
placed in a covered receptacle, 
such as a garbage can. 

"We don'i know how it gol to the 
eountil chamber." said Novi Mayor 
Kathleen .Mclallen. 

"1 don't know what was going 
through our young atlomey's (Paul 
Weisberger) head." 

Weisberger was away on vacation 
and could nol be reached for com­
ment. 

Council agreed this change was 
not necessary and refused to take 
action, thus killiiig the aInend-
ment. 

McLallen said the am.endment 
came out of an Ordinance Review 
Committee meeUng that dealt v\ith 
a garbage complaint on the north 
end of the city. 

A resident eolnplained that other 
residents in the area were not con­
tracting out for weekly garbage 
removal service. Instead, they were 
dumping their garbage bags onto 
the garbage bags of neighbors who 
do pay for the service. McLallen 
said. 

The resident was requesting tllat 
Uie city require all residents to con­
tract out ibr weekly garbage ser-

"Somehow, (after the meeUng) it 

came to us as a prohibiUon of all 
garbage bags." she said. 

As for the real issue behind this 
now-dead amendment. McLallen 
pointed out the city cannot maJte 
residents contract out for weekly 
garbage removal service, due to 
state law. 

"If you can drive to the landfiU 
each week, so be it." she said. 

However, the city, does require 
that residenUal property be kept 
sanitary, so residents must get rid 
of their Irash. 

As for those Who are putting 
Iheir garbage onto the curbside 
stacks of their neighbors. Council 
Member Ifethdeen Mutch said i t 
would seem that the offender could 
be prosecuted for theft of service. 

McLallen pointed out WJ111e this , 
is a possibility, i t is very hard to • 
enforce. 

The problem is you can't prose­
cute someone Without actua11v see­
ing it," she said.

(iity that will ultimately be a pre­
mier destination to live in, to Work 
in, to conduct business in. to shop 
in. and, yes. to retire in." 

He said the best way for the 
dream to come true Was through 
openness, responsiveness and 
Inclusiveness. The city needed to 
be open to all segments of our com­
munity: residential, commercial, 
industrial , and high tech. he 
added. 
- "What I see as roadblocks. I see 
only two. One is traffic Which wiU 
be dealt With. hopefu11y, With the 
bond issue that is on the ballot tills 
November and the second is We 
caimot allow oiB^elVes the luxury 
of being an exclusive community, 
We must be an inc1usive communi­
ty," Clark said. 

Meyer said his Vision in the year 
20 10 for the City of Novl Was "there 
W111 be neaf1y 60,000 cldzens Who 
wl11 enjoy a high qua1lty of life due 

to a city administration known for 
its oversight and its care for what is 
in the citizen's best interest." 

He suggested that with the 
widening of Grand River Avenue to 
five lanes by that time, some of the 
traffic congestion of the past would 
be alleviated. In addition, the 
fountain in the northeast corner of 
-Novi Road and Grand River Avenue 
would atu-act many citizens to a 
variety of community events at the 
Novi Town Center. 

And. due to the of the Historical 
Commission, a significant number 
of beautiful homes in the city 
would be preserved so that the cit­
izens of the future would appreci­
ate the story of their past, he said. 

"The challenges we face in 2010 
are the same as today, but with a 
city council and with a city admin­
istration willing to listen to the cit­
izens and act upon what they have 
heard in a timely Way." Meyer said. 

Mutch said: '"The city Will be a 
collection of Well-maintained resi­
dential neighborhoods. They will be 
connected by a cltyslde system of 
sidewalks or safety paths and tree-
lined streets and neighborhood 
green spaces Will characterize the 
downtown business center as Well 
as residential area." 

Mutch said thanks to efforts 
made in the past, residents and 
future residents are benefiting. 

"Most importantly there will be 
more people choosing to make Novi 
their hometown, just as we have. 
This brings a great diversity of 
interest, talent and resources of 
our citizens. It makes Novl the 
place We all Want to be," she said. 

Reed answered: "I'd like to see 
Novi return to being a community. 
I'd like to see sidewalks. Not safety 
paths, but sidewalks. We have a 
new downtown area that nobody 
can get to. 1n 2010 We Wi11 have 
sidewalks on a11 of the main roads." 

He said NoVl has a beautlfui 
environment and the city could 
give the residents the ability to get 
outside and enjoy it. 

Csordas said he saW the city 
closer to reaching its buUd-out In 
2010 With 1arge-1ot 1uxu1y homes 
in the northwestern section of the 
city and a string ofsuccessfu1 busi­
nesses along Grand River AVenue. 

