City officials are scramljling to 
make amends on an possible vio­
lation of the Michijian Campaign 
Finance Act. due lo a newspaper 
advertisement supponjns t!ie pro­
posed road bond. 

In the Oct. 21 edition of TJie 
Novi News, the Novi Economic 
Development Corporation — a 
taxpayer funded city boa.'d com­
posed of volunteers — placed an 
advertiseinent urging voter sup­
port of the proposed .'?2S.5 million 
bond issue. However, according to 
No\i City .Attorney Dennis Watson, 
it was a violation of .Vllchigan law. 
The action is also a violation of tiie 
board's .-Articles of Incorporation. 

"We didn't know." said t'̂ ete 
Hoadley. member of the EDC. 

"If we had known that, we 
wouldn't have done that. If it is a 
problem, I'm sure we'll pay for it 
out of our own pockets." 

The problem was brought to the 
attention of cily officials by . \o\ i 
Finance Director Kathy Smith-Roy 
when she received a reimburse­
ment request for the ad\'ertise-
ment. 

The advertisement in question 
urges residents to vote in favor of 
the road bond proposal and states 
at the bottom It is paid for by "the 
E^onomtc Development. Corpora­
tion. Richard Balliy. Secretary." 

The idea to have an advertise­
ment placed In the Novi News 
came out of an Oct. 7 E D C meet­
ing. Members voted unanimously 
to approt'c a motion to "draft a let­
ter from the EDC and spend no 
Inore tlian $500 to pubUsh it." 

.According to Watson, the iMichi-
gan Campaign Finance Act forbids 
a public body from using public 
funds to Inake a political contri­
bution or political expenditure. 

Tliomas McCulloch. administra­
tive law e.Kamincr for the Michigan 
Elections Commission, said a vio­
lation such as this has two tv'pes 
of penalties. If it is done by an 
individual, the person can be 
fined no more than SI.000 and/or 
imprisoned for one yean If it done 
by a group, it is a fine of no more 
than S20.000 or a line equal to 
Lhe cost of the violation. 

.McCulloch stressed such penal­
ties are levied only if the person or 
group is convicted and they know­
ingly violate the law. He said he 
did "not know enough about the 
Xovi case to make a judgment. 

In Artlclo 10 of the .Articles of 
Incorporation for the E D C . it 
states. "No p.-irt of the activities of 
the Corporation shall be the cany-
ing on of propaganda, or other­
wise attempting, to Influence leg­
islation, and the Corporation shall 
not participate .in,or.:iatetvcae ^

Each does so for the honor of scrt ing 
the (iiy tor $20 per meeting as mayor, or 
S\5 jjer nieeiing as council member, along 
with the occasional perk of a free dinner 
at ;i new restaurant opening in touTi. 

Running lor the lead spot in No\i 's gov-
ernlneni are Richard Clark and .Michael 
Meyer. 

f3oth have a long histon^ of sen ice to 
the community. Clark as a planning com­
missioner and city council member. iVIeyer 
as a schooi boarij trustee and member of 
the Zoiling Board of Appeals. Both have 
advanced degrees: .Mtyer is a high school 
and college teacher. Clark is an attorney. 

Running for city council arc incum­
bents K;ithy Mutch. Craig DeRoche and 
Bob Schmid . as well as challengers Steve 
Reed. Brooks Decker. .Michelle Bononi 
and Lou Csordas. 

Th is is an ilnpressive .grouping of talent: 
who theil io endorse? 

O u r selections ui l l be largely based on 
how each candidate appears to be com-
initted to the concept of direct, represen­
tative gtjverilillent. 

There are oc.f;asior.s-when a responsible 
elected official will act decisively against 
his or her constituents on issues of great 
monl l Ibrce. but these conle only once or 
twice in a centur\'. Integration of the pub­
lic schools comes to mind. R;arely does 
anything of this magnitude occur at the 
le\'el of local government.

Respondilig to a major public outcrv' is 
not caviilg in lo "special lllterest grollps." 
but fulillllng the mand.'ile of a representa­
tive of the people. 

M a y o r a l R a c e 
There can be rlo doubt lha i both .Meyer 

and Clark would make good mayors for 
No\1. In lllcir canlp;1ign. both have said 
ihey arc willing to listen to people. Both 
no doubt would meet our standard for 
representative governlneni. 

Meyer Jias really grovm as a candidate, 
s ince he's campaigned in earlier city 
races. He outshone e\'eryone in the Novi 
Chamber of Conimerce Candidate's Night. 
Undoublodly. Meyer vvould do a fine job. 
However, our endorsement goes to 
R i c h a r d C l a r k . 

