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City investigates
sewage dumping
at DPW property

Novi city officials are takins
sleps (o clean up the Department
of Public Works vard, lollowing the
dumping of sewage on the proper-
v in late October.

In the meantime, minutes of.a
Nov. 5 meeting belween DPW
Foreman Tom Lovelady and Assis-
tant City Manager Crais Klover
indicate that city emplovees were
routinely dumping solid sewage
wastes on another section of the
DPW properly as recently as two
years ago.

The minutes of the meeling
stater "...prior [0 two vears ago it
was standard practice lo dump
materials that were extracted [rom
the sewer lines by the Vactor Vac-
uum System. When the (Sewer
and Water) Department reccived
nelice that there was a back-up
the crews were sent oul to the
site, the sewer line was vacuumed
out and the material (liquid and
solid) was stored in the vactor, The
crew would then return o the
DPW site where the liquids were
drained (rom the wuck into the
sewer line located on the premis-
es. The solids were then dumped

an the property that was allocated
tor the new lire s(ation number
one sile.”

Klaver confirmed the minutes
were correct il said the site in
question is inuuediately off Eleven
Mile Road. about 200 years east of
Delwal, .

He said he was very confident
no one bas dumped any materials
on the sile in the lasl two years
because it has been chained off.
Klaver said Lhe previous private
owners of the site also used itas a
dumping ground before the city
bought the property. ’

Following the most recent
dumping incideni. Director of
Public Scrvices Anthony Nowicki
said soff and waler samples were
Laken from the area 1o be studied.
Belore those results came back
Monday. city crews installed a silt
fonee around the dumping site to
cateh any contaminated materfals
before any flow into the, flood
plane or Bishop Creek.

“We are locking at having. a
work plan prepared to remove all
of that material and disposing of it
properly.” Nowicki said.

The center even has shower facilitles
for "consumers™ who need to use them.
As Hoffman explained, some of the mem-
bers survive on Social Security or other
small means and can really use a place
to clean up and feel better. The center's

even throw a load of clothes in the wash-
ing machine.

Transportation is available upon
request with a two-day notice.

The center is funded by the Oakland
County Community Mental Health

Bluesfest organizer Craig Bender
said even with attendance figures
continuing to grow, the financial
outcome for the organizers has not
been as desired.

“We haven't decided yet on what
we are gofng to do next year,” Ben-
der said.

“We had a spectacular crowd last
year, but we are not where wanted
it 10 be as far as monev. There has
been some internal problems — a
lot of the economic problems have
been our own fault.”

Bender added that as indepen-
dent promoters, the organizers
den't work on Dbooking the talent
threughout the vear.

The world's enly international
blues festival (the same weeckend as
Novi's Bluesfest  International.
Windsor plavs host to a companion
event), sponsors still want 1o par-
ticipate but changes may be made
to the all-blues musical lineup, he
explained.

“We are considering a musical-
type change but the partners
haven't gotten together yet,” Ben-
der said.

“Right now we are not signing
any bands. We are not sure where
we are going 10 go with it.”

Novi News about the recent dumping of

sewage Dehind o salt shed al the DPW vard
near the corner of Delwal angd Eleven Mile
roads. After learning abowt this. (he cily
launched its own investigation,

According 10 a faboratory lest commis-
sioned by The Novt Newss, a waler sample
taken [rom a large puddle al the alleged
dumping site indicated an E. coli level 860
tmes greater than the state’s maximum
level for standing waier.

City workers cleaned up this puddle on
Nov. 4. Its contents have been stored in a
city truck until it can be dispesed of at a
treatment facility.

An imvestigation conducted by city offi-
cials after learning of the results of the
News' water test found ciy emplovees
dumped restaurani grease taken from a
city sewer line on at least two occasions,

The Novi News oblained memos between
Nowicki and Bruce Jerome, superinten-
dent of the sewer and waler department,
dated Nov. 2. 1998, which indicated
Jerome was ordered (0 take sewage mate-
rials to a treatment facility in Waterford.

