While Superintendent of the 
No\i Sewer and Water Department 
Bruce Jerome returns from a 
se\'en-day suspension, cily offi­
cials are c-oniinuing emironmen-
ta! studies of the DPW land and 
planning for a clean-up. 

Jerome was suspended- wihoul 
pay for seven days following the 
discoverj' lhat DPW employees 
pumped sewage onto the ground 
at the DPW yard near the inler-
secUon of Eleven Mile and Delwal 
roads on al least two occasions. 

'A seven day suspension is a 
signilicanl lime. U amounts to 
over $1,000 in losl wages." said 
assislalit city manager Craig 
Klaver. 

"1 lllink it is appropriate consid­
ering lhe nature of the incident." 

Jerome was happy lo be back 
on the job and said things are 
going to change around the DPW 
yard. 
• "I'm going lo be a little more 

involved in the day-to-day opera­
tions. .At least until I can establish 
a liltle confidence and trust." 
Jerome said. 

.As for the incident that led to 
his suspension. Jerome said he 
really didn't kllow what his fore­
men were thinking when they had 

rhe sewage dumped on the 
ground. 

Jerome said he ilas a policy of 
not extracting anything from the 
sewer lines. Usually, if there is a 
blockage in a sewer line. DPW 
crews break It up with a hose and 
the sewage particles float down 
the line to a water treatment plant 
in Detroit. 

"For the mosl part, lhat is our 
best policy," Jerome said. The pro­
cess use<̂  to take sewage out of 
the line is too cumbersome, he 
added. 

"We uill only take it out in an 
emergency situation, unless 
someone overrules me." Jerome 
said. 

If the situation e\'er coines up 
again where crews need lo extract 
sewage from a sewer line. Jerome 
said they have lo fill out a log 
sheet detailing what was taken 
out and what was done with It. 
Plus, all sewage materials must be 
taken to a treatment plant. 

Currently, the DPW can lake 
sewage to a treatment plant in 
Walerford. Jerome said the 
department is also working on a 
deal with a treatment plant In 
Walled Lake.

Cily olTiciiiLs' siruiiSles lo iirl 
anoihfr ro;id bond Move vout.s 
were slowed soniewiwt Monday, 
wlien Novi Cily Council MemlxT 
Mirhelle Bononi rel'used to let tlie 
issue be placed on the nleeUng's 
aijenda. 

Bononi wanted the issue left ofi' 
of lhe agenda because she fell the 
public needed more notice lhat the 
issue was beinf; brought up again. 

According to cily charier, any­
thing placed on the agenda al a 
special meeting must have unani­
mous support of the council. 

Some of the audience meinbers 
at the meeting tvere ready to gi\'e 
Iheir opinion on the mailer. 

"Please don't let a small number 
of people persuade you thai we 
want another road bond. We voted 
against il in the last elecUon." said 
No\i resideni Joe Suiika. 

"What angers me is I voted and 
I'm telling my kids your vole 
counts, ihen before 1 can gel lhe 

words out of my mouth, we are 
iiaving this issue again." 

Novi voters voted down a $28 
iiiillion road bond proposal on Nov. 
2 by .3.867 voles against lo 3.295 
voles I'or il. 

In a memo sent lo city council. 
Novi Cily Manager Ed Kriewall said 
it mighi'be a good idea to bring the 
road bond back during the Febru-
ar>' Presidential Primary' lo get 
matching funds needed for several 
planned road projects. 

This new road bond would have 
considerably fewer projects and 
cost city taxpayers less, he said. 

"Quite frankly, with the deletion 
of projects thai seem to raise some 
communily concern, we could 
pi-obably be successful and turn 
this maiter around in short order." 
Kriewall WTOle. 

Novi resident Toni Nagy dis­
agreed, saving she felt it was a lit­
tle loo premature for another road 
bond because of Its timing and 
because the city was still fighting a 
$53 million judgment awarded to a 

developer on tlie city's behalf 
She added tlie road bond voted 

down because it was full of projects 
that were not directly for the bene­
fit of the residents and mostly for 
the benefit of developers. 

"Take care of the resident's first 
and the businesses second." Nag\' 
said. 

Novi resident Dick Faulkner 
pointed out that while there were 
roads in Novi that needed atten­
tion, he did not see why it was nec­
essary- to present a project as big as 
the last road bond proposal. 

Faulkner said it was too expen­
sive for senior citizens on a iked 
income to support. 

"If you want a road bond to pass, 
you have to be realistic to (senior 
citizens') needs." he said. 

The Novi City Council will dis­
cuss a new road bond at its 7:30 
p.m. meeting Nov. 22 in the Novi 
City Council Chambers at the Novi 
Civic Center.

.Nature lovers fear that the con­
trolled deer hunts scheduled to 
take place in three metroparks — 
Stony Creek near Rochester. Kens­
ington in Milford and Hudson .Mills 
near Ann Arbor — are a backdoor 
attempt lo introduce sport hunting 
to Huron-Clinton .Metropolitan 
.Authority land. 

HCMA officials, however, insist 
the hunts are a herd management 
tool, aimed solely ai reducing the 
number of deer there. The critters 
have so overpopulated the parks 
that they live there in numbers 
two-and-a-half to almost sLv limes 
what HCM.-̂  officials believe the 
land can suppon. 

The first controlled hunt, in 
Stony Creek Nov. 5-7. was a suc­
cess. Dave .Moilanen. Chief of Inter­
pretative Services and Public Rela­
tions, told the HC!VL-\ board in a 
meeting Thursday. .Nov. 11. Thirty-
three bowhunters took 37 deer 
generating some 1.380 pounds of 
meat to be distributed to food 
banks and charities. .Most impor­
tantly, there were no accidents. 
Safety was the highest priority. 
.Moilanen said. 

