1 think that there is not going to 
be one way of the future of educa­
tion. I think that what you're going 
to see will be multiple servicing 
facilities for education. You're 
going to see facilities in urban 
areas, you're going to see facilities 
like a traditional large urliversit5% 
such as a Michigan State Unlversi-
ty. that will be located in the sub­
urbs. 

Probably the biggest change vou 
will see as We approach the next 

decade, you'll probably see a lot 
more online education, where we 
have a Virtual university estab­
lished in Michigan. It's kind of a 
misnomer. While its called a virtu­
al university, what it really is is a 
service entity for all of the public 
universities In the stale that come 
together and Ihey put Various cur-
ricidum of programs that ihey 
have on the hilemel, so studenis 
anywhere in the slate will have 
access to 311 of these programs Via 
Internet. 

I Would expect that we Would see 
a lot more of that. Of course we 
have some of the private institu­

tions like the University of Phoenix 
that is already doing that. That is 
just one more addition. It's not 
going lo lake over education...Just 
different ways of sening people 
depending on what their needs 
are. 

Wllat are the possibilities of 
gohlg to college, not only online, 
but also taJdng advantage of 
facilities that are already in 
place, like high schools and 
other public buildings that may 
not be getting use after hours or 
on Weekends? 

We'll see more of that. A number 
of community colleges in some 
parts of the state are using high 
school facilities to hold classes. 
We'll probably see more high 
schools offering college courses lo 
their students during their juniors 
and senior year in high school. 

As students become more 
advances in Iheir studies, by the 
Ume they are juniors and seniors 
today they are already capable of 
studying college-level math cours­
es for example and college level 
English courses. Because they are

But Kriewall said he Was 
recentiy informed that the Eco­
nomic Development Fund portion 
of the November bond, asking for 
$2 million, needed to be raised by 
another S2 million, to meet grant 
matches for possible improve­
ments to Grand River AVenue. 

By adding in a 3.5 percent bond 
cost this Would bring the new 
total to just more than $20 million.

Working for a doctor or In a 
dentist's office might not sound 
like a dangerous occupation, but 
health care employees may be 
putting their lives at risk every 
time they break out a hypodermic 
to give an injection or draw blood. 

A mere prick to the finger from 
that needle, after being used on a 
patient, could transmit diseases 
Uke HIV or Hepatitis B or C. 
According to state Rep. David 
WoodWard, D-Madlson Heights, 
there are 20 Incurable "blood-
borne pathogens" that could be 
transmitted to a doctor, nurse or 
dentist through a needle stick 
injury. 

The Center for Disease Control 
estimates that some 600.000 nee­
dle stick injuries occur across the 
nation each year, yet less than 15 
percent of hospitals and medical 
facilities use safety needles, 
designed to reduce the risk of 
stick injuries and already avail­
able on the market today. 

WoodWard and Rep. Paul 
DeWecse. R-WllUamston. are 
proposing legislation to mandate 
that medical offices In Michigan 
sWltch to safety needles. Wood-
Ward explained that the cheapest 
of these devices simply haVe a 
retractable guard that moVes to 
coVcr the needle after the Injec­
tion ls finished. _ 

Rather than mandate Which 
device be used, DeWeese said the 
bills would create a panel under 
the state Department of Commu­
nity Health to review safety nee­
dles available on the market and 
list those acceptable for use In 
Michigan. The bills require that 
half of that panel Would have to 
consist of frontline health care 
workers employed in Michigan. 

The bills are sure to be popular 
with hospital nurses. Whose 
unions and associations have 
been advocating the switch to the 
safer needles. But hospital 
administrators are concerned 
with the cost of the neŵ  regula­
tion. DeWeese explained. 

"Obviously, there is a cost Ver­
sus benefit factor to everything." 
said Donald Potter, president of 
the Southeast Michigan Hospital 
Council. "If We are going to have a 
risk free World, that does not 
come Without a cost. Right now. 
nobody is happy with the cost of 
health care." 

According to WoodWard, the 
cost of safety needles comes to 
about 20 cents per needle. While 
that may not sound like much. 
DeWeese pointed out that hospi­
tals use needles In very high vol­
umes. 

Still. WoodWard said that the 
costs of treating a health care 
employee Who has suffered a nee­
dle stick lnji11y Is Veiy high as 
Well. Once stuck, the Worker must 
be iiionltored through the use of 

blood tests eVeiy six months for 
several years to deter1i11ne If some 
disease has been passed. Each 
blood test costs $500. he said. 
And then there is the cost of treat­
ing and caring for those Who do 
get sick. 

Nurses associations have esti­
mated the cost of monitoring and 
blood tests can run to $3,000. 

DeWeese explained the bills. 
House Bills 4621 and 4780, 
Would grandfather existing InVen-
tories of hypodermic needles, as a 
cost savings for medical facilities. 

Dentists are concerned that 
safety needles are not available 
for all the procedures they do. But 
DeWeese said the bills exempt 
those types of needles, used In 
specific procedures, for Which 
safer Versions are not aVallable. 

He noted that medical facilities 
do already make some efforts to 
aVold such accidents, known as 
"unlVersal precautions." These 
include the use of rubber gloVes, 
goggles and specially marked red 
disposal containers, all designed 
to reduce accidental pricks. But 
the representative also said he 
does not belleVe they are suffi­
cient, because rubber gloVes Will 
not protect an employee If an 
accident occurs during an Injec-
Uon. 

