City officials are now saying the NoVi Ice 
Arena had a $350,000 financial loss, not a 
deficit, and its financial problems are slow­
ly diminishing. 

According to a recent financial report 
issued by the Novl Paries and Recreation 
Department and the Finance Department, 
the arena had a $350,000 loss as of July. 

The report detailed the finances of the 
arena during the first month of Suburban 
Arena Management's control and revealed 
Suburban earned a $20,000 profit in its 
first month.

"Things are going Well, l am happy to 
say." said Suburban fVesident Tom Anas-
tos. 

According to Novl Finance Director Kathy 
Smld1-Roy, the cumuladve deficit of the 
arena as of Oct 3l Was $128,000. During a 

budgeting session last 
year, the arena's accu­
mulated deficit Was esti­
mated at $350,000. 
However, this Was a mis­
statement and should 
have been explained as a 
loss and not a deficit. 

T Smith-Roy said. 
When the ice arena Was first opened, it 

had $405,000 In revenue from bonds. 
Smlth-Roy'explained. 

"The Ice arena Was in existence since the 
day We got approval of the bonds from a 
financial standpoint." she said. 

1n a Novi City CouncU budget session In 
May, it Was discovered the Novl Ice Arena 
lost $359,000. This still left $46,000 in rev­
enue at the end of that fiscal year, Smith-
Roy further explained. 

Before management Was finally assumed 
by Suburban, the city lost another 
$174,000 in the ice arena leaVtag a deficft 
of $128,000. Smith-Roy said. 

The deficit is being tumed aroimd by 
Suburban, as seen With its $20,000 profit 
for its first month, she added.

Both students and faculty at .N'ovi .Meadows are 
going through a time of transition, but the school's 
construction projects are mo\ing along according to 
plans. 

"We are in a reno\-auon phase where we are creating 
a uniqueness the school didn't have before." Principal 
Timothy Falls said. 

'There is going to be a new heating system, new ceil­
ing llie. redesigned classrooms — there are going to be 
a lot of great changes." 

With construction costs for renovations of the old 
middle school and .Novl .Meadows at S8.2 million, 
upon completion the new .N'ovi Meadows will have sep­
arate fiftJi grade and sLvth grade schools. 

With 950 fifth and sb.ih grade students attending 
the school this year and an estimated 987 students 
attending during the 2000-2001 school year. .N'ovi 
.Meadows kids vnll have room to stretch out upon com­
pletion of the project. 

"We ulll have two band rooms, two art rooms and 
two foreign language rooms for the upper elementar>' 
school." Falls said. 

There will be a student bookstore, media center and 
more accessible bath.'-ooms for the students." 

Separated by the InsiructlonaJ Technology' Center. 
.\o\1 .Meadows and the old middle school shared the 
facility until June of this year, before the faculty and 
staff of the middle school moved into their stylish new 
facility. 

Falls said after the old middle school was empty, a 
barrier was put up to keep that wing from being 
accessible to students while construction crews came 
in to begin the conversion of the old school the new 
sbah grade house. 

With a completion goal around the time of spring 
break. Falls said at that Ume students will move to the 
new house while construction begins on the Novi 

Meadows side. 
Falls said the renovations of Novi Meadows shoulc 

be completed by December 2000 and then the fiftl 
graders will be in the .Meadows side and the stoj-
graders will be in the former middle school. 

"A part of the problem is the great distance betweer 
the two houses." Falls said. 

"We are going to ha\'e an ofilce in each of the hous­
es because it may take 10 minutes to move from one 
house to the next." 

So with the distance, two offices will constructed, 
each housing one counselor for fifth graders and one 
counselor for sixth graders. 

There will also be a gym in each house and a cafete­
ria in each house. 

"Right now we have four serving lines in the cafete­
ria and we will still have four serving lines — now it 
will be four in each house." Falls said. 

"It will give the students a greater opportunity to 
enjoy more of their lunch and recess time." 

Like the rest of the Novi School District, the Mead­
ows is implementing more team teaching. 

"With movable walls in some of the classes and sep­
arated work areas, there will be opportunities for 
large-group, regular-group and small-group instruc­
tion." Falls said. 

"We have designed the facility to meet the instruc-
donal needs of the students." 

Last April, the school defalcated their new play­
ground and next year, the Meadows will have central­
ly-located but separated bus and parent drop-off 
points. 

"What has been nice about this arrangement is the 
kids haven't heard any of the iloise or seen any dust." 
Falls said. ".As far as safety and education, eveiything 
has been great."

Bair said driVers should pay par-
tlcu1ar attention to Whether sisals 
are operating or blacked out lmme-
diately after 11jldnight on Dec. 31. 

If there are poWer outages, Bair 

said. RCOC Will power traffic sig­
nals at approximately 20 key inter­
sections With gas-powered genera­
tors. Which Wi11 be insta11ed as soon 
as possible after the power goes 
out. All other "Mack" signalized 
Intersections Will function as foi1r-
Way stops. 

"DriVers should treat intersec­
tions With "black" trafiSc signals as 
four-way stops on Jan. 1 Just as 
they should any other time." Bair 
stated. "That means drivers should 
stop at the intersections and yield 
right of-way to Vetiicles that arrived 
at the intersection before they did. 

