pornography case called "disgust­
ing and disturbing" by law officials. 

On Dec. 15 in the 35th District 
Court, Daniel Keith Moore was sen­
tenced to one year of probation. 10 
days of community service and was 
required to take a psychiatric 
examination, as well as attend out­
patient care for sexual offenders. 
Before he was sentenced, he was 
charged with three counts of pos­
session of child sexually abusive 
material. 

Northville Township police dis­
covered Moore had more than 
1.100 images of child pornography 
when the Northville Township 
business he was fired from found 
the images on his computer hard 
drive and turned the material over 
to law officials. 

"We're getting more of this type of 
activity these days so people really 
have to be careful." said Dei. 
Michael Wildt, Northville Tov̂ Tlship 
police. 

'Ml of these images he had were 
e-mailed to him." 

According to the township police 
report, the man Was fired from his 
employer in the township and 
before" he left attempted to delete 
computer files. His employer was 
concerned the files may have been 
important Work-re1ated material, 
so he stopped him from discarding 
the files and asked liim to leave. 

When co-workers further 
explored the files they found such 

images as young children engaged 
in se.xual acts with adults. 

"The photographs and videos 
were veî ' sexually explicit." Wildi 
said. 

"They were both disgusting and 
disturbing." 

Wildt said Internet users who 
enjoy child pornography some­
times U-ade the images with each 
other through e-mail and websites. 

In Michigan, a person who know­
ingly possesses any child se.xually 
abusive material is guilty of a mis­
demeanor punishable by imprison­
ment for not more than one year, or 
a fine of not more than .'510.000. or 
both. If that person knows, has 
reason to know, or should reason­
ably be expected know the child is 
a child or that person has not 
taken reasonable precautions to 
determine the age of the child. 

Wildt said he was satisfied with 
the sentence because it Was 
Moore's first offense and he had no 
prior record. 

Moore was charged on three 
counts because that indicated a 
more serious offense should he get 
into trouble again. Wildt said. 
Additionally, he Wasn't charged 
with a more serious offense this 
time because he only received and 
kept the images and did not redis­
tribute them. 

"This record Will be with lilm for 
the rest of his life," Wildt said.

"If the World ends, tllis legislation 
is null and void." Amy Rittenhouse 
said of a set of bills aimed al pro­
tecting sma11 businesses and 1ocal 
governments from fiivolous Y2K-
re1ated lawsuits. 

If on the other hand civilizatlon 
survives the computer glitch heard 
•roimd the World, then the legisla­
tion Would provide protection 
against suits and put limitations 
fen damages-tl1at can be "awarded 
SirfWesMlS'ocplalned 1̂  ttenhouse. 
c11lrf?6FstafiBito state Rep. Janet 
Kulcuk. R-Macomb. 

"Her (Kuloik's) point in sponsor­

ing tl1is legislation Was that she 
does not want to see anyone going 
out of business because someone 
is trying io iake advantage of Y2K." 
I?ittenhouse said. 

Lawmakers have passed a series 
of five bills — House Bill 4424 by 
Kukuk. House Bill 4588 by Rep. 
Marc Shulman. R-West Bloomfield. 
as Well as House Bills 4469. 4487 
and 4737 — to limit "computer 
date failure" lawsuits. 

The bills have been presented to 
Gov Johl1 Engier for flis signature;-

' Whlcli he must do before the end of 
year if.the bQls are to go,into,effect 
Jan. 1. Withlout a signature, the 
bills Would lake effect but not until 
March 1. too late to have any 

impact, Rittenhouse e.xp1alned. 
She said she expects the gover­

nor will sign, but has not yet heard 
when. 

The bills are modeled after laws 
already put in place at the federal 
level. So far. Rittenhouse said. 20 
to 23 states have adopted similar 
verbiage. 

The problem of course is that 
some computers and electronic 
devices note the year with only two 
digits, so the year 2000 will read as 
00. .And those devices may misin­
terpret that as 1900. That could 

f̂ect,„.perfoi:maj;ic ,̂,-oC„.Onaqelai, 
institutions, medical facilities, 
small businesses and govern­
ments. 

Much has been spent already 
correcting the problem. A Senate 
Legislative Analysis estimated the 
state will spend a total of $55.6 
million correcting the problem in 
its computers. Nationally, city gov­
ernments are expected to rack up a 
bill of $31 million fixing the glitch. 
For business, the cost is expected 
to run to $1 trillion nationally. 

But the lawsuits have already 
started. The state estimates 80 
cases have already been filed 
against companies nationally. 