"The Downtown Gateway ordi­
nance W111 haVe encolJraged, by 
that dme, residential and small 
service-oriented businesses In that 
section of the area. This W111 also 
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question to city council and mayoral candidates 

give residents of the area the abili­
ty to Walk from their homes to that 
location." he said. 

Csordas added the city needed to 
maintain a proper balance With the 
natural environment through prop­
er zoning and evolution of the mas­
ter plan. 

"We need to make sure that We 
have private entities running busi­
nesses rather than government." 
he noted. 

Declcer said his vision for the 
city of NoVi for the year 2010 Would 
include "a more efficient delivery of 
city services to our taxpayers." 

He said the city needed to make 
itself more attractive to high-quali­
ty development. 

"I think We have lost out on a sig­
nificant amount of high quality 
development to surrounding com­
munities that have made their 
communities more conducive to 
this kind of groWth," Decker said. 

He sti-essed in 2010 the city 
would not be involved with any pri­
vate business practice. 

"These are tilings Which are bet­
ter run by the private sector." 
Decker said. 

Boi1oi1i said her vision of the city 
in 2010 has a successful and 
"award-Winning" plan for develop­
ment and lush open spaces. 

She said the city Would also have 
a "rainy day" fund, new post office 
and new city manager that Will 
have an attitude of collaboration 
and cooperation. 

The obstacles the city Would face 
in creating this vision Included eco­
nomic doWntums and the poor 
selection of a city msinager. 

Schmid said he Was excited 
about the future of Novl. 

"My vision of NoVl formulated 
about 24 years ago When 1 Was 
elected to city council. About that 
time TWelVe Oaks Mall Was 
announced, so We knew NoVi Was 
going to grow rapidly. The only 
question Was how It Was going to 
groW." he said 

The council at that time started 
the process tliat Jed to the creation 
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of the first-class city that has 
become Novl. Schmid said. 

"All we have to do is keep an eye 
on the prize," Schmid said. The city 
Is on the right track and more 
high-quality developments Will be 
coming, as well as thousands of 
new residents, he added. 

DeRoche said his vision of the 
city in 2010 was one of a city that 
was running more smoothly from 
efforts of the city administration 
and city council in the next four 
years. 

To get this, he said the council 
would address staffing problems, 
apply for more grants and create a 
regional council that Would give 
Novi more clout in the county gov­
ernment. 

DeRoche also proposed the hir­
ing of a full-time city attorney Who 
Would help protect the city from 
lawsuits and in the creation of a 
long-term open space policy. 

"These will help us create a more 
responsible government," he said. 

The chamber's second question 
Was: 'If you are elected to office, 
what strengths can you bring to that 
position?' 

ClarJt said he had been a resi­
dent for 20 years and raised two 
daughters In Novi. 

Professiona11y, he served on the 
task force for education and the 
plaimlng commission for six years. 
TWO of those six years he Was chair 
for the commission. He Was also a 
past member of the Novl City 
Council. 

Clark said his current Job as an 
attorney had given him the ability 
of being a consensus builder that 
brought people together With 

VfE C A T E R T o 
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resolving conflicts. 
Meyer said he would bring his 

12 years of experience on the Novi 
School Board to the position of 
mayor. He added he Was president 
of the school board In 1989, when 
the Wall Street Jownal announced 
the school district Was one of the 
top 20 in the country. 

Pointing to the public's percep­
tion that he Is a "nice guy." Meyer 
said sometimes people thought he 
was too nice to be mayor and said 
he Was too "spiritual." He assured 
residents he could get the Job done 
when he needed to and added, "1 
pray for this city council every 
day." 

Mutch said she Would provide 
the citizens of Novi With experience. 
She has been a resident since 1971 
and done her share of community 
activities' and community commis­
sions. 

Mutch pointed out she had been 
a member of the Novi City Coimcll 
for the last four years. 'While on the 
coimcll, she has been the city rep­
resentative to the Southeast Michi­
gan Council of Governments as 
Well as a member of various com­
mittees. 

Reed said his strength Was in 
cutting through the "bull." 

"1 have been to several Novl Plan­
ning Commission meetings and 
some city council meetings. Some­
times 1 feel like I need hip boots," 
he said. 

Reed said he Would cut through 
the baloney that Was normally 
dished out in a city council meet­
ing, get to the point and get the Job 
done. 

DeRoche responded that the 
strength he Would bring to the city 
coimcll Was In his experience as a 
current coimcll member, his lead­
ership and his WlUmgness to serve 
the citizens. 

DeRoche said he 11ad also been a 
member of the bipartisan Michigan 
Political Leadership Program and 
the Vice-chair of the Novl economic 
development comnalttee. 