Th is is based on his past performance 
as a No\ i Clt}- Counci l member iind his 
voting record. At the table, he demon­
strated the leadership ability of cutting 
through the rhetoric and moving meetings 
along. He Was often in the mlnoritj' when 
that Was the correct position to talte. 
C lark Was an admirable council memtier 
and Will no doubt perform just as well as 
mayor. If elected, hlls promise to hold 
open office hours at city hall for three 
hours e\'ery Saturday may assist in giving 
Novl residents the renewed feeling that 
their officials are readily accessible to 
them.

three seats on the counci l . 
A m o n g the Incumbents are B o b 

Schmid . who's ser\-ed Novi for 20 years, 
both as a council member and mayor. 
Schmid can be downright irascible at the 
council table, but he's almost always 
uncannily right on lhe big issues. He 
voted agalnst The Vistas at the beginning, 
he urged lhe city not to get into the ice 
arena bllsiness. In Novi's eariier days, he 
fought to keep high-rises out of town. 

kathy .Mutch has done incalculable ser­
vice to the City of Novi. .•\s a council mem­
ber, she is hardworking, dedicated and 
does her homework. Beyond lliat, her 
campaigns to preserve local historic land­
marks and build sidewalks, two issues 
that arc often shunted aside in this grow­
ing city, are of vital importance. Future 
generations will be grateful lhat some 
reinnanls of Novi's past have been saved. 

The third incumbent is DeRoche. who 
has only been on the job for two years. 
He's showTl himself to be competent, 
hardworking and open lo suggestions 
froln the la \payers. 

Of the incumbents, our endorsement 

goes to C r a i g D e R o c h e . 
This is not a reflection on the skills or 

dedic.aiion of the other two incumbents, 
bi l l goes back to how we define the prin­
ciple of representative govcrnmeni. At 
issue over the past year hasn't been mere-

Whoever is elected 
should \ievv those who areil'i as a great 
pool from which to select future members 
of lociil boiirds and commissions. 

Yoil've got to like Steve Reed's down-to-
earth, no nonsense stA'le. A Meadowbrook 
Road resident, he didn't fancy how he was 
treated at citv- hiill iuid he w.ants to 
change things for otller residents. 

Former planning commission member 
and chair Michelle Bononi is knoWji for 
her intelligence and her hard work. She 
clearly really cares for the well-being of 
Novl. 

Current planning commission chair Lou 
Csordas is an interesting candidate. Crit­
ics say he has too many friends among 
the development and business conimuni-
ly. Yet Csordas, as a businessman. Would 
like like to see Novi residents treated like 
customers at citj' hall. He Would like to 
distribute customer service cards, so res­
idents could rate their treatment by 
municipal departments. A n d We think 
that's a fine Idea. 

Brooks Decker is probably a dark horse 
in this race, but We Were impressed With 
his sincerity, as Well as his philosophy of 
government. He may have started out 
with a n Interest In north end Issues, but 
he's since educated about the big picture 
of Novl today.

For the candidates as Well 
as voters, this is a service. For those who don't yet know 
how ihev will be voUng on Nov. 2. just reading the reports 
can offer assistance by indicating where their like-minded 
friends and neighbors are lining up. 

The candidates were required lo submit their documents 
to the Oakland County Clerk's ElecUons Division by an Oct. 
22 deadline, which in'lhe best of Umes gives us a very dght 
envelope to gel all thai massive material typed up and in 
the following newspaper.

The Con-
satuUon ls largely silent on this point, and during Frank 
Kelley's 37-year reign as the -Eternal General." nobody had 
the guts to raise the Issue. 

Enter John Engler. now in the middle of his third term as 
governor. A n extremely able politician and competent man­
ager of the executive. Engler is also. um. really into control. 

Early on. he busted the Department of Natural 
Resources In two. He abolished the Labor Department and 
moved the Michigan Emploj-ment Security Co111inlsslon 
first to the Jobs Commission and then to the neWly-crcat-
cd Department of Career Development He's been tiying for 
years to do aWay With the Indepcndently-elccted State 
Board of Education; last Week he signed an executive order 
moving administration of the Michigan Education Assess-
ment Program test to. of all places, the Department of Trea­
sury. 

But even a governor as Into control as Engler didn't dare 
mess With Frank Kelley, at least not as long as he Was In 
office. But When Granholm Was elected In 1998, things 
changed. 

Clearly, the governor's office — I suspect the governor 
himself, a l t h o u ^ I can't prove It—decided It Was high time 
to clarify the powers of the attorney general and. conve-
nlently. also trim the Wings of Granholm. the only high-fly-
ing Democrat in Michigan. .