Jerome was suspended without pay after
Nowicki learned of the October dumping,
~According to a written statement dated
Nov. 2. 1999 from Sewer and Walter
Department foreman Tom Lovelady. the
dumping occurred after the department
responged (o a sewer back-up caused by
some grease from Too Chez restaurant in
downtown Novi.

Lovelady said in his statement he dis-
paiched a crew (o take care of the sewer
back-up. After using a water jel to break
up the blockage, the crew noticed what
appeared to be grease continuing 1o block
the sanitary line,

“] told them lo vactor this alse and to
dump (it) behind the salt shed when they
were through.” Lovelady wrote.

He further stated he sent the crews back
out on Oct. 28 to check the lines. During
the check. the crews reported tnore vactor-

According to o report by Ben Farnbaun,
director of environmental services for ihe
ciy's consulling engineers JCR & Associ-
ates, sofl and water samples have heen
taken and tested lrem o broad spectrum of
the area.

Sull pending further results, Farnham
said he discussed the discharge with the
Michigan Department of Environmental
Quality Surlace Water Quality aned Emer-
geney Response Divisions and thev have
told him that no environtental stalutes
have been broken at this time,

The MDEQ also said it wis too busy at 1o
investizate the dumping and that the
dumping was relatively small, Farnham
said.

Instead of implementing o fine. the
MDEGQ suggested the ¢itv ¢lean up the area
and submit a written report stating whal
was done.

in a study presented (o the City of Novi.
JCK reported approximately 126 cubic feet
of sanitary sewer debris was discharged
behind the DPW Building. 1t was {urther
estimated 15 percent of the 126 cubie feel
was liquid which equals approximmately 141
gallons of liquid sewage.

From the samples collected on Nov. 2
from the top of the spoils pile (where the
Vactor truck had discharged the sanitary
effluent) total coliform and E. coli were pre-
sent at relatively high concentrations.

Farnham said a specific number wasn't
delermined. as the test was only to find out
if there was a presence or absence of wotal
coliform and E. coli.

In the report. it was also stated that total

On Nov, 5, Farnlam said three addition-
al n.amp]m were collected.

The areas included Bishop Creck. about
400 Ieet south of [nterstate 96, the reten-
tion pond south of Wyndham Hetel and
north of the Marriott Hotel and Bishop
Creek where it crosses Eleven Mile Road,

The soil and waler samples [rom these
three sites were tested and the results
shiowed results that met state levels of
aceeptability for total eoliform and E. coli.

While city oflicials were continuing te
study the effects of the dumping on the
surrounding area, Nowicki has also started
studies on the rest of the debris Lhat litters
the castern edge of the DPW yard,

Nowicki said it seems this debris is com-
posed of construction spoils and sediment
cleaned out of various calch basins
throughout the city.

According lo the minutes of the Nov. 5
meeting, Lovelady said DPW workers used
to dump (ree trunks. concrete and various
construction materials at the DPW yard.

Bul a memo was distributed to all DPW
and Sewer and Water Department employ-
ces advising them 1o stop dumping all
materials on the site due 10 the possible
construction of a new fire station on the
DPW property.

“In my opinion that is not the proper
place lo dispose of that material.” Nowicki
said.

Construction spoils and catch basin sed-
iment should be prepared at a temporary
site and disposed of properly. he said.

Because he was not sure what exactly
was in the piles at the DPW vard, Nowicki
ordered further tests {aken to determine
their content. He said once those tests
have been completed the entire site will be
excavated and the materials will be proper-
Iy dispased of.

In additon. several new policies have
been implemented that are designed to
keep incidents such as the sewage dump-
ing from ever happening again, Nowicki

A record-keeping system has been creat-
ed requiring each vactor operator to fill out
a log cach time they use the vactor truck.
Nowicki said the operator will have to say
what the truck was used for and where its
contents were disposed. In addition, Now-
icki directed that an environmental audit
be completed on the Parks and Recreation
Department and areas of the Department
of Public Works.

Under orders of the Novi City Council.
the audit will be conducted by an indepen-
dent agency.,

In JCK's repart, recommendations have
been made that a salt brine collection
should be designed and constructed adja-
cent to the DPW salt shed, allowing for sait
brine 1o be collected and discharged into a
sanitary sewer line.