.As a result, the board made no 
plans to alter its deer culling pro­
gram. Another controlled archery 
hunt is slated for Stony Creek Dec 
3-5. Muzzleloaders will be used 
Dec. 10-12 and Dec. 17. Shotgun 
hunting is scheduled for Dec. 18 
and 19. At Hudson Mills, bowhunt-
ing is set for Dec. 3. 4. 10 and 11. 

At Kensington, the most over-
populated park, rangers trained as 
marksmen will conduct deer hunts 
over bait piles at night sometime in 
mid-Januar}-. Aerial infrared sur­
veys will be conducted before and 
after to update the deer population 
counts. 

Activists reacted sharply to the 
report of the first hunt. The 
strongest statement came from 
Ann .Arbor resident Robert Parnell. 

a self-described wlldhfe photogra­
pher and nature lover 

"It seems this hasn't been about 
facts, it's about politics and 
money.' he said. "The three hunt­
ing organizaUons on the Wildlife 
Advisory Committee (the l̂ CMA-
appolnted panel that studied the 
alternatives and recommended the 
herd management plan) are from 
the (Department of Natural 
Resource's) Hunting and Fishing 
Task Force. This Task Force has a 
Slated objective to. "Where possible, 
e.vpand opportunities to hunt and 
fish in-.urban parks and recreation 
areas.' And further on says ... "take 
any actions necessary to bring 
about the completion of this vital 
mission.' It seems that what this is 
really about is the HCMA playing 
ball with the DNR so that it can 
continue to receive financial favors 
from the D.NR." 

One grant referenced by Parnell 
was actually turned down by the 
DNR. but HCMA Chief Planner Dan 
Duncan confirmed the authority 
has indeed received two grants 
from the DNR this year — one for a 
playground and lake access site, 
the other for development of a pic­
nic area. Neither were related to 
hunting. In fact Dimcan, Who han­
dles grant application writing for 
the HCMA. said that the DNR has 
never asked or pressured the 
metropark authority to open its 
lands to hunting in return for grant 
money. 

Livonia resident Noreen Owens, 
a member of the Metropark Deer 
Preservation Council, said she 
believes the presence of three 
hunting organizations on the advi­
sory committee constitutes a con­
flict of interest. Those orgaiilza-
tions — the DNR. the Michigan 
United Conservation Clubs and the 
Michigan Bowhunters Association 
— also had representation on the 
Hunting and Fishing Task Force, a 
panel appointed by Gov. John 
Engler to promote hunUng activity 
in Michigan. OWens asked that the 
makeup of the adVisory committee 

be revised. 
Northville resident Judy Brock, 

also a member of that council, 
explained her group did not intend 
to accuse any member of the 
HCMA board of anything inappro­
priate. She explained that when 
council members found an Internet 
website containing the recommen­
dations of Lhe task force and that 
they included expanding hunting 
into "urban parks." they believed 
there was a "hidden agenda" 
among those three hunting groups. 
And she contended those groups 
could stand to benefit fmancially 
from the promotion of hunting. 

Carol Halstead. of Hartland. told 
the HCMA board that. "Non-lethal 
methods should be given a chance. 
As overseers of our metroparks. 
you decisions-makers should be 
protecting the parks resources ... 
you should also be Way of hidden 
agendas." 

"Your criticisms are fine." HCMA 
chairman William Î eger said in 
response, "until you start making 
out that We are cutting deals vtith 
the DNR. There is no proof of any­
thing like that ... I object to the 
innuendo that there has been some 
underhanded dealing. 1 1ove the 
deer and I couldn't shoot one 
myself, but if We are guilty of any­
thing, it is that We Waited too long." 

Denlse Mogos. Pub11c Relations 
for HCMA. noted that the commit­
tee membershilp also included rep­
resentatives of the Michigan 
Humane Society. Audubon Society. 
Natural Areas Council. Botanical 
Society and Botanical Club. Sever­
al of the members Were wildlife 
biologists. 

"There Were meetings in Which 
the Humane Society said. "We can't 
go along With the kl111ng of deer.' 
There Were meetings Where the 
hunters said. "Our members Won't 
go along With bringing in a sharp 
shooter." Everyone Was an equal 
footing. 1 don't remember any 
meetings Where anyone sald. "Gee. 
We got everything We Wanted." 
Mogos said.

,-\ll new buildings in Michigan art 
inspected for structural iiltegriiy 
when they are colistructed — all 
buildings e.KCept schools. 

And according to state senators, 
thev haven't been since about 
1978. 

Wall collapses in two Michigan 
school districts have brought the 
issue to the forefront in the state 
legislature — one at a middle 
school in Woodhaven in 1990 and 
another at a high school in Flush­
ing in 1998. No one was hurt in the 
collapse at the '70s-era Woodhaven 
school, but repairs cost some $6 
million, according to Joe O'Reilly, 
legislative aide to Sen. Christopher 
Dingell. D-Trenton. Four workers 
died, however, in the collapse at 
the Flushing high school, where 
the Wall was paIt of an auditorium 
under construction at the time. 

Both incidents have been 
attributed to improper design and 
construction, and senators believe 
inspections would have caught the 
problems early. 

Senators now aim to address the 
oversight. Republicans and 
Democrats alike, but there are dis­

agreements over the best way to 
accomplish that goal. Those differ­
ences led to heated words recently. 

"Senate Republicans are 
endangering the lives of school 
children across Michigan by 
repeatedly refusing to Include 
schools in the state construction 
code. By not mandating the 
inspection of school buildings ... 
by inspectors trained to look lor 
structural integrity, we run the 
risk of putting our children in 
dangerous buildings like the one 
in Woodhaven." Dingell said. 

His comments came after sena­
tors rejected a revision to the state 
construction code. Senate Bill 463. 
sponsored by Sen. Leon Stille. R-
Spring Lake, and so-sponsored by 
Sens. Thaddeus McCotten R-Livo­
nia, and Dianne Byrum. D-Onoda-
ga. The state code is enforced by 
building officials in local munici­
palities. The bill had been amended 
in the House to eliminate exemp­
tions to the code, and therefore 
local inspections, for school build­
ings. 