Both bills haVe been referred to 
the House Committee on Health 
Policy. DeWeese said the bills Will 
likely come up for a Vote early 
next year.

After about two months with 
managerial control over the Novi 
Ice .-̂ rena. Suburban Arena .Man­
agement is in the midst of imple­
menting several changes and is 
going over the books. 

"1 seems like we are holding our 
ov̂ -n. It will take a while to really 
analyze the finances, but i"t 
.ippears everything is going fairly 
smooth." said general manager 
Sid Fox. 

Fox and his management team 
have overseen several changes 
throughout the last two months 
ranging from facility and program 
upgrades to a renovated Zam-
bonie machine and clean carpets. 

Fox said as part of the changes. 
.\'ovl Youth Hockey has moved 
into a larger office, "while the Fig­
ure Skating Club has taken over 

Novi Youth Hockey's old office. 
The Figure Skating Club pre\-i-
ously did not have an office. 

Both of the programs were 
doing quite well. Fox said. Plus, 
about 425 children are taking 
part in the "Learn to Skate" pro­
gram, thus giving the facility a 
future new crop of hockey players 
and figure skaters. 

In addition to the children's 
programs. Fox said the adult 
hockey leagues were going strong 
took up about four nights a week. 
Various other adult groups take 
up the left-over nights. 

To make room for the groups. 
Fox said Suburban had to cancel 
the night-time adult drop-in 
hockev that used to be on Monday 
night.' 

Fox said he tried changing 
adult drop-in hockey to 6:30 a.m. 
on Monday. Wednesday and Fri­

day, but turnout for the programs 
was low and drop-In hockey was 
Just canceled outright. 

After all of the organizations 
and groups are signed up for ice 
time. Fox said he would look at 
implementing another adult drop-
in hockey time. He said Saturday 
night is being looked at for the 
program. 

In addition to program changes, 
several new revenue-building 
clinics and tournaments have 
been scheduled at the arena. 

Fox said the arena will be host­
ing a Little Caesar's Hockey Tour­
nament this weekend, which will 
feature several Novi hockey 
teams. 

There is also a high school 
hockey tournament scheduled to 
take place at the arena in late 
December. Plus, the arena may 
host the Michigan High School 

Athletic Association hockey dis­
tricts the first week in March. 

Figure skating programs are 
also being hashed out to take 
place in late March. 

Additionally. Suburban Hockey 
is going to teach a Christmas 
Clinic Dec. 27 through Dec. 30. 

The clinic will provide hockey 
players of all ages classes to 
improve their techniques in 
checking, puck handling and 
goaltendlng. 

"All of this is keeping us pretty 
busy." Fox said. 

Fox said the Novi Ice Arena has 
also Installed two new pieces of 
equipment that may very likely 
help the arena financially. 

The first is a new Blade Master 
skate sharpener. Fox said the tool 
Just came in recently and Is a big 
Improvement over the former 
skate sharpener In the pro shop. 

Brickscapk has eveijt^^^^^ 
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"It's the kind they use in the 
National Hockey League." he said. 

The second is the installation of 
a new accounting software pack­
age that will keep track of all the 
Novi Ice Arena's finances. Fox 
said everything from ice reserva­
tion money to cash register sales 
will be kept logged on this system. 

The system will also completely 
computerize all aspects of the 
arena. For example. Fox said tele­
vision monitors will be Installed in 
the arena's lobby listing what 
groups are playing. What rink 
they are playing on and What' 
locker room they are using. 

"It will be very high tech," he 

said. 
Fox said people using the arena 

have been taking to the changes 
very well. "Everyone wants us to 
succeed in this building," he said. 

To further improve the NoVi lee 
Arena. Fox Is asking for feedback 
from the public. He said he Wants 
to know What the pubhc thinks 
Suburban can do to enhance the 
various programs at the arena 
and make the operation run 
smoother.

.Northville parents were fumin::; 
this week over the new .-Mx-rcronl-
bie & Fitch Christmas ratalo^. 
while teens were not phased bv 
its contents. 

The controversy also caught 
the attention of Michigan attor­
ney general Jennifer Granholm 
who threatened to sue the coin-
pany for \'lolatlng Michigan law 
prohibiting the sale of explicit 
material to minors. 

"This material is patently offen­
sive which is why we wanted to 
move quickly on this." Granholm 
said. 

Granholm said she discovered 
Abercrombie & Fitch was selling 
the catalog to minors when she 
sent children ages 10 to 15 in to 
various stores to buy the catalog. 
None of the minors had any trou­
ble obtaining the material.' 

In a letter sent to .̂ &F by 
Stanely Pruss. assistant attorney 
general in charge of consumer 
protection, the courts have made 
it clear that a state may deny 
minors access to materials 
acceptable for adults but too 
explicit for minors. 

"Tutorials by porn stars on how 
to engage in oral and sado­
masochistic se.\, and other con­
tent in your materials are harm­
ful to minors." Pruss said. 

Pruss also said Michigan citi-

zcns have a reasonable e.\pecta-
lioil that sales of nlalerials pur-
chascci by their children are com­
pliant with laws directed at pro-
lec'tinq the public health and wel-
I'are. 

A&F said Friday they would 
iiilplcilleni a "carding" policy, and 
that no one under 18 would be 
able lo purchase the catalog. 

.•\&F spokesperson Hampton 
Carney said the ".Naughty or 
Nice" Christmas' issue of the 
Abercrombie and Fitch quarterly 
catalog is being sold unth a plas­
tic wrap and a warning label on 
the magazine to prevent minors 
from purchasing the catalog. 