"When your turn comes, double-
check to make svire no one else is 
coming through the intersection 
and proceed slowly and cautiously 
so that other driVers haVe a chance 
to see that you are going," Balr 
stated. 

It is RCOCs goal to post tempo-
raiy stop signs at many of the 
major Intersections Where a gener­
ator is hot placed, but It may talcc 

some time to install the signs if the 
poWer outage is Widespread. 

Police officers and local munici­
pal employees are also expected to 
he on hand at as many busy inter­
sections as possible to help ensiBre 
traffic flows smoothly in the eVent 
of power outages. 

Balr said RCOC purchased addi­
tional temporary stop signs in 
anticipation of the event.

According to state Rep. David 
YToodward. D-Madison Heights, 
tihere are 20 incurabie "b1ood-
Ijome pathogens" that cou1d be 
transmitted to a doctor, nurse or 
(ientist through a needie stick 
ijijury. 
; The Center for Disease Control 

esti1nates that some 600.000 nee­
dle sticlc injuries occt1r across the 
laatlon each year, yet less than 15 
pCTcent of hospitals and medical 
facilities use safety needles, 
designed to reduce the rlslc of stick 
injuries and already available on 
the market today. 

WoodWard and Rep. Paul 
DeWeesc. R-Williamston. are 
proposing legislation to mandate 
that medical offices in Michigan 
switch to safety needles. Woodward 
explained that the cheapest of' 
these deVices' simply have a 
retractable guard that moves to 
coVer the needle after the injection 
is finished. 

Rather than mandate Which 
device lie used. DeWeese said the 
blijs Would create a panel tmder 
the state Department of Communi­
ty'̂ Health to review safety needles 
aTOllablc on the tnarket and list 
those acceptable for use in Michi­
gan. 

-The bills are sure to be popular 
wfth hospital nurses. Whose t1nions 
arid associations have been advo­
cating the switch to the safer nee­
dles. But hospital administrators 
are concerned With the cost of the 
n^v regulation. DeWeese 
explained.

According to WoodWard. the cost 
of safety needles comes to about 20 
cents per needJcv While that may 
not sound like much. DeWeese 
pointed out that hospitals use nee­
dles In Veiy high Volumes. 

Woodward said that the costs of 
trcaOng a health care employee 
who has siiffercd a needle stick 
Injvliy Is Very high as Well. Once 
stuck, the worker must be moni­
tored through the use of blood 
tests evay six months for several 
years to determine If some disease 
has been passed. Each blood test 
costs $500, he said. 

-Both bills have been refeired to 
the House Committee on Health 
Ptillqr. DeWeese said the bills W111 
lltety come up for a Vote early next 
year.

"What were my choices? 1 could 

either have a lemonade stand or 
deliver papers. I wasn't too inter­
ested in doing either one of those 
things." Swamba said. 

"1 was sort of the grunt laboL" 
So dish Washing it Was. But for 

all the used plates and glasses he 
helped clean, Swamba also had 
some time to observe cooks in 
action and made mental notes 
along the way about how the 
kitchen hands made the meals 
people ordered. 

As time Went on, SWamba 
Jumped restaurants and worked at 
both Northville's Maciiinnon's and 
Crawford's. It was at Crawford's 
that SWamba got his first real 
introduction into food preparation, 
lt happened when one of the regu­
lar cooks called in sick, forcing 
management at the former 
NorthVllle eatery to enlist SWam-
ba's help. 

"lt Was something relatively sim­
ple, if I remember." SWamba said. 

"A sandwich or a salad or some­
thing like that. But the big thing 

was getting the experience. I loved 
it." 

Swamba continued bouncing 
around restaurants through his 
years attending Northville High 
School and began working at 
Meadowbrook Country Club after 
graduating. He said he wanted to 
wait and save some money so he 
could begin attending Schoolcraft 
College's School of Culinary Arts, 
one of the most Well-regarded such 
places in the country. 

Swamba said he was put to the 
test at Schoolcraft, sharpening his 
skills to the point Where he was 
able to participate with his class­
mates at several national culinaiy 
arts competitions and managed to 
Win a host of medals for dishes he 
helped prepare. 

"The competitions Were probably 
the best part about going (to 
Schoolcraft) SWamba said. 

"We'd spend' all morning long 
practicing and practicing the dish­
es until We finally got everything 
right." 

His talents didn't go unnoticed, 
and after graduating from School­

craft in July. Swamba spent time 
working al the Rilz Carlton in 
Dearborn and The Farm Restau­
rant in Port .Austin.

The restaurant specializes in 
high-quality kosher dishes, pre­
pared according to Jewish cuslom. 
At La Difference. Swamba works as

"A lot of people hear the term 
'kosher food' and think of potato 
paj-icakes or mal;co balls, but that's 
Just the traditional side of the 
foods." Swamba said. 

"We specialize in fresh fish and 
vegetable dishes here." 

Swamba said he spends a good 
portion of his time reading trade 
publications and professional Jour­
nals, seeking new methods of 
preparing foods. All of that is done, 
he said, in the hope of living out his 
ultimate dream - to become a certi­
fied master chef Only 55 CMCs 
work in the United States. 