The bills would limit damages in 
„„ lawsuits,,,ces1jl1ing.-,frona icpiDputer 

date failure to actual damages — 
eliminaUng the possibUity of puni­
tive damages — but oniy if the 

business has made some effort to 
be "Y2K compliant." 

If no effort Was made, the protec­
tions Would not app1y. 

Those damaged by a Y2K failure, 
either financially or as the result of 
some injury, could still go to court. 
The damages Would be limited to 
actual costs. 

Similar protections would be 
given to local governments, if 
they've made attempts to correct 
the problem. The bi11s a1so prohibit 
governments from coUectlng fees-
as a result of-computer 'date fail­
ure, such as a late charge. Mort­
gages could-not be foreclosed if late 
payments resulted from the com-̂  
puter glitch. 

"It (lawsuit protections in the 
bills) could apply to all business­
es." Kukuk explained, "but my con­
cern was greatest for the small 
businesses. I Would not Want to see 
them mvo1ved in protracted iegal 
fights that could put them out of 
business, or perhaps because one 
of their vendors did not take care of 
it correctly." 

"Local government did not cause 
this problem." Shulman said, 
explaining his bill to protect 
municipalities similarly, "and theyi--
4iave beetf-dohij^ all the>'--can to 
keep residents frorn being affected""' 
by it. In order to prevent a rash of 
laWsuits, it is necessarj' to extend 
this immunity."

Also appealing to train collectors 
was a display of lighted cabooses, 
hand-crafted by Fred and Rita 
Albridge of Cleveland.

Rita and Fred specialize in pro­
ducing cabooses in the HO scale, 
which is 1/87 the size of a real 
train.

Portwood said Rose could have 
paid all the medical claims and 
made arrangements with suppliers 
and customers to have their orders 
completed. 

Instead, he said. Rose Just closed 
down \Veather\'ane. 

Portwood said that in June. Rose 
paid a company to call employees 
on a Monday evening and tell them 
not to show'up Tuesday for work. 

Ponwood said the employees are 
currently looking at whether to 
take sorne type of legal action. 

"There's a lot of people who 
would like to get their hands on 
Gary Rose." Portwood said. 

Portwood also attended the 
protest on Saturday morning. 

"We'd like to embarrass him." 
Ponwood said on Why the protest 
was held. 

"We want to show his neighbors 
what type of person he is." 

Unfortunately for the protesters, 
though. Roses' neighbors seemed 
to take his side. 

Durow said several of them 
shouted unfriendly comments such 
as "Get a job" as the>' were walking 
in front of the home.

MEAP is about learning 
State Rep. David Woodward. D-Madi-

.son Heights, comes lo the legislature 
with a rather unique perspective — he's 
the only lawmaker young enough to 
have taken the .Michigan Education 
.•\ssessnient Program lest in its current 
form and to have received, as a result, 
a state-endorsed diploma. 

.•\t age 23. the freshman has criti­
cisms of the way the ME.AP is run 
presently. Not surprisingly, he plans lo 
introdu(-e legislation he hopes will 
make the educational assessment test 
a little better. 

.-•ynong his criticisms is that the cur­
rent test does little more than pit school 
district against school district. It does­
n't provide educators with the informa­
tion they really need to improve the 
quality of education their students are 
getting, he contends. 
^ Woodward plans to include in his pro­
posal a pro\1sion requiring that each 
student who takes the test be given an 
itemized list of their answers, along 
uith a list of which were right and 
which were wrong. Woodward would 
like to see teachers get back copies of 
students' writing samples with the eval­
uations placed on them hy the graders, 
so that teachers can work with the stu­
dents to improve areas of weakness 
identified in the test. 

Furthermore, he'd like to See that 
teachers get copies of the test so Ihey 
can better teach the skills covered. 

He also wants the results returned to 
schools more quickly, so teachers can 
work with students on those wealaless-
es. As it is. the results come too late, he 
said. 

Now. there is a lot of room for dis­
agreement with the representative. We 

don't think it's a bad thing that MEAP 
test scores allow people to compare one 
school district to another. Initially, that 
was one of the key purposes behind the 
lest, gi\ing parents a way to compare 
and contrast the performance of 
schools so that they could best choose 
where to place their kids when moving 
to a new home. 

Of course, we've heard the arguments 
from some that the ME.AP is a one-
dimensional way to compare districts. 
Parents would be better off to look at 
the curriculum, the services and pro­
grams offered to students, tile variety of 
courses offered by the school districts, 
and the personnel that run the district, 
so lhe argument goes. 