Boiloui said her strength Was 
that she had alWays been involVed 

with public service. 
She said she had been a planner 

in a private construction firm and 
has been a member of the Novi 
Planning Commission. She said the 
experience enabled her to bring 
years of urban planning experience 
to the city council. 

Scbmid told the audience that 
the sti-ength he brought to the city 
Was simply a dedication that start­
ed When he Was elected to city 
council for the first time in 1975. 

He was concerned that Novi Was 
going to develop Without Valuable 
ordinances of centralized commer­
cial. He said When he was first 
elected to city council, he took 
those issues to heart and made 
sure they were developed. 

"These make this city a quality 
city." he said. 

Schmid said even after being 
elected this first time, he stayed on 
for 24 years, providing leadership 
to the council. 

"1 love Novi," he said. 
"I Want to be for Novi and Novi 

Itself." 
Csordas said he can provide the 

city Witii his 25 years of experience 
in executive management that has 
taught him to be patient and ana­
lytical. He said he Was currendy 
the chair of the Novl Plaiuiing Com­
mission, as Well as a member of 
many committees.

-ensure the city's success," he said. 

Csordas said he Wanted to open 
up communication in the city and 
provide the residents With excellent 
customer service. 

Decker ansWered that his 
strength Was In being a Novl resi­
dent for 14 years and a small busi­
ness owner for 10. 

"The single most importance to 
success In bustoess is the ability to 
solve problems." he said.

Feople interested in becoming a 
firelighter must fill out an applica­
tion. .•\ recnjitmcnt comniiiiee will 
look over the :ipplicaUoii and con­
tact the applicanl. 

.-\fier this, the recruit must fill 

out a city application, have a phys­
ical examination and a background 
check done. Lenaghan said if 
everything is in order, the recruit 
can begin lhe three- to four-month 
lire training. 

.After this training, recruits are 
assigned to a station and given a 
pager. However, the recruit can 
only lake part in fire calls after they 

finish emergency medical techni­
cian training. 

The training \vill take an addi­
tional three to four months. Once 
the education is coinplete. the 
recruit can go on every rescue call. 

But be aware — the job is not 
easy or glamourous. 

"this is a commitment. It is not 
an easy thing," said L.enaghan. 

"People put a loi of time into it." 
While the department does not 

require on-call firemen to stay in 
the city every evening or weekend, 
it does expect them lo respond if 
they are in the city when a call is 
made.

Spend a day in the country 
"The Fuersl sistc-rs wt-re 
babes." 
That was the consensus of 
ihe vollnrt male rcporlers 
here, who fancy themselves 
experts in this area, after \vc 
pr inted in last week's \'oci 
News some pre-1920 pho­
tographs f rom the family's 
a lbum. Those l ivinl i in .N'ovi 
who knew lhe lvvo sislers 
recall them as m u c h older 
women, the grande dames of 
N'o\i. Both Iva and Ruby were 
in lheir nineties when they 

died in 1991. 
The casual fanlily snapshots show the pair as 

young women in the graceful dresses of ihc 19-teens. 
We ran the photographs as a preview of Sunday's 
City of . \ o \ i picnic on the Fuerst Farm homestead. If 
you missed that, vou missed quite a bash. The 
weather, of course, was perfect, bathed in the golden 
glow of late September. 

While the purpose of the affair was a final celebra­
t ion of .\o\1's 30th annlversaly year, as well as a 
chance to show off the historic site. I felt l ike I'd 
walked onto the set of a HolK-wood version of smal l 
i o \ m .-\merica. The scene looked like a 1990s spin on 
the p icn ics in the mus ica ls "Oklahoma" and 
"Carousel." 

Kids were scrambling all over the place, playing 
vigorous old-fashioned ganles. .\'ovi's Town Hall f rom 
1914 was open and people were wander ing in and 
o u l . as they undoubtedly did dur ing communi ty 
funct ions in the days the Fuerst sisters were young. 

Many paused lo look at historic photos of Novi and 
comment on the changes that have overtaken the 
former farming communi ty . 

Like any picnic worth Its salt, the opportuni ty to 

cultivate a belly ache from simple overeating was 
there. The free grub was fantastic. 

Local Color Brewing Company had to keep r u n n i n g 
back for more root beer, hamburgers and hot dogs as 
residents chowcd dowrl on the food graciously donat­
ed by the Novl eately. .A.nd the hamburgers slapped 
on the gril l on-site were huge. Beyond that, the city 
had a cart slocked w i th a variety of different ice 
cream bars. 