Whether you moved to 
Novi in 1969 or whether you moved 
here Uvo months ago. it is abun­
dantly clear that everyone moving 
here creates pressure to have roads 
widened an<i lo have new roads 
constructed. 

If your particular subdivision is 
15 to 20 years old. we will probably 
have to repave or recondition the 
streets in your area. We do not 
have tfie ability in our city charter 
to special assess subdivisions for 
su-eel repairs. This type of repair 
needs to be financed al large by the 
community. Several subdivisions 
will receive resurfacing in the 
upcoming bond issue. 

The other important aspect of 
this bond issue is that for a S28.5 
million investment, the City of Novi 
will realize some $70 million in 
improvements. 

We have historically pursued fed­
eral funding aggressively and we 
need to provide for our local match 
for several projects. The main pro­
jects, of course, are the Beck Road 
interchange on Interstate 96 and 
the local share of the Novi Road 
widening project. This project will 
include a bridge over the CSX rail­
road tracks. We also funding in this 
bond issue lo acquire federal fimd-
ing for Grand River and Nine Mile 
Road improvements. 

The bond issue to be voted on is 
very comprehensive and lias been 
carefully studied by the Novi City 
Council. This is a consensus pro­
gram that should address our road 
needs for the next five to 10 years. 
There is no side-stepping this need 
or looking to other agencies to fund 
these improvements. These are 
community responsibilities that 
will help you move about our com­
mimity and maintain our quality of 
life.

This was months before 
any of the events of the summer of • 
1999. 

Having made the decision. We* 
developed a fain equitable proce­
dure for candidate endorsement. 1. 
use the Word "fair" because the' 
process included in it free air time 
on community access cable televl-. 
slon for all candidates and a ques­
tionnaire of straightforward ques­
tions put together by a diverse, 
panel of our members, which Was 
mailed back by the candidates. 
Having reviewed these, a secret 
ballot for endorsement Was con­
ducted among our 18 board mem­
bers. 

As a result of the Novi election 
process. Where candidates can file 
up to the last day even without fil­
ing petitions, it was not certain 
that there Would even be a prima-
1y. When We and the entire com-
rnunity' discovered that there 
Would be a mayoral primary. We 
decided not to endorse a mayoral-
candidate, primarily due to the-
lack of time to follow the procedure, 
vve outlined. While We could have 
rushed the process, the timing dif­
ficulty Was compounded by the fact, 
that 111any of our members Were-
out of town in the summer months.. 
Since We kneW We Would be con-; 
ducting the endorsement process-
for the city coundl race in the fall. -
We decided lo hold off from any 
endorsement on the mayoral race 
until the general election. 

Concerning the road bond, seven' 
of the nine candidates are support- • 
ing the road bond. They, like We., 
recognize that the future must be 
addressed noW if It is to be done in 
orderly fashion. These seven indi­
viduals represent a great diversity 
of background and experience, as 
do our members. While all of us 
may not agree on eveiy subject, 
these seven share oiB- position of 
"yes" to the road bond. 

The real truth out there Is that 
the Novi Chamber of Commerce is 
part of the community.

There's a good reason Why Shari Peters made tills 
year's NorthVllle ToWnshlp Foundation Holiday Home 
Tour a two-day event. 

Mostly because croWds at last year's Inaugural Instal­
lation Were so big people had to be turned away. 

The response Was unbelievable." said Peters, director 
of the Foundation. "It Went so far beyond cVe1yone's 
expectations." 

Peters said the tour got Its start after she had discus­
sions With business oWners in the NorthVllle and 
NorthVllle ToWnshlp area. The general consensus Was 
that affording people the chance to see decked-out halls 
Was a good Idea. 

"We Wanted to offer something a little different," Peters 
said. 

What's different this year Versus last Is not only the 
homes that are on the tour, but also the Way In Which 
the tour Is set up. Tickets may be purchased for either 
day of the event. With the order of homes being toured 
spread out among purchasers. 

The homes on the tour Were as Varied as the decora­
tions inside them. Peters said. 

"We've got everything from 2,800 square feet to 14,000 
square feet." she said. "Eve1y decorator has their oWn 
home and their own style to. go With it." 