Also, no additional DPW construction
spoils materal should be placed in these
areas without first evaluating potential
environmental impacts, the report said.

The recently fublished STREAM
MAP QF MICHIGAN resembles
another map-known to Pennsylvania
anglens s the “Lost Stream Map.”

The “Swream Map of Pennsylvania™
was completed in 1965 after a thirty-
year effort by Howard Higbee, a former
Penn State Professor.

Protessor Higbee succeeded in creat-
ing a map of the highest dewail possible,
. . map that shows every stream and
lake, He painstakingly plotted by hand.

Experts told Professor Higbee that

reprints were impossible, because the
maps were printed in nog-photographic
blue,
Then, in 1991, at the age of 91, Howard
Higbee's dream came true, Compuiers
made it possible to reprint the map.
Holding an updated map, Howard swid,
“I never thought I'd live to sec this day.”

Demis Powers said e was hone-
ored 1o be standing next to a4 man
who worked so hard 10 gel where
he is.

The crewed jumped to its feet
cheering alter Clark was oflicially
announced the new mavor ol Novi
by Powers.,

The new council member also
received a standing ovation alter
being sworn in by 52-1 District
Court Judge Brain MacKenzie.

Belore giving them the oath,
MacKenzie jokingly said: *1 was
thinking it was unusual in the cur-
rent state of the City of Novi politics
that three judges were invited 10 do
the swearing in.”

Soon alter these ceremonies,
Clark hammered in his first official
meeting as mavor. He was not able
to close the meeting until about 1
a.m. the next morning. thanks to a
barrage of audience members
wishing him well and six items
being added 10 the council agenda
by a city councii member.

During the audience parlicipa-
tion portion of the meeting, Novi
resident James Korte said: "Four-
teen vears [ have wailed to see
such user-friendly smiles on a
majority of council. It is so nice to
understand we have [inally stacked
the deck in {avor of the residents of
Nowvi”

Novi resident Sara Grayv agreed
with Rorte,

“Congratulations to all new
members of council. 1 want to let
vou know | am really excited 1o be
working with a council instead of in
an adversarial position.” Gray said.

“We'll have a lot of time to get used to each other.
The goal is for the benefit of the city, not personal

agendas. "

Lou Csordas,

Along with the usual council
business, Clark laid out some new
policies for Novi cily government.

Most notably, Clark instituted a
rule that any citizen who has a
question at the city council meeting
will have their question answered
cither al the meeting or within
three business days.

He alse formulated a plan te put
“citizen comment” cards at the
public counters of each city depart-
ment. Council members will use
these cards to determine how user-
friendly the departments are to the
residents.

Additionally. in the spiril of com-
munication with the residents,
Clark announced his mayoral office
hours will be from 9 a.m. to nocn
each Saturday. He invited all citi-
zens lo visit him at his office to ask
questions or share their concerns.

After the meeting Clark said he
thought it went very well, but it
was a little long.

“We'll work on seeing what we
can do to shorten things up as a
new council,” he said.

DeRoche agreed. He said a lot of
issues were aired out Monday night
in healthy debate.

"It was probably longer than it
needs to be. But, for the first meet-

ing it was not bad,” said Council
Member Hugh Crawford. Crawiord
referred to the six items added the
agenda by council member Laura
Lorenzo saying he would have hked
a little more advance nolice pn
them.

Csordas also said he wanted to
see more advance notice of issues,
mnstead of council members adding
them to the agenda at the council
lable. ,

But overall he also said the meel-
ing went very well,

“We'll have a lot of lime to get
used 10 each other. The goal is for
the benefit of the city, not persona]
agendas.” Csordas said.

Lorenzo defended her add:uons
to the agenda. saving she did not
have enough dme (o {ormally have
them placed on the agenda before
the meeting due 1o the election,
Many of the issues needed to be
discussed right away and could not
wait until the next meeting. she
added.

Keep state out of our schools

You only have to protect the
rights you want to keep. That
phrase is terribly patriotic, 1
know. Either 1 have a touch of
election fever or it's the fact
that five school bills have
come across my desk in as
many weeks.