According to O'Reilly, the reason 
for the rejection was that Senate 
Republicans would prefer another 
bill sponsored by Sen. Mike Rogers. 
R-Howell. Senate Bill 805 Would 
require that all new schools be 

inspected by the slate Bureau of 
Construction Codes, but il would 
allow school districts to opt for 
inspections by local municipal 
building officials instead. 

The difference between the two 
bills Is not Just politics. Rogers' 
Press Secretary Sylvia Warner 
assured. Taking the e.xempUon for 
schools out of the state construc­
tion code might have some unin­
tended consequences, she warned. 
Rogers' bill, on the other hand, 
adds inspections In education law. 
resulting in the "cleanest public 
policy." easiest for school boards to 
understand and follow, 'Warner 
explained. 

Rogers' bill. SB 805. has received 
one hearing in committee, she said. 
Members asked for additional 
research before voting, so she pre­
dicted the bill would not reach the 
full Senate for a vote until earlv 
2000, 

According to O'Reilly, the delay 
to Rogers' bill is over the question 
of whether inspections should be 
conducted now for those schools 
which have been built in the past 
few years. 

SB 463, by Sen. Stille. was once 
approved by senators, and won 
approval in the House. But repre­
sentatives amended the bill to end

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the exemption for schools, causing 
senators to reject lhe measure, nle 
bill is now headed to conference 
coinmiltee. .Action on that bill may 
also be delayed until after the start 
of the new year. 

When all is done, O'Reilly said 
the goal is to get schools inspected. 
If senators reject SB 463, DiIigell 
will support Rogers' bills, O'Reilly 
said. 

The oversight that led to the lack 
of construction inspections has a 
long history, according to O'Reilly. 
It dates back to the 1920s and 
'30s. At the time, he contended, 
school buildings were often the 
largest and most complicated 
building projects in many commu­
nities. Municipal building inspec­
tors often did not have the ex-per-
tise at the time lo review construc­
tion for buildings of that size. .Addi­
tionally, there were problems with 
animosities between school dis­
tricts and the municipalities in 
which they were located — which is 
still an issue in school construction 
— as well as problems with sweet­
heart contracts and out-and-out 
bribely. 

"The one person considered to be 
above reproach was the state 
Superintendent of Public Educa­
tion." O'Reilly said, so the job of 

inisperting school buildings was 
turned over to him. But stale 
superintendents also did not have 
expertise in construction stan­
dards, so they increasingly relied 
on contracts with outside offices to 
conduct the actual on-site re\'iews. 

In 1978, the entire Job was 
turned over to the Office of Fire 
Safely under the Stale Fire Mar­
shal, 

"The number one safety issue for 
schools is fire safety, don't get me 
tvTong." O'Reilly said, "and the 
Office of Fire Safety does an excel­
lent Job." Bui inspectors there also 
are not trained to review structural 
integrity, he said. 

New school buildings have long 
been a source of disagreement 
between municipalities and local 
districts. Schools have for years 
been outside tile control of zoning 
authorities within local govern­
ments, so while city councils and 
township boards are able to control 
the placement of all other buildings 
in their communities, placement of 
schools rests solely with the school 
board. 

Up until 1992. zoning regula­
tions did apply to all non-school 
land and buildings in a district. 
O'Reilly ex-plained. So municipali­
ties could control placement of for 

e.\ai!ip!e. the district's bus garage. 
That ended in 1992 under a bill 
offered by then-Sen. Jack Faxon, 
which exempted all school land 
and buildings from local municipal 
control. 

If zoning officials don't like those 
rules, city fire chiefs have long had 
stronger arguments with the state 
law. While it is state Inspectors 
who do the reviewing. It is city fire 
departments that are e-xpected to 
put out any blazes there. Some 
chiefs have complained that the 
rules mean their first look inside 
new school buildings has come 
when they were called there for an 
emergency. 

All those are side issues for the 
time being. O'Reilly said. 

"The vast majority of school 
buildings typically exceed public 
building codes, but inspections are 
not required during constmctlon." 
Rogers said. "Tragically, this over­
sight already has resulted in the 
deaths of several workers Who Were 
building an auditorium in Flushing 
just over a year ago. Requiring 
inspections of new construction 
projects assures parents that their 
children will be safe. Inspections 
help assure that human error 
won't result in another tragic inci­
dent."

.•\ppl\'ing for a loan or credit in 
soiIleone else's name — ;ilso known 
as identity fraud or credit info theft 
— will net perpetrators a felony 
cliarge worth up to four years in jail 
under legislation approved in Mic.hi-
gali. 

No one is quite sure how often it is 
happening here. A legislative analy­
sis said no data is available on how 
often credit applications are submit­
ted in someone else's name in Michi­
gan. The Attome\' General's office 
has declined to esdlnate the fre-
quenc}' of this crime in this state. 

But' it does happen. Rep. Bob 
Brown. D-Dearborn Heights, said a 
constituent in his district was a \ic-
tim. After someone applied for cred­
it in her name and wracked up 
S50.000 worth of debt, it look her 
many hours to clear her name. 

.AIid tllat is why he introduced 
House Bill -4413. increasing penal­
ties for so-called identity theft. 

"Criminals need very little lrior-
mation to secure credit using some­
one else's identity. Considering the 
ainount of information we often pro­
vide in places of business or even 
through the Internet, it's easy for a 

|x;rson to get Llie information tllcy 
need to apply i'or a credit cal-d or get 
a loan using someone el.se's name." 

Brown's bill increases tile penally 
for identity fraud to four years in 
prison or a $2,500 fine, llie Senate 
gave appro\-al to the bill 37-0 on 
Thursday. Oct. 14. It approved the 
by House in a 107-0 t-ote back in 
June. All local lawmakers supported 
the measure. It is now headed to the 
governor's desk for a signature. 