"We have received quite a few 
calls about this catalog but it is 
nothing different than what we 
have been doing since the 'back-
to-school' catalogs began in fall of 
1997." Carney said. 

"We are very proud of the quar­
terly — it was shot by photogra­
pher Bruce Weber, we recruited 
the best writers and it is repre­
sentative of what is going on in 
the fashion world." 

Carney added the A&F target 
market is for students 18 to 22 
years old. and the 300 page cata­
log is more like a magazine 
geared toward the young shop­
pers. 

With inter\'iews from porno­
graphic movie star Jenna Jame­
son to the cast of "That 'TOs 
Show." Carney said the magazine 

"Smut is s m u t no mat ter how it 's packaged. I w i l l 
never give tha t store another penny of my money." 

Diane Costlow 
Northville High School guidance counselor 

was a tongue-in-cheek approach 
to keeping the attention of the 
target market. 

"We tried to do something inter­
esting and fun on every page that 
conveys the image of our brand," 
Carney said. 

"The catalog has always been 
geared toward that age group and 
we are confident the practice of 
carding will keep it from becom­
ing available to minors." 

With 275,000 issues published. 
Carney said the catalog is very 
close to being sold out and A&F is 
considering giving the catalog 
another run. 

In response to the letter sent to 
A&F from the attorney general's 
office. A&F responded in a letter 
e.xplalning the procedures Which 
will be implemented in keeping 
minors from purchasing the mag­
azine. 

According to the letter, all man­
agers in Michigan have been con­
tacted and cashiers Will be 
informed they need to validate 
the purchaser is 18 years of age 
or older.

"The magazine was never 
intended for anyone under the 
age of 18." Carney said. 

Northville parent Cynthia 
Schueler originally brought the 
catalog to parents attention at 
the recent High School PTSA 
meeting. In addition to a graphic 
interview with a porn star and 
tips on oral gratification the 
"Naughty or Nice." catalog, con­
tains depictions of full frontal 
female and male nudity including 
one of a nude young girl on the 
back of a horse. Schueler said. 

"If you see this catalog, the 
clothes Will be the last thing on 
your mind," she said. "There Was 
nothing in there that kids need to 
see as far as I'm concerned." 

Scheuler said the catalog came 
to her house after her 19-year-oId 
daughter filled out a mailing 
card. However, she said, there 
was no Warning or indication 

given on the card lli;it tile catalog 
contained explicit inaterial. 

"It's scan,' to think thai 1 don't 
have a say about over what comes 
into my home and what my kids 
are e.xposed to." she said. 

Northville High School coun­
selor Diane Costlow. was equally 
disturbed by the catalog. She 
said she was appalled and sick­
ened by (he idea that her money 
has gone to support this sort of 
advertising. 

"It's not even advertising their 
clothing." she said. "No one in 
the catalog has any on. Instead, it 
is corrupting kids and suggesting 
that they give each other oral se.x. 
Smut is smut no matter how it's 
packaged. 1 will never give that 
store another penny of my 
money." 

Costlow also said she believes 
that sort of "in your face" adver­
tising will ultimately have a detri­
mental effect on young people. 

"1 Wouldn't want my daughter 
to go out with a boy who has seen 
the catalog and will now look at 
her as an object. " she said. "It is 
just another step in the erosion of 
the morals of our kids." 

Costlow said she is banking on 
the Integrity of young men and 
Women to say they too are 

appalled by this sort of material. 
However, some teens at NHS Were 
not particularly offended or 
impressed by the catalog. 

.Many said this sort of material 
was nothing new to them. 

"1 could do without the nudity, 
but I'm getting used to seeing it 
in movies and stuff. It's not a big 
deal." 14-year-old Sara Master-
son said. 

She said her mother talked 
with her about the catalog but 
said she was allowed to look at It 
if she chose to. 

Chris Terrell. 14. likened the 
catalog to soft porn but said. "It 
wasn't shocking. It Was kind of 
ordinaiy." 

Additionally, many students 
said they don't buy the clothes 
and that the content of the cata­
log probably wouldn't change 
their minds. 

"I don't know about buying 
their clothes, but I am going to 
run out and buy myself a horse." 
ninth grader Jeff Harrington said. 

B.J. Hammerstein may be

A typical day for the Arthiir. family begins at 
5 a.m. 

Up bright and early. Tom-.-̂ rthur is dressed and out 
the door of his Barclay Estates, home before his two 
children. 9-year-oId .N'eiKand'8-year-old Alec, are 
even out of bed. With a kiss id the 'kids and his wife, 
he's out the door. 

While Thomas is making his 35-minute commute 
to Rose\111e where he is an assistant manager at tier-
one supplier Zenith Industrial:, his .wife Lisa is enjoy­
ing an hour by herself beforê getting the boys up and 
ready for school. By 8:30 a.ii{-they are out the door, 
in the car and on the way to Thornton Creek Elemen­
tary. Depending on the dav,its either off to work or 
back home for Lisa wha.rebentlv.reduced her hours 
at Birmingham's Kelter.-Thorniir insurance agency 
where she is nce-president of operations. 

Cutting back on work Waŝ Ileuray Lisa could help 
the family manage Tom's schoofschedule. 

"As the demands with the kids became more 1 
scaled back in my wor.k.]lours. A lot of that is 
because of Tom's demands-al work and as he's going 
back to school." she explains. - --

"It was vel;v' difficult for'both .of Ias to focus on our 
careers with children wheir.l.decided to go back to 
school and focus on my cafee'r.'Tom adds. 