"About 15 years ago. people 
heard "chef and it didn't really 
mean much." he said.

Swamba said he truly enjoyed 
cooking and the culinary arts, 
despite the long evening hours, 
lack of weekend time off and 
almost certain Job responsibilities 
he has on holidays. 

"You really have to loVe this Job." 
he said. "1 do. l look forward to 
coming in here and doing What l 
do." 

About the only time SWamba 
said he didn't enjoy cooking Was at 
the end of the day. 

"I'm pretty burned out by the 
time I get home." he Joked. 

"I think I'll be asking my Wife to 
help me out at home in the kitchen 
a fair amount."

If the expansion doesn't happen. 
Jim Gallogly. City of Northville 
department of public works direc­
tor, said the amount of space left in 
the cemetery could fill witliin Just a 
few years. 

"It Would be really tough for the 
Whole area." he said. 

"People Would have to go to pri­
vate areas in surrounding commu­

nities like Livonia or South Lyon." 

Rural Hill is located at the inter-
sectipn of Fairbrook and South 
Rogers. The cemetery, Whllch con­
sists of about 18 acres of land. Was 
started in 1885 When some local 
residents bought a farm and 
tumed it into a cemetery. The city 
assumed responsibility for the 
cemetery in the 1940s. 

Today, about 200 grave sites are 
available in the cemetery, however, 
about ICQ sites sell armually. 

Gallogly said the city Wants to 
expand onto six acres south of the 
southernmost border of the ceme­
tery. The expansion, which Would 
include new roads and knocking 
down trees among other things. 
Would expand the hfe of the ceme-
teiy by between 30 and 50 years. 

Gallogly said the project would 
cost at least $100,000. If every­
thing goes as plarmed. Work on the 
project Would begin late in the 
summer of 2000. 

HoWeVer. the township must 
approve the expansion and Gallo­
gly said neighbors might not like 
the idea of the e.xpansion. 

"The public hearings for this 

issue should be kind of hot," he 
said. 

Gallogly said he's been told the 
toWnsliip Will hold a pub11c hearing 
on the expansion in the early part 
of 2000.

The American Heart Association 
suggests that the decision to shov­
el siiow should not be made lightly. 
Shoveling snow might be one of the 
most.-stj'enuous activities some 
peojgjg^^^er attempt. Lifting a 
sho^eF^^wl th snow tremen­
dously iriqsases the heart's Worlt-
load. It's natiual for the blood ves­
sels to temporally narrow in cold 
Weather. Too much strain on the 
heart during these conditions 
could cause a heart attack. 

Dr. Bany Franklin, director of 
Cardiac Rehabilitation at William 
Beaumont Hospital has some infor­
mation that might make you think 
before you pick up that shovel. 
"Several years ago. researchers 
found that the heart rate and blood 
pressure responses to shoveling 
hea\'y Wet snow often approached 
and exceeded the same responses 
during maximum exercise testing. 
.And, Within two minutes, most 
subjects had already exceeded 
their upper heart rate limit for aer­
obic exercise training." 

According to The .American Heart 
Association, anyone Who chooses 
to shovel shouid take precautions: 

• Warm up before you begin to 
shovel. 

• Pace your Work and take fre­
quent periods of rest. 

• 1.ift small, rather than large 
loads of snow. 

• Refrain from consutning large 
meals before and after s"hoveling. 

• Do not consume alcohol, caf­
feine, or use tobacco before or after 
shoveling, 

• Avoid lilhaling cold air by Wear­
ing a breathing mask or muffler, 

• Protect exposed areas of the 
body from frostbite, another snow 
shoveling risk. 

In persons Who are normally 
inactive. With knoWn or hidden 
heart disease, snow shoveling can 
trigger heart attacks and even sud­
den cardiac death. People Who are 
most at risk are men and Women 
over 40 years of age With a history 
of heart disease or symptoms that 
suggest a cartliac problem. Hiey 
include angina, palpitations or 
dizziness. .Also at risk are those 
people With one or more of the 
majbir coroi1a1y risk factors 
(dgarette smoking, high blood 
pressure, elevated blood choles­
terol, or a sedentaty lifestyle). For 
these people, the tiest solution Is 
not to shovel at all. 

The American Heart Association 
stresses, knoî ilng the signs of a 
heart attack and getting to the hos­
pital l1mnedlately can save your 
life. If you have any of these signs, 
get help fast 

• Uncomfortable pressure, full­
ness, squeezing or pain ln the cen­
ter of the chest lasting for more 
than a few minutes. 

• Pain spreading to shoulders, 
arms or neck. 

• Chest discomfort With light­
headedness, falntlng, sweating, 
nausea or shortness of breath.

.-•'.dditionally. lice are mainly 
acquired by head-lo-head contact 
v-'lth anolher person's hair. Howev­
er, some are transferred by sharing 
(ombs. hats and other hair acces-
so.nes. It is also possible tor them 
to remain in bedding or uphol­
stered furniture for a brief time. 
Pillowcases, nighiclothes. towels 
and stuffed animals should be 
washed and dried with heat 
according to the web site. HaÎ 'ard 
e.vperts also recommended that 
combs, brushes, hats, and other 
hair accessories in contact w.-lih an 

infected person should be washed 
in hot water every day. 