That argument has merit, but most 
parents really don't know what to look 
for or how to compare school districts. 
Most of us are certainly in that catego­
ry and don't have any idea how to com­
pare curricula or the quality of the 
teachers and administrators in various 
school districts. 

We believe Woodward's primary sug­
gestion of getting detailed information 
back to teachers and students on an 
individual basis so they can look at 
where they erred is a valid one. As he 
points out. seeing where you made mis­
takes can be a very valuable learning 
tool. .And if MEAP administrators don't 
want to give the answers back •with 
right and Wrong marked, they should at 
least consider giving individual stu­
dents a list describing the skill areas 
Where they came up short. 

That is, after all What education is: a 
process of learning, testing and then 
learning again.

Why we print so many letters

.'\ttcntive readers of 
this column know 
that my regular 
practice is to solicit 
responses to it — 
delighted, outraged, 
whatever — either 
by phone or e-mail. 
I generally also ask 
permission from 
senders to have 
their reactions 
printed in the news­
paper as letters to 
the editor. 

: I've always felt that letters to the editor 
are an essential vital part of a home town 
paper. As a columnist. I consider it an obli­
gation to print reader reactions to what I 
write. Moreover, running letters lo the edi­
tor, especially if there is a heavy communi-
ty issue up for debate, helps make the 
paper an open forum of community opin­
ion. 

So over the years I've tried to make sure 
our editors welcome letters to tlie editor 
and tell readers how best to submit them 
for publication. Our policy has been to 
print as many letters as we can. subject 
only to making sure that letters we receive 
are in fact written by the person who signs 
them and checking them for libel, slander 
and other considerations of good taste. 

Imagine my surprise, then, at receiving 
tlie other day a letter unlike any 1 have 
received in my entire 35 years in this busi­
ness. 

"Apparently, the policy of your newspa­
per is to print all letters to the editor short 
of the use of blasphemy or false accusa­
tion. ... I find it extremely unusual that any 

newspaper would print all letters to the edi­
tor. I am not aware of any other newspaper 
with this policy. ... 

"My father used to write letters to tile P̂ ay 
Cily Times and Detroll Fl-ee Press and 
would occasionally have one printed. How--
ever, 80 percent of whatever he wroti' 
ended up on the floor of the editor's office." 

My correspondent is absolutely right. In 
most of the big city papers, something like 
80 percent of the letters to the editor thai 
are submitted wind up on the floor of the 
editor's office. That's one of the things illai 
distinguishes a home town community 
newspaper like this one from our big citv 
brethren. 

As set out in our mission statement, one 
of our fundamental business puiposes is to 
"nurture the communllies we serve." As we 
understand it, nurturing a community 
involves doing everything we can to make 
the home towns we sen'c good places for 
folks to live. We consider our newspapers to 
be part of the community rather than 
standing apart, and so we feel that printing 
as many letters to the editor as we can 
helps the paper perform a useful function 
as a commtmity ibruin. 

But the letter I received went on to make 
another pohit. 

"The problem that this (printing all letters 
received) causes is that community mal­
contents can be extremely abrasive and 
counterproductive to the operation of a 
city. It is vety difficult to maintain staff 
morale when the newspaper continually 
allows the proliferation of personal attacks 
and insults to become weekly reading. ... I 
would think that the newspaper has some 
responsibility to limit the access of chronic 
complainers to the letters page."

ediior comes in. Mosi editors believe — 
rightly, in iiu' \-iew — lhal comnlunity gad­
flies may be a pain ill the butt, but provid­
ing Ihem a lo;"uin is all important aspect of 
nurturing a coininiiuity. .-̂ nd most editors 
know ilii'iv's a dilTerenre Ijeiween a gadfly 
and a chronic iroublemakcr who has an 
a.xe lo grind. 

Thai's wiiy we iiy regularly to print gad­
fly letters and to refrain from printing trou­
blemaker letters ilia! insult or slander indi­
viduals. A good home town editor knows 
lhe people iiiN'olved aild is in a position to 
nlake iiilormed judgments about the kinds 
of lei I ers lhal dcselTc publicaiion and the 
kiilds liiai do not. 

Editors on big cily papers siliiply cannot 
have lhal kind of intimate understanding 
of individual home towns and the folks that 
live there. Thai's why ll's so satisfying to 
publisll ihe kinds ol' newspapers we do: to 
nurlure lhe llonie louals we serve.

• Checking with your personal computer 

manufacturer about any upgrades your 

system may require: 
• Keeping emergency funds available, 

such as traveler's checks, or get a littie 
extra cash out of the bank in case disrup­
tions with ATMs occur.