Farm Lady .Margaret Schmidt was on hand, along 
her companions, two baby goats, a turkey, a sheep 
named Emily and some olher critters. She had an 
old-lashioned water p u m p for kids to try. as well as 
farm games. And Novi Historical Society President 
Kathy Mutch talked herself hoarse giving "tours of the 
Fuerst homestead to residents. 

This past .spr ing, the oldest barn on the site was 
torched by an arsonist. Otherwise the complex, 
which is on the National Register of Historic Places, 
remains fairly intact , inc luding the ever necessaiy 
farm outhouse. 

The fa rm and town hal l , w i th the sur round ing 
acreage, are perfect back-drops for Novi occasions, 
such as the picnic. While there, you actually feel as 
if vou are spending a day in the country , even 
though it's all in the heart of Novi. 

Presening the fa rm wi l l . I th ink , answer the same 
craving for a vanished world that once made TV 
shows like "Little House On The Prairie" so popular.

I f th ings go far enough, they' l l get i n t rouble a n d 
there Fll be -with m y pen a n d p a d ready to take d o w n 
the i r Indiscret ions. I H record the i r fifteen minutes o f 
fame, only too late. Where -was o u r a t tent ion before? 

Don't get me wrong. I love report ing a l l the upl i f t ­
ing and wonderful that k ids and schools are 
doing to improve educat ion. They deserve every good 
th ing 1 wr i te about them. I n fact i t was m y pleasure, 
and the inspirat ion for th is co lumn, to wr i te about 
the one such program, the Northvil le Youth Assis­
tance mentors. 

In ray article about a mentor relat ionship, t h a t has 
lasted over a decade. I had the chance to meet a 
woman who. w i t h o u t t h a t program, actual ly said 
that she wou ld be dead today. I t made me t h i n k of 
my h igh school days and what I wou ld have done 
w i thout my parents who were and are m y mentors.

They are the reason w h y I could 
achieve a l l t h a t I have. 

Not eveiyone can ta lk to thei r parents a n d not 
every parent can reach thetr ch i ld as m u c h as they 
want to. I t is for t h a t reason tha t I urge people to be 
mentors, t h e NYA desperately needs more help. 

For those who don't know, k ids are referred by ' 
schools,police or parents to the program. Sometimes 
the ch i ld has gotten in to some t roubIe ,but some­
times they j u s t are hav ing t rouble . Thq^ are then 
matched t ip 'with a n adu l t w h o agrees to meet w i t h 
them a few hours a week to go ou t or j i i s t to ta lk . 

Northvil le doesn't have to act o n t h i s , b u t w h y 
wouldn ' t you? I w a n t to speak for everyone who feds 
or felt awkward or misvmderstood or anxious being a 
k i d : Tel l u s tha t we are no t alone, t h a t we are n o t 
bad, and tha t we are most certainly n o t average. 
Then tel l those k ids t h a t th is former "geek" is wa i t ing 
to wr i te about a l l the woni le r fh l th ings t h a t t h e y do.

You'd never mis ­
take Lloyd Semple 
for Joe Six-Pack. 
Fully erect at 6 feet 
3 inches, w i t h a 

ful l pompadour of gray-white hair, flashing 
eyes and a boomingly cultivated voice. 
Semple embodies all you'd expect of a man 
wi th Yale undergraduate and Michigan 
Law School degrees. 

He lives in Grosse Pointe. He h u n t s 
ducks on Walpole Island and plays golf at 
the Country Club of Detroit. He has an 
educated palate for French wine and a 
•magnificent cellar. A fine lawyer, he's 
Chai rman of Dykema Gossett PLLC. Michi­
gan's largest law firm. 

And. as volunteer and unpaid chai rman 
of the board of the Detroit Medical Center, 
he's been leading the struggle to keep one 
of Michigan's largest and most troubled 
medical centers f rom going under. 

Semple is only one of a number of Michi ­
gan's na tura l aristocrats, men and Women 
who in addi t ion to their own dist inguished 
careers take on crushing volunteer bur ­
dens to make things better for all of us. 
Al lan Schwartz, the lawyer-civic leader-
phi lanthropist , is an example. So is former 

governor Wi l l iam Mil l l iken. 
1 wanted tovvTite about Semple j u s t now 

partly because DMC has been in the news 
so much in recent months and partly 
because lhe inside stoly of what he has 
accomplished — quietly, wi th no thought 
of publ ici ty and no personal gain — has 
never adequately been told. 

Semple first got involved as a volunteer 
on Harper Hospital's board some 25 years 
ago. .After Harper became part of DMC. 
Semple went on the parent's board. He 
became chai rman on January 1. 1998. 