The timing of the shoW will afford those Who attend a 
chance to get decorating tips of their own. even if the 
homes aren't like the ones owned by Some of the high­
lights on the home tour include: 

• A single home tl1at contains a media room. Indoor 
pool, gathering room, cabana, dining room and 
kitchen: 

• Rosewood floors and stained glass vrtndows; 

• Family antiques stored in five of the home's bed­
rooms; 

• A three-story staircase that Winds from the base­
ment of a home to the second floor, and: 

• A 100-yea1̂  old dock. 
Those participating in the home tour meet at Ward 

Evangelical Presbyterian Church's Hall. Where their 
hands are stamped and maps are distributed. Which 
outline the order in Which a person goes to VleW each of 
the homes. Peters said. About 20 persons are assigned 
to start at each one of the seven homes, then Wind their 
Way through the tour. The homes are not Within walk­
ing distance of each other, she said. 

And even though the show Is staggered. Peters said 
the best bet Was not to begin the home tour at the 
moment it starts. 

"You're probably better off Waiting until around 
noon and starting then," she said. "Everyone Wants 
to start at 10 a.m., and it gets a lltde packed." 

Just the same, Peters said the shoW is usually an 
all-day eVent for those Who Visit the homes. Where 
tWo or three homes are Visited In the morning, fol-
loWed by a lunch. folloWed by the remaining homes 
in the afternoon hours. 

Proceeds from the shoW help fund both the Her­
itage EndoWment — Which raises money for the 
annual Independence Day parade and the planned 
Heritage Farms project — and the Sustaining 
EndoWment, Which covers general operating costs 
of the Foundation and the requests for financial 
assistance the Foundation receives. 

Peters said Working to organize the tour has been 
time-consuming and tiring, but Worth the effort. 

"It's been Wonderful dealing With all the people on 
the tour," she said. "The response has been mar­
velous."

M a k e sure you ' re not a v i c t i m of the changes 
appearing i n today's work envi ronment

The kid.s. just back from irick-

or-treaLing. are sitting on the floor 
with huge mounds of candy in 
front of them. They're peeling the 
wrapper off a piece of candy before 
Lheir other is gone. Their only con­
cern is how fast they can eat it. 
What comes ne.vi? The lummy 
ache. But when is a tummy ache 
more than Just a tummy ache? 

.Most adults have had a stomach 
ache sometime during their lives, 
bul kids seem lo be afflicted with 
them m u c h more often than 
adults. A good 10 percent to 20 
percent of kids are bothered by 
abdominal pain to the point that It 
interferes with their normal rou­
tines, and 10 percent of those 
have no idenUfiable cause (a con­
dition lulouTi as recurrent abidom-
inal pain, or RAP). So. experts say. 
Lhe time to be seen by a doctor for 
a stomach ache is When the pain 
is combined with fever, vomiting, 
diarrhea, poor weight gain. Weight 
loss or sharp localized pain. 

S tomach compla int s can be 
linked to many things, including 
distention from eating too much, 
intolerance to certain foods and 
bowel spasms. But that is not 
aJwavs the case. At times like Hal-

"The kids sometimes just eat too 
much candy. The candies often 
have a lot of sugar in them, raising 
the level of sugar In their blood 
stream dramatically, which causes 
release of insulin." says Chris J . 
Dickinson, chief of pediatric gas­
troenterology al the University of 
Michigan Health System. Sudden­
ly, the candy's gone from their 
system, their blood sugar n o W is 

coming down, and the Insulin's 
still around and the kids get hypo­
glycemic, where their blood sugar 
is quite 1oW and they often feel 
veî ' sick, then get pale, complain 
of nausea, sometimes even vomit." 

Dickinson suggests that parents 
limit the number of pieces of 
candy that their kids eat, especial­
ly that first evening, to avoid prob­
lems. 

To treat the tummy aches. Itids 
can take some of the over-the-
counter medications, but for a lot 
of them, the dosages are much dif­

ferent for children than for adults, 
says Dickinson, "Check with your 
pediatrician beforehand to make 
sure that lhe dose that you're 
going to give is appropriate for 
your child." he notes. 

One general rule to fellow is "if i l 
is pain alone. W e leave it alone." 
says Dickinson. Concerns arise if 
a child also e.xperiences a fever, 
vomiting, diarrhea, poor weight 
gain, or even weight loss with their 
tummy ache. At those times, par­
ents will want to have a physician 
evaluate their child. 

Parents also need to be aware, if 
there are toddlers in the house, of 
other dangers in HalloWeen bags. 
While checking all candy for tam­
pering, also remove candy that 
presents a choking hazard. Can­
dies that are particularly easy to 
choke on are the large hard can­
dies such as jaw breakers , or 
smaller ones that can get directly 
into the lungs such as peanuts or 
other small candy. Don't allow 
toddlers to have those types of 
candy.