Why all the sudden school
spirit in the state legislature,
you ask? I'm asking the same
question.

Let's see, this week we have
the government telling the
district when their kindergart-
ners are ready to start school. We have the govern-
ment telling the district that the Department of Edu-
cation is no longer capable of running standardized
tests and that the bean counters in the Departinent
of Finance can do much better.

Now, he is well within his right under the state's *

constitution to do this but that doesn't make it a good
decision. Many school administrators didn't even

know that this was a law and the Senators that rep- -

resent us were powerless to do anything about it.
We have some very good senators and representa-
tives covering our turf. Reps that we have hired to do

a job. Let’s not make that job harder by forcing them °

to speculate what we want. _
Let's tell them that Northville and Novi want to keep

their right to provide the education they deem fit for

their children.

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Children top list of public priorities

# hardly rocket science: Tatking. singing and

Despite overwhelming evidence. today's
reality in Michigan remains stubbornly
deficient in focusing on the needs of chil-
dren. parents and child care providers dur-
ing the key. early years.

* A study by the Lansing-based Public
Sector Consultants found that children in
Michigan who are in kindergarten after age
five receive three times the public and pri-
vate support that pre-kindergartners get:
§7.200 per year versus $2,200 per year.

* The same study found that 96 percent
of Michigan workers have no employer-

sponsored early childhood benefits,
whether paid family leave or subsidized
child care.

* Over the weekend, the Detroit News
reported thai the people who care for chil-
dren in Michigan often make less than a
hamburger flipper at the local fast food.
Median per hour wages for child care work-
ers are $7.03. compared to a bus driver's
$11.55 or a kindergarten teacher's $19.85.

What we have liere is a classic disconnect
between what we know -— we should focus
our resources on our children from birth to
the time thev enter kindergarten — and
what we actually do. [ can forgive people or
societies for not doing the right thing when
they don’t know any better. But it's hard to
forgive when people persist knowingly in
dumb behavior. _

There are signs wise people in Michigan
are beginning to take this situation seri-
ously.

In the Michigan legislature, of all places,
a bipartisan Children's Caucus is begin-
ning to look hard at what the state can do
Lo help the development of very young chil-
dren. Caucus leaders include Reps. Patri-
cia Godchaux, R-Birmingham, Hubert
Price. D-Pontiac, Lynne Martinez, D-Lans-
ing, and Edward LaForge, D-Kalamazoo.

The first meeting last month attracted
around 25 Representatives and Senators.
Rather than jumping to develop specific
legislative proposals, the caucus is intend-
ed to provide lawmakers with information
about early childhood development they
can use later in weighing policy responses.

Roots for the caucus lie in the Ready-To-
Learn Leadership Summit, which took
place in June and gathered some 50 lead-

ers from all seclors of the slate. The group
listened to a report by Joan Lessen-Fire-
stone, an early childhood expert and con-
sultant for Qakland Schools, who present-
ed a summary ol what scientists have
learned about child development over the
past 20 years.

The impact of what Firestone and other
experts had to say was head-spinning. For
example, one study suggested that the
return on investment in early child devel-
opment could be enormous. If society were
willing to spend $12,000 per child for the
years from birth, total social spending {in
reduced crime, prisons, and other social
ills stemming from incomplete childhood
development) could be cut by $88,000.

The best perspective for me ([ attended
the Summit and was fascinated) was a
quote from Becky Beauchamp. of Traverse
City's United Way: “The most important
thing that can come out of this is to realize
that children are a priority. We revere
youth in this country, but we do not value
children. We've proven again and again
that if something is a priority. we can find
a solution. If we decide a $6 million football
stadium is a priority, we find a way to build
it.”

I wouldn't be at all surprised if concerns
about early childhood development wind
up to be a central issue in Michigan public
policy over the next decade.

The First Michigan Colored infantry was
later known as the 102nd U.S. Colored
Infantry, commanded by Col. Hemry L.
Chipman. It was mustered out at
Charleston, S.C., on Sept. 30, 1865. The
regiment arrived back in Detroit two weeks
later, was paid off and disbanded. The
102nd U.S. Colored Infantry gained recog-
nition for its bravery, service and valor.