Brown's bill was tie-barred to 
House Bill 4598. sponsored by 
Stephen Ehardt. R-Le:angton. wllich 
makes it illegal lo possess credit 
information with the intent of pass­
ing it on to another for tlie purpose 
of "credit fraud. The bills also make it 
illegal to possess a credit application 
form filled out in another person's 
name. e\'en if it has yet lo be sub­
mitted. 

These types of crimes not only 
(̂ use huge financial headaches, but 
they can mean a huge loss of time 
for" the victim, who can dedicate 
hundreds of hours lo clearing his or 
her name. Many people don't even 
realize how valuable their credit 
identitA' can be. so when il comes to 
punishment, we need to make sure 
the penalties match the seriousness 
of the crime," Brown said.

Stepped-up enforcement of cliild 
passenger safety and safety belt 

: laws begins Nov. 22 and continues 
through the Thanksgiving holiday 
Weekend. 

"Starting Nov. 22 and continuing 
through the Thanksgiving Week­
end, our officers W111 be looking for 
and ticketing 'Deadbeat Drivers." 
said Sgt. Teny Whitfield. "These 
are adults who — regardless of the 
Widespread attention on child pas­
senger safety — are still putting 
children at deadly risk by falling to 
buckle them In." 

Traffic crashes remain the lead­
ing cause of death for American 
clilldren of all races. 

SL\ out of 10 children Who die In 
crashes are unbuckled. In addition

Michigan's safety belt laW 
requires that all fi-ont seat passen­
gers must be buckled up. 

The agency Will also be stepping 
up enforcement of adult safety belt 
laWs. because it's a proven fact that 
most adults. Who don't buckle up 
themsdves. don't buckle up kids. 

Research had found tliat buckled 
drivers are three times more likely 
to restrain their child passengers 
than drivcis Who don't buckle up;

Designed to emphasize group 
learning. .N'Jus said Deerfield is 
being constructed where two 
"neighborhoods" mirror each other 
and provide teachers and students 
the best resources possible for 
learning activities.

understood What they Were going through Was-
n"l "normal" and they had a right to simply be a 
kid. 

I Was important for me. there, as it Is here, to be 
more than just a Worker or-resident in the com­
munity. 1 felt it important to help in a community 
that I enjoyed being a part of 

My role in our tWo-hour-a-Week relationship is 
to be on time, dependable, responsible, keep What 
We talk about confidential (so I can't tell you about 
the time that he. uh. Weil...or I can't say anything 
about tlie time that he and 1. Well, urn — you get 
the idea). In addition. I have to be the designated 
adult. 

Of course, that's easier said then done. When

He moved over to run the .Michigan Economic 
Development Corporation, a public corporation 
set up outside the stifling state bureaucratic 
structure to oversee the state's job and business 
attraction and retention programs. (He got a 
heftv' raise by moving outside civil service pay 
restrictions, but that's OK. You get what you 
pay for. and Rothwell's the real deal.) 

the MEDC has just issued a report on Michi­
gan's economy. "Strategic Directions for Michi­
gan's Future." It makes fascinating reading. 

In the decades following the Great Depres­
sion. Michigan's auto-led economy flourished, 
leading the nation in automation, production 
and technological progress. Our economy 
stalled in the '705 and̂ 'SOs. when the auto 
industry was being pummeled by foreign com­
petition and unemployment skvTocketed. But 

good times in the 1990s led to surging auto 
industry and a rapidly growing service sector. 

The MEDC report points out that Michigan 
began to "benchmark" against other industrial 
states such as Ohio. Indiana and Wisconsin in 
the early '90s. In many ways. Michigan has 
improved its ranking against these competitors 
in recent years. 

Current success in autonlobiles. however, has 
led to new goals. The MEDC report su.ggests 
Michigan should now concentrate on grov.ih 
over the ne.xt decade in areas where the state 
has a comparative advantage against other 
states: advanced manufacturing, information 
technologies and life sciences. 

.•\nd the report proposes a new set of "bench­
mark" states, including California, Washington, 
Virginia and Massachusetts. When ranked 
against our new competitors, Michigan doesn't 
look so good. 

For e.'>;ample. while Michigan's workforce pro­
ductivity ranks third when compared with our 
old competitors, it comes in dead last against 
the new set, WTlile Michigan is technologically 
advanced compared to its old competitors, our 
state is last among our new competitors in per­
centage of households with Internet access. 

Worse is our standing in venture capital, 
arguably the main growth engine for new, high 
tech companies. Among new co.mpetitors. 
Michigan ranks dead last in the dollars avail­
able for venture capital financing. The dollar 
gap is considerable: Michigan, with S2.4 million 
available for venture financing in the first quar­
ter of 1999. is far. far behind Virginia, with 
nearly $60 million available to enu-epreneurs. 

Moreover. Michigan has a poor image among 

business le;iders. .-X focus group quoted In the 
MEDC repoi't concludes that "a number of peo­
ple didn't think of anvihing specific when asked 
for their thoughts on Michigan — notlling comes 
to mind or they siinply said 'Detroit' and noth­
ing else." .Many business leaders think Michigan 
is simply dominated by the auto industrv'. with 
little room for any other kind of business. 

Sucli perceptions, even though faulty. lead to 
decisions that hurt Michigan. .\ group of busi­
ness leaders in New York, when asked which 
states they would consider for expansion or 
relocation, ranked North Carolina, South Car­
olina and California at the top, with Te.xas and 
Ohio in the middle. Michigan ranked last! 

So part of what .MEDC wants to do is as sim­
ple as educating business leaders around the 
countrv' about .Michigan's real strengths. There 
is a real story to be told here. Michigan kids 
scored an average of 1100 in the S.'\T"e.'<am in 
1997. above any of our new competitors. .-\nd 
Michigan's colleges and universities are as good 
as they get: the University of Michigan!" for 
example, is number one in the entire counuy in 
sponsored research,

^ ipers--plaIrals6"^ddrcsses fees, those 
chargigMvied for specific government services. 
It'le't^Bief-that.any increase in the state rev­
enue srrould be subject to the higher standard. 