The couple was lucky enough to find foreign au 
pairs to live with them and help ivith the kids during 
the past three years. But'last -year Lisa decided to 
stay home part-time and the-family is now relying on 
friends, family and babysittas to fill in the gaps. 

"The neighbors are instrumental with their sup­
port." said Tom. "This is"an- e:>:cellent neighborhood. 
We help support each other." 

For instance, neighborsicail bcdepended on to take 

in the boys after school If Lisa has to work a bit later. 
And on the weekends, its not unusual for a neighbor 
to take the boys so the couple can get tilings done.

"I have flexibility but sometimes its important to be 

there early and set a good example." he explains. 
He spends the day retlewlng Jobs, keeping an eye 

on production and dealing With personnel and main­
tenance issues throughout the day. There's no time to 
squeeze in last minute studying before a test at Walsh 
College in Novi that night. .All 1lis studying gets done 
each night and on the Weekends. 

Actually, Tom spends much of his day doing home­
work anyway. 

"A majority of the projects and large homework 
assignments are tied into work." Tom explains. "Ifs 
part of the philosophy at Walsh. They always want you 
to pick projects you can do at work. That's been nice." 

Ifs partially due to his company's support of con­
tinuing education figuratively and financially (it cov­
ers 100 percent of tuition costs) that Tom is back at 
school for a two-year program in Masters of Manage­
ment concentrating on international business. That 
and he loves learning. 

"I always loved college. Part of the reason I go is for 
the interaction. I have a thirst for knowledge." said Tom. 

While Tom is walking the floor at work. Lisa is 
either in Birmingham spending her day on adminis-
tratiVe projects or at home running the family 
errands and managing other household tasks. Even 
on her Mondays and Fridays off. the office can still 
find her thanks to the invention of pagers, computers 
and fax machines. Her days at Work bring her back 
home around 6:30 p.m. or 7 p.m.

On nights he's not Working or at school 
he makes time to spend With the family. 

Otherwise, he plills up the driveway to a quiet 
home about 10:15 p.m. 

Along with reputation and curriculum. Tom chose

There seem to be a lot of school 
issues going tlirough the House 
and Senate in addition to those 
two (bills). Why the increase in 
school legislation right now? 

1 Ihink it's Ij.isically because edu­
cation is one ol tin- niost important 
issues l;ic!nt; this stale as we 
;ipproach the new dec;ide. I've 
aruiiefi it is constilutionally the 
iiiosi important issue and most 
imj)(iri;iiit responsibility lhat we as 
a slate have — tin- educ;ition of our 
ciiildren. 

1 Ihink the success of .Michiiiati 
and its aliilily to compete in the 
!ilob:il ni;irkel pl;ice in th.e ne.\'t 
decade and beyond uill be lariiely 
determineri by how uotxi our educa­
tional system is how successi'ul we 
are at preparinii kids today for the 
jobs of tomorrow. I think that is why 
then- is a lot of locus on that now. 

Getting off the track of educa­
tion, in light of the economic 
boom facing suburban areas such 
as NoVi. that are basically cliang-
ing the areas from farmlands to 
urban shopping centers, do you 
belieVe tirban spraWI has a posi-
tiVe or negatiVe effect on the 
cJiaracter of Micliigan? 

First of all. the economic boom 
that has taken place is just not in 
suburban areas. The economic 
boom is almost state-wide. 'Vou go 
in almost any community in die 
state and you see as a result of the 
policies that the governor and the 
legislature has put in place in the 
last nine years. 

I think you are seeing a rebirth in 
the State of .Michigan. An example 
is the city of Detroit. The city of 
Detroit has had the largest drop of 
unemployment of any other major 
city in .-\merica. 

Now. ha\'ing said that, as you gel 
economic boom, where is that 
grouth going to take place? There is 
only so much growth that can take 
place in our already developed 
areas, our core cities. We still need 
to work on some, but as you get 
tliore grovtih. the growth is going to 
move towards the suburbs. I've 
always been one to believe that 
growth is good, not bad. You want 
economic growth and expansion. 

In our eifons. we obtlously have 
to make sure there aren't govern­
mental incentives to create urban 
sprawl in places that wouldn't be 
there olheruise. VVe \t-ant sort of a 
managed grovtih approach here, 
but in general you want economic 
grovtih that's how we create jobs for 
our kids.

I think you will probably see 
more of that as communities grow. 
They will in- and develop tradition­
al downtown type communities. 
Families can do more, without ha\--
ing to travel many, many Iniles to 
large regional malls for example. 
(Regional malls) will stlll have their 
place, but with developinents like 
Noti. you'll see families going to the 
Town Cenler for restaurant activi­
ties, maybe lo gel some groceries, 
but still use the large regional malls 
for the major-type purchases. 

Wliat can tbe state do to pro­
tect tlie dwindling farmland? 

Sen. George McManus of Tra­
verse City chaired a task force lhat 
looked al that very issue. I'm a 
fanner, so this is an issue that is 
close to me. .-Agriculture is our sec­
ond or third largest industry 
depending on lhe year wiili 
tourism. Some of the issues that 
the task force came back and rec­
ommended to the governor and leg­
islature is: 

One. we need to lax farmland at 
its value as farmland as opposed to 
its potential value as de\-elopmenial 
land. You have fanns around Noti. 
because their value is going up as 
developmental land the taxes are 
going up and il makes il difficull for 
farmers to maintain thai land. 
That's one issue. 