The worst these lousy lice can 
do, the website noted, is cause 
some annoyance and sensitivity of 
the scalp dut to louse saliva and 
feces. It is rare they said, for lice to 
cause any serious damage or ill­
ness. 

However, since children are the 
ones most often affected by lice, 
schools are still concerned that a 
child found to have lice is u-eated 
quickly and effectively. .Raynes 
said. 

'We are foliou-ing the Wayne 
County Department of Health's 'Mt 
Free' guidelines as each school 
does. "RavTies said. 

.-\ccording to the Wayne Counts-
Health Depanment. at the llrst 
sign of lice, a child will be excluded 
from school unUl first treatment of 
lice removal is completed and all 
lice and viable e.ggs are destroyed. 
This is generally for a period of 

seven to 10 days, .''i child may be 
excluded again if the they are rein-
fesied or if a second dose of the 
treatment does not kill all of the 
lice and their eggs. 

"Once the child has been treated 
we request proof of treatment." 
Raynes said. "Parents can bnng in 
the label or bottle of the u-eatment 
they used." RayTles said. 

There are many treatments avail­
able for lice removal according to 
the Hart'ard website. The "old-fash­
ioned" way of "nit- picking" or 
mechanically removing lice and 
nits with a louse or nit comb. This 
can. however, be very time con­
suming, often requiring several 
hours each night for several nights 
to remove all of the lice and their 
eggs. 

V\^en using this method, the 
child's hair should be washed and 
detangled before attempting to use 
a louse comb on it. according to the 
website. 

when removing the offending 
insects they recommend combing 
from the hair shaft towards the 
scalp to loosen the eggs from the 
hair. Combs should then be 
cleaned frequently and thoroughly. 

Special shampoos can also be 
used to get rid of the pests. A 
shampoo containing permethrin or 
pvTethrins specifically labeled for

use on people are recommended by 
the .Harvard e.xperts. These treat­
ments usually have to be repeated 
10 days after the first applicau'on. 

There are also several homeo­
pathic remedies. suffocating 
agents, and antibiotics. 

However, the experts recom­
mended consulting a physician 
before using any of these methods. 

Raynes said linore information is 
available at Winchester, including 
a video and pamphlets.

safety in the coilimunily. People 
are concerned wilh the millennium 
change and we want people lo I'eel 
safer that nif̂ ht. 

'And we are also tî -ing lo send a 
message to people who nlighi go 
out and drink ihal they should be 
aware of the consequences." 

MacKenzle said the purpose of 
Y2CARE is to increase scrutiny 
upon individuals who have been 
convicted of drunk driving and are 
under the supervision of Lhe Oak­
land County District Courts. 

"One can predict the danger sim­
ply by looking at New Year's Eve 
and New Year's Day al the begin­
ning of 1999. a Ume with far less 
social significance." MacKenzle 
said. 

"In that 24-hour time frame, 
drunk drivers — nationally — 

killed 159 people." 
According lo MacKenzle. by 

ensuring that the convicted drunk 
drivers are closely monitored, tlie 
hi.ghways and roads of Oakland 
County will be much safer. 

This program comes from the 
Town Hall meeting we had a year 
ago in October." MacKenzle said.

With each of the Oakland Coun­
ty DisWcl Courts In the process of 
reviewing records of the defendants 
who have been convicted and sen­
tenced to current terms of proba­
tion, the individuals, over 1.000 
defendants, are considered to be at 
a higher risk of recidivism. 

MacKerlzie said those were the 
people who will be ordered into the 
Y2CARE program. 

As part of the Y2CARE. 11 sites 

have been created throughout 
southeastern Michigan, eight in 
Oakland County, where the defeil-
danls will be required to appear for 
alcohol and drug testing between 
the hours of 6 p.m. and 8 p.m. on 
Dec. .31. 1999 and from 7 a.in. to 9 
a.m. on Jan. 1. 2000. 

MacKerlzie said these sites will 
be staffed by meinbers of each 
organization and volunteers from 
M.\DD. 

Also. MacKeiizie added there are 
currently over 100 defendants who 
are deemed high risk and will be 
required to remain in their homes 
during this time period. 

"Michigan House Arrest will 
attach an alcohol monitoring 
device to their telephone," he said. 

"Through computers, the alcohol 
breathing device will be attached 
froni a band around the leg to the 

telephone and lhe defendants vvnll 
have to breathe into the phone to 
ensure that they have not con­
sumed alcohol. 

"These people will be called on 
different occasions during the New 
Year's period."

Continued from I 
facing a Feb. 9 sentencing by 
Judge Fred Mesten 

The infant's September 1987 
death was originally ruled an acci­
dent by the Oakland County Medi­
cal Examiner's Office. Bums told 
police the infant choked on a plas­
tic ice cube given to her to help 
with teething. But two women 
came forward in November of 1997 
with enough new informaUon for 
NoVi Police to reopen the case. 