State prison has roots in Civil War era 
Detroit's city prison 
began in 1857, but 
it took four years 
before the buildings 
were constructed. 
The Detroit House 
of • Correction 
(DeHoCo) was offi­
cially opened on 
July 5, 1861. The 
prison contained 
640 cells, but had 
no toilet facilities, 
interlocking devices 
for the cells, or 

other modem conveniences. 
In 1920. a farm project was developed In 

Plymouth Township along Phoenix (later to 
become Five Mile Road). In 1926, the first 
female prisoners were transferted there. 

The .women's division at DeHoCo was 
considered to be "one of the most progres­
sive penal Institutions of its kind in the 
United States, if not the world," according 
to a booklet the Institution.put out at the 
time, ft proudly claimed that "In the design 

all the traditional ideas of prison construc­
tion were throvm overboard" in order to 
provide a more tranquil, educational set­
ting for Its inmates. Housing for women 
viras provided In the form of eight English-
style cottages, each with 34 private rooms. 
While the windows did not have bars on 
them, they were constructed in a Way to 
prevent "the passage Of a human body" 
through them. 

By the summer of 1931, the entire prison 
was transferred to the Plyimouth farm loca­
tion. It was able to accommodate 1.200 
men and over 200 women. The farm cov­
ered 1,000 acres of land. All of the produce 
used by the Institution were grovm On the 
farm, providing the main source of Inmate 
employment 

A chair and ftlmlture factoty, run by 
DeHoCo, made fiImiture for such diverse 
customers as a S t Louis steamship com­
pany and 'Ypsllanti State Hospital. Other 
factories within the prison included a 
sewing room where the Inmates' clothes 
were made. By the 1950s, the dahy and live-
stock dlvlslons contained 2O0 head ofcattie and 

300 pigs. 
Despite the seeming prosperity by the 

1940s, an operating deficit caused the city 
to offer the prison for sale to the state. The 
state was un\villing to agree to the sale. 
After more than a decade of debate, the 
Detroit City Council finally agreed to main­
tain the prison. 

Though two new cottages were built to 
accommodate an additional 120 women 
prisoners, the women's division was trans­
ferred to Oie state in 1959. By the 1970s, 
there was no longer livestock at the prison, 
-no machine shop, chair or canning facto­
ries: all cottage industries had ceased. 

The Detroit House of Correction 
remained in operation until March 1985. In 
July of that year, the state purchased the 
prison for $6.7 mUlion. The medium-secu­
rity facility received a facelift, with new 
construction. DeHoCo is now knovm as the 
Western Wavne County Correctional Facili­
ty-

The holiday shopping season has 
reached its peak and as consumers flock 
the malls searching for the best deal or the 
last-minute gill, security officers are work­
ing behind the scenes at pro\'iding the 
most secure shopping experience possible. 

Twelve Oaks Mall Security Director Terrv' 
McCauIey said his troops are focused on 
customer service and he hopes people stay 
aware of their own surroundings in this 
time of holiday hoopla and mayhem. 

"As a tip to people who are planning on 
spending the day shopping — first of all. be 
aware of vour surroundings." McCaulev 
said. 

"..'Mso, have a plan and be able to adjust 
that plan." 

McCauley said this year his staff has 
helped people with 700 car lockouts, hun­
dreds of jump-starts and thousands of lost 
vehicles. 

"Recognize where vou are parking, and 
try not to park in dark areas." McCauley 
added. 

Rewarding as it may be to reunite lost 
children With their parents. McCauley also 
said families should have specified meeting 
times and places While spending time at 

the mall. 
"Women should 

also cany their 
purse securely over 
their head and 
shoulder while 
keepiilg the purse 
underneath the 
coat." McCauley 
said. 

"You also want to 
keep your cash 
organizetl. You don't want lo be shox-ing a 
bunch of cash al clerks or counting too 
much money in front of other people." 

While in the customer service industn-. 
securiiy is still the business at hand and 
working in conjunction with the Novi Police 
Department, the Oakland County Mounted 
Division Sheriffs Department and Com­
munity Emergency Medical Services, secu­
rity runs smoothly at Twelve Oaks Mall, he 
said. 

"From the time of Thanksgiving to Dee. 
26. there are patrol organizations provid­
ing extra eyes and ears in addition to our 
staff." McCauley explained. 

"And our staff is professionally trained, 
ill uniform and provide 24-hour patrol of 
both the interior and exterior of Twelve

McCauley said his si:lff has different

While training uilh a field training offi­
cer, securiiy officers spend hours .going 
over inierior palroi. e.Klerior patrol, dis­
patch training and repon wriling, 

"There are specific lhings like defensive 
training, first aid and CPR we train Ibr." he 
said. 