Shortly thereafter. DMC announced a 
loss of more than $100 mil l ion for the fis­
cal year. "Significant financial distress." 
says Semple. "the un in tended conse­
quence of federal legislation that cut Medi­
care and Medicaid payments to hospitals 
and slashed reimbursements for expenses 
of t ra ining young doctors at teaching hos­
pitals like DMC." 

Semple knew he had a hard row to hoe. 
He brought in the Hunter Group, a nat ion­
ally-noted consul t ing firm that compared 
its e.xtensive database of hospital costs to 
the numbers at DMC and recommended 
drastic cuts. Eventually. 2.500 staff were 
laid off: unions and staff alike complained. 
Sinai Hospital , once the state's only Jewish 
hospital , was consolidated w i th Grace to 
save $30 mi l l ion in operating expenses: 
many of Sinai 's old suppor ters were 
angered. 

Semple started working 80-hour weeks 
— 40 hours for DMC and 40 hours for 
Dykema Gossett — rising at 5 a.m. and not 
getting to bed before 10 p.m. Weeks passed 
w i thout seeing his wife at home for dinner 

o r for lhat matter, bl-eakfast. 
Selnple recalls: "The worst time was last 

winter and spr i l lg as we bounced >ri-oni 
crisis lo crisis. 1 remcll lber olie nleei ing 
w i l h a bunch of dedicaied bul vcly fi-us-
tral«d doctors who yelled ai me for ftilly 
three hours. It was without a doubt tlie 
most difficult meeting I've ever had." 

Eventual ly . Semple and the board 
appointed a new CEO. Dr. Ar thur Porter, 
and a new nlanagement team. Things have 
gradually started lo get heller. DMC isn't 
out of the .woods yet. b u l it's a whole lot 
better off than it was. thanks to many ded­
icated people inc luding Lloyd Semple. 

Wliy do it? WTiy go through the aggrava­
t ion, especially when somebody like Seln­
ple doesn't need i l . "The fundamental rea­
son is the teachings and tradit ion of my 
family." Semple explained. "Wilh privilege 
comes responsibil ity. My father. Robert 
Semple. was CEO of Wyandotte Chemical, 
b u l he also sen-ed the communi ty by being 
president of the Detroit Symphony for 
years and head of the United Fund for this 
region. In our familv. that's just what we 
do> 

With privilege comes responsibil ity. That 
isn't everybody's cup of lea. but for natural 
aristocrats like Lloyd Semple it is. J^nd 
we're all the better for i t .

They searched the world... 
N o r t h v i l l e c o u p l e t r a v e l s t o C h i n a t o f i n d t h e l o v e s o f t h e i r l i v e s

Though they had to search the World. 
Andy and .Alise H y d d l found the loVes of 
their lives. But it wasn't easy. 

.After meeting at a ski club five years ago. 
falling in love and getting married, there Was 
still something tnisslng. 

"We had tried for years to have klds.'Allse 
Hydell said. "But We just Weren't able to." 

The Hyde l l ' s Were de te rmined . They 
looked into adoption, locally, but dlscoVered 
that the Waiting period Was Very long and 
they Just could not Walt any longer to bring a 
child into their hearts. They aJso had con­
cerns With the Way the .American adoption 
system operates. 

" 1 d id not Want to adopt a c h i l d , get 
attached and then have a parent come to me 
three years later saying she Wants her baby 
back." AHse said. 

They had known seVeral people. Including 
Allse Hydell's sister. Who had adopted babies 
from China, so they Were familiar With the 
process. The HydeU's had looked into several 
countries taking Into account things like 
level of drug use in the countiy and health 
standards. It Was necessary In that they 

knew they Would not be allowed to have the 
medical histories of the parents and Wanted 
some a s su rance that they Would get a 
heal thy c h i l d . After doing some further 
research China seemed like the most viable 
option. 

"China has low occurrence of AIDS and 
they are too poor to do drugs." Allse said. 
"Plus s ince our niece Is from C h i n a We 
thought that it Would be nice that they had a 
coi1imon bond." 

So In Apr i l of '98 the Hyde11's began the 
lengthy paperwork and screening process. 
The couple had to complete documents 
Which Included full hea1th and drug screen­
ings, FBI background checks, and medical 
histories. Which Were all required by the Chi­
nese govenlment before a child can be taken 
out of the cotmtry. 