Of the First Michigan Colored Infantry, at
least six men were from western Wayne
County.

George Jacobs of Plymouth was just 19
years old when he signed up in Company G
on Christmas Day 1865. Two days earlier,
another Plymouth resident, Ambrose
Spence, also enlisted. At age 32, he was
among the older enlistees. He was made a
member of Company C. .

A Redford man, Altimore Roberts, was 26
when he enlisted in September 1864.

Three Livonia men were also members of
the First Michigan Colored Infantry. John
Callahan, age 31, and George Newell, age
19, both enlisted in August of 1864. Calla-
han was put into Company I. Alexander
Wells was 28 when he enlisted in Company
K . S f
Wells, a farm worker originally from Ken-
tucky, had been living in Livonia for at
least 14 years before joining the Union

Army. According to the 1860 Federal Cen-
sus, Wells, a mulatto, lived with his wife
Emalin, who was from Virginia, and their
daughter Nelly, was was born in Michigan
in 1850.

Callahan and Newell had signed up as
substitutes for two other Livonia men,
Hamblin Barrett and C.G. Briggs. respec-
tively.

Briggs was a well-to-do landowner in
Livonia, owning up to 165 acres valued at
$11,500 by 1876. Originally from New
York, he was around 40 years old when
called up to serve in the Army. He lived on
the farm with his wife, Ann. .

Presumably, Briggs enlisted Newell to

take his place when he was called for duty. -

This was a fairly common practice at the
time, provided the draftee was able to
afford to hire a substitute.

Of the six African-Americans who served
from the area, two of them ~ Jacobs and
Roberts - deserted at Detroit in 1864.
Spence was listed as “sick in Detroit™ and
the other two, Callahan and Wells, mus-
tered out at Charleston, S.C., in Septémber
1865. They apparently did not return te
Michigan as none of them are listed in the
1870 Census, and their whereabouts after
the war are unknown.

After 25 years of adventure,
Chris and Ellie Hammond have
come back to Northville...but
not necessarily to relax

Crispin and Eleanor Hammond have seen it all. They have
been to the four corners of America, knowing at least one per-
son in every state of the Union.

For three quarters of a century they have had countless
adventures and have seen the many wonders of the American
countryside — all of it done, seen and experienced side by
side.

Now "Chris™ Hammend, 90. and “Ellie” Hammond, 86 ,
have decided to end their nomadic retirement and spend the
remainder of their lives in Novi, close to family and their long
time haunt, Northville.

“It's like coming home, but it's so different,” Eleanor Harn-
mond said.

Their beloved Northville has changed from the tny farming
community it once was to a thriving and busting metropolis.

The Hammonds described

Northville as being a very rural
commurlity fllled with farms and
apple orchards. One of their
favorite spots was the pond near
their home on Beck Road where
their six children would ice skate in
the winter.

Since then, however, farms have
been replaced by buildings. and
most of their dirt roads have been
paved.

“The one thing that impressed
me was all the traffic and the
expressways,” Chris Hammond
described a time when he would
leave his home. which was “one of the first houses built in
one of the first subdivisions,” and drive to work in Dearborn
using Hines Park Drive.

"It was a lovely drive.” he said. “There were never any other
cars.”

Eleanor Hammond, on the other hand, remembered the
political climate of the 1960s in Northville when she became
the Northville Township clerk.

°l was the only woman on the board at the tme and [
remember feeling very naive,” she said. °I got the feeling
women's opinfons were not that important, but [ formed a lot
of [opinfons) anyway.”

She said over time she began to notice the change moving
through soclety. Eleancr Hammond said very slowly but
surely, the harder she worked, the more she made them listen
to and eventually respect her.

Though she saw the beginnings of the womens' movement
and experfenced some of its impact first hand, she doesn't
believe things have come all that far from her time,

“I don't think it has changed much,” Eleanor Bammond
said. "I think women still get paid less for doing more, as !

bored.”