And House :rax Policy Committee Chair 
Nancy Cassis. R-Novi, wants to put both on the 
ballot. 

"Two-thirds can be a veiy tough-standard. 
It's a question of Where to set the chinning bar." 
she said. "If we look at tax increases In future, 
the responsible thing lo do is to look at the 

spending carefully to make sure that il is justi­
fied and needed ... If the hands of the Legisla­
ture In the future are tied, it won't be the Leg­
islature that does it. It will be the citizens of the 
state, just as they decided on term limits." 

She believes voters will be able to sort out the 
two questions, and she"d prefer to let them 
make the call. 

"The chair of House Tax Policy is a very wise 
woman indeed." Patterson said, agreeing both 
should be placed on the ballot. 

Patterson said he has confidence in voters' 
ability to sort out the details of the two. And he 
prefers to "empower" voters rather than decide 
ibr them. 

"We should do the work." countered Kuipers. 
"We should refine it down to the one proposal 
We think is best before asking voters to decide. 
It it doesn't fly. we can Uy again in another 
election." 

Needless to say, there are others in the Leg­
islature Who think the whole thing is a bad 
idea. Rep. Gilda Jacobs. D-Huntington 
Woods, for instance considers the entire dis­
cussion to be-^sr "polltl<»;--shortsjgh1ed^li-
tics at that." 

The economy is good now. and it is easy to 
trim taxes When the state budget continues to 
create sizable surpluses.-But the economy Will 
slow and soiu- sooner or later, she said. Then, 
when tne state is in need of higher revenues, 
the Legislature will still have to oVercome the 
111gher standard. 

"It gIVes more control to a minority." she 
explained. It's possible someWhere down the 

road that 72 representatives will recognize the 
need for a tax hike, and be frusu-ated bv only 
38 holdouts. 

Nonetheless, in a state that played host to a 
tax revolt throughout the '70s and "SOs. Jacobs 
predicts any attempt at the ballot box to set a 
higher standard for tax increases is likely to get 
a warm reception from voters. 

She's certainly right about that. One of the 
frustrations expressed by voters back in those 
days was that the state had a prettA' free hand 
to raise taxes as it saw fit. Only the sales tax 
requires a vote when increased. And the only 
limitation on state tax levels is in the Headlee 
Amendment. 

So it is quite conceivable to me that voters 
would pass both if given the opportunity. We've 
seen that before, where the same section of the 
constitution is amended in the same election, 
and it is always confusing. Do you adopt 
whichever standard is higher? Or do you adopt 
the standard that won more votes at Uie polls? 

Would it. in this case, make fee increases 
subject to three-fifth majority votes, while taxes 

-̂ must have two-thirds? — - .. . _ . 
rm less concerned about the confusion vot­

ers might face when coi1fronted with two like 
proposals on the ballot than I am wilh the con­
fusion and unintended consequences that 
could result should both win approval.

E a r l y r e s i d e n t s c a m e f r o m N e w Y o r k 

Michigan has been 
called a lot of things -
from a water wonder­
land to a pleasant 
peninsula - but In the 
early 1800s. it Was 
also known as the 
1and of milk and 
honey. 
Glowing reports In 
NeW England neWspa-
pers of fertile lands 
encouraged eastern­
ers to swarm to the 
Western territory In 
droves. Especially 

after the opening of the Erie Canal in 1825. 
himdreds of people streamed west to the land of 
opportunity. 

Once they arrived, they found life to be much 
more harsh than they had expected, but a 
chance for a new life far outweighed the hard­
ships and struggles, and people continued to 
populate southern Michigan. 

Erastus Ingersoll and his family of Ontario 
Coimty. N.Y.. Were the first to settle in Novl. He 
lived here for about 10 years. Ingersoll Was fol­
lowed by a second group of settlers led by John 
Gould. 

These families Were soon joined by Joseph 
Eddy and Pitts Tafft. both of NeW York State. 
Who arrived In the fall of 1825. Determined to 

make the bleak surroundings more hospitable. 
Tafft was responsible for starting the first wheat 
field In Novi. 

Cousins William Yerkes and Thomas Pinker-
ton staked out their claims in NoVi then 
returned to New York to make arrangements for 
the Yerkes family to follow. The extended Yerkes 
family Was a large one. and they made up a good 
deal of the population of both NoVi and 
Northvllle for generations. 

The years 1825 and 1826 saw a number of 
pioneers visiting the Novl area, laying claims 
and returning later to Work and live on the land. 

Originally from England. Thomas Watts Was 
one of the men Who. in the fall of 1825. came to 
Novi. chose his lot and returned some months 
later to settle. 

Watts and other early settlers generally chose 
land near What today Is Ten Mile Road. The ear­
liest settlers tended to stick together intermar-
1ying and choosing farms In close proximity of 
their neighbors. 

Richard C. Simmons arrived early In 1825. 
claiming land on Ten Mile east of Beck Road. 
Surrounded by fruit orchards, his estate boast­
ed one of the first brick houses in Novi. Which Is 
still used today as a private home. 

Others in'the section south of Ten MUe Were 
Samuel Himgerford and James Wilkinson. Who 
married 'William Yerkes" sister. 

The early center oftoWn known as NoVi Cor­
ners - near NoVl Road and Grand RIVer - Was 

first settled around 1830 by John Elmore. He 
Was later joined by Apollos Cudworth and 
Benjamin Brown. Who helped develop the 
area as the first business section in Novi 
Township. 

Samuel White was another early pioneer who 
came to Michigan from New York in 1826. Active 
In local government. White served as Novi Town­
ship's supervisor betWeen 1830-1835. 

One of the few Women who risked the difficult 
journey from New York. Sally Thornton was a 
strong-willed persuasive Widow Who came to 
Novi With her five young children. Through her 
driVe and perseverance, her property remained 
In the family Well Into the 20th centmy. Her 
house. Which was built in 1840 near Nine Mile 
and Nov! roads, was moved in 1992 and 
restored to form the focal point for a subdivision 
off of Eleven Mile Road. 