Tw.'o. we need to look at how 
property ta.\es are raised on farms. 
UntJer Proposal A. we set a cap on 
how much propeny taxes could go

up. We cut propeny taxes, which is 
reall}- important to farmers. It has 
kept a lot of farmers in business. 
Then we capped how fast propeny 
taxes could go up. It couldn't go up 
any faster Ulan the rate of inflation. 

But when a house sells, the value 
of propeny taxes has lo go up to the 
true value of the house. It's called a 
pop-up. Wllen a farm is passed 
from a farmer Another way lo help 
presen-e farms is that when farms 
arc passed from generation to gen­
eration keep that cap on there. 

TlIere are also issues associated 
as farms are becoming larger, as 
homes come closer people begin lo 
complain about lhe natural odors 
lhat come out of farming. We have 
what is called the Right to Fann 
Law in Michigan, which says Uiere 
are certain things which are natu­

ral in farming and as long as farmer 
are doing that ihey can't be sued. 
So strengthening that will be 
important, or we'll see more and 
more farmers pushed out of busi­
ness because liie local community 
doesn't want them there. 

WJien the City of NoVi comes 
up in conVersation in the legisla­
ture. What is the opinion tliat 
laWmalsers seem to liaVe? 

I can't speak for all lawmakers, 
but when I think of the City of Novi. 
I think of a growing dynamic com­
munity that really exemplified the 
economic boom that is taking place 
in Michigan.

zie gels a break until later in the after­
noon, and then has to practice for at 
least two more hours. 

Some days. MacKenzie can spend.up 
lo three solid hours doing nothing but 
rowing on dle water. 

MacKenzie's almost endless hours 
practicing will come to fiiiltion next 
June when she takes part in the 
Olympic time trials for iDwing in NeW 
Jersey. 

At this event she must win two out of 
the three races she will be taking part liL 
If she wins two of these races, she WiH tie 
a member of the Olympic rowing team. 

But while this goal takes a lot of prac­
tice to reach, it leaves little time for 
MacKenzie to take part in other activi­
ties such as work. 

In order for her to stay in Georgia 
practicing for the Olympic time trails, 
MacKenzie must save aU of the mo11ey 
she earns When she -works in the off 
season and she must rely on donations 
to supplement those savings. 

To help her out the National Rowtog 
Foundation has set up an account-in 
her name and is asking for donations.

Since it's inception in 1989. the 
Motorports Museum and Hall of 
Fame has shared its racing dreams 
and memories With thousands of 
fans of motor sports. 

Ix)cated in the No\1 E.xpo Center, 
the 10.000 square-foot facility 
houses merchandise, actual race 
cars, boats and an airplane signify­
ing the great heroes and vehicles 
which will forever be remembered 
in the museum. 

With fans coming from all over 
the countiy to visit the facility, 
president Ronald Watson said 
there is a possibility the museum 
will be moving locations around the 
beginning of 2001. 

"Right now discussions are on­
going but the hot prospect is for us 
to move to the Michigan State Fair­
grounds." Watson said. 

"The Governor is energetic about 
the move and they have dedicated 
a building for the museum. 

"We don't IcnoW exactly as We are 
still discussing leasing terms but 
we need to move'because We need 
more space." 

Watson said organizers have pro­
posed to Invest $1.5 million into a 
38.300 square foot building on the 
fairgrounds. 

With help from other fundralslng 
projects and volunteers, Watson 
said the move Is necessary as the 
need for more space becomes more 
prominent. 

"Personally, it is going to be sad 
to leave Novi," Watson said.

According to Watson, one of the 
catalysts for bringing the Motor-
sports Museum and Hall of Fame 
to Novi was the mystique of the 
Indy race car the NoVl Special. 

Watson said the supercharged V-
8 Novi Special ran between 1946 
and 1965 and dreW many people to 
the races because of it's reputation 
and pure power. 

"It Was knoWn as the most 
famous car that never Won," Wat­
son said. 

"The sound of the engine Was 

memorable. People still talk about 
it." 

With the purchase of the NoVl 
Special, a committee was formed to 
orgafiize how a hall of fame and 
motorsports museum could be put 
together. 

Watson said it Was 
in 1989 when the 
Detroit Grand Prix 
moved from For­
mula I to Indy race 
cars that the 
museum was 
launched with its 
first induction cer­
emony on June 11. 
Currently with 104 
members. each 
year the Motor-
sports Hall ofFame 

has an induction ceremony where 
racing heroes will be made immor­
tal. 

With Horsepower, the trophy 
qrmbolizing the induction into the 
ha11 of fame. Watson said the cere­
mony is always special as fans get 
to meet the drivers and the drivers 
have a sculpture made of them to 
line the walls of the museum. 

"Horsepower stands for triumph­
ing over earth, wind and water — 
from motorcycles to airplanes — all 
areas of motor racing." Watsori 

said. 
"During the ceremony, the thrill 

of getting to knoW these people is 
like nothing else." 

With volunteers exclusively doing 
the work at the Motorsports Muse­
um and Hall of Fame. Watson said 
there is always room for more help. 

"Right now we have about 20 vol­
unteers here but we need a lot 
more." Watson said. 

"There are several projects to do 
from redesigning the gift shop to 
Walking people through the muse­
um as their guide. 