Burns' 18-year-old niece and a 
friend, Pamela Iveson. tesUfied that 
he felt guilty about the death and 
had shoved the^cube down her 
tiiroat to stop her from crying. Novi 
Police DetecUve Paul Stuligross 
invesUgated and said Burns con­
fessed to the crime. TesUmony also 
pointed to Burns's use of marijua­

na that day. 
"The marijuana, alcohol and his 

anger were things the jury found 
disturbing." said Burns's attorney 
Robert White this week. SUU. White 
maintains the death was an acci­
dent.

If tha i 
is loo early lo gel o u l of your paja­
mas a n d head for city hall , no prob­
lem. Everything will be televised on 
Novi's cable C h a n n e l 13 and you 
can tune in and watch thie candi ­
dates s q u i r m while you're m u n c h ­
ing y o u r Cheerios. 

A n d this bodes well for the more 
open approach lo government the 
new counci l a n d mayor say they're 
bringing to Novi. T h i s is also a good 
trial by fire for the five hopefuls who 
would like to take over the he lm at 
city hal l - Novi's own Director of 
Deve lopmenta l Services . Kerreen 
Conley and Director of Publ ic Ser­

vices T o n y Nowicki . as well as 
Farmington Ass is tant City Manager 
Bill Richards . Rochester 'Hi l l s City 
.Administrator M a r c O i l and Howell 
Interim C i i v Manager D . Wavne 
O'Neal. 

Novi's city manager is often in the 
hoi seat, so they might as well be 
prepared.

A city manager also has to be a 
wheeler-dealer with a n ability to 
work with the developers who will 
continue to knock o n Novi's door. In 
a state that does not permit impact 
fees, he or she must have the saVvy 
to negotiate, d ie most Ihey can gel 
for Novl in "the way of infrastlrljcture 
improvements from developers. 

Novi's new city manager mus t be 
prepared to help p lan for the city's 
bright future, but also be braced 
a n d ready if the worst should hap­
pen and Novl loses its appeal on the 
Sandstone case.

I s G o v . E n g i e r r u t i n I f i g o u t o f g a s ? 
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The big political 
news last week was 
the legislature's fail­
ure to authorize 
more charier 
schools, despite 
weeks of intensive 
arm twisting and 
foot stomping by 
Gov. John Engier ' 
Amazingly, the 
defeat was bipani-

san. House 
Democrats have 
never been 

enthused by the charter school movement, 
though some reps from Detroit find them a 
better alternative than the public schools. 
Although most Republicans are ideological­
ly pro-charter, the governor's kev failure 
Was to win over a handful of moderate GOP 
legislators, some of whom had been 
endorsed by the very anti-charter teachers' 
union, the Michigan Education Associa­
tion. 

Engler's spin meisters tried to put on a 
brave face, talking cheerily about gelUng 
back to the issue after the New Year. But 
this defeat, so unexpected for a politician 
as experienced and capable as Engier. got 
me to musing about this governor now in 
his third term in office. 

After the Republican landslide last 
November, everybody expected John Engier 
to bestride the state like a colossus. His 
Republican Party controlled both houses of 
the legislature, had a 5-2 iron grip on the 
Suprenle Court and won all the executive 
offices except for Attorney General. The 
governor had only to nod his head, so the 
conventional wisdom went, and stuff would 
happen. Quick. 

But it hasn't quite worked out that way. 
Consider three examples. 

First was this fall's bungled attempt to 
clip the wings of Attorney General Jennifer 
Granholm, the only Democrat to survive 

last year's debacle. Republican bills 
attempting to cut back the force of her 
opinions were roundly criticized as a naked 
power grab, and when documents were 
leaked proving the whole plot was initialed 
in the governor's office. John Engier wound 
up with lots of egg on his face. 

Second was the Governor's attempt to 
persuade Secretarv' of Slate Candace 
Miller to be a team player and run against 
popular U.S. Rep. Da\id Bonier the Demo­
cratic minorit}' leader in the House of Rep­
resentatives and a favorite GOP target. A 
component in the calculus was that such a 
campaign likely would have derailed 
Miller's interest in running for governor 
against Engler's hand-picked candidate, Lt. 
Gov. Dick Postumus. 

•Miller eventually said. "Thanks, but no 
thanks." Recently, she's been talking about 
her interest in running for governor 

Third is the slill unresolved spat over a 
constitutional amendment to allow direct 
public support for private and religious 
schools. Headed by billionaire Dick DeVos, 
the husband of stale Republican Party 
Chair Betsy De'V'os. a bunch of hard line 
GOP stalv.-arts are hell bent to collect 
enough signatures to put the measure on 
the ballot next November Engier has been 
Irving his darndesi lo kill the drive because 
he's afraid passions ignited by the measure 
might increase turnout ne.xt November and 
thus Jeopardize U.S. Senator Spencer Abra­
ham's campaign for reelection. 

Despite public disclosures of barbed cor­
respondence, meetings of the Republican 
Stale Central Committee and assorted 
attempts to kiss and make up. the fight 
bettveen the governor and some of his clos­
est political friends and allies is still going 
on. It's not a pretty sight for any colossus, 
least of all John Engier 

All of which brings to my mind the Iron 
Rule of Michigan Politics: No governor in 
his/her right mind should run for a third 
term. 