"We also train our siaiV in issuing park­
ing violations." 

While a couple of jewelrv- store robberies 
have inade headlines lately. McCauley said 
he's thrilled that l\velve Oaks hasn't seen 
any lnajor criminal acli\iiy. adding that his 
crew is prepared for the many different 

challenges his busi­
ness provides, 
"We are always look­
ing for people who 
are suspicious, such 
as people who come 
to Twelve Oaks with 
shopping bags from 
different stores not in 
this mall." he said. 
With many of the 
anchor and tenant 

stores each ha\ing their own in-house 
security officer. McCauley said each store 
is responsible for their own securiiy. 

"There is really nothing lo steal in the 
commons area — so we are dealing with 
shoplifters when the stores call upon us" 
he added. 

"Each store has their own level of securi­
ty and electronics." 

The latest addition of Twelve Oaks' secu­
rity technology is a new closed circuit tele­
vision system contained in a control room 
in the security office. 

Added just about a year old. the new 
wdeo system offers different monitors and 
cameras that can scan both the interior 
and exterior views of the mall. 

The extra cameras help record every­

thing — and with capabilities of panning 
down, tilting around or zooming right onto 
a suspect or a patron who is tjnable to find 
their vehicle, the security team at Twelve 
Oaks Mall will be alert to eveiy situation. 

With more than 7 million visitors yearly 
to the mall, the extra technology goes a 
long way at providing the essential element 
the security officers are here for — cus­
tomer service. 

Whether they are in uniform With their 
flashlights, handcuffs, radios and defen­
sive pepper spray or they are in plain­
clothes walking among patrons. McCauley 
said the security officers at Twelve Oalcs 
are prepared for the Worst, but prefer to 
help out in any way they can. 

This year we have ran Uvo emergenc>' 
drills, so we can practice What We have in 
words," McCauley said. 

"A few years back, a shopper would come 
to the mall and see security officers, and 
would tliink to themselves this isn't a safe 
place." 

"They would tliink bad things. Now. by 
seeing us out there, it helps reinforce the 
guests' shopping experience.

We could always find a couple of Coleman 
hinterns and a two-burner cook stove. 

Durinii the years ihat I remember best, we had one 
fellow who went aloiitj for llle Irip but did not really 

HO 10 hum. I always fell thai he just warned to i>el 
away from Ihe crowd for awhile and was swilling to do 
all of the cooking ibr Ihc rest of us if wc would take 
him alonu. 
, He also did the dishes and kept the campsite in 

order wliile the rest of us spent our prime lime in the 
woods waiting ibr that big buck to wander within 
range. Since most of us did not like to cook or do 
dishes, we would often do a lot of sweet talking to get 
this fellow to join us. 

T7ie deer hunting license at thai liine cost only five 
dollars each and we would split up the Ibod and olher 
expenses such as gas used lo gel lo the hunting area. 
The loial cost per person would sometimes be less 
than 20 or 30 dollars, and that would be for the 
entire week. 

.-•Xfler returning from the woods al the end of a 
day's hunt, we would often find a big kettle of chili 
simmering on the wood stove and the cook making 
up a batch of fresh sliced ham sandwiches to be 
eaten belbre v.-e sat doun to the nightly poker gaine. 

(Did I mention that one of the fellows always 
brought along a folding poker table'.' Probably not — 1 
usually forgot to mention that pan to my wife, too.) 

If the season was a good one and the deer had cho­
sen our area to winter up in. we would sometimes all 
gel a buck to bring back to town, since at that time. 

shooting a doe was not permitted in Michigan. 
Some vears. even the cook brought back a deer, 

although he didn't really go hunting. Other years, 
only one or two of us would score and thc deer would 
be split up among the whole group. 

Some of the best memories were of the later 
years when several of us regulars had sons who 
were old enough to join us on our annual trips lo 
the north. 

I can still remember each year the youngsters got 
their first deer. From that time on they were the pros, 
giving the younger ones all kinds of adnce and tips 
on how to become a deer hunter. 

Bathing was not a required practice in the week-
long campout. and by the time the week of hunung 
all dav and sleeping in most of your clothes to keep 
warm'at night was over. soIne of our hunters smelled 
worse than the animals we were hunting. 

Most of us held secret desires for the last couple of 
davs 10 pass more quicldy so we could gel back to the 
ulie and the rest of the family, and to a warm bath 
and soft bed. 

The limes were not the best, but they were surely 
not ihe worst. If the memories are good, then the 
times were good — at least they look good now. as 1 
sit here and .'"emember only the best parts.