In their first meeting With the adoption 
agent, the HydeU's had asked for t W o chi l­
dren, an older boy and a baby g i r l . The 
agent Informed them that not only Was It 
incredibly rare for tWo children to be adopted 
out of the coimtiy but that a boy was rela-
tlVely Impossible. 

In China famllles are a11oWed one chl1d per 
household. If the first b o m is a boy. the 

family Is allowed no more children. If the 
first child Is a girl they may have another. If 
the second is a girt hoWever. they are allowed 
no more children. Therefore, most fainilies 
•will adopt out their giris. 

" They treat their girls on the same level of 
a good car," Alise Hydell said. 

The Hydell's were persistent. EVen though 
they could not have a boy, they still Wanted 
tWo children. It Was not unt i l October of 
1998 that the couple recelVed Word that 
China had lifted the restriction of one child 
per couple and that the Hydell's Were going 
to haVe twin baby girls. 

"1 started ctylng right away," Alise Hydell 
said. 

"I Went out and bought $40 Worth of 
cigars," Andy Hydell added. 

In August the couple traVeled to Guang­
dong, c h i n a to meet their neW daughters. 
BraVing a 14 hour plane ride, a typhoon, 
oVerwhelmlng heat and a language barrier, 
they finally reached the orphanage Where the 
girls Were living. 

"We Walked In and there Were all these 
babies laying on the floor Waiting to be 
changed," Alise HydeU said, describing roWs 
upon roWs of stainless steel cribs containing 

malnourished children of every age. 
Finally, the Hydell's long wait W a s over. 

One of the caretakers brought them their 
new daughters. 

"It didn't really sink in that We Were really 
doing this until 'I was holding them," Alise 
HydeU said. 

The two healthy baby sisters Were named 
Qlul and Chun. HoWever. the Hydells did not 
feel safe With the twins until the new family 
Was safely back in the States. Andy HydeU 
related an Instance When they took the girls 
out in public and people on the street Would 
crowd around them. " Twins are reaUy rare 
in China." he said. "It was a little scary." 

The girls, now named .Amber and Skye. are 
about 11 months old and are happily living 
with their parents In NorthVUIe. They plan to 
teU the girls the story of their adoption and 
through the organization. Families of Chi l ­
dren from China, lieep Skye and Amber In 
touch With their culture. The HydeU's feel 
that it Is important for them to know Who 
they are and Where they came from. But no 
matter Where they came from Mrs. HydeU 
recalled What she thought When she first 
held her twins." they're ours. They are reaUy 
ours."

There are a number of reasons 
Why Monday afternoon's last-ever 
baseball game at Tiger Stadium 
Was important to NorthViUe resi­
dent Mike Mu11en. 

For one. he's a se1f-descrlbed 
baseball nut. Who had the chance 
to see Hank Greenberg, A1 I^aline, 
Denny McLaln and Gates Brown 
take to the Add back ln 1968. He 
stlU Ilstens to Tigers games, but 
only on a 1960s-model transistor 
radio that Weights sl ightly less 
than a hot dog Vendor's cart 

But more importantly, the stadi­
um holds an extra-special place ln 
hls heart It Was at Tiger Stadlum 
Where Mullen's father took hlm to 
see hls first-ever baseball game. 
Mul len ' s father's health ls noW 
falling. 

Which helps explain Why Mullen 
toolc l t upon hlmself to create a 
s lx-color l lnocut p r in t enti t led 
"Long Gone," a tribute to the Tiger 
Stadlum, the love of baseball, hls 
father, and the trademark E m l e 
Harwe l l fareWell to home runs 
blasted Into the stands. 

"I tried to capture thie lmpres-
slons and memories Tiger Stadl­
u m and Tiger baseball has meant 
for me l n thls print." Mullen sald. 

"In a lot of Ways, thls Was a spiri­
tual journey for me that I Wasn't 
sure I Would be able to puU off" 

L l n o c u t i s an old ar t form 
Whereby the artist carves a-way at 
a block of linoleum. The material 
left behind on the block ls covered 
ln lnk and pressed onto a sheet of 
paper. Each block WlU hold the 
Ink for one color layer. EVentually. 
s ix colors are pressed onto the 
paper, one on top of the other, cre­
at ing the l l l u s l o n of a unlform 
print, eVen though each flillshed 
product Is u111que. With subtle dif­
ferences ln the density of color. 

"It's a Very delicate process," 
M u l l e n sa ld . "If y o u make one 
mistake, the Whole thlng could be 
ruined." 