Among the throng of people arriving after 
1830 Was Samuel Rodgers. The Rodgers and 
Thornton families teamed up when one of Sally 
Thornton's great granddaughters married 
Charles Rodgers. 

These were but a few of the courageous and 
determined people who slowly tamed the 
sWampy marshland of southern Michigan, turn­
ing It into some of the most fertile, highly pro­
ductive agricultural centers In the state.

He shifted gears to 1-75 a few years later, but then 
learned that the city of Detroit had its own Interstate 
highway office. Which he joined in 1966. 

But shortly after the Detroit riots. Kriewall said he 
had had enough of the Motor City. 

"1 knew from studying the MOOT maps that Novi 
Was a town that would soon be on the move." he 
said. "It was right along where 1-96 had gone in, so it 
liad a lot of potential." 

Kriewall took over as public works director in 
September of 1969. .\fter only working in that capac­
ity for a year or so. Kriewall was beckoned lo step in 
as interim citj' manager as the Infant city councils 
Juggled managers to help run the fledgling communi­
ty. 

"We really didn't have a lot of stuff lo work with 
back then." he said. "There was a certain amount of 
uncertainty in the air." 

Fina11y. in 1974. Kriewall was taken in as a full-
time manager. With that appointment came the 
ncTVcs of a new job. 

"You'd seen three or four other city managers come 
in and out of their offices in five years." he said. "I 
definitely had lhal on the back of my mind." 

KrieWall surW '̂ed. though, and has been Novi's 
ctllef executlVe since November of 1974. Earlier this 
year, he aimounced he would be retiring in Februa1y 
of 2000. The city council is currently soliciting appli­
cations for his replacement. 

KrieWall said he'd be taking a lifetime of memories 
from his experience as city manager of the ToUgale

One of the most delightful ways to entertain is by 
giving a tea party, ll is not quite as formal as a sit-
clown dinner, nor does it a'quiir as much preparation. 
NonelJielt'ss. it Ciui be a veiy charming and elegant 
alfilir. 

Tliere is a civility which one associates with after­
noon tea. It can Ix- given to honor a house guest, for 
out-of-town Iriends. welcoming new neighbors, or sim-
pK' altenainingyour friends in an informal, relaxed 
alniospherc. Tea tiIIie is usually set between the hours 
of 3:30 p.m. to 5:30 p.m. UIiIess it is a veIy formal tea 
invitations are usuaiv' made hy phone. 

Ideally, the serving table should be a long one and 
set up in an area that does not interfere with the circu­
lation of guests. Tea is served at one end of the table 
and coffee at the otlier. In between shoiIld be the foods 
being served, which are usually on the sweet side such 
as small fruit tarts, almond or butter cookies, petit 
fours, nuts, or other small, (iainty iieats as opposed to 
the hors d'oeuvTes offered at a cocktail parly.

thing while trying to talk and eat all at the same time. 
If you are tlie hostess, greet your guests at the door

If it is a 
twi:)-hour aflair. it is best for each to pour for only one 
hour so you will need four servers.

'When you 
are finished, place your cup and plate on the tea table. 
Most guests stay for an hour or so before lea\ing - just 
1De sure you thlank your host first and say a few words 
to the guest of honor 

Tea lime is also becoming .i [:)opular way to promote 
and nurture [xislllve business relaUonsllips. Many 
hotels are now aggressK'ely seeking the business rllar-
ket lo partake in tllis genteel ritual at nlid-;lflemoon. ll 
is a refreshing dlange torn the coffee break or the 
martini. 

And why not? 
It's quite difficult lo perceive ofa hostile business 

meeting over tea. In fact, clients may well perceive you 
as having a gentline nspecl for traclitional \'alues. 

So wllelheryour tea party is social or biIsiness. I 
agree with etiquette maven. Letitia Baldrige: "Having 
someone over for tea is a wonderllIl way to give plea­
sure to friends. It is a uam lnendl>' custom, and we 
do not do it often enougll." 

A last note: I am always amused v\hen I hear or read 
that a group or an oiganization is having a tea party 
and calls it "high tea." 1 am sure Ihey do so thiiiking 
that it sounds classv' and elegant 

Actually, it is exactly lhe opposite. "High tea" is the 
British contraction of "Isn't il h i^ time we had some­
thing to eat and some lea?" Techilicall>'. high tea refers 
to a poor man's supper consisting of potluck and left­
overs.

Jo.an of .•\rc was born the youngest 
dauchter of a peasant farmer in Domre-
nly, France around 1412. a time when 
France was being overrun by the English 
during the bloody Hundred Year's War. 

In addition, an internal war was being 
waged within France, tvlth the region of 
Burgundy siding with the English. 

.•\ deciding factor in the war was who 
would control Uie city of Orleans, which sits 
sirategically on Lhe banli of the Loire river. 
Only one ijiing could save France from its 
darkest period in history ... a miracle. 

When King Henry V of England and 
King Charles VI of France both die in 
1422. the English declare Heniy VI. a 
mere child, king of both England and 
France. 

Charles Vll of France has no intention of 
abandoning his kingdom and declares him­
self heir to the throne, but he cannot be 
made king until he is crowned at Rheims — 
which is under English occupation. 

Meanwhile, in Domremy. 13-year-old 
Joan spends most of her childhood kneel­
ing in prayer. She not only loves to confess 
many times daily, but often hears voices 
from the sky and has strange, startling 
visions. 

In her own words: 
The voice told me that I must depart and 

go into France. And the Voice said that I 
would raise the siege before Orleans. And 
it told me to go to Vaucoideurs. to Robert de 
Baudricoan. captain of the town, who 
would give me men to go with me. And I 
answered the voice that I was a poor girl 
who knew nothing of riding and warfare. 