Housing famous Vehicles as the 
1932 Dirt Truck Racer, the Green 
Monster Cyclops and the 1988-
1989 Darrel Waltrip Tide Car. 
motorsports in general and the 
museum are continually growing in 
success. 

"With the growing number of 
household products being spon­
sored, there are a huge number of 
women and children Who are 
enthusiastic about racing." Watson 
said. 

"It is truly a family eVent — 
NASCAR is the fastest growing 
sport In the World."

There are a tltlmber of reasons we fee! the 
decision was the right one: 

• We're talking about public money. Tr\'-
ing to burn,- through the legal hoops involv­
ing millions and millions (JoUars would be 
irresponsible, even for the most astute pub­
lic servants. Given the fact we have several 
new t'a(-es on the council (for whom Monday 
was their second evening spent as council 
members) we think a rush job on such an 
important matter would be an exercise in 
futility. 

• The old bond issue is barely cold in the 
ground. Defeated by voters on Nov. 2. it has­
n't even been one full month for voters to 
rellect on the possibility of another bond 
issue. Out of consideration for those who 
took the time to come out on a cold and rainy 
day to speak their mind, giving the issue a 
rest for a few months seems appropriate. 

• Voters suggested lhal there were too 
many developer-driven road projects on the 
first bond proposal. If Lhe council heeds our 
suggestion — that the road bond issue may

stand a belter chance of passage with such 
items deleted from the list — it's going to take 
some time lo re-work the proposal to satisfy 
those who head to the polls. 

We don't disagree with city manager Ed 
Kriewall. Roads in Novi are in need of atten­
tion, like they were across all of Michigan. 
Waiting too long to rebuild, repave or widen 
our thoroughfares will likely have a detri­
mental effect in the long run. especially since 
demographics suggest Novi's population will 
continue lo go north. 

We know the congestion at Interstate 96 
and Beck, along Meadowbrook and Twelve 
Mile roads. The number of cars in these 
areas takes an annual spike every year start­
ing tomorrow and through New Year's Day. 

But even all those factors don't justify 
rushing through something so important to 
the community. The council made the right 
decision-

The Qty of Novi has done a pretty good 
job in the past oflistlng the agenda to the public before the 
meeting, thus giving the people a chance to come aild 
voice their opinion on a subjert they see is going to be dis­
cussed at the meeting. 

Lorenzo's action is not technically a Viola­
tion of the Open Meetings Act However, to me it seems to

Michigan Economic 
Development Corpora­
tion has just issued a 
provocative report. 
"Strategic Directions 
for Michigan's Future." 
Among other things, 
the report argues that 
.Michigan's economy 
needs to go way 
beyond automotive 
metal bending, it iden­
tifies three areas 
where Michigan has a 

real competitive advantage against other states: 
• Advanced manufacturing, which means high­

ly flcKible. short run. nearly customized manu-
factming capability, an e-xtension of our existing 
base in regular manufacturing. 

• Informadon technology. Headquarters for 
Internet 2. the effort to produce the next version 
of the Internet, is in Ann Arbor. Eveiybody knows 
how fast the Internet is changing the entire 
world, and it only makes sense for Michigan to 
take fullest advantage of the IT capability now 
emerging right here. 

• An enormous chunk of life sciences research 
is now going on in our universities Where, for 
e.xample, the University of Michigan leads the 
nation in sponsored research, much of Which is 
in things medical and biological. State govern­
ment has pledged to plow $50 million per year 
into life sciences initiatives now emerging at U-M, 
MSU and at the Van Andel Institute in Grand 
Rapids. The potential here is awesome. 

What MEDC wants to do is get people focusing 
on how best to get there. 

The report recognizes, for example, that the 
skills and intelligence of our Work force are vital. 
But the perception of many Michigan's brightest 
yoimg people is that there are "hotter economies 
to Work in and cooler places to be." 

The report suggests some good ideas such as 
tax reductions and tuition support for college and 
technical school students and promotion of 
careers in technology at high schools. Using 
money from the tobacco lawsuit settlement. Gov. 
Engler has funded college scholarships at Michi­
gan schools for kids Who score Well on every sec­
tion of the 11th grade MEAP test. This alone 
should encourage many bright kids to stay home 
for college and. hopefully, thereafter 

One idea, not mentioned in the MEDC report, 
has been kicking aroimd for yeaî : Establish a 
Michigan Math and Science Academy, Where the 
brightest kids in the state Would go to get really 
serious math and science training from the best 
teachers in the state. It could start as a summer 
program modeled on the music curriculum of 
Interlochen. but there's no reason it could not be 
year-round and residential. Certainly a state that 
proposes to spend billions on prisons could 
afford to spend a few mlUlons on an institution 
that might keep our science and math Whizzes 
here in Michigan. 

Another area highlighted by the report is 
infî tructure. This begins With adequate roads 
and effective airports and ends With high band­
width fiber optic connections into eveiy home 
and business. Around a third of the Michigan 
business leaders surveyed In the MEDC report 
consider Michigan "in the dark ages" When it 
comes to technology. 

A couple of years ago. I served as a member of 
the Michigan Information Technology Commis­
sion. Supported by a generous grant from the 
Kellogg Foimdatlon, the Conunisslon chewed on 
how best Michigan could become a World leader 
inrr. 

One of the ideas that came out of our (iiscus-
sions Was to create the equivalent of the 
Baldridge Award — a rigorous and much sought-
after award given to companies that absolutely 
excel In their sector — for local cor1lmi1nities that 
get their information technology irlfi:astructiu-e in 
order. Towns that, for instance, require develop­
ers to put fiber optic coimecdons in all new 
homes and offered incentives for phone and cable 
companies to retrofit existing structures With 
fiber could be certified as "Technologically 
Friendly." 