The reasons are compelling. After eight 
long years in office, all the good ideas a 
governor came in with are pretty much 
used up. Moreover most of the bright peo­
ple who had the good Ideas have been 
drained dry after eight years and have gone 
on to better jobs outside state government. 
Finally, any governor worth his/her salt 
will Inevitably make enemies in the course 
of daily governing. After eight years in 
office, any governor thinking third term 
better also think of the number of snakes 
lying in the high grass, ready to strike. 

Worst, after eight years as governor an 
office abounding with perks and awash 
with sycophants, even the most balanced 
person will be imder tremendous pressure 
to let it go to his/her head. The ancient 
Greeks called it "hubris," which my dictio­
nary defmes as "overbearing pride or pre­
sumption." Whether it's hubris or a swelled 
head, it's most imattractive. and you see it 
most In third terms. 

History endorses the "no third term 
under any circumstances" doctrine. 

William MilUken. perhaps Michigan's 
best loVed former Governor had a terrible 
time in his third term. Jim Blanchard sim­
ply ran out of gas at the end of his second 
term: his campaign for a thfrd term was 
mishandled from start to finish. 

Engier himself talked grandly about "two 
terms and out" at the start of his governor­
ship. Well, he's a year into his thfrd term. I 
wonder If he worries about how the next 
couple of years are going to turn out. Or Is 
his heavy InVoIvement in the presidential 
campaign of Texas Gov. George W. Bush 
his strategy for an early exit from thfrd 
term woes?

City governments Will no longer 
be able to rcqufre thefr employees 
live In town, imder a settlement 
reached last Week by Michigan laW-
makers. 

But municipalities can limit the 
: distance Workers reside from thefr 
city of employment to no more than 
20 miles. 

SUte lawmakers accepted the 
20-mlle-radlus compromise 
Wednesday, Dec. 8, In a 66-44 Vote 

in the House and a 26-9 Vote in the 
Senate. 

The bill vras priisented to the gov­
ernor Friday. Dec. 10. Gov. John 
Engier has said he Will sign the bill. 

But debate over the issue may 
not tie over. Democrats Who oppose 
the bill have prolnised to launch a 
petition drive to overturn it. Rep. 
Mike Hanley. D-SaglnaW, and Sen. 
Vlrgll Smith. D-Detroit. said they'll 
Work With groups like the Michigan 
Munldpal League to reverse the 
neW laW. 

This Wm be on thc ballot. This 

Will be a Vote for which you Will be 
held to account," Hanley told 
Republican supporters of the bill. 

Smith. Who argued the state t>an 
on residency rules Will cause ftir-
ther deterioration of the dty of 
Detroit as employees there seek to 
leaVe town, said the bill Would 
resuft In a $20 milllon loss for that 
co11imunlty in the coming Census 
count. 

Noting that 90 communities 
throughout the state have some 
type of residency rule for employ-
ces. Smith promised to put the 

issue on the ballot next fall. 
This is about dvU liberties In the 

state of Michigan," Sen. Loren Ben­
nett, R-Canton, prlmaiy sponsor of 
the bill, said. This Is about the 
rights of Individuals to live Where' 
they Want to live. It's about putting 
the Interests of people ahead of the 
interests of govemmeiit, as our 
founding fathers sald they should 
be." 

In the House, representatives 
Voted 66-44 for the conference 
report Rep. Nancy Cassis, R-Novl-
ton. Voted yes.

been scheduled, he said. 

It was lough when Suburban 
first came in. because many groups 
had already signed contracts for Ice 
lime. Anastos said. Since Anastos 
planned on raising the price of ice 
time at lhe arena, he had to work 
very closely wilh the groups that 
were already there. 

Success has also been achieved 
in selling advertising space at the 
arena. .Anastos said. All of the 
dasher boards in the main arena 
have been sold and more sales are 
e.\-pecled in the auxiliary rink. 

Changes made to the conces­
sions menu to eliminate some 
unneeded items, the additional of a 
new skate sharpener and the 
installation of a new accounting 
system have also added to the 
financial turn-around of the arena, 
Anastos said.

Community Sports Park enthusi­
asts will no longer need lo hold 
that. er. thought. 

.At the park at Eight Mile and 
Napier road, resirooms. a conces­
sions stand and a shelter are final­
ly being constructed, it's all pan of 
the changing focus of tl1e Novi 
Parks and Recreation Department. 

As iNovi continues to groiv. Parks 
and Recreation Director Dan Davis 
said the city is at the point where 
department is shifting from acqui­
sition of land to the operational 
and maintenance needs of the 
property, including at the Sports 
Park. 

"The contractor is prettv' much 
working according to schedule." 
Davis said. 

"All the roofs are basically done 
and as the weather permits, he will 

be out during the winter months. 
"There are two buildings oul 

there and they will be finished up 
and operational at the beginning of 
the season in spring." 

With eight ball fields. sLx soccer 
fields, two tennis and sand volley­
ball courts and basketball courts 
— Davis said the departmenl is 
also planning on doing some fenc­
ing around some of the fields, 
adding parking lot lights, perimeter 
walkways and the possibility of 
adding some more picnic shelters. 