M u l l e n began creat ing "Long 
Gone" at the Tigers' opening home 
game thls.year. While at Tiger Sta-
dli1m. he shot tWo roUs of film to 
capture the archltecture and color 
dlflerences ln Various portions of 
the park. He returned home and 
began sketclilng the fadllty, then 
transferred the sketches to the 
l i n o l e u m b l o c k s . F r o m there, 
about eight hours Were spent on 
each of the blocks, carVlng away 
at the soft l inoleum to create a 
negative Image. 

The project Wrapped up l n mld-

August. When the flnlshed plates 
Were taken to V-Tech Printing in 
LlVonia . Where one of Mul len ' s 
friends Volunteered to print the 
completed product 

Wai t ing for the flrst page to 
emerge from the l 8 9 0 - m o d e l 
p r i n t i n g press Was a del ica te 
moment. 

"1 never knew What I vras going 
to get" Mullen said. "Eveiy tlme 1 
taUced about What I Was Working 
on. I prefaced the sentence With 'If 
lt comes out'." 

E i t h e r th rough l u c k or sur ­
geon's hands or both, "Long Gone" 
emerged from the press looking 
Just the Way MuUen enVlsloned l t 
The slght of the fl11lshed product 
he said. proVlded the personal clo-
sure he needed to say goodbye to 
the baUpark and to hls father. 

Opening Day Was packed With 
fanfare and special decorations at 
the stadium. No such decorations 
ex l s t In the f i n i shed product , 
Mullen sald. 

"I Wanted thls to be an lmage 
that could come from any summer 
afternoon at Tlger Stadlum," he 
sa id .

Novi takes out Milford for third win

If the time of possession meant the differ­
ence between winning and losing, then the 
scoreboard at Novi High must have been 
wrong last Friday night. 

Novi took advantage of greal field position 
and big plays the entire night en route to a 
34-19 win over Milford. The Win moves Novi 
to 3-2 With a homecoming game against 
Fluslihag Saturday on the table. ^ 

The Wildcats average starting field position 
for their first five drives was on the Milford 
46-yard line. Novi ran Just 16 plays on their 
first four drives, which resulted in 20 points. 

Senior Mitch Maier returned from a mild 
concussion he suffered in last weeks game 
against Hartland to lead Novi offensively. On 
its first possession. Maier had runs of 19. 
nine and finally 14 yards for the touchdown 
with 8:14 left in the first quarter. 

But Milford came right back, using a 14-
play drive to chew up six minutes and cut the 
Novi lead to 7-6. 

A 27-yard kickoff return by Pat Muston set 
up Novi's ne.xt touchdown. After Malt Gorman 
gained a yard on the initial play. Maier kept 
the option for a 19 yard gain to the Milford 
39. From there Maier let loose for a 39-yard 
touchdown pass lo .Muston. W h o used his 
speed to run under the well-thrown ball. 
Andy Christoflerson's second extra point gave 
Novi a 14-6 lead with :27 remaining in the 
first. 

After botli teams punted back lo each other 

once. Matt Luschas sacked Milford's quarter­
back and forced a fumble lhat he recovered to 
give his team the ball on the Redskins' 29 
yard line. From there Novi needed five plays 
to put the ball in the end zone to lake a 20-6 
lead. Senior Dan Jilg took a pitch from Maier. 
who kept the ball up to the last second, and 
scored around the left side Irom six yards out. 

"Mitch played a great game, and the line 
did ver>' well." Novi coach John Osborne said. 
"It was a nice job of blocking and We had 
great efforts by the backs." 

It was uncertain how Maier would feel com­
ing into the game after suffering the concus­
sion in the third quarter last week. Osborne 
said he was ready lo rotate Maier and Scott 
Minke in and out if needed. 

He stayed in and led Novi to a score on 
their second possession of the second half 
Jon Cervl took the pitch from Maier and rum­
bled in for a 17-yard touchdown with 5:40 left 
in the th ird quarter to al l but end any 
chances for a Milford upset. It was rectifica­
tion for a 59-yard touchdown run he had on 
the drives' first play that W a s called back 
because of a holding penalty on Novi. The 
entire nine-play drive Was on the ground, 
with four different backs touching the bail. 

Milford added a touchdown just 10 seconds 
inlo the fourth quarter, but another Cervl 
touchdown With 7:10 left put the game out of 
reach for the Wiidcats. 

"Everybody Was clicking." Osborne said, 
noting thai 11 W a s an entire team effort. "Our 
kicking game had a good game, and Adam 

DeBiasi put good pressure on their punter 
and gave us good field position." 

Maier led the rushing attack With 92 yards 
on 13 carries. Cervi had 15 carries for 64 
yards and two touchdowns and G o r m a n 
added 24 yards. Maier also completed 3 of 9 
passes for 91 yards, 76 of Which went to Mus­
ton. 