From the very beginning, she Was told 
what her mission was: she was chosen by 
God to restore France and to give aid to 
the Dauphin Charles. Who vtras to be king 
of France. In order to do this, she must 
wear men's clothing, bear arms and lead 
an army. 
. One day. after playing i11 the fi.e1ds. Joan, 

runs'fiome to frnd'thPEngllsh have'lnrad' 
ed her town. .As she liides in a cupboard, 
she witnes.ses English soldiers murder and 
rape her 18-yea1 -̂old-.s1ster. After this 
tragedy. Joan is sent to live witlj .Jier aunt 
and uncle in a neighboring Village. 

It seems highly un1ikely that this inno­

cent girl who never went to school and can­
not read or write will eventually lead the 
French army in defeating the powerful 
English army and liberating her country. 
But by May 1428. Joan no longer doubts 
that she has been bidden by God to come 
to the aid of the king, and she takes action. 

Leaving the only home she has ever 
known behind, Joan rides to Chinon to 
see Charles, the Dauphin. At first the King 
and his subjects don't know what to think 
when word arrives from young Joan. 

Aware of her professed \isions and sus­
picious of her intentions, Charles orders 
jean D'Aulong. hls finest archer, to pose 
as king. Joan arrives at the castle, 
impresses Charles by calling him on his 
bluff and secures a private with him. 

1n her Words to Charles: 
/ bring you news from Cod. that our Ijord 

wiR give you back your kiiigdom. bringing 
you to be crowned at Rheims and driving 
out your enemies. In this I am God's mes­
senger. Do set me brcwely to work, and I 
wiR rise the siege of Orleans. 

Persuaded to take her claims at face 
value. Charles agrees to Joan's request, 
providing her With an army to achieve vic­
tory against the English and secure the 
city of lyieims for liis coronation. Though 
many feel that Joan is at best a harmless 
hysteric and at Worst a tJireat not only to 
the king's tfirone but to his life, they also 
detect in her a magical quality and a per­
suasive attitude that cannot be discour­
aged or resisted. 

Joan arrives at the battlefield dressed in 
Wliite armor and canylng her personalized 
banner. This makes an impression on 
both armies. Who are not used to seeing a 
Woman in combat. 

ln the trenches With her countrymen, 
Joan Wins a Victory for the French. Who 
are rejuVenated by their Inspirational new 
leader. But the battle is not over yet — 
Joan insists on pressing further and rally­
ing tfie trba'ps once more to dissolve the 
English occupation ofOrieans. 

Despite a Valiant effort, they aI;e 
exhausted and lose hope when Joan is 
shot in the chest by an arrow. The French 
retreat and tend to Joan's Wound.

against the weakening English, but young 
Joan feels a strong sense of relnorse as 
she views the carnage. Ovenvhelmed by 
the gravity of the slaughter, Joan 
approaches the English and offers them a 
chance to retreat. 

Miraculously, the English retreat. It is a 
surprising victorŷ  that allows Charles to 
proceed to Rheims for his coronation. 

Once Charles is crowned king, he is 
wholly satisfied. Joan however, is not. and 
she continues to light on. Her troops — 
which number in the hundreds instead of 
thousands -— are tired and hungIy. 

Aulon informs her that not only has 
Charles given up on the war. but he has 
been planning to betray Joan should any­
thing happen to her. 

Reiterating her devotion to God. Joan 

feels obligated and determined lo continue 
to fight until her voices send her a mes­
sage otherwise. 

Against everj'one's better judgment. 
Joan moves on to Compiegne for a battle 
in which she is quickly captured by the 
Burgundians. a group of mercenaries 
fighUng for the English. 

Sold to her enemies, she wakes up in a 
prison cell with her conscience, who 
comes to her in the form of a mysterious, 
hooded man. 

He defeats Joan's confidence anH asks 
questions that make her question the 
validity of her visions. 

Accused of heresy and sorcery, and with 
no one to rescue her. the trial to prove 
Joan is a witch begins. 

She is questioned repeatedly about her 

visions and her faith in the Catholic 
church. Between court sessions. Joan has 
conversations with her Conscience, who 
criticizes Joan's faith in him and her 
naivete. This devastates Joan, and she 
appears to lose hope. 

Near the end of the trial. Joan is told 
that she must either renounce her past 
deeds and swear to never carry arms or 
wear men's clothing again, or she will be 
burned to death. . 

She agrees to do so. and she is sen- f 
tenced to life in prisbn. Ultimately, howev- • 
er. she refuses to submit to the English-
constituted court's judgment. Now consid­
ered a "relapsed heretic." Joan's decision 
means certain death. 

On May 1431, she was burned at the 
stake in the marketplace at Rouen.

"Being John Malkovich" is one of 
the most inventive, creative and 
bizarre movies that I've ever seen. 

There is never a duU moment in 
the fi1m. Charles Kaufman creates 
an utterly origina1 heap of enter­
tainment that makes "Alice in 
Wonderland" look like a teen flick. 

Whether you're lauglilng or clying 
the film will keep you on your toes. 

The first few minutes are a little 
slow but you still find yourself 
intrigued by the bizarre camera 
work. 

John Cusack plays Craig 
Schwartz, a deprived puppeteer 
Who Is an excellent, yet sad1y 
unknown puppet master. SchWartz 
doesn't think he needs a day job 
untl1 he offends a 1ittle girl's father 
with one of his puppet shows, and 
gets pimched square in the face. 

After that he realizes that he 
needs a day job to support his 
wife, and hopefully a future child. 

Cusack's job interview leads to 
some of the funniest 20 minutes 1 
have ever seen on screen. With 
dark, and intellectual comedy at It's 
best it's one of those scenes Where 
you just die 1auglilng In the aisles. 

Cusack's boss is old and senile 
and thinks he has a speech 
Impediment When actually he talks 
better than Cusack himself. 

He Works on the 7th floor Where 
the ceiling raises llVe feet aboVe 
the floor. It's a place Were eveiyone 
has to bend oVer to Walk. 