We reasoned that once folks understood What 
such designation could do for local jobs and eco­
nomic development, natural competition between 
communities could spur improvements in infras­
tructure through the entire state Without having 
to rely on the heavy hand of goVemment regula­
tion. 

Reading the MEDC report Is encouraging. It 
suggests the time has passed for hand-Wringing 
about the state of our economy, and it provides 
focus for What needs to be done to groW a diver­
sified and healthy economy Into the coming mil-
lenniian.

At 23, Woodward knows the MEAP 
State Rep. David 
WoodWard. D-Madi-
son Heights, comes 
to the legislature With 
a rather unique per-
spectiVe — he's the 
only laWmaker young 
enough to haVe taken 
the Michigan Educa­
tion Assessment Pro­
gram test in its cur­
rent form and to have 
received, as a result, 
a state endorsed 
diploma. 
At age 23. this fresh­

man has criticisms of the Way the MEAP is run 
presently. Not surprisingly, he plans to Intro­
duce legislation he hopes Will make the edu­
cational assessment test a little better. 

.Among his criticisms is that the current test 
does little more than pit school district against 
school district. It doesn't provide educators 

Work With the students to improve areas of 
Weakness identified in the test 

Furthermore, he'd like to see that teachers 
get copies of the test so they can better teach 
the skills covered. 

He also Wants the results returned to 
schools more quickly, so teachers can Work 
With students on those Weaknesses. As it is, 
the results come too late, he said. 

"The MEAP scores, as they are handled noW. 
simply serve to praise or shim a particular 
school district leaVlng districts little altema-
tlVe but to teach to the exam, or risk a nega-
tlVe stigma. Teaching hoW to take a particular 
exam is much different than teaching materi­
als coVered in the exam for the sake of learn­
ing and gaining knowledge." 

NoW. there is a lot of room for illsagreement 
With the representatlVe. I for one don't think 
it's a bad thing that MEAP test scores alloW 
people to compare one school district to 
another, toitially. that Was one of the key pur­
poses behind the test glVing parents a Way to 
compare and contrast the performance of ,Wlth_the information they really need to 

'improVe the quality'o're'ducaHiSH their 6tu',j 'Schools so that they cOiild-best choose-'(imcre~-the-̂ ^̂ ^ back Wltl1 "rfght.̂ ancl.'Jwrong 

of education. 1 don't haVe an idea how to com­
pare curricula or the quality of the teachers 
and administrators in Various school districts. 

The MEAP then becomes the one tool most 
parents can look at and understand as they 
are shopping for a new home. 

Test administrators Will no doubt object to 
WoodWard's proposal to glVe teachers copies of 
the test They'll say that is a sure Way to leak 
the test to the public, and some students Will 
no doubt get a hold of copies to cheat. Of 
co11rse, that could be easily aVoided by haVing 
seVeral Versions of the test, then mixing and 
matching questions at random, so that stu­
dents taking the test in the future can't possi­
bly knoW What questions they'll see on the 
test 

Still in all, WoodWard's primary suggestion 
of getting detailed InformaUon back to teach­
ers and students on an individual basis so 
they can look at Where they erred Is a Valid 
one. As he points out seeing Where you made 
mistakes can be a Very Valuable learning tool. 
And if MEAP adtnlnlstrators don't Want to glVe 

-dents qte^ettlng. he contends. _ 
"I Want to see it usee a toortS improVc cdu-

catlon." he explained. "Some of the things that 
I know best. I knoW because I got them Wrong 
on a test and I took the time to understand 
Why I got them Wrong." 

WoodWard plans to include in his proposal a 
provision requiring that each • student Who 
takes the test be given an itemized list of their 
ansWers. along With a list of Which Were right 
and Which Were Wrong. WoodWard Would Uke 
to see teachers get back copies of students* 
writing samples With the eValuations placed 
on them by the graders, so that teachers can 

to place their kids When moVlng to a neW 
home. 

Of course I'Ve heard the arguments fi'om 
some that the MEAP is a one-dimensional Way 
to compare districts. Parents Would be better 
off to look at the curriculum, the services and 
programs offered to students, the Variety of 
courses offered by the school districts, and the 
personnel that run the district so the argu­
ment goes. 

They are probably right, but most parents 
really don't knoW What to look for or hoW to 
compare school districts. I knoW I'm certainly 
in that category. Coming firom outside the Add 

marked, they should at least consider glVing 
individual students a list describing the skill 
areas Where they came up short. 

That is after all What education Is. a process 
of learning, testing and then lear111ng again. 

Just saying. 'Sony, you don't knoW basic 
skills. No. you don't meet state standards. No. 
you can't haVe an endorse diploma.' hardly 
seems like adequate feedback.

ConWay 
explained. 

Cantos District Manager Deb Tharp also isn't 
planning her own Wildest night of the century, 
either.

"It's a tradition to Watch old movies and fire up 
the fireplace." 

At Twelve Oaks, the survey found that one in 
four shoppers Will purchase millennium theme 
merchandise, slightly above the national average.

It started as a &niL but the lit­

So .said Northvllle schools 
superintendent Leonard Rezmlers-
kl about Thornton Creek, the first 
dual-muQlcIpallty school built for 
Northvllle. 