"We are always in the mode of 
updating, evaluating and reviewing 
the development of the parks." 
Davis added. 

Operating on a yearly budget of 
about $2 million. Davis said there 
is about $440,000 which goes to 
park maintenance, staffing and the 
acquisition of equipment for all of 
the parks. 

With a full-time staff of four peo­
ple and the recent acquisition of 
the Eleven Mile Road and Wixom 
Road park, Davis added budget 
concerns will be addressed lo City 
Council as the department contin­
ues to grow. 

"As we have added more opera­
tional and maintenance needs 
because of growth, it is going to 
require more money for the depart­
ment." Davis said. 

~\Ve are going to need people at 
specific locations on a daily basis. 
Right now we have people spread 
out all over the place. 

"We knew this was going to hap­
pen as we grow and now We need to 
address it." 

Davis added the as yet uimamed 
park at Eleven Mile Road and 
Wixom Road will have 12" tennis 
courts, four soccer fields and other 
playground equipment and ame111-

ties. 
Also, a picnic shelter has been 

recently been added to the tennis 
courts and nature trails at NoVl 
Rotary Park. 

And now that North Novl Park ls 
not going to be conVerted into a golf 
course. Davis said the Parks Com-
11l1ssion Wi11 1ook at a coup1e of the 
conceptua1 plans already drafted 
for the park and use those as a 
starting point. 

"We have got a good site analysis 
and after the first of the year We 
WlU be inviting people to become 
part the process." Davis said. 
' "Hopeftilly We can come up With 
a plan that the entire community 
can embrace."

Io you. it isn't. 

• .-X thank-you nole should be sent as 
soon as possible after receiving a gift and no 
later than tv;o weeks afler reci-ipt. 

• You need noi write a thank-you note to 
members of your immediate familv bul a 
lovinu g(-stur(- if you do. 

• M(-Iition the gift by name in your letter. 
If il is a liift of money, tell how you uill use 
it. 

• Yes. evi-n if Ihe gift is a sweater in a hor­
rid shade of green, which you would never 
wear, or a statue that is groie.sque and you 
will never dispkiy it and would rather hide 
Ihem in ilu- far reaches of the basement or 

donate to the Salvation .-Xrmy. you must 
acknowledge il. Simply say you found the 
gift interesting and you appreciate ihcir 
thoughtfulness. .Never say anything negative 
aboul a gift, and unless the .sender suggests 
it. do not ask about exchanging it. 

• Let the children see you writing your let­
ters and help them in doing theirs. If it 
becomes a habit in early life, they will auto­
matically carry it on into their adulthood. 

• Without .i doubt, writing a thank-you 
note, whether it be for a gift, for a sen-ice 
rendered, for a helpful gesture, for a kind 
thought, uill put you in a special ralegorv'. 
People will perceive you as someone v.-iih 
charm and elegance. 

Unfortunately, most households think of 
writing thank-you letters as a "female thing" 
and the woman usually ends up responding. 
Wrong! Men should be just as responsible in 
doing this chore, not only in the home bui 
in the business arena. WTien an e.xeculive in 
your company takes you to lunch or invites 
you to a tiinner party in his or her home, or 
a representative from anolher organization 
treats you to a meal or an evening out. a 
thank-you note should go out to ihem 
immediately. 

Even two days later is too late and loses 
its impact. That host uill think of you as a 
considerate, thoughtful person and. who 
knows? — it could be remembered when 
promotions, merit Increases or doing busi­
ness with others are being considered. 

A last note; do not feel that you must have 
the niost expensive bonded paper or a Cross 
pen in order to write a note. Of course, it is 
always ele.ganl to have special uriting male-
rials, however, the most important thing 

about a Iciier is llial it .gets written and 
sent. It tells the receiver Ihal "for a few min­
utes of this day, I put everything else aside 
and made you'inip(3rt:inl enough for me to 
sit douii and write to you," 

For instance, not loo long a.go I sent some 
Hems to a relative of someone who has 
recentlv married into niy family. A few days 
later. 1 received a letter from him. Because 
he was born and raised in Greece, it is not 
alw.ays easy lor him to e.xpress his thoughts 
in English.. 

Yes. there were misspelled words. Yes. 
nrammar and punctuation were not perfect, 
and yes. il was uTiiien on a sheet of paper 
simplv torn from a tablet. But I cannot tell 
vou how deeply 1 was touched by this basic 
"courtesy, knouing that it may have been a 
chore for him to get his thoughts down on 
paper. 

That simple note is one that I truly trea­
sure and his writing, it has increased my 
esteem for this charIning man by many 
notches. 

So this holiday, while you are purchasing 
your greeting cards, pick up some stationery' 
or a box of thank you cards and use them 
now and throughout the new millennium. 

Happy holidays...and happy writing.

One comment on the previous column. Jason 
pointed out that his goal of a 7-poi1nd weight loss 
did not seem like much. Weight is only the tip of the 
iceberg when it comes to your appearance goals. 
The percentage of weight from body fat and lean 
muscle is the key. 