Defensively. Cas Werda had seven solo 
tackies and two assists. Garrett Safford had 
seven first hits and one assist. Josh Rzepecki 
had six firsts and two assists and Aaron 
Harbin had four and tliree.

An athletic boost in the short term may mean 
health problems in the long term for teens who 
use performance-enhancing drugs, warns a 
youth sports medicine specialist from the Uni­
versity of .Michigan Health System. In fact, the 
same substances that athletes take as teens to 
have more muscles, power and endurance may 
cause them to grow into shorter adults - and 
may even make them take on some secondary 
physical characteristics of the opposite se.x. 

The consequences may turn out to be dire, 
says Dr. David Marshall, a clinical instructor in 
the U-M Department of Pediatrics and a physi­
cian at the U-M Bright Health Center But still, 
he says, more and younger athletes than ever 
before are imitating their professional sports 
heroes by using outlawed drugs and unproven 
supplements to pump up their bodies and their 
game. 

What's most frightening. Marshall says, is that 
doctors just don't know exactly what perfor­
mance enhancers will do to teens later in life: 
Research on side effects from banned sub­
stances such as anabolic steroids, and over-the-
coun le r p roduc ts s u c h as creatine and 
androstenedione. has only been done on adults. 

That's because until a few years ago. doctors 
didn't need to W o r r y much about teens taking 
steroids and other substances, he adds. 

"We used to be concerned that the athletes 
were using Lhem at the elite level, the profession­
als, the aspiring Olympians." he says. "But notv 
we are starting to find that these t>'pes of perfor­
mance-enhancing substances are coming down 
more to the high school levels, and recent stud­
ies show that the junior high kids are also start­
ing to get involved in banned, illegal perfor­
mance-enhancing substances, and that Is con­
cerning us." 

That's tiecause teen bodies, including tissues, 
bones, kidneys and livers, are still developing. So 
are teen muscles, though not at the pace that 
soine W o u l d like. .As a result, up to 4 percent of 

. boys and 2 percent of girls txirn to the same per­
formance-enhancing legal and illegal drugs that 
their pro idols use. according to studies b y sci­
entists at the U-M Institute for Social Research. 

With competitive pressure mounting to make 
the team, beat the competition, keep their weight 
down, win the medal or snag the college athletic 
scholarship, teens may even double or triple the 
suggested doses to get more results. 

Marshall says. "This "more is better' attitude 
that they have for performance-enhancing drugs 
and everyday life can lead to problems or haz­
ards as the body is flooded with extra levels of 
the biologically active substances." 

They may think that the over-the-counter 
products are safe because they see professional 
ballplayers, wrestlers and others wearing their 
logos, and because they are often easily available 
at vitamin, drug and groceiy stores. Even regu­
lated substances such as anabolic steroids may 
take on an appearance of safety when fellow ath­
letes offer them at the gym. 

Instead, steroid performance enhancers can 
cause teens' growth plates, the flexible stretch­
ing regions in bones, to fuse solid at an acceler­
ated pace - stunting their height prematurely. 
They can cause boys' breasts to enlarge and 
ache, a condition called gynecomastia and i1ick-
named "gvno" by athletes. They can cause girls" 
voices to become lower-pitched or whispeiy. and 
keep their normal hip and breast curves from 
developing. 

While Marshall reserves his largest concerns 
for drugs that have been banned by professional 
sports organizations, he also warns about pro­
tein supplements and other nutrient aids. 

"1 think one of the biggest concerns we have 
about those is the purity of the compound, 
because they are not regulated by the Food and 
Drug Administration," he says. "They don't have 
to go through clinical trials, and so We are not 
sure about their purity W h e n they're sold, or 
even Whether they Work." Teens Who eat a bal­
anced diet W i l l get plenty of protein, he says. 

So What should parents look for. to te11 if their 
teen may be using performance enhancers? 
Boys Who take a11abo1ic steroids may gain Weight 
and musc1e rapidly, far faster than norjna1. 
c'hanging their pre-puberty boyish body Into a 
man's physique. Girls Who use the bailned sub­
stances may be easier to spot, because their 

bodies will lose or not develop Uie normal cur\'es 
of a woman's body. 

Still, many of tile signs - acne on the face and 
back, mood swings - are easily mistaken for nor­
mal teenage developments. .Many of the new per­
formance enhancers may cause no visible side 
effects or are so new that physicians don't yet 
know what they will do. And while some side 
effects will reverse if teens go off the drugs. Mar­
shall stresses that too much is unknown about 
other effects.