While filing one day Cusack 
drops a folder behind a file cabi­
net. W11i1e retrieVing it he finds a 
small door that leads inside the 
brain of John Malkovich. 

These i1ilnutcs of entertai1iment 
neVer dumb down, or slow up. It 
just gets better and more surreal. 
You Would expect them to run out 
of ideas; but they don't. The laughs 
come on stronger and the moVle 
bullets in a different direction. 

Cusack ends up only tielng able 
to spend 15 minutes In Malkovich 
and afterWards gets dumped out 
by the side of the NeW Jersey 
Turnpike. 

He proceeds to te11 his Wife, 
played by the beautlfu1 Cameron 
Diaz. Who in this moVie looks 
awfiil and utterly unattractlVe. 

She Wants to try It. and What 
she ends up finding Is not a portal 
Wltliin John Malkovich, but rather 
a mirror into her Innermost 
desires. She flnds her true self In 
another person's body. 

Instead of using this portal to 
tiy to find What the significance of 
it is. Diaz and Cusack use it to ful­
fill their sexual fantasies With 
Cusack's co-worker, played by the 
lovely Catherine Keener. HoweVer. 
it seems she Is only attracted to 
them When they are inside the 
bddyofMalkoVIch. 

The plot spirals into many differ-, 
ent directions at tills point, and 
steers clear of comedy. It becomes 
a phllosophlcal message. 

"Belng John Malkovich" could bie 

considered the "Truman Show" of 
1999. only more imaginative and 
bizarre. The film is so deep that It 
is poetic. Everything in the movie 
has a meaning, and represents a 
symbol for life. 

John Cusack gives an excellent 
performance, ln the beginning you 
feel sorry for him. ln the middle 

you hate him. At the end you feel 
Sony for him once more. 

Cameron Diaz clearly has made 
the transition from comedy to 
drama, and establishes herself as 
a future award, winner. 

The last words heard in the film 
are "Look Away." muttered by 
Cusack in a depressive state. How­

eVer. you can't look away. You are 
so intrigued by the ending that 
you can't do anything but stare at 
theflhn. 

This film deserves a standing 
ovation for what it has done for 

filmmakers. It tells them to think 
of every possibility. 

Hopefully we w l̂ see more origi­
nal films like "Malkovich" and less 
trite films like "House on Haunted 
Hill."

Modern medicine has made amazing 
advances during receni decades, especially 
when it comes to fighting cancer. However, in 
an ironic twist, pediatric cancer survivors are 
faced with a unique set of problems because of 
Lhese advances. 

Long-term effects include problems with 
growth and development, complications from 
prior surgery, organ system abnormalities from 
drugs and radiation therapies, potential prob­
lems with fertility, and the small but real risk of 
the development of new cancers. 

"It's really amazing because many of these 
patients have a complete lack of understanding 
of what drugs they received, what therapies 
they received, and in many instances, they 
don't even remember much of what they went 
through." said Dr. Valerie Cast, a pediatric 
oncologist with the University of Michigan Com­
prehensive Cancer Center and director of the 
Late Effects Clinic. 

Cure rates for pediatric cancers have risen 
dramatically during the past 20 years. It's esti­
mated that by next year, one in every 900 
adults, age 16 to 44. will be a survivor of pedi­
atric cancer These survivors face unique chal­
lenges as they become adults and move tlirough 
life. They need to know what they went through 
as children and how it may impact them now 
and what ongoing and future problems they 
should anticipate. 

With this in mind, the U-M Comprehensive 
Cancer Center has created the Late Effects 
Clinic to help pediatric cancer survivors answer 
questions about their medical condition, their 
medical histories and assist them as they move 
through life. Tfiis is a new and evolving area of 
medical treatment. Many of these survivors 
would have died in an earlier generation, so 
there's a limited, but growing body of knowl­
edge on what happens With pediatric cancer 

sur\'ivors 20 or so years after first treatment. 
"When we talk about sunlval rates in pedi­

atric malignancies, we now realize that diseases 
that were uniformly fatal 40 years ago are now 
curable up to 75 percent to 80 percent of the 
time depending on the malignancy." said Mar-
cia Leonard, a registered nurse and coordinator 
with the U-M Late Effects Clinic. "We've 
learned, however, that survival comes at a price 
for a great deal of these children. There are 
organ systems that were adversely affected 
because they were growing and developing at 
the time of cancer therapy." 

Many of the patients were infants or Very 
young children when they were diagnosed and 
"treated, and their parents did not keep detailed 
records, so their understanding of their disease 
is limited. Patients who come to the Late Effects 
Clinic receive a comprehensive review of what 
their disease is. what treatments they received 
as children, and how both may impact their life 
now and in the future. 

"We all know that our understanding of these 
diseases and the side effects from therapy is 
continuing to evolve, so one of oi1r major roles 
is to remove the misinformation and provide 
our patients with good solid medical informa­
tion that allows them to appropriately define 
what their medical needs may be in the future." 
Castle said. 

Castle said issues facing the survivor go far 
beyond just their medical treatments. 

"It's their psychological well being, it's Issues 
related to their insurability and their employer." 
said Castle. "We'Ve had many instances where 
we've been able to intervene on behalf of the 
patient to reassm-e an employer that the patient 
is a good candidate. One of our major roles has 
to be an advocate for the patient and We take 
that role very seriously." 

The Late Effects Clinic is held once a month 

and is primarily run by a physician, two nurse 
practitioners and a social worker. Leonard 
points out that the clinic staff receive Valuable 
assistance from a large number of doctors in 
various subspecialties, such as cardiology, 
obstetrics and gynecology, radiation therapy, 
endocrinology and others throughout the he^th 
system. 

'I think, first and foremost, we teach our 
patients to be advocates for their own health 
and to be good health care consumers." said 
Leonard. "These patients have many unique 
needs that they need to be aware of and they 
need to be aware that they are responsible for 
much of the follow-up care they're going to 
receive. It's very important for survivors to help 
educate the people Who are going to take care of 
them."