Attractive though It ulight me, 
Rezlalerskl said the success of 
Thornton Creek dldn't stop with 
Its appearance. 

"Wc don't Just build schools to 
make fhem look pretty," lie said. 

"There has to be a dear purpose 
to them and functionality Is abso­
lutely necessary." 

The school got Its start In the 
lat^ 1980s and veiy early ln 1990. 
Rezmierski sald. when subdivision 
growth In the Nine Mile and Beck 
roads vldnlty became apparent 

"1 recall driving around With 
(assistant superintendent David 
Bolltho) When that area Was still 
Just a fldd." Rezmierski sald. "We 
saw the homes going ln in phases. 
That Was the visual cilncher We 
needed to kaoW We Were doing the 
rlghtthlng." 

Rezmierski wasn't superlnten-
dent of the Northvllle dlistrlct 
When the land for Tbomtbii Creek 
Was plirchased, but he Was In 
place near the final phases of lts 
construction. For Bolltho, lt Was 
the fiist major bulldlng project he 
had liivolved hlmself With. 
. Because the district managed to 

get In cbntact With landoWners 
early enough,, the price of Thorn-
ton;Ctedc'slandnras almost cer-

talnly a substantial amount less 
than what the same land would go 
for today, Rezlolerksl said. 

That, coupled with the build­
ing's speed and cost of construc­
tion helped get Thornton Creek 
opened on time. 

"Clearly, we were pleased 
because It Was done on time and 
under budget Those are two things 
that made us vety happy," he said. 

Thornton Creek's design and 
functionality have caught the 
attention of many In the education 
fidd, Rezmlerskl sald. 

"From a curriculum delivery 
standpoint lt's a Wonderfiil build-
ing to have in our district," 
Rezmierski said. "It has served the 
district extremely wdl since it Was 
added."

Imagine Thanksgiving dinner. Can vou see 
the candles, bright flowers, family and friends? 
Smell the roast turkey and dressing cooking in 
lhe oven. savor>- mashed potatoes and gra\y, 
enticing sweel potatoes, tangy cranberries, 
crisp vegetables and spicy pumpkin pie. Now 
imagine the fat and calories. 

But don'l give up on sensible Thanksgiving 
eating. Wilh a few modifications to the recipes, 
you can have your favorites and have a healthy 
holiday meal. 

Americans gain an average of sI.\ pounds 
over the holiday season. Ancj .Michigan statis-
Ucs show that 38 percent of blacks and 27 per­
cent of whiles are overweight to begin wilh. 
E.xcess weight is associated wilh heart disease, 
high blood pressure, diabetes, stroke and some 
cancers. Changing the way you eat is the first 
step lo a healthier lifestyle. With slight modifi­
cations in food preparation, you can have the 
food you love with a much lower fat and calorie 
content. 

"With a typical 2,000 calorie-a-day diet, the 
average person should be consuming about 50 
to 60 grams of fat a day." said Kalhy Goldberg, 
culinary specialist at the University of Michigan 
Health System's .M-Fit Community Nutrition 
Program. "A typical Thanksgiving meal would 
have over 100 grams of fat. but that's easily 
modified wilh some easy, quick culinary hints." 

To begin with, turkey is a low-fat food and 
recommended for people on healthy eating 
plans. The dark meat is acceptable, although 
the white meat contains the lowest amount of 
fat. The skin of any poultry is loaded with fat 
and calories. Goldberg recommends that when 
c(X)king a turkey breast, remove the skin prior 
lo cooking. Rub the meat with a small amount 
of acceptable mono-unsaturated oil. such as 
olive or canola. Add herbs and seasonings and 
wrap meat in parchment paper or place in an 
oven baking bag to retain moisture and tex­
ture. 

When making yoliT stuffing, you can increase 
the nutritional Value and enhance the flaVor 
with a few modifications. Use whole-grain 
breads for texture and flavor, substitute broth 
for the butter to decrease the fat. and increase 
the amount of vegetables such as carrots, 
onions, celer>' and mushrooms in your recipe 
to add both fiber and flavor Without adding sig­
nificant calories. 

Don't skip the gravy. Wonderful non-fat 
grav>' can be made using broth, cornstarch and 
a little Kitchen Bouquet seasoning for coloring. 
Mushrooms, soy sauce and strong apple jelly 
give it a savoly flavor. Combine the gravy With 
mashed potatoes that have been mashed With 
non-fat yogurt instead of butter and you have 
the perfect side dish. 

Watch the appedzers and other side dishes, 
as they also can be loaded With fat and calo­
ries. When malting a hot artichoke dip use low-
fat or fat-free substitutions for traditional high 
fat ingredients such as cream cheese. Use this 
modification on dishes containing cheese or 
sour cream. 

What about the finale to your special feast? 
"Dessert is an important part of the meal and 
should always be enjoyed in moderation." said 
Goldberg. "Pumpkin and apple pies are good 
choices With modifications to the crust. Make 
crusts out of graham crackers, ginger snaps, or 
a whole-grain cereal. Substitute evaporated 
skim milk for condensed whole milk and use 
two egg Whites in place of one Whole egg in 
your recipes." 

Here are some other hints to avoid overindul­
gence t11is holiday season: 

• Avoid going to your holiday celebration 
famished. Have a light breakfast and lunch 
prior to your holiday meal. 

• Enjoy a small serving of your favorite food 
rather than avoiding it altogether and feeling 
restricted or deprived. 

• Eat lightly the next day. focusing on extra 
fiiiit and Vegetables.