Jason's goal is a 10-pound body fat reduction, 
but his goal of a slight increase in lean muscle off­
sets the overall weight loss goal. The amount of lean 
muscle a person wants or needs to add W111 directly 
influence the overall weight goal. Do not use a 
weight scale as your only indicator ofyour fitness. 

For example, if you lost 5 pounds. Wou1dn"t that 
be nice? But. if it came from lean muscle and Water, 
wbaX. hiave you really done? Well, you haVe lost Valu­
able muscle and dehydrated yourself. Not only Is 
this.temporaiy, but not healtî ..(Donvcrsely. if you 
added two or three pounds but it Was weD-needed 
Water (not to carry excess water but to be properly 
hydiated for health), and a little ofwell-placcd mus­
cle that might be fine, but if you are oiiy using the 
Weight scale, you will get a false reading. 

The foDowing is a recap of Jason's five visits so 
far. Jason's coach and trainer. Lesley Pagnucdo 
Wrote them: 

• Session One 
Jason and 1 Went over his profile packet that Was 

given to him at his initial consultatloa We talked 
about Jason's health hlstoiy. food profile (which Is 
foods he likes and is eatlrlg now), as Well as Vital 
Ufes^e questions and his specific goals. It is a key 
to know exactly inteit Jason wants to adileve. 

I then began recording his starting 
- statlsacs...resang heart rate of 61. pretty good. The 
lower the resting heart rate in general, the better, 
let's get the heart to work as efficiently as possible. 
In other Words, ojygcnatlng the body with the least 
amount of eflbrt. We have seen resting heart rate 
reductions up to 10-12 beats per tnlnute. 

Next, body Weight and percentage of tio^ fat 
Utilizing the caliper method (there are other meth­
ods). We obnoxiously but painlessly pinch four 
places on yotir body. This gives us a pretty good

estimate of how much ofyour weight is body fat Ver­
sus lean muscle. We also completed Jason's cir­
cumference measurements. 

Finally. I completed a postural analysis and a 
core stralgth check. Jason's shoulders were slightly 
protracted (rounded forward). We will work on this, 
and his core (mid section) was strong. We concluded 
this session with reviewing some things for Jason to 
Woiit on prior to our next appointment and gave 
him his exercise handbook. 

•Session Two 
Jason warnis up on the treadmill on his own and 

we meet on the exercise floor. Time for a practical 
assessment of how ready he is on the resistance 
equipment This, combined with his postural analy­
sis, core strength test and his goals will allow me to 
design a safe, effective initial exercise program. We 
will take all the guesswork out for Jason. The last 
11alf-hoi1r Was spent going over JasQn;8. computer 
printout This Is the r«ult of inputting all of Jason's 
data, starting statistics, food profile, goals, etc. 

This printout ti^lns to lay out each of the five key 
components that it Will take to achieve long term 
goals. The five components are resistance training, 
cardiovascular training, food intake, assuring he is 
getting all the nutrients needed, and finally, utilizing 
me — his coach — and the entire fitness team to 
hdp keep Jason motivated and on track. 

We all have up and down times. Wth his data In 
hand. Jason Was t>egiilning to understand exactly 
What fuel to put in his body. hoW many calories. 
vAat percentages of protein, fat and carbohydrates, 
etc. We concluded With Jason making plans to 
ti^ln to get control of his food intake. 

• Session Three 
We completed a full body Workout today, docu­

menting all the settings and going over the exact 
movements spedflc to Jason's body. I felt Jason 
Wanted to do mote than We did. vMdi is Qfplcal ofa 
lot of our clients. However. ifWe can focus on proper 
form In completing the exercise movements, the 
better off We W111 tie In the long run. 

There is something to be said for Working s1nart 
as Well as hard. So maily dlents do not have the five 
components sorted out for them. They wo1k hard. 

see little or no results, and drop out Joining the "I 
tried the health dub route and it did not work for 
me." This Is a loss for eveiyone. 

Find the right dub for you to assure you will get 
what Vou want and need to achieve the reasons you 
came there in the first place. It is not Just how 
much wdght a person uses, but how he or she does 
the movements. 

We also discussed his menu and how to 
exchange foods easily lo give him variety, and we 
checked on how all this was Working in Jason's 
lifestyle. 

• Session Fovir 
We talked about how Jason was feeling overall A 

big part of the program Is making it work in each of 
our client's life. We get our clients anywhere from 
two to five hours a week. wMe the world has them 
for the other 160 or so hours. We must make the 
connection between the dub and Jhdr life, and we 
woric hard at this. 

He was feeling great enetgy high and only a little 
sore, so We subtly Increased the intensity of his 
woltout We covered some more education issues 
and wrapped the session up. 

• Session Ptve 
Big day today. Jason gets reevaluated to check 

our process. Super resu1ts. In only ten days of 
implementing the program, he reduced his fet mass 
3.7 pounds and added 3.2 pounds of lean musde. 
resulting in only 1/2 pound on the scale, but as 
discussed earlier, he is on his Way to the body he 
wants. 

I am proud of Jason and appredate his honesty. 
We dont oqject our clients to comply 100 percent 
an the time, but hope they can realize this program 
is a tool on how the human body Works. No gim­
micks or games. Just the sdence of the body, a little 
patience, hard Work and determination. Great job.
